E. H. S. Flood Writes of Ef-
fect of Agreement Between
Islands and Dominion.

| Ottawa, Nov. 19—(Canadian- Press)—
That the effect of the Canada-West
India 'agreement is being particularly felt
in the flour trade is a statement con-
tained in a report received by the de-
partment of trade and commerce from
Trade Commissioner E. H. 8. Flood.

He wrote that in 1912 the U. S. sup-
plied 750,000 tons smd Canada 800,000
tons of flour to the West Indies. Since
the treaty went into effect the U. S.
trade has fallen off until Canada now
supplies the southern colonies with three|
quarters of their flour.

One Hostile Paper.

The newspaper believes that if Admiral
Beatty had been in England he would
bsve resigned rather than agree to the
suspension., It also contends that the
admiralty’s step is not in accordance
with the preceedings at the Washington
conference, and that there is no real re-
lation between them.:

Prominent Men Comment.

Vice-Admiral Ballard, in an article
published by the Evening News, esti-
mates it will result in an ultimate sav-
ing of £50,000,000.

MEIGHEN FACES DEFEAT

The following is an extract from the
Standard’s report of Sir George TFos-
ter'’s speech at Gagetown:

“The government of the day must
have at least 130 seats. The Farmers
cannot get these, meither do I believe
can Mr. King. And it is quite possible
that none of the groups will have a
majority.”

The Montreal Gazette has published
an estimate giving the governinent 109
seats, or 21 less than Sir- George Foster
says it must have to carry on. The
Gazette is a Conservative paper and
claims for the government far more than
it will get. Its claims for the maritime
provinc;s are absurdly wide of the mark
and the like is true in regard to the
rest of the country. But if Mr. Meighen
got all the seats claimed by the Mont-
real Gazette, and several more, he would
still be without a majority. Realizing
this situation the people will vote for
Liberal candidates in order tha tHon.
Mackenzie King may be in a position
to form a strong administration. The
defeat of the government is admitted by
its own friends. It may not have 60
members in the new house.

FALSIFYING THE ISSUE.

The Woodstock Press says:

“The most serious class movement in
Canada is that known as the Farmer
movement, and led and manned by those
_who believe in free trade, who fancy that
Canada is a country where free trade is
possible and who are heading for free
trade just as fast as they can get there.”

In the same issue of the Press is found
the following:

“Protection or Free Trade.

“That is The Issue.

“There is no Neutral Ground.

“King, Crerar & Co. are out to smash
the protective policy of this country, or
be smashed in turn,

“Men and women voters—which ban-
ner are you travelling under?

“Protection or Free Trade.

“That is The Issue,

“Anything else is a subterfuge, and
all the quibbling, éwasion and lurid rhe-
“toric of King, Crerar & Co., cannot de-
ceive sensible thinking men and women.”

It is by falseMsods of this nature the
tories hope to alarm the people and di-
vert their attention from the real issues
of the contest. The maritime provinces
are not good soil for seed of this kind.
Looking back to the days befoye con-
federation, they are prone to ask what a
high tarif has done for them; and to
ask especially what it can do for them
now, when prohibitive freight rates de-
prive their industries of a market and
prevent their expansion, and government
neglect prevents the development of
their ports. To talk to New Brunswick
farmers about the value of the St. John
market is to provoke the prompt retort
that this market could be glutted in a
day, and that the lack of markets is the
farmer’s chief handicap. Not a higher
tariff but more trade is the need of these
provinces, and the talk about free trade
is merely a subterfuge to divert attention
from the real situation as it exists at
the present time. Under a Liberal gov-
ernment these provinces would get a
square deal.

One of the speakers at a Liberal meet-
ing in Ambherst this week was Mr. C.
Howard Black, secretary of the Ambherst
agricultural society and of the county
farmers’ association. A report of his
speech says: .

“Mr. Black, who was one of the fore-
most leaders in the Farmer-Labor cam-
paign of 1920 in the provincial elections,
remphasized the fact that his reasons for
supporting the Liberal party in the pre-
sent campaign were that the issues that
were before the people in 1920 were
purely provincial, while those before the
people now are Dominion, and the Lib-
eral party in federal affairs has always
stood by the farmers and went down
‘to defeat fighting for the reciprocity
.agreement which they promulgated in
the interests of the Canadian farmers.
Therefore it was the duty of the Can-

; adian farmers to stand by the Liberals
' at this time. ‘United we stand, divided
we fall’ said Mr. Black, ¢ therefore let us
all rally to the Liberal standard-bearer.’”

The wnemployment question is caus-
ing a great deal of concern to the city
clergymen, the Associated Charities and
others brought into contact with actual
conditions. Work or deles must be pro-
vided, they say, and in their opinion the
eivic authorities should call a conference
to discuss the whole question.
