DULLLIIIi Eskimos is Back to Civilization LABOR TROUBLE AT FORT 

WILLIAM AND PORT ARTHUR
Farmer and Son Have Hard Fight 

With it in Hay FieldNome, Alaek., Aug. 21—Vilhkmar Ste­
fan son, an explorer, who discovered a race 
of blonde Eskimos in Victoria land, ar­
rived here today on the revenue cutter 
Bear, after spending four and a half years 
in the Arctic.

Mr. Stefan son collected much informa­
tion concerning the Eskimos of the far 
north and found many new tribes. He 
was accompanied by Dr. R. M. Anderson 
of Iowa. TJhey made the journey out of 
the mouth of the Mackenzie River on a 
steam whaler as far as Point Barrow, the 
most northerly point of Alaska, where 
they boarded the Bear. The expedition 
was financed by the Geological Survey of 
Canada and the American Museum of 
Natural History.

Attacked by a black snake, seven feet 
in length, Frank Hitchman and his young 
son fought with the great reptile for half 
an hour in the hay field yesterday after­
noon before finally coming out victorious.

Hitchman, Jr., seventeen years of age, 
was driving the cutting machine with a 
spirited pair of horses. One of the wheels 
passed over a nest of young snakes, but 
the boy did not realize his danger until the 
mother of the family thrust her long body 
upward under the seat between his feet, 
and lie found the head of the hideous crea­
ture waving in hie face.

Terrified, the young man sprang from 
hie place and ran out on the pole, thus 
starting the horses into a run, which end­
ed in their bolting and being caught only 
with difficulty by Mr. Hitchman, who 
rushed back to the spot and made a quick 
lunge at the snake with his scythe, but 
without inflicting more than a slight cut. 
Infuriated, the snake struck at him. The 
son, thinking his father's life in danger, 
seized a stick and screamed with fright, 
whereupon the snake attacked him.

There was a desperate battle of half an 
hour’s duration, the scythe and club fin­
ally overcoming the vicious reptile. Both 
men fell to the ground exhausted when 
the fight was over.

Reports received from up-river sections 
where market-gardening is done on a fair­
ly extensive scale indicate that the back­
ward weather lias been responsible in mak­
ing the tomato crop a total failure or 
nearly so. The farmers who have been 
engaged in this market-gardening have sus­
tained a heavy loss, not only in tomatoes, 
but in the cucumber crop as well. The 
wet weather of the last few weeks has had 
a bad effect on both tomatoes and cucum­
bers, particularly the former, as a period 
of sun, strong and warm, was required for 
ripening. 4

Practically the same situation prevails 
in all parts of the province where toma­
toes are raised, but it is most keenly felt 
in Sunbury and York counties, which form 
the source of supply for much of the 
stock which comes to the local market. 
From present indications the housewife 
will pay a stiff price for her ketchup and 
chow-chow with home-made recipes this 
year.

Constantinople, Aug. 21—The Porte, it 
was announced today, has invited Monte­
negro to withdraw her troops from the 
Albanian district of Berana.

Advices from Albania are that furmer 
fighting has occurred at Berana and that 
the Turks have driven the Montenegrins 
out of the district.

mander-in-chief of the Salvation Army, was 
born in Nottingham, April 10, 1829. He 
was educated privately in that town, and 
at the age of fifteen yeare began preaching 
in the open air at Nottingham. He stud­
ied theology with Rev. William Cooke, 
D.D., and became a minister in the Meth­
odist New Connexion Church, London, in 
1850. He was appointed to traveling evan­
gelistic work and later was given a" regular 
appointment in ordinary circuit work.

While in the east end of London he ob­
served that the majority of the people did 
not attend worship at all, so he started 
the Christian Mission in July 1865. From 
this beginning was developed the Salva­
tion Army which has grown to have corps 
in almost every country in the world.

In connection with the Salvation Army, 
General Booth organized a great system 
for work among the submerged, vicious, 
starving and criminal classes and shelters 
and hospitals have been provided for the 
care of these classes. *•*»

General Booth had published several 
hymn and music books, and volumes en­
titled “Salvation Soldiery,” “Training of 
Children and Letters to Soldiers,” “In 
Darkest England,” and “The Way Out.” 
All profits from the different books and 
publications have gone towards the sup­
port of the various branches of the work.

HAY CROP MAY BE SHORT
(Moncton Times).

A Sackville man says it is likely a con­
siderable part of the marsh hay crop will 
be loist this year owing to the almost un­
precedentedly heavy rains, W’hich it is fear­
ed will make it impossible to put team« 
and machinery on the land. He estimates 
the possible loss at one-third of the crop. 
A similar report comes from Prince Ed­
ward Island. The Charlottetown Guard­
ian says:—Full reports concerning the 
hay crop have not yet been received, but 
present indications are that there will be 
a considerable shortage owing to the im­
possibility of saving the crop.

And always, after he had 
begun hie great work of organization, 
there was at hie command an ever grow­
ing army of able and enthusiastic persons 
whose faith in their general was unbound­
ed. To them he stood out among other 
men as a saintly figure, the prophet of a 
happier time for burdened human soule.

"General Booth has often been likened 
to an ancient Hebrew prophet. The like­
ness is no fanciful one, whether in per­
sonal appearance or in character. There 
ie the Hebraic east of features, the fea­
tures of the prophet-statesman, the ‘prac­
tical mystic.’ There is the same absolute 
end personal trust in a living, immanent 
God, the same faith which can remove 
mountains, the same intensity, the same 

-eaeured/ vision of ‘a good time coming,’ 
jthe same vivid hatred of sin and the 
Itame deep human love for the sinner. One 
(Quality which the Semitic races sometimes 
seem to lack, the General possessed, and 
still possesses, in full measure. This is a 
fdeep, healthy humor.

Few men of thie or any time have look­
ed deeper into the great eocial problems, 
the solution of which ie so slow and pain­
ful and full g>{ bitter disappointment. He 
toiled incessantly and found therein his 
greatest happiness. A great soul, he long 
since earned his place among the truly 
great leaders in the realm of religion and 
morall, and in the task of ameliorating 
the condition of the poor and wretched 
ones of earth.

Edmonton, Alta., Aug. 21—"Kinks of Ns- 
ture Made Straight While You Wait," ia 
not the legend over the door* of the en­
gineer'* log shack* in the Rocky mountain 
country, west of Edmonton, but it might 
be, aa that is what they are doing on the 
Grand Trunk Pacific and' the Canadian 
Northern transcontinental system», which 
are rushing grades and laying steel 'to the 
Pacific coast.

Four thousand laborers are at work 'tim­
bering, tunnelling, grading and preparing 
for the rails on the first named line. In 
addition, forty steam shovels, two river 
boats and hundred of horses, dump-carts, 
scrapers, cranes, track laying machines 
and all sorts of tackle are employed on the 
last leg of the ocean-to-ocean road. En­
gineers are confident that the golden spike 
will be driven about twelve months hence, 
midway between Edmonton and' the coast, 
but the contractors, who have charge of 
the actual work, say the job cannot be 
completed earlier than the fall of 1914 and 
possibly not before the middle of 1915.

Graders are now entering the most dif­
ficult part of the task, the final stretch of 
210 miles, all of which is along steep side 
hills, composed of slippery mica clay. The 
engineers, who planned the route through 
the Yellowhead pass which makes other 
transcontinental grades appear aa if they 
were blunders, are now running a consti­
tuent that defies practically every law 
known to railroad science, and will keep 
the shovels busy for two years after al) the 
steel is laid.

The nature oU the ground between tBe 

rail head and Fort George presents num­
erous problems in engineering. The mica 
clay slides easily; in fact, in scores of in­
stances it ha* been necessary to dig out 
the same places two or three times. With 
a mountain of this jelly-like mixture need­
ing only a light rainfall to start it shift­
ing, the Grand Trunk Pacific has a prob­
lem in railroading not encountered else­
where in the western country. Between 
Pocahontas snd Tete Juan Cache the 
mountains rise to heights of from 6,000 
to 10,000 feet. The highest peak is Mount 
Robson, 13,700 feet from base to apex.

Mile 53, the present head of steel, five 
miles below Tete Juan, is the busiest place 
on the line. Two steamers, the Construc­
tor and the Conveyor, were built last 
spring by Foley, Wflch & Stewajt, to 
transport suppli«s-down the swift running 
Fraser river. Tfcd1 boats 
paddle type, 150 feet in 
foot beam, driven, iqr 150-horse poweK en­
gines. The boats are of green spruce tim­
ber, sawed on the spot, and, considering 

45 the material, they are remarkably good 
craft. However, on account of drawing 

52 too much water, the boats can be used 
73 only when the stream is at its highest 

149 point. So far only half of the supplies 
have been forwarded, end as the season is 
nearing its close there will be delays.

Five steam shovels and several hundred 
cars of equipment and material are piled 

90% up at the head of steel and there is so 
much other apparatus coming up every 
day that one wonders how the contractors 
can send even a fraction of it down the 
Fraser river before navigation closes. The 

77 lighter supplies will go down in scows,
237 which are built at the head' of steel and

abandoned after conveying the cargo to 
the canyon, 100 miles below Stuthard. 
Four experienced men with 20-foot sweeps 

146% at bow and stern are necessary to navi- 
86 gate one of these scows.

253 A Tidy Job, This

Loading a steam shovel and transporting 
153 it down a swift river is a job that would 
62% give even a seasoned sailor some uneasi­

ness. The shovel is run over a temporary 
track to an open scow, forty feet in length 

144 and twenty feet in width, lowered into the
102 bottom and lashed to the. nose of the con­

veyor. When the craft swings into the 
current and heads down stream, the work­
men hold their breath and the owners be- 

93 gin to figure the probable loss. Two shov­
els have been taken down that way—just 
turned loose and allowed to drift, so far 
without mishap. The Fraser river, how­
ever, has already claimed fifteen human 
lives, mostly by accidents with rude rafts 
handled by inexperienced workmen. There 
are numerous swirling eddies in the 
stream, against which even the strongest 
swimmer has little or no chance.

At intervals along the route between 
Edmonton and the head of steel arc va­
cant store houses and' other buildings of 
log walls and tent roofs which were once 
occupied by builders and grading gangs; 
broken shovels, remains of worn-out ma­
chinery, discarded clothing gnd footwear 
and heaps of tin cans are rusting and de­
caying in the varied changes of climate, 
end here and there a lettered stone tells 
that the work of railroad construction, 
which draws its materials from the whole 
civilized world, must also take its toll of 
human life.

The 
first of these bridges is forty-seven miles 
below the present rail head. At the can­
yon, sixty-five farther west, the survey 
crosses the river twice within a few miles, 
rccrossing it at the canyon. There is also 
a bridge at Resplendant, making five spans 
over the Fraser river. A long bridge will 
cross the Shuswap river and one must be 
built over the Ghost river before trains 
are run into Fort George.

The principal contractors below steel 
head are: Carlton & Company, twenty- 
five miles, with seven shovels; Criffin & 
Company, twenty-five miles, with four 
shovels on the ground ; Burns & Jordan, 
forty-three miles, with a battery of dig­
gers; Spend & Company, twenty-five miles, 
with five machines, and Simmons & Com­
pany, the last fifty miles of the grade to 
Fort George. This outfit has six of the 
largest shovels in western Canada.

When I look into the remarkable 

detective records ot my friend, Peter 
Crewe, I am struck chiefly by the sim­
plicity of the crimes which he discov­
ered or frustrated. I mentioned this 
to him once, and he responded:

"Simplicity, Langton, if I may use 
a metaphor, is the keystone of the 
arch ot successful crime. We have 
the upward curve—the plot; the down­
ward curve—its accomplishment.

Each, after remain­
ing in the air tor forty-eight hours or 
so, and after hovering immediately 
over the French defensive works upon 
the boundary, collapsed while at an 
altitude of perhaps eight hundred feet, 
dashing its two occupants to the 
ground, and instantaneously killing

patches ot silk, and a tangle ot wicker-

The scientists who are 
conducting the investigation call it an at­
tempt to find out the “spatial orientation” 
of the ant. Translated, this means "how 
they find their way home.”

About 100 ants, representing several spe­
cies, are being used in the experiments. 
A few of them are white.

The testa so far indicate that the an is 
do not have the north, east, south and 
tfest sense of direction, such as is observ­
ed in carrier pigeons.

The sense of smell has proved of value 
ii- these tests. The experimenter has used 
a large circular pan of water, in which 
there are two sand islands connected with 
a bridge. A queen ant with her little ones 
is placed* in the nest on one of the is­
lands. After they have become acquainted 
with their new home the baby ants are 
transferred to the other island by way 
of the bridge. The queen and mother 
ant then begins carrying them one by one 
back to their home.

She circles the island sev­
eral times. Her first trip,across is made 
in a hesitating fashion. After she has

An official investigation was begun this

St. John harbor. The inquiry was presided 
over by Captain H. G. Lindsay, of Ottawa, 
acting wreck commissioner under author­
ity of the marine department. James E. 
Cowan appeared for the dredge captain, 
and H. H. McLean, K. C„ acted for the 
schooner and tugboat. Captain Mulcahey 
and Captain E. C. Elkin were sworn in 
as articled assessors. Two witnesses were 
examined. Captain K. Nickerson of the 
dredge and Captain G. M. Morrell of the 
tugboat Wasson^ which had the schooner 
in tow.

Captain Nickerson, who said he had been 
in command of the Fielding for about 
seven years, told the court that on the 
morning of the Collision he had left about 
seven o’clock for his moorings near Part­
ridge Island. It was very nearly low 
water, the weather was clear and there 
was very little wind. It was during freshet 
time and the tide was runping a little 
more than three knots. After the dredge 
had turned near the bell buoy below the 
moorings, the captain saw the tug Wasson 
coming with the schooner Cooper in tow 
with a cargo of lumber.
