WEDNESDAY, JAN. 28th (contd.)
Hon. C. H. EMERSON joined with
previous speakers in congratulating
the new Speaker, and dealt with some
of the mattere up for discussion.
drew attention to the criticism of the
Old Age Pensions Scheme, pointed out
that all that was being said against
it was only because it had emanated
trom the. Government.. He claimed
that so far as his district was concern=
ed the mattes was rroperly handled,
and there was no unjust discrimcina-
tion, and further showed that while a
good deal of talk had been indulged in
ongthe question by privious Govern-
ments, the present Government was
the only one that made any practical
attempt to deal with the question. As
the years go and the finances rant
there would undoubtedly. be a redue
tion 1n the age limit and a further ex=
tension of the benefits, As to the
Agricultural policy he pointed out
that the success or failure of the
scheme depended on the people. The
Government was sincere in their de-
sire to do good, and had adopted what
they consldered the best policy. They
had to depend on the people te carry
it. out, and ¥ they did notv do so, no
blame ¢could be attached to the Gov-
ernment. He also pointed out that this
Goverament was essentially a fisher-
men’s Government,and had done more
for them in the erection of light-
houses and other aids than any pre-

MR. COAKER was the next speaker
and he occupied the attention ef the
House till 6.30, when the Speaker left
the chair till 8. At that hour he re-
sumed, speaking till 9.30, or altogether
three hours, In the afterneon his re=
marks dealing’ with the fishery and
agriculture guestions had the merit of
being interesting. After tea he evi-
dently became carried away with the
exuberance of his own verbosity, and
dritted into a lengthy dissertation on
various questions whieh were not live
issues, and which were only an elueid-
ation of his owa policy.” He supported
the amendment proposed by Mr.Kent,
regretting the meeting of the House
with two portfolios unfilled, and
threatened if the offices of Minister of
Justice and Minister of Agriculture
were filled from the Upper House, the
F.P.U. would add to its policy the
abolition of the Legislative Council,
He dealt with the price of fish and de-
tailed his own connection therewith,

to the tagricaltarsl 'pl‘O’aE of
country, and advocated the piviné of
bonuses for clearing of land as the
only thicg necessary. He dealt with
the strength of the Union North, and
handed it out to Messrs; Clapp, Lloyd
and others in no uncertain way that
they owed their election to the Union,
and not to anything they themselves
had done or any policy they had advo-
cated. He referred to the work)ef the
dredge, and wbhile admitting ¢he had
done good work, advocated the ptr-
chase of another or one larger, He
spoke interestingly of the work of the
lumbermen in the woods, the condi-
tions of their camps, and the endea-
ours that had been made to benefit
them and promote their. heglth, and
also praised the movement t¢ward the
prevention of the spread of tuberculo-
sis. He dealt with the matter of Cot-
tage Hospitals, Yobster Fishery, rail-
way developments, standardization of
cull for fish, and many other matters
in which the F.P,U. wecre interested,
concluding with a reference to the
breach in the Opposition rauks. He
had some difference with Mr. Kent,
but suggested that when he was there
long enough that would remedy itself.
Hon. Mr. CrosBIE followed and
dealt with the'price of fish, though for
a while he got after Mr. Coaker hotly.
He had the honour of being the most
abused man in the country, he had
been. lied about deliberately, but he
had treated them with silent sontempt
and all that had been said eould not
rob him of his seat in the House. He
ridiculed the idea of Coaker putting up
the price of fish, claiming he had done
no more than any other broker. He
was simply fooling the people, and
when the blind led the blind there was
always the danger of falling into the
ditch. Dealing with the fish question
Mr. Crosbie showed that the opening
of the American market had had con-

Oporto market was full, and 23,000 qtls
were lying tkere unsold. Next vear
when 69,841 qtls, were skipped to the
States, the. Oporto market reported
only 6,830 qtls. on hand, and when
104,197 gtls. were sent to America, the
Oporto market reported only 8,640 qtls.
The shortage in the Oporto market in
the spring was one of the factors in
keeping up the price.

The Sealing Bill

‘The Sealing Bill which was in-
troduced in the ,House by Mr.
Coaker is a Bill intended to regu
late the prosecution of the sealfish-
ery. It provides that the sides of
the steel ships, where men sleep,

‘1shall be sheathed inside with wood;

decks to be sheathed with 2-inch
plank; portable iron frame berths
for sleeping accommodation for
crew; the companion-way and
hatches shall be boarded in to pro-
tect men from draughte and wea
ther; slesping quarters of crew to
be heated by steam pipes; & room
to be supplied for accommodation
of ‘sick and disabled men; rifles
prohibited; a doctor to be carried
in each ship; one 1b. soft bread to
be servad to.each member of crew
three times a week; beef, pork,
potatoes and. pudding for dmner
three times a week; stewed beans
and fish brewse for breakfast every
other day; onions, potatoes and
turnips in soup on Saturdays; fresh
beef for each member of crew once
a week. or canned beof as a substi-

| tute; cooks shall be prohibited from

any other work thap cocking-ex-
cept in case of giergency.

- Tailure to carry out these regu-
lations on the part of the owner or
master carries & fine of from $50
to $1000. e '

. Sick and disabled men on wood-
en ships tc bs transferred, when
possible, to steel ships belonging to
the same owners as the wooden
thips. '

Wooden ghips outside the Gulf
to leave ontl2th March. Steel
ships.13th March from St. Joha's,
and any port North of St. John’s
14th March. Penalty $4,000.

A wooden ship may land part of
her crew if it can be shown to the
satisfaction of the Customs Officer
of any port that more than one
half of her crew has been landed
because & fu'l crew is no longer
necessary. Owners of ship to eon-
vey crew landed to their homes.

Steel ships under 850 tons gross
to be considered ae weoden ships.

No seals to be killed before the
15th day of March. Penalty $4,000.

With most of the provisions of
the bill we agree. Others could
be improved upon. Certain pro-
visions will injure not only the
owners but the men, and should be
carefully weighed before becoming
law. Many anindustry has been
legislated to death, and many s
man with money, who it of an
investing turn cf mind, is hanging
on to it because of the fear
that radical and advanced legislation
ray be enddted that will have the
effect of making the already
speculative feature of an invest-
ment more and more acute.

We are all as citizens of this
country matually interested in her
great induetriev, and it behoves us
to alwaye treat these industries in
a cautious and wise mauner, con-
sidering every .matter, and especi-
ally legislation from the owners
standpoint as well a: our own, and
st .all times we, ss citizens and
public men, should be actuated by
one desire, and that is, the success
of all our undertakings.
