Revolutionists Are Apparently Trying
to Capture Swatow--The
Revolt is Spreading.

Amoy, China, June 2.—A great battle
petween the Imperial troops and rebels
ic reported to be in progress near
swatow. Thousands of men are said

bve engaged. No word has been re-
ceived here as to which side has the
best- of the fighting.

Yesterday's brush between the con-
testants between here and Swatow was

the forerunner of the big battle
to-day. In that conflict the Imperial
troops gained the advantage and the
rebels retired. To-day, it is reported,
the fight was renewed with the rebels
relnforced by thousands of men who
came up from the rear. |

While the' movements of the rebel!
and Imperial armies are not definitely
known, it is believed the soldiers were

to overhaul the revolutionists in
the race for Swatow, which was an-
unced to be in progress on Friday.

t is hoped the troops will be able to
prevent the rebels from capturing the
seaport, but it is admitted by the au-
thoroties that the issue is in doubt.

Yesterday’'s fighting, while not long
continued, was of the fiercest character.
In a very short engagement nearly one
thousand men .fell. The rebels wers

heaviest losers jn the fight and
ickly retired. It is believed only the
advance guard:was-engagsed and that
with” the arrival of reinforcements thse
struggie for the possession of Swatow
was. resumed.

That the rébels in the neighborhood
of Swatow far outnumber the troops
i$ well known. Reports stated that as
many as 30,000 armed men were in the
rebel army. It is doubtful if the Im-
perial .forces number over 3,000 or 4,-
000 men.

The ‘soldiers, of course, have the ad-
vantage of training and discipline and
superior arms. It is known, however,
that many former army officers are
with the rebels and they have been
able to b¥ing the rebel forces to a
higher state of efficiency than usually
obtains among revolutionists.

Throughout China the situation is
much worse and every dispatch says
the revolt is spreading.

Another rebel army was reported yes-
terday to be near Chang Chow, threat-
ening to attack that city, one of the
largest in Fokien province.

Anti-Dynastic Outbreak.

Amoy, China, June 1.—The centre of
the present Chinese uprising is at Ju
An, fifty miles southwest of Amoy. The
officials there arrested the leaders of
an organization known as the White
Fans, charging them falsely with be-
ing pirates. The prisoners escaped,

ected followers, killed the prefect
nd other officials and held the loecal
magistrate as a hostage.

Emboldened by this success, thirty
thousand rebels gathered and threat-
ened Chao Chow Fu. Troops were
hurried from Canton and Fu Chow,
and engaged the rebels yesterday be-
tween Swatow and Amoy, with the re-
sult'that six hundred of the latter were
killed. 'The government, loss is not
known; The rebels withdrew, but were
not dispersed, and are rapidly recruit-
ing their forces.

FINNISH LEADER
IN NEW YORK

WILL WORK FOR THE
LIBERATION OF COUNTRY

Declares Uprisings Will Continue to
Confront Russian Government

New York, June 3;—Capt. J. Xock,
leader of the famous Finnish Red
Guard, the revolutionary militia of
Finland, although searched for by the
secret police of Russia over.all Europe,
has arrived safely and is staying with
friends in the east side, says the World
to-day. There is a price of many thou-
sand roubles on his head, but Captain
Kock declares that he will continue. his
work for the liberation of Finland, and
that uprisings, greater and more ter-
rible than those of the past, will con-
front the Russian government.

The Finnish Red Guard consist of
10,000 men and 5,000 women, all armed
with latest model Mauser rifles, well
drilled and capable of being mobilized
at a moment’s notice. In an interview
Capt. Kock said:

“The best soldiers in my army were
the women. I had a division of women
led by women officers, and they -did
splendid service, and some times were
braver than the men. I rejoice to
think of my women troops.
the best shot and gunners. Women
soldiers in the Red Guard were.working
women, domestic servants and peasant
girls. We had a strong army, which
was excellently, although secretly
equipped.”

In telling how his country was re-
lieved of Russian oppression by a gen-
eral strike and without bloodshed,
Capt. Kock said “We disarmed the Rus-
sian police and soldiers and banished
them from our country. The women
played a most important part in this
work. Our women are great and brave.”

Capt. Kock said Re organized the
mutiny in the Sveaborg fortress, but
failed in his project because the navy
did not join and bombard the works.
For his part in this enterprise Kock
had to leave the country.

BACK IN LONDON

RETURNS AFTER
SOJOURN. IN FRANCE

He Does Not Appear te Have Bene-
fitted Very Much From the
Change.

(Associated Press). 4

London, June 2.—After the recent re-
assuring reports from Saint Raphael,
France, regarding tHe improvement in
the health of the Hon. Josecph Chamber-
jain, his arrival in England last night
was somewhat of a shock to his friends
and admirers, who gathered to meet
him both here and at Dover. Quite
apart from the fatigue of the trouble-
some journey, which he bore well, it
was evident that Mr. Chamberlain was
still a long way from such recovery as
io give hope of his resuming political
life with any activity.

Mr. Chamberlain was accompanied by
his wife and son Neville. When the
train arrived at the Victoria station he
was back on the cushions, seemingly
almost breathless. He made no effort
to rise until he was assisted by his wife
and son, and it was remarked that he
made a vain attempt to raise his hat
in responge to a cheer from the small
crowd at the station.

Mr. Chamberlain was almost carried
from the train to his carriage. He
drove immediately to his London resi-
dence. It seems that he is quite un-
able to walk by himself. Mr. Chamber-
lain’s face was much bronzed, but cer-
tain twitchings of the faclal museles
suggest that the effects of his recernt
seizure have not yet been completely
shaken off.

In ‘response to inquiries, the family
authorized' the  foliowing . statement:
“Mr, Chamberlain has returned much
improved in health, and none the
worse for the long journey. He has
not yet made any plans, but will cer-
tainly remain in London for a time.”

EUROPEAN POLICY

IN THE FAR EAST

London Spectator Comments on.Ab-
sence of Germany and States ..
From Recent Alliances.

(Associated Press).

London, June 3.—The European pol-
icy in the Far East and friction be-
tween the United States and Japan is
engaging the attention of the weekly
reviews of London.

The Spectator comments upon the
absence of America and Germany from
the alliances now embracing Great
Britain, France, Russia and Japan, and
after dealing with the various reasons
in helding aloof, the paper says one ob-
ject of these alliances is to enable
Europe, plus Japan, to press its ad-
vice on China with irresistable weight.
This, however, as a means of preserv-

ing peace in the Far East will not be|

possible unless Europe is united and
the Spectator therefore urges that Ger-
many should be courteously invited to

enter the European ring and that in-
quiry should be addressed to Wash-
ington asking whet}\er America intends
to await events or join Europe dand
Japan in a scheme for securing in the
Far East a long period of opportunity
for peaceful and fruitful advance.

The Saturday Review in an editorial
article, dealing with relations between
United States and Japan, draws at-
tention to great sympathy of Latin-
America and says that perhaps among
the surprises of the future will bé the
development of a widespread Japanese
influence on the Latin-Amerjcan contin-
ent, based on unsuspected ethnic
grounds which may terribly upset *“‘that
manifest destiny’”’ of the supremacy
over the American continent which
American statesmen have been pro-
claiming since the early days of the
Republic.

LONGSHOREMEN'S STRIKE.

Trans-Atlantic Steamship Companies D'e-
termined Not to Yield.

New York, June 1.—The trans-Atlantic
steamship lines made it plain last night
that efforts to compromise with the strik-
ing longshoremen would be futile. It had
been reported that both sides were willing
to arbitrate. To set the quegtion at rest
the following statement was i§sued on be-
half of the lines: “On Wednesday, May
29th, five foremen longshoremen called on
the officials of the International Mercan-
tile- Marine Co., who were definitely In-
formed that the company would not ac-
cept conciliation or compromise, but that
if any of their old employees wished to
return to work at the same wages as be-
fore the strike such of them as’ could now
be used would be re-employed.”

Yorkton, Sask., June 2.—Yesterday,
at 12 o’clock, immediately after the last
application for a homestead.in the first
township had gone away happy, & new
crowd began to line up for the home-
steads to be opened for entry to-mor-
row.

ATTEMPT TO WRECK TR AIN.

Los Angeles, June 2.—What appears
to have been another deliberate at-
tempt to wreck a Southern Pacific train
was made yesterday half a mile from
Burbank, and within seven miles of the
point where wreckers ditched the Shore
Limited on May 22nd, resulting in two
deaths and many injured.

A work gang discovered a fish plate
which had been driven hard and fast
into a eplit switch and which would
certainly have caused the derailment of
the first passing train had not the ob-
struction been’found. Shortly after the
fish plate had been found and removed
the regular southbound passenger train
from Santa Barbara whizzed over the
spot.

GIVES PROMISE
OF 6OOD TRADE

CANADIAN-MEXICAN
COMMERCIAL OUTLOOK

AW Donly, Represen’ing Dominion,
‘Speaks of the Prospects of
New Steamship Line.

That the inauguration of the service
of the new Pacific' Coast Steamship
Company between Canadian and Mexi-
can ports will result in a vast inter-
change of commerce,'is the belief of A.
W. Donly, Canadian comercial agent
in Mexico, who has, according to the
Mexican Herald, returned from Mazat-
lan and Salina Cruz, at which ports
the Georgia, the boat to make the ini-
tial trip of the new service, stopped.

Mr. Donly boarded the ship at Mazat-
lan and made the trip to Salina Cruz,
returning from there to Mexico City.
The trip of the Georgia, he says, was
sufficiently successful for a first trip,
and the interest with which the new
service is regarded by merchants and
travelers on the West Coast indicates
the new company will, within a short
time, work up a large traffic, both
freight and passenger.

The Georgia carried on the trip a
consignment of railroad ties which
will be used in building the La Dicha
railroad from Acapulco, and coal for
the port of Guaymas. On her return
trip she carried a consignment of salt
from the Carmen islands to Victoria,
and this product of those islands is ex-
pected in the future to be one of the
principal cargoes, as much of it is used
in British Columbia. Lumber and coal
will be the principal cargoes from Can-
ada to Mexico, both, of these products
of that country being in demand on the
Mexican west coast.. Lumber is in de-
mand at practically all the ports at
which the boats of the company will
stop, and Canadian coal will probably
be in even greater demand than the
supply. No trouble will be experienced
in selling coal on account of the price
at which it can be sold. At present
Welsh coal is selling at Mexican ports
for $16 gold a ton and Australian coal
at $10. The Canadian coal is superior
to the Australian article, but not as
good as the Welsh and on account of
the difference in freightage, ean be sold
for about $6 or $7 a ton.
doubtedly result in a large trade in this
commodity, if the coal can be secured.

Salt, ore and fruit will probably be
shipped from Mexico to Canada in
quantities, and one result of the new
steamship service will probably be the
development of the Pacific Coast coun-
try by Canadian capital. Among the
passengers on the boat was F. Lee, a
representati¥e of a Canadian company,
who are considering the purchase of a

large fruit ranch, consisting of about |

100,000 acres near Acapulco, Mr. Lee
is making an investigation of this
property and if his investigation results
favorably it is probable, fruit from this
property will form one of the principal
exports. Another passegger on the
hoat was Alex. K. Evans, representing
the Canadian-Mexican Trading Com-
pany, who will investigate trade possi-
bilities in Mexico. Other passengers on
the boat were Mr. and Mrs. W, S.
Gore, who will visit their son, Thomas
S. Gore, in this city, and Thomas Adair,
of Victoria.

The services of the new company
will be monthly and the following ports
are on the regular schedule: Mazatlan,
Manzanillo, Acapulco and Salina Cruz.

SEIZURE OF
LOCAL SEALER

CARLOTTA G. COX
IS TOWED TO SITKA

Captain Grant Describes as “Ruth-
less” Act of United States
Revenue Cutter Rush.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Shortly after the Times went to press
on Saturday afternoon news was re-
ceived that the sealing schooner Car-
lotta G. Cox, now in Alaskan waters,
had been seized by the United States
revenue cutter Rush and towed as a
prize to Sitka. Capt. 3. Christian, who
is in command of the sealer, sent a
brief telegram dated the 1st of June
to Capt. Grant, general manager .of the
Victoria Sealing Company, bearing in-
formatioy to the above effect, and stat-
ing that he was writing full particu-
lars. *

Special cables were received in Se-
attle from Sitka saying that the Car-
lotta had been captured 14 miles off the
coast north of 54.40, and that at the
time she had 70 skins aboard. At the
time of the seizure several Japanese
sealers were seen on the ground, but
the cable states that they could not be
seized as thére are no treaty provisions
between the United States and Japan.

Another cable which reached Seattle
states that on board the sealer were
five skins green and bloody, and add-
ing ‘“that the officials had been after
these pirates for three years, and that
the capture was due to the skill and
energy of Capt. Ainsworth, who is in
command of the Rush.”

Capt..Grant, general manager of the
Victoria Sealing Company; character~
i¥ss the s¥igfire ag-an act of the most
ruthless cgaracter. “If was a hellish
deed,” he says, *“Time and again Brit-
ish vessels axe singled out, whereas
vessels of every other nationality are
allowed to hunt, even within the three-
mile limit, with impunity. These seiz-
ures are régarded somewhat in the
light -of a joke in.Victoria;, but it is
anything but a joke to us when by the
act we lose probably as much as
$10,000.” 5

“It is a crying shame that vessels
flying the British flag Should be singl-
ed out for seizure. The Japanese are
allowed to hunt wherever they like,
and there is never even a protest
raigsed. It is a subject upon which I
feel strongly, and until some stern
measures are adopted these depreda-
tions will continue to rob. those who
have their money invested in the com-
pany.”

The Carlotta G. Cox is a Victeria
built schooner, well known in this port.
She is an 82-ton wooden +Vessel, re-
sembling in all partieulars the other
sealing schooners which run to Behring
Sea. She was built by E. B, Marvin &
Co., about twelve years ‘ago, and was
operated in the industry for that com-
pany until 1900, when she was- taken
over by the Victoria Sealing Company
upon the various individual owners
uniting to form the company.

The schooner sailed from Victoria on.
January 29th under command of Capt.
J. Christian and carried a crew of 20
men, including hunters.

The revenue cutter Rush sailed from
Port Townsend May 17th, for a sum-
mer cruise in Alaskan waters., She
was to cover what is known as the
cannery cruise. This detail consists of
patrolling ‘the salmon districts of
Alaska, and it was designed to have
the Rush visit all points on the south-
eastern coast, Bristol bay and the
Nushagak river. Accompanieg by a
representative of the department of
commerce and labor andfisheries, the
authority of the cutter’s officers would
cover inspection of Chinese cannery
hands, fishing regulations and other
acts that ordinarily apply to the cut-
ter service. In command of the Rush
was Capt. Daniel J. Ainsdolp.

FRENCH SHIPPING STRIKE.

Hopes of an Early Settlement—Men
May Be Treated as Deserters.

Paris, June 3.—Although it cannot be
great change has oc-
curred in the seamen’s strike, the sit-
uation to-day is brighter and there are
hopes of an early settlement. Depu-
ties representing maritime districts are
warning the men that they have been
too preécipitate and are alienating pub-
lic sympathy by abruptly paralyzing
trade, besides subjecting themselves to
heavy penalties.

Thé maritime authorities refused to
accept ship’s papers from captains and
consequently the latter are still nom-
inally responsible for their vessels, and
the men after the third day’s absence
from duty, legally become deserters.

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CONFERENCE ON
OLD CEMETERY

SENTIMENT AGAINST
REMOVING BODIES

Old Residents Manifest Strong Feel-
ing in Favor of Improving
Burying Ground.

(From Saturday’s Daily.) :

Old time Victorians, whose relations
the‘ploneers of the province, are buried
in Quadra street cemetery, gave ghglr
unanimous verdict last night that the
historical burial plot should remain
consecrated for all time. The occasion
was a pubiic meeting called by Ald.
Mecston, chairman of the cemetery

mittee, to ascertain the opinion of
Victorians as to whether Quadra street
burying ground should be retained as
a cemete1y, or whether the bodies in-
terred therein should be removed to
Ross Bay.

Recently Hon. R. G. Tatlow had writ-
ten to Ald. Meston, the chairman of the
cem=i¢1: committee of the city —zoun-
¢il, to the effect that the provincial gov-
ernment would hand over the Quadra
street cemetery to the city council ten-
tatively, and that legislation would be
introduced into the House to ratify this
transfer. The fact that the city was
now the trustee of the cemetery and that
it would thus have to keep it in repair
was the reason of a meeting being held
lz2st night.

Many old time Victorians gathered at
the city hall, almost all of whom had
their dead in the Quadra street ceme-
tery. Bishop Perrin was present as the
representative of the naval and mili-
tary men whose last resting place
Quadra street was. From the very
commencement of the proceedings the
attitude of the meeting could not be
mistaken. One and all of those present
were determined that the &emetery
should remain consecrated ground for
all time.

When Ald. Meston had explained the
objéct of the meeting, stating that he
considered its best plan would be to
form a committee to meet and confer
with the cemetery committee, and also
pointing out thate the city could not
levy taxes to keep the Quadra street
cemetery in repair, but that to a cer-
tain extent that duty must devolve on
those who held plots there, the proceed-
ings commenced. Ald. Meston = was
moved to the chair.

H. Dallas Helmcken was the first to
give vent to the opinion of the meeting.
Poir.ting out his rights to speak on the
subject, he said that when he had the
honor to be a member for the city of
Victoria in the House he had always
thought it a shame that the council
had not lopked after the cemetery. It
was only just and proper that the civie
authorities should look afper those who
could not look after themselves. Those
who owned plots there had. time and
again decorated them, had endeavored
to keep the place in repair, but hood~
fums had stepped in and removed the
decorations and had broken down the
vaults it which the ‘pioneers of = the
province were interred.

“], for one,” he continued, “will never
give my voice to allow the corporation
a grant of the ground. The pioneers
were buried there in peace and we,
their descendants, will see that they re-
main in peace. We have done our best
to look after the graves, but when we
have dressed and decorated them, our
part is done, we have no protection
against the public. We cannot for a
moment. entertain the idea of allowing
the place to be used as a public park.
It must always be kept for the purpose
for which it was originally dedicated.
We have sufficient respect for the dead
to show at least that we live in a time
of civilization.”

Mr. Helmcken  then read a letter
which he had received from F. Carter-
Cotton in 1899, when the latter was
chief commissioner of lands and works.
It read as follows and possesses a cer-
tain interest, inasmuch as it shows that
there was evidently an understanding
at that time that the city should keep
the cemetery in repair: 1

Dear Mr. Helmcken:—Replying to yours
of 3rd inst., I find upon inquiry that in
1884 some correspondence passed between
the corporation of Victoria and the gov-
errment on this subject, the result of
which was that the government bulilt a
new fence round the graveyard, trimmed
Up the trees and placed the grounds in a
general state of good order, on the under-
standing that ' the corporation would
‘thereafter take charge of and maintain
the fence and grounds. .

The property, for the above reason, as
well as from the fact of its situation
within the municipal limits and of the
uses to which it was dedicated, very pro-
perly comes under municipal supervision
and control. z

Blshop Perrin was the next to ad-
dress the meeting. He stated that he
thought the views expressed by Mr.
Helmceken were those held by everyone
present. He was there as the repre-
septative of the Royal Navy, many of
whese dead were buried in the ceme-
tery. In his opinion the  corporation
should put a by-law before the people
with the object of raising a certain sum
of money, say $5,000. Some of this
should be set aside for immediate re-
pairs, the remainder should form a
fund, the interest of which could be
perpetually used for keeping the place
in order. He pointed out that by this
means, if all the families should dle
out who at present held plots in the
cemetery, there would thus be a fund.
The idea of converting the place into a
park was both displeasing and distaste-
ful to everyone.

Chairman Meston then stated that
since he had become interested in the
cemetery affairs of the city he had
taken up the question of Quadra street
with the government. There had been,
he said, nothing done on the ground for
the past six or seven years.

This statement was refuted by near-
ly everyone present and Walter Cham-
vers continuing the discussion, said that

"

those who owned plots there were/los-
ing heart inasmuch as wheén the graves
were decorated, the decorations were
immediately ruthlessly torn off by
vandals. “Why,” he said, “in the very
cenire of New York’s throbbing city,
right at the corner of Wall street and
Broadway, there is a burial ground
containing the bodies of the pioneers of
the city. This is in perfect condition
and is looked after by the municipal
authorities. Again at the little village
where the Pilgrim Fathers landed the
graves @f those Pilgrim Fathers are in
thorough repair. While in face of these
two instances all you are doing here is
catering for newcomers. Why not give
a grant to the cemetery instead of to
the Tourist Association? I intend fight-
ing- this cayse if it took the last dollar
I posses. It would be a sacrilege to
disturb the graves of the pioneers.

A letter was then read from Bishop
Cridge to the meéting, as follows:

Marifield, May 3ist.
To the Chairman of the Meeting on the
Cemetery Question:

Dear.Sir:—Presuming that the object of
the meeting is to suggest to the proper
authorities some method which, in their
opinion, would tend to make our old
cemetery an attraction, instead of, as
now, an eyesore, unworthy of our beauti-
ful city, I venture, unable to be present,
to offer a few remarks in writing.

I believe a suggestion has been made
to remove the monuments to the side and
convert the plot into a kind of park, as is
done in many old cemeteries in London;
but this seems to me far from desirable
and unnecessgry. Why not preserve the
cemetery as an ancient land mark? It is
about the only thing left to remind the
people in Victoria of timés which seem to
some almost prehistoric. The stones
should remain to mark the spots where
the dead lie. = Surely this could afford
much scope to the artistic leanings of the
landscape gardener, who rejoices in things
appareritly in his way which his genius
may convert into new beauty. T have in

my mind’'s ey¢ winding paths.of charm- 1

ing irregularity, along which old and
young, in pleasant talkk variegated with
musings on far off things; take their way,
where even the gayest may at times be
surprised into a few moments of quiet
thought, good for his soul in this self-
loving age. A resting place, in fact, with
histerical interest all arownd.

Sentimental, perhaps, but sentiment
leads, not feeble women, but men lusty
and strong, to decorate the graves of
those whom they respected in life. A plot
like this, near at hand, may awaken such
feelings more than once a year.

When I first came to Victoria (in 1855)
there was only one person buried in this
old Quadra street cemetery, a Mr. Ross,
a chief factor of the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany, I believe. It was my duty to read
the burial, service over. all .who were
buried there for several years, In fact,
until clergvmen of other. denominations
arrived. We mugt remember that many
who lie there were the pioneers of the
place, ' having done -their part in laying
the foundation of this beautiful Victoria
of - ours. Surely it is mot too much for
that city to do its part in preserving their
memory in a fitting way, and yet making

_the spot, as. I am sure we might, a place

of such interest that, net only our own
people, but  strangers, would delight to
visit it.

Remarking that the cemetery opened in
185¢ was closed December, 1872, I remain,

Ald. Meston then informed the meet-
ing that the government had made
over the cemetery to the council pend-
ing such time as legislation could be
introduced to make the grant valid.

Dr. J. 8. Helmcken pointed out that the
government was only_the trustee of the
Quadra street cemetery, and that it
could only make aver its trusteeship to
the council. He saw no eyesore, but
something altogether different in the
presence of the cemetery in the midst
of the city. It was a living memorial
to the men who had made British Col-
umbia what she is. -It served, more-
over, like the skull at the feast of the
ancients as a perpetual memento mori,
a reminder of what must befall us all.

A committee was theén chosen to meet
the cemetery committee on Wednesday
evening next at the Quadra street cem-
etery at 7 o'clock and after surveying
the ground to subsequently hold a
meeting and decide what would be
done. The committee consigsts as fol-
lows: Major A. W. Jones, E. Fawcett,
H. D. Helmcken, W. Chambers, S. Y.
Wootton, Bighop Perrin and R. Wil-
liams. This committee was to report
back to a general meeting the result of
their conference with the eouncil cem-
etery committee.

Before the meeting closed Beaumont
Boggs, who owns property adjacent to
the cemetery, stated that it was the
duty of the city to maintain the ceme-
tery as a last record of the proneers. fe
thought also that a record of the in-
scriptions on the tombstones should be
made. It was a sacred trust which
was vested in the civic authorities.

A vote of thanks was passed to Ald
Meston as chairman, and when he had
appropriately replied the meeting ad-
Journed.

RIOTS IN IRELAND.

Peasants Reported to Be Destroying
Fences and Clearing Ranches
of Cattle.

Dublin, May 31.—The latest phase of
the land agitation in the congested
district of Ireland 1s taking the form
of a crusade against the holders of
grazing farms on the eleven months'
lease system, and is developing with
great rapidity. King’s County and
North Tipperary are the cenircs of
rioting.

Reports are received dally of the
gathering of large bands of peasants
who destroy gates and fences and clear
the grazing ranches of cattle which
they drive back over miles of country
to the farms of the owners. In the
cages of men who had leased ranches
they were compelled to abandon their
holdings because of intimidation.

There have been some sertous con-
flicts between the police and peasants
and many persons on both sgides have
been injured. There have been numer-
ous prosecutions but the sympathy
with the peasants is so strong that in
one or two instances éven the -magis-
trates have declined to concur in the
conviction of the disturbers of the peace,
one magistrate even going so far as to
declare himself ready to go to prison
with the defendant.

MONTH'S RECORD
IN CUSTOMS

P

RETURNS EXCEEDED
THOSE OF THE PAST

Victoria’s Trade Shows Marked In-
crease With the Motherland-—
The Figures For May.

(From Saturday’'s Daily.)

Yet another index of Victoria's grow-
ing prosperity is_forthcoming.  The
custom receipts just to hand have
eclipsed all previous records. During
the month of May the receipts from
duties amounted to $110,704.71, the other
revenue amounting to $37.15. The later
figure is somewhat misleading, as dur-
ing the past few days no fewer than
twenty Chinesd came into the country,
each of them paying a head tax of $500.
There was rot time to include this sum

of $10,000 in the books of the eustom |

house, and it will not appear until the
end of the present month.

Both “the months of April and May
have established records which with
one exception, have never been <ap-
proached in the histery of Victoria’s
trade. 'The month of April showed
duties reaching to $108.777.32. and rev-
enue from other sources of no less than
$13,022.15. Only once before, during
the time “of the Klondike rush, were
the figures amywhere near these, and
that was during the month of March,
1898, when the duties reached §110,-
222.68. This latter instance is, how-
ever, no fair criterion to judge by in-
asmuch as a large amount of  the
money did not in any way indicate a
prosperity in the city. ;

The most striking feature in the
prasent returns is the manner in which
trade with the Mother Country has
been advancing. Bach month it is
‘growing in volume and the -custom
house officials regard this as the most
healthy sign in the presént increase in
returns. %

It has been ascertained that this
rapid growth of trade with the Old
Land is in large measure due to the
fact that goods can now be brought to
this port much more qui¢kly than here-
tofore. The Blue Funnel line is placing,
and to some extent has already placed,
entirely new and up-to-date types of
eargo carriers on the Liverpool-Vic-
toria route. The time between the two
ports has been reduced, and the ad-
vances which have been made since the
time when all the goods coming from
the Old Country had to be shipped in
sailing vessels around the Horn are in-
calculable.

Another feature which has had a
large influence in the increase of trade
is that the Holt liner§ adhere to a
regular schedule of time in sailing from
their various ports. This is an item
of great consideration with merchants
and shippers, who will readily consign
their goods in vessels which they know
will be punctual, and vessels which are
not at the mercy of wind and tide.

The, increase in every commodity
which comes here from the Old Country
is marked. The Blue Funnel line of
stzamships is increasing ¢he speed and
the cargo capacity of its vessels every
year, and irrespective of Victoria’s vast
increase in her custom receipts, no
healthier sign could be evidenced than
the fact that this increase is in large
measure due to the widening of the
commercial bonds with the Motherland.

A Conference Was Held on the
Subject Last Evening With Dr.

At an informal conference of the
school trustees and Dr. Tory, of Mc-

the Royal Institute of Learning last
night it was decided that the second
year in art was immediately feasible in
Victoria college, but the first year in
applied science was not probable until
September, 1908. The matter was dis-
cussed pro and con and the.above de-
cision reached after mature consider-
ation of the difficulties in the way of
an early -commencement. Lack of
equipment, which will bave to be ob-
tained from England, for the applied
science course, as well as the difficul-
ties in the way of accommodation and
securing sufficient appointees make the
commencement of the course this year
almost an impracticability. It is, how-
ever, possible that one or all of these
difficulties may be overcome in time to
allow of the work being taken-up this
year. All the trustees, with the excep-
tion of Trustee Lewis, were present at
the conference, which lasted a consid-
erable time.

The extension of the work of Vic-
toria college is in line- with the amend-
ment passed at the last sitting of the
legislature by which the advantages of
the Royal Institution of Learning were
made possible for the educational
centres besides Vancouver.

GIRL FOUGHT
HARD FOR LIFE

CONFESSION BY THE
KILLARNEY MURDERER

Gowland, After Killing Miss Brown,
Lit Cigaret'e and Tried to
Commit Suicide.

Killarney, May 30.—Lawrence . Gow-
land, charged. with the murder of
Georgina Brown, had a preliminary
hearing before the magistrate here yes-
terday, and was committei for trial.

The most startling part of the evi-
dence was given by John Brown, a bro-
ther of.the murdered girl, Who stated
that Gowland had made a confession
to him after being incarcerated at the
jail. The constable“in charge corrobo-
rated this, and said the confession had
been reduced to writing.. It was then
placed in evidence and read to the
court. %

After deseribing the events leading
up to the time of the-tragedy, the con-
fession stated that Miss Brown had
called Gowland a dirty English brat
while he was sitting on the veranda of
the house after dinner. The confession
reads: x

“I had my boots and stockinge off.
I took my razor with me. I went in
and took hold of Georgina and started
wrestling with her. She got me down
and took the razor from me. I got the
razor back and cut her throat with it
while she was wrestling with me.

“The razor broke, and I lost it and
could not find it. I wanted then to
find a razor to cut my own throat, but
could not fifid one.

“I went downstairs to find Jack’s
razor, but could not. I then got a
butcher knife, made a cigarette, then
went into my own room and commenc-
ed cutting my own throat. I could see
Jack coming. He was about a mile
away. I was sorry after I cut Geor-
gina’s throat, and thought I would cut
my own.”

TORTURES IN
RUSSIAN PRISONS

EXPLANATIONS ARE
NOT SATISFACTORY

Lower House of Parfiament Decides
to Submit Facts to the
(Czar.

St. Petersburg, May 31.—The lower
house of parliament yesterday declined
as unsatisfactory the explanations
made by the government in the matter
of the tortures inflicted upom prisoners
at Riga and consequently the affair
will be submitted to the Emperor.

In course of the debate the minister
Jf justice denied that officials of his
department had taken any part in in-
flicting these tortures as had been
charged, and declared that information
of the Douma committee in this respect
was absolutely untrue.

M. Makaroff, assistant minister of
the interior, then denied that the po-
lice had been guilty of inflicting tor-
tures. He said a preliminary inquiry
had shown that in some cases police-
men had struck prisoners with their
-fists, but these never severe
blows. A total of forty-two police of-
ficials had been arraigned on charges.
He did not wish to justify their con-
duct, but under the existing abominable
conditions actions of police might be
excused by the cruelty of the revolu-
tionaries. It could not be expected that
the police always should remain calm
when more than one thousand of their
comrades had been killed or wounded
in the Baltic provinces alone.

'FRISCO LABOR SITUATION,

Thousands of Men and Girls Are
Strike in Bay City at Present.
San Francisco, May 30.—Labor Com-
missiorer W. V. Stafford has submit-

follows:

“The San Francisco musicians’ union
has a membership of nine hundred. At
this time fifty are working regularly,
the majority of the members ‘in the
union are taking turn about for this
employment.

“Of about 6,000 clerks and salesmen
in retail stores, 2,000 are out of employ-
ment, and those that are working get
two days off weekly, some with and
some without pay.

““There are 12,000 ironworkers, 2,000
car' men, 500 'phone girls and 1,500
laundry workers out on strike.

“Ten thousand men of the building
trades are out of work through strikes,
lack of material and lack of money.

‘“Threé¢ hundred ' laundry ~ wagén
drivers are out of employment as a
result of the laundry workers’ strike.

“Up to a month ago architects took
draftsmen who could speak English,
and were glad to get them. Now there
are four or five applicants in every
office daily, and no work to be had.

“The restaurant business is cut in
half, and help diminished proportion-
ately.

“Four thousand laborers on street
railroad work are laid off. They walk
the streets in droves, looking for work
and congest employment offices.”

A by no means fnsignificant minority
of the people of Victeria believe that
the questioh of water supply is a very
live topic &t the presént time. Before
the summer is over that not insignifi-
cant minority Wwill be merged in a sig-
nificant majority. It has already been
convincingly demonstrated that the
system of distribution is more to blame
for the shortage of wateér, possibly at
all seasons of the year, certainly at this
season . of the year, than an insuffi-
clenty of water gt the base of supply
in Elk JLa@ke. The main supply pipes
are u{térls} inadequate as feeders for
the service pipés. This is a’ condition
which has deliberately been maintained
lest a remedy might aggravate the sii-
uatien in general by draining the reser-
veirdry.

Becratary Taft, with a daring worthy
of hls chief, has publicly declared that
the United States tariff must be re-
vised.

Dingley, that vast numbers of people
regard excessive protection as some-
thing ¢losely akin to legalized robbery,
and that thé time has come for his
country to take cognizance of the fact
that there are rélations with othér ua~
tions to be considered in fixing the
rate of duties. It is noticeable that
Mr. Taft carefully refrains from say-
ing whether the tariff ought to be re-
vised upward or downward. The *stand
patters,” however, agree that there
can be but one meaning to Mr. Taft's
woris, and that is that the duties must
be scaled downward. Our recollection
is that at one time in the history of
thé nation a committee was appointed
by.ane of the national legislative bod-
les or by the president or that time
to revise the tariff. The understand-
(ng ‘then was that the duties were to
be slashed. The committee discharged
its business, after carefully listening

to the counsel of the protected interests’

—and made recommendations,practical-
ly all in the direction of higher protec-
tion. History might repeat itself in the
svent of Mr. Taft attaining the position
he personally believées he would adorn
and for which he is said to have the
support of his strenuous chief. But we
fear the secretary has been indiscreet.
He has spoken too soon upon the sub-
léct of tariff revision. He should have
ot it sleep untll he had secured the

nomination for the presidency, if het
untfi after the élection. The trusts and
the tariff beneficlarias ©an most unh=
questionably control the convention.
If they believe him to be sthesre and
not merély “playing to the popular gal-
lery,” they will defeat him. But it may
be that Mr. Taft intends to defy the
corporations and the trusts, afler
the manner of his chief, knowing that
within the past few years the senti-
ment of the country with regard to pro-
tection has #reatly chafiged. If that is
the case we shall have an interesting
fight for the presidential c}_lair—a cam-=
paign premonitory of a fiscal revolu-
tion.

There are
scoffers who will 8ay they cannot un-
derstand what Prémier McBride can
accomplish further now that the,case
is under the considération of the Col-
onial Office; but inasmuch as they can-
not possibly ¢omprehend all the intri-
cate ramifications of statésmanlike
diplomacy, very few people will pay at-
tention to their unréasonable criticisms.
It is better to have the question finally
disposed of and taken out of thé aréena
of party recrimination. In the natural
course of events the Imperial Parlia-
ment will risé for relaxation when the
grouse shooting season comes in on the
glorious twelfth of August. Whatever
Lord Bigin ot Mr. Winston Churchill
intends to do riust bé done on or be-
fore that date, we suppose, unless the
normally congestéd state of business
before Parliament interposes insuper-
able oBfstacles. Four or five months is
not toe much tifne to waste over a
matter that in incendiary hands might
threaten the. ententé cordialeé between
the Dominion of Canada and one of
her most important provinces.

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CAUSE OF SUICIDE.

Coroner’s Jury Reiurned Verdict That
Miss Hatfield Was Temporarily
Insane.

At the inquest held last Saturday af-
ternoon into the circumstances sur-
rounding the death of Miss Adelina
Hatfield, the jury, after hearing the
evidence of several witnesses, returned
a verdict of “suicide while temporarily
insane.” The deceased shot herself at

90 King's road on Friday night while

suffering from melancholia.

Dr. Hermann Robertson, city health
officer, said that he was called to the
scene of the tragedy on Friday night
shortly before 11 o’clock. He found
the deceased lying on her bed, face
downwards and fully dressed, her face
being buried in the pillow. There were
wounds in her head which bled pro-
fusely and both arms and her face
were covered with blood. In the right
hand there was a revolver and a hole
through her head, the bullet having
entered beside her right temple and
passing out through the skull had
buried itself in the pillow. Death had"
been instantaneous.

Mrs. Margaret Gilchrist, a boarder
at the house, told of hearing the shot
after she had retired to bed. She was
told that deceased had shot herself and
telephoned to Mr. Fawcett.

Marion Davis, a niece of the de-
ceased, saw Miss Hatfield ten minutes
before the suicide took place. She saw
the deceased go into her room and
then heard the shot. She looked into
the room and then informed Mrs. Gil-
christ of the affair.

Mrs., Davis said that the deceased
wasg her sister and came to Victoria 13
months ago from Halifax. Last No-
vember she took up training at the
Royal Jubilee hospital and continued
until the middle of February. Deceased
had been very depressed of late, and
last Friday she was greatly disturbed.
In the evening she wanted to go out,
but witness would not permit her to
go alone. Later witness had to go out,
and when she returned her sister had
shot herself. The revolver with which
deceased Kkilled herself was on the top
shelf of the closet in witness’ room,
and the cartridges were hidden in a
drawer. It was not supposed that de-
ceased had access to thig drawer, but
she must have searched for the cart-
ridges for some time. Deceased was in
good health when she came from Hali-
fax, but had suffered from la grippe in
February, and had broke down. Since
that time she had worried constantly
over her inability to ‘continue her
work.

The jury returned a verdict to the
effect that deceased shot herself whilst
temporarily insane. The jurors were
as follows: A. Banerman, foreman; P.
‘W. Dempster, Edward Neelands, John
Meston, Percy Raymond  and James
Hay.

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Victoria’s Many Beauties.

“Go west, young man, g0 west,”
wrote dear old Horace Greeley. I, be-
ing a woman and therefore having the
divine right of woman to encroacn ¢n
the rights of man, have myself taken
that most excellent advice to heart. 1
came, I saw and was conquered! I
have found “the little island over the
sea,” as our Yankee cousins term love-
ly, fertile Vancouver Island, all that
artists have proclaimed it. Nay, even
more, for able writers have never quite
pictured Victoria the delightful
“homey’”’ place it is. .

As a child I loved to roam ihrough
the green woods and lanes of deer (ld
England, filling my pinafore with pink
dogroses, -pale anemones, sweet Dblue-
bells and trailing honeysuckle, fre-
quently browsing, as it were; but since
then it has been my fate to live in an-
other clime, where the winters are too
severe for these well-remembered old-
world blossoms to thrive. Here, in Vic-
toria I find them in all their native
luxuriance, even the “gilliners” that
England’s Shakespeare loved to write
of.

The touch of the cool, bright ivy
leaves and the sweet fragrance of the
“gillivers,”” which we term wall ﬂc?w-
ers, not only recall to me the happiest
days of my -life, but every passing
breeze that moves them seems to say,
“This, this is home!” I believe it is
this “one touch of nature’—the flowers
of one’s own land, found blooming here
that appeals so forcibly to the English
heart, for Victoria is English, as Eng-,
lish as the flowers she grows.

I have visited beautiful Beacon Hill,
with its “field of the cloth of gold”—
its brilliant yellow broom-patches. I
have gazed at the stately swans and
hahdsome ducks on the miniature lake,
the big brown bears in their pits, the
monkeys, the eagles and the cats in
their cages. I have hobnobbed with
his mild-eyed sealship at his pond, and
the saucy brown squirrel that bobbed
up in his pen to eat the wild roses in
my-hand. I have revelled on the beach
in the sunshine and returned home
glad in heart and full in pocket — my
coat pockets bulging with long strands
of bulby seaweed and big pebbles to
be hereafter turned into paperweights.
Returned home to my cosy-corner to
think over this strikingly beautiful city
and to like it even better than I did
yesterday—like it for its wunrivalled
goodly location, for its sweet sea-laden
breeze and its old-world easefulness of
life. - Beautiful, picturesque Victoria, I
love you more and more daily.

The delightful scenery, the salubrious
climate and charming- Victorian hospi-
tality, I have taken as a matter of

course — as essentially English — but;

what has impressed me in no small de-
gree is the uniqueness and the ubiquit-
ousness of “Jim Chinaman.” He cer-
tainly stands alone and he is every-
where. On the street. with his yoke
“carry-alls,” on the lawn with the gar-
den hose, in the kitchen cooking the
dinner, on the verandah nursing the
baby, and he may be even seen on the
house-top with a hod of bricks and
scientifically mixing lime for the en-
terprising contractor. “Jim” is not
only to be found as the man-servant
and maid-servant within our gates,
but in almost every other needful capa-
¢ity. The slatternly “marchioness’ has
been superceded by the neat “Jim,” for
Jim is neat in his white shirt-coat—I
have nearly written coat-shirt—tidy
black pants and piebald shoes.

There are three things in this *“bit of
old England” that are extremely un-
English—Jim Chinaman, ‘the sturdw
native Indian and the tall, tawny-
skinned, black bearded Asiatic. All
three of these form interesting studies
as British subjects; but the latter is
certainly, to me, the most complex.
Coming in immense numbers to a coun-
try that affects but scant welcome, and
whose climatic conditions are most un-
suitable, the Hindoo, with only a $2
tax upon his turbaned head, seems to
me an immigration problem most dif-
ficult to solve.

.Many fine-looking Indians and half-
breeds paraded the streets on Empire
Day. “Jim,” too, was certainly great
on the holiday. He turned out with his
wife and the wee “Chinks” in all the
glory of a long, scientifically pleated
pigtail and enjoyed himself hugely in
quiet, celestial fashion.. Our own par-
tieular *“Jim’’—custodian of our own
well-garnished pots and pans—pur-
chased a brand new pair of piebald
shoes, elegantly embroidered with sage
green silk, which he wore to the fete
in the afternoon; but the yellow silk
flag of his country was loyally dis-
played all day in our pantry window.

All Vietoria seemed to turn out for
Empire Day, and beautiful lingerie and
dainty white costumes were much in
evidence. The stranger within our
gates was manifest, yea, much of him.
One could easily pick out the tourist
by the earnest, searching look upon
the face. He had the interrogation
mark plainly stanmfped upon his visage,
while the Victorian proper wore not
only the Victorian holiday smile, but
the out-for-a-good-time - no - matter-
what-the - expense - may - be air, not
usually so manifest. It was a good-
humored crowd—the best tempered and
Jolliest crowd I ever saw, and the beau-
tiful Gorage looked its loveliest. Per-
haps hardly on this continent is there
a finer site for a city’s festivities. The
Indian canoe races were marvels of
skill and unconsciously took one back
to the noble Hiawatha. Altogether the
24th of May was a day to be remem-

bered by the Victorian host and the |

guest at his hospitable table,

June, the month of roses, is also the
month of brides—the most fashionable
season of the whole year for weddings.
The Victorians whose large gardens
produce such a wealth of blossoms,
should find ample scope for the newest
ideas In “flower weddings.” Doubtless
the many pretty brides-to-be in our
midst have well thought out this im-
portant matter.

Notwithstanding the cry about osten-
tatious display at weddings and the
axtravagant expenditure connected

with them, I do not believe that money
is spent any more foolishly.in this way
than it was a quarter of a century ago.
In those days a wean had to have
a ‘trousseau whether she could afford it
or not, and she either glaved day and
night over the family sewing machine
or sent to London for an expensive ar-
ray of underwear and household linen.
Now-a-days many a woman — what
would our grannies think of this—goes
to her husband without as much as
the proverbial tablecloth, to say no-
thing of the napperies, and with next
to nothing in the way of frocks except
a new gown or two. The working wo-
man, the twentieth century business
girl, is taking a leaf out of her Yankee
cogsin’s book in this respect and per-
haps with a little *Mexican advice
thrown in. The Mexican benedict-to-
be indeed generally provides the whole
of his bride’s attire. It is somewhat
amusing to see him out shopping and
carefully - and tastefully selecting ‘lace
and lingerie for his inamorata to wear.
To my thinking it is best for a girl to
go to her husband in merely the clothes
she stands up in than to lay up dress-
making and millinery debts that will
be a skeleton in her closet for some
time. It is® perfectly natural that a
woman should try to look her fajrest
on her “day of all days,” and I think
if wealthy parentsdelight to honor
their daughters in a somewhat lavish
display it is certainly their own busi-
ness, and—well, it citculates the money.

In spite of what the meddlers
and cantankerous critics say, & young
man does for pure Iove and compan-
ionship sometimes seek a bride in a
woman several years his senior. Of all
things on.the earth, people’s marriage
should not be meddled with by outsid-
ers. Yet of all things on this earth it
seems to be more.meddled with than
anything else. Let people choose their
own mates. “Let not the marriage of
true minds admit impediment.”

Ham Salad: A tasty salad is made
of cold boiled ham chopped very fine,
seasoned and mixed with half a pint of
stock, in which two teaspoonfuls of
jelatine have been dissolved. As soon
as the liquid begins to set fold in half
a cupful of cream and the white of
an egg, both beaten stiff. Turn the
mixture into individual moulds and
when cold and firm serve on a bed of
lettuce.

Tea Scones: Sift a quart of ' flour
three times with two teaspoonfuls of
baking powder and one of salt; chop
into this a tablespoonful of butter and
one-of cottoline or other fat. Mix in
a bowl. with a wooden spoon, adding
about three cupfuls of milk, or enough
to make a soft dough. Turn out upon
your board and roll with swift, light
strokes inta a sheet half an-inch thick,
Cut into rounds. Bake upon a soap-
stone griddle upon both sides to a deli-
cate brown; split and butter while hot.
Line a. plate or muffin dish with a
napkin lay in the scones and fold the
corners of the napkin over them,

White Jelly Cake: Two eggs,
cup of sugar, half cup buter, half cup
sweet milk, one each & half cup flour,
two teaspoonfuls baking powder. Beat
sugar and butter to a eream, add yolks
of eggs which have been beaten separ-
ately, Next add milk, flour and bak-
ing powder. Then add white of eggs,
beaten stiff. Flavor to taste and bake
in a moderate oven.

FOR ITS PARKS

(1Y TO SPEND TWO
MILLION DOLLARS

Complete System Evolved For
Beautifying the Place Under
Charge of Commission.

In view of the fact that Victoria is
bout to pass the control of the parks
1 boulevards into the hands of a
ard of commissioners with the object
further beautifying the city, it is
teresting to know what other cities
doing along similar lines. Tacoma

s taken a forward step in this direc-

n, as the following, taken from the
News of that city, will show:

The enactment of the last legislature
f the Metropolitan Park law was the
irst step in the plan to provide Ta-
coma with a series of parks and drive-
ways that shall make this city one of
the most beautiful in the United
States. That law was drawn by the
Tacoma city attorney at the solicitatipn
f the Tacoma board of park commis-
sioners. It was Introduced by Senator
Jones, now a state railway commis-
sioner, and was passed by the legisla-
ture through Tacoma influence. It is
a law based on methods employed by

- larger cities of Europe. Designed
for Tacoma, it will prove of great ben-
.fit to every city of the first class in
the state. Seattle has already adopted

and others will follow. Tacoma
pted it at the late municipal elec-

A clear understanding of the law will
be necessary to a comprehension of the
plans for Tacoma parks. The law
makes the park commissioners an inde-
pendent corporation with original juris-
diction extending over the entire city.

:se commissionesrs are to be elected

the people for terms of five years—
four, three, two and one, respectively.
It iz expected that the selection of these
commissioners will be entirely removed
from partisan politics. As an indepen-
dent corporation, owing fealty to none
but the people, the park commission
can work j3udth a'freer hand than as

creature of a ecity administration.
This is the first feature of the new
law,

The second important change from
old methods gives the commissioners
the right to submit to the people the
question of bonding the park district
for improvement. The debts created
then in park work do not become a
debt against the city corporation. But
10 debt can be contracted for such
work except upon a vote of the people.
The:commissioners can exterid “thefr
jurisdiction beyond the city limits up-
on the application of the residents of
any - suburban district who desire to
become-a part of the park district. This
will enable the commissioners to buill
country boulevards.

With the adoption of this law by Ta-
coma, the park commissionesrs who
were elected under it, immediately be-
gan planning an extensive park and
boulevard system. In fact, plang were
made before the law was adopted, for
the residents of Tacoma had under-
stood conditions ap@ desired the law
to become effective.a So, Norton L.
Taylor was engaged several months
ago as a supervising engineer to pre-
pare and submit a park plan. That
work has been completed now. It calls
for an expenditure y¢f about $2,000,000—
§1,500,000 for boulevards, and $500,000
for the purchase of new parks and im-
provements of the old.

The' boulevard system will provide
driveways for a distance of 25 miles
around the city. The general scheme
follows: Beginning at the north end
of Yakima avenue, a boulevard to
Point Deflance park, and then around
the park—on the bluffs overlooking the
waters of the Sound, and along the
ridge that skirts the Narrows to the
11, township 20, range 2, at Nineteenth
S:rml. The connecting road begins at
Nintn streth, north, runs thence from
Division and Ainsworth avenues west

ATTORNEY GUILTY OF
CONTEMPT OF COURT

Was Sentenced to Jail But Judge
Later Revoked Order---A
Lively Time.

San Francisco, May 3l.—Attorney
Charles H. Fairall, of counsel for the
defence, was twice within a few min-
utes sentenced to jail for contemt of
court by, Superior Judge Dunne, short-
ly before the adjournment of the
Schmiiz trial to-day. The orders were
subsequent!y revoked by the court at
the requcst of the mayor’s se&}or
counsel, former Judge J. C. Campbell,
joined in by Assistant District At-
torney Heney. :

The sensational incident was the
culmination of a long day of bickering®
and quarrels between opposing counsel
that more than once had threatened
unpleasant results. Eleven jurors had
been finally accepted and sworn, and
thé twelfth had been by both sides ac-
cepted, subject to peremptory chal-
lenge, when Mr. Heney announced that
he desired to further question a juror
who . was accepted last Wednesday,
John O'Mara, a blacksmith, “who,”
said the proSecutor, “we have just been
informed is an employee of the city.”

O’Mara satisfled the court that such
was not the case and then Heney pro-
pounded some rapid fire questions,
showing that during the mnoon .recess
the blacksmith had been shadowed by
one of ‘Special Agent Burns’ men, who
“had seen him stop and talk with one
Ed. Dennison, on Filmore street, en-
ter a saloon with him and emerge fif-
teen minutes later, after which Denni-
son hurried away to the office of Her-
bert Schmitz, brother of the mayor,
‘“evidently to report.”

Under Heney's questioning O’Mara
first demied that the Schmitz trial had
been mentioned. between him and Den-
nison, but later admitted that the fact
of his being a juror had been remarked,
though not -discussed.

To all of this Mr. Campbell entered
objectton, to which Heney heatedly re-
replied that it was for the purpose of
showing an attempt to tamper with a
juror. Mr. Fairall, supporting the ob-
jection, got into a snarl of words with
the Assistant District Attorney, dur-
ing which he warned that official to
address him with care.

“Oh, yes,”’ sneered ‘Heney, “you are
a fighting man. I'm scared to death
of you,” 'Mr. Fairall replied in kind,
and Judge Dunne ordered him to be
quiet. Instead of obeying the at-
torney got to his feet and launched a
reply.

“8it down, Mr. Fairall,” commanded
Judge Dunne, “or I shall send you to
jail!”’ 2

“I don’t care anything about that,”
replied Fairall, waving his arms con-
temptuously.

80 incensed was Judge Dunne at
this, that though he spoke quietly, he
stumbled over his words. “Mr. Fairall,
your conduct is boisterous, offensive,
insulting and contemptuous. I adjudge
vou guilty of contempt of this court,
and as punishment therefor, it is or-
dered that you be confined in the coun-
ty jail in the city and county of San
Francisco for a period of 24 hours.

“I thank your honor, I think that is
a distinction,” retorted Fairall.

“Mr. Fairall,” said Judge Dunne, “I
adjudge you further guilty of boister-
ous, offensive. insulting and contempt-
uous conduct, and I adjudge you
guilty of contempt of this court, and
as a punishment therefor it is ordered
adjudged and decreed that you be con-
fined in the county jail of the city and
county of San Francisco for a period of
48 hours. Mr. Campbell, will you pro-
ceed?”

Juror Bray, one of the eleven sworn,
was the next to draw the after-fire of
the prosecution, to whom had been
conveyed the information that he was
related by marriage to the mayor. Bray
could '‘not say whether or not this was
a fact. He had heard that it was
Schmitz himself, though he had been
refused audience earlier in the day by
the court, came to the rescue. He rose
and made this statement: “If your
honor please, the relation is this as
far as I can trace it down — and I
would not want to see a relative of
mine sitting on my jury—the relation
is that this gentleman’s wife s re-
lated by fourth cousinship to a gen-
tleman who married my wife's #ster,
a man by the name of Murphy.”

Everybody launghed, and Judge
Dunne threatened to' clear the court
room-if the offence was repeated. Bray
was excused from the jury, the court
holding that no matter how distant
the relationship’ with the defendant, it
disqualified him. Bray himself had
asked to be discharged.

Clifford Sifton Expmsds His Con-
fidence in the Ultimate Success
of the Scheme.

Ottawa, June l.—Clifford Sifton, who
has returned from England, feels san-
guine of the success of the fast At-
lantic and Pacific steamer schemes.

Mr. Sifton when asked as to the cables
from Brisbane, stated that a confer-
ence of the state premiers of Australia
had decided against a zuarantee to the
malil contract, and the proposition con-
sidered in London had not yet put be-
fore the Australian premiers and the
cables could not refer to it.

HOSTILITY TO JAPANESE.,

Association in San Francisco Issues
Statement Regarding Recent
Assault Cases.

San Francisco, May 29.—The Japan-
ese Association, composed of leading
Japanese residents, to-day made the
following statement of it¢ view -of
recent assaults committed against
Japanese in this city:

“In the first place, the Japanese
residents of Sdn Francisco realize that
present conditions in this city made it
very difficult for the authorities to ex-
tend full protection. They understand
that the strike upon the street rail-
ways places a heavy tax upon the
police force, and that it is impossible
to guard all places at all times against
the lawless elements of the commun-
ity.

“They are fully convinced, however;
that much of the violence to which
they have been subjected is due to
racial prejudices and that the at-
tempts which are beéing made in cer-
tain quarters, to have it appear that
the trouble is confined to quarrels be-
tween laboring men, incidentally in-
volving the Japanese, are without
foundation.

“In support of this view they direct
attention to the fact that the Japan-
ese restdurants have been systemati-
cally annoyed and simulfanheously at-
tacked. Hardly a day goes by, in the
territory south of Market street, that
some threatening demonstration is
noé made by roughs and hoodlums
against Japanese places of business in
that quarter.”

After giving a number of specific
instances of attacks on Japanese res-
taurants betweeh May 20th and May
26th, the statement continues:

“The uniformity of 'these expres-
sions of hostility to Japan precludes
the idea that they are accidental re-
sults of chance rows between white
laboring men. They are entirely dis-
tinct in character from the acts of
violence growing out of the street car
strike, where capital and labor are at
war. They are clearly an expression
of race prejudice to which the ¢people
of no other nationality are at pres-
ent subjected. 3

“The Japanese residents of San
Francisco further insist that _.no pro-
vocation has been | glven or is being
given for these outrages. They are
peacefully engaged in lawful occupa-
tions, the right to which is guaranteed
to them by treaty stipulations. They
believe that they are fully 'justified
in protesting agginst acts which place
their property in jeopardy and their
lives in peril, and they denounce as
unjust such public criticism as attri-
butes their complaints to mere cap-
rice. :

“They simply desire the true facts
of these assaults be placed before the
American people, believing implicity
in the -fairness and sense of justice
of that tribunal. In the meantime
they sincerely regret the necessity of
calling for .special police protection,
but believe it wiser to make that de-
mand now, than wait until some
overt act of the mob elements shall
precipitate more serious troubles
and possibly bloodshed.”

MINISTER’S POLICY
PROVES UNPOPULAR

Institutes  Economy In Order . to
Enlarge Spanish Navy--Overpaid
Officials Protest.

Madrid, May 31.—The scheme for an
enlarged navy is now being carried
forward under the direction of the
minister of marine, Fernandez Nino,
and extensive reforms and economics
in other directions have been institut-
ed with the result that a number of
overpaid officials are hard hit. Coénse-
quently the minister’s plans are receiv-
ing considerable opposition at some of
the arsenals and naval stations, whence
a number of heated protests have been
received. The minister, however, is
supported firmly by the cabinet and
the chamber of deputies, and is pro-
ceeding with his policy in spite of this
opposition.

WILL ACCEPT.

Halifax, N. S., May 31.—Prof. Falconer
has indicated that he will accept the pre-
sidency of Toronto University.

FLOOD IN TEXAS.

Two Hundred Houses in Houston Un-
der Water—Loss Will Be Nuar-
ly Million Dollars.

Houston, Tex., May 30.—The rainfall
in Houston and vicinity for the twenty-
four hours ending at 7 o'clock to-night,
has been four and a quarter inches, to
which -can be added an imch during
Wednesday. This has flooded the
Houston ship channel, the rise being
about 30 feet. The stream is still ris-
‘ing,

All shipping and wholesale interests
in Houston along the stream are upder
water. The street railway power house
is flooded and power is obtained from
a lighting company, but only one car
can be operated on each line.

Two hundred homes are under water.
These houses are occupled mostly by
poor people. The loss in Houston will
be over $800,000.

NO TRACE OF BALLOONISTS.

Two Lieutenants Are Believed to Have
Lost Their Lives.

London, June 1.—4.50 a. m.—In spite
of the most strenuous efforts of the
government authorities and others, the
fate of the two young engineer offi-
cers, Lieut. Calfield and Lieut. Leake,
who went up in a balloon from Alder-
shot camp on March 28th, remains a
mystery, and the slender thread of
hope grows less and less as the hours
pass and no news of the missing men
comes to hand. There is every reason
to PBelieve that another tragedy of the

J air and sea has taken place.

The qfficers of Aldershot have prac-
tically given up hope. It is thought
that the balloonists, confused by the
heavy mdst, mistook their bearings.
This theory is bornee out by the log,
which .wasirecovered from the derelict
balloon, and in which it is recorded
that the two officers were irying to
descend on Tuesday evening, the same
time that the balloon was seen drift-
ing out, to sea by the Yarmouth coast-
guards. | It is feared that the aeron-
auts were either thrown out when the
basket struck the water, or that they
were drowned subsequenly when the
balloon, after being driven bounding
over the waves, finally dropped into
the channel.

FRENCH COMMERCE
MAY BE PARALIZED

s

Thousands of Seamen on Strike~--
Large Number of Vessels Are
Vithout Crews.

Paris, May 31.—French commerce is
threatened with complete ‘paralysis as
a result of the general strike of sailors
belonging to the naval reserve, which
‘went into operation at daylight to-day
at all ports of France. The naval re-
serve compose®almost all the maritime
population devoted to.seafaring life.
They number about' 117,000 men, of
which 25,000 belong to the war fleet.
Practically the entire personnel clt_ the
merchant marine as well as the long-
shoremen, ,are -inscribed in the naval
reserve. ’

The executive committeé’ of the Na-
tional Seamen’s Uuion ordered the
strike because the members -of the
union regard the government's new
bill increasing pensions from $40.80 to
$72.50 in the case of seamen and from
$156.00 to $200.00 in the case of captains
as inedaquate.

The reports thus far received  indi-
cate that the tie-up iz complete. At
the Mediterranean, Atlantic and Chan-
nel ports the crews generally left their
ships.

The government promptly ordered the
army transports at Marseilles to be
placed in commission in order to ensure
a mail service between France and her
African possessions, but the txanspor-
tation companies were taken by sur-
prise and are at the mercy of the
strikers. 3

The officials of the French trans-At-
lantic Company hope that the steamer
La Province will be able to sail from
Havre to-morrow. Legally the com-
panies are in a position to coerce the
men. Being members of the naval re-
gerve, the crews are subject to heavy
penalty for insubordination, but it is
regarded as more likely that they wiil
try to effect a compromise,

FIGHTING BUSH FIRE.

Large Force Succeeded in Checking
Blaze South of Vancouver,

Timber Officer Murray and Provincial
Constable Munro went out from Van-
couver on Wednesday afternoon to the
scene of the bush fire between the
Cemetery road and the North Arm ‘of
the Fraser river. On their return théy
reported that the fire was well ‘under
control, but that it had damaged. a
great deal of timber, and had alsoc de-
stroyed a little cordwood. That it did
no greater damage was due to the
‘- strenuous fight against it made by the
C.P.R. mien, the guarry eémployees " at
Little Mounjain and the residents of
the district. They estimated that there
must have been fully one hundred nien:
altogether, the Japanese,~Chinese and
Hindus employed by the C. P. R. doing
yeomen service. :

It was estimated that there were
15,000 cords of wood and shingle bolts
on'the C. P. R. land, but little if any
of this has been  destroyed. Some
houser and shacke were also closely
threatened, but are now reported to be
safe. The men fought the fire by cut-
ting trails and& clearing away the brush
to prevent it from spreading, and in
,that w& were able to confine it.

SEVEN MEN DROWNED
IN IDAHO RIVER

Nine Other Men Had a Hard Struggte
Before They Reached
Shore.

Boise, Idaho, May 31.—While attempt-
ing to make a landing above the rapids
in the Payetie River, about twelve
miles from Garden Valley, seven men
were drowned last night.

Two boats which they were using
were carried over the Trapids -and
swamped.

The other nine occupants of the boats
had a hard battle for their lives, but
managed to reach shore.

The drowned men are: ‘Bert. Ure,
Mel Curtis, Joe. Hamilton, Tom High-
land, Frank Fitzgerald, Dave McMil-
lan and Joe Boden.

So far as could be learned all were
unmarried men.

ADRIFT IN THE FRASER.

The Schwarzenbek Breaks Away From
Her Anchorage and Is Nearly
Wrecked.

There were a few moments of intense
excitement on board the Schwarzenbek
and on the waterfront, by Gilley’s
wharf, New Westminster, on Wednes-
day afternoon, when the vessel which
has been lying in’‘the river broke away
from her anchor and started down the
current. It was some time before she
could be brought to again, and then it
was seen what a narrow escape she had
from drifting on the piling opposite the
Royal City mills.

She had gained so much speed in the

short interval of freedom that the port
anchor, put down when the starboard
anchor was lost, refused to hold ground
for some time and dragged for fully
a hundred yards before the vessel came
to a standstill. By that time the
Schwartzenbek was within a stone’s
throw of the piling.
‘ The excitement started when the men
on the Schwarzenbek began to pull in
the anchor preparatory 'to swinging
short during the afternoon. In some
manner when the chain was nearly all
in, it started slipping on the drum of
the winch and those in charge could not
stop it. At length the fifty. fathoms
of chain ran through the chain holes
and the steel cable attached 4o the
schain commenced, to go out. By this
time it was seen that the steel had
been worn right through the plates and
the cable was cutting still farther into
the hull of the ship. - Seeing the danger,
the mate cut it with an axe,

By that time the Schwarzenbek had
drifted down opposite the station and
the other anchor was let go. It gave
ground for a few minutes, but at last
checked the vessel.

The Clive was set at work dragging
for the anchor and chain, which are
valued ~t §1,500 and weighs four tons.
Early in the evening the -grappling

it to the surface, but it slipped: before
the tugmen could fasten a line to it.

Again yesterday the grappling irons
caught and the chain showed at the
surface beside the tug.. One of the
men leaned over the side and grasped
the chain. Again the irons slipped and
the heavy chain pulled the man into
the'river.

The search for the anchor and chain
was resumed yesterday afternoon and
the chain was finally brought to the
Burface by the government snagboat
Sampson.

The probabllity of a flood in the Chil-
liwack and Fraser river valleys this
season is very meagre, according to
well posted local observers. There is
still a great quantity of snmow and ice
in the mountains, especially in the
Cariboo district and if a prolonged very
warm season sets in both places simul-
taneously the river channel is likely to
fill up for a time, but it is generally
considered that the banks and dykes

H. A. Eastman, who has been a resi-
dent in this Qistrict for a great many
years, states that there is litle danger
of a floodithis year in his estimation,
and he bases his.opinion on the fact
that the river banks and dykes were
raised considerably after the big flood

“The quantity of water in 1904 was
phenomenal and since that time the
Pitt Meadow dyke was raised 2% feet,
the Chilliwack dyke 2 feet and the Su-
' mas dyvke 2 feet,” safid Mr. Eastman.
. “Allowing one foot for:sgettling, swhich
is very liberal and the dykes are still a
foot higher than they were during the
flood year.” - R

Mr. Bastman thinks it would be .al-
most Impossible for the river to raise
a foot higher than it did-in'1884, which
it will have to do-¥ there is to be a
flood. Mr. Eastman -also points to the
improved -equipment for-guarding the
dykes which has recently been: made.

COTTON IN SOUTH

C. J. Sorrels of Texas is on a Visit
to the City of
Yictoria.

C. J. Sorrels, one of the big cotton
men of the south, whose home is at
Dallas, Texas, is, with Mrs. Sorrels, at
the Driard. -Mr. Sorrels has been for"
years intimately connected with the
cotton business in the south and conse-
quently speaks with authority on the
subject.

He states that when he left, the pros-
pects were very poor for a good crop
this year. Since that time, however,
the heavy rains which threatened to
destroy the crop, have abated, and
things look brighter. There is not, how-
ever, any probability of a record-break-
ing yield this year, as there was last.

From the producers’ standpoint, Mr.
Sorrel explaingd that this was not an
unmixed evil. Better prices would be
in order and in the long run they would
be as well, if not better, rewarded.

Mr. Sorrels has been travelling ex-
tensively for the past two months, hav-
ing been in Cuba, El Paso, Los Angeles
and San Franeisco before coming to
Victoria. “San Francisco,” said he, “is
a sorry sight. The lack of money for
building purposes has braught the city
to a standstill - A friend of mine who
had plans prepared for an office build-
ing of his own, as well as two others
in course of erection, has abandoned all
thought. of building for the present.
For this the astonishing revelations
which have taken place are partly re-d
sponsible. The labor troubles are more
directly perhaps to blame. This is only
one instance, Others have been com-
pelled to stop owing to lack of money.
This being the result of the present un-
settled state of civic affairs which has
resulted in the. banks refusing to loan
money on more than one quarter of the
present value of property.”

It was with manifest relief that Mr.
Sorrels turned to express his apprecia-
tion of the beauties of Victoria, and
turned from there back to the situa-
tion in the south. He looks for a won-
derful development in the gouthern
states. These are just now coming in
to thelr own after the long quiescence
following the war. Truly wonderful
progress ‘has been made in the few
years just past, but this is as nothing
to that which may be expected. In
very short time the south-will be a
strong .competitor of the north in man-
ufactures and industrial lines gener-
ally. The one great drawback of the
south is the negro ‘problem. When
asked what would be the solution of
this, Mr. Sorrels declined to express an
opinion.

Buffaloes.

The
story of the gathering of the buffa-
loes as told by Mr. Douglas reads more
like a book of Fennimore Cooper’s than
a prairie tale of the twentieth century
“It. took ‘us' no less than six weeks to
gather in the herd,” said Mr. Douglas.
‘“Twenty-two Mexican cowboys rounded
up the buffaloes, and each man changed
his mount once every two hours. The
herd was scattered aBout on the moun-
tains of Montana, and the point from
which this train started was Ravalli,
in the Flathead reservation. The en-
tire work was brought to a conclusion
without any serious accident in Mon-
tana, and: this in spite of the fact that
the corralling of the animals occupied
nine days. The herd is being taken to
Lamont, east of Edmonton, where it
will be enclosed in a pasture of 10,-
000 acres.”

SIDE-LIGHTS ON
RUSSIAN HISTORY

Alexander the Second, at Time of
Deati, Was Prepared to Pro-
claim Constitution.

St. Petersburg, June 1.—A number of
important letters written by late, Con-
stantine Pobedonosteff, while procura-
tor-generaliof the Holy Synod, are
now appearing in the Archive, the lead-
ing historiéal journal of Russia. These
particulay @etters deal with momentous
events immediately following the as-
sassinationiof Alexander II., and shed
new light Bpon the constitution draft-
ed by Loris Melikcff. It has been fair-
ly-well established that Alexander IL,
at the tim@fof his assassination, was
abgut to @aim & constitution draft-
ed ‘by Melfkoff, who was then virtual
dictatdr of fRussia, establishing parlia-
mentary Mstiutions in the empire. The
death of the emperor s even ascrib-
ed to’ a reagtionary plot that had as its
ultimate object the prevention of the
promulgamation of a new constitution,
Pobedonosteff’s letters fully confirm
the existence of this constitution, and
give complete and authentic details.of
the intrigues following the gccession to
the throne of the successor of Alexan-

r II., as & result of which Pobedo-

steff succeeded in deferring the es-
t@blishment of representative govern-
ment in Russia for a quarter of a cen-
tury, or until Nicholas II. created the
present parliament in 1905,

The first letter was written within a
few hours of the death of Alexander
IL, and after the new' emperor, Alex-
ander IIL, at a late hour in the night
had summoned Pobedonosteff 1o the
palace, embraced him sobbingly and
implored him to remain his  faithful
friend. Pobedonosteff described Alex-
ander III. as a wretched, ill and dis-
tracted child whom he feared.

RIVAL FACTIONS IN ZION.

Two Thousand Persons Pledge Sup-
port to Voliva—Deacon Leads

Chicago, June 2.—Two thousand per-
sons who attended\ a meeting to-day
conducted by Wilbur - Glenn Voliva,
Dowie’s successor .in Zion City, until
ousted recently by Receiver John C.
Hately, rose to their feet in token of
allegiance to their late leader.

The meeting was held in a Huge cir-
cus tent pitched just outside of Zion
City. Voliva was forced to give up his
lease on the tabernacle last Friday, and
that building was occupied to-day by
John A. Lewis, appointed overseer by
Dowie, in his will, and a following esti-
mated at one thousand.
