Winnipeg, June 24.—Work on the 
million dollar National Transconti­
nental shops at Springfield is tempor­
arily tied up owing to a dispute be­
tween contractors Haney, Quinlem-and 
Robertson and J. D; McArthur, con­
tractor for the transcontinental section 
affected, with regard to the haulage of 
material for the shops over the three 
miles of transcontinental connecting 
the shops with the Canadian Northern. 
The contract states that trains haul­
ing these supplies shall have the right 
of way over this strip, but McArthur 
insists on getting mileage. The con­
tractors; have appealed to the trans­
continental commission for a perform­
ance of contract, and age awaiting a 
decision. Work has stopped and several 
hundred men are Idle.

Washington, D. C„ June 24.—De­

nouncing the doctrine of free admission 
to this country of raw material, Sen­
ator J, W. Bailey, of Texas, in the sen­
ate to-day made a savage attack upon 
the trusts, asserting that the only 
means of destroying them is to send 
their organizers and operators to the 
penitentiary.

“The doctrine of free raw material is 
urijust a°d Undemocratic,’• asserted 

‘Mr. Bailey. "Instead .of It being the 
policy of fhe Democratic party it was 
never accepted until 1888.’’

He then traced the history of the 
tariff to prove his assertions and con­
tinuing, said:

“The proposition to exempt manufac­
turers from the payment of a moderate 
duty on raw material is unjust and 
unequal. When the tariff is removed 
from raw materials It becomes neces­
sary to increase the tariff on other ar­
ticles in order to raise the revenues.’’

After dwelling for some time on this 
phase of the tariff, Bailey took up his 
attack on the trusts.

“If I were attorney-general of the 
United States,’’ he declared, "I would 
take issue to dissolve the United States 
steel corporation. Nothing would re­
sult to curb the rapacity of that trust 
from placing iron ore on the free list.

“The only means of destroying the 
trusts And preventing the formation of 
others is to send their organizers and 
operators to the penitentiary.’’

Olympia, Wash., June 24.—Working 
under the theory that because re-or­
ganization was defeated, the special 
session is proceeding under the rules 
adopted at the regular session of the 
legislature, members of the house "in­
surgents” in caucus late last night de­
cided to introduce bills and attempt 
to repeal several laws passed at the 
recent session. They are of the opin­
ion that the action of the victors in 
the speakership fight removed the bar­
riers and that the way Is open for any 
legislation that members care to con­
sider.

An attempt will be made to repeal 
several appropriation bills, among 
them being, $190,000 for the Wenatchee 
bridge; Lake Washington canal, $260,- 
000; Southwestern Washington state 
fair, $15.000; home for harmless Insane, 
Skagit, county, $76,000; Bellingham 
armory, $75,000; Washington. Historical 
Society building, Tacoma, $26,000.

The anti-cigarette law, which has 
raised a storm of protest throughout 
the state, is one of.the bills which an 
attempt will be made to change.

There Is a sentiment, however, 
against continuing the session, and it 
may be strong enough to rule out all 
business except that pertaining to the 
insurance commissioner and other offi­
cers and departments investigated by 
the legislative committee.

tragedy of the murder of Elsie Sigel, 
the white missionary, by Leon Ling, 
her Chinese admirer, Ghung Sin, who 
witnessed the crime, to-day demon­
strated to the police what took place 
in his friend’s room on the night of 
June 8th.

Chung showed how he had -looked 
through the keyhole of his room, ad­
joining that occupied by Ling and the 
girl, and declared that he saw his 
countryman strangling Miss Sigel with 
a handkerchief. He reaffirmed all of 
his statements made to District Attor­
ney Jerome yesterday, but refused to 
reveal anything new, although he was 
"sweated” constantly by the detec­
tives.

After making the demonstration In 
Ling’s room, where the murder took 
place, Chung was removed to police 
headquarters where he identified the 
trunk in which the girl’s body Was 
bidden. He also Identified the canvas 
blanket In which the corpse was wrap­
ped.

Detectives who are attempting to 
extract further information from the 
Chinese have not allowed him to rest 
since fie was taken into custody. They 
have wofked In relays, one set resting 
while another kept Chung answering 
questions. These tactics finally resulted 
ih the prisoner’s confession yesterday 
that he witnessed the murder, and they 
are being continued to-day In the hope 
that some inkling as to the present 
whereabouts of the fugitive Ling may 
be gained.

New York. June 28.—Leon Ling, fugi­
tive slayer of Elsie Sigel, garbed as a 
Chinese woman, is in hiding in some 
city on the Pacific coast, according to 
the belief to-day of the New York de­
tectives. This belief is based on the 
discovery made by Assistant District 
Attorney Ward to-day that Ling came 
to the United States 11 years ago with 
a Chinese theatrical troupe, and that 
he is an adept in the art of female im­
personation.

Following this discovery the police 
sent out a notice to authorities fn all 
parts of the country where Chinese live 
to search the.portion of the Oriental 
quarters where the women are hidden. 
They believe that unless Ling Is found 
on the Pacific coast he will be located 
either in Qglvestoh or New Orleans, 
where the Chinese colonies are large, 

i The (theory of %jngV-course of flight 
aççepifcd as roost probable by the po­
lice is that he went from Washington 
to New Orleans, and wag smuggled in­
to Mexico. It is thought that he then 
re-entered this country through lower 
California and was then smuggled in­
to San Francisco.

Ling’s membership in the Gee Ciong 
Tong, a revolutionary society, would 
be a great aid to him if he fled over 
the course named. The officers think 
that he represented himself to be an 
agent of this tong and thereby per­
suaded his fellow countrymen to con­
ceal his movements from his pursuers.

SUNDAY BY-LAW 
FINALLY PASSED

RACE ACROSS CONTINENT.

Leader in New York-to-Seattle Auto 
Contest Passes Through North 

Yakima.X
North Yakima. Wash., June 22.—

MAY BE PROPOSAL
FOR RECONSIDERATION

Several Aldermen Are Opposed 
♦o Its Provisions—Brew­

ery Matter.

i

(From Tuesday's Daily.)
The final stages were given to the 

Sunday closing by-law at last night’s 
council meeting. The motion was put 
regularly enough by the acting mayor, 
but several of the aldermen, Including 
those who are opposed to the proposed 
regulations, were not paying close at­
tention, and the motion had been de­
clared carried before they knew what 
was doing.

Aid. Turner and Aid. Humber were 
especially indignant, the latter having 
had a motion for recommittal to com­
mittee ruled out of order a few min­
utes before on the ground that when 
the motion for reconsideration and final 
passing came up he could say what- 
vere he had to say. The measure is 
one which is strongly opposed by sev­
eral members of the council, and it is 
quite likely that a notice of motion will 
be posted for its reconsideration.

The city solicitors, in advising the 
council that it was open to it to finally 
pass the Sunday closing by-law, wrote: 
“As regards the Imposing of conditions 
on licensees, while it is our opinion, 
supported by other members of the 
profession, that council has authority 
to do so it must be borne in mind that 
this is new legislation and will’ un­
doubtedly be tested in the courts of 
law.”

“I take it from this that the city so­
licitor has grave doubts as to the legal­
ity of this by-law,” remarked Aid. 
Turner. ‘,‘As to the obligation to make 
a lengthy application every time a li­
cense is applied for we were informed 
that this had been requested by the 
collector, and I was rather called down 
because I questioned the need for it. I 
am informed that neither the collector 
nor the treasurer asked for any such 
thing, in spite of the fact that the city 
solicitor stood up here and told us it 
was requested by the collector.”

City Solicitor Mann denied that he 
had said so.

“The collector asked me if the news­
paper reports were correct, and I told 
him they were,” continued Aid. Turner. 
“He said he never asked for this peb- 
vision, and it would give him a lot of 
trouble, for he would have to put on 
another man. Now the city solicitor ' 
says he did not say so.”

Mr. Mann repeated his denial, but 
several aldermen said they bad heard 
him. The newspaper reports also bear 
Mr. Turner out.

This communication was considered 
early in. the evening, long before the 
by-law came up.

The Baraca Bible class wrote recom­
mending the Sunday closing by-law, 
and H. Stadthagen to the opposite ef­
fect. The latter pointed out that this 
by-law would lose to dealers and to 
the city at least $2,000 a Sunday left 
here by visitors, “all because 108 cranks 
were in the majority in favor of clos­
ing.” “All except the goody people are 
working hard to get people to our beau­
tiful city,” he added. These communi­
cations were filed.

The city solicitors wrote what Aid. 
Henderson described as a history of 
the proceedings in the Fairall brewery 
matter. In reply to a question City So­
licitor Mann stated that the injunction 
was asked for because the Silver 
Spring Brewery, Ltd., had not asked 
for the street lines before proceeding 
to rebuild. A survey of the street had 
been made at its new width of 50 feet 
and been registered.

Aid. Turner pointed out that there 
were no street lines to give when the 
company began to rebuild on the site 
on which the Fairall building had been 
standing for years.

Aid. Henderson repeated his point of 
view, that it would be a great mistake 
to spend thousands of dollars on widen­
ing the street, and perhaps be mulcted 
a very large sum of damages if the 
brewery company persisted in suing."

Aid. McKeown objected strongly. to 
allowing the company to rebuild on the 
street.

Council decided to file the letter from 
the solicitors and allow the company 
to proceed with their building.

Aid. Henderson, McKeown, Turner, 
Stewart and Raymond.

It was 
reported at that time that some such 
step as the above was Intended and 
the announcement was made formally 
last, night to the members of the Oak 
Bay council.

He 
said he was a Christian hut that he 
was not taught his belief by the Sigels. 
He attended school at Hackettown, N. 
J., and afterward went to Columbia 
University.

Speaking of the Sigels’ frequent visits 
to his restaurant, Chu said:

“Since last February Mrs. Sigel and 
her daughter came to my restaurant 
not less than once each week, up to 
the time of the girl’s disappearance. I 
have visited them in their home and 
we were on close terms of friendship. 
I met them two years ago.”

Tien Tsin, June 22.—The first definite 

move toward the re-organization of 
the military and naval forces of China 
was made to-day through the purchase 
by the government of a large tract of 
land In this city on which a military 
and naval academy is to be imme­
diately erected. One hundred students 
from the School of Nobles have been 
designated to take the naval and mili­
tary instruction in the school and the 
governors of the provinces have been 
ordered by the Prince Regent to sub­
mit the names of students desirous ot 
entering either of the branches of the 
military service to the recently 
pointed army and navy board.

The salt tax has been set aside in 
part to meet the expenses of the military 
programme and a system of. conscrip-, 
tion has been put in operation to in­
sure the recruiting of an army of 250,- 
000 men. Prince' Su and Admiral Sah, 
of the naval board, have been instruct­
ed to draw up a programme which will 
provide a fleet of 15 battleships with 
necessary auxiliaries to be in commis­
sion in 1934. English and Japanese in­
structors will be in charge of the in­
struction of the naval and military 
cadets.

Skagway, Alaska, June 21.—The dam 
of the North Columbia Gold Company, 
Surprise lake, at the head of Pine 
creek, Atlin district, gave 
Thursday, a wall of water, eight feet 
high, rushed down Pine creek twelve- 
miles into Lake Atlin, sweeping all be­
fore it.

The big bridge of the British Ameri­
can Dredging Company, costing $250,000 
was wrecked, the sawmill of James 
Clark at ftfee half way station 
swept away and the flumes of the 
North Columbia company and other 
mine owners were also Carried away.

NEW ZEALAND WILL

NOT RENEW SUBSIDY

Negotiations for Continuance 
of Direct Service Unsuc­

cessful.

Ottawa, June 24.—The government 

has been unable to secure a renewal of 
the contract for the Subsidized Pacific 
service with New Zealand. The latter 
has declined to renew its half of the 
subsidy \>f $100,000 Annually, ahd the 
Alien and Weir companies say they 
cannot handle a tender for any less 
amount for a direct service.

Captain Warsnop, who is in the city 

ln connection with the business of his' 
two Mexican liners explains the reason 
for his losing the Mexican subsidy. He 
says that the Mexican government waji, 
not willing to pay any subsidy for the 
next two years. The proposition they 
made to him was to run two years 
without subsidy and at the end of that 
time to pay at the rate of $60,000 * 
year, Mexican, which would amount tou. 
about $28,000 in Canadian currency ac­
cording to the present rate of ex­
change. At that time the Mexican 
government would pay up for the two 
previous years. This offer he, on behalf - 
of his company, refused. The Jebsen' 
line were willing to accept It so they 
secured the Mexican subsidy Instead of 
the Canadlan-Mexican line.

“The German line contracts to run 
between Mexico and Central American 
points and also to call at all American 
ports cbming as far north as Victoria.

“The Dominion government,” contin­
ued Captain Warsnbp, “recognizes the 
service our line has done ln the de­
velopment of Canadian trade with 
Mexico. We were the pioneers of the 
business. We have lost a good deal of. 
money during the first two years, but , 
if we get the support of the merchants 
of British Columbia it is our intention 
to build up a good business between 
British Columbia and Mexico and also 
between Eastern Canada and this prov­
ince. We can carry freight 20 per cent) 
lower than the rates on carload lots, 
and 30 per cent lower than lots less"’ 
than a carload. This should be a great1 
advantage to the merchants on this 
coast. We are giving an accelerated 
service and we shall" endeavor to keep 
our schedule.

“Our line goes direct to Mexico,” 
continued the captain. “ Our products 
are practically the same as those sup­
plied by the United States so that it is 
not advisable that our steamers should 
call at American ports en route. By 
doing so they would invite the compe­
tition which it is the intention of the 
subsidy to overcome.

“The Lonsdale will be kept on the 
run for the present. If the business 
warrants a third steamer will be placed 
on the run, but at present the amount 
of business offering does not warrant 
a third steamer.

"When the party which has reoentl/- 
chartered the steamer Transit wanted 
a steamer they applied to our London 
office for the Georgia. We were un­
able to let them have her so we ar­
ranged the charter of the other vessel 
with the Mackenzies.”

Concluding, Captain Warsnop said 
that he was going to Alberta in the 
near future to look into the prospects 
for grain export to Mexico this year. 
He thought there should be at least 
20,000 tons of wheat sent this year. If à 
the prospects warranted it another 
steamer would be put on ln order to 
handle It. “Ours Is a Canadian line.” 
said he, “and it is here to stay. The-, 
business is growing and we expect tm 
develop it until it becomes an import­
ant factor in the trade of the Pacific 
coast and an Invaluable asset to the ;

San Francisco, Cal., June 24.—With 
one leg missing ajid two heavy irons 
fastened to its waist, the body of a 
n>lddle-aged man, believed to be Ene- 
vçld Christiansen, was found in the 
bay off Alcatraz island early to-day 
by the crew of a police patrol boat.

Experiments With Importée? 
Fish Have Proved Suc­

cessful.

When the" lobsters from the Atlantic 
coast were brought to this province re­
cently, some of the eggs were taken 
from them for the purpose of experi­
menting. These were taken under the 
charge of Rev. G. W. Taylor at the 
biological station at Departure Bay. 
These were to be carefully watched to 
see if they would hatch.

The experiments with lobster eggs 
have been carried on at the biologi­
cal station during the past few weeks 
and have resulted entirely satisfactor­
ily, as the young lobsters are to-day 
emerging from their egg shells in some 
numbers and are apparently as strong 
and lively as if hatched under natural 
conditions.

The success of this experiment shows 
that the waters of this dlstrlt are not 
too cold and that if other conditions 
are suitable there is a probability that 
imported lobster -may reproduce their 
kinr". o these seas.

It aiso points to the feasibility of 
carrying out a suggestion that has been 
made, namely, that Instead of attempt­
ing further importations of adult lob­
sters the eggs only should be brought 
and hatched artificially on this coast.

WATER MAINS DAMAGED.

>ElectrG!lysis,Plays Havoc With Pipes at

Cross-examined by Fred. Peters, K. 
C., witness safd he did not remember 
delivering anything outside of pur­
chases made at the store, it was a 
long time ago, however.

In answer to the commissioner wit­
ness said the only work he ever re­
membered doing outside his regular 
work was hauling some whiskey from 
a sealing schooner to the police court.

Albert James Grey, driver for Syl­
vester Feed Co., said be worked for 
Mr. Nodek about six years ago for a 
few months.

He had worked for Cap­
tain Gaudin at different times, and 
had been paid by him at the house or 
at his shop, hut never at the marine

A. J. Dallain, recalled, produced all 
the requisition papers for the year 
1903 and 1904, and picked out those re­
lating to Discovery Island lighthouse.

Re­
forestation and conservation of the 
vast resources are necessary to pro­
vide future generations with timber 
and lumber supplies. The government 
is expending large amounts of money 
every year to protect its forests from 
fires, yet expert lumbermen say that 
more standing timber is destroyed by 
flames annually than is converted into 
merchantable lumber by the saw 
mills."

THREE FOR FIRST DAY

George D. Collins, who about foul 
years ago waapUyingsuch ap. import­
ant pert in the fight against extradi­
tion in the courts of this province, is 
now at work making Juté bags in San, 
Quentin .prison, California.

After a four years’ fight in the courts, 
Collins* only remaining hope is that 
good behavior may reduce his fourteen 
years’ sentence, or that some governor, 
may be induced, to lessen it by pardon. 
Meanwhile he Is number 23,635, employ­
ed in making jute bags.

As the prisoner was taken across tn 
the ferry he hid the steel bracelets 
beneath the sleeves of his frock coat, 
and attempted the Jaunty mannerism 
of the days when he was often seen in 
the court of the old Palace hotel, says 
a San Francisco exchange.

But his jailers, who say he has had 
no visitors In the last months, have 
noted, a,change. In. Collins.

“I am not going to say how I like 
prison life before I enter upon it,” he. 
said with > mirthless laugh. "I am 
certainly not here from my own. 
choice,” he added.

On his arrival at San Quentin he was 
turned over to Warden Hoyle,, and 
without further ceremony bis name was 
entered on the register and he was 
given the number by which he will be 
known until the years of his sentence 
are ended.

Following the customary routine, he 
was taken to the prison bathroom, and 
afterward underwent a physical exam­
ination and was measured under the 
Bertillon system» like those who have 
preceded him. His hair was cropped 
and he was given his prison suit and 
taken to the photographer’s room, 
where, his number was hang about his 
npck, and his puctpre taken for thé-re- 
corc| following the routine tha.t does 
hpt change.

DEVELOPMENT

BIG SCHEME PROPOSED

IN UNITED STATES

Resolution to Ga Before the 
National Irrigation 

Congress.

Spokane, Wash., June 23.—Arthur 
Hooker, secretary of the board of con­
trol of the National Irrigation Con­
gress, wifi present a resolution for ap­
proval by that organization at its 
seventeenth session in Spokane, August 
9th to 14th, memorializing congress to 
issue 3 per cent, gold bonds, running 
100 years, to the amount of $5,000,000,- 
000. or aa much thereof as may be 
necessary, for the. following specific 
purposes: ,

One billion dollars for drainage of 
overflowed and swamp lands, thus re- 
claiming.an area equal to 100,000 square 
miles.

One billion dollars for the reclama­
tion by irrigation of 40,000,000 acres of 
arid and semi-arid lands, now partly 
or wholly waste.

One billion dollars to construct and 
improve deep waterways, to develop 
thousands of miles of territory now 
without adequate transportation fa­
cilities.

One billion dollars for good roads and 
national highways, for the lack of 
which the loss to the farm, area of the 
United States is: approximately $500.- 
000,000 annually.

One billion dollars for forest protec­
tion, reforestation and conservation of 
of forest resources, thus assuring 
timber and lumber supplies tor cen­
turies to come.

“Five millions of dollars is an en­
ormous sum, but it is no more than is 
actually required to carry opt the gi­
gantic scheme, in developing millions 

~ot acres of lands in various parts of 
the United States now absolutely worth­
less,” said Mr. Hooker in Cimlaining 
the plan. “Congress will not be asked 
to appropriate a penny. The returns 
from the improvements would, pay oft. 
the bonds, The government would sim­
ply. act as a banker, as it does now for 
the various irrigation projects. The 
bond issue would provide ample funds 
as required. to carry out the work in 
the several divisions, at the same time 
giving the best possible collateral to 
those investing in these securities.

"Government figures bear out the 
statement that there is enough good 
land overflowed in Minnesota Wiscon­
sin, Kansas, Nebraska Louisiana 
Kentucky, Tennessee and Mississippi 
to make an area as large as the state 
of Missouri,, or more than 44,000,000 
acres, white in the eastern, central and 
western states there is more than as 
much more, or about 100.($8,000 acres 
In all. At a conservative estimate 0£ 
$25 an acre, the sale of this reclaimed 
land would justify the expenditure of 
$2,500,000,000, or 150 per cent more than 
is required to drain it. This land 
would support from 2,000,000 to 3,000,000 
population.

“Approximately 40.000,000 acres of 
lands in western and southwestern 
states are adapted to.irrigation, which, 
if reclaimed at an average cost of $25 
an acre, would be worth not less than 
$200 an acre or a total of $8,000,000,000, 
and provide homes for more than 8,060,- 
000,000 persons. The economic value of 
irrigation cannot be measured, in dol­
lar® and cents, but crops of from $500 
to $1,000 an acre not rare in the irrigat­
ed districts. There are. already 14,000,- 
000 acres under cultivation and the 
reclamation service estimates it will 
have reclaimed 2,000,000, at. a cost, not 
exceeding $70,000,000, before the close 
of 1911.

‘The construction and Improvement 
of the deep waterways required to pro­
vide better and cheaper transportation 
facilities is, I believe, a 100 per cent, 
investment, from the fact that two- 
thirds of the bulky freight could be 
shipped by water routes, at a. cost to 
the shipper of not more than one-sixth 
of the present rail rates. The import­
ance of this becomes apparent when it 
is remembered that the food question 
is becoming a world problem.

“The state of New York is expending 
$101,000,000 to enlarge the Erie canal, 
and $000,000,000 is the amount required 
to Improve the Missouri. river from a 
point about 40 miles west of Yellow­
stone Park to where it meets the Mis­
sissippi river, 2,547 miles. Then there 
is the projected waterway, from Lake 
Michigan to the Gulf of Mexico and 
scores of others necessary to cheap 
and better transportation facilities. 
Millions of dollars will be sayed an­
nually to the people of the United 
States by the completion of these 
works.

“The maintenance of the. greatest 
waterway in the world, composed of 
the Great Lakes, on which the govern­
ment of the United States has expended 
more than $90,000,000 for harbors and 
connecting channels, presents an ar­
gument in favor of the scheme to de­
velop thousands of miles of territory 
in the Missouri and other valleys. The 
other projects outlined in the forego­
ing are of equal if not greater import­
ance, and with proper backing they 
can be carried out successfully.

“No one questions the statement that 
good roads have a high money value 
to the farmers of the nation, and it 
may be said that this alone is suffi­
cient to Justify the cost of their con­
struction as rapidly as practicable un­
der an^effleient, economical and equit­
able system of highway improvement 
The big points in favor of this ex­
penditure is the economy of time and 
force in transportation between farm 
and market, enabling the growers to 
take advantage of fluctuations in buy­
ing arid selling, as well as enhancing 
the value of real estate.

“It is estimated that the average an­
nual loss from poor roads is 76 cents 
an acre, while the estimated average 
increase resulting from Improving all 
the public roads "Is $9. The losses in 
five years would aggregate $2,432 for 
every section of land, or more than 
enough to. improve two miles of pub­
lic highway. The necessity of good 
roads is obvious, as it would enhance 
the value of each, section of, land about 
$5,760, or more than double the astim-

Being Celebrated in Connection 
With Meeting of United 

. Clericus.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
The fiftieth anniversary of the estab­

lishment of the Church of England in 
the Pacific coast dioceses is being, cele­
brated in connection with the meeting 
here of the United Clericus, the first 
session of which was held last night 
in the cathedrae schoolroom.

This body represents the clergy of the 
dioceses of Columbia, New Westmin­
ster, Caledonia, Kootenay, Yukon, Ore­
gon, Olympia, Spokane and Idaho. The 
following delegates are present: Arch­
deacon Scriven, Columbia; Archdeacon 
Beer, Kaslo; Archdeacon Chambers, 
Portland; Archdeacon Pentreath, New 
Westminster; Dean Paget, Calgary;

Archdeacon Scriven, who is chairman, 
of the Clericus, welcomed the delegates. 
The following resolution was passed 
before business was proceeded With; 
"That this United Clericus, in session 
assembled, wish to place on record the 
work done for the Clericus by the late 
Yen. Archdeacon Small, and that- a 
resolution of condolence he sent to the 
Bishop of New Westminster on the 
loss which the diocese has. sustained."

Theological Colleges.
Archdeacon Pentreath read a paper 

on theological colleges, the object of 
these being defined as for the purpose 
of studying the science treating upon 
the existence and character of God; and: 
tee relation in which humanity stood 
towards Him. Theology was defined 
as including the whole body of 
vealed truth. The archdeacon treated 
of the evolution Of theological collèges, 
which bad become overshadowed by 
the rise of the universities after the 
twelfth century. The. first idea of the 
theological college of to-day was to 
take theological training out of lay 
hands. They should be broad and com­
prehensive, with up-to-date text-books, 
end; their ideal should be training for 
and devotion to. the Ufa. of the -church.

A paper written by Rev, J. p. D. 
Llwyd, Of Olympia, was read in Ms 
absence by Rev. F. A. Hilton. Mr, 
Llwyd emphasized the need of leader­
ship in the church and of the colleges 
Steping abreast of the age, The pro­
fileras before them to-day had entirely 
shifted and Paley’s Evidences, Butler’s 
Analogy and Pelrson on the Creeds 
were out of date. Theological colleges 
should be established near universities.

Bishop Perrin said it was quite pos­
sible- that a theological college in con­
nection with the church would be es­
tablished In connection with the Uni­
versity of British Columbia.
. Rev. W. C. Shaw considered that 
there was a neglect by rectors of the 
training of the young. Of half a mil­
lion children In the United States be­
longing to the Church of England,’ he 
said, 400,000 were unchurched. It was 
impossible that these childrtei could 
develop into ministers,

Rév. M. T. Bywater took issue with 
Mr. Llwyd as to the text beolqa he 
named being out of date. On the con­
trary, these works would be standard 
as long as the church lasted.

Archdeacon Chambers thought that 
clergymen should have a business 

ing and that candidates tor the 
ministry should study men as well as 
books, especially in this western emm-

Rev. W. Barton dwelt on the difficul­
ties of properly financing a theological
college.

FEWER MARRIAGES.(
Striking features of the official re­

turns of births, deaths and marriages 
in England and Wales for 1908, issued 
recently, are an increase in the birth­
rate and a decline in the marriage- 
rate.

During last year 264,647 people have 
married, a rate of 14.9 per 1,000 of the 
whole population. This is 0.9 per 1,000 
below the rate for 1907, and also the 
average rate in the ten years 1898-1907.

The marriages in London numbered 
38,209, corresponding to a rate of 15.9 
persons per 1,000. This is the lowest 
rate" recorded in London since com­
plete statistics have been available, the 
rate last year being 1.1 per 1,000 below 
the corresponding rate in 1907, and 1.7 
I>er 1,000 below the average rate in the 
ten years 1898-1907.

The proportion of bachelors among 
1,000 males aged fifteen years and 
upwards rose from 386 in 1871 to 421 in 
1901, and among 1,000 females aged 
fifteen years and upwards the propor­
tion of spinsters increased from 389 to 
422. The marriage-rate in London is 
estimated to have declined by 26 per 
cent, in the last 38 years.

The figures Indicate a check in the 
decline of the birth-rate. In 1908 the 
births numbered 942,611, or 26.5 per 1,000, 
which was 0.2 per 1,000 above the rate 
in 1907. The figure, however, was still 
L6 lower than the average of the ten 
years 1898-1907.

It Is thus made apparent therefore, 
that the main object before the 
viety is - the . ultimate eradication of 
tuberculosis; and, the means to that 
end. education; which education the 
«k-iety seeks to impart by direct in­
dividual instruction, through the 
agency and ministrations of branch 
and auxiliary societies and by the free 

ï and profuse distribution of descriptive 
! literature to the public generally, but 

especially to school teachers and 
school children.

Oak Bay Council Finds Fault 
with Work ' 

Done.

There^ is still friction between the 

Oak Btiy. municipality and the.B, C, 
Electric Railway Company. The mu­
nicipal council claims that the Tram­
way Company make no effort to keep 
faith with, them to the matter of keep­
ing the roads iit good condition. They 
tear up the roadway to lay new lines 
and do not replace it tn as good condi­
tion as it was before.

At the meeting, of the Oak Bay mu­
nicipal council held last night, at which 
the reeve presided, and all the 
cillors were present. Councillor Pem­
berton referred to the bad condition of 
Empress street. It was almost impos­
sible to drive up that street for the 
material the company had laid was 
neither gravel nor sand, but simply the 
wkste material from the gravel pits, 
which would never bind.

This brought up a discussion on the 
whole question, it was shown that at 
the terminus of the track the road was 
still in very bad condition. Good gravel 
roads have been broken up and the 
material put In its place was simply 
useless from a road construction point 
of view. The company took no notice 
of protests made by the council.

After a good deal of discussion a mo­
tion was passed, giving the company 
thirty days in which to make the 
roads good.

Twelve Hits With Twelve Shots in 
Forty-Five Seconds.'

On the arrival of the destroyer Avon at 
Plymouth a remarkable shooting achieve­
ment by Petty Officer O wens, of that ves­
sel, was reported, says the London 
Chronicle. During practice in Brodrtch 
Bay.Scotland, when the Avon was steam­
ing at full speed, Owens, firing with a 
twelve-pounder gun at a target 1$ ft. by 
8 ft., at a range of a thousand yards, 
made twelve hits out of twelve shots In 45 
seconds.

This is a world’s record.
It is not surprising that, as the report 

adds, "the vessel was In a constant state 
of vibration during the firing.”

One of the previous latest records, which 
this new achievement surpasses, is that 
of the cruiser Argonaut, of the Ports­
mouth division of the Home Fleet, on 
completing her gun-laying tests last June. 
The guns' crews fired 137 rounds and 
registered 106 hits—an average of 6.66 hits 
a minute—with 6-inch quick-firing guns.

The best gun, for which at the time a 
record beating the previous best of the 
Good Hope was claimed, fired 11 rounds 
and made 11 hits to one minute, Chief 
Petty Officer Sparshott being "the layer.

The shots, were tired under strict service 
conditions at 1,450 yards’ range on a tar­
get measuring M ft. by 8 ft. The Good 
Hope’s record was .106 bits in 140 shots.

In August, 1907, the first-class cruiser 
Berwick made a record with her eight 12- 
pounders, averaging eight hits a minute. 
The best gun fired nine rounds Tn 46 sec­
onds, and made nine hits.

The protection of the trees in the 

municipality of Oak Bay Is a perennial 
question much as it is in the city of 
Victoria, only that the Oak Bay 
cil seems more anxious to protect than 
are the aldermen of the city. At the 
meeting of the council in the Oak Bay 
council chamber last night it was 
enacted that in future no tree on any 
street or road irj the municipality ” 
should be cut down without special per­
mission being granted.

Attention was drawn by the reeve to 
the fact that a tree was allowed to 
stand right in the middle of the road 
at the end of Beach drive. This, he 
thought, was carrying the matter too 
far. He liked the trees but did not 
think they should be allowed to stand 
in the way of the road.

The reeve had no supporters to this 
instance. Councillor Newton pointing 
out that there was twelve or fourteen 
feet of good road on either side of the 
tree, and that on that account it was 
not in the way. This brought up a 
general discussion of the whole pro­
blem. Councillor Noble thought that 
Transit road extension should be 
cleared through its whole width while 
the work was being done, instead of 
only for thirty feet.

Councillor Oliver said there were a 
number of trees alongside that road 
which he did not wish cut down. Once 
they were cut It was useless to say 
anything as there was no redress. They 
could not be replaced.

Councillor Newton told of some trees 
that had been recently cut on Newport 
avenue by the B. C. Electric Company. 
Some explanation of this action should 
be made.

The engineer said that leave had 
been given to trim the trees, but that 
the tops had been trimmed right off 
some of them, leaving nothing but bare 
stumps. This brought out the general 
resolution referred, to above.

A report of th* roads committee 
showed that the council was still in 
communication with the owners of the 
Uplands Farm; that a number of 

.amendments had been made to the 
draft agreement; and that the repre­
sentative of the coiApany, Andrew 
Wright, had met the committee and 
gone into the whole question with 
them. As soon as complete arrange­
ments are made a by-law will be sub­
mitted to the ratepayers proposing to 
give certain concessions in the matter 
of taxation in return for the company 
opening up the property at their own 
expense. Councillor Oliver was deputed , 
to draft an agreement in detail.

Considerable discussion took place 
over a proposal by Councillor Mc­
Gregor to expropriate 18 feet of land 
for the purposes of a road along the 
northern boundary of the Beaumont 
property. It was shown that already 
there was a lane 12 feet wide, and that 
by taking over another 18 feet they 
would have a road wide enough for 
their purposes. The matter was finally 
returned once more to the roads com­
mittee to work out the details.

The engineer reported that the new 
sprinkler had arrived and asked the 
council to have three hydrants installed 
in order that it might be used. This 
was granted.

A request from Rev. C. M. Tait to 
allow the watchman at the fish trap . 
the use of the boathouse, which is 
built on municipal property, was re­
fused. It was pointed out that the 
boathouse was allowed to be placed 
there on condition that It ’ should be 
used for nothing but a boathouse.

Estimates were submitted by the en­
gineer for the grading and macadam­
izing of Bowker avenue and Thistle 
street. The former is estimated to 
cost $1,935 and the latter $1,096.

Another report on the petition for 
sidewalks, curb, gutter and boulevards 
on Hampshire road and Moltterey 
nue north, showed that under the 
present municipal act it was Impos- , 
stole to borrow any more money for 
local improvement work on that pro­
perty as the 25 per cent allowed by 
law had already been reached. The 
parties interested will be notified that 
until the assessment on the property 
Is raised or a special charter obtained 
from the legislature the work cannot 
be done. It is the Intention of the mu­
nicipality to apply to the next sitting 
of the legislature for a special charter.

The plan of a new subdivision to be 
put on the market by S. O. Bailey near 
the racetrack was approved.

__ A plan of a house proposed to be 
built on Oak Bay avenue was rejected 
as not showing sufficient detail for a 
building to be erected on one of the 
principal streets of the municipality.

The question of permits for buildings 
to the municipality was again dis­
cussed. It was shown that a building 
formerly used as a stable at Foul Bay . 
was now being used as a dwelling and 
that no permit had been taken out be­
fore the alterations had been made.

Councillor McGregor said they had 
been hoping that thexild building would 
fall down but that now it had been re­
paired and altered without a permit 
being approved. No favor should be 
shown to anyone in this matter.

Objection was also taken to several 
other small houses which it was al­
leged tended to depreciate the ad­
joining property.

The matter of the sidewalk on Oak 
Bay avenue was discussed. Councillor 
Oliver said the old sidewalk was in a 
disgraceful state. He thought it should 
be rebuilt by the municipality.

LARGE CARGO 
FROM MEXICO

LONSDALE BROUGHT
TWO THOUSAND TONS

Large Shipments Made From 
Europe by Tehauntepec , 

-Route.

Over two thousand tons of freight ar­
rived yesterday evening on the steamer 
Uonsdale. This freight was all" from 
Europe and came over the Isthmus of 
Tehuantepec and up the coast.. A large 
part of the cargo was whiskey and other 
spirits, several- hundred tons-being of the 
beverages which are reputed to have a 
cheering effect Much of the other freight 
was steel plates and points. There was 
also a large quantity of settlers* effects. 
Something over 400 tons will be dis­
charged at this jK>rt, the "remainder going 
to Vancouver.

The cargo brought on the liOnsdale is 
the largest yet carried. Every steamer 
that has arrived recently has had on 
board a few hundred tons of European 
freight, but this consignment Is unusually 
large and shows that the route Is growing 
in favor and that a large business can be 
done if It is well handled. The charges 
are much lower than by the direct route, 
and the time taken is not at all long.

The Lonsdale made the fastest run to 
Mexico and back on record. She waà 
away 39 days 4 hours, and of this seven 
days were spent at Salina Cruz, the 
southern terminus of the route. There 
was fine weather both ways, and the offi­
cers of the ship were in high glee at the 
record they had made.

The steamer brought four passengers : 
L. Jackson, who is on his way to Idaho: 
Harry M. Blain, going to Calgary; A. W. 
Williams, of Victoria; and EL H. B. Gir- 
rard, who Is on his way to Nelson, B. C. 
None of these men are very much enrap­
tured with the country except from a 
tourist standpoint.

A movement is on foot in* the Mexican 
cities to induce tourist travel through 
thaïs part of the country. Salina Cruz is 
said to be one of the healthiest cities in 
the world, and there are a great many in­
teresting things to see along the coast 
and in the interior of Mexico.

McCumber's amendment to the tariff 
bill, fixing a rate of 31 a thousand feet 
on rough lumber, was defeated to-day 
by a vote of 24 to 44.

Fourteen Republicans voted for Mo- 
Cumber’s proposition to lower the rate 
to $1 per thousand and eleven • Demo­
crats supported the higher rate.

McCumber then presented an amend­
ment reducing the differential designed 
to cover the cost of finished lumber, de­
claring the differentials in the Aldrich 
bill were far in excess of the differnnce 
in the cost In the United States and 
Canada.

The finance committee amendment 
reducing the Dingley rates and fixing 
the duty on dressed lumber, planed or 
finished on one side at 50 cents a thous­
and feet, was adopted in the senate 
this afternoon by â vote of 50 to 28.

Senators Aldrich and Tillman en­
gaged In a battle of words on the floor 
of the senate this afternoon. Aldrich 
read a letter from a firm in Vermont 
in which it was stated that It cost'$2.50 
per thousand feet to dress lumber on 
both sides with a tongue and grooves.

Tillman arose and shouted that It 
cost no more to tongue and 'groove, 
lumber than to dress It, because It was 
all done in the same operation and only 
a little more steam was required. Then 
turning to Aldrich, he said:

“But everything the senator from 
Rhode Island says, goes. The senator 
Is the senate.”

A hot exchange of remarks followed, 
Aldrich commenting upon the delay and 
urging that work on the tariff bill be 
hastened.

Tillman finally declared that the 
statement made by the Vermont firm 
was untrue, and that any person who 
had ever been In a planing mill knew 
that it was untrue.

This is the 
ruling of "the stewards ot the Victoria 
Country Club upon an investigation 
held Tuesday evening after the last 
race at the Willows track into the 
running of the horse Blue Heron in the 
first race Tuesday. "

The result of the race when Blue 
Heron" was beaten by Beaumont, which 
passed the, post a nose ahead, was the 
signal for much dissatisfaction in the 
betting ring. Blue Heron had been 
made a strong favorite at 2 to 3, and 
the betting public had backed the 
horse to win a lot of money. Kelly’s 
ride was called into question, and con­
siderable censure was passed on the 
jockey in alhrtfirtg the horse to 
wide when he had the race in hand 
with but a furlong to go to the finish.

The judges held it a matter for- an 
investigation and ordered the jockey, 
owners and trainer before them for ex­
planations. The stewards determined to 
make a lasting example of anything 
that was not right, and went further 
and called, on all bookmakers 
in their bëtting sheets on the first race 
for examination.

The evidence of Terry, the trainer, 
was that Kelly’s instructions were to 
win the race, and that the boy had 
followed the instructions until coming 
round the turn. Terry said he had bet 
on the horse to win and shbwed the 
tickets to that effect, '

Doctor Ogle, the owner of Blue 
Heron, produced $500 worth of value­
less betting tickets, and handed them 
to the stewards. He had bet $500 on the 
horse to win and an examination of 
the betting sheets showed the bet duly 
recorded.

The jockey called on for an explana­
tion of his riding told the stewards he 
had been unable to. hold the horse as 
he was too weak to do so. He admit­
ted having been reducing weight to a 
minimum the last few days to keep him 
light enough to ride; and had taken 

than was good for his 
strength. The boy said when coming 
round the horse had run wide and he 
had tried to beat her In. Kelly, how­
ever, is left handed and applied bis 
whip on the wrong side of the horse. 
The action which caused the judges to 
think he was beating the horse out. ' 
He changed his whip to the other 
hand and bore it down on the horse’s 
head which steadied her some, but djd 
not bring her into position 'again, until 
top late to get into the first position. 
As it was his mount wag only beaten 
by a nose at the finish.

The stewards held that owing to his 
weakness the jockey was Incompetent, 
to- control the horse at the turn, and 
was therefore Unfit to ride a favorite 
in a race until hie strength returned. 
They advised him tt> take a week’s rest 
and get his strength back, " and the 
jockey has no other recource but to 
follow the advice ordered.

Decision in Action Against the Van­
couver Lumber Company.

New Westminster Council is 
Asked to Submit By-law to 

Raise $30,000,

Vancouver, J'une 23.—An action for 
$12,000 was heard before Mr. Justice 
Irving in the Supreme court to-day. 
The plaintiffs, MVessrs. C. H. Edmonds 
and A. P. Norman, sued the Vancou­
ver Lumber Company for the value of 
logs which they illaim were purchased 
by the company from their, property on 
Price channel. In1 1906 H. Wright, a 
timber cruiser, staffed 640 acres of tim­
ber lands, and described a comer post 
on his claim as about one mdle west 
of Elizabeth Island. "A year later the 
Plaintiffs staked anotiher claim in the 
same locality. Upon surveys being 
made, it was found that the comer 
post of Wright’s claim was about a 
-mile and a half west of Elizabeth isl­
and, instead of being only one mile 
west. The two claims were then found 
to overlap. The owners of the old 
claim sold a quantity of logs to the 
Vancouver Lumber Company, and the 
plaintiffs claimed that these logs were 
an their property. A verdict ’was 
given for the plaintiffs for $680.
