SiNeurLAR AxecpoTe.—I may here mention
an incident that occorred a few years past at
one of our linte-kilne, because it manifests how
perfectly insensible the human frame may be to
pains and afflictions in peculiar circumstances ;
and that which would be iorture if endured in
general, way be experienced at other times with-
out any sense of suffering. A travelling mao
one winter’s evening laid himsell down upon
the platform of a lime-kiln, placing his feet,
probably numbed with cold, upon the heap of
stones newly put on to burn through the night.
Sleep overcame him in this situation ; the fire
gradoally rising and increasing until it ignited
the stones upon which his feet were placed.
Lulled by the warmth, he still slept ; and though
the fire increased until it burned one foot (which

probably was extended over a vent hole) and

part of the leg, above the ankle, entirely off,
consuming that part so effectually, that no frag-
ment of it was ever discovered, the wretched
being slept on ; and in this state was found by
the kiln-man in the morning. Insensible to
any pain, and igoorant of his misfortune, he at-
tempted to rige and pursue his journey, but mis-
sing his shoe, requested to have it found ; and
when he was raised, putting his burat limb to
the ground to sopport his body, the extremity
of his leg-bone, the tibia, crumbled into frag-

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Nurritious Sosstiture ror Frour.—
Amongst the most useful and nufritious substi-
tates for wheat, and which has the advantage of
correcting the unwholesome properties of bad
flour, is rice, ‘Daring the scarcity of wheat in

July, 1795, one of the measures adopted at the
Foundliog Hospital, with a view of lessening
the. consumption.of  flour, was-the substitution
of rice puddings for those of flour ; which,-by
the table of diet, were used for the children’s
dinner twice a week. The flour puddings, for
each day, had taken about I68Ibs. weight of
floar ; the rice puddings, substituted in their
place, required only 211bs. of rice, to make the
same guantity of pudding ; the result of the ex-
periment being that ifa baked pudding made
with mitk. one pound of rice will go very near-
ly as far as eight poands of floor. Rice con-
tains a great deal of nutriment in a small com-
pass, and does not pass so quickly off the sto-
mach as some other subatitutes for wheat do,—
It is a good ingredient in bread. Boil a quar-
ter of a pound of rice till it is quite soft ; then
put it on the back part of s sieve to drain it :
and when it is cold, mix it with three quarters
of a pound of floor, a tea-capful of yeast, a tea
copful of milk, and a smail table-spoonful of
salt. — Let it stand for three hours ; then knead
it up,and roll it in about a handful of flour, so
as to make the outside dry enough to put into
the even. About an hour and a quarter will
bake itand it will prodace one pound fourteen
ounces of very good white bread.—It should
not be eaten till it is two days old.—Compan.

CATERPILLAR.—An experiment has been tri-
ed for three years to preserve goosberry plants
from the ravages of the caterpillar, by brushing
the stems with a soft brush dipped’in common
train or fish-oil, about the time of their first ap-
pearance, or any time when infested, which ap-
pearsto destroy or greatly to annoy them., It
also much improves the growth and productive-
aess of the tree the following year, and clears it
of moss. This communication is made pablic,
in the hope of exciting experiments to prove
how far it may be useful for the preservation of
other trees.— New Monthly Magazine.
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Use ot TyE Horse CuestNuT.—If the va-
lue of this nut was more generally understood,
it would not be suffered to rot and perish with.
out being turned to any account as at present.
The horse chestout contains a sponaceeus juice,
very useful not only in bleaching, but in wash-
ing linens and other stoffs. The not must be
peeled and ground, and the meal of twenty of
them is sofficient for ten quarts of water, and
either linens or woollens may be washed with
the infusion without any other soap, as it effec-
tually takes ont spots ofall kinds. The clothes
should however be afterwards rinsed in spring
waler. The same meal steeped in hot water
and mixed with an equal quantity of bran,
makes a nutritious food for pigs and poultry.

The smaller the
berry, the better the coffer. Those persons
who are desirons of guvarding aszainst fever,
should always take coffee. [tisa most delight-
ful beverage, when it can be obtained fresh, [
would recommend every one to drink this wost
exhil irating infusion for breakfest at this time
of the year. The doctor now showed the sec-

Eppystone Licutuouse.—The first light-
house built on the Eddystone rocks, was one
chiefly of wood, raised by Mr. Winstanley, in
1698, which was swept away by a hurricane’ i
1703.. Tts builder perished-in it. The second
was finished by Mr. Rudyard in 1709 ; but,
from the quantity of timber in’it, was consumed
by fire in 1755 ; its inmates having a narrow
escape of sharing in the destruction. The pre-
sent fabric was completed by Mr. Smeaton, in
1759, and is nearly as solid as if jt formed part
of the rocks themselves. vl

+ Colonel Wilson, (member for York city.y Sir, I rise
to present two petivions, praying: that no further con-
cession of civil power be made to the Roman Catho-
lics, Sir, 1 -say, that after sll we have heard from all
parts of the country azaiast this measnre. I hope his Ma.
Jesty's ministers will pause before they proceed farther
with this measuse, which will break down the barriers
of the coustitation.  Sir, the more I think of this, the
more T am sure it must be produetive of greal‘mibcmef.
I cau hiave no doubt of it.  Sir, the constitution of (his
country, as we have long enjoyed, and as it now is, is
that from which the country has derived all her great
Jaurels ; under i all her greatest statesmen have nppear-
ed and fleurished, and, oo that account, I would let it
rest where it is. Sir, if I am called on to do any thing
for Ireland, (lavghter) [ telt you what T would do.
would give the colony of Sierra Leone to the Pope,
(Lavghter ) 1 would, Sir, I say, give it to the Pope,
and let it be made a Popish seitiement, {a laugh ;) and
I would send there all the mischievous Popish Priests
of Ireland, (a laugh,) who do se mnch mischief in that
country ; and 1 would make all the discontented and
all the ngitators follow them and settle there also.—
(Much laughter.) - Sir, if this plan were adopied, | am
sure it wonld produce a remedy for a great many of the
evils of Ireland. (A laugh ) But I have also a reme-
dy for some others of her evils. Sir,1 would have ao
act passed ta oblige all the landowners of Ireland tore-
side in (hat coaniry for six months in every year, (hear,
hear!) and if they did not, I would levy a tax wpon
them like a land-tax. [ would also recommend, that
every well disposed family of the working classes in
that country should have a small quantity of land for
life in fee simple. (Hear! and laughter.) With the
fines on absectee langdlords 1 would do much of this.
I would encourage the cultivation of barren lard in
that fine, noble, and fertile sountry, (Lavghter.)—
There is plenty of barren land there which might be
made to support thousands, and 1 woald give it to the
poor people of the country. All that any well-dispo-
sed, honest, industrious Irish peassant requiresisa po-
tato-garden. Sir, I eny again, that 1 would tax (hot_e
Iandowners who were not disposed (o remain in their
own country at least for balf the year. 1 soy,cultivate
the barren land, and give the people employment. If
my temedy be adopted, and my advice 1aken, you may
depend on it, that, in a few years—| say a very few
years—all Ireland will be as 1ame and as quiet as a
mill-pond. (Muach laughter.)  But it will not quiet
TIreland to tear up our constitution and give it to the
Papiss. (Hear, hearl) Sir, my opinion of Popery
may be expressed in these worde:

* Give it connivance, it wiil seek toleration :

Toleration obtained, it will seek an equation :

Ascendancy once gained, it will never stop short,

Till our Protestant Church to subversion is brought.”

I hold in my
hand a book in which there is a speech of Mr. Plunkeit,
the Attorney General for Irelaad, upon a prosecution
in the year 1822, which, if correct—1 have no doubt
that the statement made by that Right Hon. Gentleman
upon thiat occasion was coirect—proves that Ireland
was more disturbed at that period than it is at present.
(The Hon, Baronet here read an extract from Mr. P’s
speech to the Jury, stating that the prisoners were
wembers of an Association which had existed in Ire-
land for twwor three years previously, for the overthrow
of the Government ; that the members were bound by
an eath ; and that the Association had one feature pe-
culiar to itself, and different from all other Associations
which bad existed in Irelund—namely. that none were
edmitted a8 members but Roman Catholics) Now.
Sir, I say that no such feeling as that describéd by the
Attorney General for Ireland exists at the present day
in Ireland, and therefore the state of Ireland was worse
in 1822 than it is now. (Hear.bear.) TIF it were ne-
cessary for me to ask for any additional proofs in sup-
port of this assertion, I would appeal to the speech of
the Right Hon. Gentlemas (the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer) upon the introduction of the Bill of 1825,
which expired last year. I ask the Rizht Hon. Gent.
whether he did not, upon that o=casion, predict, that if

Sir Edward Knatchbull spoketo the following effect :
~—Sir, I am desirous of stating shorily to the House the
reasens which compel me to oppose further concessions
1o the Roman Catholics, and | am the more desirous of
seiging the first opportunity of delivering my sentiment.,
inasmuch as | was prevented from doing so by indispo-.
sition. under which L still labour, when the Right Hoo.
Genileman (Mr, Peel) first introduced this measure.
I can assure the House, that if 1 were npon this occa-
sion in any degree influenced by persanal eonsidera-
tlans, 1 should be guilty of that ofence with which the
Right Hoo. Gentleman has thought proper to charge me
and other Hon, Members on former vccasions—oamely,
giving a silent vote. Bat, Sir, there are circumstances
in which a sense of public duly is par.smount to every
other consideration ; and io those circumstances I feel
that 1 am now placed, and, acting under that feeling, |
now proceed to nddress a few observations to the House.
1 know very well that, in the observations which I
shall offer to the cousideration of the House, it would Le
difficult, nay, impossible, 1o offer any thing new ; bus
there is one feature of this measure which presents
somethiog of novelty, and that is, the respective sitva-
tions io which it places a large number of the Members
of this House. (Hear, hear.) For myself, I avow it
opealy, that 1 am placed in that sitoation, and I trust,
Sir, that the House will do we the justice to believe,
that wpon all occasions no man has attended to his duty
with 8 more earnest desire to do what was right than the
bumble individval who now addresses you. (Hear.)
Aciing upon a similar principle, I have come to the
canclusion that it is quite impossible feor me to suppor:
the measure introdueed by his Majesty’s Ministers, and
to jostify my change of opinion upon the reasons stated
by the Right Hon. Gentleman, as a ground for his
change of opinion—reasons which many oiher Hon.
Members have stated to be quite sufficient to justify a
change of opinion oo their part. I do not, Sir, mention
the change which the opinions of some Hon. Members
has undergouve, with any intention of reflecting upon
the conduct either of Hoo. or Right Hon. Gentlemen,
because, for any thing which [ know, the reasons which
influenced 1hose Gentlemen might be secret reasons,
and probably,if known,sufficient (o jastify that change ;

Gentleman, are the present situation of Ireland—the
opinion of this House upon the Roman Catholic Ques-
tion—and the difference of opinion upon the same sub.
Jject which prevails among the Members of the Govern.-
ment. These, Sir, are the reasons which the Right

Ts 1his a state
of things which will remain stationary ? Will this evil
whatever it may be, cease to increase } Have we any
securily, that, if untouched, it may not ultimately at-
tain a power which may be beyond the reach of con-
troul? Does my Hon. Friend see in this position of
Ireland no elements which are capable of aggrava.
tion? Does not my Hon. Friend see already in action
the seeds of greater and most perilous dangers? Does
he not gee, that unless s~me sirong measnre be sean put
in force, these disturbances, these violations of soeial
order, must go on, enlargiog and becoming hotter and
more unmanagesable every year ? Does he not see in
the very nature of these disorders, and in the very
causes from which they spring, the seeds of progressive
aggravation? Sir, I concur entirely with my Right
Hon. Friend, and it is my justification, that in the mea-
snres we now propase, the object we. have mainly in
view is the support of the Protestant religion ; and I
this the more confidently, because I have had an am-
ple opportunity of observing accurately the state of
that Cburch. Of all the considerations that have
weighed on my mind, the most imporiant and impres.
sive are those that have had regard to the resteration
and prospects of that Chuich. Sitoated, peenliarly si-
tuaied as that Church was, some measnre had become
necessary. It must be remembered that this religion
is the religion of the minotity—that it is reearded on
every side with sentiments of peculiar hostility—that
the support of that Church depends mainly on the pu-
rity of its Doctrines—that it depends, ina great mea-
sure, on the good will of a population entertaining
different opinions—and that, lastly, and most empha-
tically, it depends for its maintenance on the constant
aid of Parliament. It has been my fartune to have
intimately known many of the most distinguished of
the Clergy of that Church. When T first went to Ire.
land, that Church, though placed in se many diffical.
ties, had nevertheless contrived to secure to itself the
respect of the Catholic population. There was the
most familiar and friendly intercourse subsisting be-
tween the Protestant rector andjhis Catholie parishion-
ers—there was every disposition in the Catholic, not-
withstanding religious differences, to contribute (o the
comfort of the Protestant clergyman, and to aid bim in
the attainment of bis just rights. This state of things
is certainly reversed—no familiar intercourse—no mu-
tunl assistapce, So compleie,indeed, is the alienation
of feeling, that now the Caiholic will scarcely accept
even instruction at.the hands of the Pretestant minis-
ter. Thisis a siteation which, if no stronger language
be applied to i1, is, to say the very least, unfortunare.
If this Chorch is to be useful—if itis to be maden
mecivm of diffasing its pure and reformed doctrines
over Ireland, 1his must be, this can be, effected only
through the medium of instroction. If the people of
Ireland refuse even .to receive instruction from the
Mioisters of the Protestant Church, how can this chorch
be the means of ameliorating the moral condition of
Ireland 2—How, in this condition of thiogs, can the
Estabiished Cburch be the stream which shall ultimate.
Iy fertilise the moral barrennes of Ireland ? Even in
the very petitions which are presented to this House
by the opponents of the Catholic Claims, I see the ve-
ry reasons for graoting them. 1 will take the petition
of a clergyman. He states that the entire population
of Ireland has become uuited in a manner daogerous
in the highest degree to the Church of Ireland. Iread
io a peiition from the Clergv of the City of Dublin, that
the Protestant religion has of late been more severely
oppressed than at any former period, and that it has
become absolutely necessary for the Government to
give them protection, True it is, that these petitioners
think that further concessioos should not be granted.
(Hear,hear.) There is another point of view oo which
the state of the Church of Ireland bears uwpon this
question. That Church depends for its very existence
on the contributions of a Catholic population. To de-
feat the payment of (hese centributions, to harrass the
clergy ia the collection of them, to throw in their way
every obstacle which may annoy them, the whole Ca-
tholic population are combined.

From the New-York Enquirer, April 24.
Extracts from papers received per packet
ship George Canning from Liverpool, whence
she sailed on the 24th March :—
On the 20th of March, the bill for di¢fran-
chising the 40 shilling freeholders passed through
another stage, only 20 members voting against
it. Mr. Tuite, member from the county of
Westweath, in Ireland, read a letter from b
meeting held by his constituents, at which it
was agreed, that the relief and disfranchisement
bill taken together, though they regretted the
latter, would have a beneficial eflfect, and voted
thanks to ministers for introducing them.

The Duke of Wellington was mobbed, on
leaviog the Jlouse of Lords, on the night of the
20th March. Several hundred persons, of the
No-Popery party, surronnded him, vttering
discordant yells, and the most opprabrious epi-
thets. They foliowed him to bis residence in
Downing street where they were set upon by o
large Lody of the police, and dispersed.

A splendid ball was to be given at Almack’s
on the 25th of March, for the beunefit of the
Spitalfield’s weavers. Several of the royal fa-
mily are among the patrons and patronesses.
Despatches from Lords Strangford and Pon-
sonby at Rio Janeiro, dated January 6th, have
been received at London. They bring the par-
ticulars of the audience granted by the Emper-
or of Brazil to the Portaguese deputation. It
took place on the last day of December. The
answer of the Emperor was, that he was resol-
ved to act in such a manner as should show to
the world his intention to uphoeld the rights of
his daughter, the Queen of Portugal, and to en-
ter into no comprowmise with the vsarper of the
Portuguese throne. It was supposed, that this
declaration would be followed by a declaration
of war against Do~ Migoel. A Liverpool pa-
per observes, that this determination of Don
Pedro is of course construed into an overthrow
of the object of Lord Strangford’s mission.

The due! which was fought, between the
Duke of Wellington and Lord Winchilsea, dn
Satorday Morning, was conducted with the
greatest secrecy. The Duke of Wellington
and Sir Heary Hardinge (who acted as his se-
cond) met on the Parade, in St. Jame’s Park,
about seven o’clock on Saturday morning. The
weather being fine the Duke and Sir Henry
Hardinge rode on horseback to the place of
meeting (Battersea-fields, in the vicinity of
Clapham-common), where, soon after their ar-
rival, they were joined by Dr. Home, the Duke
of Wellington’s physician. Lord Winchilsea
and his second not having arrived (not having
it is understood, been able to find out the place,)
the party rode about the fields for some time,
till the arrival of Lord Winchelsea, who arrived
from in a coach and-four accompanied by his se-
cond Lord Falmouth. Preliminaries beiog ar-
ranged between Lord Falmouth, and Sir Henry
Hardinge, the latter produced a pair of pistols,
and loaded them in the presence of the parties ;
he then handed them to Lord Winchelsea, who
examined them, and then retarned them. Sir
Henry handed one to each of the combatants,
and measured the ground agreed on, twelve pa-
ces. Lord Winchilsea re-measured the ground
and the Duke, and Lord Winchilsea took their
stations, and were informed by Sir Heory there
was nothing further to be done till he used the
expression  Fire.” The seconds then retired,
and Sir H. Hardinge gave the word ¢ Fire”
The Duke of Wellington immediately dischar-
ged his pistol. The ball struck the lapel of
Lord Winchilsea’s coat on the left side. Lord
Winchilsea then fired his pistol in the air ; the
seconds rejoined their principals, and a memo-
randum expressing the regret of Lord Winchil-
sea at haviag published an opinion of the No-
ble Duke’s motives iu a certain transaction be-
ing haoded by Lord Falmouth to Sir Henry
Hardinge, was accepted by Sir H. as a repara-
tion to the Duke of Welliogton.

The Duke wished Lord Winchilsea good
worning, and the compliment being retorned,
the parties left the ground and retorved to town.
About fourteen or fifteen gardeners and labour-
ing men, who were on the spot during the tran-
saction, advised the noble combatants to settle
the matter in dispute with their fists.

The spot on which the occurrence took place
was well known to the Duke of Wellington,
being the same which his Grace, in company
with some noblemen and gentlemen, 2 number
of years since frequented, for the purpose of
practising shooting. ;

Sir Heary Hacdinge, in approacl}mg the field

Nice Lecar Distinction.—In the Court of
King’s Bench, on Monday %en’night, an action.
was brought by a Mr. Nelson, against Mr. Sal-
vador, on a policy of insurance on a vesse! from
Tobago to London. The remarkable points of
the case were, that the ship was warranted to
sail on or Lefore the 10th of August, 1827.
The cargoand the passengers were on board the
9th Awgust, and on the 10th, those who had
the charge of the ship made some sitempt to
sail, but the bower anchor was not raised. The
#ails, however, being set, the vessel moved on
for about thirty yards, but found it impossible
to proceed (o sea on account of a strong wind,
tide, and current setting from the sea to the
shore. The stream anchor was then let go, and
the ship lay at anchor till the next day, but had
uo communication with theshore. On the12th
the ancliors were raised and she sailed away,.
and was lost or damaged cn the passage. The .
question was, whether the warranty given to the
anderwriters, that she would sail on the 10th,
had been complied with ; The plaintiff con-
tended that it had, as it was clear that the ves-
sel had sailed to a certain extent. The Court,
however, held it was not such a sailing as re-
quired by the warrantry, and the plaintiff was
nonsuited.— Lon. pap.

The total number of Catholics in England,
and Wales is computed to exceed 300,000.

Some compute the total number at 400,000,
and even half a million ; this cannot postively
be contradicted ; but more confidence may be
placed upon the proportionate population of the
respective districts, as above given, than upon
any computation of the aggregate amount.

Verdict—Guilly.—The
recorder asked the father what he wished (o
have done with the prisoner 2 The father said
by the Jewish Law, the son who raised his hasd
against a parent, was stoned to death, so un-
natural was the crime considered ; but all he
wished was to be protected in his person and
property, from his desperate ‘resolves. The
Recorder sentenced him to six months imprison=
ment in the Borough Compter, and to enter in-
to his own recognizance to keep the peace for
one year.

Since his return it is
observed that the Dragoman of the Porte has
more frequent conferences with the Dragomaus
of the European Legations, and that M. Jaubert
roes more frequently to the Palace of the Porte.
Itisinferred from this, that, notwithstanding the
unfavourable news bronght by the last courier,
the negociations respecting Greece continue, and
that there is still reason to hope that the Otto-
man Porte will enter iuto the views of the Euro-
pean Powers.

A memorial is much spoken of, which has
reached the Reis Effendi, and which is said to
have made a great impression upon the Divan,
and on the Sultan himself—However, it caonot
be dissembled, that the continvation of the war
is inevitable, and that hosiilities will soon re-
commence.  We will not speak of the military
preparations of the Porte, though we are wit-
nesses of them ; they too nearly approach the
marvellous to be helieved. [t is still said that
the Pacha of Belgrade will be removed to ano-
iher post ; he has been ordered to make an ar-
rangement with the Servian Chiefs respecting the
levies of (roops ; but it is to be feared that the
Servians, who are already not much inclined in
favor of the Porte, will not be sent, to strip their
country of troops, at a time when the presence
of the armed force is so necessary.

From London advices to the 23d March,
we have not obtained much additional infor-
mation regarding the Catholic Question, and

* must therefcre revert to materials with which
we were previously furnished. It is evident
from all accounts that it was rapidly advancing
towards final adjustment and that the present
Session of Parhament will in all probability
have the merit or demerit of having removed
the disabilities so long complained of. A
more trying Session certainly never occurred
to a set of men whose opinions on that vital
question are so completely at antipodes, and’
we cannot help deeply sympathising with Mr.
PeeL under the difficulties and embarrass-
ments with which he is surrounded, arising
out of the momentous subject itself; to say no-
thing of the disaffection and hostility of friends
with whom he has been so long accustomed
to act, and to maintain habits of confidence
and esteem. There seems, however, to be
‘one point on which members alike of the Ca-
binet and Parliament have for some time past
been agreed, and that is that something re-
quired to be done to promote the great ends
at once of security and pacification. Mea-
sures of ordinary application were clearly un-
availing, and a new medicament required to
be administered. The only question there-
fore at issue is the kind of remedy to be ap-
plied. In other words, shall you introduce
into the practice of the British Constitution a
power hitherto utterly unknown to it? With
that perplexing query, Mr. PEEL has certainly
grappled most manfully and we much regret
that our limits have precluded the possibility
of our introducing entire his eloquent Speech
of the 5th March on the reading of that clause
of the King’s Speech which relates to the Ca-
tholic Claims. There is one part of it which
has particularly arrested our attention, and it
is that which relates to the Elective Franchise.
It is manifest as day that while from one end
of the empire to the other and from the Revo-
lution down to the present moment représen-
tation has uniformly based itself upon property
and every representative been the representa-
tive of some sort or order of wealth, the 40
shilling freeholders of Ireland are influenced
by no kind of interest, and the men they would
‘send to Parliament would be the simple and
slavish representatives of the Catholic Hier-
archy, while the license they would thus enjoy
would be a license unknown to any set of
Dissenters in the Kingdom, because it is im-
possible for the Dissenters to exerciseit. And
surely it would not™ be difficult for a certain
kind of influence to be exerted with success to
persuade a starving people that tithes and pro-
testantism are the causes of their oppression.
‘What then would be the consequence ? For-
ward would immediately come 70 or 80 vo-
ters to the Lower House, breathing vengeance
and relentless fury against churches all and
sundry, .who would be joined immediately by
that large and increasing sect of politicians
the foun@@tion of whose creeds is .infidelity
alike in reltgion and philosophy, and then we
would at -once have a party now almost un-
known powerful enough to do mischief and to
paralyse the efforts of the most intrepid Minis-
ter. With much satisfaction, therefore, we
have witnessed Mr. PeEL’s solicitude to guard
against such a result and at the same time the
accordance of those most nearly concerned
with the sentiments he has publicly expressed
on the subject, the provisions of the Bill
passed, together with the second reading, for
raising the qualification to vote from 40 shil-
lings to £10. We hope soon to see it
advanced to double that sum, being a likely
means, as Mr. PEEL said not to * diminish le-
gitimate Roman Catholic influence, but to
abate the spiritual, illegitimate influence
which ought to be destroyed.” Whatever
views we are disposed to take of some of the
principles of the measure as proposed by Mr.
PrEL and to a certain extent unfolded in his

scheme above referred to, and cherish the
hope that the other parts will prove equally sa-
lutary and still more satisfactory to that impor-
tant part of the population whose relief is con-
templated.

We regret to state that the War in the East

from which we learn, that when the leak was
first discovered she made from 2% to 3 feet of
water per hour. The William had a valuable
cargo of Dry Goods and Salt ; and notwith-
standing the greater part of the latter was
thrown overboard, in order to lighten the vessel,
and both pumps kept constantly going, the leak
still increased. On the third day, asail wasseen
to windward, and signals of distress were made,
no notice, however, was taken of them, and she"
passed on, which so discouraged the crew that
itwas onlythrough great persuasion and threats
they were prevailed on to do their duty. Ano-
ther sail shortly after hove in sight, which pro-
ved to be a small French brig bound to the
Banks of Newfoundland, on board of which
Capt. OciLviE and his crew embarked at 10
o’clock at night, taking with them a small quan-
tity of provisions, some spare sails, and a few
light articles—the waterin the hold having gain-
ed eight feet since the morning. The French
vessel remained by the William till morning,
when the mate and carpenter went on board to
endeavour to get more provisions, &c., but the
water being two feet over the forcastle deck, and
a heavy swell rising, they left her without ob-
taining any thing ; and although the wind was
fair at the time, they continued by her until
she went down. Capt. O. and crew were sub-
sequently put on board of other vessels, and ar-
rived at Halifax on Tuesday last.—The loss of
the William will be a great disappointment to
many of our merchants, whose goods were on
board.

We do not, however, say that we would have
resorted to such a mode of application, or that
even ‘‘ our poverty and not our will” would
have consented to it. But this we say, that if
the Corporation thought that the City Gazette
had acquired a preseriptive right to their print-
ing, they ought not to have put the public to
the expense of advertising for. Zenders, nor the
different Printers in the city to the trouble of
making out and giving in their proposals. Bo-
dies of men will sometimes do things of which
individuals would be heartily ashamed, and it
(would not surprise us to learn that the Mem-
bers of our City Corporation, in their private
and individual capc.cities,. agree to all that we
have said upon this subject. We would sim-
ply observe, in conclusion, that we do not envy
Mr. M‘Leop his success, purchased as it has
been at the expense of personal dignity, delica-
cy of feeling, and five hours of penance in the
City Hall ; and granted on the part of the
Corporation, with the sacrifice of consistency
and honour.—£20 is the sum voted Mr. M‘Leop
for his services for the current year.

Mr. Bonp entered his protest against the
proceeding, as being, in his opinion, illlegal.
