AMALGAMATION. . .

3. Kingston,—On the 15th March, 1899, I received a petition from 
Kingston Encampment, No. 15, and Cataraqui Encampment, No. 79, for 
permission to amalgamate the two Encampments, under the name of 
Limestdnë City Encampment, No. 15, believing that one strong Encamp­
ment was better than two weak ones. I granted the prayer of the peti­
tioners and granted a dispensation for the amalgamation of the two En­
campments. P. G. P. Blackeby kindly consented to act for me at amal- 

_____ gamation. On the evening of April the 15th, 1899, a meeting of the 
Patriarchs was held in Cataraqui lodge room for the purpose of amalga­
mating Kingston Encampment No., 15, and Cataraqui Encampment, No. 
79, P. G. P. Blackeby in the chair. Among those present were P. C. P. s 
McWater, McCuen, Lee, Filgete, George Dillon, Donaldson, Callaghan 
and McDonald, Patriarchs Elliott, Wilson, Funnell, Thorne, W. G. Ham­
ilton, S. Hamilton, Bushel and Rogers. The Scribes reported having 
notified all Patriarchs of the proposed amalgamation by circular 5 1 also 
notified all the officers of both Encampments to be present on that occa­
sion. The moneys, books and papers of both Encampments were handed 
to the presiding officer, also the Charter of Cataraqui Encampment, No. 
79 ; the Charter of Kingston Encampment, No. 15, being destroyed by fire. 
I would recommend that a charter be granted to Limestone City Encamp­
ment No. 15.

At the beginning of January tfiè'by-luws were amended, 
doing away with benefits and reducing the fees to the lowest limit. These 
amendments were duly forwarded to the Grand Scribe, but the Encamp­
ment never heard anything further about them.

DECISIONS.

Q.—Can a C. P., when asked for a ruling on the legality of a certain 
motion, as per I. O. O. F. rulings and By-laws, defer said ruling for four 
weeks, and accept an amendment to said motion,' afterward declaring 
said motion as amended, carried?

A.—Yes ; there is noJaW that I am aware of that compels the C. P. to 
give his ruling at,the Same meeting, if he decides otherwise.

Toronto, August 8, 1899.
To the Officers and Members of the Grand Encampment of Ontario,

J. O. O. F.:

Patriarchs, - Your Committee on State of the Order beg to report 
as follows :

1. We regret to notice that the end of another year does not show any 
increase in membership in this branch of our Order. We would recommend 
that more of the Encampments avail themselves of the amendment to 
Sections 2 and 7, of the Constitution for Subordinates, passed last session, 
and thus endeavor to increase their membership. Also that an extra effort 
be made on the part of Financial Scribes to collect dues closely, and thus 
avoid such a large proportion.of suspensions for N. P. D.

2. Amalgamations
We approve of the action ot the Grand Patriarch in granting the

petition for the amalgamation of the two Encampments at Kingston, and 
would5 strongly recommend that the same rule be followed in all cases 
where weak Encampments exist, as they, are a source of weakness to the 
Order. We would also recommend that the incoming Grand Patriarch 
direct his efforts to that end -also that a charter be granted to Limestone 
City Encampment, No. 15.

3. Official Visits :
We regret that inability through illness prevented the Grand Patriarch 

from making as many official visits as he would otherwise have done, but 
note with pleasure that he did so as far as his health permitted.

4. Dispensations :
We approve of the dispensations granted to hold public installations, 

and would recommend that Encampments should more generally follow 
this custom, as it would be some inducement to increase membership.

5. Appendix A and B :
We approve of Appendix A. and B., and the action of the Grand

Patriarch in issuing circulars to the District Deputy Grand Patriarchs.
We regret to notice that a number of Encampments neglect to send 

their returns regularly, thus causing unnecessary delay in getting out 
reports.

It is a practical and working, as well 
as a social, body, and is worthy of loyal labor and unfaltering support. It 
supplements the work, as it enlarges upon the teachings of the Subordinate 
Lodge, and as the leader of the Encampments of your jurisdiction we ask 
an earnest effort on your part to advance its interests.

‘SJjFrtr the past few years there has appeared to be a lack ofinterest in 
this division of our Order. This is unnecessary and unwise. It can easily 
be overcome if those specially charged with Encampment interests deter­
mine that it shall be overcome.

Encampments failed to make the required annual statistica returns. Was 
your’s one of that number? If so, will you not personally see that we 
receive the Journal of your jurisdiction or a report embodying the neces­
sary information and facts about the progress of this branch of the Order, 
so that the report of the Grand Secretary of the Sovereign Grand Lodge 
may be complete at the session of eighteen hundred and ninety-nine t

“We address you at an opportune time. The Oddfellows of every 
portion of this country and in our foreign jurisdictions are manifesting 
more enthusiasm than has ever before characterized their work. Let us 
“strike while the irdnTis hot," and present the facts concerning our Order 
in such a manner that the world may see Oddfellowship in its true light. 
Let us have your cordial help, that you may rejoice with us at the close of 
the next session of the Sovereign Grand Lodge.

“By exercising your good judgment and influence among the Subordi­
nate Encampments which are under your supervision you can greatly 
benefit the Order and assist us in arousing every latent power.

“We trust that you will cheerfully respond to an appeal that is made, 
not because our Order is weak, but because we wish to make it stronger; 
that is issued in the spirit of fraternity and brotherhood, and may the new

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A great deal of time was taken up discussing thp mileage question, 
and many resolutions were offered, which ended with the usual result that 
the old rate was adhered to, of ten cents a mile for all representatives 
coming from east of the Colorado state line, and twelve cents for those on 
the other side.

On Wednesday morning the following amendment was moved:

Sovereign Grand Lodge be amended by inserting the words, “be a member
in good standing of an Encampment in good standing, the following, be
a member in good standing of a canton, in good standing, so that said 
section when so amended shall read as follows :

y Section 3. A Grand Representative must be a Past Grand .|n 
standing and a member of a lodge in good standing. He must hh 
ceived the Royal Purple Degree, be a member in good standing ot an 
Encampment in good standing, be a member in good standing ofî* Canton 
in good standing, and he must have received the Rebekah Degree and be 
a member in good standing of a Rebekah Lodge ip good standing ; and he 
must reside in the State, District or Territory in which the Grand Lodge 
or Grand Encampment which he represents is located. No Representative 
shall represent more than one Grand Body at the same time.

“After a lively discussion the vote was 102 for and 80 against, but not 
having the requisite majority it fell through. We voted in the affirmative, 
as we felt that representatives had no right td legislate for a branch of the 
Order that they did not belong to themselves. The feelings of the Cheva­
liers of the Patriarchs Militant on this question àre somewhat similar to 
that of the Uitlander’s in Oom Paul’s country.”

The proposition to hold biennial sessions instead of annual was also 
argued to a vote, and as might be expected, met with the same fate as the 
other constitutional amendment—it was indefinitely postponed. The vote 
on this matter was 48 to 120. It is our opinion that the wave of enthusiasm 
which radiates from the annual meeting justifies the expense of the session 
outside of the necessity of annual sessions as shown by the business 
transacted. . ,

5. Question. - Does the adoption of resolution No. 200, Page 226 
Daily Journal of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, authorize a Noble Grand or 
Chief Patriarch to communicate the term, or semi-annual, pass-word 10 
addition to the travelling pass-word, when official receipt is presented by 
members of their own jurisdiction ?

Answer.—The resolution authorizes the communication of the travel­
ling pass-word only. The law relating to the communication of the term 
pass-word is not changed by this resolution.

6. Question—Under the same resolution, would the Noble Grand dr 
Chief Patriarch be authorized to communicate the travelling pass-word to 
a brother in possession of a visiting card, and not having an.order or an 
official certificate.?

Answer.—A Noble Grand or Chief Patriarch can communicate the 
travelling pass-word only to such holders of a visiting card (unless a meny 
ber of his own Lodge or Encampment) as have in additipn thereto, #h 
order for suçh pass-word, or an official certificate certified as in resolution.

7. The holder of a visiting card desiting to procure the annpal travel­
ling pass-word from the Noble Grand of a Lodge, other than his own, 
must also present a properly executed order for such a pass-word.

8. The resolution adopted by the Sovereign Grand Lodge (Page 
16,136 Journal of 1898, Report 199) did not authorize a Noble Grand to 
give the annual travelling pass-word to the holder of a visiting card, such, 
holder not presenting an official receipt such as is named in said resolution, 
unless with said card was a\so presented a properly executed order for 
such pass-word.

9. Under the recent law of the Sovereign Grand Lodge (Page 16,136 
ofS. G. L. Journal, 1898), a Noble Grand can legally communicate the 
annual travelling pass-word to a brother presenting an official receelpt for 
dues, executed in the manner described in said resolution, without a 
written order for the pass-word.
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10. There is nothing in the General Laws of the Order which deprives 
a Past Grand, who is more than thirteen weeks in arrears for dues, fit the 
privilege of voting for Grand Officers.

11. Voting for Grand Officers in a Subordinate Lodge is the private 
business of the Lodge and it is a violation of the Laws and Usages of the 
Order to write or print on postal cards the names of candidates to be voted 
for, and to request the Secretaries of Lodges to mail such postal cards, 
with the result of the vote, to a person other than the Grand Officer author­
ized to receive the official return of the

iz. A Secretary of a Subordinate Lodge has no right to mail printed 
or written postal cards or letters giving the names of candidates for Grand 
Officers with the number of votes cast in his Lodge for each, to other 
Subordinate Lodges, or to any other person than the Grand Officers 
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whom the card is issued has attained in the Order, and this whether such 
rank has been attained in the Subordinate, or Grand Lodge, or in the 
Sovereign Grand Lodge.

40. puestion.—Referring to the laws digested in Secs. 700, 701 and 
703, White's New Digest of 1895, and particularly to the words, “he having 
been first notified of the action that would be taken,” in theihird resolution 
on Page 7,505 of the Journal of 1877. Must this notice of contemplated

44. A minor daughter of a brother, and a member of his family, is not 
entitled to be paid, by a Lodge, for nursing her father during his illness.

45. A newly instituted Subordinate Lodge must be opened by th* 
Grand Master, or instituting officer, in the third degree.

46. The suicide of a brother is no bar, under the General Laws of the 
Order, to the payment of funeral benefits by his Lodge.

47. The travelling pass-word as well as all the paSS-words of the 
various degrees of the Order, are to be spoken as written and pronounced 
in English and are not to be translated into any other language.

48. When the Vice-Grand of a Subordinate Lodge is given authority 
to appoint his own supporters, the Noble Grand cannot prevent their instal­
lation upon the claim that the appointees are not acceptable to him.

49. An insane brother, incapable of performing an intelligent act, 
cannot be expelled from membership because of an infraction of the rules 
of the Order.

50. Under no circumstances can a member who has not received the 
third degree be elected Vice-Grand of a Lodge.

51. A Junior Past Grand is not an officer of a Subordinate Lodge, andjF 
is not subject to a fine imposed by the Lodge upon “absent officers.”

52. The possession of an official certificate or receipt for dues does 
not, of itself, permit visitation. It is the duty of a Lodge to which such 
certificate is presented to cause the brother's identity to be proven by an 
examination, or otherwise, and no brother refusing to submit to such 
examination cad insist upon his admission to the Lodge.

54. It is obligatory upon a Lodge granting a withdrawal card to state 
therein the highest rank that a brother has attained in bis Lodge.
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95. A Grand Encampment can legally insert the following provision 
in the Constitution provided for its Subordinate :

“Any Patriarch who shall refuse or neglect to watch with a sick 
inember in his tucn, or procure a suitable substitute, after having been 
notified by the Visiting Committee,shall be fined two dollars or be expelled, 
suspended or reprimanded, as the Encampment may determine, after due ' 
trial."

96. Every Subordinate Encampment must have a copy of the 
the Encampment Room while such body is in session.

97. No member of a Degree Staff is privileged to deliver any charge, 
or conduct any work of the Order, which he is not privileged to do by 
virtue of the rank he has attained in the Order.

98. A Grand Patriarch cannot authorize the use of any portion of the 
Encampment Ritual in a Rebekah Lodge. His duty requires him to see 
that it is not used.

99. If the Constitution provided by a Grand Encampment for its Sub­
ordinates does not contain the provisions quoted in decision No. 95, such 
Grand Encampment can approve a By-law of a Subordinate Encampment 
containing such an article.

100. A District Deputy Grand Patriarch, cannot, while dad in a 
Patriarchs Militant uniform, install the officers of a Subordinate- Encamp­
ment. Representing the Grand Patriarch he must wear the regalia of the 
office he represents and of no other.

101. The Grand Sire has no powet- to suspend from office any officer 
of a State Grand Encampment.

102. The Grand Sire has no power to permit, or to authorize, the sus­
pension of any' portion of the Constitution of a State Grand Encampment 
even if requested to do so by such Grand Encampment. The provisions of 
such Constitution remain in force until repealed in a constitutional way by 
the Grand Encampment itself.

103. Even if he is not a member of the Grand Encampment, a Past 
Chief Patriarch has a right to wear regalia designating him as such.

PATRIARCH^ MILITANT DECISIONS.

104. Question.—Is it a violation of the Laws of the Order, for a Can­
ton, or Division, of the Patriarchs Militant to serve intoxicating liquors at 
an entertainment or reception given by it?

Answer.—It is.
105. Question.—Is it the duty of the Department Commander, or 

officer, granting permission to a Canton to hold an entertainment or recep­
tion, to require, as a pre-requisite to such permission, a direct promise that 
no intoxicating liquors shall be offered to its members or guests present on 
such occasion ?

106. Question.—Should charges be preferred against any Canton, or

members thereof, offering intoxicating beverages of any kind to the 
members or guests of the Canton present at the entertainment or reception ,1 
given by such Canton ? j

122. A Colonel who has served four consecutive years, and has 
received a commission for another term, is the senior of one who has 
just been for the first time commissioned, even though the commission 
of the latter may be dated one day earlier than the commission last issued 
to the other.
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123. Section 355, Regulations and Army Register, in regard to 
triennial parade of the Patriarchs Militant, has been repealed by subsequent 
legislation.

124. The Turm of Horse, or Hussars, cannot recruit its membership 
directly from the Subordinate Encampment.:

125. To acquire membership in a Turm of Horse the applicant must 
first be a member of a Canton, and such Turm of Horse can only recruit its 
membership in the manner designed in the laws governing the Turm of 
Horse, as set forth in the Army Register, attention being particularly called 
to Section 106 of such laws.

126. All'members of the Turn of Horse are entitled to be commis­
sioned as Captain.

127. The commissions of officers and members of a Turm of Horse 
must be issued by the Commander of the Department in which such Turm 
of Horse is located.

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' Answer.—The requisites for obtaining Past Official honors are service 
of the majority of the nights of a term and until the end thereof, bach ot 
these conditions must be fulfilled,and if the Encampment from circumstances 

which it has control, fails'to hold the requisite number of meetings, 
the officers for that term would he deprived of Past Official honors.

Prior to 1889 the officers of a merged Lodge forfeited honors. In that 
Year, on the suggestion of the Grand Sire that under then existing laws 
injustice might be done brothers if a Lodge surrendered its charter and 
consolidated with another, “ for cause other than loss of members so as to 
reduce its membership beneath the charter limits, it was enacted that 
the officers of such merged Lodge should receive honors provided they 
have served the majority of the meeting nights of a term, prior to such 
mergemênt (1889-11724)*

Where the members of an Encampment are so derelict in duty that 
only bn three occasions during a term does a quorum of its members 
appear, and the Chief Patriarch only serves three nights of a term, 
though willing to serve a majority, he is not entitled to the honors of the # 
Past Chief Patriarch. He has not served a majority of nights, and he $, 
failure to hold meetings on such majority of nights was caused by the 
negligence of the Encampment itself, and for reasons which it could control 
(Journal 2781, Digest 241-243). ^
