The wood trade circulars of the
3rd of the month from Great Britain
are no more encouraging than those
which have preceded them for some
time. The imports are not as large
as in previous seasons, stocks are
smaller than for some time and con-
sumptior has been good, compared
with corresponding periods in other
years. Prices, however, remain low
and uo prospect of improvement is
reported. Messrs. Farnworth & Jar-
dine, referring to New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia spruce deals, say it
is difficult to maintain even present
low prices. The ‘sales of spruce
deals reported are at from £5 to
£5 17s. 6d per St. Petersburg stand-
ard. Of these goods Messrs. A. F.
& D. Mackay say:—

Only 148 standards imported.

The Budget Spesch.
OrTAwA, May 12,

Sir Chailes Tupper in rising to move
the House into committee on ways and
means, was received with prolonged min-
isterial cheers, After referring to his
predecessors on both sides of politics who
had filled his present position, he pro-
ceeded to claim that there had been a
great and marked change in the opinions
held by public men respecting questions
of political economy, and that protection
was now favored where formerly it was
denounced as a heresy, The leader of
the Liberal party, he said, in Canada
(Mr. Blake), too, had publicly announced
his conversion to the principles of pro-
tection advocated by the Conservative
party, and therefore the time had come
when they were all one un this question.
He then proceeded to speak of the
financial situation, and eaid that the
estimatcs of last year's receipts had been
practically realized, and that the main
slight deficiency was in excise revenue,
the total receipts being $33,177,040.
The actual expenditure for last year total-
led over $39,000,000 and exceeded the
estimated expenditure by nearly $900,-
000. The Jeficit last year was due to
charges of rebellion. Coming to the
present fiscal year, ending July 1st next,
he said the revenue weuld probably total
$35,300,000, or an excess of $800,000
over the estimates. The expenditure for
the current fiscal yeac will total $35,-
600,000, leaving an apparent deficit of
$300,000 after charging o-er $200,000 for
the Northwest rebellion to capital ac-

count. Coming down to the fiseal year

$3,661,000. He then claimed that the
construction of the Canadian Facifi
ailway placed Canada in a position of
commercial independence thould the
United States carry out its threat of non-
intercourae,

Eatering into the discussion of the
negotiations for the treaty with Spain, he
revealed th2 interesting fact that Great
Brita'n had agreed te empower him, with
the British amnbassador at Madrid, to act
as special plenipotentiary, with full pow-
ers to sign a convention, he, himself, to
really conluct the negotiatioms. Some
delay had occurred in conducting the ne-
gotiations for a treaty witk Canada di-
rectly, but, in the meantime, Canada cb-
tained the advantages of a treaty ne-
gotiated by Great Britain with Spain,
which advantages cost this country no
concessions at all, The negotiations for
a direct treaty between Canada and
Spain, for reciprocal trade relations with
the Spanish West Indies, were now, at
the reguest of Spain, to be resumed, and
he hoped, at the close of parliament to
agsin visit Madrid and close negotiations
and sign a couvention. He then referrcd
to the proposed establishinent of a line
of Pacific ocean steamers connected with
the Canadian Pacific, which would cause
a great accession of commerce.

He said he had called attention to the
favorable condition of the conntry and the
general prosperity: What had caused
that ¢ Oue word would express the cause
—the Nationsl Policy. Thit had vivitied
the industry of the country and had saved
the country from the severe depression
that visited other countries. It was the
policy of the country %o carry out and
perfect that policy. Hitherto justice had
not been done to the iron industries. The
policy of the United States had been to
levy daties ou different kinds of iron pro-
ducts in proportion to the quantity of labor
employed in each. Canada had the ore,
coal and the fluxes required, and these
were all in close proximity. KFogland
had coal and some ore, but imported
more ore from Spain than was required to
make all the steel produced in England.
The United States had ore and coal, but
they were a thousand miles apart. France
had to import both coal and ore. Belgium
had to import ore for B:ssemer steel.
In Canada we had nene of these difficul-
ties. The icon industry was built up in
England by the most stringent protective
restriztion. In the United States, Ger-
many, France and Belgium protection had
been at the foundation of progress in this
industry. If the protection had been
given to charcoal iron, which had been
given by Canada to cotton and woo'len
goods, that industry would now have been
in full blag, Canada has imported since
the union an average of fifteen millions per
annum of iron and steel products. This
country stands third in the world in con-
sumption per head of ironand steel pro
ducts,” The home production of these
articlcs would sweep away the balance of
trade against us and this might bs done
by giviog iron the same protection we
gave to other industries. We are allow-
ing other countries to reap the golden
harvest which was unconsidered at our
feet At present the government did not
propose to levy a duty on rails, because it
would take some time to bring up such
industries to the 1equirements.

Sir Charles went considerably into de-
tails as to the natural iron resourcesin
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Quebec and
Ontario, and then made the announcement
that, for the purpose of development of the
iron industry, it was proposed to abolish
the duty on anthracite coal. The increase
in the duties on iron and steel would add
for the present $500,000 to tha revenue,
but this would be offset hy abolition of
duty on anthracite coal. The bounty on
pig ircn would remain at $1.50 until 1592,
when it was proposed to reduce it to $1.

The United States, with her one hundrasd
and fifty thousand miles of Railway, is
wdding thereto yearly at the rate of abont
ten thousand miles; and Canada, with
her twelve thousand miles of Railway, is
expected to add nearly another thousand
miles by the 1st January 1888.

REPORT OF THE PHYSICIAN ON THE HOSPI-
TAL FOR LEPERS IN NEW BRUNSWICK.
The annual report of the Department of
Agriculture contains the following report
of Dr. A, C. Swmith on the hospital for
lepers at T Brunswick, for
the year 1886: During the year three pa- |
tients were admitted—{wo males and one
female. Of these, one was from Tracadie
and the others from one of the adjoining
parishes—Caraquet. - There were five
deaths, leaving at present in the hospital
nineteen —<leven males anl eight females.
Two of the patients are in the last stages
of the disease, their sufferings soon to end
in death; twelve in the early; and five in
the more advanced stage, in which differ-
ent portions of the body suffer from inultra-
tions of leprons material, leading to the
destruction of the healthy flech—-ulcera-
tions causing the loss of fingers and toes,
and tubercles destroying the eyesight and
functions of tongue and throat. With the
exception, however, of an outbreak of ul-
cerated sore throat, from which all the
inmates suffered, and which, for the time
being, bore heavily on the sisters in charge,
there has been an immunity from much
of the intense suffering incident to the dis-
ease,

An earthquake of the 3rd inst. in Mexico
was accompanied by a terrible volcanic
eruption at Bahishpo. which destroyed
Moctezums, killed 150 persons and ignited
the woods in the vicinity. Twenty-seven
persons were also killed at Sputu by falling
buildings, many persons were injured at
Grenada and Gusarlaz, which towus are
almost completely destroyed. At the
same time voleanic eruptions began in
neighboring mountains, lighting up the
summits for a long distance. The same
afterncon earthquake shocks were felt
thronghout the state. Mexican scientists
predict that Mexico is about to undergoa
general seismic convulsion, and the recent
record of earthguike shocks shows wide_
spread volcanic activity from one end of
Mexico to the other, Voleanic outbreaks
are oceurring near the Guatemalan border,
as well as in the State of Sonora.

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THEE SQUIRE'S GHO3T.

When Squire Latham died he had a
big funeral aud was boried under five
tons or so of marble and grauite, where
his ghdat ought to have rested quietly
in the grave, beside him.
