MAGNET IN AN OPERATION

A Patient’s Life Saved by Drawing
Up a Nail He Had Swallowed.
i
The story of a curious surgical oper-
ation at the St. Antoine Hospital hbs
been communicateil to the Surgical So-
ciety. The patient swallowed a pack-
ing nail, which was shown by an X-ray
photograph to have lodged, head
downward, at the level of the seventh

rib.

A bronchoscope, which consists of a
tube, the inner surface of which is
highly polished to serve as a reflector,
and an electric lamp arranged so as
to throw a strong light on the tube,
was passed into the bronchial tube and
then withdrawn. This process was re-
peated for six days with larger and
larger tubes, and then an eight milli«
metre tube was inserted to a depth of
nearly fifteen inches. A’ magnet had
been especially made to put into the
tube, but it was too sheort to fit and
the coughing of the patient forced a
suspension of the operation.

A second X-ray photograph showed
that the nail had now slipped to the
level of the eighth rib. The doctors,
therefore, performed the operation of
temporary tracheotomy. A ten milli-
metre tube was introduced to a depth
of fourteen jnches, and the operator
then saw the nail. The magnet was
then introduced and the nail adhered
to it. The whole operation lasted only
five minutes and saved the patient’s
life. (R adkas

Guardian May Use 'Discretion
Admitting Visitors

Answers to Charges of Disrespect
and Ineivility to Tourists Made
- Against Sergt, Damery,

At the annual meeting of the
New Bruanswick Tourist Association,
which was held on Thursday evening
in the Board of Trade rooms, D. J.
McLaughlin, as reported in the morn-
ing papers, made a reference to the
following effect:

“He thought that the conditions re-
lating to Martello Tower should be
changed. A great many that had gone
over there had been treated with dis-
respect, and this was sure to hurt the
city in the eyes of visitors.”

Mr. McLaughlin said to the Star last
night that his reference was the result
of information he had received from
Mrs. R. E. Olive, the secretary of the
Tourist Association.

Mrs. Olive said this morning that
the Tourist Association had received
many complaints from visitors to the
‘tower, of the manner in which they
were treated. Many times after mak-
ing the journey over there they had
been flatly refused admission to the
building to inspect its interior and con-
tents. Tourists are invariably willing
to pay a small sum for such a privilege,
The Tourist Association has made ef-
forts to come to some kind of an agree-
ment with the guardian of the tower
whereby tourists could enjoy the privil-
ege of visiting the tower during the
summer months at certain hours. The
association is willing to pay a reason-
able sum and the guardian of the tower
has in the past received such sums.

The association would rather .that
no ill feeling exist. It is well aware
that the Martello Tower belongs to the
government, and that the collection of
old arms within it are the private pro-
perty of the guardian.

Sergeant Damery, the guardian of the
Martello Tower, said yesterday that al-
though his name had not been made use
of by Mr. McLaughlin in his address,
the reference was too plain to be mis-
taken. During all the years he had
been at the Tower he had never once
shown intentional disrespect to wvisit-
ors.. He had always attempted as far
as it was within his power to oblige
visitors by throwing open the interior
of the Tower to them, and had at dif-
ferent times neglected his own affairs
in ‘attending to strangers. If it came
down to the mere accusing of one of dis-
respect hre might himself resort to that
mode of attack, as he could rehearse
innumerable instances when he himself
had been made the ohject of unwar-
rantable incivility the \hands of
strangers, all bec~ ~» refused to
neglect his own bu« to, show them
the interior of the towei. Fe has never
been allowed or directed by the militia
department to throw open the place to
the public, and he thinks, therefore,
that it is a matter of some discretion
in himself. The tourist association, to
his knowledge, had néver received per-
mission to have the place thrown open.

Tourists have come there at unreas-
onable hours and he has put himself out
to oblige them. Tourists sometimes
have practically taken charge of the
place. A small vegetable garden was
last year tramped through and ruined
by them. He had also to keep his eyes
about him to prevent purloining of
mementoes.

‘When it came down to real facts, Mr.
Damery did not believe that the tour-
ist association could point out one ac-
tual instance of disrespect shown by
him to visitors to the Tower.

Lieut.-Col. White, D. O. C., thinks
that the accusation of disrespect shown
to visitors to the Martello Tower by
Sergeant Damery, its guardian, is un-
warranted. He says that Sergeant
Damery has not only to look after the
Martello Tower, but has as well to at-
tend to Fort Dufferin, where the most
of his time is spent. During his ab-
sence from the Tower it would be out
of the question for his wife to leave her
household affairs to indulge the curi-
osity of visitors.

Col, White says that the Martello
Tower comes under his jurisdiction,
and that he has, during his official re-
sidence here, never allowed the place
to be given over to the public to be used
and done with as caprice dictates.
Moreover, the contents of the Tower
are the private property of the guard-
fan, and he can exercise his own judg-
ment as to whether or not he will al-
low the public to inspect them.

The Tourist Associatien, he said, had
made endeavors to have the interior

lmmade more readily accessible to visit-

ors, but had never succeeded in obtain-
ing that privilege. If arrangements
were made to throw open the place
they should be such as would tend to
the benefit of the guardian, who had
spent so much labor and time in ac-
cumulating the interesting articles
within it.

Young Man Arrested on the Charge
of Murdering His Father in

ERIE, Pa., Jan. 16.—A murder mys-
tery of three years standing wgs clear-
ed when Floyd Peckham, aged 22, was
held without bail for shooting his fa-
ther, Dalton Peckham, on the evening
of January 18, 1901, at the family home
near Cranesville, in this county. The
elder Peckham was found murdered in
his home and his son, Floyd, was ar-
rested on suspicion of having commit-
ted the crime, but at the request of the
district attorney he was not indicted
because of Insufficient evidence.

On Monday last, young Peckham
was re-arrested and has now been
committed on the testimony of Her-
bert Guy, who swore at the hearing
that as he was passing the Peckham
home he heard a racket in the house,
followed by a shot and then he heard
the old man Peckham cry out ‘“For
God’s sake, spare my life, Floyd.” The
shooting continued and witness heard
Floyd say “There, you —— ——, you
won’t go down cellar for any more ci-
der.”

At the time the murder was com-
mitted the wife of the murdered man
said her husband had been drinking
and drove the whole family from the
house, compelling them to take refuge
with a neighber. Guy explains his si-
lence for three years by saying that
Sam Houghton, a neighbor, had threa-
tened violence to anyone who would
testify against Floyd and fear kept
him -quiet.

TRIED TO MURDER HIS WLFE.

Insane Dowieite’s Crime—Claimed
He Was Once Divinely Healed
of Broken Spine

BRANTFORD, Jan. 14—A murder
was narrowly averted near Burford at
an early hour this morning. The news
of the affair did not reach here until
late this afternoon, when John Easton
was brought to the local police station
and lodged behind the bars on a charge
of attempted murder. Easton is be-
lieved to be unsound in his mind. About
'seven years ago he was injured in a
street rallway accident in this city, and
sued the company for $10,000, claiming
his spine was hurt. The doctors pro-
nounced the man perfectly well and he
recovered a very small sum in his ac-
tion. Still he declared his back was
broken, and encased himself in a plast-
er of Paris cast and was driven around
‘the country, selling articles and small-
wares. Finally, he landed in Toronto.
About a year ago he joined the Dowie
sect, and then came the miraculous
healing which created so much excite-
ment in Toronto at that time. He
claimed he was told by spiritual voices
to arise and walk, and he did so.

On returning to this section Easton
rented a farm near Burford. Here the
family resided. Last night Mrs. Easton
gave birth to a child. All was peace-
ful until an early hour this morning,
when Easton rushed into his wife’'s
room and seized her about the neck,
declaring that he was prompted by the
spirits to come and ‘‘claim his own.”

The woman screamed, and immedi-
ately her son responded. The strength
of the father overpowered him, and
“Easton avowed his intention of strangl-
ing the woman. Luckily other timely
assistance arrived, and it was only by
main force that the man was placed
under control. He actually tore the hair
from the wife’s head in the terrible
struggle. The woman was very deli-
cate, and her condition is extremely
critical.

HOW DIFFERENT BLOWS AFFECT
. THE PUGILISTS.

(By Robert Edgren.)

Boxing is a game for strong men. No
pthers can compete in it successfully.
gt is the one line of business in which,
in these days, physical strength and
force share with brains the power to
earn money.

Either in siting at the ringside or in
reading the accounts of fights people
are apt to get exaggerated ideas of the
dangers that attend fighting with pad-
ded gloves. Blood is sometimes shed,
gnd the lingering savage that is in
#very man is pleased by the spectacle.
Fighters are beaten down into uncon-
gclousness,bruised and battered, ham-
mered until every bit of strength and
pesisting power deserts them, and they
gaste the bitterness of defeat. i

Eddie Hanlon, in the fight with
»young Corbett’” Tuesday night, was
padly beaten. In the sixteenth round
he became so dazed that he- hardly
gnew enough to try to guard himself
grom the blows that were showered up-
on him. He weakened until his aems
¥ropped to his sides, and still, with the
courage of the born fighter, he held his
eet and refused to go down to stay.
He bled from mouth and nose. Alto-
gether he looked a wreck.

In less than a week the only souvenir
that Hanlon will have of that savage
conflict will be the money that he has
put in the bank. There will not be a
Pruise left on his face or body. He will
be as well and strong as he was before
he entered the ring. If his eyes were
blackened the last trace of that will
fave disappeared. Cuts will have heal-
ed entirely.

S While fighting with gloves is a strenu-
~Yous game, it is not so dangerous as it
Jooks. A man with a weak heart might
be killed by the exertion of a fight in
the ring, just as he might be killed try-
ing to run at top speed after a car that
had left him a few blocks and was go-
ing away from him.

Gameness in fighting comes in when a
mman is absolutely at the end of his en-
durance and still forces himself by sheer
will power, to continue. The knowledge
of the fact that he is weak and unfit
to go on, while his opponent is still
fresh, is the thing that is hard to over-
come. It takes courage for a man who
feels himself /dazed by blows, know-
fng that he is unable because of his
weakness to fight on equal terms with
a still vigorous opponent, to conceal his
condition to the best of his ability and
g0 on aggressively. :

KNOCKOUT NEVER HURTS.

In a fight a boxer may be cut and
bruised. He may receive injuries that
would make him wince if they were to
be endured in cold blood, sitting in a

chair; but in the excitement of the bat- |
tle he hardly feels them. He does not|
| arms and fall down upon his side, but

know that a bldw has cut him until he
sees the blood.

only that of dullness and
still conscious but unable to rise, he

only feels as if he were going to sleep,
quickly, under the influence of an op-

fate. If he is knocked out completely
he has no sensation at all. There is
nothing less painful than a clean knock-
out. I have experienced that myself,
in boxing for pleasure with a friend,
and beyond a slight headache an hour
later I felt no injurious effects at all.

A man who is knocked out does not
know anything about it. He does not
remember the blow. When he comes
back to consciousness his mind begins
its action just where it left off at the
instant fhat he became senseless. Of-
ten, in my ringside experience, I have
seen a beaten boxer, upon being re-
vived, in his corner after a knockout, sit
up quickly and ask his seconds: “Did I
win?”’ The last idea in his mind was
that he was making a winning fight, He
does not know that he has been hit. His
fdeas are a trifle mixed, and he wants
information. There is - -nothing about
the way he feels to give him a clew.
Fighters will often declare positively
that they have not been unconscious at
all, for their minds do not recognize the
interval during which they were not in
action,

STOMACH BLOW IS PAINFUL.

The only blow that hurts is one in the
pit of the stomach. That is painful. It
makes a man gasp to recover his breath.
Sometimes he can keep away for a few
seconds until he recovers, and then he
i{s all right. But if he shows his weak-
ness the other fighter will go in and

force the fighting at such a hot pace |
that he will not have any time to re- |
gain his strength, and in that case he |
will be beaten down. {

A knockout blow in the pit of the
stomach is often as painless as one on |
the point of the chin. In the West, |
during the days when ‘“gun fighting” |
was common, the wielders of the six
shooter had one principle. When there
was not a sure chance to kill with one |
shot at the head, they always made the |
pit of the stomach their target. This |
was absolutely the safest plan in any
case, for a man shot there was so in-
stantly paralyzed that there was no |
chance at all of his firing another shot |
in return. That is a nerve centre. A
shot or a blow on that spot will tem-
porarily paralyze every muscle,

Franke Erne told me a story that il-
lustrates the point. He was ﬁghting‘
Jimmie Britt. in San Francisco. Britt |
landed one of the body blows for which |
he is famous squarely in the pit of
Erne’s stomach. Erne, perfectly and
acutely conscious, fell to 'hands andl
knees. He tried to rise and found that
he could not move a muscle. He heard
the referee count slowly. He tried
again and again, but could not stir.
When the count reached seven or eight
it flashed over Erne that it looked
strange for a man to be counted out

HANLON FULL OF GRIT.

Still, in the fight with Corbett Eddie
Hanlon showed courage and gameness
of a rare quality. Corbett is a terrific
hitter. He must have landed his right
ffist squarely on Hanlon’s chin half a
‘hundred times d@ring the battle, in up-
percuts and swings. He hammered the
*Frisco boy in the body. But Hanlon’s
'magnificent physical condition, the re-
sult of long training, enabled him to
continue. He was only gradually beat-
en down and did not stop fighting on
the aggressive until the knockdown in
the 14th round made it absolutely im-
possible for him to keep up the pace.

After that he was fighting on nerve
force alone. He knew that Corbett was
winning, and he only tried to stay to
the finish of the 20 rounds, desperately
staying on his feet, refusing to go down
as long as he was conscious, for fear
that he would be unable to rise again.
«Corbett battered him fiercely, trying
with all his strength to drop him to the
floor. But Hanlon did not care for the
blows that reached him. Probably he
was so dazed that he did not feel them
at all. And when Harry Foley, at the
end, carried Hanlon from the ring, no
doubt the little fighter’s thoughts were,
not of the punishment that he had
taken, but of the fact that his colors
had been lowered in defeat.

PUNCH ON CHEST WORST BLOW J.
J. CORBETT EVER RECEIVED.

During their ring career fighters en-
counter many noted experiences both in
the manner in which they are defeated
as well as the way in which they dispose
of their opponents. Many K peculiar
blows are landed and received which
the ordinary spectators do not see or
realize. Blows that are least éxpected
to do damage often turn the tide of bat-
tle. There is not a fighter who does not
remember the hardest blow that he re-
celved from his antagonist and the
most dangerous blow which he himself
possesses,

Former Champion James J. Corbett,
in talking over his ring battles the
other night had no difficulty in point-
ing out the hardest blow that he had
ever received in a contest.” In all of his
ring battles the former champion ad-
mitted that he had never received a
blow that had hurt him more than the
blow landed by Jeffries in the chest.

“The blow was landed in our last
fight at San Franeisco,” said Corbett.
“It was early in the battle when Jet-
fries managed to get a right-hand up-
percut on my breast-bone. It landed

| square in the centre and doubled me

up.
FELT EFFECTS FOR A MONTH.

‘“That blow took the steam and in
fact, all of the fight out of me, but I
stalled along, hoping that its effects
would die out. But no, the longer the
battle lasted, the worse it hurt me. In
fact I felt sore for more than a month
after where he landed that blow. I
believe it was the blow that caused my
defeat, because I was coming strong.

“I will never forget that blow. I
have received many hard blows in vari-
ous fights, but not one, do I think,
caused me so much injury, not except-
ing that Fitzsimmons’ body punch.
When Fitz landed on the stemach it
simply took my wind away and when I
had recovered I felt no ill effects and
was ready to continue fighting.

“I remember in one of my fights with
Choynski he caught me a right hand

swing on the bone just over the left
eye. That jarred me and I thought my
eye was out. The force of the blow
just put my optic nerve out of busi-
ness. I could not see for some time and
thought that I would never be able to
fight. But I made good use of the right
eye, and I don’t think Choynski ever
knew he injured me so badly.

“As for the hardest blow I ever land-
ed f think it was a body punch to the
short ribs which I landed on Mitchell in
the second round. I thought that I had
torn Mitckell’s ribs away from the car-
tilage, for as soon as I landed-a look of
worry came over his countenance. His
lips turned purple, and I really thought
he was badly injured. He was never
the same after that blow, and I simply
beat hifm down.”

OTTAWA, Jan. 15.—~The Canada
_Gazette tomorrow will contain the of-
ficial announcement of Emmerson’s
call to the privy council and his ap-
pomtment to the portfolio of railways
and canals. The new minister has
been the- recipient of many tele-
graphic‘k communications, including
some from as far away places as Eng-

land and California. Emmerson will
not leave for his’ constituency before
the middle.of next week.

In connection with the reported re-
tirement of Mr. Bernier, if is curious
that the minister tonight denied cate-
gorically that he has surrenderd or
intends surrendering his portfolio. It
is evident therefore that he is being
squeezed out of the ministry and the
reason is obvious. A stronger man
than Bernier is required to assist in
the work of organization in Quebec,
and therefore -Speaker Brodeur |is
chosen. If Bernier gets a place on the
railway commission it will be in di-
rect violation of the pledge given td
parliament. Bernier comes within
neither class as he possesses none of
the qualifications stated to be essen-
tial for a commissioner.

It is reported tonight that Hyman,
M. P., for London, will enter the
ministry without a portfolio. All
these changes are taken as indica-
tions by knowing ones that the elec-
tions are not far away.

Another mix-up has developed in
connection with the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific project, and has brought Hayes,
Wainwright and Biggar to town for
the past two or three days. In ad-
dition to the hitch as to the over de-
posit it has been discovered that in
other respects the agreement cannot
be carried out. It is believed Ithat
shareholders of the Grand Trunk rafl-
way will refuse to ratify the action
of the directors in putting up £1,000,-
000 of the guaranteea bonds and the
railway magnates are here to secure
& pledge in the form of an order-in-
council that parliament will be ask-
ed to free the promoters of certain
obligations imposed upon them in the
agreement. Whether this will have
the effect of pacifying the English
ghareholders 6f the Grand Trunk, re-
mains to be seen. Already one of the
directors has resigned by way of pro-
test and more resignations are ex-
pected to follow. The latest difficulty
demonsgtrates the correctness of the
opposition of Mr. Blair that the pro-
ject was unwide, untimely, ill-consid-
ered, and ill-advised. .

A PASSENGER PORT.

Transportation Commissioners Say
Halifax is the Best Port
Canada for Passenger Traffic

in

HALIFAX, Jan, 15.—~The transporta-
tion commisssion held its second and
last session this afternoon. During the
morning they were taken for a cruise
along the water front and at the open-
ing of the afternoon session Chairman
Bertram said he was surprised at the
magnitude of the harbor, Willlam
Roche, M. P,, gave statistics showing
the growth of the trade of Halifax last
year, and H, L. Chipman of the Plant
line advocated the extension of the
railway down Water street to ter
serve the mile of wharves south of\the
present terminus. The speeches of the
afternoon were delivered by W. J.
Clayton, A. M. Campbell and A. M.
Payne. Mr. Clayton suggested that the
tariff be amended by the addition of
a clause that the trade preference be
granted only to British goods import-
ed through Canadian ports, as such a
step would vastly increase the trade of
all Canadian ports, and as more rail-
roads would be required to handle it,
it would add greatly to the prosperity
of Canada. Mr. Bell claimed that
there was an unjust discrimination of
freight rates in favor of St, John, and
quoted figures that he thought sup-
ported his contention. He said thatas
the east is taxed so heavily for the
construction of canals in the west to
be operated without fee, as a recom-
pense the I. C. R. should be run at a
loss. Mr. Payne confined his remarks
to the fast Atlantic line, and cited fig-
ures to show that were it in operation
London would be within thirty days of
Yokohama, whereas it is now 82 via
the trans-Siberian road, and 84 by the
Suez canal.

At the close Mr. Bertram and Mr.
Reford urged the citizens to devote all
their energies to make Halifax the
great passenger port of the dominion.
No other port, they said, was so suited
for quick handling of passengers as
Halifax. Grain would naturally go to
the port where it could be shipped at
the least expense.

CANADA INTERESTED.
{ P
- A.few days ago the hot headed pre-

mier of New Zealand invited Sir Wil-
frid Laurier to join him in a protest
against the employment of Chinese.in
the Transvaal gold mines. In com-
mending Sir Wilfrid for his refusal to
interfere in what was so obviously
none of Canada's business, many liber-
al ‘papers are endeavoring to make use
of the general approval of his course
in this matter to vindicate the govern-
ment’s failure to strengthen Mr. Cham-
berlain’s hands by an expression of ap-
proval in favor of his policy.

The cases are in no way parallel.
One of Mr. Chamberlain’s stated rea-
sons for urging the acceptance of his
preferential tariff scheme upon the
British people is that the colonies are
strongly in favor of it. This has been
challenged by his opponents and in a
considerable measure his success de-
pends upon his ability to prove his de-
claration.. A formal expression of ap-
provval‘ from Canada would have help-
ed his campaign immeasurably, while
the present officially chilly attitude of
the premier colony strongly works
against him.

The preferential tariff question is not
an insular British one as the defend-
ant liberals would have us believe. It
is broadly imperfal. It affects every
country over which the flag waves just
as much as it affects the British Isles.
Canada, especially, is vitally interest-
ed..  Upon the settlement of this ques-
tion hangs the future of this country.

Under present conditions the ties that
bind Canada to the Empire are not
strengthening, while the disintegrating
influences undoubtedly are. The sting
of the Alaska affair still rankles; the
country is filling with alien peoples,
many from across the southern border
bringing fertilizer for the seeds of
anne=ation; our trade with the United

A BLOW FOR CHAMBERLAIN.

The defeat of the Unionist candidate
in the Norwich bye-election is undoubt-
edly a set back for Mr. Chamberlain
and his preferential tariff policy though
the presence of a labor candidate cer-
tainly complicated the voting. But re-
verses like this are to be expected at
the inception of a scheme so revolu-
tionary as that now under contempla-
tion in Great Britain. The British are
a conservative folk, and hard to win
from the beliefs of their fathers. Also
‘the failure of Canada and other colon-
{es to come to the rescue of Mr. Cham-
berlain tends to prejudice his case in
the eyes of people to whom he is ap-
pealing largely upon arguments based
on alleged colonial approval of his pol-
icy.

The Star has frequently expressed

the view that though the preferential
policy will eventually be endorsed, it

is improbaole that in the short time in-

tervening before a general election in
Great Britain, Mr. Chamberlain will be
‘able to see” sufficient results from his
missionary work to enable him to win.
But a short term in opposition will do
‘neither the man nor his gospel any
harm.

In spite of the Moncton Transcript’s
joyous caperings it is not to be sup-
posed that Mr. Emmerson will be con-
tent to have his future policy shaped
in the Transcript sanctum. There are
some self-proclaimed friends who a?e

The Trans-
cripc man scans the press for sneers
and imagines them when none appear.
A new minister would be the better for
a literary lieutenant of a less peevish
disposition. In time, if not immediate-
ly, the soundness of this advice will
appeal to hm.—Telegraph.

THE GOVERNMENT'S RETREAT.

The government Tnas at last definite-
ly decided to postpone the election un-
til after another session of parliament.
This is a direct reversal of the policy
held a few weeks ago, when every min-
ister of the cabinet was issuing warn-
ings to the faithful to prepare for an
immediate conflict. The reason for
the change is not far to seek.

Nothing has influenced the govern-
ment in its deliberations in this regard,
except expediency. The decision to call
the election this winter was made be-
cause the government felt the decline
of public favor and wished to seize a
verdict while there was still a chance.
But recently the ministers have been
sounding the various provinces and
their report has been so unfavorable to
the government’s chances that a rapid
strategic movement toward the base of
supplies has been deemed advisable.

Undoubtedly, also, the fizzle of its
one important official action, the G. T.
P. policy, and the failure of the promo-
ters to come to time with the promised
millions for the campaign fund has
given the administration pause. Every
effort of the government during the
coming session will be devoted to an
attempt to patch up this wretched bu-
siness. But, as it was never demanded
by the people, it has never been pop{l.—
lar. The recent disclosures and the
refusal of British financiers to have
anything to do with the muddle, have
further discredited it and no amount
of puatching and varnishing can make
the people believe it other than it is

—the most colossal blunder ever per-
petrated by a Canadian government.

With the®collapse of this deal the
knell of the government is sounded.
The conservatives would have met the
issue this winter confident of victory.
They will face it next summer, or a
year or two ycars hence with even
more surety.

The in-
jurious effects of tea or coffee are
mainly due to the manner in which
they are prepared. You may ask me
how to make tea or coffee. This I can-
not tell you any more than I can de-
fine the sense of smell.
| "Phe wakefulness and the relief from
fatigue which are produced by tea and
| coffee are undoubtedly due to the caf-
feine contained in them, and are chief-
1y to be ascribed to its stimulating ac-
tion on the brain. Coffee and tea re-
tard considerable the digestive function
of the somach. Coffee has no effect on
the bowels, while tea contains seven
per cent. of tannic acid and contributes’
materially in producing dyspepsia and
constipation.

Chocolate contains from one-half to
one per cent. of theobromine instead of
caffeine, and besides this a large am-
ount of fat, starch and albumins. Cho-
colate #oes not stimulate the brain,
and may, therefore, be taken where
coffee or tea produces wakefulness. The
starch and fat are assimilated by the
body, so that chocolate is a true food,
while tea and coffee must be regarded
as stimulants. Coffee makes the heart
beat more rapidly. As -egards their
relative value in dietetics, I would
place: chocolate first, coffee second and
tea last.

He said: “Use as a
sponger some of the same material as
that to be cleaned, and rub \vith the
weave, lengthwise -always. Rub till
dry!” On a spot of ink in the front of
my grey wool gown he told me to use a
dampened match head and apply only to
the inky spot to prevent spreading.
What success I had is proven by  the
unblemished front of that gown today.”

HINTS ABOUT HAIRBRUSHES.

A specialist says that hairbrushes
should be washed.ance a week, and if
used on hair in which there is much
dandruff twice a week is not too often.
The brushes should be washed in cold,
not hot, water to which cloudy ammonia
has been added in the proportion of a
scant tablespoonful to a quart of water.
Care should be taken not to wet the
backs of the brushes, and when wash-
ed and rinsed—a good way to rinse them
properly is to use a shower spray on
them—they 8hould be put ‘on edge in the
air to dry. Dressing combs, too, should
be frequently cleaned, a combd cleaner
being used for the purpose.

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During the year 1903 the fire depart-
ment was called out 98 times by bell
alarms for fires in the east and north
ends. In the appended list of fires still
alarms are omitted and also alarms to
which the West End brigade responded.
fn the list will be found the fire which
occurred at Sand Point, West End, on
April 17th, and which resulted -in the
destruction of the warehouses owned
by the city. This fire is included be-
cause the services of the department
from the city proper were called into

srequisition by an alarm rung in on this

gide. Distributing the alarms accord-
{ng to months, it will be found that six
of them were rung in in January five in
February, seven in March, eight in
‘April, eleven in May, tén in June, eight
In July, seven in August, ten in Septem-
per, ten in October, eight in November,
and eight in December. ’

Of the 98 bell alarms, only 81 were
for actual fire, About a dogen of the
alarms were needlessly rung in. Three
or four of the alarms may be attribut-
od to malice and one or two to an over-
fed curiosity. -

Of the 91 fires in the East and North
Ends last year by far the greater per-
ecéntage of them were slight and dam-
ageless. Only about & half dozen en-
tailed substantial loss in property, and
in most cases the losers were recuper-
ated by insurance. The most import-
ant fires were: Sand Point, West
End, on April 17th, when the city lost
some warehouses, and one of the con-
veyors of the C, P. R. elevator was
partly destroyed and the Dominion gov-
‘ernment immigration building badly
scorched; on the same date the bulld-
ing occupied by the Canadian Drug Co
was gutted; at North Bnd, on June
8rd, when the ropewalk owned by the
Cordage Consumers Co., and a house
owned by John Connor were burnéd to
the ground; at Marble Cove, on July

_4th, when Murray & Gregory’s saw mill

was totally destroyed; at Indiantown,
‘on July 20th, when the str. Queen and
the tug Ada were destroyed; on No-

. wvember 25th, when the brick building,

“owned by the Lawrence estate, King
street, was gutted; and on December
14th, when the brick building owned by
Mrs.- J. J. Alexander, Germain street,
was badly damaged.

The fires are attributed to a variety of
‘causes, among them being defecttve
chimney, overheated stove, overturned
lamp, lamp explosion, carrying lighted
match among combustible materials,
sparks from chimney, defective furn-
ace, and spontaneous combustion. Four
of the fires last year were caused by
spontaneous combustion and five are
known to have been-caused by sheer
carelessness. It is & curious fact that
the ezuse of most of the fires was never
“ascertained, in some cases through the
concediment of the truth and in other
cases on account of the mysterious or-
igin of the fire,

Last year though marked by few
‘great fires, will, however, be renderpd
memorable on account of the loss of
life due directly to fires. Three peo-
ple are supposed to have lost their
lives in fires in St. John last year, the
jdentity of two of the victims never
having been ascertained. On Monday,
Fobruary 28rd, Jeremiah McCarthy, an
elderly man, was suffocated to death in
‘s fire on Portland street. In the fire
‘at Sard Point, on April 17th, two im-
migrants were thought to be lost. Only
one serious accident occurred in con-
nection with fires last year, and that
was the case of Driver McKinley of

ose Wagon No. 1, which collided with

ose Wagon No. 2 at the corner of St.
James and Sydney streets. Driver Me-
*Kinley was thrown from his wagon and
narrowly escaped death. Not since the
year of the great fire, 1877, has 8o many
#re casualties taken place.

Major W. H. Bean, of the U, 8| Army,
Demonstrates That That is Sufficlent
to Pay.

P

Maj. Willlam H. Bean, of Omaha,
Neb., of the department of the Missouri,
has made himself a target for the curi-
osity of womankind in every part of
the United States.

For years he has studied the food
problem, always seeking in his own
household greater simplicity in the
character of meals,. When he became
attached to the cormmmissary'department
three years ago, he had an opportunity
to try his experiments on a large scale.
Last month he made up his mind to
tell the world all about the result.

He has been deluged ever since with
letters from the women who wrestle
with the problem of daily Hving all over
the country and who want to know all
ebout it. So fast has this correspond-
enoce been increasing that the major has
beep compelled to utilize the spare time
of the clerks in his department to keep
up with it. !

Mzaj. Bean has solved the problem of
“How to Live on Fifteen Cents a Day,”
to his own satisfaction and that of a
large number of husky workmen, wWho
are employed as day laborers by the
department and have been made part
of the experiment.

When thé news spread and people
were invited to go out to where these
men were being fed every day and par-
take of the food half the housekeepers
of Omaha became interested, and now
therd are hundreds of homes here where
what has come to be known as the
“Bean systém’—not the bearn of cém-
merte, but the Bean .of the army-is in
active operation.

The basic principle of this method of
living is simple enough. It i at the
plainest fare scientifionlly cooked, is
more nourishing and more palatable
than all the delicacles of the seasonm,
crowded into the stomach and only rel-
ished because they cost money.

Maj, Bean has betome so weary of
answering letters from Women request-
ing complete information about the
method he advocates that he has now
taken refuge in printed circulars, which
he is sending broadcast. These cirou-
lars #xplain in détail what people want
to know.

The major declares that the world

nowadays:is too fond of satistying the
"eye with its food instead of the bedy.
_“We must have the first strawberries,”

he says, “that'come from the south,
new potatoes, the early garden pro-
duce-and the advance fruits. The sec-
ret of cheap living is to buy fruit,
produce and vegetables when the sea-
gson is on and the priee is way down.

“Then, instead of the myriad kinds
of breakfast food that lack nourish-
ment the food popular with our fore-,
fathers ought fo be utilized, Corn
megl, for instance, costs a third,of a
cent a podnd. The - fancy breakfast
foods average about fifteen cents a
pound. Yét there is no comparisonsin
the respeot of nutriment, and the,corn
meal propefly cooked can be made a8
appetizing as the high priced substi-
tutes.”

The economy that can be brought
about in the use of meats is another
part of the subject, that the reviver of
this principle has proved essential. He
tells us to choose the substantial meats
instead of wasting time on mixed con-
coctions thiat have no nourishment.

Beef must be eaten for nutriment, and
bacon for fat producing qualities. Then
he sdays that the most inexpensive salt
is as good as the best, that pure sugar
and pure vinegar can be obtained with-
out paying fancy prices for them. And
finally he insists on perfect cooking,
which he declares, ‘“will make the
plainest food taste like the viands of &
millionaire.”

A return to the simpler stastes of &
preceding generation is urged, if the
race is to retain its physical strength
and its mental elasticity.

When Major Bean began to experi~
ment on a large scale he took thirty-six
laboring men employed at the barracks,
and after obtaining their permission to
handle their food supplies for & gtated
term, began giving them their three
meals a day.

Everything was strength giving and
substantial. The fare served at various
times during this period consisted of
roast beef, bacon, beans, potatoes,
onions, corn meal, prunes, canned toma-~
toes, coffee, all the condiments and all
kinds of bread. The major personally
supervised the cooking, whlgh was per-
fect.

Everything of tihe
warmed over dishes and hash was
barred.. Before a week passed, the men
expressed themselves as delighted wiih
the change in the appearance and taste
of their food, but wondered how much
they would be called upon to pay for
the added pleasures of the table.

The cost was figured up carefully,
and it was found that the average of
each meal per man including the cook-
ing and incidental service, was a little
over four cents. In no one day did the
cost of a meal exceed five cents.

When the story of this experiment
was made known, hundreds of persons
in Omaha asked to be allowed to try
the ration that meant an outlay of
fifteen cents a day. The major willing=~
ly accommodated them, and, sitting
down at the table with the workmen,
proprietors and business men of
Omaha, sampled the meals for them-
selves, and at once added their testi-
mony to that of the others.

HELEN KELLBER HAS
PLAN TO HELP BLIND.

Project for Industrial Agency for Un-
fortunate May Go Before Legisla-
.ture.

BOSTON, - Mass.,, Jan. 15.If the
ideas of Miss Helen Keller, the blind
girl, who has become famous all over
the world, are carried out, there will
be established in this city a state in-

interested in philanthropic work have
become impressed by remarks made by
Miss Keller at a recent meeting in
this city, and they will probably have
her plan given to the state legislature
for consideration.

“Something must be done for the

dress. “There are two things to do
which work together and become one.
PFirst, let the state establish by an ade-
quate appropriation an agency for the
employment of the blind. This agency
should be in Boston. At the head of
it should be a competent man, whose
sole duty should be to study all occu-
pations in which the blind can engage,
to exhibit the work of the blind, to
advise and. encourage 'them and to
bring employers and blind employes to-
gether without expense to either. This
bureau ghould do Por the blind in Mas-
sachusetts what is done by the em-
pléyment bureau of the British and
foreign Blind Association in England,
namely, provide a place in thé busiest
part of the city where blind workers
and their patrons can be brought to-
gether and where articles made by the
blind can be advantageously exhibit-
ed.

“The agent should advertise to the
public that they can get blind piado
tuners, note-paper embossers, shame-
pooers, masseurs, chairmaKers, brush-
makers, tutors, singers, church organ-
ists, tea tasters and other usefdl blind
people.

“Then there is the second part of
the work, to increase the varfety and
efficlency of those other useful blind
workers. This means industrial schools;
that is, workshops with all possible
machinery and appliances which the
blind can prdfitable handle. To every
bind person should be given an op-
portunity to serve an industridl ap-
prenticeship, fter he had learned
this trade, or that mechanical process,
he would go to the agent at the em-
ployment bureau, or the agemt would
go to him, and the agént would then
offer to employers the setvioce of a blind
workman. In each of the large manu-
acturing towns=Brockton, Lowell,
%{“g‘."‘“ﬂn Lawrence and Worcester—
 tHepe:should be a branch of the agency.
The HEad qf each branch bureau ghould
knowdall the inddstries pecullar to his
Ftocality, and should know thé employ-
éts of the neighborhood. ;

“Suppose at the age of thirty a man

| loses his sight, and that means that he

must give.up his work, let us say, as
salesman in a dry goods house. He
goes to the nearest agent of the Massa-
chusetts Industeial Bureau for the.
Biind. The agent knows every oOccu-
pation in the state which is profita-
ble for a blind man to engage in, and
he tells this man that the best occu~
pation near his home is runhing a ma-
chine of a certain kind. The man then
goes to the Industrial School for the
Blind and learns to run that machine;
in othér words, he serves an appren-
ticeship, ih a free state school and in-
cidentally jearns the other things which
a blind man must learn, in order to
adapt himself to the new c¢onditions
of his Jife; that is, he gets the experi-
ence of being dblind.

“At the end of the apprenticeship
the agent, ¥knowing what the man can
do, goes to a manufacturer and asks
that he give the man a chance. The
agent sfands behind the man during
his period of probafion, until the em-
ployer 1is convinced that his blind
workman understarnids his business,

“Am I dreaming dreams? It is no
untried experiment. It is being done
in Great Britain.- Remember, that to
educate a blind mah so that he be-
comes a workman is no maglcal and
mysterfous process. A blind man can
do nothing less and nothing more than
what a person with five senses can
do, minus what can be done only with
the eye. Remember, toc, that when
a man Joses his sight he does not know
himsgelf what he can do. He needs
some one of experience to advise bhim.

‘“The other day the commission lis-
tened.to a blind man forty years old
who lost his sight at the age of thirty-
six, foyr .years ago. Before he be-
came biind he had been a lithographer
and was for eight years & foreman. He
testified that he was determined not to
be a ‘quitter’ and that he tried one and
another Kind of work, only to fail in
each. fat? asked one of the com-
missfoners, ‘do you think you can learn
to do? ‘I do not know,’ replied the
man. Do we need a stronger argu-
ment than this answer for an indus-
trial agency? Although intelligent and
industrious, this man had struggled
wildly in the dark for four years, try-
ing one kind of work and another.
Think of it! In four years he had
no one to tell him what it was best fgr
him to try to learn to do.”

HEAVY IN ENGLAND.

Parliamentary Candidates Find Con-
tests a Heavy Drain on Their

Purses.

The question of finance is of great
importance in British parliamentary
elections, and one of the first problems
that presents itself to the gentleman
who desires to take his seat at West-
minster is the prosaic subject of ways
and means, says the London Express.

The “gcod old days” when the candi-
date whose purse could longest with-
stand the onslaughts of the ‘‘free and
independent” are gone; yet even today

~ the cost of contesting a seat is by no
means small, and the candidate who is
well equipped with funds has, other
things being equal, a distinct advant-
age over the aspirant of limited finan-
cial resources.

And even when there is no.contest
the expenses may be heavy, for it is
generally necessary to prepare for a
fight.

Take, for example, the four constitu-
encies which have lost their representa-
tives through death and are about to
be called upon to elect fresh members
in their place.

In 1900 there was no fight in Dulwich,
yet the expenses paid by Sir John
Blundell Maple amounted to £362, £67
of which was paid to the returning
officer, while £218 was expended in
printing, advertising, stationery, post-
age and telegrams. In 1895, when a
contest did take place, the expenses
of the winning candidate amounted to
£680, being equal to 2s 24 for every
vote cast in his favor, The losing

- eandidate’s votes worked out at 2s 8d
each. and his total expenses amounted
to £293. Of the total sum expended,
£383 went for returning officer's ex-

penses, this outlay of course, being ap-
rortioned between the candidates.

In country censtituencies the maxi-
mum of expenditure allowed by the
Corrupt Practice Act is much higher
ttan in boroughs. A borough usually
covers only a comparatively small area,
while country divisions are often many
miles in extent, and the cost of reach-
ing the voter is necessarily greater.

in an English country division with
less than 8,000 voters, the maximum
erpenses of a candidate as fixed by the
Corrupt Practice Act, are £1,010;
whereas a candidate in a borough with
a similar number of voters is only per-
mitted to spend £530, both these
amounts being exclusive of the return-
ing officer’s charges.

ILLEGAL CHARGES.

It is a curious fact in connection with
election law that, although it is illegal
to hire a carriage to bring a voter to the
poll, expenditure for the hire of ves-
sels is permissible where the nature of
the oonstituency is such that the voters
are unable to reach the polling place
without crossing the sea or an arm of
the sea. This, of course, is a matter
of importance in some of the Highland
constituencies and in Orkney and Shet-
land.

The last named, from ({ts peculiar
nature is an expensive constituency to
fight, as at the general election of 1900
each vote cast for Cathcart Wason cost
14s Bd; while the losing candidate’s ex-
penditure per vote amounted to 9s 10d.

It is seldom nowadays that the elec-
tion expenses of a candidate even in a
big constituency amount to more than
£1;500. though in the huge division of
Romferd the sitting member after the
1900 fight reported his expenditure at
£1,926, apart from a —sum which he
disputed; while his defeated opponent’s
bill amounted to £2,133.

The M. P. whose expenses do not
amount to more than a shilling- per
vote recorded—as was the case in Keir
Hardie’s election for Merthyr Tydvil—
ig in an exceptional position. Another
legislator whose election expenses are

that honorable members bill in 1900 be-
ing equivalent to 1s 1d per vote record-
ed in his favor. On the other hand, the
expenditure of the winning candidate
for the little borough of Penrhyn and
Falmouth was equivalent to 10s 10d per
vote; and that of his defeated oppon-
ent to 9s 5d per vote; while the .ex-
penses of one of the candidates who
put up against T. W. Russell was
equivalent to £1 17s 11d for each of
the votes given him.

WHAT SENDS UP EXPENSE.

As a rule the more keenly a seat is
contested the larger the expenses in-
curred. A sitting member who is in an
exceptionally strong position may not
find it necessary to put forth great
efforts, while on the other hand, a
champion who assails a noted fertress

expenses for literature, placards and
other electioneering weapons of offense.

Elections, then, are essentially popu-
lar with the printing and bill sticking
fraternity, who doubtless would give
their undivided and loyal support to a
bill for annual parliaments. .

Among the M. P.’s themegelves, how-
ever, frequent electjons are not regard-
ed with approbation, for even wealthy
men do not relish the !{dea of having
to pay too frequently the heavy ex-
penses incidental to a fight. And I be-
lieve thait the feeling in favor of mak-
ing the returning officers’ expenses a
public charge is growing on both sides
of the house of commons. Be this as
it may the immun of candidates
from official eclection expenses occa-
sionally leads to amusing incidents on
the continent. It was in Paris, I be-
Mieve, that a bill sticker put himself up
for the chamber of deputies and posted
his election placards with his own
hands.

Apart from the question of actual ex-
pense, candidates have to be very cir-
cumspect lest by some act perfectly
innocent in itself they bring themselves
within the meshes of the law, and after
winning a seat lose it through a tech-

A PECULIAR DISEASE,

‘Within the past day or two attenticn
of medical men has been drawn to a
case of Hodgking' disease, of which a
prominent citizen died. This disease
is very rare, and no case of it has pre-
viously been reported in the city for
quite a number of years. About eigh-
teen months ago it was thought tkat
a patient in the hospital was suffering
from it, but his affliction later on turn-
ed out to be another form of blood
trouble.

Hodgkins' disease is a condition of
the blood in which the red corpuscles
undergo a change and take on a yel-
lowigsh appearance. The face of the
patient becomes, in some instances, a
bright yellow, and eventually death
follows. As yet there is no known
cure. \

Addison’s disease is another affec-
tion of the blood equally as rare, but in
it the flesh of the patient becomes
copper colored.
