There is.no type of theology calling itself
Christian which is wholly erroneous.
Fow sermons are delivered in which
there is not a positive inculeation of
somethiug that is true But if you are
to judge of the value of the sermon you
must take into the sccount the things
that are left out or called in question.
There will be reactions in theology. An
vndue emphasis in one place gives oc-
oasion to an undue emphasis in another.
So the integrity of Christian dootrine
is broken. The symmetry of Christian
truth is sacrificed to the detriment of
the congregations who listen to pulpit
instruction.

Leaving these generalities, I will illus-
trate them by a reference—I wish it did
not need 1o be so brief—to certsin ten-
dencies just now more or less prevalent.

We hear a great deal said, in churches
regarded as ‘“ Evangelical,” of the father
hood of God. Now there is a natural
fatherhood of God in relation to men. It
is a precious truth. He is even said to
be the  Father of Lights"; that is, He
oreates, and His energy sustsins, the
heavenly bodies. More than this is
true of His relation to men. We are
made in His image. As the apostle
Paul tesches, quoting heathen poets,
we are “the oﬂqupring of God.” Like

The passages in the Scriptures that
speak of the reconciliation of God to the
world (witbithe possible exception of Col.
1: 20) all signify, as the context clearly
indicates, not a change in the attitude of
the world in reference to God, but a
change in His relations to the world, &
change, however, of which He is the ulti-
mate author. Yet we not unfrequently
meet—where we should not look for it
—mwith the abandonment of the Evan-
gelical and the adoption of the Socinian
exegesis. If history is worth anything
as a witness, the result of such astep,
wherever itis taken, will be to deprive
the gospel of an essential element of its
power over the consciences and hearts o
men: A half-truth cannot be made to do
the work of the truth.

There is space for one other illustra-
tion of the remarks made above on the
danger of half-truths. It is connected
with the doctrine of retribution. No
doubt it is & gain to be rid of a certain
hard and barsh way of p! ting this
truth. No doubt a disprogortionate
prominence was once given in the pul-
pit to this side of Christian jtruth, The
motive of fear was often plied in such a
manner aad in such a degree that the
sweeter, more attractive influences of
the gospel were not allowed gheir due
place.

It is right to dwell on
this indestructible relation of the soul to
the divine Creator, Preserver and patient,
merciful Benefactor. But leaving out
passages which are misinterpreted, the
verses of Scripture that touch on the
natural fatherhood of God, important as
that truth is, can be counted on the fin-
gers of one hand. The passage which
speaks of Him as “the God and Father
of all,” refers, as the context shows, to
Christian believers. The “ children of
God” in the Old Testament and the
New are those who do His wili and are
like Him. The “children of God ' are
distinguished from the world at large.
“As many ss received Him (Christ), to
them He gave power (the right) to be
come the sons of God, even to them who
believe on His pame'’ They become
children by believing on Jesus. So writes
the spostle John. “As many as are led
by the Bpirit of God, they are the sons

of God,” “Ye have received the spirit
of ndov;mn, whereby we cry, Abba,
Father.” “And if children, then heirs,”

otc. So writes the apostle Paul. The
teaching of Jesus is o the same effect.
The peacemakers are biéssed, * for
they "—they, mot people of a different
mind--“shall be called the children of
God.” Christ bade His hearers do good
to their enemies, “that ye may be the
children of your Father”; that is to say,
be like Him.

0dd Books.

In some countries leaves of trees are
still used for books. In Ceylon, the
leaves of the talipot, a tree common,on
that lsland, are used for a similar pur
pose. The talipot-tree belongs to the
alm family. It grows to about a hun-
dred feet high, is straight, and has no
real branches. When very old, the tree
blossoms, and dies after ripening its
fruit, The tree never blooms but onoce.
The leaves used for books are out by the
natives bafore they spread open, and are
of a pale brownish-yellow, & color they
retain for ages. The charscters are im

ressed upon the leal, and are rubbed
over with charcosl to make them show
more plainly, The leaves are then
strung together belween ocovers of
board or of some less common material,

Early writers made use of linen or
cotton fabrios, of skins, and even of
scales of fiahos for writing, For » long
period papyrus was used, the books be
ing made in rolls about one and a half
foel wide and sometimes fifty foet long
Papyros was » flag, or bulrush, growing
.».tt or ten feet high, found in the
marshos of Egypt; from ita inver pith
thie form of paper oalled papyrus was
made, A most extraordinary papyrus
was discovered at Memphis, supposed
to be more than 3000 years nh‘t It
measured one hundred feet in length.
1t is » “funersl roll,” and is preserved in
the British Museum. Papyrus sheets
were neitly joined, attached to a stick,
and rolled upon it (whenoe we have our
word ‘“volume,” from the Latin volvere, to
roll). The titles were written on tags
sttached to the sticks, or inscribed ou
the outside of the rolls. The rolls were
kept in round wooden boxes resembling
the old-fashioned bendboxes, and could
easily be carried about.

When the literary jealousy of the

Egyptians caused them to stop the
supply of papyrus, the king of Perga-
fnos, a city in Asia Minor, introduced the
use of sheepskin in a form called, from
the place of its invention, pergamona,
whence our word “parchment’ is be-
lieved to be derived. Vellum, s fiver
article made from oalfskin, was also
used. Many of the books done on vel-
lum, in the middle ages, were tran-
scribed by ,monks, and often it took
years to complete & single copy.

Books consisting of two or three
leaves of lead, thinly covered with wax,
on which they wrote with an iron pen
or stylus, the leaves being joined by iron
rings or by ribbons, were also used by
the ancients.

Books remained very scarce and ex
pensive until after the introduction of
paper made, from linen, and the inven
tion of printing.

When the first libraries were estab.
lished in England, books were so rare
and valuable that they were usually at
tached to_the shelves by iron chains to
prevent their being stolen.

Although the building will like-
ly be on the scademy grounds, the
manual training will be open to all stu-
dents. Mechanical gepius and talent
will be liberated in the scientific training
of the proposed school, and directed in
to’ their prpper spheres of usefulness.
The practical side of mechanical and
artistic Isbor need not, and, doubtless
will not, be confined to young men. This
training of the hand snd eye is useful for
young women as well. It can reach to’
the kitoben, to knowledge of house far-
nishing, modeling, drawing and design-
ing. Lot it onoe be introduced, snd be-
come adjssted to the essential training
now secured, and whatever advantages it
way bave for young ladies will appear,
snd will be placed within their resch.

Sometimes & man feels like keeping
still. He is so busy receiving that he
bas no time to give. He is swamped in
the midst of many thoughts and cannot
speak till he gets out. ~

In some such predicament I find my-
self. [t bas been in my heart to write to
my dear friends at home ever since
landing on these island shores. But I
have had so much to say that I bave had
nothing to say at all. There was no
place to begin. If [ had written a let-
ter to the MusseNGer AND VisiToR every
day, it would have been very easy. But
now all I can do is to write and tell you
that I cannot write you. I cannot pen
the .Atlantic Ocean nor Westminster
Abbey ; the Tower of London nor the
British Museum.

We are in London—Mrs. Morse, Miss
McNeil and I. Thus far the Lord has
led us on. As the peaks of ireland lift-
ed their misty heads above the white-
capped wave, and as later across the
Irish Sea old England’s hills loomed
through the gloom, we felt a strange
emotion like one who is coming home.
Agfoss this mighty main our fathers
came, and this is the lsad where imagi
nation revelled in boyhood’s days at
school. Here every sky seems like a
maternal wing, and every scene is some.
thing seen before.

One needs to sleep in London more
than a few nights, and especially to keep
awake in it more thao a few days, before
he can tell you just what kind of a town
it is, and everything about it. We have
been on top of & few omnibusses, cross.
ed a few streets, talked with a few

wation, but each day imp me more
‘and more with its absolute desirableness
and necessity for the aggressive work
to-day demanded of us. Has anything
in all history bore more unmistakable
evidences, both in inception, and growth,
and usefulness, of God's ordering and
direction, than this young people’s move-
ment toward organization? And it is so
exaotly the thing we wanted—the thing
that the churches have been praying for
s0 long!

The objection may be
given that ministers should not be so
largely inflaenced by dollare. But minis-
ters are men, and have ordinary men's
needs, and what is five cents to each
member of a church of " two hundred
members, is ten dollars to the minister.

Chicacole Correspondence.

QUARTERLY MEETING,

As you know, our Coristians on the
Chicscole fiald meet every quarter for
one week of spiritusl refreshing and de-
liberations. The last quarterly was held
in Kimedy, October Ttb-13th. These
gatherings are always interesting and
highly profitable ; but that just held was
especially 80, owing to the fact that we
had visiting brethren with us from Bob-
bili, Bumli and Viziaoagram. It was in-
deed a season of spiritual refreshing and
rejoicing. The Lord was with us and we
felt His presence. Probably no better
proof of this could be desired than the
excellent prayer meetings which we en-
joyed. Time was never lost, and no ex-
ercises were tediously loog, chillingly
unspiritusl, or dry and lifeless. The
many prayers, by their earnestness and
spirituslity, gave evidence of a desire for
the hidden things of God. Perhaps you
would like to know what our Christians
do when they meet in the Quarterlies. 1
shall give you an idea of how we spent
the five or six days of the last gather-
ing. The daily meetings were from 7 to
10 a. m., and 3 to 6 p. m. The first Aour
in the morning and the first half hour in
the afterncon were devoted to prayer
meetings. Eight of such meetings were
beld, the sutjscts of which were: Ex
perience meeting (conference), Promise,
Praise, Renewal of Strength, Holy
Spirit ss Sanctifier, as Leader, as Teach
er, Earnestoess. From 8 to 830 we had
sermons ; of these there were five, with
the following subj-ots: Our Father in
Heaven, Sanoctitication, The Wages o
Sin, Co laborers with God, Heaven. With
the exoeption of oné prayer meeting and
one sermon (by the writer) the prayer
and preaching servioes were led by the
native preachers. Papers uppn a num
ber of subjects were read and disoussed
The Sunday school lessotis of the quar
ter just ended furnished subjocts for the
younger and. less experienced Chris
tians. This was & sort of publio review,
the subjects being The Kings of
Israel, Abab and Jegebel, Johu, Athalls,
Hessokiah, The Captivity of lsrael and
Judsh, Papers were also prepared upos
the following : To what alass of people
chiefly shall we direct our efforts ; The
duty of all Christisns to tell the Story §
How to secare a good prayer meeting |
How to study the Bible (as s preacher)
The discussions on “good prayer misel
ings' and “Bible study"” were very lively
and profitable. On the whole [ think’the
amount of time given by our Christians
to Bible stily will compare favorably
with the bhabit in vogue among
Christians at home. Of course, as might
be expeoted, many had to -confess sad
neglect of God's Word. Probably there
are many of us who would have sad con-
feassions to make along that line. Oh
that we might all learn to feed daily
upon the Word and be strong. One
morning was devoted to Sunday-school
work: Two of the preachers prepared
papers on the subjects : *‘How to teach
the Lesson,” and “How to prepare it
(both as scholar md huher) o whieh
were  di at d
length. Our Coristisns have few,
if any, Bible helps. This is a dis
advantage, and yet, if they will only
study the Bible faithfully, the disadvan
tage will be turned into s blessing. Too
much outside material is often a snare,
and hinders true Bible study.

THR NEW OHURCH.

In response to our call the various
churches sent delegates to sit in counecil
with us and advise in regard to the orga-
nization of the Kimedy Baptist church
1 was especially anxious to have Bro
Sanford with us at the time, as he would
probably be unable again to visit Kimedy
before leaving the country. But un
fortunately he was notable to undertake
80 long s journey by ox bandy now that
the weather is rather uncertain. Bro.
Shaw fully intended to be with us but
was unavoidably detained. Bro. Chur
chill was present and gave valuable as-
sistance in the organizing of the church,
and encouraged us by his presence in
the quarterly meeting. The organiza.
tion took place on Sunday. It wasa
full day and & blessed ons. A large
Sunday-school was held in the morning,
after which the writer preached. Then
we all walked to the river where Bro.
Churchill baptized a young man belong:
ing to his field. He has been living for
some months past with one of my preach.
ers, and we rejoice to know that he has
been led to Christ. We were sorry dhat
we had none ready for baptism on our
field. The Lord is sifting the people and
their attitude in regard to baptism gen-
erally tests the sincerity or insincerity
of their profession.

and ill-suited to its purpose, is pessing
out of use. The simple metal English
washstand is being- generally used. It
is enamelled, and no amount of water
can injure it. It requires no elaboration
of toilet covers to protect it, like a wash-
stand of natural wood. It has no shut-
up places, which are never gfred, and
which are very apt to be in disorder. It
is simplicity itsell. The old-fashioned
bureau is succeeded in many of our
rooms by a chest of drawers and a low
comfortable dressing table, but, as this
necessitates the use of two pieces of
furniture in place of one, the bureau is

used, but most be instantly followed by
a solution of one part muriatic acid to
five of water. Mildew stains on white
linen or muslin should be treated iu the
ssme way. There is hardly anything
more obstinate than mildew stains,
thotigh they may sometimes be removed
by salts of lemon, though they should
afterward be rinsed in clear cold water.
Paint stains yield at once to turpentine,
as everyone knows, but if they are old
and obstinate a little chloroform will
assist materially in the process of soften-
ing. Spotson a colored dressor on a
carpet which have become faded may
often be brightened by the use of
ammonia mixed with a little alcohol.
A stain of tar is one of the most difficult
to eradicate. The first process in re
moving it is to wet it in oil or butter.
Scrape this off after it has stood for a
while and apply turpentine, rubbing it
vigorously. y & smooth, heavy wad of
white cloth under it and apply bensine
to it. Then wash the goods, if they are

Cottee
is one of the best deodorisers which we
have. [t should be simply ground and
passed around the room on a hot shovel,
on which two or three live coals have
been placed. Burned cotton or eotion
rags are also valuable for.this purpose.
Aromatic vinegar and camphor are both
excellont  deodorizers, and may be
sprinkled freely in a sick room. The
practice of some nurses who use cologne
water, sprinkling it freely through the
room by means of sn atomizer, is very
commendable, as it proves grateful and
refreshing to & patient. A pail of clean
cold water set in néwly painted rooms.is
waid 1o have » neutralizing effect on the
polsonous odor given out by new lead
paiot. It is safer, however, not to
eooupy such s room until it has become
thoroughly disinfected and deodorised
by pure fresh air.

THE FARM.
Forethought of Gardens.

Probably two-thirds of the farm gar.
dens are now ocovered with dense growth
of weeds that have ripened seed, which,
if left, will fill the soil and give trouble
for years. A large part of this can be
deatroyed by burning if the garden is
covered with a thick cout of straw and
fired when & good breeze is blowing.
Straw makes a very hot fire, and even
much of the seed which has fallen on
the ground can be destroyed in this way.
I find it great advantage also to plough
the. garden in the fall, and if ploughed
deep the weedseed still left wilf be
turned down so deeply as to give much
less trouble than it would if near the
surface. Besides, if the garden is
loughed in narrow lands snd the dead
urrows opened so as to carry off the
water, it will dry off so as to admit of
being planted much earlier in spring
than if left unploughed, and besides, it
will be in much better condition.

I never made so perfeot a seed-bed
when [ deferred ploughing in garden
until spring as I do now that I always
plough in the fall, although I formerly
put double the work on it. Many farm-
ers doubt the wisdom of planting early
belfore the weather is warm, and this is
true of beans and some other tender
vegetables, but peas, lettuce, radishes,
beets, cabbage, onions, spinach and
cress may all be planted as soon as the
land ean be worked, and will be in use
from one to three weeks earlier than if
the planting is deferred until settled
warm weather.

The manure for the garden should be
fine and free from grass or weed seed,
and is best applied on the surface after
the garden is ploughed, as the frost will
fine it and the soluble parts be taken
up by the soil and be ready to boom the
piants. 1 bave never yet found a gar
den too rich; and 1 usually cover the
surface of mine every fall.

Give the strawberties their winter pro-
tection as soon as the ground freeses
hard enough to bear the team, snd
coarse manare is better than straw, The
best plan [ ever tried is to bed the
horses with the waste from the corn.
fodder, but the fodder should, before
feeding, be cut into lengths of six inches
to a foot, and then let it acoumulate in
the stali for & week or two, or as long as
you can without inconvenience. The
horses will teamp it fiat, it will take up
the urine and be mixed with the dung,
80 as to fertilize the plants, and by
spring the rains will have washed it
clean. The strawberry is not easily
smothered, will bear heavy mulching,
and when spring opens you need only
open over lfxe rows aad leave the mulch
in the spaces between to keep down
weeds and retain moisture.— IWaldo F,
Brown, in N. Y. Tribune.
