No Abatement Looked
For Until Tomorrow ---
Thousands of Poor
Flee to Paris.

Paris, Jan, 26—~The river authorl-
ties announced tonight that the Seine
would continue to rise until Thursday
and would exceed the high record of
1802,

The Lyons R, R, Company sent out
a notification that all services out of
Paris have been suspended.

The great honded warehouses at
Bercy appear to be doomed to de-
struction, involving gn immense loss.
The merchants are hurriedly remov-
ing what they can.

At Colombes, the Seine threatens
momentarily to mount the - parapet
and flood the populous working class
suburbs of Genhevilllers, six miles
northwest of the centre of Paris, This
place has a population of about 7,000,

Telegrams have been sent by the
military authorities to the generals in
the provinces to hurry pontoons, bed-
ding and sappers to the points where
“the floods are most severe.

The Minister of Marine has ordered
the authorities to despatch lifeboats
and crews to Paris.

A steamboat pontoon broke from its
moorings at 2 o'clock this morning
and was swept against one of the
arches of the Pont de I'’Alma, com-
pletely obstructing the river at that
point. It probably will have to be
blown up,

The floods have brought disaster
to a large part of France. The or
dinarily modest and peaceful Seine
is now a raging torrent and rising at
the rate of more than an inch an hour,
As it rushes furiously seawards, it
sotnds the message of increasing mis-
ery and destruction.

The geheral expectation that the
maximum of the flcod would be reach-
ed -tonight has not been realized. Of-
ficlal reports from the Seine's afflu-
ents this afternoon that they were
beginning to fall, have proved incor-
rect, for they are rising steadily and
the official estimate tonight is that
the Seine will be at least fifteen inch-
@8 higher by tomorrow afternoon,

Fleeing to Paris.

The victims or the flood number
more than a hundred thousand and
the monetary loss is incalculable.
Thousands of poor are hopelessly
ruined and are fleeing to Paris. The
government, by urgent measures, has
requisitioned army and navy material
to house the sufferers and boats for
the rescue of the stricken, as well as
those imprisoned in the houses in the
flood centres on all sides of Paris,

The region of inundation is stead-
ily enlarging and villages, in scores
of places are completely submerged;
the people fleeing for their lives and
abandoning everything. In many cas-
es the #oldiers have been obliged to
use force in compelling the inhabit.
ants to evacuate their homes. Hun-
dreds of them refused to leave, clam-
oring only for food and water.

In Parls, the situation js rapidly
becoming worse, the floods sparing
neither the rich mor the poor.

The flood is insidiously invading
the camplactly-built area on either
side of the winding Seine, undermin-
ing the residences and public build-
ings and forcing the evacuation of
many houses. - All the streets in one
arondissement in the southeastern
section are running rivers, Every
hour helps to complete the tle-up of
the telephone, telegraph and rail-
roads. e subway and tram servi-
ces are diminishing and in every sec-
tion gas and electric light are falling.

“As far as can be ascertained there
was nobody, living or dead, on the
car when it was burned. I have met
several who were on the scene im-
mediately after the accident, before
the wrecked car caught fire, and they
all state that there was none on the
car when it was burned. The storles
of injured people being cremated are
pure fiction. The reports from the
hospitals show that none of the in-
jured suffered from burns, the only
one who showed any signs of fire be-
ing a boy whose hair was singed.
Since the accident everything possi-
ble has been done to look after the
injured and to treat the bodies of the
dead with every consideration.”

The Cause.

As the cause of the accident, Mr.
McNichol stated that this had not yet
been fixed. Mr. J. W, Leonard re-
turned today from the scene but had
not been able to find any evidence
such as would show what had derafled
the car which caused the smash,

“I have seen half a dozen people,”
sald the vice-president, of the C. P, R.
“who were on the train, and they
state that it was running at the or-
‘dinary rate as It approached the
bridge. Our own reports show that
it was running sharp on time, and pro-

ing at its usual rate of thirty to
irty-five miles an hour. There is
no ground for the theory that the
train was running at excessive speed.
and there are so many causes which
might have led to the derailing of
the car that it is impossible to theo-
rize.

New York, Jan. 25.—S8tocks broke
from three to seven points this after-
noon in several of the most active
issues, with a violence not often ex-
ceeded on the exchange except in
periods of absolule demoralization.
Early sales were in enormous volume
and flooded the market from every
quarter. Some of the severest losses
were in Union Pacific, S8outhern Pa-
cific, Reading, Amalgamated Copper,
United States Steel and Consolidated
Gas. The aunouncement of an ex-
tra dividend on Steel Common was
not made untMiafter the close of the
market.

This rush of liquidation was gener-
ally conceded to be speculative and
Wall Street, in explanation; profess-
ed acute anxiety over the character-
ization it was pleased to giye of the
attitude of President  Taft and his
administration toward corporations
in general, both good and “bad.”

There was & momentary lull and a
following rally after the issuance of
& statement from the White House
expostulating :g:ainst the sensational
intentions attributed to the govern-
ment, but at the best, the weakness
of the market again became acute and
the last prices were the lowest.

Prices of wheat, corn, cotton, oil
and pork, declined at the same time
with stocks and one might have im-
agined that the community was being
given practical object lessons in the
cost of living. Total sales for the
day reached the unusual figures of
1,617,881, shares, against 583,786 a
year ago.

INTERNKTIONA
PARK PLANNEL

United States Active in Scheme
For Establishment of 5000
Square Mile Park Along
Backbone of Countries.

Washington, D. €., Jan. 25.~The
fact that the United States and Can-
ada are engaged in a co-operative
scheme for the establishment of an
international park of about 5,000
squaré miles in extent along the back-
bone of the continent in the two coun-
tries, was developed in the senate to-
day. It came to the surface in con-
nection with the consideration of a
bill looking to the creation of the
“Glacier National Park,” in’ Northern
Montana. It was stated that negotia-
tions were in progress looking to the
establishment of a similar park on
the Canada side of the international
line, which it is intended shall con-
nect with the proposed American re-
servation.

SCHOONER HASKELL 15
AEANDONED TO WAVES

Chatham, Mags., Jan. 25.—Abandon-
ed to the bars and shoals which have
80 tenaciously gripped the schooner S.
G. Haskell that three days' efforts to
float her were without result, the
schooner lies on Handkerchief Shoals
tonight full of water and deserted. A
fast rising northeast wind with rain
will begin, it is feared, the work of
destruction which government engin-
eers will finish with dynamite. Her
cargo of cypress lumber, which the
Haskell was carrying from Brunswick
Ga., to Portland, is still aboard and
wreckers have yet to jettison this and
to strip her of fittings.

Ottawa, Jan. 25.—In the senate to-
day Sir Richard Scott introduced a
bill to regulate the transportation of
intoxicating liquors, which forbids any
transportation company or individual
from carrying liquor into any prov-
ince, county, city or municipality
which has declared for prohibition for
use in such place. An exception is
made allowing an individual to him-
self bring in liquor to the amount of
five gallons for his own use. There
is another exception in favor of the
provinces to enable liguor to be taken
in for sale under medical prescriptions
or for industrial purposes.

The elections will continue through.
out the week, but the chances of the
Unionists obtaining a majority or of
the Liberals securing enough seats to
rendef them independent of the La-
borites and Nationalists, have mnow
disappeared and it becomes a most ine
teresting question as to how the Lib~
eral government is going to meet the
diiliculties before it. The air is full
of suggestions of compromise, but
nothing is likely to be decided until
the Prime Minister calls a meeting of
the cabinet next week for a prelimin-
ary discussion of the terms of the
royal speech for the opening of the
new parliament.

Various measures are expected to
be promised in the Kings speech, in-
cluding Welsh disestablishment, un-
employment insurance and the veto
of the House of Lords. The veto
question will be the first to be taken
up, after the address in reply to the
Kings speech is disposed of. The
King will open parliament with full
state ceremony, February 15. Queen
Alexandra will accompany him.

According to a rumor from a re-
liable source tonight, Premier As-
quith’s present idea is only to pro-
pose that the House of Lords be de-
prived of the power of vetoing finance
bills, but it is practically certain such
a restricted measure will not satisfy
the Nationalists, to say nothing of
the Radicals, and unless the Govern.

INDIANG ARE IN
UNUSUALLY GOOD HEALTH

Spokane, Wash.,, Jan. 2§.—"Every-
thing is running aleng smoothly on
the reservations and all the Indians
are in unusually good health,” sald
Captain John McA. Webster, Indian
agent of the Spokane-Colville rese:.
vations, stationed at Fort Spokane, a
few days ago. &

“We are just at the tail end of a
mild epidemic of measles among the
Indians at the Nespelem sub-agency,
but outside of that there has been
no sickness out of the ordinary among
the three thousand Indians under my
supervision,

“The sanitarium at Fort Spokane
tuberculosis is proving a success.
We have patients sent there from
agencies all over the country, and
every one is improving in health,
The last one to arrive was a little
girl from Minnesota.

“We employ the most modern
methods in battling with the disease
and give the little patients plenty ol
fresh air and the very best of nourish
ing food—not pork and beans and
that sort of stuff, but milk, eggs, but-
ter and other flesh building foods,
It is remarkable how the little suffer-
ers take on flesh just as soon as they
have been under treatment for a few
weeks, ¥

“The nine Indian sch®is which 1
have established in dimerent parts
of the reservation in the last two
years are all doing excellent work,
and the Indians are extremely proud
of these schools. Next spring I ex-
pect to establish another_school for
the Calispels on the Pend Oreille
River. :

“Since the scheme for the allotment
of lands went into effect the birth
rate among the several tribes has in-
creased markedly., Every Indian
baby at birth is alloted either eighty
|acres of plough land or 160 acres of
grazing ‘land, and this fact seems to
have spurred the Indians to take up

WHITE DUCKs
TURNED BLACK

Of 240 Lily White Ducks Ship-
ped From China to Long
Island Eight Turncoat Drakes
Survived Voyage.

New York, Jan. 26—One Long Is-
land duck fancier will be surprised
when he receives his consignment of

white Pekinese ducks that came in
yesterday on board the Ghazee, a
British tramp, eighty-four days out

from Hong Kong, with stops at by
ports. This fancier, who is reputed
as wealthy, will have delivered to
him by Captain Cave, commander of
the steamer, eight drakes out of a
shipment of 250 ducks of both sexes
that started from China, and the
shock will come when he sees that
the snow white ducks he purchased
have turned black.

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THE METHODISTS AND
THEIR SUPERNUMERARIES

To the Editor of The Standard:

Sir, Will you kindly allow me to
add a few words to what was said on
Supernumerary matters in your issue
of the 20th inst.

The increase of our supernumerary
fund was to be derived from the fol-
lowing sources: An annual assess-
ment of $10—Ilater on raised to $12 on
every minister—an annual assess-
ment of ten cents on every member
of the church; a public collection in
all our meéting places; contributions
obtained by the personal appeals of
the superintendents of circuits when
visiting the classes; and donations,
legacies and the interest on invested
funds.

The ministerial assessment was al-
ways paid at the district meeting in
June; the public collections were
never very large; special donations
and legacies, with a few exceptions,
have neither been numerous nor
great in amount; and a reference to
the minutes of Conference will show
that year after year the: ten cent
membership assessment was not paid.
The methods of securing the neces-
sary funds proved a failure and was
given up, and others adopted in their
place. But the new methods have
not benefited the needed relief, and
the Methodist church today ps the
claims of her disabled ministers with
only 80 cents for the gollar,

For the ministers of twenty-five or
thirty yvears ago this much may be
said that with the miserably small
salaries they were then receiving it
was hard for them to make appeals
for the future when the needs of the
present were S0 pressing, and the
same may be said about our people,

(for times were dull and many were

not able te do what they would like
to have done, although it is doubtless
true that more might have been
done.

But the times have. changed, our
ministers are now said to be on the
whole better paid than are those of
any other church in the province. We
are assured that money is plenty and
the business outlook very bright,
While governments, corporations and
other employers of labor are increas-
ing the wages of their employes be-
cause of the increased cost of living,
no such increase is given the super-
numerary, but instead his income is
subject to a deduction of one-fifth of
what in days of cheaper living was
deemed none too large. If it is the
duty of individuals or firms to pay
their debts a church should do so, and
if our did so the hearts and homes of
these aged men and widowed women
would be relieved of burdens they
have no right to bear. There are it
is said in the Conference of New
k and P. E. Island 20 super-
numeraries and the widows of 23 min
isters who only receive one-half of
what was paid while their husbands
lived—and these had last year to suf-
fer a deficiency of something over
$2,000. For 43 persons this was con-
siderable, but it surely would not be
a very difficult matter for 14,000
church members, without counting
the wider constituency of the congre-
gations to raise that amount.

One word more while all our minis-
ters, professors and other officials are
paid guarterly, many of them month-
ly and some weekly, the supernumer-
ary has to wait for a year for his
small income. And if hard up as not
a few of them are at times, and have
to get an advance upon their claim,
they lm\e to pay interest ou the same.

Richard O'Leary Here From Ottawa Telis of the Effect of
Revelations in Sawdust Wharf Deal --- Attempt to Cover
Up Tracks With Check From Dredging Contractor Gave

Mr. R. O'Leary of Richibucto, who
has been at Ottawa for the past week
or so glving evidence at the inquiry
into the Richibucto Sawdust Whart

Scandal, arrived in the city last even-
ing en route to his home.

“What has been the effect of the
Sawdust Whart Scandal at Ottawa?”
a reporter asked Mr. O'Leary soon
after his arrival.

“Well, now, what would you think
would be the effect?” replied Mr.
O'Leary. “There could be ouly one
effect with the case of the prosecu-
tion so clearly proved right up to the
hilt. Mr. Pugsley has been discredit-
ed in the ayes of the respectable ele-
ment of his party, several of whom
expressed themselves to that effect
to me in no uncertain terms.

“Why,” added Mr, O’Leary, “the
very idea of producing that check of
a dredging contractor to help him
cover up his tracks showed up Mr.

His
trickery and tomfoolery became a
regular laughing stock, and Mr. Pugs-
ley's confreres have seen him and one
of his operations exposed.”

front properties, Finally I was asked
about a piece of property with frontal
on the water that I had bought at
Buctouche from Mr. O. J. LeBlane,
and Mr. Crockét asked ‘Do you mean
Mr. LeBlanc, M. P, who sits to your
left?
