Ottawa, July 6.—Charles Gibson, the1

London, July 6.—After ten days d 
fighting, more severe and deadly in 
character than anything in the last 
Balkan war, a little light begins U 
break upon the hitherto obscure opera 
tlons. In the first place, the Ser 
vians have lost more men than in th« 
whole previous struggle and semi-olfl 
cial statements issued at Belgrade 
have the appearance of an Intention 
to prepare the public for news of a 
disaster. Desperate fighting, with 
fluctuating fortunes, is proceeding 
along the Vardar and Bregalenitza 
rivers, which seems to be in favor of 
the Bulgarians. Important news has 
been received of the Bulgarian inva­
sion of Servia through Belogradchyk. 
about forty-five miles northeast of 
Nish, Servia's most important fortified

No indication is given of the 
strength of the Bulgarian column, at 
this point, but the Bulgarians claim 
to have defeated the Servians and 
captured five guns and a quantity of 
other war material, and by the occu­
pation of the passes, to have opened 
the road to Nish.

There is heavy fighting also between 
the Servians and Bulgarians to the 
south of Istip and in the neighborhood 
of Kotchana. About two hundred thou­
sand men are engaged and the losses 
on both sides appear to be terrible.

Bulgaria's strategy appears to be to 
hold the Greeks In check, probably 
with comparatively small forces, 
while she deals with Servia. This 
assumption, if correct, would explain 
the victorious advance of the Greek

Unconfirmed reports credit the Bul­
garians with victories near Koprlll 
giving them the key to Uskup, and 
with an outflanking movement from 
the south of Tahynes Lake, which 
would cut off the Greek retreat. Sa- 
loniki despatches continue to report 
Greek victories. The Greeks are 
said to have captured sixteen guns 
at Doiran. Evidence of desperate 
fighting is found in the arrival of 
eight thousand wounded at Saloniki, 
taxing the town's accommodations and 
resources to the uttermost.

A conservative estimate of the 
killed or disabled in last week's fight­
ing fixes the number at from thirty 
to forty thousand. Thousands of des­
titute refugees from the scene of the 
fighting are pouring into Saloniki.

The Greeks ha\e made wholesale 
charges against the Bulgarians of 
burning and pillaging all the villages 
they abandon and of committing mur­
ders, mutilations and other horrors. 
More than four thousand refugees are 
concentrated at Nigrita and adjacent 
villages.

London, July 5.—The Bulgarian le­
gation received tonight, official con­
firmation of the surrender of the Ser­
vian Timok division, numbering 
thousand. Six machine guns, tw 
seven quick flrers and a complete com- 
misariat train were also captured. 
Two Servian regiments which cross­
ed the frontier into Bulgaria, accord­
ing to further advices, have been driv­
en back to the north of Egri Palanka.

Greek Minister Leaves Sofia.
Sofia, July 5.—The Greek minister 

withdrew from here today after plac­
ing the Greek interests In the hands 
of the French legation.

A Hopeless Campaign.
Vienna. July 5.—Private reporte 

from Belgrade indicate that even Ser­
vian official quarters are beginning ti 
fear that the campaign against the 
Bulgarians is almost hopeless. For 
Bulgaria the attitude of Roumanie 
const.lutes the greatest menace. The 
Roumanian army has been provision­
ally mobilized, but the government 
makes her future attitude dependent 
upon the course of the negotiations 
a nth Bulgaria.

It Is hoped here that Bulgarian 
statesmen will perceive the necessity 
of coming to a speedy ana amicable 
settlement with their neighbor, whose 
friendship at the present moment lc of 
such vital necessity to Bulgaria.

Moncton, July 6 —Some time be­

The police of Amherst, Sack- 
ville and the I. C. R., have been noti­
fied and are now at work on the case.

Johannesburg, July 6.—The mobs 
re-assembled today.

A great 
mob assembled outside the building, 
shouting and Jeering the troops.

COALOne of the most characteristic 
stories we have of Thoreau, that won­
derfully close and poetic observer of 
Nature, is told by a friend who accom­
panied him on one of his long walks 
about Concord. The* two men fell to 
talking of those rude arrow-heads, 
chopped from stone, which are almost 
the only relics now to be found of the 
Indian tribes that used to hunt in that 
region ; and Thoreau's companion ex­
pressed his surprise that anyone could 
ever see, in those wide fields around 
them, such mere chips of quartz. 
"Here Is one now," replied Thoreau, 
stopping and picking one up at his 
friend’s very feet.

Thoreau was justly proud of his 
keen power of observation, and used 
to explain it by saying that hS knew 
what to look for. "Nature," he writes 
In one of his books, "does not cast 
pearls before swine. There Is just 
as much beauty visible to us In the 
landscape as we are prepared to ap­
preciate—not a grain more. . . . 
There is no power to see in the ey<* 
itself," he Insists, “any more than in 
any other jelly.

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A DISTINGUISHED ÔAREER.

The Rev. John McNeill, who re­
cently became pastor of Cooke’â 
Church, Toronto, was born at Hous­
ton, Renfrewshire, fifty-nine years ago 
today. HU early education was re­
ceived In the Free Church school of 
his native village, and at the age of 
fifteen he entered the railway service. 
He was twenty-three when he aban- 
dond railroading to study for the min. 
Istry. After eight years of study at 
Edinburgh and Glasgow universities 
and the Free Cltttrch Divinity Hall at 
Glasgow, he was ordained and called 
to an Edinburgh church. In 1889 he 
went to London as pastor of the Re­
gent Square Presbyterian Church, and 
remained there until 1892, when he 
began his noteworthy career as a mis­
sion preacher with the late D. L. 
Moody. As an evangelist he toured 
Great Britain, Ireland, India. South 
Africa, Australia, New Zealand, Tur­
key, Asia Minor, the United States 
and Canada, and became famous 
throughout the world as an eloquent 
and forceful preacher. Within the 
last five years he had served churches 
in London and Liverpool. Canada has 
attracted few more distinguished cler­
gymen than thy Rev. John McNeill.
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rA DOMINION-WIDE TOUR. schools, continue their education at 
evening vocational classes and tech­
nical day courses, and ln many other 
places, In Scotland as well as England, 
the attendance reaches a figure nearly 
as high. In Manchester it is claimed 
that 3.9 per cent, of the whole popu­
lation of the city attend some form of 
continuation and vocation schools 
while between the ages of 14 and 18 
years.

In four-fifths of the states of Ger­
many, for the whole state, or In some 
states for cities only of over 10,000 
inhabitants, attendance at continua­
tion and vocational schools Is com­
pulsory between 14 and 17 years. It 
was observed that German cities had 
the advantage both over those of Eng­
land and those of Canada ln the num­
ber of youths of either sex seen stand­
ing at street corners or roaming aim­
lessly about. The vocational classes 
for young people seem to have affected 
the whole working population—though 
at first compulsory attendance was re­
sented by some employers as well as 
by some of the young people.

In all the countries visited by the 
Commission much valuable informa­
tion was gathered through conversa­
tions with recognized leaders ln educa­
tional movements who spoke frankly 
and fully of the systems with which 
they were identified. The information 
thus obtained has been so arranged 
as to be of service in dealing with 
the needs of Canada. It is the opinion 
of the Commissioners that the experi­
ences of the school should tend more 
directly towards "the inculcation and 
conservation of a love of productive, 
constructive ànd conserving labor" 
and that the children whose parents 
desire them to follow manual occupa­
tions, after twelve years of age, have 
their faculties directed towards their 
future life work.

Stress is laid on the importance of 
a harmonious growth of mind and 
body and the formation of habits of 
obedience, courtesy, diligence and 
thoroughness. In secondary and high, 
er education it Is recommended that 
the changes which have been taking 
place in France. Germany and the 
United States should be gradually in­
troduced in Canada ln such a way as 
to be most advantageous to the coun­
try’s Industry and trade and that the 
Increased financial support of our uni­
versities aud colleges, which such a 
change will necessitate should be pro­
vided in such a way as will not pre­
vent, deserving young persons from 
seeking the highest grade of technical 
instruction.

Never before, in the history of man­
kind, urge the Commissioners, did 
seven .millions of people come into 
free possession of so grand a heritage 
as ours. Yet what is best in Canada's 
inheritance is the quality of her life. 
The ancestors of the Canadians of 
today loved liberty, cherished justice, 
prized intelligence. All that they 
for us and left to us must be improv­
ed by education and general educa­
tion must be crowned by industrial 
training. Thus in time will the na­
tion become more Intelligent, capable 
and prosperous, and more united In 
its efforts to meet and solve 
problems as may arise.

IN LIGHTER VEINSpeaking of the importance of this 
tour through the Dominion, which is 
now nearly completed. Col. Hughes, 
in an interview at Ottawa after re­
turning from the West, stated that 
Sir lan Hamilton had been making 
one of the greatest Imperial trips 
ever undertaken in Canada. No part 
of the West had been neglected. They 
found that there was a spirit of work 
abroad among all Canadian soldiers 
and military training no longer con­
sisted of twelve days* recreation. With 
regard to the abolition of the canteen 
and its effect the Minister of Militia 
said he had not heard a single word 
of complaint There was everywhere 
the highest commendation at the ab­
sence of liquor in camp. He found 
a strong British spirit in the West, 
where former citizens of the United 
States are becoming the best of 
British subjects. General Sir Ian 
Hamilton's tribute to the loyalty and 
patriotism which prevails in the Do­
minion is noteworthy. "I believe," 
he said, " that the red coat is bind­
ing the East and the West as much 
together as even the prodigious ef­
forts of the Grand Trunk, the Cana­
dian Pacific and the Canadian North­
ern. The common interest between 
the eastern and western soldiers is 
due to a common love and respect 
for the British flag and institutions."

These satisfactory results are un­
doubtedly due in large measure to 
the keen interest which the Minister 
of Militia takes in his Department, 
That the militia is growing in popu­
larity is evident by the fact that 
72,500 men over the present establish­
ment have applied to be formed into 
corps. The strength of the militia, 
forces is now 73,000, not counting 
35,000 cadets. With this steady in­
crease it is clear that there is no 
need of compulsory training in Can­
ada. The people are being educated 
to voluntary military training.

It is of interest to note that the 
visit of General Ian Hamilton to in­
spect the training camps In Canada 
is in accordance with a decision of 
the Imperial Conference of 1911. at 
which it was agreed that the promo­
tion of effectiveness and cohesion in 
the military forces of the several 
dominions required the organizing 
and regulating services of a specially 
qualified Imperial officer. The In­
spector-General's tour is for the pur­
pose of preparing a report on how 
the training and organization of the 
militia may be harmonized with the 
system of the military forces of the 
Empire.

About 1,500 people attended the 
game of ball on the North End

"Mr. Beecher wrote to Dr. Philip

"Inspired of Christ, Mr. Beecher 
was an enthusiastic exponent of the 
gospel of love.

It 
may have its histories; it may have its 
implemen-ts; it may have Its various 
organizations and institutions. None 
of these things are religion, any more 
than plows and harrows are wheat, 
any more than trees and pruning 
knives are pears, apples or pet 
They may have some relation t 
cultivation of these, but the fruit— 
that is the end and aim; and the fruit 
of the Spirit, salth the. Apostle, is 
love, joy. peace and so on. The king­
dom of God is within you. It is your­
self in a^klven condition of mind. 
That is religion.’

No Special Doctrine.
"It is impossible to identify the 

name of Henry Ward Beecher with any 
particular doctrine of Christian theol­
ogy The name of Calvin is associat­
ed with God’s sovereignty, that of Lu­
ther with Justification.

San Francisco, July 5.—Ike Kahan- 
smoku, the Olympic champion, proved 
today that he is the greatest short dis­
tance swimmer the world has ever 
seen. Entered from the Hut Nall 
Club of the Hawaiian Islands In the 
Pacific coast championships of the 
A.A.U., he broke all records in the 
100 and 75 yards dashes.

Three timers watches caught it 
alike. For the 100 his time was 54
3- 5 seconds. Daniels of New York 
held the previous record of 54 4-5 for 
a course with four turns. As is well 
known, the swimmer gains speed kick­
ing himself away from the boundary 
walls, and the more turns the faster 
the course. At Sutro today the course 
was 75 yards straight away, turn and 
2c yards on the home stretch. For a 
straightaway course the record is 56
4- 5. The Hawaiian's own Olympic rec­
ord, which he bettered today was 55 
1-5. Ernest Smith of Sin Francisco, 
unattached, was second with 50 sec 
onds flat, which beats the previous 
Pacific coast record of one minute flat.

Smith led by two yards at the half­
way mark, but there the Hawaiian 
turned loose bis power and at the 
turn he was in the lead with a new 
world's record of 76 yards. His time

New York, July 6.—A dirigible bal­
loon carrying George M. Gay, a youth­
ful Norwalk, Ohio, aeronaut, that was 
swept away from the New Jersey 
shore of the Hudson early last night 
and was for six hours unheard of here, 
fell In the waters of Long Island 
Bound at 7.30 o’clock last night, ac­
cording to deflhtte word received ear­
ly this morning.

Gay was saved by the crew of the 
steamer Sagamore, which, passing 
Bands Point, on the north shore of 
Long Island, sighted the balloon be 
fore it reached the water’s surface 
a mile and a half off shore. The diri­
gible sank and Gay was picked up af 
ter swimming about for five minutes. 
The balloon covered a distance of 
about twenty-five miles In its uncon 
trollable flight from the Hudson River. 
It was without motor and rudder, and 
Gay, a novice, was unable to release 
the gas.

class meant Increasing exploitation for I 
the working class, as well as the obli­
teration of the middle class, and that 
In order to carry civilization forward 
It was necessary for the working class 
to tyke control of the machinery of 
production, and Instead of operating 
it for the benefit of the few to operate 
It for the good of all.

She pointed out how the larger capi­
talism was making the position of 
the small employer and small trades­
men more and more untenable, owing 
to Its ability to occupy some strategic 
position in the system of production 
or distribution and levy tribute like 
the robber barons of old not only up­
on the worker, but upon the small em­
ployer.

She said the class struggle 
patent fact In every Industrial coun­
try, and that while socialism would 
make for a saner life for everybody, 
It was essentially a working class 
movement, because the workers were 
more strongly interested from the 
economic viewpoint in hastening the 
evolution of society.

Miss Muschat Is evidently not sat­
isfied with conditions in the west, as 
she is going to Halifax to take a Job 
there. She said that while out west 
she taught school In a farming dis­
trict and that though everybody 
around owned a farm of 160 acres 
their children went ill-clad and bare­
foot, and that In winter large num­
bers of the farmers had to go to the 
cities to work In order to eke out a 
living for their families. Possession 
of a farm in the west did not spell 
prosperity, because the shylocks, the 
railways and various other capitalist 
agencies took the cream off the pro­
duct of the farmer's labor.

♦ "The agitation for open air schools 
seems to be attracting considerable 
attention," said F. Montazambert, 
chief medical health officer for the 
Dominion, who is at the Royal. "The 
idea of open air schools is an excel­
lent one I think. There is no reason 
that I can see why the schools should 
not be held outdoors in fine weather, 
or at least under a structure with 
sides open to the fresh air and sun­
light. It would not cost much to erect 
a roof, providing all the protection 
needed in summer. It is not conducive 
to health to shut up twenty-three 
children in a small room where they 
have to breathe the breath of one an­
other over and over again."

Dr. Montazambert Is making a tour 
of Inspection of the quarantine sta­
tions in the Maritime Provinces. To 
a reporter he said that some Improve­
ments were contemplated in the quar. 
antlne station at St. John, but that 
the plana were not yet in such shape 
that he could discuss them. “Our aim,” 
he said, "is to make the station at 
St. John equal to the best and have 
It equipped with facilities for dealing 
with any emergency. So far, fortunate­
ly, the demands of the station at 
St. John have not been great, but a 
quararitine station Is in the nature of 
an insurance policy, and the govern­
ment fully recognizes that it is well 
to have it always ready for an emer­
gency, even though no serious demand 
may be made upon it for a genera­
tion."

The chief health officer stated that 
cholera was prevalent in the war dis­
trict in the Balkans, but that it was 
Impossible to get any reliable Informa­
tion as to the extent of the disease. 
Not many people from that district 
are coining to Canada, but the quaran­
tine officials are keeping a sharp 
watch on all immigrants from Europe.

In regard to the bubonic plague the 
doctor said It still existed In the East 
Indies and Japan, but was not more 
prevalent than

Speaking of the work of the Domin­
ion Àhtl-tuberculosis Soclty of which 
he Is a member, the doctor said the 
educational campaign was having good 
results, and the people generally 
were showing a marked Interest In the 
means of abolishing the white plague.

"Sanltoriums,” he added, "are useful 
as a link in the t-haln of endeavor, but 
the main thing is to abolish the un­
sanitary housing conditions, the over­
crowding of people, the badly con­
structed houses and the surroundings, 
In which the disease has Its origin. 
Fresh air, good food, cleanliness, are 
the main factors In stamping out the 
disease. Good work Is being done by 
the local societies which conduct dis­
pensaries and employ nurses to go in­
to the home. A nurse can do more to 
check the spread of the disease by go­
ing into the home and telling the 
mothers how to treat, those who have 
the disease, and how to prevent oth­
ers In the household from being in­
fected than a half dozen doctors can 
do."

Dr. Montazambert is also an advo­
cate of medical inspection of school 
children, believing that any communl. 
ty which undertakes such 
be able to prevent many unnecessary 
diseases, and by having the ailments 
of the children attended to in time, 
develop a school population more ro­
bust and more intelligent.
