London, Dec. 19.—England and the Allies do not propose to enter into peace nego-
tiations without knowledge of Germany's proposals. This was the decision announced in
the House of Commons this afternoon by Premier Lloyd George.

*“Britain has endorsed every word of Russia's and France’s answer,"”

declared, amid cheers.

Not since the tense days when England was preparing to wage war back in 1914,
has there been such a crowd in parliament as there was today. The Premier's announce-

ment was awaited with intense interest.

*“Opening his epoch-making address the British Prime Minister alluded to the ter-
rible responsibility which he felt as the chief adviser to the Crown in the most gigantic war
e history of the world. He spoke carefully in measured terms and was accorded the

t intense interest by his vast audience.

*“Without reparation, peace is impossible,” Lloyd George declated. All the out-
rages on land and sea cannot be liquidated by a few pious phrases about ‘humanity,” he

continued.

The Premier compared Germany's peace proposals to a noose, wherein England
and the Allies were asked to put their heads, while Germany held the loose end of the rope.
The British Premier announced that a formal note responding in this way to the
German peace proposals would in a few days be completed and given to the American em-

Suffered Disaster.

“The organization of the new cabi-

“Premier Lloyd George said the
time had come when the Dominions
should be consulted more formally as
to the war. An imperial conference
would be summoned at an early date
to discuss vital questions.

“The speech of Chancellor Von Beth-

mann-Hollweg before the German
Reichstag was characterized by Mr.,
Lloyd George as constituting in sub-
stance a denial of the only terms
upon which peace was possible.

The premier analyzed the German
chancellor’s speech and then declar-
ed emphatically:

Lacks Guarantees.

“Without reparation peace is im-
possible. Moreover, what guarantee
is there that subterfuge will not be
used in future to overthrow any
treaties ofipeace whereinto we might
now enter?

“We must keep a steafast eye on

We must insist that there
be the most complete guarantees
against this caste ever disturbing
again the peace of Europe.

“Prussia has been a bad neighbor.
Now that the war has really been un-
dertaken it would be folly not to see
to it that this swash-buckling through
the streets of Europe, and this dis-
turbance of peaceful citizens was
dealt with here and now as the most
serious offense against the law of na-
tions,

“We will wait until we hear what
terms and guarantees there are other
than those, better than those, surer
than those which Germany so lightly
broke. Meanwhile we shall put trust
in our unbroken army rather than in
broken faith.

“Crime on His Soul.”

“Anyone who wants only to prolong
this conflict has a crime on his soul
which oceans ' of tears could not
cleanse,” the premier declared, “but
anyone who abandons the struggle
without attaining the objective would
be even more guilty. Are we likely to
attain our object by accepting the
German proposals? To accept the pro-
posals would be to put our heads into
a noose.

“Historic example causes us to re-
gard the proposal with disquiet.

The Irish Question.

“The premier said it was proposed
to appoint a director of national serv-
ice, and that all industries and serv-
ices would be scheduled as essential
or non-essential to the war. He said
he was convinced the Irish question
was a misunderstanding, and that he
hoped this misunderstanding would
be removed. Settlement of the Irish
question, the premier added, would
be a great war measure,

“Referring to the mobilization of
labor the premier said no man would
be taken into the army if he were
capable of rendering more useful serv-
ices outside it.

“Arthur Neville Chamberlain, he
announced, had been appointed direc-
tor-general of national service,

“It is not what a nation gains, but
what it gives that makes it great.”

The civil di-
rector will begin by scheduling all in-
dustries and services, according to
their character as essential or non-
essentlal to the war.

“Certain industries will be classed
as indispensable, while others will be
drawn upon for men required for the
army or for indispensable industries.”

His knpong&"ity.

It was ten minutes past four when
the premier rose before the House of
Commons.

“I appear before the house,” e be-
gan, “with the greatest responsibility
which has fallen on any man as chief
adviser of the crown—in the midst of
the most gigantic war ever waged, on
which depends the destiny of nations
and humanity. The responsibilities
of the government are accentuated by
the declaration of the German chan-
cellor and the note communicated
through the United States. Our an-
swer will be given in full accond with
our allies.”

“An absolutely new army. The old
had done its duty and spent itself in
the achievement of that great task.
This i8 a new army. A year ago it was
ore in the earth of Britain—yes, and
of Ireland. It became iron. It has pass-
ed through the flery furnace, and the
enemy knows that it is now fine steel.

“An absolutely new army. New men,
new officers taken from schoois, boys
from schools, from colleges, from
oounting houses, never trained to war,
never thought of war; many perhaps,
never handled a weapon of war; gen-
eralg mever given an opportunity of
handling great masses of men.

Great German Army,

“They have faced the greatest army
in the world, the greatest army the
world has ever seen, the best equip-
ped, the best trained, and they have
beaten them, beaten them, beaten
them,

“Battle after battle, day after day,
week after week, In the strongest en-
trenchments ever devised by human
skill, they have driven them out by
valor, valor which is incredible when
you realize the story of it. .
have no doubt that the old cabinets
were better adapted to navigate the
parliamentary river, with its shoals
and shifting sandg ,and perhaps for a
cruise in home waters. But a cabinet
of twenty-three was rather top heavy
for a gale. I do not say thaf this new
craft is best adapted for parliamentary
naviagtion, bug I am convinced that it
is best for war.

Meaning of Cabinet of Five.

“It is true that in a muititude of
counselors there is wisdom. That was
written for Orfental countries in peace
time. You can’t run a war with a San-
hedrin. That is the meaning of our
cabinet of five, and of its members do-
ing sentry duty outside, manning the
ways and defending the council cham-
ber against attack, while we are try-
ing to do our work inside.

“You ¢an't have absoulte equality
in sacrifice. In war that is impossible.
But you can have equal readiness to
sacrifice from all. There are hundreds
of thousands who have given their
lives; there are millions who have giv-
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en up comfortable homes and exchang-
ed them for daily communion with
death. Multitudes have given up those
whom they loved best, Let the nation,
as a whole place its comforts, its lux-
uries, its indulgences ,its elegances on
the national altar consecrated by such
sacrifices as these men have made.
Let us proclaim, during the war, a na-
tional Lent. The nation will be better
and stronger for it, mentally and
morally, as well as physically, It will
strengthen its fibre and ennoble its
spirit. Without it we shall not get the
full benefit of this struggle.

“Our armies have driven the enemy
out of the battered villages of France
and across the devastated plains of
Belgium. They might hurl him across
the Rhine in battered disarray, but un-
lesg the nation, as & whole. shoulders
part of the burden of victory it won't
profit by the triumph, for it is not
what a nation gains, but what it gives
that makes it great.

A Premier’s Peroration.

“The premier's peroration was as
follows:

“If, in this war, I have pald scant
heed to the call of party, it is because
I realized from the moment the Prus-
sian cannon hurled death at a peace-
able and inoffensive little country that
a challenge had been sent to civiliza-
tion to decidé an issue higher than
party, deeper than party, wider than
all parties, an issue upon the settle-
ment of which will depend the fate
of the men in this world for genera-
tions, when existing parties will have
fallen, like dead leaves on the high-
way.

“These issues are the issues I want
to keep in front of the nnhq?, 8o that
we shall not falter or faint in our re-
solutions.

“There is a time in every prolong-
ed and fierce war ,when, in the passion
and rage of conflict, men forget the
high purpose with which they entered
it. This is a struggle for international
right, international honor ,internation-
al good faith—the channel along which
peace, honor and good will must flow
among men.

“The embankments laboriously built
up by generations of men against bar-
barism have been broken, and had not
the might of Britain passed into the
breach Europe would have been inun-
dated with a flood of savagery and
unbridled lust of power.”

Fighting for Life.

“The nation is fighting for life,” said
Mr. Lloyd George, and is entitled to
the best services of all citizens. The
government has been fortunate in in-
ducing Neville Chamberlain, lord
mayor of Birmingham, to accept the
post of directorgeneral under this
scheme. He will immediately proceed
to organize a system of enrollment for
industrial purposes.

“In reference t the mobilization
of labor Mr. Lloyd George said it had
been decided to adopt the principle
of universal national service, and that
a new department of two sections,
military and civil, would be created.
It was proposed to have a scheduling
of industries, certain trades being re-
garded as indispensable and labor be-
ing provided for them.

“Volunteers would be asked to come
forward for this work, but if they did
not do so the government would not
shrink from asking for compulsory
powers,

“In the course of his speech Mr,
Lloyd George referred briefly to his
break with Mr. Asquith, saying:

No Quarrel with ‘Anqulth.

“‘It is one of the deepest regrets of
my life that I parted from Mr. As.
quith, and some of my friends have
known how I strove to avert the part-
ing. I am proud to say we never had
a personal quarrel. It was with the
deepest grief that I found it necessary
to send my resignation.’

“After making his announcement in
regard to the nationalization of ship-
ping, Mr. Lloyd George said the ship-
ping controller was now conferring
with the admiralty, and that he hop-
ed it would be possible shortly to an-
nounce not merely the plan for more
effective use of ships on the register,
but for the comstruction of ships to
make good the wastage of war.

The Food Problem,

“Turning to the food problem, the
premier said:

“The main facts are plain. The
harvests of the United &tates and

Canada are failures, and the Argen-
tine promises badly. Russia is un-
available, and our own harvest is poor,
while only three-eighths of the normal
winter sowing has taken place, owing
to bad weather. Under these circum-
stances the late government decided
to appoint a food comtroller.

“We appeal to the nation to assist
the government in distributing our re-
sources, so that no man shall suffer
hunger because somebody else has too
much,” said Mr, Lloyd George in re-
ferring to the food problem. That
means sacrifice. But the ‘men on the
Somme are enduring far greater sacri-
fices.

“We cannot have equality of sacri-
fices, but we can have equal readiness
for sacrifices from all. Let the nation
place its comforts, luxurieg and indul-
gences on an altar consecrated to the
fighting men. Let us proclaim a nation-
al lent during the war. It will streng-
then our fibre, our spirit.

“Unless the nation, as a whole,
shoulders part of the burden of victory
it will not profit by the triumph.

The very rooom in which Moses and
n made their dramatic pleag for
liberation of the Israelites has been
fogpd!
ost remarkable of all the confirm-
ations of the Biblical story of the
Exodus of the Jews from Egypt is this
which has just been announced by Dr.
Clarence S. Fisher, head of the Eck-
ley B. Coxe, Jr, expedition to the mus-
eum of the University of Pennsylvan-
ia. \

For in excavating the palace of Men-
ephthah II.—the Pharaoh who ruled
Egypt at the time of the Exodus—
Dr. Fisher brought to light for the
first time in thousands of years the
throne room of that ancient ruler in
an amazing state of preservation.

Before the gladdened eyes of the
distinguished American I:‘.Kﬂitolog'lm.'i
was outspread the actual scene of the!
first act of one of the greatest dramas |
of the world's history—the exodus of
the Jews from their bondage in Egypt
that ended in their entry into the,
Promised Land.

And llke a rapidly-reeling moving
picture film, the momentous events
which took place in this epoch-making
throne room swept before his memory.
For there in the foreground of the
chamber, Taden ‘with the dust of cen-
tygies, was the throne of the hypocriti-

. weak and vacillating Pharaoh, as

eated in the soriptural account.

Surrounding the throne room were
the many chambers for various pur-
poses and in the front was still stand-
ing a notable vestibule with rows of
enormous pillars, beautifully carved.
And recalling the Biblical narrative
the scientist visualized Menephthan's
magnificent entrance into that majestic
chamber in response to Moses' demand
for his first audience after having been
designated by the Almighty to deliver
the down-trodden and abused Chosen
People.

Thus saith
the Lord God of Israel, Let my pecple
go, that they may hold a feast unto me
in the wilderness.

And Pharaoh said, Who ig the Lord,
that I should obey his voice to let Is-
rael go? I know not the Lord, neither
will I let Israel go.

And they said, the God of the He-
brews hath met with us; let us go, we
pray thee, three days’ journey into
the desert, and sacrifice unto the Lord
our God; lest he fall upon us with
pestilence, or with the sword.

And the King of Egypt said unto
them, Wherefore do ye, Moses and
Aaron, let the people from their
works? Get you unto your burdens.

Whereupon Pharaoh imposes addi-
tional burdens upon the Hebrews, tak-
ing from them the straw which they
had heretofore been furmnished in the
manufacture of brick, and compelling
them to gather stubble for the pur-
Pose.

that identical throne did the false
Pharaoh beg of Moses to intercede
with the God of the leraelites = and
spare the land, but Moses would de-
part from the throne room only to
have the heart of Pharaoh' harden
again.

The Plague of Darkness

Came the ninth plague—darkness—
upon Bgypt, which for three days
was so thick that, in the emphatic
language of Scripture, it “might be
felt.” Even Pharaoh was moved and
again he summoned Moses to the
throne room. As the Bible relates, he
offered to let the people go, but wished
to retain their flocks and herds as
security for their return. For in Chap-
ter 10 of Exodus it is written that
Moses said determinedly:

Our cattle shall go with us;
shall not a hoof be left behind.

But the Lord hardened Pharaoh's
heant, and he would mot let them 3o.

Followed the tenth plague—the
death of the First Born. How it was
brought about is told in Chapter 12
of Exodus, thus: 7’

Then Moses called fer all the elders
of Israel, and said unto them. Draw
out and take you a lamb according
to your families, and kill the passover.

And ye shall take a bunch of hys-
sop ,and dip it in the blood that is in
the basin. and strike the lintel and
two side posts with the blood that is in
\the basin; and none of you shall go
out at the door of his house until the
morning.

For the Lord will pass through to
smite the Egyptians; and when he
seeth the blood upon the lintel, and
on the two side posts, the Lord will
pass over the door, and will not suf-
fer the destroyer to come in unto your
houses to smite you.

And ye shall observe this thing for
an ordinance to thee and thy sons
forever.

This plague produced the effect
which God had said it should. A voice
of lamentation was heard through the
length and breadth of the land, save

It has been found from the
ts that M hthah believed
in and practised magic, surrounding
himself (in the palace discovered by
Dr. Fisher) with professed sorcerers
and magicians. This fits in remarkab-
1y well with the Mosaic account: “The
magicians did so with their enchant-
ments.”

Hitherto Egyptologists had supposed
that Menephthah had not transmitted
to posterity either grahd buildings
or temples, but this discovery of Dr.
Fisher's now arouses the bellef that
it was his orders that caused the ad-
ditions to be made to the palace hand-
ed down to him by his father, which
made it the largest in Egypt.
Authorities also have differed as to
the length of his reign, the monuments
not telling of anything that happened
after his eightieth year. It was consid-
ered probable, therefore, that he did
not rule much longer than that period.
But though short his reign was
crowded with the most disastrous and
miserable events. All of which ac-
count for the expectancy with which
Egyptologists look forward to Dr. Fish-
er's complete report next winter.

Westmorland county visitors to the
city state the storm of Saturday was
not as severe in that section of the
province as it was in St. John,]
although it was the worst in twenty
years.

The Canadian government railway
steamer Northumberiand, which plies
between Summerside and Point du
Chene, the port of Shediac, did not
cross on Friday, but she is still on the
route.

Smelt Fishing Industry.

The smelt fishing industry, which
is one of the most important alon;
the North Shore during the winter
season has begun, but as yet no one
has made a fortune. The catches
have been fair, but several of the
fishermen who shipped individually to
the New York and Boston markets

lost money. The shipments were
caught by soft weather.

had better luck with his shipments.

How can I lower the cost of the
family food supply?

This is a question which many care-
ful housekeepers are trying hard to
answer. And as the meat bill is usual-
ly one of the largest, our attentions
are very naturally first given to it.

In her desire to find a remedy the
housewife may decide to try the cuts
of meatg which retail at low prices.,
Failing to produce a palatable dish
she goes back, discouraged to the well
known and easily prepared tender
steaks, chops and roasts,.

Although highly nutritious, the
cheaper cuts, unless properly hand-
led, are generally lackirg flavor, pos-

.. Washington, D. C,, Dec. 18—That the
farmer receives less money for his
bumper grain crops than he gets for
bis lean ones, although the handling
of the one involves infinitely more
labor than the gathering and market-
ing of the other, is t.he\mawhnt start-
ling statement made by Willlam Jo-
seph Showalter, a Washington econo-
mist, in a paper brought to the atten-
tion of the House of Representatives
by Represgntative Flood of Virginia
in connection with the high cost of
living issue. He shows how the farm-
eres of the’ world recelved a billion

' dollars less for thelr bumper grain

crop of 1912 than they got for the lean
one of 1911, how those of the United
States received $172,000,000 less for
their bumper corn crop of 1912 than
for their lean ome of 1911, and how
the wheat growers get $64,000,000 less
flor their bumper wheat crop of 1906
than they did for their lean one of
1907. In his paper Mr. Showalter
says:

“While Congress is considering the
high cost of living from the stand-
point of the city consumer, it might
also comsider the high cost of univer-
sal bumper crops to the farmers who
produce them. A study of the statis-
tics of the Department of Agriculture
wilyshow that bumper crops, with all
th) extra labor they involve, bring
the' farmers shorter returns than the
lean ones.

“For instance, in 1911 the ' world
had a lean year so far as grain, crops
£o. Leaving out nice, the total grain

enough to load a train five times
around the earth at the equator. In
1912 there was a bumper crop, the
biggest yield of grain that Mother
Earth, in all her history ever pro-
duced. It reached the enormous totat
of 16,115,000,000 bushels, practically
10 bushels for every man, woman and
child upon the face of the globe.
Enough to load a string of cars reach-
ing more than six times around the
earth. -

'“And yet, based on the farm prices
per bushel prevailing in the United
States on December 1, of the two
years, which is fairly representative
of world prices, the farmer got more
actual cash for his lean crop of 1911
tham he got for his fiat at one of 1912,
The average per bushel price of the
five great cereals was approximately
73 cents in 1911, as compared with
55 cents in 1912. So, if you will take
out your pencil and figure it up you
will find that the world's farmens re-
ceived approximately a billion and a
quarter dollar less for the great bum-
per crop of 1912 than they got for the
lean crop of 1911,

“The same conditions obtained in
1906 and 1907. Here the former year
was one of those great fat ones when
the zranaries of the wordd were ove-
flowing, and the latter a very lean one,
Yet the farmers got nearly twio billion
dollars less for their great bumper
crop of 1906 than they received for
their lean crop of 1907.

“Taking our own country alone we
see that the same thing happens with
the American farmer in his fat and

dred million bushel mark was passed,
shiowing a crop of 735,000,000 bushels.
On the other hand 1907 was a real
genuine lean wheat year with a pro-
duction of only 634,000,000 bushels.
And yet, although the 1907 crop was a
hundred million bushels smaller than
the bumper erop of 1906, its value to
the farmer was $64,000,000 greater.

“The same thing happened with
the bumper crop of oats in 1906 as
compared with the poor one of 1907,
as well as in the case of the bumper
crop of 1910 as compared with the
lean one in 1911. It also happened in
the case of the bumper barley crop of
1906 and of 1912.

“All the world understands, of
course, the law of supply and demand,
and knows that big crops mean lower
per bushel prices. But to take both
world«wide, all crop statistics, and to
find that without exception the bumper
crops bring less money in the aggre-
gabe to the flarmer than the very lean
omne, is to disclose a condition in the
economies of food production that is
at once surprising and important,”

FIRST HALF OF MONTH

Three men enlisted in the city yes-
terday, but requested to have their
names withheld for a day or two.

FISH BUSINESS NOW
COMING 'NTO 1T OWN

A. H. Brittain, of Maritime

Fish Corporation S.ys
Great  Demand For All
Varieties.

“The fish business is coming into
its own. The fisherman is getting
the highest price for his fish in the
history of the Canadian market,” said
A, H. Brittain of Montreal, managing
director of the Maritime Fish Corpor
ation, one of the largest handlers of
fresh fish in the Dominion. The com-
pany have branches at Digby and
Canso, and in addition to their own
fishing vessels, handle the returns of
a great many of the Atlantic ocean
steamers.

“People are realizing that fish is a
cheap food, and the demand was nev-
er better. If the people of your prov-
ince will eat fish when it is in season
they will have no complaint to make
about the high price of fish,” said Mr.
Brittain. “Of course if salmon or
halibut is not in season they can hard-
ly expect to get it at the same prices
when there ig an abundant supply.”

Mr. Brittain attributes the good
prices to the fact that iy former
years there was a demand for only
certain kinds of fish, while at the
present time there is a demand for all
varieties. He points out that the fish-
erman well merits the price he is re-
ceiving, as the cost of operations,
due to the high price of provisions,
lines, rubber boots, oil skins, etc. has
materially increased.

Mr. Brittain left last evening on a
business trip to Halifax, and will re-
turn to the city about Thursday.

Angus McLean, vice-president and
manager of the Bathurst Lumber
Company, was in the city yesterday, a
guest at the Royal Hotel. Mr. Mec-
Lean, since coming to New Bruns-
wick seven years ago, has been one
of the most enthusiastic residents of
the province, and a business man of
keen instincts, alive to the great pos-
sibilities of the province.

“No, there is no objection to your
saying that the company had a good
year with its operations,” said Mr.

plant will be in readiness early in
January.”

Replying to an inquiry, Mr. Me-
Lean confirmed the report that it was
the intention of the company to man-
ufacture paper. They lbope to start
the erection of a new paper mill in
the near future which will serve to
employ upwards’ of 1,000 men. The
pulp plant.will afford employment for
250 men. In connection with the
building of the paper plant the com-
pany the develop t of 10,
000 horse power at the Grand Falls
on the Nepisiquit river, about eigh-
teen miles from Bathurst and the
second largest water power in the
province.

Mr. McLean told the reporter that
there was a great scarcity of houses
in Bathurst, in fact fully & hundred
new houses were required, This was
a healthy sign of the advancement of
the town. The company were com-
pleting the erection of twelve new
houses to accommodate some of the
pulp mill employes and further build-
ing operations were projected. “Bath-
urst is making big strides and I think
there will be greater development in
the future,” concluded Mr. McLean.

Brunswickers Wil Com-
mend Lloyd-Gzorge's Stanc

Premier George J, Clarke and Mrs.
Clarke are in the ecity, guests at the
Royal Hotel. The premier is here to
attend the sessions of the inquiry be-
fore Chief Justice McKeown into the
claims in dispute between A. R. Gould
and the government in connection with
the construction of the Saint John
Valley Railway. He will watch the pro-
ceedings in the interests of the govern-
ment,

Premier Clarke expressed himself as
well pleased with the attitude of the
new imperial administration in regard
to the peace proposals emanating from
Germany. He told the reporter that
every New Brunswicker, particularly
the large number who have given their
sons to this great cause, would be
unanimous in the opinion that there
must be no peace until the outrages
that have been perpetrated by the
Germans had been fully satisfied and
assurance given that they would never
again be perpetrated.

In reply to an inquiry, the premier
sald that his son-in-law, Lieut. Jarvis,
wag now in England acting as bomb-
ing instructor and was anxious to get
to the front. Mrs, Jarvis is in the old
country with her husband. Lieut. Jar-
vis was formerly ma private In the 64th
Battalion and received the well-merit-
ed promotion to the rank of lieuten-
ant.
