Some 
committed by the crowds, such as the tearing down of stat­
ues. The possibility of a cabinet crisis in Germany is indi­
cated by the resignations of the imperial chancellor, vice- 
chancellor and foreign minister.

The War Summary.
(By The Associated Press)

The town of St. Quentin, 
which the Germans had so 
bullded their hopes of proving an in­
superable barrier to the Allies, at 
last has been entered by the French, 
and seemingly the gateway is open 
to Marshal Foch for a swift advance 
eastward in his task of reclaiming 
Northern France.

Meanwhile the Germans and their 
Allies on all the battle fronts have 
continued to play a losing game, and 
report has it that the Turks, realizing 
the critical situation through succes­
sive defeats and withdrawal of Bul­
garia from the waf are sending out 
“peace feelers.”

From Northern -Belgium to the re­
gion of Verdun the battle front is 
still seething with activity" on various 
fronts, and with the Entente forces 
continuing to make gains against the 
Germans which are seriously imperil­
ling the enemy lines.

In Flanders the Belgians and British

ST. QUENTIN OLD 
HISTORIC CENTRETotal of 152 Yesterday Due to 

Influenza — Thousands of 
New Cases — Five Solid 
Columns of Death Notice».

The city of St. Quentin (pro- 
nounc d °~n I ” Tan) hr fore the 
war contained a population of 55,- 
600 people. It Is located in the de­
partment of the Aisne on a height 
above t$he River Somme, 87 miles 
northeast of Paris. It Is an anci­
ent bastion of France and has fig­
ured In other wars as a strategic 
centre. It : as been prominent in 
history because of its position on 
the frontiers between France and 
the Low countries.

In 1557 the arr'y of Henri II. of 
France was destroyed in a sangu­
inary battle by the soldiers of 
Philip II. of Spain. The s< Idlers 
of Philip were assisted by a body 
of Bt gl'-lx auxiliaries. The town 
Itself was taken and sackel by 
the Spaniards,

St. Quentin was well built and 
had among its edifices a beautiful 
Gothic church (formerly a cathe­
dral) of the eafly part of the thir­
teenth century, a Gothic town 
house with a facade resting on a 
colonnade of

the fifteenth century.

Like the city of Lille, Turcotng, 
Roubaix and other northern sec­
tions of France, St. Quentin was a

After live days ot bitter dAate, 
corridor conferences and cloakroom 
negotiations, the Susan B. Anthony 
federal amendment resolution enacted 
by the House last January, received 
on the final roll call two votes less 
than the necessary two-thirds major­
ity. Fifty-dour senators were record­
ed for It and thirty against It, with 
twelve absent and paired.

Question Shelved.
Before the vote was announced. Sen­

ator Jones, of New Mexico, chairman 
of the woman suffrage committee, to 
comply with parliamentary require 
mente, changed his vote from the af 
flrmatlve to the negative, and moved 
that the senate reconsider. This made 
the final official record 63 to 31, and 
left the resolution technically pend­
ing on the senate calendar. In posi­
tion for further consideration planned 
after the November elections, when 
suffrage forces hope to muster the 
requisite number ot votes.

No Vote Changed.
President Wilson’s personal address 

to the senators yesterday supplement­
ed by letters today to several Demo­
cratic senators, opposed to the reso­
lution, did not change a single vote, 
although in the final debate some sen­
ators asserted that defeat of the reso­
lution would mean repudiation of the 
executive. Including the absent and 
paired senators, the roll call showed 
that the senate line up ot 62 to 34 
on the resolution remained virtually 
unchanged from the beginning of the 
fight late Thursday.

Rome, Ont 1.—-The Vatican has 
received confidential information from 
Vienna that King Ferdinand of Bul­
garia probably will abdicate in favor 
of his son, Prince Boris.

The consul general, the despatch 
states, gave Interesting details on his 
arrival at Salon iki from Sofia, in com- 
any with the Bulgarian plenipoten­
tiaries, of the conditions in the Bul­
garian capital leading up to the de­
mand for an armistice. King Ferdin­
and, the account declares, assembled 
the grand council on September 23, 
with the result that a formal demand 
was made on Berlin and Vienna for 
immediate assistance. Despite the ur­
gent tone of the demand Germany and 
Austria responded with evasive pro­
mises for the future.

‘Beginning Sept. 21, the Italian, 
Greek and French troops in the region 
of Monastir moved forward in their 
turn.

y Inspector W. 8. Potts has received 
the following regulation from the 
Canada Food Board regarding the 
wholesale handling of sugar:

Ottawa, Sept. 25, 1918.
The Canada Food Board hereby or­

ders on and after October 15. 1918, 
no sugar refinery dr importer shall 
sell sugar to any person who has not 
obtained from the Canada Food 
Board a permit to purchase sugar, 
and who does not present such permit 
for endorsement of each sale accord­
ing to the conditions thereon. Per­
mits will be issued to dealers to pur 
chase sugar from a refinery or im­
porter on the basis of 80 per cent, 
of the amount of same sold by them 
during the year ending December 31, 
1917.
