$1049 per h. p. per annum. This com-
pares very favorably with the cost of
from $15 to $17.50 paid for water power
in Ontario, The rates charged are 15
per 1,000 feet for power purposes, 25
per 1,000 feet for gas engines, and 2.
per 1,000 feet for private consumption,
Manufacturers claim a saving of 30 per
cent. over power costs previously.

Transportation Facilities,

Moncton has become a great railroad
centre situated as it is at the neck of
Nova Scotia. Practically all of the
transcontinental traffic through Canad-
fan ports must pass through Moncton
It is estimated here that Moncton can
compete with Montreal and Toronto in
supplying the west, as the rates on the
Intercolonial are low.

modate practically any craft.

An idea of the advance this eastern
city is making may be obtained from the
fact that building permits in 1912 were
80 per cent. ahead of 1911.
