Railway Detention. ¢

Yesterday, the detentioft on Eastern Ex-
tension was such that the through train
from Shediac was obliged $o come on with-
out waiting at Painsec Juhetivn, as usaal,
for Amherst, Sackville and Dorchester pas-
sengers. The railway aunthorities made use
of the Petitcodiac freight train to forward
the victims, and a special train brought
them to St. John, arriving about 12 30last
night.
That up-the-Bay Steamer.

Judging by the particulars that bave
been given lately in some of the papers, it
would be thought that the steamer which

is to ran to Hopewell, Hillsboro’. Dorches-
ter and Moncton next season is already
finished. But an obstacle has appeared
which was not thought of “at first. The
engine and machinery cannot ‘be had in
the city till next July, at the earliest ; and
éven if it is promised in July it would not
be ready till October,so builderssay. Men |
who have the means are determined ta
have the steamer on- th¢ youte, and ‘are
sending to England to see if they can get
an engine brought out in the Spring.

Glass Manufactory.

Mr. Richard Dawvis, who had for some
time carried on the glass making business
in Montreal on his own account, and in
the employment of others, till he was burnt
out last May, has been in the city some
days trying to establish himself in busi-
ness here. Some of the prominent business
men at first took the matter in band, as
the facilities for manufacturing here are
unequalled, quartz, sand, coal and man-

ganese being plentiful and cheap in this |

city, compared with Montreal and cities
farther West. Bnt though Mr. Davis
showed that a good return could be made
for the money invested, and offered to put
in two-fifths of the capital required him-
self, some local differences prevailed, and
the matter will be thrown up. Mr. Davis,
who is stopping at Barnes’s Hotel, will go
to Montreal in a day or two, and thence to
England, to remain, as he cannot get suffi
cient encouragement here.

New Milling Establishment.

The Wilson saw mill, situated back of
Salisbury, having been purchased by Mr
G. B. Cushing, of this City, and Mr.
Clark, an American gentleman, work at
this establishment will be procecded with
vigorously in future. The mill cats shooks
in winter, which take ‘cars at Salisbury
Station and are shipped [rom St. John.

WHITMAN ON THE STAND !

This morning the case of lsaacs, charged
with shooting at Whitman, etc., was re-
sumed in the Police Conrt.

Jaues F. WHITMAN, sworn :—Am & Te-
sident of Nova Sactia, but have been more
or less absent for the last twenty years. 1
recognize the prisoner, though I did not
when he came into Court.” [ recollect
baving some words with Isaacs last Friday
evening.

his room and Iwent. About half past six
went into tea. I expressedsome appreben-
sion to Colonel Macshane regarding the
intentions of the prisoner- I did not ex-
press them to the prisoner, but he may.
have overheard them. I believe 1 said he
was a Jew. [ got up to go outof the room,
and the prisoner drew a. pistol and fired, 1
believe the bullct went above me into the
ceiling. 1 turned to seize him, aud he
fired again and
STRUCK Mg ON THE RIGHT BREAST.

The mark was examined by Doctor Carritte
alterwards. [ grappled with the prisoner
and got him down, holding his arm out
with one hand and the back of his
neck with the other, I held him till same
one took the pistol from him, as I was
afraid some one else might be shot.

I don’t know what became of him.
1 went to my room and laid down
and feeling some pain in my right breast,
sent for Dr. Carritte; 1 did not examine
the wound, or think the ball was there till
the Dactor came. He examined the coat,
vest, shirt, and breast, and found the ball
passed through the lappel of the coat.

Manufacturing Power Wanted.

1n his admirable charge to the Jury a
few days ago in the Forbes Anglin libel
suit, Chief Justice Ritehie referred to the
wonderful progress made during the last
thirty years in the buildingup of this city.
Thirty years.ago, he said, the Ferry bet~
ween St. John and Carleton consisted of
one boat and a mau to row it, The ‘mails
were made up, received, and distributed
by one man. Men then prophesied that
perhaps a vessel might in their day sail
direct between Great Britainand St. Jobn.
The Steamship and the Railway were not
dreamed of and telegraphy wasa thing in
the dim viste of obscurity. But all these
events have come to pass, and though
there is a steam engine and a factory in
every nook and corner, & want is still visi-
bly felt. This present season of all others
there is a demand for power worked by
steam far surpassing any demand in our
previous history. Engines and machinery
are wanted for mills, for steamers, for rail-
ways and various other requirements, and
our foundries and machine shops are not
able to suﬁly half the demand. There is
room for/all here and for more. An ex-
tensive machine shop and foundry—larger
than anything we have at present—is one
of the great wants of this city to-day. Men
are obliged to look to the United States, to
England and other places for all sorts of
machineny and castings: A desire to en-
courage home manufactures is laudable,
though it may be carried to extremes,as
in the case of the pipes for the water sup-
piy, where & direat loss, in any event, will
acerue to the people, through the fault of
the Corporation, of not less than $25,000.

‘The W .M. installed very suitably ad-
dressed the Grand Master gnd, brethren,
and the Grand.

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THE TICHBORNE CASE REVIEWED.
THE ACTORS, THE EVIDENCE, AND THE OBJECTS
OF THE SUIT.

A brief sketch of the history and leading
points pro and cor, on which depends the
issue of this extraordinary case, may not
be uninteresting to our readers. The sin-
gular circumstances of its origin, the
enermous mass of evidence, in many re-
spects strangely conflicting, and the length
of its course hitherto and to come, together
with the personal peculiarities of - Roger
Charles Tichborne and the c¢laimant, be
they one or two, mark this as the most
extraordinary case that has ever come be-
fore a Jury. More than seventy days have
already been devoted to its hearing, but
the end is not yet, nor even at hand, the
evidence in support of the claim beiag only
Jjust concluded and the case for the defenco
opened ; and we should think Judge, Jury,
Counsel and all concerned have had more
than enough of the feast, to the lawyers
engaged therein actual, to the claimant
prospective. The interest in the case,
which can scarcely be said to have flagged
from the commencement of the trial, has
been still farther deepened by the -speech
with which the Attorney General of Eng-
land opened for the Defence, and theibold
and defiant tone adopted in the idberests
of his clients. A review of the History of
the suit may therefore not be .inappro-
priate at the present moment.

THE REAL SIR ROGER ; HIS DEATH.

In the year 1829 there was born ‘to Sir
James Tichborne, Baronet, the representa-
tive of an old Hampshire family, and to

. his wife Felicite (name of happy omen!)
a son who rveceived the names Regor
Charles, Exactly ten years thereatter,
oddly enough to a day, was born their only
other child, Alfred James, The career of
Roger Oharles presents listle interest until
the year 1849, unless scantiness of educa
tion and abundance of stupidity are inter-
esting. Such as it was, his education was
conducted mainly at home and at Steney-
hurst Roman Catholic Cellege ander the
auspices of Priests of that faith to which
the Tichborne family belongs. In that year
he received a Commission in the Carabi-
neers, and we find him shortly afterwards
with his regiment at Cabir, in-Ireland, and
elsewhere. Conspicuous for little beyond
being the butt of the regiment, our subal-
tern remained in the servies~until 1853,
when, his reckless and extravagant habits
incurring the wrath of Sir James.: he sold
out, and left home for foreign parés, father
and son parting in anger. From this time
nothing was heard from him, -or«with -cer-
tainty of him ; and eventually his relatives
accepted the belief that he had.gone down
with a sailing ship-wrecked off the coast of
South Africa in 1854. In ‘this belief Sir
James Tichborne died in 1862, and was
immediately succeeded in the title and
estates by his son Alfred, who had recently
married a daughter of Lord Arundel of
‘Wardour, the head of one of the oldest and
most influential Roman Catholic -families
in England.

SIR ROGER REPORTS HINSELF ALIVE.

This marriage was distasteful to the
Dowager Lady Tichborne, ‘who, distrust-
ing the story of the lost and favorite son’s
death; from time to time'inserted in Aus-
tralian papers advertisements which re
sulted in * The Claimant’s’’ arrival in
England, in 1867, and in the legal drama,
of which he is the -prominent persona.
The Dowager was at'this time in Paris, in
what proved to be her last illness; and
thither her soi-disant son immediately
hastened. The dying lady acknowledged
him as her-son, but her death, which oc-
curred shortly after this meéting, even in
the face of her affidavit of acknowledge-
ment of identity, has strongly militated
against the substantiation of the claim.
About the same time Sir Alfred died,
leaving no issue, his only son having pre-
deceased in infancy. The successon, how
ever, remained in abeyance, pending the
delivery of his widow, then enciente, until,
in due time, she gave birth te a posthu-
mous son, who, as heir of his father, at
once stepped into the family honoars and

- estates, and is known as Sir Henry Alfred
James Tichborne, now in the fourth year
of his.age. Despite flat and unhesitating
repudiation of the claimant’s pretensions
onthe part of the Trustees, ho assumed
and has ever since borne the style and
title of Sir Roger Charles Tichborue,
under which he is wont to figure in the
Gun Club, of which he is a prominent
member, and has more tham once passed
through the Bankruptcy Court.

THE LEGAL TALENT ENGAGED.

The preparation of the claim, entrusted
to lawyers of high standing and acumen,
involved the consumption of years before
the mass of evidence, which has “been ob-
tained, could be gathered, and a firm basis
of operations -established. This done, the
ponderous machine was set agoing which
bids fair to solve the vexed problem of
perpetual motien. The leading Counsel
for the plaintiff are Sergeant Ballantine
and Mr. Giffard, Q. C., both first-rate men,
the former, in some respects, unrivalled
at the bar; while the defence is supported
by the great ability and legal learning of
the Attorney General, Sir John Duke
Coleridge, and Mr. Hawkins, Q. C., one
of the astutest lawyers of histime. It is,
perhaps, not much to be wondered at that
unusual acrimony has been displayed, and
not infrequent sparrings have occurred
between the leaders, while the patience of
Lord Chief Justice Sir William Bovill has
been pretty sorely tried. Great men are
after all but men, and even high legal dig-
nities may lose their temper.

THE CLAIMANT’S CASE,

The Plaintiff’s storyis that, the ship in
which he sailed from FEngland being
wrecked, he was picked up by another ves-
sel bound for South America ; that there in
various places he followed a menial calling
for some jtime under more than one alias ;

and that eventually going to Australia he
remained there, ix the Bush, still under an
assumed name, until, his attention being
directed to one of Lady Tichborne’s adver-
tisements, he made known to various peo-
ple his ‘identity with her son, and notably
to a Mr. Gibbs who acted as the medium of
communication between him and her Lady-
ship. What appears the weak part of this
story is that which relates to the ** Bella”
and the ¢ Osprey,”’ the wrecked and the
saving ships, and the evidence on this
point is somewhat conflicting and unsatis-
factorily incomplete.
REJOINDER OF THE DEFENCE.

The defence is that the claimant is not
Roger Charles Tichborne at all, who was
actually drowned in 1854, but an imposter
who, presuming on likeness to the de-
ceased, and *‘ coached’’ and ** posted” in
his family and other matters by a black
man named Moore, long in the Tichborne
service and an important witness in the
case, has conspired with- Moore and others
to represent the defunct,and to perpetrate
one of the most gigantic frauds the world
has ever seen. -

HOW THE CLAIM 1S SUPPORTED.

In support of the claim the most impor-
tant elements are the acknowledgment. of
the claimant by Lady Tichborne—his fa-
miliarity with facte and circumstances
which the real Tichborne alone could in
all probability know—persondl peculiari-
ties such as, infer alia, a twitching of the
eye, a malformation of the thumb of one
hand, and scars on the head and other parts
of the body, all of which areproved to have
existed in Roger Charles Tichborne, and
are found in the plaintiff,—and the strong
. phalanx of evidence, to a great extent free
‘from the charge of interest or complicity,
corroborative of identity. Fellow officers
and others of unimpeachable integrity pro-
nounce him Simon Pure—and among these
notably and oddly enough is Culonel Lush-
ington, the nominal defendant in the suit
as lessee of a portion of the Tichborne pro-
perty. Despite the change from a slight
stripling to a corporation no mean rival of
Captain Van Buren Bates’, recognition, if
not immediate, speedily followed *¢ review-
ing,”" being based on the personal peculi-
arities and familiarity with circumstances
and- events, often. insignificant, already al-
luded to.

THE DEFENCE’S THEORY.

On the other hand the defence meets
Lady Tichborne’s acknowledgment with
the allegation of her dislike for Sir Alfred
and his wife, and on this ground of motive
strives to annul the force of one strong
element of claim. The plaintifi"s utter
ignorance of French in the face of proof
that young Tichborne spoke that language
well, while his English was broken and
imperfect, seems a good card against the
claim ; but on this point, as on most others,
doctors differ, and cases are adduced where,
in similar circumstances, a language has
been wholly lest. Much stress is laid on
plaintifi's lively remembrance of certain
facts and events, albeit often of no great
importance, as contrasted with th> utter
blank which his mind presents on subjects
of at least equal consequence and of more
recent occurrence. Great weight is attach-
ed to tho identity of various photographs,
as also to the similarity existing between
claimant’s handwriting and that of ome
Arthur Orton, the son of a butcher in
Wapping, London, and with whom the
former admits having been on terms of in-
timacy and implicated in certain nefarious
transactions.

THE LATEST THEORY.

That the. claimant and this Orton are
one and the same is the theory which has
most widely obtained, and on which the
defence has seemed mainly to proceed. It
now, however, appears to have given place
to another theory mentioned lightly before,
but now confidently assorted to be capable
of irrefragable proof, viz., that the claimant
is the son of Sir James Tichborne, but illegit-
imate, and has conspired with Moore,
Baigent (whose cross-examination lasted
eleven days) and others to represent his
deceased legitimate brother Roger (Jharles
Tichborne. By this solution of the mys-
tery some of the personal peculiarities re-
ferred to would seem accountable and
patural. In anticipation of leading evi-
dence to establish this position, it is pre-
sumed, the Attorney General in the open-
ing sentences of his speech on 15th inst
branded the claim as an imposture of wn-
exampled audacity.

INCIDENTS OF THE TRIAL.

Some elements in the case remain to .be
noticed. In its early stages great stress
was laid on & packet of papers left by young
Tichborne in the custody of one Gosford, a
friend of the family, at the date of his
leaving England, and whose contents the
claimant was alleged to be able to describe
minutely. Such description has not been
given, and the point seems to be tacitly
dropped on both sides. It is possible,
however, that this may be a good trump
for the odd trick.

The claimant’s deposition on oath as to
his (‘Tichborne’s) improper intimacy with
bis cousin, Miss Kate Doughty, now Mrs.
Radcliffe, who, with her - hushand, was
then present in Court, is doubtless remem
bered ; nor isit forgotten with how great
reluctance, real or admirably acted, the
statement was wormed out of him by the
pertinacity of the Attorney General. Sym-
pathy cannot, in the circumstances of dif-
ficulty of refutation, be withheld from Mrs.
Radcliffe and her husband; but the fact
remains of the deposition being made, not
only unwillingly hut under compulsion.

PERSONAL.
The plaintiff was married in Australia,
and has several children. His enormous
bulk has been adverted to,and his free-
living, and, in the less invidious sense,
sponging attributes are generally known,
Wo have omitted to mention one circum-
stance which is viewed with jealous sus-
picion by the defence. We refer to the
coincidence of the meeting between the
plaintiff and the man Moore at the door of
an hotel in Melbourne. The smartness of
the claimant’s answers during his long and
trying examination, and his wanper and
tone throughout, occasionally amounting
to dignity, elicited remark,—sometimes
admiration,—and did not seem to indicate
the degree of stupidity attributed to Roger
Tichborne. At the same time it is hard to
reconcile these with the large and ludic-

rous display of ignorance on many points.
THE EXPENSES: CONCLUSION.

The cost of the trial is estimated at
£250,000 sterling, equal to one hall of the
entire value of the estates, The Tichborne
Promotion Company and Tichborne Bonds
are sufficiently familiar to the public to
render nothing beyond passing mention
necessary.

We have thus placed before our readers
the main features of this extraordinary
case, and in doing so we have becn careful
to observe the recent dictum of the presid-
ing Lord Chief Justice that‘‘the law is
« that, While a matter is under discussion
¢ in Court, parties outside are not at liberty
¢ ¢o discuss it. The best thing for us all
“ is that we should observe the law,—the
¢ newspapers and everybodyelse.”” If the
claimant be really Roger Charles Tich-
borne, then his story surpasses anything in
fiction : if he be an impostor, the perjury
that has been committed is awful to-con-
template, while his audacity and ingenuity
entitle him almost to be accredited with
genius, albeit perverted and misapplied.

8leighing in Saint John.

Current Horse events for the week.--Matches
made and talked of.

The present week has becn an eventful
one amougst the supporters of the turf.
The thaw adverted to in our artitle of
Saturday last *¢used up’’ the sleighing
until Wednesday, when there was a plenti-
ful fall of snow. While the trotters were
idle their owners.and friends were busy
discussing their comparative werits, and a
number of gentlemen who dispute the
supremacy of Mr. Barker’s famous horse
¢ Crown Prince” to the title of best and
fastest trotter have finally mustered suffi-
cient courage to back Mr. Furlong’s roan
gelding ** Andy Johnson’’ against him.
The latter horse is the hero of many vie-
torics and Uefeats in Boston and New York,
but ¢* Crown Prince’ is as yet unbeaten,
baving won both the races in which he
took part with ridiculous ease, viz., at the
Exhibition races, Fredericton, in October,
1870, and the $500 purse at Moosepath
Park last season, beating ¢ Eastern Boy”
and * Nellie Locke,” the *‘ Boy’’ having
previously obtained ‘a record of 2-32 at
Mystic Park, Boston, equal to ‘' Andy
Johnson’s”’ best time, which was made on
the game course also. But it is quite
probable ¢ Andy Johnson” would beat
¢« Eastern Boy’’ on the Moosepath course,
as he trots fast and works well in making
the turns, baving trptled a fourth heat in
2 33 on a half mile track a¢ Troy, New
York, last season, which is in our judgment
his best public performance, taking prece-
dence of his second heat in 2.32 later in
the season at Mystic Park, which is per-
haps the best and fastest trotting course in
the United States. With these particulars
the public will be able to arrive at some-
thing like a fair estimate of the respective
horses. But to come back to

THE PROPOSED MATCH,

whieh did not emanate from Mr. Furlong,
who, however, was willing to let his horse
compete with ¢* Crown Prince,”” and so set
the matter at rest. The friends of ** Andy
Johnson’’ wished to make a race of mile
heats on the ice, for $500 a side. The
owners of * Crown Prince’’ declined to
entertain the proposal of a race.on the ice
altogether, but expressed their willingness
to make a series of matches for $1,000 a
side, or one match of $2,000 a side, mile
heats, best three in five, to harness (which
is the general mode of proving the best
horses) to be trotted next seasom in St.
John, Woodstock, or any other good track
mutually chosen. This seems to be a rea
sonable and fair answer, and it the gentle-
men who have interested themselves wish
Lo test the powers of speed and bottom
possessed by those two noted trotters, the
course proposed by the owners of *‘ Crown
Prince’’ is the proper and recognized
means of 'doing so. Trotting on the ice is
seldom practised. The summer is the sea-
son for first class race horses to show what
they are composed of. . 1n winter they ob

(record) 2.22) the fastest trotting Stallion
in the world, and a young horse called
« Climax,” by his dam, has trotted in
2.314. He was imported by Mr. Golding
last fall, and is now comfortably quartered
in a roomy b ix stall. The next adjoining
box stall on one side is occupied by Coun-
ciller Pugsley’s gray driving horse. Little
is known of his pedigree, but that does not
detract from his speed. His driver gives
a good many the go by en the road.

The
Doctor has got a gentleman’s road horse,
and both he and Mr. Pugsley bave display-
ed great task in the selection -of the fancy

hristie’s we were shown a fine weanling
filly,—bay, with two white heels,—dam
by ¢ May,” and sired by, perhaps, the
finest youung stallion in the United States,
viz, “ Aberdeen,” brother in blood to
« Dexter.”” The colt is a beautiful bay, of
good size, powerful quarters, strong back
and loin, sloping sboulder, rangy neck, and
altogether an animal of remarkable pro
mise.

l THAT public moneys will not be granted in
1 ¢ aid of schools taught between Dec. 30th,
1871, and January 15th, 1872.

2."That the Boundaries et School Districts es-
tablished under the ‘authority of *the Common
Schoois Act, 187!,”’ will shortly be posted in each
School District of the Province. | i

3. That the first Annual Sehool Meeting will
be convened in the Sehool Districts of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 o’clock. A. M.
by notices issned by the County Inspectors, an
may be continued till 4 o’clock, p. ¥,

4. That the duties and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. ns prescribed by ' the Common
Sch ols Act, 1871,” are, in brief, as follows:

(1). The election from among the qualified
veters present (i, e. persons resident in the
District and rated in the Parish Assess-
ment List in respect of real and personal
property or income, and persons non-resi-
dent in the Parich but rated on property
in the District)of a Chairman to preside
over the meeting. The Chairman is to
determine all 1uestwns of order, to take
the votes of qualified voters only. to decide

necording to the majority of votes, and to
give a casting vote in case of an equality

of votes.

(2). The election, trom among the qualified
voters present, cf a Secretary to record its
proceedings

(3). The election from among the
voters of the District, three
Teachers cannot be Trustees,

(4), The election of an Auditor of the School
Accouuts for the ensuing year.

(5). To determine what amount shall be
raised by the District during the ensuing
year in supplement of the moneys provid-
ed towards Teachers, salaries by the Pro-
vince and County, and for the purchase,
rent or improvement of School grounds
and buildings, the purchase, erection. re-
pair, furnishing and care of.school-houses
and out-buildings, the_purchase of uel,
maps or apparatus and _pre_scnbed text-
books for the pupils of indigent parents,
the payment of iuterest on money to be
borrowed bv the District, or any other ex-
penses required in providing an efficient
school. ‘

Ot the sum voted by the meeting, One Dellar
is to be collected from every male resident
21 years of age, and the balance is to be
assessed upon the property and income ‘of
qualified voters. i

If any sum is voted for the purchase of im-
provement of grounds, or f.)r the purchase
or erection of school buildings, or the pui-
chase of furniture, the meeting is to autho-
rize the Trustees to borrow the money (if
so desired), and to fix the period (not to
exceed seven years) within which the
amount borrowed shall be collected from
the Di-trict in equal yearly instalments.

(6). To authorize the Trustees to dispose of
any School property owned by the District
(if g0 desired). %

(7), To authorize the Trustees to insure the
School buildings and furnitvre (if so de
sired).

(8). To adjoarn to the next day at 10 o’clock,
A. M., and to.continue till 4 o’clock. P. M.

5. Tht the Minutes of the School Mee'ing are
to be signed by the Chairman and Sceretary,
urid deposited by the former with the Trustees.

6. That in case a District_fails to exerciso its
right of electing Trustees, the County Inspector
is to appoint them on the requisition of seven
gualified voters of the District. .

7. That the fund for Teachers’ Salaries is to be
provided from Three Sources, viz.:—

(1). From the Provincial Treasury, at the fol
luwing rates for the School Year:—

In all cases one-half of the Provincial
Grants are to be paid To THE TEACHER3
and licensed assistants semi-annually. or
rateably according to the number of pre-
seribed teaching~days the Sehool shall
have been satisiactorily taught.

2). From the School Fund provided by the
Counly Assessmenf, to be apportione by
the Chief Superintendent To THE TRUS-
TRES of the School Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a.) At the rate of $20 for the school year,
in consideration of each licensed Teache:
employed: of whatever class.

(b.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil
accordin g to the average number ol pupils
in attendance at Schocl, and the number
of teaching days the School has been open
The Trustees of Districts recognized as
poor Districts in any year, to reccive, in
this Jatter apportionment, special aid nor
exceeding one third more per pupil than the
Trustees of other Districts within the

County.

One-halt of the County fund i< to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys wili be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Aet. It will be observed that the amount
of Provineial and County moneys to be ex
pended in any District in aid of Schools will
depend almost exclusively upon local exertion.
or the direct efforts made by the people of the
geveral Districts in maintaining their own
Sehools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School wmeeting. The meeting
should, therefore, be careful in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum awnply sufficient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t» be car-
ried to the credit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following y«ar.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School_ attendunce made
between January L5th and April 30th, tnclusive.

8. That the Board of Education has prescribed
the following Regulations respecting contracts
with Teachers :—

(1). Form of Teacher’s Agreement: Each
Teacher and nssistant before entering on
duty in any Listrict, is to make a written
agreement with the Board of 'I'rustees,
