The recovery of neariy a quarter of a
million dollars of United States bonds,
which had been obtained by McDonald,
alies Bidwell, and assoc‘ates, in the late
Eank of Eﬂaland forgeries, was made
Tuesday. The facts are as follows: On
the 5th of March a trunk, said to contain
wearing apparel, old and in use, was de-:
livered at the office of the North Atlantic
Express Company, 4 Margate street, Lon-
don, by a pzrson calling himself C. Loss-
ing of Tunbridge Wells, England, and ad- !

dressed to Major Georze Matthews, New
Yoix, to be kept in boad at the express !
office, 71 Broadwuv, New: York, untit !
called for. The trunk wes duly forwa:d
ed by tae expiess coffpcay, and rea.c.xed
New Yoik by the steamship Cuba, which
ar.ived there March 20th, and wes keptin |
boad by the company, #8 per instruction,
until Saturday last, when a woman, call-
ing herseli Mis. George Matthews, nie-
se.u;ed an ordes for its delivery at theex-|
press office,duly sizgned by Geo. Metihews,
Meantime counsel Tor the Bank of Eng-
land had received somé information in
regard to tae tiunk, wiich led to iis de-
tention by the company, until Tuesday,
waen it was taken possession 012 under
an order of tae Supreme Court, Soy Na-
thaniel Jaivis, Esq., receiver ia the Bank
of England forgery case, and on' being
onened and examined was found to con-
taina guanticy of wearing s pparel,old and
in use, two gold watches, several miscel-
laneous a"dcles, and three packages of
United States 5-20 and 10-40 bonds, rolled
upn soled linen, amourting ia all to
$220.950. The bonds wera found to be
identical in class, amounts-and numbers
with those advertised by tae Bank of
2{England to have been obtained by the
Bxdwe‘l iorseis.. Inthetrank were found
cards and a caxd plate with the name of ¢
George Bidwell, aqunntltyofmemor.mda,
bills, ete., showing couclusively that it
had been s,xinped by and beloged to him.
Out of the $300,000 obtainzd from the
Eank of England by taese forgeries, all
but about $uo 000 lx.we now been re-

Murdered on a Locomotive.

A crime, astonishing in its defalls, is
reported to have been recently commiited
In Ireland. A goods train starting out
irom Limerick.just before dusk had pro-
ceeded but a few miles when it came to a
fall stop. The astonished guard jumped
from his box and ran up fo the engine,
but when he arrived neither fireman nor
driver was visible. The light of his
lamp, however, revealed traces of blood
and hair. He at once searched the line
on the back track, and thus discovered
' first the driver’s hat, and next his dead
body lying on the sleepers. Taking the |
train on to the next ‘station he reported
the facts to the police, who set on foot
a search after the missing fireman.
They found him the next morning
in a cabin not far from the ‘rail-
way, and got possession of his elothes,
which werestained with evidences of guilt.
Overcome by his sudden discovery he re-
ferrcd the death of his comrade to a sud-
den quarrel caused by the driver’s violence
towards him. Justice may find out the
facts; but, however the final strife arose,
the incident is one  that fasiens upon the
imazination, and must take its place
amonz the most remarkable class of
crimes Here, on an engine speeding
through the darkness, two men suddenly
fal' into deadly feud, and one, quickly
muidered, is cast forth upon -the rails,
‘while the other, stopping the train, flies
for his life.

Vigorous Old Men.

President Thiers has celebrated his
seventy-sixth birthday, and among the
many compliments which he received on
the occasion was that conferred by the
Prussian Commandant at Nancy in giving
a public dinner in honor of the veteran.
The fact that at seventy-six the historian
of the fiFst Empire and the head of the
government which supplanted the last
Empire should be so hearty, active;
courageous and ready for all emergencies,
is something worthy of comment. Thiérs
is not one of those men “who lag; super-

fluous, on the stage,” by any means, but
seems determined to make the closing
chapters of his life fuller of events and
deeds than any of its predecessors. He
is as vigorous,and impetuous now as he
was a generation ago.

It seems somewhat strange that in
these “modern  times old men hold so
many positions of high trust. An arbi-
trary, irascible and aciive o'd man rules
Germany with a steady hand. The chief
of his armies is past seventy. In Eng-
land the present government is made up

of younger men than are found in like |

places elsewhere, but the head of the op-
position is seventy years old and would
to-morrow undertake to form a new gov-
ernment with as much courage and  acti-
vity as he showed when he tirst became
Premier. In fact, most of the ablest

members of Parliament are over sixty- (-

five, and are apparently as equal to hard
work as they ever were.

All over the Continent old men are not
only eminent but active in polities,
science, art and religions discussions,
and some of the best work that is done is
the product of brains which have been
disciplined by a long lifetime of labor and
of hearts that have neither been discour-
aged nor hardened by the lessons of ex-
perience. In such cases the closing years
of life seem, on the whole, the happiest,
for they witness the full *fruition of
function,” and the gatherin® in of long
accumulating results.

Don Carlos.

The Bourbon Prince, Don Carlos, has
allowed a New York Herald interviewer
to give him a midnight audience, at an
isolated chateau in the south of France.
The impression produced by the Prince’s
presence is described as agreeable. He
is tall and slim in person, with a remark-
ably handsome face. The first pleasing
impression is rather weakened as he
speaks. He is slightly effeminate in his
address, and his manner anddelivery are
not in harmony with his energetic, man-

ly physical appearance. Lighting a frag-

5 The Salary Grab. 2
The salary grabbers in Parlisment
have succeeded in getting a majority of
members to demand an increase of pay
for their self-sacrificing services in be-

half of their country, and the Govern-

ment, as & matter of course, complies

with the demand, as it necessarily must
do or resign. We regret that this whole-
sale official swindle has been consum-
mated, as we know how this precedent
will be used for yet further increase
The principle that it is honest and de-
cent for members of Parliament to vote
themselves money outof the public trea-
sury which they were elected td gunard
from robbery having been once estab-
lished in Canada there is no practical
limit to the extent to which it may be
carried. .In the States the unfortunatc
establishmentof this pernicious principle
has led to the increase of Congressmen's
salaries to 87,500, the ability and hones-
ty of the legislators decreasing as their
pay increased. The same course of pro-
cedure will produce similar results in
Canada. When the precedent has once
been established successive Parliaments
will vote increases of salary, an’l every
increase will render aseat in Parliament
more desirable for corruptible and cor-
rupting “politicians to have and more
easy to obtain. There can be no argu-
ment about this, as its truth has been
clearly established. :

It is claimed that large salaries are
necessary so that comparatively poo
members may live as elegantly-as their
richer brethren, but this plea isa fallacy
Every increase in salary will be fol-
lowed by an increase in the cost—not of
beefsteak and potatoes and bread and
coffee—but of living up to the height of
fashion. Lookto Washington for proof
In the Arlington House in that city
members of Congress pay as high as
$300 a week for board andbed-room and
parlor. The poor members whose only
income is the indemnity of $7,500 a yem
and what they can earn by honest work
during the recess can'( afford to join
the Arlington House set. 1he poor mem-
ber vainly fancies that an increase of
salary will enable him o dress his wife
asrichlyas the wives of wealthy members.
In this he is doomed to disappointment.
The rich will rise to yet higher plains
of extravagance, and the poor man will
find that, notwithstanding his greater
salary, the difference between his wife’s
wardrobe and jewels and the wardrobe
and jewels of those she seeks tobe on
level with, is greater than it was before.
Extravagance and folly increase even
more rapidly than the increase of the
means for their indulgence. Larger
sa'aries mean moro fashionable follies.
an increased consumption of wine,
cigars and perfamery, and imported
instead of home manufactured millin-
ery, but do not mean equality in the
toilets and receptions and habits of
living indalged in by different members
and their wives. The increase of ex-
travagance on the part of members will,
of course, have a ’momlizing effect
on Ottawa society In particular and
Canadian society in general. The ex-
pensive follies indulged in by members

- | at the public expense will be aped by

others at their own or creditors’ ex-

| pense.

The action of the majority of the
members in combining to demand. in-
creased pay is a direct violation of the
trust reposed in them by the people.
They were given charge of the public
treasury and now they propose to
rob it. .

OTTAWA, April 2t

Mr. Palmer, chairman of the West

Peterboro Contested Election Committee,
reported, asking lcave to adjourn till May.
5th. Leave was granted.
. Mr. Domyille gave notice of motion
for a select committee to take into con-
sideration a petition against mercantile
agencies. It is said that a bill will be
introduced making it a misdemeanor for
secret agencies to make statements in
reference to the standing of business men
that cannot be proved.

In reply to questions Hon. Mr. Lan-
gevin said a double track was not to be
laid between Pictou and Halifax; Hon.
Dr. Tupper said the Government was
considering the establishment of direct
steam mail service with the West Indies,.

been received as duty on tea imported
from the United States since the imposi-
tion of a duty of ten per cent.

The bill to incorporate the Maritime

After recess fifteen private bills . were
passed, and the Grand Trunk Arrangc-
ments Bill was read a third time and
passed.

Under this
clause a man was brought before a magis-
trate for not sending his boy to school..
He pleaded in defence that he did send
him. The boy was at a *dame’s school”
with some 180 other children. The ‘“dame”
conld only teach the alphabet and monc-
lables. She could meither write nor
spell. Her husband, who got seven shil-
lings a week from some parochial charity,
assisted by teaching writing. ~Still, howg
ever humble this institution, the magis
trate ruled that the act did not require
any efficiency, and that consequently the
man’s plea was a good one. .This case
gives a glimpse of what we fear is too
common all over England. :
