DISSATISFIED

Washington, D.C., July—Haiti is the
| most resourceful spot in the western
world, in proportion to its size. Its
| vast natural resources of Copper, Sil-
ver. Gold, Coal and Oil are practically
nndeveloped.‘__ The Associated Negro
Press can state on unquestioned au-
thority that within the last year more
than one great corporation of America
has made formal applicaiion to the
Haitian government, with the hope of

the great little republic’s mineral and
oil regources.

Other big corporations are seeking
to get control of the “top of the land”.
The various forest woods, the cotton,
sugar and coffee, and the production
of pineapples and other fruits, have
been found to grow in Haiti with ease,
thuidanece and a véry 1w eogt of pro-
duction. Investors foel “cafe” undes
the protection of American govern-
ment. g

There is still another feature of
Haiti, which has been mentioned in
in Associated Negro Press dispatches
heretofore, but which has not fully
registered in the mind of most people.
Haiti has already become a Winter
esort for thousands of white tourists.
According to a staff correspondent of
the Chicago Tribune, who visited Hai-
ti last winter, in twenty. years Haiti
will be the greatest winter resort in
the western world, for, as he stated,
the climate is well nigh perfect, and
the natural beauty overpowering.

“Citizen’s of the Repubiic of Haiti
are gorely depressed,” is the word
brought to the United States by no
less an authority than Bishop F. Hurst
of the African Methodist Episcopal
Church, who but recently returned |
from a visit there.

Washington, D.C.,, July—Notwith-
standing reports to the contrary, the
Colored Veterans’ Hospital at Tuske-
gee is to be manned, from top to bot-
tom with a corps of Negro officials,
doctors and nurses. The Senators
from Alabama have made a determ-
ined fight against this action being
@aken by the government authorities
in charge of the work of providing
Fhe personnel of the hospital staff, but
it is understood that Puresident Hard-
ing has taken a decided stand in the
matter on the side of the Negroes
who have earnestly demanded that
the hospital was theirs by every right
and should be operated by members
of their race. Negro nurses have
been installed already and Negro ap-
plicants are in the course of examin-
ations for places on the medical staff.
The President has ade many friends
by his action in this matter. Princi-
pal Moton is coming in for a big share
of the praise for the intelligent and
patient i anner in which he has con-
ducted himself during the heated con-
troversey between the Negro and anti-
Negro forces here and in Alabama
where the whole State government’s
machinery was used to deprive the
Negroes of their claim right to name
oof personnel of the hospital staff.

“The field
is emphatically a hard one and re-

quires much faith and patience from

those who work there,” says the re-
port for 1857, while that for 1861, in
drawing attention to the deplorable

condition in which many Negroes
reached Canada, said that some,
goaded to madness, were almost

the whole white race.
The tendency of the Negro coms
munities to split up into many small
religious groups was one difficulty
that taxed the patience pf the Assoc-
iation’s representatives. Out of this
tendency to form new religious soc-
icties grew the begging evil which
was vigorously condemned by the bet-
ter class of Negroes themselves. How
to teach self-reliance to a people who
had been robbed of this quality was
a problem. Some of the Negroes be-
lieved that the establishment of Ne-
gro colonies would improve matters.
Henry Bibb came to the front around
1850 with a proposal to purchase
20.000 acres of land from the govern-
ment, this to be sold to Negro sett-
lers on terms that would enable them
to become independent by their own
industry. His was not the only pro-
posal of this kind, the Elgin Associa-
tion settlement in what is now Kent
county, Ontario, being quite success-
ful. The work in Canada was not al-
together disappointing by any means.
“The fugitives in Canada are mnot
what their enemies represent them to
be,” said the report issued in 1860.
“Very many o f them are moral, eu-
terprising, industrious and thriving,
showing that the liberty they have
assumed is rightly used...... Good
schools and a faithful ministry ought
to be liberally sustained among the
fugitives in Canada.”

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THE WORK OF THE AMERICAN

(Continued from page 2)

school in operation since about 1838
and there was miuch religious activity
of one kind and another among the
Negroes in the village. Levi Coffin,
the abolitionist, visited the place in
1844 and speaks well of the work that
was being done by Isaae Rice:
.“While at this place, we made our
headquarters at Isaac J. Rice’s mis-
sionary buildings where he had a
large school for colored children.
He had labored here, among the col-
ored people, mostly fugitives, for
sixX years. He was a devoted, self-
denying worker, had received very
little pecuniary help, and had suf-
fered many privations. He was
well situated in Ohio as pastor of a
Presbyterian church and had fine
prospects before him but believed
that the Lord ecalled him to this
field of missionary labor among the
fugitive slaves who came here by
hundreds and by thousands, poor,
destitute and ignorast, suffering
from all the evil influences of slav-
ery. We entered into deep sym-
pathy with him in his labors, real-
izing the great need tkere was here
for just such an institution as he
had established. He had sheltered
at this missionary home many hun-
dreds of fugitives till other homes
for them could be found. This was
the great landing point, the princi-
pal terminus of the Underground
Railroad of the west.”

It was a heavy task that Isaac Rice
faced at Amherstburg. Some idea of
his difficultieg may be gathered from
a letter that he wrote to the Western
Citizen, Chicago, in 1849, In this let-
ter he says that for three months past
he has been unable to do any mission
work. He had no money to pay the
freight charges on boxes of supplies
sent for relief work. All the money
he had received had been spent on the
schocl and mission house. Clothing
was needed badly by the destitute
fugitives arriving daily. Over tifty
had come in that summer and these
and others had to be looked after. He
asked that $300 be supplied him to
keep his work going. In the Liber-
ator of August 23, 1850, there is a let-
ter from Milly Morse, Foxboro, in
which she appeals for help for Rice
and his work. “He has suffered much
