A. E. M. Thomson of Centennial
Methodist Church and Rev. Vance.

Mr. Thomson dealt with the sub-
ject of recent legislation affecting the
superannuation fund.

He viewed the question from three
angles. The first had to do with the
new law, which makes it compulsory
for probationers to pay $100 in the
fund, before ordination, which, how-
ever, gives them a standing of four
Years, instead of three, as formerly.

The second point concerning men
who arve institutions outside the
church, such as the Dominion Al-
liance, of the Lord I)Lw Alliance.
In such cases the regulations
require them to pay in excess of the
regular subscription hte amount of
3200, since they have no circuit, and
consequently no circuit sibscription
is forwarded to the fund

Thirdly, Mr. Thomson spoke of the
regulation which requires heads of
institutions to fill a new special
schedule showing not only the salary
they are given, but also perquisites
obtained.

The superannuation assessment is
based on this schedule.

The London team consisted of Cor-
porals Cameron and Lappage, Cadets
Boughner, Messeral, Norton, Taylor,
Livermore, Carrothers, Mennel and
Nichols.

The cadet instructor is W. A. Mec-
Willlams, and the team had been spe-
cially coached for the competition by
Sergt.-Major W. Carter of the local
military headquarters staff, and Sergt.-
Major Martin, assistant to Lieut-Col
McCrimmon, director of cadet corps in
Western Ontario.

The scores cannot be
until Nov, 1.

During the contest five rounds had
to be fired at a 16-inch target from 10¢
vards, with three-second exposure, and
ten-second interval between rounds.
Then five rounds were fired at a 22-
inch target from 400 vards, with the
target exposed for six seconds, during
which time all five shots must be fired.

Two rounds had then to be shot from
each of 400, 300, 200 and 100 yards con-
secutively by each cadet. The time
allowance in this event was 15 seconds
to shoot; 15 seconds had to elapse before
advancing, and then 60 seconds were
allowed for the advance of the 100
vards.

ADVISES CAREFUL
PACKING IN MAILS

Postmaster Duncan Gives In-
structions on Shipping All
Fragile Articles.

With the Christmas season not far
distant, heavy shipments of fragile
articles through the malils has al-
ready begun. T. C. Duncan, post-
master in this city, this morning
called attention to the fact that par-
cels should be packed very carefully
in order to provide against damage
in the mails. A notice to this effect
is being placed in a prominent place
in the postoffice dealing with each
class of articles carried by the parcel
post,

It is important that the address
of the sender be i{n all cases written
on the parcel itself. It is not suffi-
cient to have the name on the at-
tached tag or label, which may some-
times be accidentally detached.

The notice states that ordinary
cardboard boxes are not found to be
satisfactory containers. Corrugated
board should be used, in quantity and
thickness governed by the weight
and nature of the articles being
shipped, and the distance the parcel
must go before reaching its destina-
tion.

In the case of
china, glassware,
and watches, musical instruments
and scientific instruments, corru-
gated board is not sufficiently pro-
tective. The articles should be sur-
rounded with excelsior, and then
packed in well-made wooden boxes,
and labelled: “Fragile, with care.”

Liquids should be in hermetically-
sealed containers. Sharp-pointed, or
sharp-edged tools must have the
points or edges protected, so that
the coverings will not be cut. ¥Fruit,
fish, meats and vegetables must be
well packed, and marked perishable.

Officials state that in spite of no-
tices to this effect previously posted,
many parcels, improperly packed and
marked, find their way into the
mails, and postal authorities cannot
be responsible if the parcels do not
regch  their destination in good
condition. :

URGES CLEAN
NORAL LIVING

Rev. J. T. Stone, D.D., LL.D.,
Preaches Anniversary Ser-
vice at St Andrew’s.

Deplores Confusion of Ideas

Into Which World Has
Fallen.

B5t. Andrew's Presbyterian Church
was packed to the doors Sunday
morning, the occasion being the 89th
anniversary of the church, with Rev.
John Timothy Stone, D.D. LL.D., of

the Fourth Presbyterian Church,
Chicago, ex-moderator of the Gen-
eral Assembly of America, in charge
of the services.

In a forceful and eloquent sermeon,
Dr. Stone declared against the great
tendency of the time to let a code of
moral ethics take the place of Christ
in the hearts of men.

Four-Square Army.

Likening the lives of men to
great four-square army,
said, “Christianity must
thing in which we live,
being, that is to =say,
squared out, spiritually, mentally,
morally and physically, for God.

“The great tendency of the time in
which we live, when reading and
thought are both so free, is to let
ethics and philosophy take the place
of Christianity in our lives.”

Deploring the confusion of ideas
into which the world has fallen, Dr.
Stone declared: “The standard has
been taken by Great Britain, and all
the nations of the earth should stand
shoulder to shoulder with her to eave
the world from bitterness and strife.”

Couldn’t Be Complete.

During the entire course of his ser-
mon, Dr. Stone carried emphasis on
the idea that man’s life could not bs
complete unless it were four-square.

He proclaimed the fact that the
world was swiftly returning to a de-
mand of moral character, to a tims
wheh the boards of trustees of our
schools and colleges should demand
from their professors, not only a
high standard mentally but a clean
life morally.

“Relatively speaking,” he stated,
“should we care if a man plays golf
on Sunday? God established certain
rules for His Sabbath, but the great
question concerns our spiritual de-
velopment and not the ethics of Sun-
day golf. If we are not so developed
then our lives are a hollow square.

“We cannot compel the hearts of
men, although it is true we must
have some form of law. I am not so
much in favor of prohibition, but
rather inhibition, wherefrom we have
the exhibition of Christianity.

“And let me say here that I am
not referring to prohibition in the
commonest sense of the work. I am
a strong supporter of prohibition in
that sense.

Fulfilled Need.

“Christ never saw need except to
fulfiil it, and it is His great example
we must follow. We must not let
our young people grow up thinking
that moral character is sufficient.
Christ had in His life more than
philosophy. He had compassion and
faith.

“We must round out our lUves ton
the four-square, and come to the
church, not because we feel our duty
to our neighbor, our children, and
the church, but with the realization
that to fill out the hollow square in
our lives we must have the great aid
of the church to develop ocurselves
spiritually.”

THE first boats were made very

early Indeed in the Neolithic
stage of culture by riverside and
lakeside peoples. They were no more
than trees and floating wood, used
to assist the imperfect natural swim-
ming powers of men. Then came tie
hollowing out of the trees, and then,
with the development of tools and a
primitive carpentry, the building of
boats.

Men in Egypt and Mesopotamia
also developed a primitive type of
basket work boat, caulked with
bitumen. Such was the “ark of bull-
rushes” in which Moses was hidden
by his mother.

In Use to This Day.

A kindred sort of vessel grew up
by the use of skins and hides ex-
panded upon &a wicker framework.
To this day cowhide wicker boats
(coracles) are used upon the west
coast of Ireland, where there |is
plenty of cattle and a poverty of
big trees. They are also still used
on the Euphrates and on the Towy
in South Wales. Inflated skins may
have preceded the coracle, and are
still used on the Euphrates and up-
per Ganges.

In the valleys of the great rivers,
boats must early have become an
important means of communication;
and it seems natural to suppose that
it was from the mouths of the great
rivers that man, already in a reason-
ably seaworthy vessel, first ventured
out upon what must have seemed to
him then the trackless and homeless
sea.

No doubt he ventured at first
a fisherman, having learned the ele-
ments of seacraft in creeks and
lagoons. Men may jave navigated
boats upon the Levantine Lake be-
fore the refilling of the Mediter-
ranean by the Atlantic waters. The
canoe was an integral part of the
heliolithic culture, it drifted with
the culture upon the warm waters
of the earth from the Mediterranean
to (at last) America.

There were not only canoes, but
Sumerian boats and ships upon the
Euphrates and Tigris, when these
rivers in 7,000 B. C. fell by separate
mouths into the Persian Gulf. The
Sumerian city of Eridu, which stood
at the head of the Persian Gulf (from
iwhich it is now separated by a hun-
dred and thirty miles of alluvium),
ihad ships upon the sea then.

We also find evidence of a fully
developed sea life 6,000 years ago at
the eastern end of the Mediterranean
and possibly at that time there were
already canoes on the seas among
the islands of the nearer East Indies.
There are predynastic Neolithic
Egyptian representations of Nile
ships of a fair size, capable of carry-
ing elephants.

Very soon the seafaring men must
have realized the peculiar freedom
‘and opportunities the ship gave
ithem. They could get away to
;islunds: no chief nor king could pur-
isue a boat or ship with any cer-
tainty; every captain was a king.

The Beginning of Piracy.

The seamen would find it easy to
make nests upon islands and in
strong positions on the mainianl.
There they could harbor, there they
could carry on a certain agriculture
and fishery; but their specialty and
their main business was, of course,
the expedition across the sea. That
was not usually a trading expedition;
it was much more frequently a
piratical raid. From what we know
of mankind, we are bound to con-
clude that the firset sailors plundered
when they could, and traded when
they had to.

Because it developed in the com-
iparatively warm and tranquil waters
of the eastern Mediterranean, the
Red Sea, the Persian Gulf, and the
western horn of the Indian Ocean,
the shipping of the ancient world
retained throughout certain charac-
teristics that make it differ very
widely from the ocean-going sailing

The Revolution and Germany's
Future.
1 po NOT care what my foes say
about me. I do not recognize them
as my judges. When I see how the
same people who exaggeratedly
spread incense before me in other
days are now vilifying me, the most
that I can feel is pity. The bitter
things that I hear about myself from
home disappoint me. God is my wit-
ness that I have always wished what
was best for my country and my peo-
ple, and I believed that every German
had recognized and appreciated this.
I have always tried to keep my politi-
'ml acts, everything that I did as a
rgler and a man, in harmony with
God’s commandments. Much turned
gut differently from what I desired,
hut my conscience is clean. The
/weifare of my people and my empire
" was the goal of my actions.

I bear my personal fate with res-
ignation, for the Lord knows what
He does and what He wishes. He
knows why He subjects me to this

‘test. 1 shall bear everything with
' patience and await whatsoever God
etill holds in store for me.

The only thing that grieves me is
the fate of my country and my peo-

ple. I am pained at the hard period
of trial which my children of the
German land are undergoing, which
I—obliged to live in foreign parts—
cannot suffer with them. That is
the sword thrust which pierces
through my soul; that is what is
bitter to me. Here in solitude I still
feel and think solely for the German
people, still wonder how I can better
matters and help with enlighten-
ment and counsel.

Nor can bitter criticism ever lessen
my love for my land and people. 1
remain faithful to the Germans, no
matter how each individual German
may now stand with regard to me.
To those who stand by me in mis-
fortune as they stood in prosperity,
I am grateful—they comfort me and
relieve my gnawing homesickness for
my beloved German home. And I
can respect those who, impelled by
honest convictions, array themselves
against me; as for the rest, let them
look to justifying themselves to God,
. their consciences and history,

They will not succeed in separating
me from the Germans. Always I can

The hardest of all for her to
bear was her homesickness for the
soil of Germany, for the German peo-
ple. Notwithstanding this, she still
tied to bring me consolation.

The revolution destroyed things of
enormous value. It was brought about
at the very moment when the Ger-
man nation’s fight for existence was
to have been ended, and every effort
should have been concentrated upon
reconstruction. It was a crime
against the nation.

Wind and Whirlwind.

T am well aware that many who
rally around the Social Democratic
banner did not wish revolution: some
of the individual Social Democratic
leaders likewise did not wish it at
that time, and more than one among
them was ready to co-operate with
me. Yet these Social Democrats were
incapable of preventing the revolu-

tion, and therein lies their share of
guilt for what is now going on, all
the more so since the Socialist lead-
ers stood closer to the revolutionary
masses than the representatives of
the monarchical government and,
therefore, could exert more influence
upon them. X

But the leaders, even in the days
before the war, had brought the idea
of revolution to the masses and fos-
tered it, and the Social Democrats
had been, from time immemorial,
openly hostile to the earlier, mon-
archial form of government, and had
worked systematically toward eli-
minating it. It sowed the wind and
reaped the whirlwind.

The time and nature of the revo-
lution were not to the liking of a
number of the leaders, but it was
exactly these men who, at the de-
cisive moment, abandoned leadership
to the most unbridled elements and
failed to bring their influence to bear
toward maintaining the government.

It was the duty of the government
of Prince Max to protest the old form
of government. It failed to fulfill
its holy duty because it has become
dependent on the Socialist leaders,
the very men who*had lost their in-
fluence on the masses to the radical
elements.

Therefore, the greatest share of
the guilt falls upon the leaders, and
for that reason, history wil not
brand the German working classes,
but their leaders, with the curse of
the revolution, in so far as these
leaders participated in making the
rcvolution or failed to prevent it—
and it will also brand the govern-
ment of Prince Max of Baden, with
that curse.

The Gefman weorkers fought bril-
liantly in battle under my leader-
thip, and at home, as well, labored
ceaselessly to provide munitions and
war material. That is something
which must not be forgotten. It was
only later that some of them began
to break away, but the responsibility
for this lies at the door of the agit-
ators and revolutionists, not at that
of the ,decent, patriotic section of
the working classes.

The conscienceless agitators are

the men really responsible for Ger-
many’s total collapse. That will be
recognized some day by the working
classes themselves.
The present is a hard time for Ger-
many. Ot the future of this healthy,
strong nation I do not despair. A
nation which can achieve -such an
unprecedented rise as that of Ger-
many between 1871 and 1914, a nation
which can maintain itself success-
fully for over four years in a defen-
sive war against twenty-eight na-
tions, cannot be driven from the
earth. Economically, the world can-
not do without us.

But in order ‘that we may regain
ithe position in the Wworld which is
Germany’'s due, we must not await
or count upon help from outside.
Such help will not come, in any
event were it to come, it would but!
mean at best our being mere Helots.i

only to herself, but to all the nations
of the earth, whatever /is best in the
domain of technical achievement, of
science, of art.

I believe in the revocation of the
unjust peace of Versailles by the
judgment of the sensible elements of
foreign lands and by Germany her-
self. I believe in the German people
and in the continuation of its peace-
ful mission in the world, which has
been interrupted by a terrible war,
for which Germany, since she did not
will it, does not bear the guilt.

Adoption of a single standard of
time for the entire world is suggest-
ed by F. H. Schnell, traffic manager
of the American -Radio Relay
League.

The purpose of this would be to
simplify the recording of radio ‘mes-
sages between distant parts of the
earth and avoid confusion and error
made possible by the present merid-
jan time system.

Greenwich Mean Time is the
standard which Schnell would have
adopted universally. It divides the
360 degrees of the rotation of the
earth into 24 periods, or hours.

“Starting at Greenwich, England,”
explains Schnell, “which {s reckoned
as 0 degrees, and moving westward,
for every 15 degrees longtitude the
time is reckoned as one hour west
of Greenwich. Thirty degrees is two
hours west, 45 degrecs three hours
west ,and so on.”

With this as the only standard, it
would be easy to calculate the time
for universal purposes from the loca!l
time. The various standard and day-
light saving times in the United
States would be unnecessary and, in

“More {important is the adoption
of a standard time of international
as we approach Inter-i
amateur radio communica-
tion with European amateurs,’” says
Schnell. “Greenwich Mean Time is
known the world over, and i{s the one
standard of time recognized by every
civilized country.

“In keeping a record of messages,

‘The convention will be held at
Ottawa and the postmaster-general
will be accompanied by other high
officials of the department. Recipro-
cal exchange of rostal equipment, in-
surance of parcel post, between
United States and Canada, transit
of United States mails through Can-
ada and Canadian mail through
United States, direct correspondence
between Canadian and American
postmasters, uniform money order
forms for both countries, United
States railway mail clerks to extend
their runs into Canadian territory,
and other improvements are among
proposals that will be discussed at
sessions of the two postoffice depart-
ments. The agreements as finally
outlined by convention consists of
24 questions that, if agreed upon, will
thoroughly unify the two postal sys-
tems.
