KITCHENER RULES.

The Pa.ification of the Trans-

vaﬂ Left to Him.

He is Expected to Take Measures o
Which the Cable Will Not Tell.

London, Nov. Q(L\;I;ord Kitchener®is
now for the first time unhampered in
carrying on the South African war,
and it promises to be widely different
tharr under Lord Roberts. The latter
will continue to sign the official de-
spatches until his departure, but the
campaign will be devised and directed
by Lord Kitchener alone. He has
ficed the grim fact that the enemy
means the entire population and has
greatly tightened the censorship,
while he finds it necessary Lo carry
out certain military police acts more
rigorously than under Lord Roberts’
regime. V- i

‘The Transvaal and the Orange Free
State are now opening the second sea-
son since a crop was sown, and it is
14 months since normal imports of
foodstuffs ceased. The railways are
still broken for several days weekly.
These things combined make the feed-
ing of the occupanis of the twY Re-~

which is increased by the filling of
the towns with stores under garrison.
These garrisons the inhabitants be-
tray to the commandoes, who thereby
easily replenish their stores, thus
making the stayving out of the fight-
ing burghers impossible.  Lord Kitch-
ener's alternatife is the depopulalion
of the towns, moving every non-miki-
tary inhabitant toward the coast,
where they will be more easily fed,
while freeing the army’s hands.

In’ 1899 the output amounted
to 4,597,000 tons, valued at $6,512.-
400. Up to the end of 1899 there
had been mined in Australia 85,969,-
136 tons of coal. No less than 2.-
708,523 tons were exported last vear,
chiefly %o the Island of Cevlon, to
Hong Kong, India; Mauritius, New
Guinea, Straits Settlements, Celebes,

Chile, China. Ecuador, Hawaiian Is-
lands, Japan, Java, Marshall Is-
lands, Mexico, Mozambique. New

Zealand, New C(aledonia. Panama,
Peru, Philippines, South Sea Islands
and the Pacific coast of the United
States.

HOPING FOR AN HEIR.

Death at this time wouid bs peculi-
arly bitter to Emperor Nicholas, be<s
cause he is again hoping for the birtls
of a son within a few months. It is
an open secret that the czareviteh,
Grand Duke Michae!l, naw about 23
yeirs'of age, is not a favorite of the
emperor, whose supreme desire is to
leave a som as hwir to the throne.

A St. Petersburg jurist who was ask-
ed to-day whether a poSthumus son
would inherit the throne, consulted
the wowrks of the iut horities,
among them Prof. Korkounoff, of ‘the
University of St. Petersburg, and
Professors Gradovisky and Alexieff, of
the University of Moscow, and gave
the following reply :

“Existing laws do not answer the
question. The manifest of August 22,
1826, affords a precedent’in an affirm-
ative sense, but does not lay down a
general rule, confining itself to regu-
liting the concrete case then existing,
Nicholas I. in the manifest declared
that if he should die while the czarina
wias enciente, the heir apparent then
Living must wait until the birth before
assuming the powers and dignities of
czar, and that if the child were a son,
the latter should inherit. The pres-
ent czar is equally competent to reg-
ulate the case, if mecessary.

RELATIVES SEEK TO BREAK THE

WILL—-EVID=NCE TAKEN IN
THE CASE 30 FAR.

Justice R. M. Meredith is hearing a
rather sensational will case at London.
The plaintiffs in Taylor vs. Davis
are Helem Taylor, of the township of
Pickering, Ontario county, and Isa<
bella Smith, of Sanilac county Michi-
gan, sisters of Mrs. Burkhelder, who
died in South London on Aug.30, 1899,
leaving an estate valued at $5,500, to
be divided in equal shares among the
four . ¢hildren of Ven. Archdeacon
Davis, and used towards their educa-

tion.

The defendants are the executors,
of whom Archdeacon Davis is oney and
several relatives other +than the
plaintiffs,

The plajntiffs allege that at the timie
of the execution of the said pretend-
ed will, Mrs. Burkholder was of &
very advanced age, and in a state of
extreme physical and mental weak-
ness, and unable to understand the
nature and effect of the will. It is
further alleged that at the time of ‘the
execution of the will and for. some
months previous, Arc acon * Davis
was in constant communication with
the deceased as her spiritual adviser,
and in that capacity acquired suth in-
fluence over her that she was not
capable of exercising her own free
will and discretion 1n the disposition
of her estate. Cegtainsof the defend-
ants allege dhat if the will is null and
void, the estate should pass te them
under the provisions of a will dated
August 15, 1893, by which $500 was left”
to Sarah A. Keffer, of Concord, Ont.,
a niece of the deceased; $500 to Arch-
deacon Davis, and the remainder,
with -‘the exception of ‘some minor
amounts, to bp invested for a pericd
of ten years, the income to be paid to
the Mission Fund of Algoma Diocese.
At the end of thaiten years the'estate
wis to be divided equally betweéen the
mission, funds of Algoma and Huron.
Messrs. Davis and Fisher were named
as pxecutors under this will also,.: It
is claimed by the relatives-that neith-
er of the twp wills were made by Lthe
deceased, and that both should be de~
¢lared null and void, and the estate
pdministered as upon an intestagey.

THE EVJ]DENCE.

Evidence was first called to show
there was'insanity in Mrs. Burkhold-
er’s family, a brother having commit-
ted suicide. James Smith had Mrs.
Burkholder living with him_ from
1802 to 1894. Mr. Davis visited her,
and the witness noticed that after
each visit she was of a-very different
demeanor, being cranky and disturb-
ed. Her mind was failing for three
or four years, and she knew it herself.
She made one will while'living with
M, Smith. Mrs, Burkholder onee said
she thought she wpuld leave;somse
money to the missions of the ¢hurch,
and she once said to the witness that
Mr. Davis .wanted $2,000 to eddcate
two. of his sons. He attempted to
persuade her that it would be mission
work, but Mrs. Burkholder said ;Ee
had worked hard for her money and
Mr. Davis was not going to get it:
She was not very charitably inclined.
Mrs. Burkholder tald Mr. Smith once
that Mr. Davis said she was ripening
for the kingdom of heaven, and that
if there was a heaven she would be
sure to be there. Mr. Davis used te
speak in high terms of Mrs. Burk-
holder’s husband and daughter, as-
suring her that they were in heaven
and she would meet them there. This
pleised. the old lady. Mrs, Burk-
holder told the witness on an-
other oceasion that Mr. Davis want-
ed to get her bank book and she re-
fused to give it to him. Again, when
she was living with Miss Robinson,
in South London, she said Mr. Davis
called and asked her how much
money she had in the house and on
being told that she had $30, he said it
wias too much to keep in a house
wher e there were 50 many young men.

AN OUTSPOKEn WITNESS,

Mrs. Mary Bratt, an outspoken wit-
