Toronto, Jan. 25.—Rev. Principal 
Sheraton, of Wycliffe College, died at 
his residence in Wycliffe College yes­
terday morning. He had been suffering 
from a nervous breakdown since the 
middle of December, when he had to 
discontinue his work.

His condition was not considered 
serious at first, but he grew gradu­
ally worse instead of better. A few 
days ago he suffered a stroke of para­
lysis. Since then he sank gradually 
till 7.45 yesterday morning, when he 
died.

These include two 
more Liberal gains, bringing the net 
Conservative loss up to two hundred. 
About sixty seats are yet to poll. The 
tariff reformers get a ray of encour­
agement from the North Lonsdale divi­
sion of Lancashire, where the Hon. R. 
F. Cavendish, who was elected a Con­
servative in 1900, went, over to the Lib­
erals last year,» now stood as a free 
trade candidate. He receives 3,942 
rotes while C. B. Haddock, tariff re­
former, received 4.121.

The standing of the parties is: Lib­
erals, 316; Labor.* 42; Conservatives, 
139; Nationalists, $2.

12 Liberal Gains.
As a result of Tuesdays pollings the 

Liberals gained 12 more seats, the La­
bor party two, and the Conservatives 
one.

Lord Dalmeny, the son and heir of 
the Earl of Rosebery, won a great vic­
tory in Midlothian, where he increased 
the Liberal majority from 314 to 3,217. 
The Irish question caused the trouble.

Lord Haddo, the son and heir of the 
Earl of Aberdeen, the Lord Lieutenant 
of Ireland, was defeated in Woking, 
by 1,325 majority.

Shoes. BILL TO KILL SUFFERERS.

Cincinnati Woman Proposes Painless 
Death Fer Incurables.

Columbus, Ohio. Jan. 25.—Painless 
death for pain-racked sufferers who 
have no chance for recovery and who 
desire to live no longer, will be pos­
sible if the bill introduced Tuesday in 
the General Assembly is passed. Under 
its provisions persons suffering from 
incurable disease or from injuries from 
which there is no hope of recovery may 
be legally chloroformed to death or 
killed in any other painless way which 
physicians may design.

The measure was introduced by Rep­
resentative Hunt of Cincinnati at the 

. request of Miss Anna Hall, who has 
for years been a student of the subject. 
Her interest was aroused first by the 
illness preceding the death of her mo­
ther from cancer of the liver.

Miss Hall sat in the gallery of the 
House and witnessed the voting down 
of a motion to reject her bill. The vote 
was 78 to 22. She wept when she saw 
that her measure was to be received 
and sent to a committee.

Miss Hall is a woman of wealth, and 
is a member of a highly respectable 
Cincinnati family. Her father, who 
was an Arctic explorer, died a few 
years ago.

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PACIFIC LINER WRECKED.
Valencia Aground on West Coast of 

Vancouver Island—Serious Loss 
of Life Ie Feared.

Victoria, B. C., Jan. 24.—A great 
marine disaster has occurred near 
Carmanah, oft the west coast of Van­
couver Island. The steamer Valencia 
ot San Francisco, a regular liner ply- 
ing between points in California and 
Washington, Victoria and the north, 
and which was due in Victoria Mon­
day night, was wrecked off Cape Beale, 
going ashore on a rocky and perilous 
place. The first news ot the disaster 
reached Captain Gandin, Receiver ot 
Wrecks, late yesterday afternoon upon 
the arrival of nine of the survivors in 
a boat which succeeded in landing at 
the telegraph huts on the coast sever­
al miles from the scene of the disas­
ter. The information obtainable from 
them as to the loss of life when the 
Valencia struck and the crew and pas- 
sengers took to the boats is ot the 
vaguest sort.Over a Hundred On Board.

STEALING A CONSTITUENCY.
ANADIANsoap Saskatchewan D. R. O.’s Who Were 

Former Dominion Officials, Did Not 
Even Visit Their Polls.

Prince Albert, Sask., Jan. 24.—The 
two deputy returning officers who were 
convicted Saturday for not having held 
an election in their polls, and for 
having sent in a majority of 150 for 
Tyerman, the Liberal candidate, were 
former Government officials. Chas. J. 
Sutherland was Dominion fruit inspec­
tor, and John F. Neilson, Dominion 
fisheries inspector.

Their attempt to steal the constitu­
ency was perfectly astounding. It was 
proved at the trial that the two offi­
cers, along with R. McLeod, another 
returning officer, did not even visit 
their polls. The three officers left 
Prince Albert two days before election 
and went as far as Isle La Crosse, 
where they spent election day. Three 
days after the election was over they 
returned to Prince Albert with their 
ballot boxes and 150 votes for Tyer- 
man. Donaldson had previously a ma­
jority of 56, and this gave the Liberal 
candidate a majority of 94. The polls 
where the election was supposed to 
have taken place were Pine Point, 
Bear Lake, and Sandy Lake, 300 miles 
north of Prince Albert. The inhabitants 
are practically all Hudson Bay men 
and Indians. More warrants will be 
issued.

Some fine pine I 
trees near Obabika Lake were found| 
to be losing their foliage, which was 
turning in some cases to a yellow color, 1 
in others to ned..

Samples ot foliage and parts of the 
I trees were obtained by Dr. Clarke, the 
I Provincial Forester, who, after a 1 
I thorough investigation, decided that 
I the cause of the threatened decay was 
I lack of moisture. The summer was dry, 
I and the point where the trees affected 
I were growing was too sandy to retain 
1enough moisture for them. There was 
I no disease of any kind, and no danger 
I of other parts of the forest becoming 

11 affected, as there was sufficient mois- 
II ture elsewhere.
