Thisisa
matter that calls for investigation, and the above men-
tioned would be perfectly justified in making a com-
plaint to the department.  This is only another
instance of the bad results of the present Northwest
liquor law.

MONGST the multifarious extravagances of
él cranks it has been maintained that human nat-
ure does not furnish such a phenomenon as a centen-
arian. The most obstiriate of these ingenious persons
would, however, scarcely deny the evidence in the
case of a distinguished Naval Officer who to-day
completes his hundredth year. Sir Provo. William
Parry Wallis, G.C. ..., .5 ... senior Acmiral-of-the-
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Flect, and has been specially permitted to remain on
*hie Active List on account of his unique services and
position. This gallant officer was born at Halifax,
N. S, on April 12th, 1791.

To the distinction of bzing one of the few sur-
vivors of the wars of 1812-14, Sir Mrovo Wallis adds
the absolutely exceptional one of being, as Sccomd
Licutcnant of the Shannon, the officer on whom de-
volved the duty of taking into his native port that
victorious frigate and her prize, the Chesapeake.  As
cveryone knows, Capt. Brooke was disabied by severe
wounds and the First Licutenant was accidentally
killed. We were not long ago acaling the Halifax,
papers of that date and it is safe to say, that even to
this day that old city has never scen such an excite-
ment—for this was the famous action that after several

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JHE article in the Calgary Herald about a fort-
SIZ night ago on the necessity of a new Northwest
Territorics Act being framed in conformity with the
opinions of the very large majority of the pcople
here, is being most favorably criticised by the press
of the Territories, No thinking man in the coun-
try attempts to deny that the laws governing the
Territories, whatever they might have been at the

time of framing, are now thoroughly inadequate for'

our requircments.  On those well worn subjects—
the Liquor law and the Dual Language question, we
have nothing to say. Public men of all denominations
have expressed their views on itstronglyand frequently
One of the most important matters dealt with by the
Herald is that of immigration. The amount voted
by the Dominion government for the maintenance of
the Territories (the money to be expended by the
North West Legisiature) should be sufficiently laree
10 enable us to carry on au active policy te peopic our
vast possession.  We should have agents in Eogland
and in Eastern Canada, we should be in  position to
send agents to the States if requived. The Territories
are slowly—1t00 slowly-—hecoming known; but once
iet the marveilous fertility of our soil become knowa;
once let the drivelling nonsense about our terrible
winters be knocked on the head ; in a word once let
cur climate, our sotl, our natural resources, our miner-
al wealth become known to the world and we should
have such a stream of immigration pour into the
Territorics, as no other country has ever known, We
dare affirm that not more than one man in fifty
in England knows where }he Northwest Territorics
are situated. As for such nimes as Alberta, Saskatch-
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cwan, Assiniboia—they have never even heard of them.
As long as such a state of things exists we can only
expect our settlement to come in dribbles. At
present there are only five agents in England,
Ireland, Scotland and Wales to direct immigration
to the Dominion of Canada. The fatal policy of such
a state of things is self-evident.  The other questions .
dealt with by the Herald, we shall take up on a future
occasion. .

£ SUM of $21,000 was borrowed by the corpora-
tion of Calgary for the purpose of patting in a
first-class sewer system in the town.  This has been
done, but as far as we know, operations have not
been commenced. Is the money borrowed to be
sunk, literally sunk, in scwer pipes, and nothing else
done? Calgary cries with a loud voice for improved
sanitary arrangements.  There has been considerable
sickness in Calgary this year, and unless something
is done in this direction before very long, we shall
have considerably more sickness, when the warm
wet weather arrives.  How many months or years is
the town expected to wait before water is laid on. If
there is no agrcement on this important point be-
tween the town authorities and the water-works, then
there ought to be.  We have the scwers, but they
might be laid in the Great Sahara, for all the good
they are at present.  We hope to sec some action
taken in this all-important matter before very long.

INCE writing the above we lcarn it is from no
fault of the Waterworks company that the sys-
temis not working. All machinery was in position and
work about to begin, wher a portion of it broke
through bad construction.  The whole piece of ma-
chinery had to be sent down to Hamilton to be
mended, It has arrived back again and is now in
position. Water miay be expected by the end of the
present month. )

O wonder the aged Premicr has night-mare.  Just
think of being in his 'shoes, with such a trio of
issucs to face. It will take all the expericence of the
veteran statesman to steer through the dangero:s
straits of the “ Dual Language,” * Scparate Schoals,”
and “ Liquor " questions in safety.

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Tuis year's University Boat Race is memorable as
one of the closest and best fought out all over the
course, of all the contests that have taken place.
When first the crews came to Putney, there scemed
to be no doubt amons rowing men and the water side
folk that Oxford would win casily ; but the Light
Blue crew came on so rapidiy unler the coaching of
the famous S D. Muttlebury, and showed such good
time over the course on practice that for some days
before the race none but extrem: prrtisans of Oxford
expected anything clse than a close race ; nor were
the expectations of the gencral public at fauit. Cam-
bridge led slightly at the start, but were soon over-
taken and passeld by Oxford, who witha varying lead
of never more than three-quarters of a leagth until
the soap works were reached, were then gradually
passed by Cambridge, who led by a few feet only
through Hammersmith Bridge. Cambridge increased
their Icad by three or four yards and so the crews
raced nearly level along Chiswick Eyot, Cambridge
palpably lcading at Chiswick Church. As Burnes
Bridge came in sight, Oxford on the Middlesex side,
which having won the toss for choice of stations they
had chosen, had a distinet advantage of station and
led at Barnes Bridge by half a length. Still scrved
by the station Oxford at the \White Hart led by
three quarters of a length 5 but the Light Blue stroke
quickening and being well backed up by his crew,
reduced Oxford's lead when the winning post was
reached, to what Mr. Feaner the judge called a short
haif-length. Ncither boat was clear of the other dur-
ing the whole race.  This has only happened once
before in the history of the race, viz, in 1850, when
Cambridge just managed to make their lead barely a
lenzth at the winning post.  Thus ended the race of
13851 ; and its result was tr sach an extent in thabal-
ance that it is stated that only the advantage which
the choice of stations gave, pulled Oxford through
and saved them from de‘eat. The rezord now stanls:
Oxford 235 victories, Cambrid ze 22 and one dead heat
in 1877. Cambridge though beaten, were by no means
disgraced. In fact, the last lines of some verses which
appearced in Punck on the race of 1875 apply well
this ycar, though they applied with greater force in
that ycar, when the famous oar of H. E. Rludes
of Jesus, stenked Cambridge and J. . Wy of BN.C.
stroked Oxford :—

Barnum died at

h'v:?;,/ Bethel, Connecticut, on
July sth, 1S10. He be-
came 2 resident of New
York in 1834, and in
774y 1841 cmbarked in the
ool f/él_///] business in which he
made his fame and money by purchasing the Ameri-
can Muscum of that City. He soon began develop-
ing those qualitics of enterprise which made him the
greatest showman of the century, and in a few ycars
had acquired an immense fortune. In 1885 he retired
and removed to Bridgeport,Conn.,where he engaged in
real estate operations and manufacturing industries.
The following year Jenny Lind visited America and
sang in 93 concerts under his auspices,  His Bridge-
port cnterprises proved financial failures, and he
resumed his management of the Musewm, which soon
carned another fortune for him; and in 1868 he again
announced his retirement from his business. A quiet
life was an impossibility, however, to one of his acti-
vity, and in a few years he was out on the road
with his great circus which has been scen in all the
leading citics of this continent and of Turope.
Though three times burned oug, suffering heavily
cach time, Mr. Barnum will leave a large fortune to
his family. Mr. Barnum served a term ia the Counee-
ticut legislature in 1853, but was defeated the follow-
ing vear in running for Congress.  He is also the
author of a number of warks, mostly autobiographical,
recalling the strenuous siruggles of his youth and his
successes in after life.  Fe was an ardent temperance
advocate and frequentiy lectured on that topic.

He was
Recciver-General of Canada in 1852, In Auzast, 67
he was clected for the Commons and held the seat
until the general clections in’74  He was also re-
turned to the Legislative Assembly of Oatario in °67,
holding the portfolio of Minister of Public Wrks and
Agriculture, until ‘71
defeated. He was sworn of the Privy Council and

was Postmaster-General from May 1832 to Septem-
ber 1885 when he became Minister of A zriculture.

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OUR INDUSTRIES.

Under this heading we propose from time to time
to give illustrated accounts of industries which flour-
ish iu the North-West Territories.  The quantity of
machinery already in usc will be a surprise to even
those living in the Territories, and will open the eyves
of the outside world to the vast possibilitics there are
in this country for the outlay of capital.

The oldest factory in the Territories is that started
by Mr. W. H. Cushing, in January, 1883, south of the
railway track. That over six years ago this gentleman
should have had the pluck to start such an wndertak-
ing, speaks volumes for him personally, and also for
his faith in the country.  That his faith was not mis-
placed is very evident.  Six years ago a small buiid-
ing, a few hundred dollars’ worth off machinery and
two or three bhands comprised this factory, and
to-day we see a large shop 40 x 93 feet, with boiler
room, offices, outbuildings, cte.; we find the. factory
stocked with expensive machinery of a high order,
which is worked by from 135 to 20 employes, all inwe
or less skilled.  Mr. Cusiting says that things are
looking brighter to-day than cver sinve the |

factory
started, and no doubt 2 highly successful future is

cfore it.  On entering the mtin door we fi.ul
selves in the first storey of the factory and in the
midst of the buzz and whire of the machinery. The
first thing noticed is a combined planer and matcher

oar-

for making ﬂoomw and siding ; then we come to a
surface planer for surfacing lumber, next a rip-saw ;
further on a moulding - machine which turns out
mouldings of cvery description ; we then examine a
turning lathe, and the handsome pillars, inlaid casings,
ctc.,, which have just bzen made, and then we are
then taken up-stairs where we find ourselves in the
midst of doors and sashes in various stages ; the hum
of the machinery makes talking a difficulty, but we
manage to catch from Mr. Cushing that the following
arc the names of the machines we see working on all
sides 1 power mortises, fitted with chisels of various
dime ssions ; tenoning mechine ; sash dnd door stick-
cr; . o door cr:u'np with sash attachment ; band
saw, which is used for scroll work, brackets and all
kinds of ornamental work ; combination saw and
dado head ; shaping machine; buzz planer and
joiner ; boring machine ; rip s ; blind-slotting ma-
chine; swd-paper machine for giving a polished sur-
face to work ; two large grinding stones, and a foot
power scrofl saw, which is used for extra fine work

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the word as a full-fledged door.  The lumber is then
taken to the planer, and afterwards to the rip-saw,
vhiere it is mutilated by being ripped into proper
'\'idths ; then it is cut into proper lengths by another
saw ; some parts go to the mortiser and some to the
tenoniniy machine ; they afterwiards are taken to the
sash and door moulder, and at last the lumber
assumes the shape for which it is intended and is put

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together and taken to the “cramp,” from which
cmerges a door, which after a good sand-papering, is
ready for the market. Mr. Cushing said that if ncces-
sary he could make a door in less than five minutes,
but at present the demand hardly calls for such expe-

dition.
We then descend to the boiler-house, where a 23
h. p. engine with a large driving-wheel, 6 feet in
diameter, is hard at work. The
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“uel used for the furnace is from
he refuse of the factory and
~vood, and costs about $2.00 a
lay. The machinery, which is
by Cowan & Co, Galt, cost be-
tween $5,000 and $6,000. At-
tached to the fuctory is a glazing
room and a storc room:, and
going through the office we find
ourselves once more on the
street.

The visit was one full of in-
terest and education. We learnt
that cevery kind of builders’ sup-
plies were manufactured to or-
4 der; that doors, window sashes,
blinds, mouldings, scroll-work,
7) turnings, frames of all déscrip-
] tions, storc front and fittings,
g stairs, cte,, were manufactured
in Jarge quantitics.  Every vis-
