‘1t shall not be lawful for the subjects
of His Most Christian Majesty, the King
of France, to fortify any place in the
said l\l«lllll of St. Pierre." This
treaty,” says the Abbe Raynal ( whose
name is familiar to Nova Scotians)
“wrested from the feeble hands of Louis
the portals of Canada, Acadia and New-
foundland ; and from this dates the de-
cline nfthu Monarchy and the oncoming
