ESSAY ON SELF RELIANCE.

BY JUDGE MARSHALL.

(Concluded )

To ecome down to comparatively modern
times, the mad career of Charles XII. of Swe-
den may be adduced as & most remarkable in-
stance of the same stubborn will, and proud
self-reliance and sufliciency, which Jed to san-
guinary and desolating wars with his own na-
tion and between several others; and finally
resulted in the bumiliation of bis country, his
expulsion frem the throne, his various and
wretched wanderings, and sudden and violent
death. Tt is related, that at the moment he re-
eeived the ball which caused his death, he laid
his hand upon his sword, as though still relying
on his own arm to avenge his injaries.

Louis XIV. ot Franze, affords another proot
of the like presumptuous self-sufficiency, and
obstinate will ; and which produced most griev-
ious calamities to several nations, during pro-
tracted wars, and long continued and bloody
persecutions. The Eoglish Charles I. and
James II., are further instances of the self-re-
liant and obstinate spirit, and which after fierce
civil wars, and other national calamities,
brought the first to a tragical death ; aod caused
the other the loss of the throne, not oaly to
himself, but all his posterity. Even our third
George, the otherwise pious and moral as to
personal conduct, tbrough the prevalence of the
like unyielding spirit, and obstinacy of purpose,
lost the most valuable Colonial possessions of
his mighty and extended empire.

In the two Napoleons, the like obstinate will
and self-sufficient spirit were extremely pre-
d minant, especially in the first; and in both
urged them oa in their proud and vengeful de-
signs ; and brought on them the accumulated
guilt of the vast destruction ot human life, the
wide spread devastations aod untold' varieties
of misery to nations; and finally caused their
loss of sovereignity, and the miserable circum-
stances of the remainder of their lives. It bas
heen related of the first, that in an early pe-
riod of his ambitious career, in an interview
with an ambassador of one of the nations with
which he was offended, he dashed a china vase

sion of inspired revelation, by Socimiy from
whom chiefly, the ruinous error received its
early propagation. Many otber destructive
errors, both doctrinal and practical, have been
introduced into the profession ot Christianity,
which have originated from the same spirit of
bold and free speculation and self reliance, ir-
respective of Scripture suthority, and some of
them as contrary to sound reason, the evidence
of the senses, and the facts of experience, as to
the letter and spirit of divine revelation.
Looking next at private and social lite in the
present age of advanced civilization, and of
high attainment in every sphere of science and
art, and of abundant means for improvement in
religion and moral conduct, we shall see the
same dangerous spirit of self reliance and suffi-
ciency exhibited in every quarter. What pu-
mierous instances are occurring, especially
among the young, of going astray and being
ruined, through one or more of the various
forms of dissipation and vice, chiefly from ob-
stinacy of will, disregard of advice, and persis-
tence in this spirit of self sufficiency. Actua-
ted thereby, a very great and unbecoming
change bas taken place, within the present geo-
eration, in the conduct of young persons of
both sexes, towards those much beyond them
in years, and positions in society. They seem
generally to care but slightly as to feelings, or
marks of honour and respect towards those el-
ders, or to yield any serious attention to their
expostulations, or advice, or a compliance with
their best instructions. A further proof of the
same spirit of self reliance is seen io many of
the male youth, who without due research, and
studious attention to historical and other facts
and information, engage, and boldly express,
their embryo thoughts, and give forth their
shallow and incongruous conclusions on some of
the highest subjects of political, moral and
even religious science ; some of which subjects
have eagaged the profound researches, and
taxed the intellectual power ot divines, philos-
ophers, and political leaders, of the bighest
capacities and attainments, Many of the gen-
tle sex also, have, of lite, been not much, it at
all, behind their brothers, in the same wiltul
and self reliant course. Some of them in their
ardent aspirations aod efforts, have not only
arrived at the legal bar, the medical ranks, the
popular lecturing platform, but have even
reached the highest station—the religious pul-
pit. Howdifferent are all those incongruities
and dislocations from the instructions of the
inspired words:—** Ye younge~ submit your-
selves unto the elder;"—Young men be
sober-minded.—Let the woman learn in si-
lence with all subjection.—**1 suffer not a
woman to teach.”—'* Let the younger woman
marry, bear children, guide the house, give
none occasion to the adversary to speak
reproachfully.”

Agnin, in the case of families, what disorder
coatentions, alienations, and often still greater
evil results, proceed from the same soirit of
selt sufficiency, and an unyielding will.  Sup-
pose a wife possessed of these dangerous quali-
ties, and disposed to exercise them in a degree
as enlarged as possible, or practicable—and in
some, if not many instances trath must admit
the justice of the sad impeachment, and sup-
pose her to imagine, or it be the faet, that she
really is superior to her husband, in intellec-
tusl power and general knowledge, she will
inevitably, either by secret schemes and plans,
or apen actioa, or both, stsive to obtain the
desired pre-eminence, and the direction and
control,—not merely in those housebold ar-

on the floor, and said to the ambassador, that
so would be destroy bis master's power, and
van quish and devastate his country. And verily
be did it, but in due time the just retribution
fiercely came ; and partially trom the same quar-
ter to which the haughty threatening had been
directed.

It we look in o:her directions, and with refer-
ence to the great varieties of subjects and 0)-
jects in human affairs, we will still find the ex-
tensive prevalence and influence of the same
spirit of sell-reliance. It has evidently caus-
#d very many of the occurrences called acci-
dents, and numerous calamitous events, involv-
Wz the loss of numbers of lives, or the vast
destruction ot property; and often of both.
The recent instances ot the Atlantic and Ville
de Haore steamers, are among the most feartul
and afflicting ot that form ot calamity ; and they
were manifestly caused by that dangerous and
pernicions spirit of self-reliance and sufficiency,
in those who bad the command of the vessels
when the deadly events occurred. A number
of similar instances from the same cause might
be here mentioned, as having occurred both by
sea land and, within comparatively recent
times.

On religious subjects, both doctrinal and
practical, tbis spirit of self reliance has always
been operating, scarcely ever more than in the
present age, and has often produced most
pernicious and destructive results, some of them
qt very protracted continuance. Scriptare and
church bistory, give numerous instances of its
evil influence and effects. Most of the here-
sies, and unscriptural dogmas and innovations
bave arisen, and been perpetuated from i s con-
tinued and obstinate indulgence. The inspired
Paul bad to complain and warn against Hym-
eneus and Alexander, who had put away
** faith and a good conscience ” and whom he
says, ** I have delivered unto Satan, that they
may learn not to blaspheme.” He exhorts to
** Shun profane and vain babblings, for they
will increase unto more ungodliness, and their
word will eat as doth a canker,” and mentions
Hymeneus and Philetus, as baving erred, say-
ing that ‘* the -resurrection is past already.”
The apostacy of Arius, the great heresiarch,
gcommenced with a self suflicient spirit of bold,
ynscriptural, and speculative conceptions; and
slighting Scripture revelation, and refusing
to yield to the instructions and judgment of his
brethren in the ministry, he became confirmed
in his profane error, which from the same pre-

. sumptious and self confident spirit in others,

becaie widely propagated, and has eontinued
down to the present day. Another profane
beresy, named socinianism, whch denies the
eternal and absolute divinity of our Lord the
Saviour, proceeded from the same presumptu-
ous spirit of self reliaace, and slight or perver-

rang ts and affairs, wherein she has a right
to preside and manage,—but on various points

and particulars concarning husband and chil-

dren, and family and outside affairs, not within

ber proper sphere of right and duty. Now, if
the husband be either a mere dolt, so ignorant

as not to know his proper place as the bead of

the family ; or so easy and careless, so sensual

or so fully engaged in professional, mercantile,

or other employments, as to quietly acquiesce
in that feminine superiority and rule, these her

desired possessions will be surely obtained, and

firmly established. But bhowever agreeable

this may be to both parties, it will, with others,

to a great degree, bring the successtul one into
merited disfavour, and the other into humilia-

tion or contempt. But, if the busband be io-

clined and active for maintaining his rights,

by the authority and counsels of religion and
reason ; orif by aselt sufficient and arbitrary
epirit, he goes beyond his rightful domaio, and
encroaches on that of the wife ; and she be per-
sistent to refain, or pass beyond it, then will
commence the unseemly and alieniating strife,
and tug of war. On each side there will be

mining and countermining ambuscades and in-
numerable stralagems; all however, whether
successful or adverse, always productive of
mischie fs and unhappiness to themselves, ard
often afflicting and otherwise injurious to rela-
tives and friends. In some instances, the dis-

cords will be se intense, or long continued that
temporary, or permsaent separafions take
place, always to the discredit and unhappiness

of both. Children become involved in these
contests, and in some instances, they all side
with one parent, but more frequently, eome with
one of them, and some with the other, and thus,

they also become alienated, and often embitter-
ed against each other; and strite and enmity
reign throughout the family, and generally alie-

nations, or discords, in greater or lesser de-

grees, are engendered and extend through the
whole eircle ot relatives and family connexions.

In s neightouring country, contsining a gen-

erally educated and highly intelligent popala-

tion, such discords and separations, and those

consequent distressing effects, have, within the

present generation, greatly increased. It may

truly be said of such family discords and afflic-

tions, that they have nearly slways been en-|
gendered and proceeded from a spirit of self
sufficiency and an obstinate will, in some, if not

all of the principal members of the distracted

houeebold.

destroys his future prospects of prosperity, bat
brings bis partoers into similar sdverse or ruin-
ed circumstances. It has always been well
known throughout the commercial world, that
very numerous cises of the kind have occurred
Perbaps they were never more frequent than
in the present day ; and chiefly from that self
sufficient spirit, and the generally conjoined
and concurred one, of greedy covetousness and
** hasting to become rich.”

Now, on viewing this formidable array of
facts and results, in relation to this subject ot
self-reliance, some may be disposed to esclaim,
“are we then to wait, in carelesss and con”
temptible inactivity,until by some sasual and un-
expected means or opportunities, the laudable
objects of our desires, will quietly fall, or be
drawn into our possession ? Directly contrary
are the thoughts and intentions et the writer,
The representations have been made for the
purpose of showing aod recommending in an
impressive manner, the necessity of aequiring
those principles, which by the precepts of
Scripture, and the dictates of reason and pru-
dence, are requisite, for stimulating and direct-
ing the conduct. in fulfiling the various duties
and employments of life. For wisely and ef-
fectively performing them, the primary desires
and efforts should be directed, towards obtain-
ing a Scriptural knowledge of God, and of the
principles of faith and obedience inculcated and
enjoined in bis tull and authoritative revelation.
Thus prepared and armed, all may, and should
go forth with fall and persistent energy and ac-
tivity, for fulfilling all their religious and se-
cular daties; constantly relying oa the Di-
vine guidance and support, as promised in the
inspired oracles. Possessed of those gracious
and excellent principles, no degree of ear-
nestness and activity can be too great, or
perservingly employed, to effect any and every
righteous and beneficent purpose and object
The rich and numerous advantages, from the
possession of those principles, and thair active
exhibition and employment, in all practical du-
ties, are fully set forth and promised, in those
oracles of wisdom and righteousoess. These
sacred records imperatively claim and com-
mand, an entire submission to the Divine will,
and in every laudable purpose and pursuit, en-
joins a firm reliance on tbe Divine direction
and support. In equally torcible terms they
probibit and condemn that proud self-relianoce
and independent activily which they describe as
the radical and prolific roots ot evil in our na-
turally blind and perverse humanity.

In here concluding, it may be confidently af-
firmed, that in all righteous designs and pur-
suits, there can be no incompatibility or defect
of accordance between the most constant re-
liance on the Divine direction and support, and
the utmost diligence and activity ; for He, who,
in infinite wisdom and goodness bhas said,
** Trust in the Lord with all thine beart, and
lean not to thine own understanding ; in all thy
ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct
thy steps,” has also commanded, ‘* Whatsoever
thine band findeth to do, doit with all thy might ;'
** not slothtul in business ;" walk ‘* circumspect-
ly ;" ¢ redeeming the time ;" and (in regard to
religious exercises and duties,) ** give all dili-
gence to make your calliog and election sure.

Tue New Mirrtage Biri.—Awmong the
many useful measures at present passing
through our Local House of Parliament, the
one referring to the Soleminization of Marria-
ges deserves more than a passing notice. We
have more than once condemned the present
system of marriage licenses as a tax upon mar-
riage, and so far a premium upon immorality ;
while the present system of Proclimation by
Banns is also liable to grave objections. We
hold that, in & couatry like this, every encour-
agement should be given to marriage. The
land is large, and but sparsely inhabited, so
that there must be something sadly wrong with
any young man who cannot, by the time he is
94 or 25 years of age, take upon himself the
expense and responsibility of a family. We
are accordingly glad that the Attorney-Gene-
ral proposes to sweep away the whole system
of marriage licenses so far as these yield any
revenue to the Province, and in its place to in-
troduce eertificates which shall, under the band
of the Provincial Secretary, and through those
who shall be appointed by the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernof for the purpose, testity that there is no
reason of affinity, consanguinity, precontract,
or any other lawful cause or legal impediment
to bar or hinder the solemnization of the de-
sired marriage, and for which a sum shall be
charged not larger than the present issuers of
marriage licenses retain for their own use.
Any clergyman celebrating a marciage upon
the goaraotee of such a certificate, shall be
beld blameless it afterwards it should be found
that there was some irregularity, unless he
were aware of this at the time. We do not no-
tice that there is any penalty attached to sup-
plying the issuers of the certificates with false
intormation, unless it ba that as the informa-
tion is given on oath by one of the parties ac-
tually to be married, if there should be any-
thing false in what is stated, the person
supplying the information can be prosecuted
for perjury. We believe that, at present, the
license issuer retains about 2. This we think
is too heavy a charge for a certificate, but the
Bill provides for its being at any tima reduced
by tbe Lieutenaat-Governor in Council.

Henceforth, banns are to be proclaimed only
once in a church within the municipality in
which one of the parties bas had, for at least
fifteen days previously, his or ber ordinary
domicile ; and the church in which such pro-
elamation is made must be the one in which
the clergyman who officiates at the marriage
usually preaches. These provisions, we think,
will sufficiently provide against fraud and at-

Rovar Weoping Girrs in Russia-—The
Russian wedding tetes were distinguished by s
feature entirely new, st least to us who live in
the Western world. In addition to the wed-
ding gifts of jewelry asd such like, chiefly be-
stowed on the royal bride of the Duke of
Edioburgh, s number of other presents were
given, to be disposed .Bf by them, chiefly for
educational purposes. They came from all
parts of Russis and aggregated s very large
amount. These gifts are stvled ** commemora-
tive donations and charitable resolutions offered
to ber Imperial Highness the Grand Duchess
Maria Alexandrovna and His Royal Highness
the Duke of Edinbargh on the occasion of their
marriage.” These gifts are so numerous that
when the memory of the fetes bas passed away
Rassian men and women and boys and girls
will still bless the wedding day of the Duke of
Edinburgh. Amongst the commemorative
gifts were thirteen exhibitions, given by the
nobles of the Moscow Government to the local
high school, for the girls. The Government of
Nijoi-Novgorod have established 50 exhibitions
in the Grand Duchess' name at the local bhigh
school for boys. The municipality of Nijai
Novgorod have established 50 bigh school ex-
hibitions, half tor boys and half for girls, and
the municipality of Moscow bave founded a
grammar school to be called ‘* The Marie
School,” for a bundred girls. The municipali-
ty ot St. Petersburgh have voted 3,000 roubles
s year for the technical education of
The Common Council of Warsaw have purchas.
ed ten free admissions to the local asylum for
the blind and deaf and dumb, while certain ex-
hibitions at the local school for ariizans are the
wedding gift of the municipality of Trkootsk,
in eastern Siberia. Another Fast Siberian
municipality (Cheeta) has undertaken the edu-
cation of all the poor girls of the town. Odessa
gives marriage portions to tea of her poorest
brides in 1874, and the Charitable Society of
Riga has enpowed a Marie Asylum for the sup-
port of 100 children with 50,000 roubles. The
Simbreersk municipality has founded five free
scholarships in its military and five in its girls’
school. The Penga Club has givea 700 roubles
to the suffering people of Samara and the
schools of Rislof, in the Don have been enrich-
ed by the municipality to the extent of ten
*« Marie,” and ten ** Fdinburgh ™ scholarships.
The entire list of dooations, of which the above

we have, 10 those named, sufficiently indicated
their character, and that they are not peculiar
to any section of the empire. Poland, Siberis,
the Crimea and Russis proper all contribute.
We think the example might be followed at
other Courts, with great profit to the people.
It seems better to endow a college with £100,-

salutes, or give away any number of gimeracks
at a wedding fete. If the great Corporations
of England would preseat their Royal High-
nesses with such wedding gifts as have been
given by those of Russia, they would combine
generosity with charity, and win renown whick
diamonds cannot outshine.— Telegraph.

In
this be has been very successful, as seven bun-
dred and more churches can testify. He has a
system peculiarly his own, which is as distinet
as that of any revivalist. He prepares the
cburch that be is to operate with as a general
prepares bis army for battle. All the official
men are in council. It is agreed bow wmuch
each shall subscribe; whether a subscription
shall be given in a lump or broken up into one
or two; who shall lead off; and where the
parties shall sit or stand.

Mr. Ives, as a rule, only keeps his
sudience in a suony, genial mood, with an ac-
casional audible smile on a few bundred faces.

"AN EXEMPLARY SABBATH SER-
VICE.

It matters not where it was, nor who
' was the preacher. A man deriving his
authority from God, and venerable iu the
estimation of his audience, came in the or-
dinary round of duty to lead our devotions.
There was so much which we could ferv-
ently desire to be imitated, that the resolu-
tion came to us—whence emanate these
impulses toward good 7—t» record the fea-
tures of the service for the aid of younger
mipisters. Not that we have seen a mode
of worship which should be stereotyped.
Much must ever depend upon circumstances,
upon the necessities of & congregation, the
disposition of him who stands in the sa-
cred desk. We have not discovered a per-
fect preacher. either,a preacher whose tone,
gesture, sentiments, should in all respects
be adopted. We have seen but one
such, asd the ideal is so elaborately
presented by the Evangelists, that other’s
faith may comprehend like ours, each
after his own cherished notion of the
absolately perfect.

Very reverent was the preacher’s en-
trance to the pulpit. He walked and look-
ed around him like one eonsciously under-
taking the most solemn duty,—as if he saw
aad felt the presence of One Holy and Su-
preme. * Who insalted you to-day before
going into the pulpit?” said Garrick toa
miuisterial friend who had requested the
criticism of that great master of maoner
and address. ** You moved, sir,” he con-
tinued, * like a man laboring under some
indignity, and baudled the Bible as if it
had been anything else than the word of
God?’ Few think of the power of a first
impression.” We owe it to our hearers,
that our demeanour at such times should
sacredly harmonize with the place and the
occasion.

Will some person versed in hymnological
history, favour us with information upon
the origin of that rare gem of doctrinal and
devout poetry, on the 25th.page of our
own compilation :—

“ Weary souls that wander wid»

From the central point of bl.ss,
Turn to Jesus crucified,

Fly to those dear wounds of his :
Sink into tht purple flood ;

Rise unto the life of God I”’

The rendering of these words in a care-
less, unfeeling drawl, would be more than
an offence against good taste; the reader
would deserve expulsion from the sacred
desk, as not having a soul suitable for his
office. We heard the entire hymn as
Wesley, or whoever wrote it, would have
_pronounced admirable. At the third verse,
after the first two had been sung with most
touching musical emphasis : —

* U believe the record true

God to you His 85n hath given !
Ye may now be happy too;

Find on earth the lite «f heaven :
Live the life of heaven sbeve,
All the life of glorious loveJ’

The congregation yielded to the blessed
influence, and under a charm which we
too seldom find in the much neglected pre-
liminaries of a Sabbath service, several
bung their heads and wept! * Mighty in
the use of the Hymn Book ” was a phrase
often used of our Methodist fathers. Let

* us imitate them more fully in wielding this

sword of the Spirit !

The opening prayer was a fitting prelude
to the exercises of the Holy Day. Brief
yet -comprehensive ; confession, petition,
adoration and thaoksgiving, were all pres-
eoted in turn. Then came the very appro-
priate lesson, another Hymn, and the
preacher gave himself to his principal
task.

As to the excellencies of the sermon.

The introduction was an introduction.
Opening the few labrynths of the text, it
laid bare the path for this morning’s medi-
tation. We could have walked ourselves
then to the end of it, blind, perhaps, to
mauny betuties and glories which the preach-
er was prepared to indicate,—still we could
see our way through. Christ was the cen-
tral object, with others revolving ever
around Him. 'Either our creed is false or
Christ should never be absent from a Prea-
cher’s theme. The Alpha--the Omega—
let Unitarians and Sceptics ignore Him, we
cannot do so and be consistent—and be suc-
cessful. Scripture was quoted frequently,
aod with most refreshing accuracy. So
with'couplets from the Hymun-book. Again
we insist upon it, this is an art which every
mioister amongst us should practise till it
is mastered. The sermon was eminently
practical. Halting for & moment here and
there, the speakar gave his hearers a per-
sonal home-thrust, or offerad for them a
_momentary prayer. Describing scenes in
Jerusalem, we were still reminded of the
direct application of the subject to Nova
Scotia. Treating upon men of two thou-
sand years ago, we had sufficient tokens
that God spoke through His servant to
people of our own times and in these cush-
ioned pews.

Ouly a paragraph left in which to make
conclusions. How favoured this man!
~ With, say, a thousand people under his in-
ﬂsxenfx, weeping as he weeps, rising with
him ioto the higher regions of thought, or
trembling as he shudders over the impeni-
tent’s doom. The minister of Christ is the
world’s first ambassador, And how blessed
.r.c 'thi: people! While formalists are ad-
‘miring symbols, these have the thing sym-
bolized. While many are hurrying after
husks, these have the true bread. May
miaister and people alike feel their privilege
sad responsibility.

THE CROSS ‘OF CHRIST.

Tus world glories in the cross. Kings
plant it on their erowns ; nobles emblazon
their escutcheons with it ; and nations display
it on their banners, or strike it on their coins.
It trembles from tbe bloodless ear of aristoera-
cy, throbs oo the necklace of beauty, and
straggles at the bracelet of fashion. Some-
times it is formed out of dead men’s bones ;
und, while, in a twofold sense, the emblem of
death, it is made to mingle in scenes of gaiety.
If the painter would produce a figure that
would charm every eye, stir every heart to its
deepest depths, lead thoughts from earth to
heaven, be throws a simple cross upon the
canvas, and .succeeds* the beroe’s grave
would have the bighest tribute of respeet, let
the plain cross keep wateh over the precious
dust. And the lofty fane lays the gilded
oross against the pure heavens.

The Church glories in the Oross of Christ
What gives such dignity to the simple form ?
Surely it cannot be that the form itself is so
surpassing. o the mechanical and geometri-
eal world it bad been ofien looked apon,
through long ages, without attracting such
notice. Bebold the nations of the world ad-
miring it! the genius of the world lost in
rapture as it gazes upoo it! Whose voice

It is only & common instrument of torture and
death, As well might a scaffold, a gibbet,
become a talisman as a decoration, were it not
for this ope grest reason—upon a rough, bard
cross God’s dear Son was crucified for sinners.
To us the form or materiel of the cross is no-
thing ; we do noc ask even for its perpetua-
tion. To the Christian mind the crucifixion
is everything. Paul did not glory in a repre-
seotation of the cross; he gloried *‘ in the
eross of Christ.” That scene on Calvary was
all the world to Paul—as it is to-day to every
Christian. It was a sad day for Christianity
when Helena reported she had found the real
cross upon which Christ was erucified. Blind
superstition goes groping in the dark and
grovelling in the earth for its Lord, Faith
looks up to Calvary and exclaims, * My Lord
and my God.” We may have a cross as
splendid as the one borne before Pio Nooo at
the opening of the late (Ecumenical Council ;
with its massive beams of solid silver flashing
with costliest jewels; but that will rot take
the place of the cross of Christ. There was
only one cross of Christ, and when I wish to
gaze upon it, do not show me s toy, do not
introduee me to the place of revelry where the
cross is seen banging over the card table or
looking into the mocking wine eup, or swing-
ing in the mazes of the giddy dance. Ask me
not to praise the genius of the painter who
transferred so faultless a representation of the
crueifixion to the lifeless wall, or to admire
the skill of the sculptor who chisseled out of
the cold marble the faunltless form ; but rather
leave me to go thoughtfully down to Gethse-
mane, as the night sbuts in, and tarry there
aod listen to that lone suffcrer as be pleads
until bis heart is broken ; let me stand in the
Judgment-ball, and bebold my Saviour,
wronged, persecuted, denied; then let me
follow that excited multitude, sume shouting,
some weeping, as they proceed toward Golgo-
tha, with Jesus fainting beneath the weight of
bis heavy cross ; and as the final scene comes
on—while disciples flee away in affright—and
earth groans and the heavens are draped in
mourning—I bear the cry, ¢ It is finished,”
which proclaims to me that a world is redeem-
ed—that my soul is redeemed—then I know
[ bave seen *‘ the Cross of Christ."”

Uniox.—We notice in & recent issue of
the Canada Advocate an editorial on this
subject which surely indicates a change in
the feelings, if not the opinions, of the
manager of that Paper. “There is no ex-
pressed antagonism to union, though the
subject is approached very cautiously.
There is a misapprehension, however, in
regard to the approval of the English Con-
ference. The delay which the writer as-
sumes to be a necessity, because the Kog-
lish Cooferences must yet ratify the ac-
tion of affiliated Conferences, is altogether
imagioary, inasmuch as our Eoglish Con-
ference has already pronounced upon the
subject with unmistakable emphasis.

Two lengthy articles appear on the same
subject, in the Toronto Globe. One des-
cribes a large and influential meeting of
the non-contents of the New Connexion,
held in that city. Resolutions were passed
strongly adverse to union, on’ the ground,
mainly, that Annual Conferences, compos-
ed exclusively of clergymen, are to have
the power of vetoing decisions of General
Conference, composed of both ministers and
laymen. The protesting parties declare
that this is opposed to principles for which
the New Connexion has contended during
eighty-years.

Altogether there would seem to be some
difficulty still in the way of union, so far
as the New Connexion is concerned. The
(Flobe intimates that the property of that

body, in the event of a division amoong the
congregations, would remain entirely io
possession of the minority, or opponents of
union. We fervently hope the differences
of opinioun prevailing among our good
Brethren yonder may be ere long removed.

Tue TemperaNce Crusabe. —A  new
phase has recently appeared upon this move-
ment. ln Obio, the devil of mischief has
taken the place of the ** angel of light.”

CHARLES SUMNER

is gone. He died suddenly at Washington in
the midst of bis official duties as Senator of the
National Legislature from Massachusetts, in
which capacity he had served with great
fidelity for twenty-three years. He was born
in Boston, educated at Harvard University.
and early entered the practice of law. He
was a student, a scholar, a statesman, a patriot ;
honest, sincere, true, and trustworthy in all
his relations ; ever acting from pure, ennobling,
elevating principles ; and submitting in beart
and life to what be believed to be duty. Bat
few men who bave lived so loag in public
life, bave left so pure a reeord.

He early entered the anti-slavery coaflict,
and his tongue and pen were most sacredly
consecrated to the overthrow of slavery, and
be lived to see that great work accomplished.
As an able polititian and orator, be stond
among, if not the first, in the nation. ~ He
died at the age of sixty-three, and was the
only one left of his family, except one sister
The nation mourns his death—he was her
greatest statesman and orator.

ST. PIERRE MISSION.

We have been favoured with an extract
from a private letter to a friend in this eity,
which will convey an interesting view of our
Missionary position and prospects on that Ts-
land. Mr. Parkins, who writes, bas been
greatly favoured thus far by Providence. We
trast be and his work will be remembered in
the prayers ot our people. The letter was
written in acknowledgement, we believe, of a
gift of French Books sent to this new mis-
sion.

I am, as you well know in the midst of
Roman Catbolicism. However we live very
quietly among them, though they do not alto
gether like the idea of a resident Protestant
Minister.

I think I may say that our society is pro-
gressing a little, and is more united. It oon-
sists of several denominations, viz, Episeopa-
lians, Presbyterians, Independents, and Wes-
leyans, of whom there are only about five or
six. Oar little Charch is generally full on
Sunday evenings, and our meetings are quiet
and interesting.  All join as well as they can
in sing'ng. The chureh service is used once
every Sabbath, according to agreement among
the friends with the Ruv. G. 8. Milligan be-
fore I came here. As yet we bave no musi-
cal instrument except a small band Melodeon
which is of some assistance. Messrs. Hood
and Poppin of Montreal, who were here some
time ago, promi-ed to send us a Harmonium
as a gift to the church. It will I believe come
by the first boat tbat leaves Montreal this
season.

Soon after I arrived here I commenced a
Sunday School which [ think includes all the
Protestant children of the town. Uatil lately
I could get no one to help in it beyond myssif
and Mrs. Parkins, who goes as often as the
weather will permit. We bave now other
helpers. What we most need now is a large
shower of Gud's blessing. Nor will this be
withbeld if we are true to ourselves and the
interests of our religion.

We have now been here about five months,
during which time we have all enjoyed good
health, i. . Mrs. Parkins, myself and two
little ones.

I think the climate, though foggy in Spring
and the early part of Sammer, is on the whole
bealthfal. This Winter, I understand, ba«
not been #o cold as the generality of Winters,
though last Satarday night was bitterly cold
—15° below freezing point,—Fahrenheit.

1 have just begun to take a few French pu
pils for leseons in Eaglish which will add eon-
siderably to my stipend. If God bless my
work I should like to stay here three or four
years, us [ could avail myself of the facilities
offered for teaching.

TOR,—It is with much pleasure, and with
deep gratitude to Almighty God, that I of-
fer a few items of intelligence from this
Circuit.

In Advocate Harbour, the head of the
Circuit, we have yet to mourn a great lack
of spiritual life. We sometimes cry ** How
long, O Lord, holy and true,”—** Retarn for
thy servants’ sake.”” Some few have parti-
cipated in the revival influences recently
felt in an adjacent place. About $300 in
inprovements will be put on the Church
this year.

At Brookville, twelve miles from the
head of the Circuit, we have but poor ac-
comodatious, the only available preaching-
place being a somewhat dilapidated school-
room. Our friends, however bear the in-
counvenience with much patience. We have
good congregations, and earnest atiention
is invariably given to the ministry of the
word. Though there are here but few
members, there are many warm friends of
our Church, whom we hold very dear, al-
ways praying that God’s promise may be
soou afmght and felt.—¢ I will pour out
my spirit.”

Eatouville, recently added to our ap-
pointments is an interesting field. D. R.
Eaton Esq., a Christian gentleman who is
proprietor of the whole village, has co-op-

Being in poor health, and
baviog vo ministerial help, we were oblig-
ed to close sooner than we would other-
wise have done. But through eighteen
days of happy labor.some eighty souls stood
up for Jesus. Of these about fifty were
newly awakened. Oihers were backsliders
returning to God. Maoy were made hap-
py in Jesus. Our own soul glowed with
fresh ardor to hear so many who could

“Now I have found the ground wherein

Boiestows, N.B —Dear Mr. Editor,—
Maoy chaoges have taken place on the
Nashwaak and Boiestown Circuit, since
my last report. The young and stroog
have been taken away, some in a day, and
others after a very short illness. A very
excellent young lady was drowned (as you
are aware) in the Nashwaak; a man fell
from a load of hay and was killed ; three
youog people have died of diptheria, from
one family, one of whom had been recently
married ; a father and a daughter of another
family have been called suddenly into eter-
nity ; the ouly son of a sorrowing father
and mother, has been soatched like a
flower in the bud; others have had their
limbs broken, some of whom have par-
rowly escaped death; but one of the sad-
dest events which ever came under my
potice here, was the death of an excellent
young maa of respectable family, of Boies-
town, who weut from home about four
weeks ago, to attend to his business, and
was seized by paralysis, and died in three
or four days, not being able to speak a
word from the time he was first taken ill.

Sickness prevails on every hand. The
report has just reached me, that Bro. Sel-
ler has been laid by, during these past two
weeks, with diptheria, but is now. pretty
uvearly recovered. The oldest inhabitant
says there has never been such a winter, to
his knowledge, in Miramichi. We have
bad thaw after thaw, which is expected to
be very much against lumber-men and
farmers, in the coming spring. The great
thaw last week has destroyed a vast amount
of property. It has been estimated by good
judges, that $30,000 canuot replace the
bridges &c. of N. B. Isaw on my way
from New Castle, last Tuesday, barns
thrown off their fouadations, and houses
deserted, with large blocks of ice close up
to their doors. Travellers have to cross
the rivers uow at the risk of their lives and
property. It was with great difficalty I
reached Boistowa on Wedoesday last, with
broken sleigh and tired horse, after having
been detained for a week with bad roads.

We are making steady progress through-
out the entire circuit, but sorry we canoot
report a general revival of religion among
us. Our people here come up to the help
of the Lord with their means to maintain
the preached gospel, with a cheerful heart.
In fact, I believe they cannot be outdone in
this way, thronghout the whole Conference ;
but we desire.above all things that they

would give lh!ir bearts to God.

CanniNg.—I feel thankful in being able

HEROISM AT SEA.

THE RESCUE OF THE CREW OF THE FODLIN,

On Saturday we refered briefly to the rescue
of the crew of the Norwegian brig. /odlin by
the Cunard steamer Algeria. The following
account by an eye witness is interesting :—

* The Cupard steamship Algeria, Captain
Lott, on ber 1ecent trip from this port to Liver-
pool, experienced a gale of uousual magnitude
and duration. Beginning on the morning of
the 23d, the gale continued with increasing
fury-uotil the 27th ult. The seas following the
steamship threatened her destruction, and the
whole situation was one of grave apprehension
a8 to the possible result.

* On the 26th ult., in the midst of the wildest
period of the storm, when the officers were
strapped to the bridge, and the quartermasters
to the wheel, signals of distress were seen,
aod a dismantied brig was discovered in a sink-
ing cendition. Witbout a moment's hesitation,
Captain Lott ordered * all bands on deck,’ and
began the difficult operation of * wearing® ship
#0 as to bring ber into communication with the
shipwrecked sailors. BSigoals of encourage-
ment were given to cheer the survivors on the
disabled vessel, if, indeed, the waves, which
were making a clean breach over her bad spar-
ed any of the crew.

* After an bour passed in bringing the
steamebip within reach of the vessel, it was de-
cided to send out a life-boat, and Captain Lott,
from the bridge, addressed the steamship crew,
telling them that bis doubts as to the possibility
of the life boat living in such an angry sea were
00 great that be would not order any boat off,
but if there were any willing to volunteer he
would permit them to go. Instantly a boat's
crew was formed, headed by Third Officer
William Frederick Hartford, with Boatswain
William White and six brave seamen. The
boat was launehed with great difficulty, amid
the roaring of the wind and the raging of the
waves. lo the launching the boat was thrice
capeized by the careening of the steamer, and
Harttord bad bis right band nearly drawn
from his wrist,baving been caught in the tackle,
but, be grasped the tiller witWhis left, and in &
moment the boat bad passed up on a mountain
wave mast high, and was then carried out of
sight. All hearts went up in prayer for that
gallant crew, for it was growiog dark and the
storm seemed to gain fury at every woment.

* An bour was spent in breathless suspense,
when the_life boat came in view again, riding
like & seagul over the waves. As it neared the
steamer, the anxious watchers saw that it con-
tained eight rescued sailors and two dogs, It
was at this moment that the peril was most im-
minent. It seemed as if no buman power
could devise means by which the poor fellows
could safely board the steamer. Ropes thrown
to them as they came down on the waves broke
like wisps of straw, and the iron sides of the
Algeria offercd only certain destruction to their
frail bark. Atjone moment they were as bigh
as the yards, and the next they sank apparent
ly into the depths of the sea.

* Man ropes were thrown out over the steam-
er's side, and as the lileboat was carried by the
waves near the nhip.-‘ Captain Lott ordered
them to jump for their lives; and by a Provi-
dence as marked as that by which the steamer
bad been driven out of its course by the gale
towards the founderiog ship, the distance be-
tween the steamer and the lifeboat was so re-
duced, that the men were enabled to grasp
the ropes, and were bauled on deck exhausted
and bruised.

* Ooe poor man alone fell between the boat
and steamer and was cruelly crushed ; his collar
bone and several ribs baving been broken, Ex-
hausted, be lost bis bold and sank. Drawn
along the steamer's side by the waves, rope
alter rope was thrown around bhim, but failed
to raise him. Three times did he fall back,
and be passed beyoamd the reach of but one
man. With superbuman courage that last man
—~William White, one of rescuing crew—coil-
ing his feet round tle rigging, and throwing
bimselt downward, cast a rope around the sink-
ing man and be was drawn on deck.

* A meeting of cabin passengers was organ-
ized in the evening by the appointment of Mr.
W. P. Campbell, of New York, chairman, and

Mr. Theodore W. Morris, of New York, trea-
surer. One bundred pouids was subscribed,
and on the following evening Captain Lott, on
bebalf of the passengers, gave Officer Harttord
£40, Wm. White £7, each ot the rescuing
crew £5, £10 to the wounded map, and £2 to
each of the rescued sailors.

* The wrecked vessel was the brig Fodlin
(Norweigian), and bad been dismantled by the
gale thirty-six bours before the steamer was
sighted. The Algeria’s officers and crew sub-
scribed £15 for the men, who had lost every-
thing, and who were now even without shoes.
Tbe Norwegian captain said that it was the

- wildest storm be had ever seen, and be bad no
idea that the life-bcat could live in such a sea,
and declared the conduct ot the crew beroic
beyond all precedent.

¢ Officer Hartford preposes to buy a chrono-
meter with an inscription commemorative of
the event.

..Clphin Lott receives the bearty commen-
dation of all the passengers for his humane con-
duet and masterly management of the steamer,
and upon the departure of the passengers on
the teader in the Mersey on Sunday, March 1,
three hearty cheeis were given for the gal'ant
commodore.’

THE HEALTHFULNESS OF LEMONS.

When people teel the need of an acid if they
would let vinegar alone, and use lemons or ap-
ples, they would feel just as well satisfied and
receive no injury. A suggestion may not come
amiss as to a good plan when lemons are cheap
in the market. A person should then purchase
several dozen at once, and prepare them for

use in the warm, week days of the Spring and

| Summer when acids, especially citron and ma-

lic, or the acid of lemons, are so gratetul and
useful. Press your band on the lemon and roll
it baek and forth briskly on the table to make
it squeeze mote easily; then press the juice
into a bowl er tumbler—never into & tin ; strain
out all the seeds, as they give a bad taste.
Remove all the pulp from the peels, and boil
in water—g pint for s dozen pulps—to extract
the acid. A few miuutes’ boiling is enough;
then strain the water with the juice of the le-
moos ; put 8 pound of white sugar to a pint of
the juice ; boil ten minutes, bottle it, and your
lemonade is ready. Pat a tablespoonful or
two of this lemon syrup in a glass of water, and
bave s cooling, bealthtul drink.

HINTS ABOUT WORK.

Hire men for the season. Wages will be
lower. Baut if you can find a good man pay
bim what be is worth. l.et him teel that be is
gettiug good pay for good work.

Cottages for farm laborers are much needed ;
they save much labor in the farmer’s house.

The farmer should own the cottage and let
the rent apply on the wages. If'you rent the
cottage you have no claim on the mas. Bat
it you let him bave the house as” part ot the
wages you can turn him out for disobedience
or tor any reasoa sufficient to legally justify
you in discharging a hired man.

A married man should, bowever, be treated
with great forbearance. It is a cruel thiug to
turn a family out of doors. If the man is get-
ting careless let him know that you have this
power, but do pot exercise except i extreme
cases.

Day men can usually be obtained early in
the Spriag st comparatively low wages. We
bad men willing to work on our farm in March
for balf what the same men ask in May, June
and July.

The days are getting loager.
great deal of work in October and Nov
and pay very high wages. But the day is
Jonger in February, (10.40) than it is ia No-
vember (say 9,55) and longer in March (say
12.17) than in October (say 11.07); in fact
pearly as long as in September (say 12.28).
If we bave any work thet gan be conveniently
done, theretore, we can nnt only get men at
low wages, but the night does not come so
soon as in October.

Write down everything you have to do dur-
ing the next four or five months ; and then ses
it there is not something that you can do now
that will save time aud labor.

It you sre going to build, cut and bew the
timbers and draw them where they are wanted.
Draw the Jumber while there is sleighing.

Keep the teams at work. Better hire an
extra man than let the borses lie idle.

Draw wood, and saw and eplit and pile up
in the wood-bouse all you will want until next
Winter.

Green cord-wood should be drawn and put
in & pile to season. Do not let it remain in
the woods and then bave to draw it in the
Summer when you should be doing more im-
portant work.

Draw plaster, and sow it direct from the
sleigh or wagon or stow it away in a dry place,
It will not injure by keeping, ualess it gets
damp and lumpy.

Draw manure to the field where needed and
put in a pile to ferment. If some portions of
the manure are wet and some dry mix them.
together in the mew pile.

Cut up bay and other fodder with a horse
power machiae and stow 1t away for future use
Scatter a little salt on it, say at the rate of two
quarts to a ton.

Damaged hay should be cut up and steamed.
Molded bay is very injurious unless steamed
or moistened with boiling water to destroy the
fungus.

A good grind-stone is & negessity on the
farm. If you bave a horse-power or a wind-
mill it will pay well to attach s driving wheel
to the grindstone. You can then grind coulters,
cultivator-teeth, axes, spades, hoes, hay-knives,
scythes, cradles, corn-cutters, cold-chisels, and
anything and everything you will be likely to
want during the coming busy season.

Put everything in repair. If you are near a
blacksmith and wheelwright's shop you can
probably get the work done cheaper and bet-
ter than by doing it yourself. But when you
have to send several miles there are many little
things that can be repaired at home in less
time than is required to take them to the shop.

A chest of tools and a tool shop will pay for
themselves every year, provided you keep the
tools in good order and in their proper places.
This is the age of machinery, and every farmer
should be more or less 2 mechanic.

Clean out stables and barns and leave no
cobwebs. If you are a slovenly man and do
not know bow to ** tidy up,” get your wile to
show you how.

Push things the coming season. Time will
be better. Produce will be higher. Raise all
you can and get ready for the work now. Be
bopetul, energetic, systematic, and industrious,
and you will find farming pleasant and profit-
able.

Animals need special care this month. The
weather is often changeable. We bave some-
times a rain-storm that will drench even a sheep
to the skin. Nothing can be more injurious
to sheep unless it is a close, damp, dirty base-
meot stable. .

Sheep will stand severe cold, but they stould
slways bave a shelter from winds and rain. lt:

they must be exposed to storms feed more
grain.

Ewes in lamb should bave as muc* exercise
as they can be induced to take. Be careful
that they do not crowd esch other in going
through doors or gates. Do not feed musty
bay. A moderate allowsnce of bran is desir~
able, but not enough to scour them. We find
oo ill effects from feeding large sheep ome
pound each of bran per day. If in bigh coe-
dition give no grain, but it thin or they are
exposed to storms from a balt to one pound
each per day ot cats or corn will be very bene-
ficial.

Fat sheep are generally sold to good advan-
tage this month.

Ewes suckling lambs should bave the best
care and feed. Bran, maogelwurzel, and
clover bay will favor the production of milk.

into the water they drink is excellent.

The lambs if strong and bealthy will begin
to eat a little when two or three weeks old.
Let them have a small trough with a little
bean, or oil-cake, oats, or sliced mangels sepa-
rate trom the ewes.

For scours in young lambs we usually give
a teaspoonful of caster-oil and from three to
five drops of laudanum. Magnesia or prepar-
ed chalk is good. For mild cases in vlder
lambs or sheep there is mothing better than
milk porridge made with fresh milk and wheat
flour. Make it as you would if tor yourself
and give from balf a pint to a pint each.

Cows in ealf should bave pleaty of food and
exercise. For three or four weeks before
calving give sufficient flaxseed, biaa, or oil-
cake to keep the bowels moderately loose. It
the cow is in high condition it is well to give
trom a balt to a pound of Glauber's-salts once
a week for & month previous to calving. Two
table-spoontuls of ginger is a desirable addition
to the drench.

After calving keep the cow in the stall for
three or four days, give warm bran mashes.
Let the cow have all the water she will drink,
but take the chill off of it. If the cow is in
low condition and the placenta is not discharg-
ed, give tonics, such as oat or corn-meal gruel,
bran mashes, flaxseed tea, or a pint of warm
ale. The placents may be sometimes easily
removed by taking it in the bands and gently
twisting it as you would a rope. Keep twist-
ing without pulling till it comes away.

Milkiog clean is very important. It is some-
times a good plan to draw all the milk you
can get and then let the calf remain with the
cow for an hour or so. It will milk clean.

Horses that bave been nearly idle ail winter
should pow be worked moderately and fed
better. Do not expose them to cold storms.
Be careful to blanket them when they have to
stand when heated. Clean thoroughly.

Swine are now attracting renewed attention.
The prospects for breeders and feeders are en-
couraging. This stock is worthy of better
care than it usually receives.

Little pigs will come by the million this
month and next, and as usually managed will
die by the thousand.

The sow, for a week or so before the pigs
are expected, should be placed in a warm, dr
pen by berself. Give light, sloppy tood. If
costive give ber a pint of flaxseed boiled for
two or three hours ia halt a pail of water. Give
this once a day with bran till the bowels are
loose. When the pigs come in cold weather
our own plan is to cover the sow with a borse
blanket and keep the little ones at the teats
ynder the blanket. We have saved many pigs
by this simple plan. Feed the sow warm bran

, | mash for a week with slops from the house, and

atterwards give richer food.—dm. Agricultur-
ist for March.

A CHAPTER ON TURKEY BREEDING.

A writer in the Maine Farmer gives the
following as his method of rearing, selection
ot breeding stock, and general management of
tyrkeys, for the benefit of an enquirer:

Old tarkeys are the best to breed from; giv-
ing larger, stronger, and more vigorous turk-
ey chick than youog turkeys, Extra fine
young hens do very well to breed from, if one
cannot do better. Turkey chicks irom an e3-
tra young * Tom,” of a year old will be nearly
or quite as fine as from an older one.

Turkey's eggs will not (as a general rule)
batch better under bens than under turkeys.
Those who set bens on turkev's eggs, most

always give them too many; seven or eight,
early in the sesson, for the largest breed of
hens, is none too small a number. Nioe or
tes may be put under them after the weather
gets warmer. Ii these rules are observed.
strong, lively turkeys will be the result. It is
a good plan to put earth in the boxes, under-
neath all kind of eggs when' setting them.

I bave found by experience that there is not
s0 much depending on the kind ot food given
young turkeys to insure success in rearing
them, as there is in the method practised in
teeding. Feed little and often is the rule, for
very young turkeys ; three or fogr times a day
will do for the older ones; care being taken
that they do not over-load their crops. Tur-
keys are voracious eaters, and no wonder, the
largest breeds (with the males) bave to ie
crese their size from the egg 150 to 175 times,
or more, as the ease may be.

In closing I wish-to say give good care
through the winter to your breeding stock of
torkeys ; feed regularly and give them a goed
chance to exercise. A cattle yard will suit
them well. Too close confinement, and get-
ting the turkeys too fat is to be avoided. But
little corn should be ted afier the middle ol
March. After they get out to grass, oats night
and morning is all they require for teed. Too
close confivement, feeding oo corn too long in
the spring, and getting my turkeys too fat,
caused me quite a serious loss the past spring,
nearly all of my turkeys baving laid more or
or less soft-shelled eggs. Especially was this
the case with a fine silver bronze hen of 23
pounds weight, (at one year and nine months
of age.) Nearly all of ber eggs were soft-
shelled, and of course not fit to set. One should
practice what be preaches, and I bope to be
able to do so in the fature.

WaaT A Youxa Lapy Dip.—The Deleware
county (Pa.) American gives the tollowing
account of a young lady's success in poultry
raising :

In Cooncord a farmer's daughbter, during the
past year, had the care of bis poultry yard- In
the spring she commenced with about sixty
fowls of the common breeds, including one
Dominique rooster and several bens of that
stock. Sbe also bad two roosters of the Part-
ridge Cochin breed. From these she raised
350 chickens, Whea young she fed on erack-
ed corn, but when fatting them gave whole
corn and Indian meal. Duriog the season she
sold eggs to the amount of $90, and trom
September 20 to January 17 she got ready
for the market 150 pairs of chickens, which
