Well, we glad the silver nuisance is aliout 
over, ami that some, if only 336,000, n.w silver 
is in, and we hope that no future Mr. Weir may 
be obliged to sacrifice himself and all his able- 
bodied relations for the public good, after the 
same manner.

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GENTEEL OCCUPATIONS.

Among the various influences that operate 
prejudicially to the business interests of the 
country, one of the most prominent is the 
general desire of our young men to engage 
in mercantile pursuits. It is unfortunate 
that they too often receive encouragement 
to adopt this mode of life from parents and 
guardians, who have no truthful conception 
of the temptations and struggles incident to 
a mercantile career, and who have not the 
remotest suspicion of whst is in store for 
very many whoee early life has been watched 
with the moet anxious solicitude. Each one 
seems to think his own proteyt is destined to 
)>eeome the merchant-prince of his time, and 
vainly flatters himself that the shining talents 
of his particular youth are a guarantee of 
success.

After the necessary probation, the young 
fledgling ie equipped at the expense or on 
the security of his relatives or friends, and 
is ushered forth. But in many instances the 
contest proves an unequal one, and after a 
weary struggle he again seeks the position of 
an employee, for which he ie better fitted, 
to recruit his purse and prepare for fresh 
attempts. Years ago this was not difficult 
to achieve ; but so great has been the 
concentration of employment-seekers at the 
business centres, that it is only by dis­
playing the persistency of a mendicant, in- 
bringing some outside influence to bear, that 
anything can be secured ; and notwithstand­
ing the increased cost of living, the remune­
ration for such services as the greater num­
ber can render is decreasing. A bad feature 
in the case is that, of the swarms of applicants 
for any vacancy that occurs, the large ma­
jority are entirely unsoited, either by educa­
tion or previous training, for the duties they

are so anxious to undertake. So much ie 
this the case, that many merchants keep 
vse—ries unfilled, waiting till a casual appli­
cant, suitably qualified, presents himself, 
rather than submit to the importunate solici­
tations of a horde of ineligible candidates.

The great majority of these disappointed 
would-be clerks and store-keepers retire to 
the obscurity from which they emerged, and 
have to content themselves with plodding 
the up-hill road of mediocrity. Some be­
come burdened with relationships entered 
into when ho]>e held up a golden vision in 
the future, and find themeelvee encumbered 
with a load for which they are unequal.

With an increasing imputation at the buei 
ness centres, treading on each others hcvls 
in the pursuit of s livelihood, mediocre 
abilities have little chance. The most that 
may be looked for is » bare subsistence. If 
we could take our readers behind the scenes 
and see what those who hare met with ap­
parent success hare to contend with, the 
picture would be moet instructive. There 
are hundreds who have started with appar­
ently good pmejwcta, but whoee thread­
bare respectability testifies to the too close 
approximation of their income to the small­
est sum which would suffice to supply their 
sheer necessities. We conld find numbers 
who from an income of $600 or $G00, have 
to meet the wants and needs of a family. 
With perhaps but moderate^msiuess capacity 
and the vigor and ambition of youth fading 
out, the chances for self-elevation of such arc 
exceedingly slight. Let us analyse the ex­
penditure of even a small family in one of 
the large citiee. There is rent, $100 to $120; 
food at say $6 a week, $312 ; fuel, $40 or 
$50 ; taxes, $10 ; help ami sundries, $100 ; 
but the salary is already exhausted, with no 
allowance for clothing, for numerous pairs of 
little boots and hate, not to mention toys and 
sweetmeat», and the indispensable medical 
attendance, pleasure excursions, schooling 
and what-not. The picture is not very at­
tractive ; hut it is life-like. There are great 
numbers struggling with life under these 
circumstances who had painted a bright and 
prosperous future fur themselves.

This is all the rcsult.of an overstocking of 
the market—of a mistaken fondness for a 
career, the bright and illusive side of which 
( idy has been seen. There are hundred* now 
forming their “ pot-hooks” at school, and 
having their brains crammed with the ele­
mentary ideas of arithmetic, whose course 
in life will be just such as we have depicted. 
They are infected with that foolish pride 
that prefers the broadcloth respectability of 
a light genteel b usines* to the brush man­
liness that attaches to the occupations of 
hbnest industry. Occasionally one drops nr

It Has l*en pointed out more than once in 
thesejjxihifcina that government supervision 
over tesuranee companies must lie thorough 
and upectAe, or it is certain to prove worse 
than o sujiervision at all : it becomes a cover 
for s* pea and traps, and a prop of sickly 
delua »ns. The system adopted by a number 
of th Slates, following the lead of New 
York, has received deserved praise, time and 
again as Is-mg admirably fitted to secure to 
the p iblit the blcs-ungs of sound insurance. 
But his become apparent tlyit a well de- 
visedLyateiu is not sufficient unless it be vig- 

i <1; and fearlessly administered
The questions propounded by the Insurance 

Su]s- nlrndent of New York, and to which 
the ummnies are hound to answer upon 
oath, nre admittedly comprehensive and ex- 
hausl vu enough- They euilnace all, or 
near ' ill the information respecting assets 
and abilities, losses, premiums, expenses, 
salar * and commissions, Ac.. that it is of 
inipn tanco to the pnhlic to know. But be­
hind nil this there is the vital question of 
venu tj—there is the danger that untrue 
answ re will be given. Fictitious valueemay 
be si mtituted for real values on the one side 
of tl I account, and liabilities greatly under- 
estin ited »n the other.

Inf the case of the Home Insurance Co. 
of New Haven, which has just felt the 
we-ig rt of the official lash, the' statement 
mail to Superintendent Denies1 last year 
show id a deficiency of $176,608, Now it 
apj>< its beyond a doubt that the Home has 
lost Ic.tbt half ita entire capital, and that 
« luge share of that Id* had happened before
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the istatement was made. This ;inte of facts 
was admitted at a meeting of the company 
on the 18th June. One of the resolutions 
pasted "recites that the reduction of the 
capital from 8100 to $50 a share was re­
quired in order to leave the company unim­
paired in its capital and in its reinsurance I 
fend.

A circumstance occurred in connection with 
the Home's affair which is not calculated to 
.strengthen one’s faith in the effectiveness of ! 
government supervision. So late as the middle 
of April last the commissioner of Insurance 
for Connecticut certifies! as follows: “I have 
this day made a careful examination of the 
books and assets of tlie Home Insurance Co. 
of New Haven and find the same to be 
correct and corroborative of their annual 
statement of January 1st, 1870.” Within 
three months from that time another super­
intendent—Miller, of New York—certified 
the capital to be impaired to the extent of 
half a million of dollars. Of course doctors 
do and will differ.

If we take away from American life com 
panies the strength that thecertiticate of their 
insurance superiutendentsgix vs them, we leave 
them as Samson with his shaven locks—weak 
as any other man. To assail the integrity of 
the official supervision exercised by New York 
and Massachusetts, is to strike at the lwt of 
their power, and to disarm them of the*wea­
pons with which they have swept the United 
States, established themsel vos in Canada, and 
are now making successful inroads into the 
very home of fife insurance—Great Britain. 
To guard against the practice of deception, 
Mr. Miller, of New York, announces that 
he intends making frequent f^rtnu'U «garni- 
mitioHA of the position of the companies. If 
his discoveries in the case of the Home are 
any indication of the results likely to follow 
from his “j«crsoiial examinations,” the sooner 
they are made the 1 letter. It is more than 
]HMaibIe that he may find sonie hollow shams 
with a fair exterior some babbles which will 
hurst as soon as they are pricked.

We may say to Mr. Miller, in all frankness, 
that his reports would carry much greater 
weight dhl they not dispL.y that < dijectionablc 
style of “ pulling,” which seems to have In­
come a weakness With officials ufi the other 
side of the - lines. After an examination of 
the Mutnal Life of New York, sometime ago, 
at the instance of its officers, he presented a 
report full of unseemly adulation, referring 
to it as this “ great comp my,” with its “mag­
nificent position,” and the "efficiency, abili- 
lity, and fidelity” of its management. All 
this looks too muvl( like one of those nause­
ating “ puffs” with which cheap and cha- 
r ai ter has ncaspapcis often emboli ish their 
columns, because some Jcukiiu has thrown

lo them s small advertisement. Such 
as Mr. Miller ought to be above st<* ip- 

copy so nasty a practice.

Their trade with 
the tritish and Spanish West Indies, New- 
fouu land, Prince Edward Island, and South 
Aim ica, is by no means inconsiderable. The 
Unit id States and Great Britain, however, 
cont une to lie the best customers of] the 
Dominion, the former carrying off tlie 
pain . These two Nations are tlie lairgest 
cost lucre of all the Provinces except Nova 
Scot », which last year sold to the vaine of 
$1,4 1,972, to tiie British West Indies and 
only $408,779 to Great Britain. In contrast 
to t iis, it is not a little singular that New 
Bru swick sold $2,931,548 to the mother 
coin try and only $51,322 to the Indies. ■ In

It will been seen by these statistics that, 
taken as a whole, the Dominion took from 
Great Britain over $5,000,000 worth more 
goods tli.yn she twilight from us, but* thi^ 
the difference in favour of the United States 
is less than $2,000,000! This is a Very 
significant fact, and one which tells how much 
the increase of prices in the United States in 
consequence of their absurd protective
system and high taxation, conjoined with
their restrictive Commercial Legislation, has 
directed our trade into British channels.' Our 
annual transactions with France, and also 
Germany, appear to be on the increase ; 
in the case of France, it will lie observed, 
that the balance of the account is very con­
siderably in its favour. It is a trade, however, 
which deserves every encouragement. We 
are glad to notice that China is down for 
$122,800 among the countries we buy from, 
but considering the large quantity of tea con­
sumed in Canada, the extent of our annual 
purchases ought to be much greater, 

(.gratifying to find tliat our dealings with the 
Spanish West Indies foot up to over $1,500- 
000, and that they purchase from u| very 
marly double what we do from them.

In" the opinion of your Directors, how­
ever, an ever anxiety to do busines*, at a rate in­
compatible with safety, seen* to lie one of the 
main causes of this unsatisfactory state of affairs.
When suspicion of iucendieriam existe, pay­
ment of the loss is frequently resisted, law 
suits are the -.consequences, with arejom- 
panying "hill of costs;" which are generally 
of no service to any but the Legal l’rofcs 
sion. The Directors cau, with much satisfaction, 
refer to the cash account of this company, for the 
last twenty years, without finding an item
charged under the head of “law expenses," nor 
are they aware that they have within that JvrioJ, 
paid any loss that was rinsed by incendiarism.

The attention of the directors has been called 
by persons wishing to insure, tu » statement made 
by “ interested i«arties,“ that “insurers are 
liable for losses incurred before they entered this 
company.** Mo far as the Home District Mutual 
is conceived, such is not the fact : “the liability 
begins the day they broom* ineihtars, and ceases j ojx-râtion.
