,’ My Dear Dad:—

I am a long way from home now, but
didn’t remember it whon I got off the
train here, hnd almost the first person
I ran into was Bill Dodson, who used to
keep store over at the corners. He's been
out here three years now, and he has
& fine house on one of the best streets
in town and drives an automobile. He
took me in it up to his house to dinner
and asked about all the folks round
home. He may be east next winter. He
bas done pretty  well contracting.

My last letter wag from Heron Bay,
after our first glimpse of Lake Superior.
That same night, before it got dark, we
stopped at Jackfish to take on coal. The
C. P. R. has an immense coaling place
here perched by the side of the line on
the steep slope of a hill. While we were
waiting there we could see a large steam-
er lying at the whart below us. The coal
was hauled up out of its hold in great
buckets, which were hoisted by cables
far above our heads to where dump cars
were standing on a track on a lofty
trestle. As soon as the cars were full
they were run off down the track to a
pocket or hopper, where they were auto-
matically empticd. Thege pockets have
chutes over a siding on which coal cars
are put to be loaded. These cars are
sent cast to supply the engines of the
C. P. R. on the long run through placey
where coal is not obtainable.

After leaving Jackfish we passed round

Does it seem to you'that itis a good
thing for Canada that speculators can

tries are being numbered daily with the
dead? For the past six years the North-
western lands have been returning 80 per
cent, per year to their owners even
though not a bushel of wheat was har-
vested from them. The Boston News
Bureau calls this “unearned increment,”
a term which is becoming better known
than it used to be. It means increased
values which were not in any sense due
to the efforts or activities'of the owner
who repeats them. = All these six years,
trains have been puffing, factory wheels
turping’and men and women have been
putting forth effort in office and mill to
create articles, to add wealth to the
world, to do things. How many of
these industries think you made 80 per
cent. per annum? Go through the stock
exchange list, from the smallest com-
pany to the Dominion Steel Corporation
itself and you cannot find an industry
which is earning over 10 per cent. or 15
per cent. on its capitalization. Of
course, this capitalization is frequently
water; but allowing for all that, few of
them cold have a return of 80 per cent.
The banker, the grocerand the merchant
put forth productive effort for it and they
get a return of what? Say 20 per cent.,
25 per.cent., or even 50 per cent., if they
are fortunate. Often they get into the
bankruptcy court. Yet here is an op-
portunity whereby, without lifting 2
finger, without making a blade of grass
to grow, but rather by preventing it from
growing without adding an ounce of
wealth to the world, but all the time
eonsuming it, a man may put 80 per
cent. per annum into his pocket. Re-
member that that 80 per cent. represents
wealth. Now, it is in the very nature of
wealth that it cannot come into exis-
tance of itself, as it were by magic. It
has all te be produced by somcone work-
ing ;ntclligcnlly some where. And be-
cause our system permitted the speculat-
or to appropriate it, the man who pro-
duced it had to go without it. So the
producer went into the bankruptey court
and the non- producer wore diamonds.
This is the problem of the age—and it is
easier to perscribe the cure than per-

suade the patient. How shall we so
adjust matters that idleness will not
pay and industy shall have its reward?
All other problems sink into insignif-
icance by comparison. Yet while the

- “Dogging” Cows.

As an instance of how necessary it is
to be constantly urging better methods
of farming and caring for live stock, we
we heard of a case the other day, of a
farmer who allowed his dog to chase his
cows to and from pasture at milking
time, and then complained of the cows
shrinking in milk flow. Because of a
shortage of pasture, the farmer had his
boy herd the cows in the meadow where
some other crop was growing. The boy
had the dog along, and every time the
cows strayed near this crop, “Fido” was
called into requisition and there was a
stampede of cows on the run many
times a day. There are some steep hills
on this farm, and at night-time it is the
common practice for the dog to drive the
cows, up the hill on the run at milking
time. This farmer complains of the dry
dry weather and the shortness of pas-
ture resulting in a decrease in milkyield.
The pasture may be short, but if it were
covered with rich, succulent grass a foot
high no cows would do their best under
such treatment. The bad effects of
dogging cows is an old and ‘hackneyed
subject, and one wood hardly expect a
farmer who knew the least little bit
about the care of cows, allowing it on
his farm. Yet it is allowed in the in-
stance given, and there may be other
farmers also who do not see the evil of
it. All of which goes to show the need
of constantly directing attention to
these little things and showing how the
farmer’s pocketbook is affected by their
neglect.—Canadian Farm.

United States Has Not Passed Necessary

Legislation and Canada May Withdraw.

A despatch from Ottawa says:
It now looks as if Canada is about
to withdraw from the international
fisheries treaty concluded with the

Jnitedt States in 1908. It will be
remembered that, under the terms
of the treaty, regulation govern-
ing the fisheries in internatioaal
waters were drawn up by the com-
missiouers, Professor Prince for
Canada and Prefessor Starr Jordan
for the Urited States. These re-
gulations were to become effective
after concurrent proclamations by
the Guvernor-General of Canada
end the President of the United
States. The necessary legislation
to canable the proclamation was
passed by the Parliament of Can-
ada during the ression of 1910, re-
ceiving the unanimous approval of
both political parties. The Ameri-
can authorities have failed, how-
ever, rass the legislation re-

to

quired to put the treaty into effect.

After the regulations had been
drawn up it was found that cer-
tain interests, notably in the State
of Michigan and on the Pacific
coast of the United States, were
opposed to their promulgation.
These interests desired changes in
the regulations to harmonize with
their views. It is understood that
representations to that end were
made to Ottawa, but it is now
known that Canada months ago
positively declined to accept the
suggested modifications, and it is
generally supposed that the Gov-
ernment has served or is about to
serve the United States authorities
with notice of withdrawal from the
treaty altogether. In any event it
is no longer a secret that the Ca-
nadian authorities are resolved to
not accept the changes proposed by
the United States.

John Smith went into .a bond dealers
office to invest some money which he held
as trustee for the children of his bro-
ther, who had recently died. He had
never been possessed of sufficient money
before to invest, so, naturally, knew lit-
tle of how to go about it. Therefore,
he did the best thing he could think of
under the circumstances, and told the
bond dealer that he wanted to invest
$10,000.

“Well,” said the dealer, “here’s our
list. You can pick out something to suit
you from that lot,” and he gave him a
booklet containing a list of so many
bonds and securities of various sorts that
Smith became confused. Like the Irigh-
man with the bill-of-fare printed in
French, he cast his eye down the list
until he saw something familiar, and
said. “I guess I'll have some of those,”
pointing to a preferred stock, such as
some bond dealers carry for some cli-
ents of a semi-speculative turn. “Cer-
tainly,” said the broker. “Those shares
constitute a very fair speculative invest-
ment with good prospects of apprecia-
tion.” But as the company is not yet
firmly established we do not recommend
them to investors who cannot afford to
lose their capital, nor to those who wish
something that is readily salable. As
the company is small and the demand
for the stock mnot great, it is possible to
sell only when orders such as yours come
in."" As most reputable bond dealers and
investment stock brokers are equally
frank with their customers and olients,
Smith was no more fortunate than the
average investor would be. It is lucky
it was so in his case, for he at once
changed his mind as to his decision,

People still speak of consump-
tion as “inherited,” but it is not
inherited. A child may be born
with a certain tendency to it, but
if proper measures are taken -early
enough, and kept up steadily .and
long enough, this tendency can be
overcome. A child whose parents

earliest rings known to history are
found. The finest and most oostly
are of pure gold and of simple de-
sign, but very massive, while the
name of the owner is deeply cut on
an oblong gold bezel.

The lower classes had rings of
silver, glass, bronze .or -even <clay
with a glazed surface, the inscrip-
tions on the last being very often
impressed while the clay was still
moist,. Other rings have been
found made of ivory, cornelian and
amber. Under the later dynasties
4 scarab was used in place of the
bezel, which was so mounted as to
allow it to revolve.

Signet rings were greatly in fa-
vor among the Greeks and were set
88 a rule with engraved gems. In
Sparta a curious law was passed
which forbade the use of any metal
other than iron in their composi-
tion, says the London Globe, but
this law applied to Sparta only.
There is now in the British Museum
an. Etrurian ring which is formed
of two minutely mod=lled lions
whose bodies make the hoop, their
paws holding a scarab engraved
with a lion.

In Rome ambassadors were the
first allowed to wear rings of gold,
and then they might only be worn
on state occasions. Next Sena-
tors, Consuls and Equites had the
honor conferred upon them, and so
on until at length Justinian with-
frew in its entirety the jus annuli
purei,

Many fine examples of episcopal
rings are in existence, owing to the
fustom of burying these rings. with
their owners.”

from a hair.

Another long-lived fallacy, which
is a great pe{ with many people,
is that other diseases ‘‘run into’’
consumption. A man comes down
with an attack of typhoid fever or
pneumonia ; after the attack is over
his eonvalescence is slow and doubt-
ful; finally, unmistakable signs of
tuberculosis appear, and he says,
“I had pneumonia, and it ran into
consumption.”” But if he had been
examined before the pneumonia
started, he would have been found
to be already consumptive ; in fact,
it would  really be more sensible to
say that his consumption “‘ran into
penumonia,.’’

It must be remembered that con-
sumption may be present a long
time before the germs begin to ap-
pear in the expectoration. In spite
of hygienic precautions, we must
all come in contact with the germs
of consumption many times in a
lifetime. These germs we shall ei.
ther breathe in or swallow. Wo
cannot escape them. But there is
an armor that is germ-proof. It is
an invisible armor, woven of oxy-
gen—fresh air.—Youth’s Compaa-
ion.
