NEW YORK, Oct. 29—The letter
of a convict in Sing Sing, as given
out yesterday by Wliliam Sulzer, de=<
posed governor, and present candi-
date. for the State Assembly on the
Progressive ticket, was again to-day
the axis about which revolved the
heated controversy of personality and
invective incident to New  York
mayoralty campaign.

From his cell in Sing Sing, ex-State
Senator Stephen J. Stilwell repudi-
ated the correctness of his written
application for a pardon as made
public by Sulzer. Parts of it, he said,
had been “tampered with,” and in
this he was backed up by James M.
Clancy, warden of the prison, Stand-
ing by Stilwell but denying that he
was attempting to shield Tammany,
Clancy proniptly wrote out his re-
signation and sent it to the State De-
partment of Prisons. Mr.x Sulzer
made no comment this morning on
Stilwell’s repudiation of parts of the
latter’s letter.

In his letter Stilwell, it is.alleged,
asked for a pardon in return for an
exposure of “boss rule” in New York
City. Stilwell’s alleged overtures

‘along this line were further detailed

last night by John Hennessy, cam-
paigner against Tammany, speaking

4 in Brooklyn. He told of a comfér

eace with Stilwell in prison, of Stil+
well’s boast that he could “put Mur-
phy in jail” and could intimidate cer-
tain legislators and swing them in
line for Sulzer at the impeachment
proceedings.” However, according to
Hennessy, Stilwell demanded his par-
don first, and no terms could be
agreed upon., The fact that Hennessy
éven outlined what took place be-
tween them was credited to-day as
having  brought about . Warden
Clancy‘s resignation.

Derry. Armagh, Fermanagh, Cavan,
and Tryone), were ‘escheated to the
reigning king (James the First) and
the opportunity was seized of settling
them with an English and Scotch
population.

London’s Irisn Estates °

‘There were the years. when the
Ilizabethan adventurers ‘had de-
veloped into the early  Jacobean
colonizers, and the fever was at its
height, Virginia, the West Indies;,
New England, and Newfoundland
were being seriously undertaken,
and Ireland offered a handier and less
rough, but perhaps more dangerous,
opening of much tHe same kink.

“The county of Derry was bestow-
ed on the various London trading
compdnies to develop as it might
seem good to them, with certain re-
strictions, The other five counties,
or, to be precise, all the good land
in them, were surveyed into tracks
mostly of one thousand, one thou-
sand five hundred; and two thousand
acressvirtually regardless. of the na-
tive Irish occupants.

SULLIVAN WANTS

OPENING DEFERRED

NEW YORK, Oct, 20— James E.

Sullivan, American Olympic Com-
missioner, announced last night that
lie would request the German’ Olym-
pic Committee on behalf of the Uni-
ted States team, to postpone the
opening of the Olympic games at Ber-
lin in 1916 at least one week. Accord-
ing to the cables received from Ber-
din yesterday the opening events in
the track and field programme are
set for July 1. This date would prove
a handicap to the American team, ac-
cording to Mr. Sullivan, since it
would require the United ' States re-
presentatives to sail before the clos-
ing of the American colleges and uni-
versities, from which many members
of the 1196 team are expected to be
recrutted.

“It was the original intention of
Ahe German Olympic Committee to
open the track meet about the middle
f When I was abroad last
explained the situation
irom the American standpoint, and
requested a later date.

“I' sincerely hope that we can se-
cure a postponement of the opening
for a week at least, for it will mean
a big difference in the chances of
the American team winning, The
games of 136 will be closer and
harder to win than ever before, and
no team of the size of the American
aggregation will have to travel the
distance that ours will be obliged to
undertake. The extra week means
more to the American competitors
than to any other country interested
in the Olympic games, and I feel
sure that when the conditions are un-
derstood fully by the German com-
mittee the concession will be grant-
ed.

“Owing to the early and thorough
manner in which the Germans are
preparing for the next Olympic meet
all these details will be arranged for
in advance, and we are already plan-
ning for our part in what will be
without doubt the greatest athletic
games ever held. From present in-
dications the United States team will
consist of about 150 ‘athletes drawn
from the colleges and amateur athle-
tic clubs as the result of a series of
trial games held in various parts of
the country as in 1912. In view of

OTTAWA, Oct? 29 — The - first
session of the ©ntario good roads
commission is being held here to-
day, representatives of .all the sur-
rounding counties being present - to
lay their views on the subject before
the three gentlemen who have been
appointed to solve the problem for
Ontario: C. A. Magrath, Ottawa,
chairman; A, M. Rankin, M.L_ A
for Frontenac, and A. M. McLean,
chief highways engineer.

Chairman MaGrath, in opening the
session, outlined the government’s in-
tention. It has, he said, decided to
embark on a broad and comprehen-
sive plan for aiding the good roads
movement, especially in the older set-
tled portions of the province.

“We ask for the assistance of the
people, both in the cities and in rural
sections, thatthey come forward and
express their views on a subject that
begins with the assessment roll and
ends with™ increased facilities for in-
tercommunication between the people
which means greater efficiency in-the
conduct of the business of the entire
country.

“We have in Canada buiit up ex-
‘ensive railway systems. Now we
must improve tlicir feeders — ouar
highways. The one is as necessary
as the other. The moxement for
good roads is rapidly spreading ovar
the northern part of the continent.
There is no greater movement to
our people than this, on which we are
now engaged. We want the cost to
be equitably distributed so that the
people as a whole will be prepared to
accept our policy.

A MILLION DOLLARS
FOR GOOD ROADS

County Couﬁcil of Essex Pre-
sents By-Law for Improy-
ing Roadway.

One of the most important of the
many road impfrovement plans now
undetr way in various parts of Canada,
is that just launched in Essex county.
Ontario. At a meeting of the council,
on Thursday, October 16th, a by-law
was drawn up for presentation to the
voters next January. This by-law calls
for the raising of a million dollacs
to provide for concrete roadways cov-
ering no less than 150 miles, and con-
necting all the important communi-
ties of Essex County. The proposed
routes of the concrete roads will
comparatively circle the county, and
afford the finest type of highwiy
connection to the farmers for reach-
ing Windsor or any of the smaller
towns.

With the assistance of Enginecr
Huber, of the Ontario Government,
the committee appointed at the la it
session of the council went over the
different roads proposed for paving
Basing his recommendations upon the
fact that the route will be used for
much heavy traffic, Mr Huber ‘made
his report in favor of using’ cencrete
