While hoping to escape capture by 
the Gereman cruisers by her speed, 
it was said by the Lusitania’s captain 
that he hÿd the assurance of British 
naval authorities that he would be 
met off Fire Island by the British 
cruisers Essex and Lancaster and. 
convoyed by them as far as New­
foundland, where it was reported 
other British naval vessels would 
actômhany the liner to the Irish 
coast. Captain Dow, before sailing, 
said that his vessel was in fine trim, 
'and that he expected to make 25 knots 
an hour all of the way across.

The Lusitania slipped out to sea 
with only her masthead and side­
lights showing, hr 200 passengers hav­
ing been notified thpt lights in state- 
roopis might be blanketed whe nthe 
vessel passed Ambrose Channel. In 
the passageways oil lamps replaced 
the usual electric lights. Passengers 
were permitted op deck but warned 
that np lights could be shown.

Ottawa Enthused.
OTTAWA, August 5.— Not since

Thousands stood in the streets be­
fore the newspaper bulletin boards 
and sang the National Anthem, “The 
Maple Leaf Forever,” and “O Canada’
Extras of the newspapers were issued 
informing the public of the conditiôns 
abroad.

The Canadian Cabinet was in ses­
sion almost continuously, with his 
royal highness, the Duke of Con­
naught. in close touch with his ad­
visers. The staff of the militia de­
partment, which has been on duty al­
most continuously since probabilities 
of war have been known, redoubled its 
energy yast night perfecting plans 
for the defense of the coastal points 
of the Dominion and the cable sta­
tions.
The Governor-Generals Foot Guards 

marched through the streets last 
night, and almost the entire popula­
tion of the capital lined the streets 
cheering the citizen soldiery. Lieut.- 
Col. J. W. Woods, of the Guards, has 
volunteered his regiment for active 
service. Colonel Hughes addressed 
the men at the drill hall after the 
march out, assuring them of his con­
fidence in the corps.

A United Quebec.
QUEBEC, Aug. 5—The announce­

ment that England and Germany were 
at war was received with the greatest 
enthusiasm in this city where English,
French and Irish paraded together in a 
display of loyalty and patriotism such, 
as has never before been witnessed in 
the ancient city of Champlain.

Before a massed crowd Albert Sev- 
ogny, the young member for Dorches­
ter, made it plain that the French- 
Canadians realized the seriousness of 
the present menace to the empire in 
general and to Canada in particular 
and were standing shoulder toshoulder 
with their fellow citizens of other 
races. He recalled how France hai 
gone down before the arms of Ger­
many in 1870.

URGES CALMNESS
WASHINGTON, Aug 4—President 

Wilson to-day appealed to the people 
of the United States to remain calm 
during the war in Europe. He declar­
ed the United States owes it to man­
kind to help the rest of the world dur­
ing the present crisis.

LONDON, Aug. 5.—The moment­
ous decision of the British Govern­
ment, for which the whole world has 
been waiting, came before the expir­
ation of the time limit set by Great 
Britain in her ultimatum to Germany 
demanding a satisfactory reply on 
the subject of Belgian neutrality

Germany’s reply was the summary 
rejection of the request that Belgian 
neutrality should be respected.

The British Ambassador at Berlin 
thereupon received his passports and 
the British government notified Ger­
many that a state of war existed be­
tween the two countries

Cabinet ministers were assembled 
at Downing street until 11 o’clock 
making final preparation for the Brit­
ish plan of action. It was annoounced 
that Germany's reply to the British 
ultimatum on the neutrality of Bel­
gium was unsatisfactory. When war 
was declared, London streets were 
massed with people eagerly awaiting 
the outcome. Much enthusiastic pa­
triotism was displayed by all of those 
gathered.

Gen Sir John French has been ap­
pointed Inspector General of Forces.

Martial law has been proclaimed in 
the whole kingdom. Every strategic 
point has been heavily fortified. 
Troops are rushing to the coast from 
all directions. It is declared five buffi- 
dred thousand to six hundred thou­
sand troops will be under arms with­
in a few hours.

Prior to the declaration of war the 
nation had waited breathlessly for 
Germany’s reply to England’s ulti­
matum on the neutrality of Belgium. 
There was little hope of a favorable 
outcome of these late negotiations, 
but it was generally realized that the 
decisive moment was near at hand. 
Germany was asked to give the same 
pledge for the integrity oLBelgium as 
France had done. No threat was ex­
pressed in this “request,” but an an­
swer was stipulated by midnight.

All Europe is now in arms. On the 
one hand, Austro-Hungary and Ger­
many are opposed by Russia, France 
and Great Britain. Servia and Monte­
negro. Italy has declared her neu­
trality, but is mobilizing. Belgium, 
Holland and Switzerland have mob­
ilized. The German demand that the 
Belgian Government should permit 
the free passage of German troops 
through Belgium was answered by 
hasty preparation to resist an ad­
vance across Belgian territory.
