London, July 3i—Rumors of the 
(fall of Warsaw are in circulation to­
day, but the latest communications 
from both sides indicate the Austro- 
German rush toward the Polish capi­
tal has slowed -down. The Russians 
continue to lose" ground^ but appar­
ently the campaign has not been 
brought to a decisive issue.

The most important success now 
reported by the Germans has been 
won by General Von Woyrsch, south 
of Ivargorod. This seems to have 
been a surprise attack. The Rus­
sians, who had heavy reserves in the 
neighborhood delivered two counter­
attacks, but failed to recover the lost 
ground. Windau in Courland on the 
Baltic, is definitely in the hands of 
the Germans, who are now within 35 
miles of the important Russian sea­
port of Riga. Possession of Riga by 
the Germans would force the Russian 
armies near Shavli and Mitau to re­
treat, as the Baltic port is their chief 
point of supplies. The ambitious ad­
vance of the Germans in the Baltic 
provinces indicates they hope not- 
only to capture Warsaw, but to cut 
off the retreat of the Russians by 
placing forces between the retiring 
armies and Petrograd.

All these late advances place Grand 
Duke Nicholas, the Russian comman­
der-in-chief in an embarassing posi­
tion. To risk obstinate resistance- 
might imperil his retreat, but it is 
pointed out here that such an ex­
tended Austro-German line may con­
tain weak points against which a 
counter move might be made in thé 
hope of saving the Polish capital. Mil­
itary writers assert that the presence 
not only of Landwehr, but of- Land- 
sturm troops in the German lines indi­
cates the central powers are exert, 
iag every resource to crush the Rus­
sians.

Berlin, July 21 via London 11.45 
a.m.—A despatch "to The Lokal An- 
zeiger, from. Çzernowitz, capital ot 
Bukowina reports heavy fighting 
along the Dniester River near the 
Bufcbwina-Galicia border. The Rus­
sians brought up' heavy reinforce­
ments and made determined attempts 
to retake positions on the left bank of 
the river which had been captured by 
the Austrians. They were supported 
by heavy artillery, but the despatch 
says, their attacks gained them noth­
ing.

Along the Bessarabian frontier also 
;the Russians are on the offensive 
having made desperate attacks during 
the last four nights. They succeed­
ed in breaking into the Austrian posi­
tion .in. one. .place but the attacking 
forces subsequently were captured, 
and here, as elsewhere, the Russians 
were unable to make gains. The bat­
tle on Monday night lasted six hours, 
during Which time the Russians made 
eight assaults at many points.

According to despatches reaching 
Berlin, all the official archives in 
Riga, the Russian Baltic port now 
threatened by the Germans together 
with the monies1 of state banks and 
court records, were taken to Rétro­
gradé Monday. Government officials 
have been advised to be ready to de­
part. It is said more than 10,000 in­
habitants of the city fled last week.

New York, July 21.—Seventy-five 
deputy sheriffs, 150 special policemen 
and * large squad of Bayonne pojice 
guarded to-day the plant of the Stand­
ard Oil Company in Bayonne, N.J. 
"The plant was closed yesterday after 
a strike of several hundred employees 
followed by riots. Between 5,000 and 
6,(TOO men are thrown out of work. 
The Bayonne commissioner of safety 
has ordered police chief to mount 
his men on duty about the buildings.

The strikers issued a statement say­
ing that they had gone out only to 
obtain better working conditions and 
to enable themselves to educate their 
•children. The Standard Oil Company 
issued a circular addressed to its em­
ployees attributing . the strike to pro­
fessional agitators and declaring that 
the company will deal directly ■ with 
its employees only and will consider 
no ultimatum demanding an answer 
within 24 hours such as was presented I 
by the men. It was said that oil could 
be pumped to the Bayonne Works and 
that the company import barrels from 
its works in Minneapolis while the 
strike continued.

TWO GUNS IN FRONT TRENCH. Berlin, July 21—The Overseas 

News Agency to-day gave out the 
following ;

Negotiations between Germany and 
Russia for the exchange of incapaci­
tated prisoners of war have finally 
been successful, after many fruitless 
efforts.

“The plan of exchanging the pris­
oners on transports with escorts |has 
been abandoned. The prisoners will 
be forwarded by railway through 
Sweden by way of Karungi. Exchange 
stations have been selected and the 
Swedish Government has undertaken 
to transport German and Russian 
prisoners to the frontier at the same 
time.

“An agreement has been reached 
for the designation by Danish Red 
Cross of men to visit prisoners’ 
camps in Russia and Germany for .the 
purpose of determining conditions 
there. Three Danish officials will in­
spect the German camps and three 
others will go to Russia."

ONLY ONE-FIFTH RETURNED 

Of the Canadian regiment which as­
saulted at that point only one officer 
and one-fifth of the men returned. 
Strong men cried and cursed at the 
sight. My poor friend, Lieut.-Col. 
Becher of London, who distinguished 
himself so much Ypres, was killed. 
They were bombed from the flanks 
out of each trench they took, but 
they held on for an hour and twenty 
minutes, practically as long as any 
were left alive. Major Smith, who led 
his men to the farthest forward point 
and finally brought back the remnant, 
was killed as he climbed back over 
our own trench.

COURAGE AVAILED NOT.
The assault was along the front of 

three divisions, but everywhere the 
result was the same, except that on 
our front the regiment that led the 
assault hung on like bulldogs and 
were pracically wiped out. Of 20 
officers only one returned. Human 
courage is of no avail against swarms 
of machine guns, an infinite supply of 
hand-bombs and high explosive shells 
of a power never before experienced 
in warfare. For instance, the special- 
Hy-made tool armor put on my for­
ward guns resisted rifle bullets fired 
at point-blank range as if they were 
peas, but the smallest fragments of 
the German high-explosive shell went 
through them as if they were tissue 
paper.

We could not extricate our two 
guns that night because of the glut 
of dead and wounded in the front 
trenches. At dawn I went forward to 
see what could be done. It was 
ioggy. One gun was smashed beyond 
repair, but the other, “Old Jake,” as 
the gunners affectionately call it, 
was standing up in full view of the 
Germans as the mist began to lift. If 
left there it was certain to be smash­
’d to pieces as soon as the enemy’s 
artillery could see it. I had to call 
on th^ infantry for a working party 
to drig it under cover of the parapet.

A HEROIC EFFORT.
#(he poor fellows had been there 

all night without sleep amid the lit­
er of dead and wounded, but they 

pulled themselves together and came 
out of the trench stiff and sore and 
Heavy-eyed with strain and sleepless­
ness, but neither cowed nor dis­
heartened.

London, July 21.—A despatch to 
The Daily Chronicle from Turin says:

The great battle on the most im­
portant sector of all in the Italo-
Austrian war—that of the Isonzo 
River-— appears to be nearing its cul­
minating phase. A general assault is 
at this moment going forward all 
along a seventy-five mile front from 
Tarvis to the Adriatic shores.

In the northern district, from Mal- 
borghet to Caporetto, the giant task 
has been. confined chiefly to the bigger 
artillery. There, as well as in the 
central tract down to Gorizia, the 
Przemysl of Isonzo, greater progress 
has already been realized than I am 
permitted to specify.

At à number of points the Italians 
have cleared a way thoroughly for a 
rapid and decisive advance, but such 
partial and isolated forward move­
ments are being wisely withheld, lest 
they should lead to the formation of 
insecure salients, which, without im­
mediate support on either side, could 
not perhaps, be held fast and at a 
heavy sacrifice of life. The most pro­
nounced Italian advance is lower 
down on the Carso plateau, east of 
Sagrado. Here the bloody onslaught 
lasted the whole day on Monday, dur­
ing which there was co-ordinated 
movement between the advance of the 
largest masses of infantry yet 
ployed and the continuous support of 
heavy guns and field pieces. It work­
ed out to perfection. Before the sun 
sunk below the horizon the Italians 
had carried row upon row of terraced 
trenches on rising ground thickly sown 
with barbed entanglements and stud- 
ed with armored bomb-proof shelters. 
They bayoneted the defenders by the 
hundreds and captured 2,000 prison­
ers, among them 30 officers and 1,000 
rifles, six quick firing guns and a good 
supply of ammunition.

It was a wet and dismal night in 
December, 1668, when Mary of Mo­
dena, having crossed the river in a 
boat, sat crouching with her infant 
son in her arms waiting until the 
faithful companion in her flight could 
find a coach which would convey her 
to Gravesend, there to take ship for 
France. Across the river it may be 
that she could see the lights of White­
hall, the palace from which she had 
fled for ever.

If to-day, standing in the porch, we 
look a little way down the river, we

Toronto, July 20, Î915—The longest 
aeroplane flight ever recorded in Can­
ada is planned by W. A. Dean, the 
head of one of the Montreal aviation 
schools.

Turkey was launched upon her war 

venture by Enver Pasha and his col­
leagues of the dominant party of the 
Committee of Union and Progress, 
whose ambition was to recover the 
lost Turkish provinces. The recapture 
from the Bulgarians of Adrianople 
and part of Thrace won them strength 
and opened the way for the develop­
ment of the military resources of the 
Ottoman Empire. From training and 
association, Enver was strongly in 
sympathy with the Germans. But his 
choice of war instead of neutrality, 
and of the Germans instead of the 
Allies was not favored by the entire 
country. The war was especially un­
popular in Asia Minor and Arabia, 
but there was no organized or strong 
capable leader in the opposition.

Several days ago I had information 

0 « that a very severe battle was being 
fought, with steady progress in favor 
of the Italian arms. This battle 
reached its greatest intensity on July 
18. The enemy was vigorously pur­
sued, his forces badly cut up, and his 
entire camp capttirfcd, together with 

o oi important positions and large quan­
tities of ammunition. In the general 
rout the Austrians became entirely 
disorganized, and 2,500 of their men 
were compelled to surrender. The 
totâl Austrian casualties are estimat­
ed at 10,000 rtien.

The vast number of shells hurled 
by the " Italian batteries in many 
places completely demolished the 
trenches, and the losses of the Aus­
trians in dead and woinded between 
July 16 and 19 are enormous.
MORE DEFENCES DESTROYED 

Simultaneously a violent attack is . 
in progress at other points along the 
Isonzo"front. Many of these actions 
are extremely violent and though 
progress is slow, the enemy is being 
Steadily driven back and is suffering 
especially from the fire, of the Italian 
heavy guns.

New York, May 21.—Counsel for 
Charles Becker awaited to-day the re­
sult of Becker’s appeal to Governor 
Whitman to forbid his execution on 
July 28 for the murder of Herman 
Rosenthal. Becker’s plea sent to the 
governor at Albany last night includ­
ed a long -statement of his version of 
the facts leading up to the murder. In 
this statement Becker denied compli­
city in the murder and said that State 
Senator Timothy D. Sullivan, now 
dead, had told Becker that he had 
$12,500 invested in Rosenthal’s gamb­
ling house and that when Rosenthal 
began" , to make public statements 
about the raids on his place Sullivan 
exacted a promise from Becker to 
keep Sullivan’s name out of it. Becker 
said that" he had kept his promise "Up 
to the time of the" making of his plea 
for executive clemency.

Becker’s statement made no dis­
closures of police graft, but gave an 
account of his movements on the night 
of the murder. Martin T. Mànton, of 
Becker’s counsel, has announced that 
proceedings will be started in a day 
or two in application for a new trial 
for Becker on the grounds of newly 
discovered evidence. The nature of 
the evidence was not disclosd. It was 
reported that friends of Sullivan have 
offered to make affidavits substantia­
ting in part the story which Becker 
told.

W. Bourke Cockran, one of Beck­
er’s attorneys, who prepared a portion 
of the statement sent to the governor 
said it had been decided to take this 
action in order to avoid a delay in 
appealing to a supreme court justice 
for trial. “Becker is ready to die. He 
does not ask favors of anyone, but he 
wants to prove his innocence,” Mr. 
Cochran said.

ONTARIO GOVERNMENT DOES

The extent and the meaning of this 
war is coming more closely home to 
us as Canadians.

CANADA AND SHELLS.
Speaking recently in Belfast, Mr. A. 

F. Crawford of Galt, Ont,, addressed 
a large gathering of manufacturers 
and skilled workmen.

The chairman, in introducing Mr. 
Crawford, who was described as a for- 

! mer resident of Belfast, said the firm 
which the lecturer represented, in 
Canada, were manufacturing shells in 
thousands, and started making them 
in September last, the machines en­
gaged in the process having been al 
tered to suit modern purposes. They 
were thus able to turn ,out the shells 
in very large quantities. The whole 
of Canada—that was, the engineering 

| firms—were now turning out shells at 

the rate of about forty thousand per 
diem, thus showing what could be 
done when they got a good start. 
(Applause ) Ms. Crawford, in the 
course of his lecture, described in a 
lucid manner the technicalities of 
shell-making, dealing particularly 
with the 4%-inch shell, which, he ex­
plained, was the most difficult projec­
tile they would be called upon to 
manufacture. He emphasized the fact 
that works which were not equipped 
for shell-making could, by means of 
simple alterations to the machines, be 
converted into a munition factory 
without disorganizing to any extent 
the plant and without injuring the 
tools for their ordinary occupation. 
Thorough organization was a very im­
portant factor in the manufacture of 
shells, because if they depended en­
tirely on the skill of the individual

tugged at it with the hastily aimed 
rifle fire fairly sizzling around them.

Seeing it 
was no use, as the muzzle was dig­
ging in like a plough, I ordered them 
back under cover They came away 
reluctantly.

A SYMPATHEAIC OFFER.
After I had sized up what was 

wrong I had not the heart to ask 
thenyto go to it again. There stood 
my poor old gun, the muzzle dug 
into the ground and its tail in the air, 
a cockshot for the enemy's gunners, 
and I resigned myself to see it smash­
ed to pieces as soon as the mist 
would lift sufficiently to allow the 
German batteries to sight it. I 
thanked the infantry squad, and was 
moving off through the trench, when 
a sergeant came after me (I suppose 
I was looking a bit cut up) and said 
quite sympathetically, “Say, hold on, 
well get it out for you. Just tell us 
what to do.”

FINAL RUSH SUCCEEDS.
If they had been my own men, I 

would not have hesitated, but it 
seemed hard to expose these willing, 
worn, and gallant fellows on a job 
that was not exactly theirs. However, 
they were quite persistent, and I did 
want the gun out. So I explained 
what had to be done, and at once 
there was another rush; one husky 
chap jumped'into the air and caught 
the tail, the others manned the 
wheels and brought it up under cover 
of the parapet, where it remained 
safe all day. That regiment of in­
fantry can have anything the gun­
ners have or can steal.

BUILDING PERMIT.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Washington, July 21.—Any further 
loss of American lives through the 
policy of German submarine warfare, 
in contravention of the principles of 
international law, will be regarded as 

. an unfriendly act. The discussion of 
principles is virtually ended. The 
American Government will now warn 
Germany of the interpretation it will 
place on future transgressions of Am­
erican rights.

In the new note the United States 
assumes that Germany already has 
admitted the principle that passengers 
must be removed to a place of safety 
before destroying an unresisting mer­
chantman as a prize.

Taking the position, therefore, that 
the two governments are agreed in 
principle, the United States views as 
incumbent upon Germany to make 
her submarine practice conform with 
the accepted principles of inter­
national law. Any deviation in actual 
practice resulting in the loss of Am­
erican lives, it is then pointed out will 
be viewed as an unfriendly act. 
might subsequently take is not indi­
cated, but in diplomatic usage, the 
phrase “unfriendly act” has always 
carried with it an implication of tiri- 
aility leadf.ng often to a severance 
of friendly relations.

Officials generally were secretive 
concerning the treatment of the Lusi­
tania case in the new note, but it was 
believed the request for reparation 
would be renewed and this issue kept 
before the two governments as a sub­
ject of first importance in their future 
relations.

Gave Her Life to Save Her 
Little Daughter From 

Death.

The entire community will join in 
an expression of deep and heartfelt 
sympathy to the Venerable Archdea­
con Mackenzie, Mrs. Mackenzie and 
family, and the sorely-bereaved hus­
band, Rev. Canon C. W. Hedley, in 
the sad death of Frances, a dcarly- 
beloved wife and daughter.

The sad details are contained in the 
following despatch :

“Port Arthur, Ont, July 2C.—Mrs. 
Hedley, wife of Rev. Canon C. W. 
Hedley, rector of St. John’s Anglican 
Church, was killed by a C.P.R. train 
when she ran to a bridge at Current 
River Park to save her daughter 
Helen, aged 12 years, this afternoon. 
The girl lost a portion of her left foot 
and was otherwise severely injured.”

The deceased, who was the only 
daughter, was born and brought up 
in this city, where, even as a child, 
she became a general favorite, and as 
she attained womanhood her straight­
forward and sunny disposition made 
her universally popular. In church 
and other circles she was a prominent 
figure.

One of her characteristic acts was 
the establishment of a night school, 
and many lads, under her beneficent 
teaching, were taught the true and 
the manly way of life. Among her 
other accomplishments she was also 
clever in a literary sense.

Her marriage to Rev. Mr. Hedley, 
who had formerly been a curate of 
Grace Church, took place on Nov. 
19th, 1903, and a family of five little 
ones are left—four daughters and one 
son. Four brothers are: Prof. M. 
Mackenzie, Toronto University; 
Hugh B. Mackenzie, general manager 
of the Bank of British North Am­
erica, Montreal; Rev. Alec Mackenzie, 
principal of the Lakefield School; 
George Mackenzie, of the Department 
of Mines, Ottawa, and Norman Mac­
kenzie, manager of the Merchants 
Bank at Chiliwack, B.C.

The Archdeacon and Mrs. Macken­
zie were visiting with their son Alec 
when the sad news was broken to 
them. They will return to the city 
to-morrow.

Mrs. Hedley spent some weeks here 
at the parental home last Christmas 
and New Year’s, and her countless 
local friends were then delighted to 
renew their associatiqns with one so 
deservedly beloved by all. Hers was 
indeed a beautiful character.

__She._gave her Ijfe for her child!
What more can be said of her great 
attd divine mother-love, or what 
greater exemplification could there be 
of a loyal and true nature? The 
sorely-stricken ones are in the very 
tender thoughts of Brantfordites dur­
ing this period of great trial, yet they 
mourn not as those without hope, 
for the beloved one was in every sense 
of the highest type of true Christian 
womanhood.

Story of Accident
(Special to The Courier)

Port Arthur, Ont., July 21.—Giving 
her life to save her first bom, Mrs. 
“Canon” Hedley, daughter of Ven. 
Archdeacon Mackenzie, of Brantford, 
saved the life of her child, but died 
within a few minutes after, yesterday 
at 12.15 a-m. Little Helen is mak­
ing a good recovery, but has lost 
three toes of her left foot and other 
injuries which were insignificant, She 
has not yet been told of the death of 
her mother, and lies in the Railway, 
General and Marine; Hospital here. 
An inquest on the death of 
Mrs. Hedley opened last night and 
adjourned until Tuesday that other 
evidence might be procured. There 
were no witnesses of the accident be­
yond the train crew, but two of the 
members of the 46th Lake Superior 
regiment on guard duty at the West­
ern drydock heard the grinding of 
the brakes, as the train was pulled 
up and rushed over to find Mrs. Hed­
ley lying on the Current River bridge 
between the side of the bridge and 
the tracks .They rendered first aid to 
both Mrs. Hedley and her daughter, 
Helen. She was struck on the back 
of the head, it is thought, as she bent 
down to snatch her daughter clear of 
the.oncoming train. She never recov­
ered consciousness, but died within a 
few minutes of being removed to city 
ambulance, which was summoned by 
the train crew.

Canon Hedley was out of the city 
at Amethyst Harbor, a summer re­
sort about 18 miles from the city, to 
which place he had proceeded in the 
morning.

Immediately the accident was re­
ported Mr. James Whalen of this city 
sent out one of his tugs to bring him 
back. The news was broken to him 
on his arrival, nearly six hours after 
the accident happened, by Rev. Pierce 
Goulding of Fort William. He is 
bearing his loss bravely.

Resolutions expressing the sympa­
thies of the entire community have 
been passed to-day by the City Coun­
cil, the Board of Trade and other cen­
tres of civil service, as well as by the 
various societies belonging to St. 
John’s Church.

The funeral of the late Mrs. Hedley 
will be at Brantford. Canon Hedley 
and the members of his family, with 
the exception of Helen, will go east 
with the body to-morrow.

The accident was caused by an ex­
tra westbound freight train, and the 
spot where it occurred is a dangerous 
one, where the trains approach on a 
heavy down grade through a rock cut 
almost silently. The spot is east of 
the yards, and is therefore on the 
Schreiber division of the line, to which 
place it was reported by the train 
crew.

SHORTAGE OF*~FARM LABOR.

According to C.P.R. advices there 
is likely to be a shortage of farm la­
bor in the west in the fall, 
are already over 100,000 of our Can­
adian young men under arms, and 
the war may demand more. Immi­
gration is, of course, at a standstill, 
it will be impossible to get men from 
’be east, where men are scarce, and 
in any case the west does not want 
men who, after the harvest, would be 
a burden on the people.

The question is, where will the men 
come from? The press is advising the 
farmers to hire men now and to hire 
them for a year in advance. There 
Is, indeed, talk of a famine of un­
skilled labor in the fall.. Many thou­
sands of men, not merely from Can­
ada, but the States have left for

Cardiff, July ai.—Subject to rati­

fication by the miners themselves, 
through delegates who will assemble 
to-day, representatives of the Gov­
ernment and of the coal mine owners 
on the one hand and the executive 
committee of the South Wales Min­
ers' Federation On the other, agreed 
yesterday to terms which it is thought 
will end the. coal miners’ strike, which 
since last Thursday has tied up the 
South Wales coal fields and menaced 
the fuel supply of the navy.

The terms arrived at grant a more 
substantial increase in wages and in­
volve concessions to the _ strikers 
which are considered by their execu­
tive committee as tantamount to an 
admission of the miners’ claims on 
nearly all the outstanding points. Last 
night'the delegates were visiting their 
districts, canvassing the sentiments 
there preparatory to to-day’s vote. 
PRAISE FOR LLOYD GEORGE.

If to-day’s meeting should bring 
a settlement of the strike the thanks 
of the country will go chiefly to 
David Lloyd George, the munitions 
minister, for it was his arrival here 
on Monday night that paved the way 
for breaking the deadlock Between 
the miners and the mine owners.

The chief cause of the miners’ un­
rest was wh^t they considered the 
excessive profits the. mine owners 
were making in, the sale of their coal 
at war prices—profits in which they 
were not sharing. They also deeply 
Resented enforced arbitration, as was 
authorized by the application of the 
Munitions Act to coal miners. Though 
it is now a law, this measure was not 
actually invoked against the miners, 
£nd no mention is made of its future 
scope in the proposed settlement.

If the vote, to-day is favorable to 
ending the strike 200,000 men will re­
turn to work immediately and agree 
tp abide by the terms of the settle- 
ipent until six months after the ter­
mination of the war.

The hopeful turn of affairs has been 
received with a sigh of relief all over 
Great Britain, for the humiliation ot 
the public that a strike should have 
taken place at such a time was keen, 
and there was growing talk of the 
government taking over the mines.

STANLEY AND LEA.
Musics* Novélty

- Toronto, July 21.—“I have been au­
thorized by the Prime Minister of the 
Province,” said Hon. W. J. Hanna, 
"to announce here to-night the result 
of the consideration we h-.ve given 
this question of recruiting. The gov­
ernment has set aside a sum not .0 
exceed >25,000 to help defray the ex­
penses of recruiting not defrayed by 
the Dominion Government. How the 
money is to be spent has yet to oe 
planned. We will call experienced 
men to our aid in coming to a decis­
ion. (Applause). To-day also the gov­
ernment of Ontario set aside $500,000 
to provide 500 machine guns—(ap­
plause)—to be procured and forward­
ed in the shortest possible time to 
the Canadian troops regardless of 
which Province they come from so 
long as they are Canadians. These 
guns will be sent to the front as soon 
as the workshops can „et them there.’ 
(Loud applause).

Ontario’s patriotism did honor to 
itself last night, when a vast audience 
thronged Massey Hail, two thousand 
more overflowed into the adjoining 
streets and another ten thousand 
gathered at the city hall. The occa­
sion was a meeting called at the re­
quest of the military authorities of 
the division to form in association for 
the encouragement of recruiting.

Sedition Throughout Army 
—Many Executions.

By Special Wire to the Conrler
New York, July 21.—A cable to the 

Tribune from Milan says:
“Dispatches from Salonica paint a 

sombre picture of the conditions in 
Turkey, particularly in Constantinople 
In Adrianople, sedition is spreading 
among the regiments of the garrison, 
which refuse to leave for Constan­
tinople because they are afraid they 
will be sent to the Dardanelles.

“A reign of terror exists in Adrian­
ople. It is caused by emissaries of the 
Young Turk committee. When Enver 
Pacha arrived there a plot against 
his life was discovered. More than 
fifty officers and soldiers were 
rested, conveyed by night across the 
, ungia River and shot. During his 
whole sojourn, Enver Pacha did 
dare to leave Konak, except at 
night, and then only when escorted 
by a number of troops and secret ser­
vice agents.

“In Constantinople, Adrianople and 
other towns, an anti-Christian agita­
tion is being fomented by the Young 
Turks, whose committee is sitting 
continuously. Greeks and Armenians 
go in terror of their lives.

“The committee is sending emis­
saries to various places in Europe, 
Asia and Africa, especially Egypt, 
Tripoli and Tunis, to stir up revolts 
or arrange for the assassination of 
prominent persons, among them 
Venizelos, the Greek premier and the 
Sultan of Egypt. The secret police of 
Constantinople are hunting night and 
day for emissaries of the Liberal 
League, who are said to have arrived 
at the capital to assassinate Enver 
Talaat and other chiefs of the Young 
Turks.”

New York, July 21.—A cable from 
Zurich, July 20. via Paris to the Tri­
bune, says:

“The ever-increasing volume of dis­
cussion of peace conditions in the 
Socialist press is embarrassing t he 
German government, which to taking 
vigorous measures to stifle it. Small 
newspapers, The Frété Presse, of 
Elberfeld; the Arbeiter Zeitung, of 
Remscheid ; the Volks Zeitung of 
Dusseldorf ; the Arbeiter Zeitung of 
Duisburg, publish the common déclar­
ation "that they cannot: take part in a 
discussion of peace as the censors be­
fore publication strike dut all refer­
ence to it. ""

“These papers support the view of 
those who blame the government for 
the war and oppose aH annexation.

“As the official Social party prac­
tically supports the government, its 
organs, the chief of which is The Vor- 
waerts, are little troubled by the cen­
sors. The government hopes by sup­
pressing the newspapers pf thé dissi­
dent Socialists to obtain some influ­
ence over the masses by means of the 
official Socialist press.

“The governor of Kiel has suppress­
ed all newspapers in his district which 
do not preach a continuance of the 
war until the Germans conquer.

“The Austrian Socialist press is alT 
so beginning to attack the govern­
ment. Yesterday, in consequence, the 
Arbeiter Zeitung, of Vienna, appeared 
with its first page entirely blank. This 
journal disapproves the war with 
Italy. Not daring to say so openly, it 
is publishing a series of articles on 
Italy under Austrian rule, in the last 
century, in which it describes the 
crimes and shortcomings of the Aus­
trian administration and how these led 
to the successful Italian insurrection 
against Austria. It further denounces 
as a disloyal manoeuvre the state­
ments by the government organ, Tne 
Reichspost, that the Pope and the 
Catholics in general in Italy are op­
posing the war and are trying to forie 
peace.

“Since the Austrian note was sent 
to Washington, the Austrian and 
Hungarian press, evidently obeying 
orders, is publishing violent attacks 
against the United States for supply­
ing arms to the allies.”

—Heavy fighting on the Isonzo front 
north of the Gulf of Triest, resulting 
jn gains for the, Italian forces, is an­
nounced in a statement given out to­
night at- the war office. The report 
is as follows:

“Our vigorous offensive all along 
the Isonzo front continued yesterday, 
progress being made especially on the 
Carso plateau, where at the end of the 
day several additional trenches were 
taken and 500 prisoners, including five 
officers, captured.
“Although fatigued by the sharp 

and stubborn struggle, prolonged un­
til nightfall our troops succeeded in 
establishing themselves rapidly and 
firmly in the conquered positions and 
rèsisted counter-attacks made by the 
enemy during the night. The actions 
continue to develop.

“The situation over the rest of the 
front is unchanged.”

UMBRELLAS RE-COVERED My Special Wire to the Courier.
Quebec, July 21.—Aeroplanes have 

been seen over the city of Quebec and 
the surrounding district • lately, and 
fully credible persons have seen them 
manoeuvering over the citadel, the 
Plains of Abraham and over the har­
bor. The military authorities do not 
deny the appearance of these airships, 
though they have not been advised of­
ficially of their visits.

Speaking to the Canadian Press to­
day, Col. Fages, cammandant of the 
Fifth Military Division at Quebec, 
said that all this talk about air craft 
hovering above the city is not un­
known to him, but that the military 
authorities have absolutely nothing to 
establish that aeroplanes have been 
seen over the city. Much less have the 
authorities proof of the nationality of 
the aeroplanes.

“The regulations state that no air­
ship or other air craft whatever can, 
fly within a radius of ten miles of any 
Canadian city, and I cannot believe 
that such craft have been seen over 
the district or that they could be hos­
tile, for they would certainly have at­
tempted some mishap which has not 
yet occurred.”

Asked whether the sentries and 
guards had been ordered to keep an 
especial look-out for such craft, the 
Colonel gave an evasive answer. It 
is against the rules for anyone to 
speak of the defense measures taken 
anywhere, but he said, to the objec­
tion that the craft supposed to have 
been seen in this region, might oe 
American aeroplanes, that it might be 
that American flyers, come here, but, 
said he, where would we be if we 
brougltt down some American air­
ship. "Of course, we would be in 
our perfect right, for they have no 
business whatever to fly within a ten 
miles radius of the city, but we 
might risk international complications 
with a country that is friendly.”

There was some talk in the city to­
day that last night two machines had 
been seen over the Ross Rifle factory 
and that two militia companies had 
been called out, but this proved to 
be a myth.

SIR GEORGE FOSTER SAYS

EMPIRE IS IN PERIL
“We have not by any 

the end of this war,” said Sir George 
E. Foster, “For Canada and Can- 
dian manhood the stress and strain 
is only beginning. For myself, 1 am 
optimistic, but I believe that there 
is no good in concealing the truth. 
It does not make cowards of us to 
krfow the truth.

“If there is any slackness in Can­
ada in recruiting for men to go to the 
front that slackness is due to lack of 
knowledge of the needs of the day or 
year—perhaps of the years. There 
need only sink into the minds of the 
people the needs and necessities of 
the moment. The consciousness of 
the need has not perhaps trickled|out 
through the Dominion.

“We are in the midst of the most 
colossal struggle of this old world. 
Label that on your minds. And it 
is our privilege to pass through such 
a time of unparalleled struggle,’ he 
continued. “Now at the end of a year 
we cannot predict when the conflict 
will end. The Empire is in peril. Its 
life is at stake. We will not do our 
duty to our country until we engrave 
on our minds the fact that our coun­
try and Empire is in peril.”

He referred to the danger of a vic­
tory for Germans, Austriafts and 
Turks, and to the conditions of en­
forced military service in all the 
countries opposed to the allies.

NO TROOPS YET. The Gentlemen’s ValetBy Special Wire to the Courier.
Paris, July 21.—Via London, 3.55 

p.m.-—The following official com­
munication was issued to-day by the 
French war department: .

“In Artois the night was marked 
by a cannonade in the vicinity of 
Neuville. Soissons was bombarded 
during the night.

“In the forest of Apremont the 
eneihy attacked our positions at the 
Cow’s Head and at La Vaux Ferry 
and were completely repulsed.

"In the Vosges there were lively in­
fantry actions yesterday afternoon 
and last night on the heights over­
looking the eastern side of the val­
ley of the Fecht. From the north we 
obtained possession of part of the 
German defensive works, progressing 
particularly within a short distance 
of the crest of La Linque.

“Thirty eight aviators yesterday 
bombarded the station of Conflans in 
Garnay, an important junction. Three 
shells of 155 millimetres and four of 
90 millimetres fell directly on the sta­
tion. The engine shed was struck by 
a 155 millimetre shell. Three enemy 
aviators were put to night by our 
scouting aeroplanes accompanying the 
squadron. One enemy machine was 
compelled to land.

“Two of our aeroplanes yester^iÿ 
afternoon again bombarded Colmat 
station (in Upper Alsace.) Four shells 
of 155 millimetres and four 90 milli­
metres fell on the tracks.
