bTRINGENT
NEW LAW

Is Having Moralizing Effect in
Seattle. =

Through the effect of the operation
of the new law providing heavy. péni-
tentiary sentefice -penalties for lar-
ceny [roM the person the trade of the
‘touch artist” js rapidly falling into
disrepute in the state of Washington.
Already the ranks of the “‘drunk rol-
lers,” ‘‘box workers'’ and pick-pock-
ets in Seattle have bgen noticeably
thinned by the arrests, convictions
and departures from the city and
state. The latter route has been the
most popular one and more than =&
score of the most notorious and
troublesome of the women ‘* touch
artists” have, since the new law went
into eflect, sought new fields of use-
lessness.

‘The -arrest and conviction; under the
new law, of Mabel Keating and her
sentence by the court to serve a sent-
ence of two years in thie state peni-
tentiary, has' proven a. helpful inilu-
ence, lessening the labors of the po-
fice in bringing this class of criminals
to justice and driving out this par-
ticular class of ofienders. The Keat-
ing-woman has long béen recogmized
as one of the worst pickpockets in the
city. = On account of the notoriousness
of her trade and the fact that to as-
sociate with such & character is of
itsell disreputable, it has always been
difficult and in many.cases impossible
to get victims to testily against her.

Two more arrests were made  last
night of persons who will be trned
under the new law. One of these 1s
tilla Bleowin, a ‘French woman of the
tenderloin, who -has long borne an
unsavory reputation with the local
police. The other is H. A Smith,
who was arrested by Officer Carr at
the Seattle Theatre last evening.
Smith was going among the crowd
gathering in front of the theatre
while the band was pl#ying in front
of the place "and attempting to pick
the pockeéts of members of the crowd.
Atlempts were made almost in the
immediate presence of the officer on
three different persons. ‘None of these
were successful, but the ofiense is of
the same nature as if it hadgbgen. o
and difierent in degree only. Hp will
be charged with attempting to com-
mit a felony and tried under the
state law.

““This is the kind of law we nave
always wanted under which to deal
with'-phis class of criminals,’” said
Detective Keunedy this mormning
discussing the larceny from the person
statute. “It is always dificult "to
catch an | offender of this kind, and
when caught almost impossible to
secure conviction. And after all the
trouble negessary to do scy 10 see the
ofiender, who is probably a motorious
charcter, ‘ﬂ. but a short jail sen-
lence is naturally discouraging to au
officer. So this class of oflenders
nave | working in practiesl im-
munity. But under the new law there
is some satislaction in making an
arrest and working to securé a con-
viction like uuv. of the Kutmg wo-
an.”

“The. best efiect of the working o
the new law,” said Chief of Police
Sullivan, “‘has been  ite.sfiéct in dip-
persing the class of persons who make
a living from the commission of such
crimes as it _applies to.
