Commentary,—I. David’s consultation

.. with Jonathan (vs. 1-10). To.save his
life David had escaped to the aged pro-
phet Samuel in Ramah. - Here David was

gmed in ‘the schoot of the pi at
aioth, a part of Ramah, t. Saul

learned of his retreat and David was
obliged to leave. . It was then that
David appealed to Jonathan for assist-
ance. On the day following, the festival
of the new moon was to celebrafted,
and David would be expected to be pres-
ent. But he felt that it wod not be
safe for him to go; accordingly, he ask-
ed Jonathan to make excuses o Saul for
his abscnce and thus learn how Saul felt
toward him. “Though David was the
anointed king to reign after Saul he had
everything to fear from Saul, and there-
fore concluded it better to secure him-
self than vo get into danger. He might
have rallied an army to his defence, but
he had not sought the kingdom, or public
notice, and he chose to trust God to
bring about his affairs in His own time
and ‘way.”

II. The covenant (vs: 11-23). “The pri-
vate dialogue which is here detailed a%
full length presents a most beautiful ex-
hibition of these two amiable and noble-
minded friends. Jonathan was led, in
the circumstances, to be the chief speak-
er. The strength of his attachment, his

It secems clear
tha't Jonathan expected David to occupy
the throne of Israel (v. 13), and he ac-
oordingly exacted a promise from him
to show kindness to his posterity after
his death as well as to himself during
his lifetime. “His words, like Saul’s in
chapter 24, 21, are prompted by a fear
lest even David should conform to the
barbarous Oriental custom by which the
first king of a new dynasty often tried
to secure himself on ‘the throne by mur-
dering his predecessor’s family. David
fulfilled his promise by showing kindmess
to Mephibosheth. See II. Sam. 9, 1-13;
21, 7.7 g

Saul’s murderous design (vs, 24-34.)
Following the interview betweem Jona-
than and David, David remained hid in
the field while Jonathan returned to
test his father and find out his purpose
concerning David. Jonathan soon dis-
covered that his father was very angry

ainst David, and had determined upon
his death. 30. Against Jonathan—daul
was angry at Jonathan because he saw
that he was pleading for David, Per-
verse rebellious woman—To any Orient-
al, nothing is so grievously insulting as
a reproach cast upon his mother. The
mother herself is not held to be affront-
ed in such cases, but the son who hears
such words applied to her is insulted,
and meant to be insulted beyond expia-
tion.—Kitto.

“I will shew it thee” (v. 13). Friends
tell their secrets to each other. It was
co Abraham “the friend of God” (Jas.
2:23), that “the Lord said, Shall I hide
from Abraham that things which [ do?”
(Gen. 18:17). “The secret of the Lord
is with them that fear him; and he will
show them his covenant” (Psa. 25:14).
To Enoch, who walked with him, he re-
vealed the prophecy of his coming with
ten thousand of his saints (Gen. 5:22;
Jude 14). To Noah, a just man and up-
right in his generations, he revealed the
approaching deluge (Gen. ¥:9; 7:1).
Only Joseph, the young man of purity,
could tell of the coming famine (Gen.
41:16). To “Moses alone,” the man of
God, faithful in all his house, God whis-
pered the secrets of the tabernacle
(Exod. 23:2, 12: Heb. 3:2, 5). Only
Daniel, the “greatly beloved,” could
read the handwriting on the wall (Dan.
2:28-30; 9:23). To John, leaning on his
bosom, he told who should betray him
(John 13:25). .

“Jonathan made a covenant with Da-
vid” (v. 16.) Jonathan was true to Da-
vid, though it cost him his life. About
two hundred years ago, during the aw-
ful persecution among the Scotch Coven-
anters, two women were tied fast to a
stake out in the breakers on the sands
of Solway Frith. Groups of weeping
spectators watched them silently and
prayed God to help them. Margaret
Wilson, the younger, near the shore,
looked calmly out to where her compan-
ion stood gasping for breath in the
death struggle. “What see you yon-
der?” her tormentors asked her. With

| was bright, she said, “I see Christ suf-

fering in one of his  own members.
Think ye that we are the only sufferers?

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STRUCT PUBLIC BUILDINGS.

Bedding is Needed for Homeless Peo-
ple—Difficulty in Taking Over
Electric Light and Telephone Ser-
vices—Town Has No Assets.

Fernie, B, C,, Aug. 12.—The tempera-
ture is decidedly lower, and if the cool
spell continues there will be much rush-
ing in for mattresses and blankets.
Further supplies of tents from the wili-
tary - stores at Victoria have arrived
and have been issued already. Blankets
are scarce, and there is -urgent neef
of a protection of rubber sheets as
.protection against the rain and damp
ground. These may also be procured
from the military stores, and negotia-

tions with that end in view are now
in progress. Colonel James Mason, of
Toronto, who is one of the directors of
the Ctow’s Nest Pass Coal Company,
has been spending a few days in the
city looking into the situation as created
by the fire. He has interested him-
self in procuring military supplies for
the stricken people, and has hopes of
being able to assist the citizens to-
wards procuring what is needed most.
Incidentally Colonel Mason has been
watching the reconstruction of the
branch of the Home Bank, of which he
is general manager.

Mayor Tuttle has received a despatch
from Premier McBride at Victoria, ask-
ing for information with respect to the
city’s need in the way of municipal
buildings. From this it is believed that
the Government will grant aid towards
restoring the city hall and schools, which
must be rebuilt almost immediately.
Further assistance will be necessary for
making another survey of the streets,
reconstructing sidewalks and making
repairs to sewers. With the destruc-
tion of the buildings the assessment is
decimated, and the resources available
for municipal works are practically ex-
hausted. The city’s plight in this re-
spect is serious, and unless the Pro-
vincial Government comes to its aid it
will not be in a position to undertake
its ordinary obligations. ;

A citizens’ meeting has been called for
Friday evening next to take up the ques-
tion of the acquisition of the electrie
light and telephone svstems owmed by
the Coal Company. The sentiment in
favor of the city taking over these
utilities is almost unanimous, but no one
has been able ¢0 devise a satisfactory
means for financing the proposition. The
company appears to be prepared to deal
liberally with the municipality, but the
latter is not in a position to add to its
obligations. Tt has troubles enough now.
There is difficulty, too, in the fact that
the city’s. charter does not permit the
municipality to engage in the electric
light or telephone business. Special per-
mission would be necessary for this
purpose, and the Legislature would, find
it necessary to make an amendment to
the existing statute at the next session.
The waterworks are on a different foot-
ing, but they are still in good shape,
and are now managed by a company
and present mo problem. Other utilities
must be reconstructed, and the question
is as to who shall undertake the work.
Eventually, of course, all utilities will
be owned and operated by the city, and
in the meantime means must be d@®vised
for finding the money.

Explaining a despatch from Fernie,
B. C., which states that the City Coun-
cil are negotiating with the Crow’s Nest
Pass Coal Company to take over their
electric light and telephone facilities,
Mr. R. M. Young, the secretary of the
company, stated yesterday that such a
deal would require the approval of the
Toronto office.

CROWN RESERVE AND LAROSE
MINES STRIKE RICH ORE.

Two Giant Nuggets Hoisted From
New Find on Crown Reserve—
Larose Vein Said to be Three Fest
Wide.

1t is re-
ported that the entire face of the tun-
nel shows high grade ore for a width
of three feet. The strike is considered
very important on account of its be-
ing farther north than where other work
has been done on the property.

ONTARIO OVERBURDENED.

Insane and Criminals Cost the Prov-
ince Enormous Su....

Toronto, Aug. 17.—Owing to the fact
that Ontario is contributing annually an
enormous sum of money, entirely out of
proportion to the percen of foreign-
born residents, for the :Eienmg:'
criminal, ineane and dependent per-
sons of foreign birth, it is likely that
the Provincial Government il pro-
test to ‘the Dominion  Government
against the latter's system of inspec-
tion at the ports of landing. Mr.
Samuel A. Armstrong, Inspector of Asy-
lums, Prisons and Public Charities, fol-
lowing his investigation into the matter,
states that many cases of foreign-born
of the most defective type have:been al-
lowed to enter the Dominion, who had
been in asylums in their own' coun
or belonged 'to families in which there
were one or more insane members, and
of course they soon found their way into
the hospitals or asylums here.,

The exact. figures for the year 1907,
which have just been issued, show that
there were 1,517 patients in hospitals for
the insane, who cost the Province for
their keep $227,550; 4313 prisoners in
the jails coet $§1,339.23; and 289 prison-
ers in the Central Prison cost $25,425.80,
The total cost of maintenance of the
mentally aflicted and the criminal classes
was thus $314,315.03, more than two-
thirds of which was incurred on account
of the first class, constituting about one.
fourth of the number of persons alto-
gether,

GREENBUSH—NOW AND THEN

Editor Reporter.

Kindly allow me space for a few
chapters on Greenbush 70 yeers ago
and Greenbush of today. It may be
of interest to those who gave recently
moved here and also to younger resi-
der13 of Greenbush.

"l 14 leading farmers of this vicinity
70 yuvars ago were :

Josiah Loverin, who died 1843.

Norris Loverin, died 1900, aged 84.

John Blanchard, died 1856, aged 84.

James Haskins, died 1844, aged 50,

W. Williams, died 1859, aged 66.

James Olds, Samuel Olds, William
Olds, John Keeler and George Kerr.

James-Olds held the reputation of
being the most wealthy man that ever
lived in this part of the township, own-
ing 500 acres of land in this section.
He also owned and operated the first
saw mill in this part of the country.
He also owned several hundred acres
of land, on which was a large flour and
saw mill, two miles west of Morristown
and also several hundred acres of land
near Black Lake, N. Y. During my
younger days Mr Olds lived on the

! farm now owned by T. W. Smith,

Ahont the vear 1855 he leased his
propeit the late Daniel Blanchard.
Mr Olds .1 moved to Canton, York
State, where e purchased a farm situ-
ated one mile from town, where he
died a few years after. His family of
three sons and four daughters have

Miss Bessieo Wright of Ottawa, with
a party of friends, is making the “grand
tour” of Europe, and under date of
July 9th, writes her motier, Mrs (Rev)
Wright as follows : —

We ave now in Venice. , We spent
yesterday sightseeiog in Milan. Talk

grand view as the inside of the
cathedral —62 immense pillars holdiug
the roof, only a few chairs in front of
the grand altar, the place capable of
holding 40,000 people. Of course the
paintings are grand. The carving on
vhe outside is like lace work. 2000
separate statues outside and 1000 with
in. We were also in 8t. Ambrose’s
church, the patron saint of Milan.
The parks and cemetery are grand.
We saw a funeral of some rich old
chap who had left and given money to
orphanages, etc, The children all
walked. Some of the wreaths on the
outside of the hearse were about 5 feet
across.

Ouv hotel, the Continental, was so
comfortable. All foreign hotels are
built around a courtyard, filled with
palms and flowers, tables and chairs.

We had a large automobile meet us
and had a guide and carriage to see the
town. Last night when we got here,
& gondola took us to the hotel. We
went along the Grand Canal. Our
hotel, the Royal Danieli, was formerly
a Doge’s palace, and situated facing the
sea.
American yacht is anchored,
Italian men-of-war and gondolas and
excursion boats pass and repass. The
moonlight on the scene last night was
fine.

We have been with a guide all morn
ing and went through the Doge's
palace, the church of 8t. Marco, and
saw the pigeons in the square; then
through the large lace schools where
lace is all made by hand, on pillows
with bobbins or in hand looms. I ad
mired a black lace dress. It was only
$500 so I didn’t take it. The loveliest
table linen with lace pieces introdueed,
berthas, etc. 5,000 Italian peasants
work for this place. Patterns are sent
to them and they copy them. Last
year they brought an Irish girl here to
teach them Irish crochet, and now they
make parasol covers, ete.

I enjoy the fruit in these places —
cherries, plums, peaches and oranges
gulore.

This afternoon we have a guide and
go to the glass factories and other gal
leries of pictares. Friday we go to
Florence and stay over Sunday. We
saw the Convent church of St. Zach
ariah this morning, Some of his bones
are here in alabaster coffin; also vwo
of the alabaster pillars from the Tem
ple at Jerusalem. In Milan are two
windows—one gives in picture the
whole history ot the Old Testament,
the other the New. Wealso saw the
brazen serpent that Moses used in the
wilderness.

1 wish you could see the paintings
in this hotel. The electric dispiay is
grand. The stores ic Milan are fine.
It is a city much larger than Montreal.
We have Dukes and Countesses—
Italian, French and English —at this
place. I must say our hotels can learn
a lot from the foreign ones. I saw
wore merry widow sailors in Milan
than in Loundon, worn by Italians too.

York papers every day, but never a
word of Canada in them, I think I
am going to have my picture taken
with the pigeons in front of St. Marco
this afternoon.

Bismark’s Test of Von Moltke.

In telling in the August ‘McClure’s’
of an interview with Bismark in 1867,
in which they discussed the Austrian
war, Carl Schurz says:

‘Then he came to speak of the bat-
tle of Koeniggraetz, and especially of
that ‘““anxious moment” in it before
the arrival of the Crown Prince in
‘the rear of the Austrians when some
Prussian attacks had failed and there
were signs of disorder among the re-
pulsed troops.

¢ “It was an anxious moment,” said
Bismark, “a moment on the decision
of which the fate of the empire de-
pended. I confess I felt not a little
nervous. I looked at Moltke, who sat
quietly on his horse and did not seem
to be disturbed by what was going on
around us. I thought I would test
whether he was really as calm as he
appeared. I rode up to him and ask-
eg him whether I might offer him a
cigar, since I noticed that he was not
smoking. He replied that he would
be glad if I had one to spare. I pre-
gented to him my open case, in whizh
there were only two cigars, one a very
good Havana and the other of rather
poor quality.

‘Moltke .looked at them and even
handled them with great attention, in
order to ascertain their relative value,

A Noiseless Room. _

For many physical researches a per-
fectly noiselesss room is a desideratum.

Causing More Trouble Between the
States and Japan.

Strained Relations When U. S. Flest
_Is to Visit Japan.
; \

_—Okuma Says It\Was Natural He
Should Say What He Said.

Tokio, Aug. 17.—Special despatches
from New York and London printed n
h 7 rep t that the

recent utterance of Court Okums, attri-

buting the naval expansion policy of the
United States to the sudden rise of Jap-
anese to the importance of a world pow-
er is arousing intense indignation and
has caused a complete recrud ot
anti-Japanese sentiment throughout
America.

The New York newspapers are qubted
a8 editorially urging an American-Chin-
ese alliance for the purpose of off-set-
ting the belligerency of the Japanese.
The newspaper is quoted as giving the
views of Wu Ting Fang, Chinese Mims-
ter of the United States, on the subject
of an alliance in which he threatens
Japan with “an early evidence of the
real power of the American navy.”

Americans residing in Tokio, Yokoha-
ma and elsewhere throughout Japan are
extremely indignant. They believe that
the special despatches exaggerate the
tone of the New York newspapers, and
it is felt that it is particularly unfortu-
nate at this time that anything should
turn up to retard the increasing friendly
relations of the two nations, in view ot
the arrangements on foot among the
Japanese to welcome the American fleet
and the growing cordiality exhibited on
alll sides towards Americans.

Count Okuma is regarded here as a
doctrinaire politician, who is now com-
pletely without political influence, ex-
cept in academic circles. His statement
concerning the American navy and Pre-
sident Roosevelt’s advocacy of its ex-

nsion was undoubtedly brought out

y reports of Congressman Hobson’s
speech in the Democratic National Con-
vention, when he quoted President
Roosevelt as predicting an early war
with Japan,

The/.statement which has caused all
the comment was an excerpt from a ser-
ies of articles printed in the Hochi, a
Tokio newspaper, which are being writ-
ten by Count Okuma, reviewing world
politics: and printed from day to day.

When Count Okuma returned to-day
from the country he said to the Asso-
ciated Press that he was surprised to
find that his utterances had been con-
sidered purposely offensive.

“It was only natural,” he said, - “in
reviewing the world’s politics to_ point
out that Japan’s rise above the horizon
had caused the American navy to turn
its attention toward the Pacific. It was
undoubtedly true that some Americans
talk unwisely concerning Japan, but
never for an instant have I desired or
intended to reflect on the honmor and
courage of the American navy or its sail-
ors; but it is an uncontrovertible fact
that commercial considerations weigh
materially with all older commercial
nations. even when it becomes a ques-
tion of war. No one will endeavor more
earnestly than myself to cultivate cor-
dial relations with America.”

In an article published in the Hochi-
Aug, 11, Count Okuma attributed the
present naval expansion policy of the
United States to the sudden rise of
Japan to the importance of a world
power, saying in part:

“Judging from the fragmentary
speeches of President Roosevelt that have
been transmitted here, it is not difficult
to infer that the augmentation of the
United States navy in the Pacific s
directed at Japan.”

Count Okuma expressed a doubt, how-
ever, that the views and ideas of Presi-
dent Roosevelt would long continue to
govern public opinion in America.

believe,” he said in an interview, “that
the Japanese immigration question 18
now reduced to a satisfactory basis,
and I have every confidence that Japan
will faithfully observe the terms of the
agreement. 1 must say that the various
proposals 'made by me and formally
presented through the British Ambas-
sador to the Japanese Forcign Utnce
were met in a most friemdly spirit by
the Japanese authorities, and through-
out they have manifested a desire to
be fair and reasonable.

“For example, 1 proposed that the
Japanese Foreign Office should furmsh
us with nwonthly statements of
Japanese going from Japan to Canada
and showing the oceupations and giv-
ing other descriptions of the various
classes of immigrants. They acceded
to- this request, and are now sending
vs these returns every month. We
bave our own Canadian immigration
officials to keep a complete list of ar-
rivels from Japan, and if the terms of
the agreement should be violated the
Japanese Government would be involv-
ed in self-condemnation by their own re-
turns.

For Transmission Line For 0v;r a
Million and a Quarter.

Yeat and Thiee Months to Build It

Toronto despatch: The tender of the
F. H. McGuigan Construction Company
for the erection of the great electrical
power transmission line for the people
of Omtario was pted last ing
by the Hydro-electric Power C i
sion. The total price is $1,270,000. When
completed the line will be 293 miles in
length, Last evening at 6 o'clock the
agreement was signed by Mr. F. H. Mc-
Guigan, representing the company, and
also by the commissioner.

The tender which was accepted - was
the lowest of twenty-sevem, while the
difference between it and the highest
one placed before the commission was
over half a million dollars. Many of
the tenders were for certain portions
of the line, For instamce, there were
fifteen tenders for the supplying ot
the cables and five for the transmission
line. There were only two bulk tenders,

Important Concessigns.

Aside frcm the mere a e of
the tender for the approximate three
hundred miles there are important con-
cessions. The line as now planned, or
the portion for which the agreement
has been signed, covers western On-
tario only. Eastern Ontario, and per-
haps morthern Ontario, will probably
be asking for the same cheap power
privileges as the fortunate west, To
provide for this there is a clause by
which the same length of additional
line may be erected upon the same
terms. In other words, 203 more miles
of line may be built, making a total
of 586 miles. 1

In addition the McGuigan Company
agrees also, if requested to do so in
writing on or before February 4, 1909,
to supply to the commission from 50
to 125 tons of aluminum cable for the
low pressure transmission line at the
same price as supplied for the high ten-
sion,

The company agrees further to per-
mit the commission to withdraw from
such tender that part of the OUrans-
mission line between Berlin and Lon-
don via Stratford, 58 miles in length,
in case Stratford will not have re-sub-
mitted the by-law in time to under-
take the work as provided in the agree-
ment. These concessions were obtained
during the negotiations of the past few
days.

All Canadian Goods.

The wire used will be aluminum line,
of which there will be 1,14,209 pounds,
or about 507 tons; the number of tow-
ers will be 3,176, their height 66 feet
each, and’they will eonsume 6,554 tons
of steel, cosuing $621,000. There will
also be 140,000 pounys of telephone wire
used tor the double telephone line to
bz strung on the towers.

The towers for the transmission line
will be manufactured by the Cana-
dian Bridge Company of Walkerville,
Ont., and the Ontario Iron & Steel Com-
pany of Welland, Ont. The aluminum,
both wire and pig, will be manufactur-
ed by the Northern Aluminum Com-
pany of America at Shawinigan Falls,
Quebec.

The sum of $35,000 was deposited in
a marked check, and the company
must furnish a guarantee bond of
$175,000. The work is to be completed
within fifteen months of the date . of
signing the contract.

Was Big Saving.

The commission has also prices for
the other equipment . of the line. In
addition to the contract that has been
secured for the line erection, the com-
mission has contracts for land on the
easement plan, by which it is safe to
esuimate that $75,000 will be saved oyer
the cost estimated on the purchase of a
right of way. Then on the insulators
the price is $50,000 lower than the esti-
mates. And on the transformer sta-
tions and electrical equipment there s
a further saving effected as compared
with the original estimate of about
$50,000. So that with the saving on
the transmission line erection and all
the equipment there will be at least a
quarter of a million of dollars saved off
the estimates. The prices of the tow-
er3 of various kinds were as follows:—
Double circuit, double lire, $5,240; single
circuit. double line, $4,830; double cir-
cuit, single line, $4,080; single circuit,
single, line, $3,570.

He Was Happy.

Speaking of the agreement last even-
ing, which had just been signed after
many days of exceedingly close ap-
plication to its details, and after a
strenuous campaign of some five years,
Hon. Adam Beck said that it was a
happy day for him. He was glad that
everything had worked out so har-
moniously. He had obtained the op-
tions for which he had been anxious,
and he was confident that Mr, Mec-
Guigan would carry out the undertak-
ing in a manner altogether creditable.
Mr. McGuigan was, he said, considerasd
one of the best men to execute such a
work that could be found. And he was
glad, too, that the work would be ae-
cording to a bulk tender, as there would
be less liability to delay or confliet be-
tween different parts of the work.

No Increased Liability.

ARRESTS MADE
IN MONTREAL.

C.P.R. Strikers Charged With Intimi-
dation and Trespass.

President of Metal Trades Branch of
American Federation of Labor to
Confer With Leaders—C.P.R. Of-
ficials Say They Can Supply
Whole System With Men.

Montreal, Aug. 17.—The first arrests
of C. P. R. strikers were made this
afternoon, when two of the strikers were
taken into custody for interfering with
men returning from work at the
shops. Since the strikg started the men
whe stayed at work have been brought
back to the city in the evening on a spe-
cial train, which lets them off at variocs
points. stopping at the Place Viger Sta-
tion. In this way the returning workers
avoid the pickets around the works.

The strikers, however, have tried to
meet the men as they get off the train,
and this afternoon several of ‘them
gathered at Hochel and started to
argue with the returning mechanics.
They were ordered to move on by the
épecial constables, and all did so except
a striking machinist named Max Teer-
oux, who became rather violent in his
larguage and was promptly arrested
and charged with intimidation and ob-
structing the street. He was later
freed on a $50 bail.

Another striker, Max Bouresky, in-
vaded the Place Viger Station for the
same purpose, and was promptly ar-
rested under a charge of trespassing on
the C. P. R. property. He was later
let out on $100 bail. ~ The strikers are
indignant over the arrests, claiming
that there was no justification for them,
The men will come up for preliminary
hearing to-morrow.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13— The C. P. R.
is paying off the striking mechanics to-
day, and upwards of $125,000 is being
distributed among them. All is very
orderly.

About the only new development of
importance was the announcement by
J. D. Clarke, accident inspector of the
Railway Commission in Winnipeg, that
he has received special instructions- to
inspect the power on the C. P. R., and
to see that all engines running are in
good condition,

It was announced to the strikers this
morning by their Executive that James
O’Connell, President of the metal trades
branch of the American Federation of
Labor, and President of the Interna-
tional Machinists, is on his way from
his home in Washington, D. C, to
Montreal to confer with the strike
leaders on the subject of the strike.
This evidence of interest being taken
by the American Federation of Labor is
inepiriting ‘the men very much.

Getting Plenty of Men.

Toronto, Aug. 17.—If strike-breakers
continue to come forward in numbers
as they have since the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company opened its employ-
ment bureau in the Traders’ Bank the of-
ficials say that they will have no trouble
in supplying men for the entire system,
without causing a halt in the operations
at any of the car shops. The company
has more men at the local shops than
required to fill the places of the strik-
ers, and now it will devote its entire
attention to procuring men for the
shops at the outside points and termin-
als. The strikers now claim that capi-
tal is uniting tosdefeat and disrupt the
railway unions. The men declare that
the C. P. R., the G. T. R. and the C. N.
R. have allied in an effort to put them
out, of business. They eclaim that the
railways not involved in the trouble are
rendering assistance to the C. P. R. in
an indirect way by inducing  strike-
breakers to come here from the United
States and then refer them to the C.
P. R. labor bureau, where they will
precure employment. The officials of
the railways emphatically deny the ru-
mor that they have combined to bring
in men.
