These lively créaiui-cs beguile 
the way, when they are harnessed (nto 
carts, by barking and sometimes by 
fighting, but tlie men arc solemn ns if 
they were" mhtoe.n Somciimcs one of 
them may be seen blowing" a gigantic 
Alpine horn fowy of-five times as long 
aS himselt. and awakening the echoes 
in the mountains ami yules in a most 
sombre and distracted fashion.

Travelling Stone*
Manx- Of xAir readers have doubtless 

heard of the famous travelling stones ol 
Australia. Similar citriosiieS have re 
cently been found in Nevada, which are 
described ns almost perfectly round, 
the majority of them as large'as a wal­
nut, and ot an irony nature. When 
distributed about up in the door, table, 
or other other level surface, within two 
or three feet of each other, they im­
mediately begin travelling toward a 
common centre, aiuMhere lie huddled 
up in a bunch like a lot of eggs in a nest 
A single stone removed to a distance of 
three ami a half feet, upon being re-' 
leased, at once started of, with wonder­
ful and somewhat comical celerity, to 
join its felloxvs; taken axvnv four or five 
feet, it remained motionless. They are 
found in a region that is comparatively 
level, and is nothing but bare rock. 
Scattered over this .barren legion are 
little basins, from a fexv feet to a rod or 
two in diameter, and it is in tlie bottom 
of those that the rolling stones are 
found. They are from the size of a pea 
to five or six inches in diameter. The 
cause of these stones rolling together 
is doubtless to be found in the material 
of xvhich they are composed, xvhich ap­
pears to be loadstone or magnetic iron 
ore. -■

The Benefit to Miss Martin.
Any entertainment, whether private or 

public, got up for benevolent purposes, is 
something almost as sacred In character at 
Unit charity which lies at the bottom of It. 
It is therefore almost safe from the critic’s 
atlnck. We have no desire in the few remarks 
tlmt follow this preface to be in the least ex­
acting or critical.

There was an overture which uslierd in the 
performance with nil the rninhle snd pomp of 
a thunderstorm.

It was sweet 
and pleasing; and -bowed that Mrs Currie 
possesses a very melodious as well as a very 
carefullv trained voice.

A solo and chorus was announced, in which 
Mrs J.BIIlop Mnuger.William Wilson,W'lliain 
Quinn and William Adams sang. It was ren­
dered in a distressingly Ion# key ;_some where 
in the neighborhood of B flat. It whs so low 
that it produced no echo.

Mrs. Manger then came forw«rd with a se­
lection from •• Josiali Allen’s Wife.” When 
site appeared, the audience gave applause 
enough <to satisfy the ordinary reader on 
leaving the stage. The reading, we may say, 
was very good indeed; and while one.or two 
were of the opinion that the piege was rather 
long, yet It would be hard to think so and 
witness the continued ripple of amusement 
and applause at tbÿ rlillc/tidus drolleries of 
poor Josiab’s wife. It was what we term a 
success.

Mrs. E. E. Fhnir was the next on the pro­
gramme, and, on appearing, was also received ' 
with applause of no uncertain sound.

Mr Wilson then gave the audience “ The

Wilson brought down the house. His encore 
was the customary Irish Melody, “Tara’s 
Hall.”

Mr. Charles A. Power of this paper then dis­
coursed on “ Mrs Hubbard.” This wa#a 
laughable piece of composition, and was 
about as well rendered as one could wis j it. 
We can’t forbear from saying that Mr Power 
has a very pleasing dash; a capital delivery 
and a good ringing voice. He has become 
quite a favorite with Fredericton audiences. 
Some disapproved of a local reference, but it 
was made in no offensive spirit we feel quite 
certain.

Miss Robb had yet to come. When she 
appeared a ringing applause went through 
the audience, then a stillness fell over It.

It 
is not possible to estimate the value of 
the property destroyed. At Trteeniar, 
Washington Territory, a tree was 
blown against a Softool honee, demolish­
ing it. Twenty children were in the 
building. A son nud a daughter of J. 
W. Bartlett were iustaiflly killed and 
another daughter wae.very dangerously 
injured, . ..

The English Statesman says : “ Onr 
rule of India is purely philanthropic; at 
all events that is the principle on which 
we have ever administered it finances. 
And so we contrive in one wav or ano­
ther, to charge the people of India £200 
|ier nnm per annum for every soldier 
we have there. We manage, somehow 
or other; that onr English garrison shall, 
cost us hut aboni £28 pei annum; but: 
then there ig a Parliament scanning the 
estimates, and raising objections to 
every shilling of increased cost. In 
India there is none, and so the"Horse 
Guard* charge wtiit they please to the 
Indian Exchequer, and The bill is paid 
as a matter of course, since any ques­
tioning of it would be rebellion to be 
put down at the point of the bayonet.”

La République Français. Gambetta’» 
organ, discussing Russia’s condition, 
says: “ Without troubling to" find out 
if all went well at homo, Russia has cast 
herself upon the path ot conquest and 
chimeras. She lias taken the wrong 
road. Instead of lot low tug tlieUlopimi 
dream of striking Turkey-sit the risk of 
obtaining hut a meagre s'liare of spoil, 
how much wiser would it have been to 
haye entered upon transformation at 
home? Here the best policy now Is to 
take in hand those reforms which the 
vast majority of tne people demand and 
expect. We must always reckon with 
Russia, bnt as long ns she remains in 
her present nnbealty stale, she will he 
feeble and play an unimportant part in 
the destitues of Europe. When a house 
is on fire there is a decided originality 
in ranning out ot doors and setting fine 
to tl e bouses ot others. Reasonable 
lieople at such, times endeavor to ex­
tinguish their own conflagrations.”

A Berlin correspondent says he can 
state as a fact, in spite of all the quieting 
assurances from St. Petersburg, the ill 
feeling between Germany and Russia 
continues, and the struggle between the 
two Chancellors is still proceeding.

A Berlin despatch says the entire stuff 
of the Governor General ot European 
Russia lias been summoned to St. 
Petersburg to discuss the reorganization 
of the police force system. The czar is 
profoundly dissatisfied with the present 
force. The statement that Schouvaloft 
is likely to be appointed minister ot'ihe 
Interior with a department of police, is 
denied.

Again there is a rumor in Whitehall 
and at the Service Clubs in the vicinity 
ot Pall Mall, that a regiment of infantry 
Will shortly be detailed for duty in Can­
ada. Several names new tô Rideau 
Hall are mentioned as likely to accom­
pany Her Royal Highness out to Hali­
fax, on Thursdav week. It is reported 
that Captain Chater, 91st Regiment, 
who has been serving in Zululand, will, 
in all probability, shortly leturn to 
Canada, and take up ills "appointment 
ns aide on the stuff of the Govornor- 
Genyral. $

The War Department have agreed to 
an arrangement by which successful 
candidates at the Miliiarv College, 
Kingston. Canada, of which Lient.-Col. 
Hewitt, Royal Engineers, is comman­
dant, will be enabled to enter annually 
lor appointments to commissions in the 
British armv, and instructions have 
been forwarded to Canada to that effect.

-D’Oubiill has given the most assur­
ing explanations to the Emperor Wil­
liam regarding the concentration of 
Rnssiaitifroops in Poland.

William Norton was shot dead at his 
breakfast table yesterday at Irvington, 
Ili., by Al. Forbes.
