If the days were evil when the
apostle wrote this, if it were neces
sary to warn the taithful to walk
circumspectly, and not become urn-
wise with the many who did not en-
deavor to understand ** what is' the
will of God,” it is no less necessary
to renew that warning now, for sure-
ly the days are evil, and the times
dangerous. We have not the open
brutality and public vices of pagan
times; we have a better ordered
state of society, and more humaniz-
ing social The leaven of
Christianity - has  permeated our
civilization, and  produces good
effects even alter its spirit has been
renounced. Notwithstanding  this,
even, perbups, because of this, it is
more needful to walk circumspectly
and tostiive w understand what is
the will of God. Open vice would
shock us; the public enormities of
paganism would disgust us, and
show us very unmistakeably the
folly ot contiding in ourselves, and
the necessity of leaning on God by
grace through faith. The spirit of
refined unbelief, 0 wide-spread in
our day, careful of outward appeu-
ances, and so broadly tolerant in its
expressions, is a more dangerous,
because & more specious enemy thau
the grossness of ancicot idolatry
It is the offspring of intelectual
pride, and is nourished by the ma
terial comforts of the age. Its in-
fluence is all pervading. It taints
the atmosphere of the hdme; it in-
fects the school ; it piosons fashion-
able literature; it dominates many
self-constituted their
fellows ; and it reign's triumphant
ly in commercial aud poliueal life
The supernatural s

Colored Priests and Teachers.

The Bishop of Natchez contributes
to the March number of the Catholic
Vorld a noteworthy article on * The
Negro Problem and the Catholic
Church,” in which he discusses the
antlook for the colored people in the
Southern States and the means to be
tuken for their conversion.
He will not attempt to answer the
questions whether or not one race
will drive away the other, or if they
remain side by side, what will be
their mutual relations. “ Priests
who live and labor in the South,” he
says, “ and who feel no little inter-
est in the welfare of the colored race,
scarcely know how to answer.
Men of intelligence and observation,
when asked what they think of the
above questions, either hesitate to
give an opinion or express them.
selves in very doubtful terms on the
subject.
His observations in Virginia, Mis-
sissippi and other States, confirm
him 1o the belief that even “where
the whites are in the minority, they
are bound to rule.  “ Whatever, ina
word, requires greater intelligence
and more patient endurance, what-
evep is more Lucrative, is in the
hands of, or is about to fall inta the
hands of, the white rage, and is very
likely to.stay there.” Even in poli-
tioal matters, the noise may
made, and the votes be cast by che
colorod majority, but the offices will
in most casgs be filled by white men.

quite evident that such an arrange-
ment cannot be entered into with-
out the consent of both parties, and
that either party is not likely t
give his consent unless he hopes t«
derive some benefit from the agree-
ment. Now what are the facts re-
girding a reciprocity treaty between
thi%ﬂn(ry and the United States ?
The Dominion Government led by
Sir John Macdounald, has put on
record its willingness to negotials
such a treaty with our Republican
neighbors; but up to a recent
date the latter did not show any
very great desire to reciprocate with
u~, Sir John seeing this and known-
ing that our fisheries were much
coveted by the Yankees, and that so
long as they could manage to fish in
our waters uomolested, they would
not be disposed to treat with us in a
friendly manner, had our coast~
guarded against the depredations of
Uncle Sam. The result was that thei:
their fishing industries were, last
season,to a great extent a failure, and

8. Senate. So much snnoyed were
the Americans because Canada
insisted upon her legal rights that
they used every means in their
power to defeat Sir Jobn and hi~
party at the recent Dominion elec-
tions. It is said that hundreds of
thousanis of dollars of American
money were spent in the hope
of accomplishing their nefarious
designs. The conclusions to be drawn
from all this are quite obvious.
They know that if the Grits got into

proved that man is naturally inclined
towards the good, the beautiful and the
true ; that, with the assistance of divine
| revelation, he is capable of apprehend-

Canada had given the American fisher-
men a whole season’s fishing during
the summer and autum of 1885. The
fd)nrn of the American Senate to ap-
point a commission 0 consider the
fisheries threw the matter back u
our hands and we are compell to
protect our rights by the enforcement
of the laws which every nation exer-
cises and the right to which all nations
concede.” Being asked how far Eng-
land would support Canada, he u:f:
‘The English government relies on its
law officers in questions of this kind.
The Lord Chancellor and the Attorney
General give advice on points of law,
and the English law officers have sus-
tained the position of Canada’ In
reply to the guestion : ‘What would

These rails cost no more
than the oid ones and they last
Since the fourth of August
last, several of these rails bave been
in use in the Canadian Pacific Rail
way yards at Hochelago and show
very little wear, the., difference
between the old and new joints
being very apparent.
