I know for a fact that the 
Vatican ia disposed to make such 
concessions in return for similar 
conduct on hie part, but the over­
tures must be made by him, both 
aa the offending party and ag the 
one upon whom such measures de. 
pend in the nature of things, (No­
body in the Vatican thinks of mak­
ing considerable concession", and 
of course a surrender of the abstract 
maintenance of she right to inde­
pendence in the Holy See is quite 
out of the question. Still a great 
gain could be attained by the Church 
if it were not harass9d in the per­
formance of ft* ordinary duties, and 
f the Prime Minister is willing to 

take such steps as to secure the 
freedom, the Vatican will make 

1 uitable concessions. Evidently it 
is merely a question of modus viv» 
iindi. There is, however, not a 
•hadaw of truth in the statement 
.hat Signor Crispi paid a visit to 
the fathers of the Oivilta Cattolica.

away and the Rev. Mr. Lryson es. 
Ublished what he called the “Galli­
can Catholic Church,” the services 
being held in the well-known con­
vention! in the Bue d’Arras, Paria. 
The doctrines or anti-dootrinea 
taught were a married clergy, wor­
ship in the vernacular, voluntary 
anrioalar confession and repudia­
tion of the Papal primacy and in­
fallibility. Special stress was laid 
on attacking the Immaculate Con­
ception and Catholic devotion to 
the Blessed Virgin. Last year M. 
Loyeon handed over hie church to 
the Dutch “Old Catholics” on the 
understanding, as Madame Loyeon 
telle me, that he should be asked to 
preach sometimes. Aa a matter of 
fact his successors have carefully 
excluded him from the pnlpit and 
wifi have no ministerial connection 
with the former pastor. Bad blood 
has consequently arisen, and at the 
present moment M. Loyson and 
the Duteh clergy are at “daggers 
drawn.’1
HYACINTH! WANTED TO BE A BISHOP.

Now come my revelations. In 
order to arrive at the troth I have 
interviewed the parties. The Rev 
M, Volet, the pastor in charge, has 
furnished me with some very in­
teresting details aa to the history of 
the transfer of the church. The 
reverend gentlemen lays that 
Father Hyacinthe formed the al­
liance with the “Old Catholic" 
Archbishop of Utrecht, and gave 
his church up to him in the fond 
hope of being made a bishop. ffie 
idea was to renounce the burden of 
mere parish work and to bud forth 
as the first Primate of the Gallican 
Catholic Church I Bnt the Arch­
bishop did not see it for the following 
among other reason^. Apert from 
the somewhat eccentric character of 
the “Father," the rules of the Dutch 
Old Catholic body will not permit a 
married priest to have charge of 
souls. If a priest wish tq take a 
wife he may, and the “church" will 
gven bestow the nuptial benediction, 
but from that moment he becomes 
incapable of having charge of sonle. 
He may attend the services as a 
simple worshipper, but not more 
than that: Now father Hyacinthe 
WS6 not only a married nun, bnt 
he had married a “widow," a thing 
which, in the eyes of the Arch­
bishop of Utrecht, as I arj informed 
by pastor Y°.U4, was an unpardon­
able abomination. Not only then 
was it impossible to consecrate to 
Loyeon, bnt it WM a too out of thi 
question to permit him henceforth 
to occupy the pnlpit or stand at the 
altar, Another difficulty was 
Madame Loyson, who, according to 
fastor Yolet^aetuaUy told the Arch­
bishop that she felt in marrying M. 
Loyson that "a portion of the sacer­
dotal grace and character was 
thereby transfused into her.’, On 
which account she took a predomio 
a ting part in the ordering of the 
church, and in fact, short of preach' 
ing and administering sacraments, 
acted as the real pastor.

HOW HYACINTHE WAS TAKEN IN.

I have before me a written state­
ment of M. V jlet’s, which he de­
clares he will stand by and has 
permitted me to use. It is aa fol­
lows : First of all, it is as well to 
observe that if, the Archbishop of 
Utrecht had not taken the direction 
of the Gallican Catholic Church, M 
Hyacinthe Loyson had decided to 
shut up the building in the Rue d’ 
Arras. He has many times public­
ly declared that if he were an ob­
stacle to the work he would hold 
himself apart. To use his own 
words, he said : “I am not worth 
mort than the prophet Jonas,” On 
March 3rd, 1893, M. Loyson wrote 
to Archbishop Gnl, of Utrecht, 
handing over the direction of the 
Gallican Catholic Church and at 
the same time resigning all his 
offices without condition, promising 
however, to use all his interest to 
assist the work. The Archbishop 
at once gave a favorable reply and 
sent to Paris Pastor Van Thiel, 
president of the Seminary of Amera- 
fjport, and Pastor Deelder, canon 
and archpriest of Utrecht, who 
took the services on Low Sunday, 
and were afterwards .presented by

Old the congregation with a petition 
identical with that already made 
by M Liyson. The Dutch Dflc- 
gates gave an affirmative respi te, 
appointed Pastor Volet in charge 
for a .few Sunday, begging, how­
ever, Father Hyacinthe to keep 
away in the meantime, so that it 
might be seen who were sericus 
worshippers and how many there 
were who oame ont of curiosity to 
hear M Loyson. The latter pre- 
misMl and at the same time de- 
slared his readiness not only to 
worship in the ohnrotqbut to preach 
when called upon, On May 1st, 
1893 the formal transfer was made, 
and Pastor Van Thiel was appoint­
ed Episcopal viosr, with all power 
except that of giving oonfirmstioc. 
This gentleman visited the flock, 
w&ioh *e found did no’ amount to 
tw® hundred serions worshippers ! 
The rupture, began when Van Thiel 
published thè Profession of Faith of 
the Chnroh of Utrecht, an impor­
tant .article of which is obligatory 
confession. Many of the worshippers 
defined to accept it for fear of dis­
pleasing Father Hyacinthe. Then 
began a series of vexations perse­
cutions on the part of the ex-friar, 
who, seeing that be ^as no longer 
of any account, and that even his 
peculiar doctrines - were being 
•upereeded, endeavored to sow the 
seed of discord. The Petit Semin- 
aire directed hjr M Volet was first 
attacked ade families began to 
withdraw their children. Thtn
Madam Loyson called on the vicar 
to give him her advice as^ to how 
the mission should be conducted, 
threatening to withdraw from thé 
Ohnrch if he refused to listen to it. 
M Van Thiel however, was firm, 
although he alway treated the 
opinion Of M Liysoo, with respect 
as far as possible. By August ihe 
congregation, thanks to M. and 
Madame Loyson’s influences, had 
dwindled down tct one hundred and 
thirty, M Loyson .broke his pro­
mue to worship at the ohnrch, 
and the split became definite when 
he preached a course of sermons 
last Lent in another temple. The 
Dutch clergy then recruited their 
forces by *u alliance with the Petite 
Eglise, the deoiples at Port Rjyal, 
a JansemV, body from which Pere 
Hyacinthe had kept aloof. The ex 
monk then complained to the Arch­
bishop and got sixty signatures of 
his former friends to support his 
grievance, bnt without obtaining 
redress. M Volet tells me that this 
was followed by a series ef insulting 
letters written by to Lqyaoo to him 
and the viear. The Dutch old 
Catholics he stigmatized as Jansen- 
ists, a term particularly galling to 
them, it appears: the Arohbishop 
was assailed as a “foreigner,” a 
fact M Loystm should have thought 
of firat, and finally (oh I what a fall- 
iag off!) the great Father Hyacinthe 
actually condescended to stand out­
side the church doors on Sunday at 
High Mass in order to lay hold of 
the congregation ae they left the 
build eg and persuade them to re­
nounce their new pastors.

POOR hyaointhk’s plight.
Snch then are the inner workings 

of heresy ®e the continent of Eur­
ope. Every word I have said above 
is the literal truth. As for the 
present state of mind of Father 
Hyacinthe, I can only say this-+-his 
friends believe that he is yearfling' 
to return to his old mother, the 
Catholic ohnrch, I know for a 
fact that hé recently made a three 
weeds retreat in a famous French 
monastery. He is now supposed to 
be in Geneva, but I have good rea­
son for stating that he is making 
another retreat. There is one great 
difficulty in the way of his recon­
ciliation—his wife. .The poor man 
is very ranch married, and M udaroe 
Loyson is furious at any sugges­
tion that the “Father" is about to 
retrace'his steps. She is a clever, 
masterful woman, of a restful act­
ivity, seeking the lead in all things 
and expressing herself in sacred 
matters with appalling freedom. It 
is a hopeless case unless God pro­
vide.

The increase in the circulation 
of the chartered banks of the 
Dominion in August and Septem­
ber this year was nearly double 
as great as last year and larger 
than in any year since 1890. The 
Dominion note circulation also has 
largely increased This is not a 
bad showing for Canàda in the 
midst of tforld wide depression.

The hard times do not appear 
to have affected the ability of 
the people to ride on the street 
railways. Over twenty million 
passengers were carried by the 
Montreal street railway in the 
year ended 30th September., an 
increase of nearly 3J millions 
over the previous year. The 
net earnings were 9.69 per cent, of 
capital against 8.17 per cent, the 
previous year.

We wish to say to our foreign 
subscribers, all over the United 
States and Canada, that if they 
desire to have their papers con­
tinued, they must pay their sub­
scription promptly. We regret 
to state that many ef them have 
been very negligent in this re­
spect. A few hundred miles dis­
tance from this office should not 
constitute a reason against a 
prompt settlement of these ac­
counts.

Toronto News, independent: The 
Ottawa Government has succeed­
ed in obtaining a return of a con­
siderable share of the money 
which one set of dishonest con­
tractors had robbed it of, and it 
has now instituted suit to recover 
$143,000 stolen in connection 
with the Curran Bridge contract. 
For this new departure in Can­
adian politics impartial men 
everywhere will give Sir John 
Thompson full credit.

The very favorafcjlgj conditions 
attending the floating, pn the Lon 
don money market, of tl)è new 
Canadian 3 per cent loan; the 
eagerness with which the bonds 
were sought, and the high price 
paid for them, must be very 
gratifying to the Finance Min 
ister, Hon. Mr. Foster, while 
must be a source qf pride to all 
true Canadians to know that'our 
country’s credit stands so high. 
The prospectus of the new three 
per cent loan was issued in Lon 
don a few days ago, offering the 
bonds at a minimum of 95. With­
in a few hours of the appearance 
of the prospectus, offers were re­
ceived at a . premium of 2 per 
cent, that is 97 was offered for the 
bonds, and within twenty-fou 
hours the price had risen to 97^ 
As the whole loan was effected 
at this price it is the most favor­
able ever made for this country. 
This is the most effective answer 
to the base and, malignant article 
recently published in the Invest­
ors Review and the other vile at­
tempts “of Canadian Grits and 
their London allies bq injure Can­
ada’s credit.

In ibie connection it may not 
be uninteresting- to ,»ote the im- 
prôvement that nag taken place in 
our country's credit during the 
past ten years or so. In 1876 
when the Grits were in power in 
this Dominion, and Sir Richard 
Cartwright was Finance Minister, 
Canadian 4 per cents were sold at 
91, and in addition there were 
large concessions in charges and 
back interest, reducing the net 
price to about 88. At the present 
time the annual cost to the coun­
try of this Cartwright loan is be 
tween 4| and 5 per cent of the 
amount actually received. Three 
years after this loan, in 1879, the 
Liberal-Conservative Government 
effected a 4 per cent loan at 95, a 
very great advance on the price 
obtained by Sir Richard Cart­
wright.

In the year 1884'thp Govern­
ment of Canada determined not 
to borrow money at so high a 
rate of interest as 4 per cent; but 
reduced the rate to 3| and offer­
ed the bonds at a minimum of 91, 
and effected the loan at 91J; 
which means that the Govern­
ment got more for three and a 
half per cents than Sir Richard 
Cartwright got for four per cents. 
In 1592 the Government further 
reduced the interest to three per 
cent and offered the bonds at the 
same minimum price as they had 
asked for the 3£ per cents in 1884 
viz, 91, and not only did they ob­
tain as much as they did for 3£ 
per cents; but considerably more. 
The bonds were sold at something 
over 92. \ These favorable figures 
showed tfi\ excellent advance 
Canada’s cneoitwas making. Not 
only that; but it was sown in; 
the face of Sir Richard Cart­
wright’s traitorous article in the 
London Economist decrying Can­
ada’s credit

Yes, notwithstanding this Grit 
treason, the 3 per cents of 1892 
sold at over 92, and have since 
been quoted at £101, nearly equal 
to British consols. Little more 
than two years have passed and 
Canada again places her 3 per 
cents on the market, not at a 
minimum of 91,as she did in 1892; 
but at 95, and they are eagerly 
■sought and readily bought up, 
not at an advance of a fraction on 
the minimiyn price; but at a pre­
mium of 2J per cent, that is to 
say, Canada asks at least 4 per 
cent more for her bonds than she 
did two years ago,and is promptly 
pffered 5£ more than she was 
then. The difference between 
Cartwright's loan of 1876 and 
Foster’s of 1894 is this : Cart­
wright sold 4 per cents at less 
than 91; Foster sells 3 per cents 
at 97|. That means that $12,- 
000,000 borrowed at Mr. Foster’s 
rates costs the Dominion of Can­
ada no more per year than would 
$8,000,000 borrowed at Sir 
Richard’s rates. Such & triumph­
ant advance in the financial credit 
of Canada is something of which 
every one of her sons should feel 
p’ïoud.

Roaebery and the Lords.

Lord Rosebery made an attack on 
the House of Lords in bis speech at 
Bradford Saturday evening last. The 
House, as it now existed, he said, was 

mockery and an invitation to evolu­
tion. The House of Common] might 
vote bills till they yere black in the 
face, but they must still go up, cap in 
hand, to the lords, and ask them to 
pass the bills. He lavorel the prin­
ciple of a second chamber, saying that 
the temptation of absolute power was 
too great for any single person or body. 
He believed that the feeling of the 
country on this point was the same as 
his, (Shouts of “No” and cheers. ) 
The issue was the greatest that had 
been presented since the country re­
sisted the tyranny of Charles 1. and 
James II., and involved a revision of 
the entire constitution. The country 
trad not given its mandate to the 
government at the last election to deal 
with the house of lords. If it had, it 
had not given the government a suffi­
cient majority. The government must, 
therefore, walk warily; it must first 
bring the commons into play. The 
government proposed to submit to par­
liament a resolution, the exact terms 
of which he would not state now, but 
which would affirm the principle that 
the commons were in partnership with 
the house of lords, who were unmis­
takably the dominant partners- Such 
a resolution, which in the present tem­
per of the house of commons would un 
doubtedly be passed, would represent 
the joint demand of the government 
and commons for a revision of the 
constitution, thus entering upon a new 
phase. Then the verdict of the coun­
try would be required, and he felt sure 
it would be as favorable as the verdict 
of the commons. These steps would be 
taken immediately,because the govern­
ment hoped to pass nsefnl measures be­
fore dissolving parliament. Tne govern­
ment threw down the gauntlet- tA-the 
lords, and it was for the people'to 
back the government.

From the Seat of War.

The first newspapers from Japan 
since the battles from Yalu and Ping 
Yang, have just been received at the 
Japanese legation Washington. They 
are filled and the bad tactics of the 
Cninese with details of the engage­
ments, soldiers excites tin derision of 
the Japaneee. It is pointed out that the 
Chinese erect breastworks and then sit 
quietly behind them, without throwing 
oat skirmishers. The Chinese battal­
ions also raise banners just as they fire 
a volley, so that the Japanese troops 
just know when a shower of lead is im­
pending. The Chinese also exhaust 
the cartridges in the magazine guns as 
fast as the can fire them, making first 
a perfect hail of ballets and then a long 
calm. The rifles captured from the 
Chinese shows rust of long standing and 
other careless treatment. A touching 
story is told of a Japanese bugler who 
received a bulletin the breast just as 
he had sounded “Charge !” He was 
urged to lay aside his bugle as any 
fresh exertion would cause a hemmor- 
hage His reply was another blast of 
“charge !” as he toppled over dying. 
The members of the Japanese house of 
peers have sent half a million cigarettes 
to the Japanese soldiers, and the lead 
ing tea merchants of Japan haveRpre- 
sented the war office with a thousand 
chests of tea. Snow fell in Japan on 
Sept 22, which is the earliest in ten 
years. The cold weather may put an 
end the campaign until spring. A Tokio 
paper states that prior to a Chinese 
naval inspection by Li Hung Chang, the 
men manufactured cannon balls ont of 
clay, pointed them black and pass 
inspection with these baüne teqpip- 
ments. 4-arge coal merchants of Japan 
are charged with secretly furnishing 
coal supplies to the Chinese navy. 
The gold ingots and coin -captured by1 
the Japanese at Ping Yang amount to; 
700,000 men. Count Oyama, war min­
ister, has issued a proclamation urging 
troops to show every kindness to 
Chinese wounded, adding thaA they 
“should not be more anxious to display 
carnage than charity.” The Japanese 
naval experts say that the torpedo 
boats proved a failure at the Yalu 
naval battle. A Japanese clerk, recent­
ly beheaded in Tien Tsin, is supposed 
to be one of the two students snrrend- 
ered by the American consul.

Ladies Home Journal, which 
periodical will publish it as the 
initial article in the stories of.“The 
Man Who Most Influenced Me,” td 
which six of the most famous 
American and English women 
will contribute.

London advices state that im­
mediately upon the announce­
ment that tenders for a Canadian 
loan of £2,250,000 would be re­
ceived at the minimum price of 
95, the bonds were quoted at two 
per cent premium. When Sir 
Richard Cartwright was tinamce 
minister he thought himself lucky 
when he was able to sell four 
cent bonds at 89 net The differ­
ence is the measure of improve­
ment in Canada’s credit in the 
intervening period. Evident! 
the London hankers don t thin 
Canada has been going to the 
dogs ever since Sir Richard was 
turned out.

Hoard’s Dairyman 
thus illustrates the value of hon­
esty : Take note that not a sin­
gle "filled cheese” is made in Can­
ada. This is the reason why the 
Canadian cheese has beaten us in 
the English market, and now it is 
rapidly absorbing our home mar­
ket. There are so many factory 
men and patrons who would 
rather get one dollar by cheating 
than ten honestly, that honest 
consumers who don’t wish to be 
cheated must go elsewhere for 
their cheese, it seems. It is a gall­
ing shame that this-is the case, 
but the facts stare us in the face. 
There will be no cure for this 
state of affairs until the cheese 
factory men and patrons “right 
about face” and stop this idiotic 
business of cheating the customer, 
and thus destroy their own mar­
ket in the end.

These are the profound and im 
pressive and beautiful reasons 
which a retiring newspaper man 
gives for quitting the business. A

The 
vessel was struck amid-ehipe, and it is 
thought she must have foundered imme­
diately, all hands on board going down 
with her The lookout on board the City 
believes the sunken vessel to have been 
a ship of about 2,500 tone. She was 
not seen until the City of Paris was so 
close to her that it was impossible to 
avoid a collision. The bow platee of the 
City of Paris were slightly indented, bat 
otherwise she was not injured.

Promotions In the Olvll Service.

Dkab Sia. —The Examiner in its issue 
of the 27th inst, speaking of the recent 
promotions in the Customs Department 
here, raises the question of seniority, and 
opposes Mr Moran’s promotion to the 
office of cashier on that ground. The 
point is not wisely taken. There is 
nothing whatever contained in the Civil 
Service Act to bear^ont the Examiner’s 
contention. On the- contrary,'the Con­
troller has full power to promote whom 
he pleases, having due regard to fitness 
for the position. See Sec. 42, C. S. act.

Regarding Mr Moran’s efficiency as an 
officer, I have learned, that shortly after 
the death of the late Henry McKenna, in 
March last,inspector McLaren recommend­
ed Mr. Moran for the position of .sur­
veyor, which is next in rank to that of 
Collector, in the following complimentary 
terms :

“Mr Moran would be a first class man 
for the position, second to none in the 
Maritime Provinces. Has passed quali­
fying examination, can pass promotion 
examination.” This has been pat on 
file in the Controller’s office at Ottawa. 
This ia not the recommendation of a poli­
tician, but that of a man who ia entirely 
disinterested, and who is also thoroughly 
competent to judge of an official’s fitness 
for the position which he holds or to 
which be may be promoted Besides 
when he recommends an officer for pro­
motion, he does so solely in the interest of 
the Department, and not to serve political 
ends.

It must surely be admitted that if Mr. 
Moran in so well qualified for the office of 
Surveyor, he must be equally qualifiedifor 
a position inferior in rauk, that of Caster 
These facts, apart from political and 
other considerations, will amply justify 
the Department in promoting Mr. Moran 
to the office of Cashier, or the more im­
portant one, for which was so highly 
recommended by the Inspector.

vVhile on the subject of Civil Service 
promotions, it may not be ont of place to 
show the great disparity in numbers and 
salaries between the Protestant and 
Catholic officials In the Customs Depart­
ment.

Work of the U\ 8. Pension Office.

The report of the Commissioner of 
Pensions for the fiscal year ended Jane 
30, 1894, states that the number of pen 
si-mere on the rolls Jnne 30, 1893, was 
966,012; that during the year 30,085 new 
fiensioners were added to the rolls an 
2 308 previopsly dropped were restored, 
while 37,051 have been dropped for 
death and other causes, and on June 39, 
1804. the number of pensioners upon 
the rolls was 960,544. The number of 
pension certificates issued daring the 
year was 80,213 and 132,873 claims of 
of all classes were rejected. There were 
undisposed of and in different stages of 
preparation find advancement, on July 
1, 1894, claims for pension and for in­
crease to the amount of 619,027, of 
which 297,209 claims—originals widows, 
and independents—are on behalf of per­
sons not already on the rolls. These 
claims, save some recently filed, have 
been examined more than once and 
found lacking in essential evidence. 
New claims of all kinds have fallen off 
from 363,799 in 1891 to 40,148 in 1894, 
the fact being that orignal claims for 
pensions under existing laws are sub­
stantially all in, and the balk of new 
claims are for increase or for widows 
and dependents. The amount paid for 
pesions during the year was $139,804,- 
461)05, leavings balance in the Treasury 
of $25, 205,812,65 of the appropriation. 
There were 194 convictions in the 
United States courts within the year 
for pension frauds, perjuries and for­
geries .—Scientific Ameyj^n.

. struck on the head by a falling hatch 
and badly cut. The hatch is in two 
parts and only one half was up while 
the work of loading was going on. In 
some manner the sling used in lower­
ing the freight caught the half of the 
hatch that had not been lifted and dis­
placing it caused it to fall into the hold, 
grazing Carver's head and inflicting a 
severe wound. The old man was dazed 
for about two hours after the accident. 
Had the hatch struck him with full 
lores he would have been instantly 
killed. Medical aid was promptly 
called in, and everything possible was 
done for the injured man.

Palace of the Popes.

A great deal of interest has been 
aroused by the announcement on the 
22 nd of August of the decision of 
the French Government" to appro­
priate a considerable amount of 
money, which is to be added to that 
already raised by private subscrip 
tion, to be applied to the restoration 
of the Palace of tbe Popes at 
Avignon. ft/

M. Leygues, Minister of Public 
Instruction and of the Arts, has 
given much attention to the matter 
of rescuing from its present critical 
condition this magnificent monu­
ment that every Catholic in the 
world must look upon with a cer­
tain degree of reverence as having 
been the home of nine Popes, and 
which has been the scene of so many 
events that stand out with prominence 
in tbe history of the Catholic 
Church.

STILL STRONG IN STRUCTURE.

The palace is in an excellent state 
of preservation, so far as the actual 
construction is concerned; its walls 
are firm and its apartments are well 
preserved, but it is occupied by a 
detachment of French troops, and the 
beautiful mural decorations and the 
magnificent colored frescoes with 
which it was ornamented, and when 
an injury has been done to a window 
or pilaster or other piece of the ori­
ginal structure, it has been repaired 
without any thought of tbe style that 
distinguished it in the beginning, so 
that to-day a Roman window, or a 
modern French u* Gothic one may 
be next to one of the original win­
dows in the purest Renaissance. 
The top of one window may be 
square and another ova) ; there is no 
symmetry, no motive, no regularly 
preserved in the sligh test degree. 
The court is 2,000 square yards Jn 
extent.

THE GREAT RECEPTION BOOM .

The Salon of the Consistory, a 
noble room, where the grand recep­
tions of the Popes were given, is to>
day disfigured by woode n partition^ an equally destructive way others

For immediate relief after.eat- 
ing, use K. D. C,

which divide it into two large and 
several smeller apirtuients, one of 
them being occupied as a dining 
room for the garrison. Five gigantic 
pillars, each measuring two yards in 
diameter, support the arches. They 
are now marked with the dirt and 
bruises of 500 years. They are used 
as the residing place of modern arms, 
and tables are put around some of 
them, at which the men sit and 
polish their sabers or their rifles or 
do some other work so likely to mar 
their still remaining beau''y. Tbe 
grand staircase, which had steps of 
marble, has been robbed of these, 
and they are replaced with wood 
The mârble, it is slid, was taken to 
Paris, ' where its beautiful quality 
made It valuable for certain kinds of 
art work.

On the Gallery of the conclave, 
which is most delicately and lavish­
ly adorned with slender Gothic 
figures, and furnished with cells 
formerly occupied by the Cardinals, 
the officers of the garrison have 
established their private bureaus, and 
above the door to the first cell,which 
tradition says was held sacred to the 
Popes themselves, there is now a 
gilt sign against a blue back-ground 
which reads :

cap r.eil 1 ff portions cf the doors, the 
windows, tbe iron .work,the tiles irom 
the roof, and thus has, in one way 
and another, much of the origine 1 
beauty been stripped from the build­
ing.

THE PROJECT A WELCOME ONE.

h is gratifying that some decided 
step has finally be >n taken toward 
saving what is left of this once prince­
ly residence. It is the most vast 
and most imposing architectural re­
main from the Middle Ages, and it 
should properly, as it now will un­
doubtedly, be guarded with ' jealous 
care. The picturesqueness of its 
position is familiar to every one who 
has ever approached the city, and 
there is satisfaction in the thought 
that, so far as possible, its original 
splendor will be revived and we shall 
again be able to look on it as did 
those contemporary with its earlier 
history.

Twenty-one councils of the church 
were held at Avignon from 1050 to 
1755, and all the Popes from 1309 
t0 1377 (Clement V. to Gregory XI.) 
made their residence there.

A Duke’» Brother.

Remarkable Story of an English 
Convert who Maintains a Char 
ity School in Kentucky.

'On the walls of the salon of the 

Consistory, of the grand entrance and 
stairway of the Gallery of the Con­
clave, in the chapels and in the ap- 
partments of the Popes and the 
Cardinale, the frescoes leave no 
space whatsoever uncovered, and 
these beautiful products of mediaeval 
taste have been whitewashed twice a 
year with lime. This has destroyed 
the color almost entirely, and it will 
require very careful handling to re­
move the whitewash from its rich 
background.

THE CHAPEL UNHARMED.

In one corner of Ihe edifice, under 
a great arch, a regiment of infantry is 
installed, and the work that has been 
done upon the walls there furnishes 
a striking contrast between the de­
vastation of modern times and the 
pomp of earlier centuries. The only 
spot in the entire palace that has 
been kept$n the slightest degree free 
from the intrusion of the destroying 
mob is the chapel that was at one 
time the personal private retreat of 
the Popes, and there the five panels, 
that are rich with decorations, have 
been covered and are thus-protected. 
The irregularity in the construction 
of certain perlions of the palace 
proves that each- Pontiff adopted in 
the particular portion that he person­
ally caused to be built a plan or de­
sign peculiar to himself. Among the 
many different forms and methods 
there is one feature that distinguishes 
all the parts of the structure. There 
are no light and delicate galleries, 
no ingenious joinings, nothing that 
strikes one by the cleverness of its 
construction; but above all one is 
impressed by the mass and solidity 
of every part of the building.

The northern portion of the palace 
dates from the time of Benoit XII. 
It was under the reign of Clement 
VI. that Rienzi made his first ap­
pearance in Avignon, and was shut 
up in the tower of Trouillas, from 
which was constructed the marvel­
ous Salon of the Consistory that, by 
its dimensions and the permanence 
of its structure, compels our admira­
tion in every way and at every 
point.

MARKS OF THEIR OCCUPATION, j

Each of the Popes who have oc­
cupied this palace has left some not­
able souvenir of his residence there, 
and the souvenir of Clement Vf. is 
probably tbe most valuable and in­
teresting. This consists of a series 
of painting upon the walls that pic­
ture the life of the palace in the 
springtime of its existence. The 
most delicate* and subtle of all the 
Popes of Avignon, Clement VÎ., 
animated this mass of sombre mas­
onry with every description of refine­
ment and with every convenience 
and meahy of enjoyment known to 
the peoplexpf his epoch. On the 
ground floor qÿ- caused to be made 
a great menagerie of lions, mpst 
artistically arranged with shrubs apd 
trees, and the wild beasts were per­
mitted to roam through them, con­
fined by massive iron railings, too 
high for them to spring over. On 
the roof of the palace hé laid out 
extensive gardens, lavishly provided 
with shade treys, fountains and de­
lightful resting places. The terraces 
in the park surrounding the palace 
were spacious and adorned with rare 
plants, and Pope Clement VI. gath 
ered about him a court that was 
brilliant arid exclusive. No restric­
tions were made as to sex, and tbe 
ladies of Avignon, as well as those 
of the surrounding country, were 
hospitably welcomed and freely ad­
mitted to the enjoyment of this 
magnificent palace.

DISTINGUISHED OCCUPANTS.

When the building was finally 
abandoned as a Pontifical palace in 
1403, it was devoted to the purpose 
of serving as a residence for disting­
uished personages, and the list of 
those who made it their temporary 
home includes the namps of some of 
the most famous prelates, diplomats, 
kings and queens of the past 400 
years. After the terrible social up­
heavals of 1791 the palace furnished 
spoil to many marauders, and num­
bers of the beautiful Gothic mansions, 
in the vicinity of Avignon contain to 
this day pieces of elaborately carved 
woods, marble panels and other bits 
of portable fixtures that were looted 
from the Palace of the Popes. In

A correspondent of the Church 
Progress writing from Louisville, 
Ky, tells a remarkable story of the 
benefactions of a wealthy English­
man, a brother of the Duke of Beau­
fort, who for ten months has lived 
with the Trappist monks at Gethse- 
mane, near Bardstown. Three years 
ago, ao the story runs, the ten years' 
old son of Darnley Beaufort, died in 
the magnificent ancestral home of 
the family in the north of England. 
The little fellow was heir to a for­
tune equal to a quarter of a million 
dollars, and in dying besought his 
father, who had nursed him tenderly 
through a long illness, to go out and 
distribute his wealth “to tbe poor 
little boys of the world."

Two eyes closed upon the world, 
and a noble little soul had taken its 
flight. This was the second sorrow 
that had saddened the elder Darnley 
Beaufort. His wife was a member 
of the Church of England, and when 
he
BECAME A CONVERT TO CATHOLICITY

their paths in life parted.
When the liltle Darnley Beaufort 

died his father’s heart was almost 
broken. The body had not long 
been cold in the grave when steps 
were taken to make effective his last 
request. The estates of father and 
son were in England, France and 
Ireland. They were yielding Urge 
revenues, and Mr. Beaufort placed 
.them so that they would not be 
wasted by his .absence. In a few 
months he was on board a ship 
coming to this country. Two years 
ago be landed in New York, remain­
ing there until about ten months 
ago. The Trappist monastery of 
Gethsemane offered a field in which 
to begin his labors. Soon he was 
on the way to Nelson county, Ky. 
Having an education of a superior 
order he was

slips a dollar, or sometimes five times 
that much, into the beggar’s land 
and drives on without a question. 
But he is a shrewd man, and, of 
course, would not let imposters go 
too far.

The poor shoemakers Of thè neigh­
borhood are furnished with their 
leather by Mr. Beaufort, and man; 
an indigent larmer is given the im­
plements with which to till the toil 
and harvest its products.

A short time ago Mr. Beaufort 
was riding in his buggy from Bards­
town to Gethsemane. On the road 
he met one of the boys of his school 
staggering like a confirmed inebriate. 
He reproved the lad, and was re­
warded with an attack of abuse and 
profanity. Under this provocation 
Beaufort gave the little ruffian a 
gentle thrashing. Tne boy then 
went home and told his father. In 
a few days suit was brought against 
M'-. Beaufort for $1,000 damages.

The case came to trial recently. 
Mr. Beaufort was not alone when 
he entered the court-room. A neat­
ly-dressed man, with a short grey 
beard sat at his side during the trial 
and acted as tbe attorney for the de 
fence. He was a stranger, and there 
was manifest surprise in the able 
manner in which he conducted the 
case. “Who is the little man ?' 
was asked here and there through 
the crowd. “Never saw him before," 
was tbe reply; but no one doubted 
that the stranger was
A LAWYER OF UNCOMMON ABILITY.

PLACED AT THE HEAD OF THE TBAP- 
PIST SCHOOL.

As soon as he had become ac­
quainted he built a large house on a 
hill near Gethsemane and called it 
Mt. Olivet school; though the people 
of Nelson county call it the “Charity 
School.” At the beginning of this 
session one hundred and twenty- 
four children, the little sons and 
daughters of poor parents were en­
rolled as pupils. Mr. Beaufort pays 
every expense. Their tuition is free, 
their mesls are given them, and when 
little Johnny wears a hole in his 
trousers Mr. Beaufort replaces the 
garment. When little Mary’s bon 
net is old and her shoe is torn, it is 
to Mr. Beaufort that she looks for 
assistance, The expense of conduct­
ing the school is very heavy. It 
does not bring him one cent of in- 
come, and then, besides supporting 
one hundred and twenty-four chil­
dren, he otherwise dispenses charity 
with a lavish hand. The surplus of 
the large annuity is re-invested, so 
that his fortune is constantly increas 
ing.

Mr. Beaufort says that nothing 
could have induced him to give up 
the home of his nativity, the plea­
sures that a large fortune and social 
standing could bring, and, in fact, 
nearly everything that the world 
offers, but the dying request of his 
boy, with the addition of one other 
circumstance—the scandal in which 
his family became involved. He 
told a reporter he was
A BROTHER OF THE DUKE OF BEAU- 

FORT,

one of the best known sporting men 
in England. Several years ago the 
duke gained world wide notoriety by 
being involved in the Cleveland 
street scandals in London with the 
Prince of Wales, the Duke of Clar­
ence and others. The Duke of 
Beaufort is a prominent turfmaii.

Mr. Beaufort is a man not only of 
striking appearance, but his sole ob­
ject in life seems to be to make him­
self agreeable to everybody. He is 
fond of sports, and nothing seems to 
del'ght him more than to watch his 
one hundred and twenty-four little 
charges at play. Even on very warm 
days ho wears a heavy white sweater, 
such as foot-ball players use. Though 
living in the country, his feet ate 
usually incased in bright patent leath­
er shoes, and these, with the nobby 
rough English cloth of which his 
clothes are made, and a handsome 
light overcoat, give him the appear­
ance of a “swell.”

Altogether, the people of Nelson 
county are very proud that they have 
such a man in their midst. Were 
you to travel from one end of the 
country to the other you would never 
hear words other than of the deepest 
respect and kindness spoken of the 
man who, with estates in England, 
France and Ireland valued at half 
a million, or perhaps more, is
BURYING HIMSELF FROM THE WORLD

and worldly pleasures in order “to 
help poor little boys who have noth­
ing." Though a few, very few, per­
sons take advantage of the rich Eng­
lishman’s kindness of heart and de­
signedly meet him on the roadside as 
he drives from Gethsemane to Bards­
town or some other place, he often

No one had seen him come in on 
the train, so the question was, how 
did be get there? When the suit 
was brought against Mr. Beaufort it 
became quickly known in the Trap 
pist Monastery, and among those 
there wae Father Matthew. As soon 
as he heard of Mr. Beaufort’s trouble 
he volunteered to defend him in 
court. Father Matthew had been a 
monk for two or three years. Pre­
vious to that time he was a lawyer of 
Louisiana, practicing a great deal in 
the courts of New Orleans and Vicks­
burg. Sis worldly name was Mat­
thew Goodwin. Mr. Beaufort was 
glad to receive his service!1, and thus 
the monk left his seclusion to re­
turn for a few hours to the profession 
which he had abandoned.

There was a dozen or more wit­
nesses, and even the relatives of the 
plaintiff, including his aunt, testified 
to tbe many kind acts of Mr. Beau­
fort, upholding him in the thrashing 
he gave the boy. But there was no 
getting round the .strict letter of the 
law, so the jury was bound to grant 
some damages. JFhen the verdict 
was returned it found the defendant 
guilty and gave the plaintiff one cent 
damages. But Mr. Beaufort will 
continue to feed, clothe and educate 
the
TEN BROTHERS AND SISTERS C F HIS 

DEFEATED ADVERSARY.

When the trial was over list Satur­
day Mr. E. E. McKay, the well- 
known Bardstown lawyer, invited 
Father Matthew and Mr. Beaufort 
to dine with his family at his ele­
gant residence, a short distance from 
town. It is nothing more than 
natural that the family, consisting of 
Mr. and Mrs. McKay, their two 
handsome daughters and son were 
greatly surprised to find the Trap­
pist monk the life of the crowd. He 
proved to be a humorist and a talker 
such as is not met with evay day. 
He is thoroughly educated and the 
lawyers at the Bardstown bar (who 
are certainly good ones) have learn­
ed a thing or two. Father Matthew 
told Mr. McKay that the charity 
school cost Mr. Beaufort from $8,- 
000 to $10,000 a year including, of 
course, bis gifts to the children. The 
total amount of his charity each year 
is said to be $12 000 or more. 
Though closely identified with the 
monastery be has never become a 
member of the order.

How Mr. Parkman did revel in our 
grand old forests, amidst our gor­
geous mountain and lake scenery !

I recall his pleasant smile of sur­
prise on recognizing an old friend, 
one bright summer day during his 
last visit to Quebec, on the green 
banks of the rushing Batiscan, one ol 

yti flte best trout streams of the L^ke 
-1 John district. -He had been 

camping since June, for some 
weekn, at this wild spot. May hap 
[ recalled forest memories of his 
early explorations—with Quincy D. 
Shaw—the days of the ‘ Oregon 
Trail." His compagnon de peche 
was a congenial spirit, Charles Faro- 
ham, the graphic delineator in 
Harper's of Canadian life. Mr 
Parkman pressed me to take a seat 
in his diminutive Bite Lake canoe, 
and return to camp with him some 
miles below the railway bridge, where 
I was, however, not being an expert 
swimmer, I had to decline the honor 
of being paddled through tbe fur ous 
eddies of the Batiscan by the most 
eminent historian of Massachusetts in 
a canoe evidently intended for one 
man only.

How many of tbe members of our 
Royal society have partaken of his 
hospitality, either on Chestnut street, 
or on the sunny bank of Jamaica 
Pond—the Abbe Casgrain, Dr. 
Larue, M. Mannutte (our archeinist) 
Napbleon Legendre. Faucher de 
Saint Maurice, myself and others 

Mr. JParkman counted, at Quebec, 
a crowd of admirers. His most in 
timatë friends of the past were the 
Hon. Henry Black, judge of the 
Court of Vice-Admiralty; the Hon. 
George Okill Stuart, his successor in 
this high office. Judge Black died 
in 1873, and Judge George O. Stuart 
expired at Quebec in 1884. More 
than once his sumptuous mansion in 
St. Ursule street sheltered the “nis- 
torian of England and France- in 
North America." He had other 
familiars at Quebec and at Montreal 
ever ready to lend a helping hand 
in his historical researches; the Abbes 
Verreau, Bois, Casgrain, Professor 
H. La Rue, to whose sympathetic 
assistance the preface of several of 
his works bears testimony.

Parkman at Quebec

Mr. J. M. Lb Moine Gives Some 
Interesting Beminisgences of 
Canada’s Great Historian.

In the current number of the 
Canadian Magazine, Mr. J. M. Le 
Moine, president of the Royal society 
of Canada, has an interesting article 
entitled “ -ieminisoences of Francis 
Parkman at Quebec,” from which we 
extract the following :—

Sow oft have I strolled with him 
over the quaint, haunted forest- 
paths of Champlain—now our public 
streets—recalling the past, or ascend 
ing with the historian the grim battle­
ments of the mural-crowned city, to 
measure ^nd minutely study the 
locale and garner accurate data for 
his lasting record. One cloudy 
September day, in particular, I can 
recall. The historian, his able qties 
tioncr and biographer, Abbe H. R. 
Casgrain,!the late Professor Hubert 
Larue, of Laval university,, and my­
self. We had met at the social 
board at Spencer Wood, at the re­
quest of" the Lieut.-Governor, H. 
Luc Letellier de Saint Just, a warm 
admirer of Parkman. It was, in­
deed, a feast of reason to sit with 
such companions. I remember the 
interesting turn the conversation 
took, respecting the landing of 
Wolle’s army, on the 15 th Septem­
ber, 1759, on the strand ’directly be­
low the Chateau, and climbing up the 
dizzy heights, by means of the bush­
es, being the outlet of the rui’seau 
Saint Denis, which tuns through the 
Spencer Wood grounds. Abbe Cas­
grain, the future author of “Mont­
calm and Levis," opened out with 
racy anecdotes, illustrating the life­
like escapes on that memorable day. 
He was well supported by the geqial 
and cultured Laval university pro­
fessor. Parkman interested us .'all 
by his theories on the errors com­
mitted by both generals at that event­
ful engagement, which changed the 
destinies of North America.

This social meeting took place in 
1878. I shall never forget it. 
Parkman then informed tie of his 
long-cherished design to write the 
incidents of the memorable fight, and 
invited us to accompany him next 
morning to survey the ground, which 
the Abbe and myself were happy in 
being able to do. Proud we felt 
in strolling side by side with fhe 
eminent annalist down the lofty 
Marchmont hill to the shore of the 
St. Lawrence; as it were, helping the 
enthusiastic author in his glorious 
task of portraying Wolfe and Mont­
calm on that momentous occasipn.

One of the signs of the times in 
this country is the Catholic revival 
that is quietly going on. Old 
churches are being repaired, and, 
after a quarter to a half a century of 
decay, made to appear as in their 
prosperous days. And rumor has it 
that many members of religious or­
ders are quietly finding their way in­
to this country. Certainly the rela­
tions of Church and State are not so 
strained as before, owing, one hears, 
to Pope Leo’s new attitude towards 
republican forms of government.

Here in this capital the venerable 
Church of Santa Brigida, .built 150 
years ago, and, therefore, not ancient 
for this country, is being put in ex­
cellent repair. 7It is the Jesuit 
church, where eloquent preaching 
may be heard, and is to-day the 
fashionable church of the city. There 
are able and learned men at Santa 
Brigida, and they attract intellectual 
congregations. It is the great church 
for high society weddings and among 
its most distinguished attendants is 
the charming wife of the /-resident of 
the republic, whose popularity is very 
great among all c asses, and especial­
ly among the poor women workers of 
the city, whose cause she has espous­
ed in a truly Christian spirit.

The famous old Church of Carman, 
in San Angel, with its triple domes, 
completed in 1617, or three years be­
fore the Mayflower arrived' in Ply­
mouth Bay, has just been repaired in 
honor of the "golden wedding" of 
the pastor, Padre Checa, who recent­
ly celebrated the fiftieth anniversary 
of bis first Mase. It was a notable 
occasion, attracting a great many 
people from the capital. I have 
never witnessed a more imposing 
ecclesiastical function, nor one where 
a more earnestly devout spirit was 
manifested, for the good padre is one 
of the salt of the earth, as true a saint 
as is given us to know on this earth. 
His influence for good is felt far and 
wide, and in all his extensive parish 
no poor person ever suffers hunger.

The absolute devotion of his flock 
is a commentary on tbe frequently- 
made statement that the ancient faith 
is losing ground. The wealthy sum 
mtr residents of the picturesque little 
town and the poorest Indian inhabi­
tants have been in rivalry to help on 
the completion of the repairs to this 
splendid edifice, which has stood a 
monument to Christianity for nearly 
three centures.—Boston Herald.
