pare the messsge. He advised the naw
tor tn take the advice given to
imothy by Paul. He was to preach it
1st, exclusively ; 2ad, faithfully, giving
the whole truth ; 3ed, preportionately—
it was his privilege as well as his duty
to not be afrad to tell of the judgment
as well as the blessed promises—and he
must deal patieatly ; 4th, he must
preach with a pa ; bth, evangeli-
cally , he can never make too much of
Christ, Jesus only, everywhere, nothing
else worth preaching ; and lastly he
must preach with unction, being filled
with prayer in  the Holy Spirit. With
his large manly message he must come
boldly to the throne, that the word may
be given witn power, so that when the
Chief Shepherd shali appear the preach-
er shall receive a crown.

Rev. Mr. Stewart then addressed the
people briefly, as it was late in the after-
noon. Hoe said the duties of the pedple
were co-relative with those of the min-
ister. They must not only come to the
church, but they were to take heed how
they hear ; they must present themselves
before the Lord with a full convietion
that God is here and sees everything, and
knows the purpose for which they come.
‘The people must receive the minister
when he visits them with all due respect
and remember, as his time is precieus,
not to intrude on his hours of study.

‘They should also remember that the
‘influence of a congregation on the min-

ister is very great and bis futurs depend-

-ed a great deal on themselves.

The new pastor was thea formally in-
troduced to the congregation individu-
ally by Rev Dr. Ure, as they retired
‘from the church.

THE EVENING SERMON.

In the evening Rev Mr Anderson dis-
coursed on Paul's faithful saying, *‘That
Christ Jesus came into the world to save
sinners ’  He said there wera three rea-
sous why this saying should ba interest-
ing to all. 1st. It arrested Paul in his
deliberations with Timothy ; and con-
strained him to turn from a considera-
tion of the law to the (iospel. 2nd. It
brings us back to a crucified Christ ; and
thus renews our strength. 3rd. It was
uttered by Paul, a man greater than
whom, save Jesus Christ the world
never saw, Then he divided his text
thus: I. The fact atated —- ‘‘Christ
Jesus came into the world. IL The
object of that fact—*‘To save sinners.”
III. The extent of that fact—*‘Even the
chief of sinners.” IV. The faithfulness
of the fact—*‘This is a faithful saying
and worthy of all acceptation.” In con-
‘nection with the fact itself he spoke of
the matchless glory and dignity of the

When
Jesus began His ministry in the country
of Galilee He cried to the people in proa-
pect of the near appreach of the Kingdom
of God, ‘‘ Repent yo and believe the
gospel.”

By repentance
we fursake our sins ; by faith we receive
their pardon. By repentance we give
glory to God whom we have offended ;
by faith we give glory to our Redeemer
who came to save us. Tkus the gospel
began ; thus it continues. Still the call
is, ** I2enent and believe the zospel.” 5.
The ne. ssity of salvation. NSuch is the
nature of sin, and its universal dominion
in the human fsmily, that salvation is
universally needed.

At the general electien the Conservative
majority in that riding was 668,
A BIG SEIZURE.

I heard yesterday that the Cuatoms
Department has 12,900 Singer sewing
machines under seizure. It seems that
as the Company were about manufactur-
ing a new patent machine to run without
the ncisy shuttle they reduced the price
of their old stock and shipped 12,000
into Canada invoiced at $12, so the Cus-
toms seized for undervaluation. The
Company have now their new machines
out and cffer-to sell the seized ones to
the Customs for $12 a-piece.

REFORM AT RIDEAU HALL.

Sir John Macdonald agreed with Sir
Richerd Cartwright when the latter
vuiced the opinion of the Public Ac-
counts committee about extravagaunce st
Rideau Hall. To be plain about it, the
grossest waste and plunder of the public
funds by the cfficials of Rideau Hall are
well known to many, and  especially to
the tradesmen of Ottawa, whose bills for
goods furnished would startle a Governor
General if he was allowed to see them.
The system has been to grant any and
all requisitions made on the Govern-
ment who have been called upon to pur-
chase crockery, linen and such articles
as ought to be paid for out of the Gov-
ernor General’s salary of $50,000, which
is intended to cover everything. At
every change of Governor all or most of
these things disappear mysteriously and
when a new viceroy arrives a complete
new outfit of household effects is furnish-
ed and much of the furniture used by
the pred or is replaced by something
to suit the artistic tes of the new
comer. I learn that it is the Govern-
mwent’s intention to try andZstop all this
upon the arrival of Lord Stanley. The
servants at the Hall waste enough every
year to keep ten Canadian households
in comfort and luxury.

The number of domestic cigars manu-
factured in Canada is registered in the
Department of Inland Revenue and
amounted last year to 85,687,605, or
about 18 for every man, woman and
child in Canada.

in tho Mississippi is an unusual event; but
at intervals varying from five to fifteen
ears, all the affluent streams seem to
pour in their vernal floods at once, and
each such flood thus caused is reported
higher than any before it. And such a
flood is now working havoc on all the
lowlands bordering the t river from
Keokuk to Placquemine. Above the for-

ble, and below the latter the river’s levei
scarcely varies three feet per year, as the
pamerous baycus and ‘‘passes” soon re
lease the surplus to the gulf.

At high water about 9,000,000 gallons
per second pass a line stretched st 1
across the stream from Baton Rouge, but
not far below there the eustern bluff en-
tirely disappears, and many streams run
from the river to the swamp, and thus
seek the back route to the gulf. Another
important factor is that the streams flow-
ing into the Mississippi gather their wa-
ters from twenty states and territories,
and that thus some are at flood, while
others are almost dry; so the farther
down stream one goes the more etLua.l is
the volume iu different mowths.

Regular Meeting of the Associa-
tion at Exeter.

Tt . hi

Appointment of C o —
and Shadow in the Teachers’s Life—Dis.
cussion of the Ontario Teachers'
Asseciation — Excellei . ~ddress
by fimspector Tom and Mr.
Embury, of Goderich.

The regular meeting of this Associa-
tion was held in the public school, Exe-
ter, last Friday and Saturday, May 25ch
and 26th. All the sections of the Tn-
spectorate were not represented, still,
.there was a good number of teachers
present, and although the program was
not strictly followed out, on account of
the illness of Mr Strang and Mr Brown,
it was nevertheless, au interesting one
in many respects. :

The following committees were ap-
pointed :—On business— Messrs Ghegory
and Delgaty and Miss Halse. Oun reso-
lutions—Messrs Baird, Hagan, Tom
and McKay.

The first subject was taken up by Mr
Todd. In dealing with the subject,
“How to teach history from the author-
ized text book,” he showed that he had
an extensive knowledge of history, even
in its details, and that he knew more
than the average teacher about it, but he
did not give many hints as to the use he
made of our present book. In fact, he
condemned it utterly, and had not at-
tempted to use it. He thought Collier’s
history a much better beek. He would
have this subject made as lfe-like as
possible, by representing historical char-
acters just as they were. and showing
clearly to pupils their convecticn with
past generations, and thus getting a con-
nected view of it A great deal of his-
tory should be taught through bio-
gravhy.

In the discussion that followed this
paper, many teachers expressed their
disapproval of our present authorized
book. Mr Delgaty gave a short sketch
of his plan of teaching the subject—
which was approved by Mr Tom—and
wished to know if Collier’'s history
might not yet be used,

Mr Tom stated that it could not, and
expressed the opinion that Creighton’s
was a history that touched on all points
of importance in a very nice manner.

“Sunshine and shadow in the teach-
er'’s life,” was the subject of the Presi-
dent’s address, which was delivered in
the afternoon. Discontentment was
one of the great shadows. Another es-
pecially with young and inexperienced
teachers, was the difficulty of constantly
<controlling pupils. A third shadow was
the instability of the teachers’ positions.
Still he thought the sunshine should al-
ways chase away the shadows. Teachers
had a good deal of leisure time, which
they should use wisely, His surround-
ings were such that he was not so much
in the way of temptation as many young
men. The conquest of evil natures in
his pupils would repay him in unalloyed
pleasure. His influence in moulding the
characters of his pupils, and inspiring
them with aspirations after a nobler life,
would be a source of satisfaction. The
oonclusion of this excellent address was,
that the teachers sadness or happineas
depends upon himself, and that the
teacher who loves his work tecomes en-
thusiastic, and succeeds. 3

Mr Baird comnplimented the Preszident
upon his fine address, and moved a vote
of thanks, which was seconded by Mr
Todd, and heartily given by the teachers
present.

Mr Holman then addressed the teach-
ers on the subject, ‘‘How to make the
Ontario Teachers’ Association a repre-
pentative body.” He eaid that justice
was not done to the teachers at the . Pro-
vincial Association, and that because
matters were managed by a few, whodid
not represent the large body of teachers,
something should be done, He felt that,
to a great extent, the public school sec-
tion of this Association was ignored,and,
therefore, there should be some regular |
method of representation. As a result |
of the discussion that followed, the fol-
lowing resolution was adopted : — Re-
solved, that it is the opinicn of this As-
sociation, that the present constitution
of the Public School Section of Ontario
Teachers’ Association is not a properly
representative one, and would recom-
mend that such section be composed of
public echool teachers only, each inspec-
torate being allowed one delegate for
every hundred teachers.

Mr Holman was appointed delegate
for West Huron,

The Inspector, Mr Tom, then took up
the subject of ‘‘Temperance in our
schools.” The chief points in this pa-
per were as follows :—1. The majority
of teachers were pleased to have the
privilege of teaching the subject. 2.
Everyone knows that our dridking cus-
tome and habits are productive of evil.
3. A teacher, who does not help hu
pupils to resist evil, neglects an import-
ant part of his duty. 4. A drunken
teacher should not be tolerated. 5
Character and manliness are far more

fmportant than bopk knowledge. 6.
Temperance should be taught with an
earnestness that will impress. 7. True
manliness consists in, resisting tempta-
tion. 8. Anyone ‘I%erinkl does not
care to have his chilaren under the in-
fluence of a teacher who drinke. 9. It
requires more manliness to abstain than
4o drink moderately. In conclusion, he
hoped the teachers would use full moral
suasion, as it was not necessary to drive
the subject.

A very hearty vote of thanks was
tendered Mr Tom, for his frank state-
ments about this subject.
