Pulp Industry
on the Labrador.

It will be remembered that last fall 
we gave publicity to the fact that 
there was a strong movement on foot 
with the object of endeavouring to in­
duce the Government to move for s 
change in the law with the object of 
permitting the export of pulpwood 
from the Labrador. We were sure of 

. our ground for our information came 
from a number of men interested in 
limits on the Labrador, and who felt 
sure that they could effect sales speed­
ily to Americans who wished to sup­
ply American mills with the woods, 
and who were somewhat alarmed at 
the policy of various Provinces of the- 
Dominion of Canada in curtailing the 
present, supplies to mills over the 
border. As we felt such a change ot 
law was a retrograde policy in our 
industrial development, we expressed 
the opinion that if the course was 
adoptèd it would be a mistaken one. 
In the Daily News the Premier at the 
time declared especially that he would 
countenance no change in policy. 
During the past session no change in 
the law was attempted. The law re­
mained as it was made during the 
administration of Sir Robert Bond.

May we venture now to point the 
moral by calling the attention of our 
readers to the Big Sale of Labrador 
limits to Americans, whom Mr. Strong 
points out have taken over the pro­
perty and will convert the wood into 
pulp on the Labrador, and by doing 
so our forest resources will be utilized 
to build up a big industry in our own 
country instead of building up indus­
tries in America.

Arrival of the
Steamer Labrador.

/;. The s.s. Labrador, Capt. Baxter 
Barbour, arrived from the Gulf seal- 
fishery this morning at an early hour, 
hailing for 3,700 seals, old and young; 
or the weight of about 10,000. Capt. 
Barbour has been up against hard 
lines this spring and missed a big 
trip of fat by the merest accident. 
The ship left Channel with the rest 
of the Gulf fleet on the 10th March. 
She got away from them shortly af­
terwards, but saw the Southern Cross 
and Harlaw on the 12th, and believed 
they were in the fat. The Labrador 
and Viking steamed to the westward 
of the Magdalen Islands and the Har­
law and Southern Cross went to the 
N.W. of Bryon Island. Saturday, the 
12th, the Southern Cross and Harlaw 
were seen forcing on towards the 
I-abrador and Viking, and the belief 
was that they had no sign of the 
seals, so that the ship kept her course 
with the Viking towards the N.W. It 
being foggy on Sunday the ship burnt 
down, and steamed 45 miles further 
west by the 14th. The Viking was 
again spoken that day, and Capt. 
Bartlett’s impression was that the 
seals were away to the N.W., as there 
was no whelping ice in their immedi 
ate neighborhood. The Viking steam­
ed off to reconnoitre the other ships 
and the Labrador became jammed for 
the one and only time during the 
spring. Had this not occurred the 
ship would have gone on with the 
Viking and would have secured a fine 
trip of seals. After getting clear In 
about four hours she went to the N 
W. about 20 miles, but getting no sign 
came back and struck a patch of 
hoods, which, however, were ver> 
much scattered. This was on the 18th 
March and they picked up 220 of the 
patch. Next day, the 19th, they 
Struck a large patch and the mer 
panned 1,500. They were picking u] 
these all day Sunday, the 20th, and or 
Monday dropped a boat to mark the 
pans, which contained fully 1,500 
She then steamed north to get to an 
other patch, a distance of 25 miles t: 
reach it. This was the main patch 
hut the seals were badly scattered 
The patch lay 80 miles N.W. of Bryor 
Island. They worked there three 
lays when a big sea hove in ant 
>ounded the ice to pieces. They se­
cured about 1,500 here and then went 
hack for the other seals after s 
week’s absence but never found them 
as they wheeled away out the Gulf 
when the ice broke up. The captair 
went ashore on Bryon Island on the 
25th, but the people there had seer 
no sign of the flags. The seals wen 
old hoods and exceptionally large, and 
if the ship had found the lost pant 
she would have had the weight o< 
17,000. She then went down th< 
Straits and saw numbers of old seals 
hut they were so wild that nothin; 
could be done with them. The ice by 
‘his time was scarce, having nearly 
ill melted, and after going to thi 
ront of the country a great scarcity 
>f ice was also noted. The ship hav 
ng only a week’s coal left it was do 

cided to come through the Straits V: 
Port aux Basques and if possible 
pick up a few old seals, but none 
were found. Two thousand five hun­
dred of the seals were old hoods, the 
rest young hoods. She saw the Kite 
on the 25th March and the belief It

I Pittsburg’s Most Prom-
| inent Men Indicted.

—

j Pittsburg, Pa., April 6.—The sen­
sation predicted in the Pittsburg 
Municipal Corruption expose occurred 
late to-day, when the Grand Jury re­
turned a long presentment, in which 
it recommended the indictment of 
Frank N. Hoffstot, President of the j 
Steel Car Company, and one of the 
most prominent business men in the 
country.

Simultaneously, in open court. Em­
it Winter, President of the Working 
Men’s Saving and Trust Company, 
pleaded that he had no defence to 
make to the charge that he gave a 
$20,000 bribe to ex-Councilman Mor­
ris Einstein.

The following, in abbreviated form 
are some of the most startling find­
ings in the Grand Jury presentment, 
made public to-night: —

“That Frauk N. Hoffstot. President 
of the German National Bank of 
Alleghany, and prominently identi­
fied with other banks, paid to Chas. 
Stewart, an ex-Select Councilman, the 
sum of $52,500.

"That the money was a bribe to 
influence the votes of Councilmen to 
pass an ordinance of choosing three 
banks in which Hoffstot was interest­
ed, as official city depositories.

The Banks That Profited.
The banks selected as ultimate prin­

cipals to profit by the bribes alleged

to have been paid by Hoffstot to 
Stewart,.are: —

The Farmers’ Deposit National 
Bank, the Second National Bank of 
Pittsburg, and the German National 
Bank, of Alleghany.

Besides these three the Columbia 
National Bank of Pittsburg, the Ger­
man National Bank of Pittsburg and 
the Workingman's Savings and Trust 
Company of Alleghany were chosen 
Citizen Depositories in the ordinance 
passed July 9, 1998, over the Mayor’s 
veto.

When President Emil. Winter, of the 
Workingman's Savings and Trust 
Company, appeared in Court, Judge R. 
S. Fraser, who is presiding in the 
bribery cases, asked to be excused 
from hearing the plea. Judge Fraser

Truly sublime is this minis­
try, which associates you with the 
work of the Creator, and makes you 
co-workers with God. so delicate a 
task, that it demands all the light and 
all the strength that faith and grace 
may supply.

Social Plague.
“Every community that desires 

Christian morals to flourish within it

" 'Everywhere the conduct of public 

affairs has fallen info the hands of the 
least estimable and least trustworthy 
classes. Everywhere we find in the 
management of qiujlli besiness waste­
fulness, inefficiency and frequefit 
scandals. Everywhere the burden of 
taxation to already heavy, and tends 
to become more grievous, and there is 
a universal belief that the expenditure 
3- public money produces less than 
its legitimate fruit for the public wel­
fare. '

“ ‘Other evils, now widely prevalent, 
■onstitute material factors in the pro­
blem of good government for great 
cities. The enforcement of the law. 
especially as to offences against good 
morals, has become generally difficult 
and uncertain. The influence of those 
who gain their livelihood through the 
vices or follies of the community is 
scandalously great, and a recognized 
system of traffic in the price of im­
punity for their transgressions is 
fully established in some cities, and 
rapidly growing up elsewhere. Ex­
tortion to practised upon others be­
side criminals and purveyors to vice; 
statutes, ordinances, police regula­
tions are enacted merely that politi­
cians, of high or low degree, may be 
paid for the privilege of disregarding 
them; in some States wealthy cor­
porations now pay the reigning boss 
a fixed price for protection against 
this form of blackmail as regularly, 
and with as little disguise, as they em­
ploy counsel.’

BUDGET UP AGAIN.

LONDON, April 19.
David Lloyd George introduced last 

year's Budget in the House of Com­
mons to-dav. He declared that he 
realized that the present deficit of one 
hundred and thirty-one million two 
hupdred and forty thousand dollars 
would be more than wiped out when 
all arrears had been collected. Had 
the Budget been passed as usual last 
year, he said, there would have been 
a surplus of twenty-one million dol­
lars. The-Chancellor commented up­
on the remarkable decrease of 32 per 
cent, in the consumption of whiskey, 
which decrease he attributed mainly 
to the extra duty imposed. The loss 
in the revenue from spirits as com­
pared with the estimated figures was 
fourteen million dollars.

MUNICIPAL ELECTION
To the Municipal Electors of St 

John’s.
Gentlemen,—

I have already Intimated to you m> 
intention of being nominated as a 
candidate for the forthcoming Civic 
Election, but as the time is drawing 
near when you will be called upon 
to record your votes, I deem it op­
portune to make a further pronounce­
ment of my policy.

You will agree with me, I think, 
that the taxpayers of St. John’s should 
be given the benefit of a more"1ntim- 
ate acquaintance with the inner work­
ings of the City Council than at pres­
ent obtains, and, with a view to this 
end, I shall advocate, if elected, a fur­
ther publicity of all its doings than is 
at present given. Each and every tax­
payer is entitled as a shareholder in 
the Municipality, to receive from its 
directors,—the elected Council Board, 
—as complete and detailed a state­
ment as possible of its receipts and 
expenditure, hence my reason for ad­
vocating a wider and fuller publicity. 
■ l am in accord in the main with the 
recent legislation, empowering the 
Council to extend the water and sev 
erage system, but would in all cases 
concerned have due regard to the fin­
ancial ability of the working man, and 
the adaptability of his house to complv 
with the new conditions.

The utter lack of sanitary convenl- 
• ences in our parks and other civic 
thoroughfares, is a disgraceful condi­
tion of affairs, and a reproach to the 
authorities who have tolerated it so 
long. I promise, if elected, to impress 
upon the Council the urgent need of 
an improvement in this respect.

One of my first duties, also, would 
be to see that the Higher Levels obtain 
the full benefit of the water system, 
recently installed, by adopting prompt 
measures to remedy whatever defects 
may now exist. The safety of a city 
depends in a large degree, as you are 
aware, upon a complete and efficient 
water service along the upper portion 
of the city, hence the necessity and 
advantage of its thoroughness is very 
essential.

The need of fish markets must be 
apparent to all, and, as I have had op- 
portuni’ies of observing the cleanl'nes- 
and up to date surroundings of such 
buildings, in other cities, I am im­
pressed with the belief that we could 
in this respect, keep abreast of those 
cities abroad. The slight expenditure 
involved would be repaid a hundred 
fold in the great health and other ad­
vantages that would accrue to the 
citizens.

Generally, every measure of reform 
and improvement desirable, and fin, 
ancialy feasible, will be advocated by 
me, and as a property holder, it will 
naturally be my aim to safeguard the 
interests ‘ of property holders In gen 
eral.

Having thus given a brief outline 
of my views on civic matters, and 
fearing that it may be impossible fe­
me to meet all the electors between 
now and Polling Day, I will ask them 
to kindly regard this as a personal ap 
peal for their valued influence am’ 
snnport in mv behalf, and T shall er 
deavonr to repay the confidence re 
poqed in 1 me hv carrvfng out their 
wishes to the fullest extent possible

Hails for .IS,000 Seals—Reports >"ot

The s.s. Bonaventure, Capt. John 
Faisons, steamed into port at 10 
o’clock last night with 18,000 prime 
young harps and some old seals.

The 
ship made her way down the Labra­
dor coast, going as far as Cape Bluff, 
about 60 miles below Battle Harbor, 
and on the way saw only four old 
seals. All the rest of the fleet took 
the same course when the patch of 
harps was exhausted, and though the 
Bonaventure was not directly in com­
pany. with these ships, it is believed 
that they got down to the region of 
Cape Bauld. The rest of the fleet 
were pretty nearly all spoken to but 
none of them had secured many old 
seals and had seen but very few since 
leaving the place where the harps 
were taken. The Beothlc, as already 
reported by Capt. Kean of the Eagie, 
is the only ship which secured any 
old seals, and she only had 1,000 old 
harps. The ice away to the north­
ward is broken up and the chances 
of getting a “round turn” on the old 
seals are not very favorable. The 
Neptune had not- been seen by the 
Bonaventure, the last ship reporting 
her being the Bellaventure. She was 
then off n> the eastward. It is thought 
that she skirted the edge of the ice 
and thereby secured a good share of 
old fat. The following vessels of the 
fleet were seen the last few days and 
they report as follows: —

Adventure............................ 6,000
Bloodhound.......................... 6,000
Ranger.................................. 4,000
Erik...................................... 4,000
Diana................................... 4,000
There are up to date 237,450 seals 

landed in port. The ships reported 
outside hail for 64,000. The season’s 
catch will be about 300,000.

The Winter on
the Labrador.

Mr. William Green, of H. M. Cus­
toms, had letters a couple of days age 
from Rigolet and Cartwright which 
reached him via Quebec. They were 
written by friends there, and that 
from the former place was dated tin 
15th December last and written the 
day before the first winter mail left 
for southern latitudes. The writei 
says that furring had been very un­
profitable up to the time of writing ir 
all sec tons of the Bay of Rigolet, and 
only 20 foxes were taken, most o 
which were “reds.” One of tile Eski 
mos, however, caught a silver fox an 
disposed of it for $125. Seals als< 
were reported scarce, but just befori 
writing some of the “jar” and bedlam 
ei species were being captured by th 
natives. Partridge were very numer 
ous and barrels of them were held h 
the stores. These were mostly white 
the spruce variety having left early i- 
the season. Rabbits were also pier 
tiful, and they were just starting t 
get a scattered deer. The schoone 
Paneo, owned by a Frenchman, aftc" 
leaving Rigolet got on the rocks a 
Caranella and had her hull bad! 
damaged. She was patched up aftc; 
coming off and started for N. W. Rfv 
er, but when about half way encount 
■red ice. she began to make watei 
fast and had to run back to Valley 
Bight where she landed all her cargr 
and was left there for the winter. 
Some of the natives were destitute 
down there and were sent to cut 
scantling for a new school house, and 
will be paid out of the Government 
grant for their work. If this were 
not available they would have been in 
had straits. Up to the date of writing 
there was not very heavy frost and 
but two feet of snow on the ground 
Hudson’s Bay, the writer had heard 
was frozen over the first week in De­
cember, and he soon expected a koma- 
tick from the nearest station. When 
writing all were busy cutting and 
hauling wood.

The letter from Cartwright war 
dated January 23rd, 1910. The writei 
had a hard time of it he says getting 
from Rigolette to Cartwright the 
journey occupying 4 days as the ice 
was broken up and the shore had tc 
be skirted to reabh there. Isaac 
Blake died suddenly of appoplexy 
And the sender of the missive sayr 
that good work was being done with 
furs, when he wrote, at Cartwright 
and the winter up to that time had not 
been exceptionally severe. The writei 
enclosed interesting photos of Cart­
wright, trip over the floes in koma- 
tlcks and pictures of the Indian doge 
Used there and the native Eskimos.

Last Appearances of
Famous Statesmen.

When some weeks ago Mr. Cham­
berlain entered the House of Com­
mons from behind the Speaker's 
chair, and, supported on each side, 
made his feeble way to the Clerk’s 
table to take the Parliamentary oath, 
it must have occurred to many of the 
silent and awed spectators of this dra­
matic scene that the great gladiator 
of the past was taking his last look 
at the arena in which for so many 
years he had been the doughtiest 
fighter.

Just sixteen years earlier a still 
greater statesman had said farewell 
to the Chamber, of which he had for 
more than sixty years been such a 
distinguished ornament. Mr. Glad­
stone had made his last speech in a 
voice as ringing and with a passion 
as intense as in the days of his youth. 
The Speaker had left the chair; and 
as the veteran was making his way 
out of the House for the last time, he 
stood for a moment beneath the 
Speaker’s chair, gave one swift, com­
prehensive glance of those eagle eyes 
of his around the scene of so many 
past triumphs, and then, squaring his 
shoulders, strode grimly and resolute­
ly out of the Chamber.

Disraeli’s Farewell.
Thirteen years earlier Gladstone’s 

great rival, Disraeli, made his last 
bow on the political stage in th? 
House of Lords, at the close of a 
speech against the evacuation of Can- 
dahar by our troops. Broken man as 
he was, there was no trace of weak­
ness or faltering in his farewell ef­
fort of oratory. There was much of 
the old fire and the picturesque elo­
quence of his prime. “The key of 
India is in London,” he concluded. 
The majesty of Sovereignty, the 

spirit and vigour of your parliaments, 
he inexhaustible resources of a free 
n ingenious, and a determined pen­
ile—these are the keys of India." An.l 
s the old statesman resumed his seat, 
he Peers burst into one of those rare 
ounds of applause which showed that 
hey had been strangely moved. Six 
.veeks later the great voice was stilled 
n death.

The farewell words of the "great 
iarl of Derby,” in the House of 
!,ords on June 17th, 1869, were among 
..he most eloquent and impressive the 
Rupert of Debate” ever delivered. 
My Lords,” he said, in his peroration, 

T am now an old man, and like many 
>f your Lordships, I have now passed 
he three-score years and ten. My 
ifficial life is entirely closed, my po- 
itical life is nearly so, and in the 
;ourse of nature my natural life can- 
îot now be long.” In the following 
lctober the curtain had been rung 
own on the last scene of all.

“Old Pam’s” Humour.
Palmerston's farewell speech was 

ielivered on May 23rd 1865, in the 
sixteenth Parliament in which he had 
iat. It was a speech of considerable 
tumour, ingenuity, and raillery on the 
leakage of Cabinet secrets; and pro­
bably none who enjoyed the Grand Old 
Man’s delicate humour (he was so 
at that time), full of the effervescence 
ot youth, dreamed that the House 
would never hear his voice again.

Cobden’s last words in the Com­
uons, delivered on July 22nd, 1864, 
were an eloquent condemnation of the 
xtension of Government manufactur­

as, and concluded thus: “Our fortunes 
is a Government and nation are in- 
lissolubly united, and we will rise or 
fall, flourish or fade together, ac- 
ording to the energy, enterprise, and 
Lility of the great body of the manu- 
acturing and industrious commun­

ity.” t

Peel’s Fatal Bide.
When Peel rose to speak in the 

Commons at one o’clock on Saturday 
morning, June 28th, 1850, those who 
listened to his eloquent’ condemna­
tion of Palmerston’s foreign policy 
would have been horrified if they had 
known that the stately presence would 
be merged in death within four days. 
After the speech Peel went for his 
usual ride in Hyde Park ; on Consti­
tution Hill he was thrown violently 
fiom his horse, and on the following 
Tuesday night he drew his last 
breath. "

Spencer Perclval’s farewell speech 
was made three days before he was 
brutally murdered in the Lobby of the 
House, by a madman, Bellington ; and 
O'Connell’s was “a performance in 
dumb show; a feeble old man mutter­
ing before a table"—a pitiful travesty 
of the giant whose superb eloquence 
and rollicking humohr had, in past 
years, made the Commons shake with 
applause or rock with laughter.

An Eloquent Exit.
But no statesman has made such a 

dramatic and tragic last appearance in 
Parliament as that of the great Earl 
;f Chatham, who was carried to the 
louse of Lords from his death-bed, 
laggard and emaciated, and wrapped 
n flannels. As he spoke, he leant 
itavily on his crutch. “I am an old 
nan,” he said, feebly and pantingly. 
T have one foot —more than one foot 
:n the grave. I have risen from my 
bed to stand up in the cause of my 
country, perhaps never again to 
tpcak in this House."

After a few more painful, disjointed 
words he fell back on his seat, ap­
parently dying, and was carried out of 
he Chamber.

Cow Beats the
World’s Record.

Gave 80 Pounds of Milk Dally and
Produced 29.87 Pounds of Butter
Utica, April 2.—About twenty-two 

miles south of this city, near Solsville, 
a cow has Just distinguished herself 
by smashing the world’s record in the 
amount of milk and butter production 
in a seven day test. Farmer Eugene 
Lamunion had a cow which was pro­
ducing milk and butter in such quan­
tities that he had to milk the animal 
four times a day, so he too.k advan­
tage of a privilege granted by the 
State Department of Agriculture and 
called upon the department for a test 
of the cow, the State to pay one-half 
of the cost of the test and the owner 
the other half.

A representative of the State De- 
partmen and another dairy sharp from 
the Cornell Agricultral College came 
to the farm, and for thirty days they 
fed the animal, weighing every ounce 
of food given her, as well as evqry 
ounce of milk and butter she produc­
ed. The result was that the two 
years and eleven months and 23 days 
old cow smashed the world’s record, 
not only for production of cows at 
that age but of the best that a cow of 
cny age has produced,

Lockhart de Kol No. 101,544 is the 
highly poetic name of this extremely 
practical cow, and for seven days she 
gave over eighty pounds of milk each 
day and produced 29.27 pounds of 
butter in seven days. Fanner Lam- 
unfon was offered $2,500 to-day for 
the cow, but he promptly refused it.

Series oi Earthquakes
IN COSTA RICA IN 24 HOURS.

San Jose, Costa Rica, April 13.— 
! A series of earthquakes varying in 

intensity has visited Costa Rica dur­
ing the past 24 hours, doing vast dam­
age, the extent of which can only now 
be estimated at more than $1,000,000.

So far there has been no report of 
loss of life, but the people in the 
cities are panic-stricken and are 
abandening their homes for the hill­
sides. In all there have been more 
than thirty shocks, ten of these oc­
curring between 12 o’clock last night 
and three o’clock this morning.

Property in San Jose to the value 
of several hundred thousand dollars 

I has been destroyed, but it is feared 
that it will total far more than this, 
for the vibrations of the earth have 
not ceased. To-day the Government 
ordered a suspension of the general 
business until safety is assured.

The first shocks, which occured last 
evening, were of slight intensity and 
caused little alarm, but later they be­
came much more violent and even 
the staunchest buildings were shaken 
to their very foundations. In several 
instances weaker buildings were par­
tially wrecked and many persons 
slightly injured.
