- Driven to desperation, the Daily
News has nothing ito offer to its read-
ers but a re-publication of the apology
which the Evening Telegram tendered
to Sir Edward Morris in June 1909, for
an imputation made prior to the’elec-
tion of that year. He had. the au-
dacity to insinuate that the imputation
was made by the editor, W. F. Lloyd,
although we were away from town at
the time it was published. He has
not even the fairness which was
shown by Mr. P. T. McGrath, who
gstated in the  Evening Chronicle of
June 8th, 1909:—

“In justice to Editor Lloyd, of’

the Telegram, it is only fair te
say that he was not in the city
when' this slanderous production
appeared and it is to be regretted
that the real author cannot be
pilloried for it.”

Yesterday we asked Mr. Robinson if

he had yet apologized to Sir Edward
Morris for the.slanderous attacks he
made on him in journals edited by
him; and if not, why not, as he has
been booming Sir Edward as the
“legitimate successor” of the White-
way policy of railway building, set-
tlement and development, although he
opposed that policy might and main
during the time Sir William White-
way, Sir Robert Bond and'the rest
of the Liberal party were carrying it
out.

We ask him why he ignores the
question and whether or not there

were not even baser and more sianderj
ous charges published by him, which
are too gross to be re-published? At
the time he was supporting thc Mori-
son party led by Sir William White-
way did he not hold up Sir Edward
Morris as the partisan politician, and
Sir William Whiteway as a statesman
between whom there was a great gulf
fixed?

won’'t take a ticket on a five cent lot-

tery, but will gamble in other games |

and yet be allowed to go scott free.
Tucker says the Lottery Act as it is
enforced in this country is nothing
short of a complete humbug, a fizzle

and farce. Here we see thousands of'}

dollars, being gambled on . Races,
money exchanging hands on all sides,
and yet we have to leave the Wheel
of Fortune silent, and the amusement
it gave behind, simply because we
want to pretend .that we are uphold-
ing the Law. Such silliness instead
of reaching the object aimed at, only
tends to make the Lottery Law appear
ridiculous in the eyes of the Common
Man who invested in a five cent tick-
et, and not only that but creates a
feeling within him that we have one
law for the rich and another for men
like Tucker, who enjoyed ~a little
sport on Regatta Day in taking a
ticket on the rickety wheel and haul-
ing in his dollar and fifty when his
number stopped on the left hand side
of -the piece of wire hoop at the top of
the dial.

Tucker says we're not going to dg
much good by this kind of a game,
and the sooner we get back to the old-
time sports at Regattas the more en-
joyable- they .will be, and the more_
general we will make the fun. To in-
clude the simple “Wheel of Fortune”
in the games prohibited by the Lot-
tery Law was, in Tucker’s opinion,
never intended. ‘He may be wrong in
this' contention as he never read much
law, but he believes that when the
Lottery Bill was passed some one
told the man whe used to run the
Wheel of Fortune at”the Races that it
had to be cut out or he'd run the risk
of getting six months twice a year,
and he being of a nervous disposition
refrained from carrying down his
wheel, and from that time. till now
the wheel has been conspicuous by its
absence.
