The Coal
Committee.

We  hope that the Com-
mittee of six citizens will
consent to a continuation
of their labours. There is
! work for them to do,
which however may not be so ardu-
ous under the changed circumstances.
These gentlemen have done excellent
from the beginning of the year. An
uncontrolled sale of coal would have
led. to a coal famine before the Alcon-
da .could have arrived and many poor
people would have suffered séverely
during the hard and iuclement days
and hights which we have met with
recently. A fine spirit was however
displayed by many of our citizens who
could afford to do it.. The need of
making this cheaper coal last out un-
til the Alconda arrived had been re-
presented to them in thé press, which
had asked them to exercise restraint,
anid they did so, and aided the Com-
mittee very materially. Some of
them preferred to pay $10.80 a ton and
Zo to coal merchants who had uncom-
mandeered coal for sale, rather than
exhaust the $8.00 coal, which they pre-
ferred to leave for purchase by the
less-well-to-do. This consideration
for the weal of others speaks well for
those who exercised it, and it is a
spirit which is well worthy of com-
mendation. We remarked, however,
that there is work for the committee
to do. We believe there is. The ship-
ping situation is a serious one. There
is little chance of getting another
charter at $3.10 even with heavy de-
murrage for delay. No outside steam-
ers are offering which will bring coal
here at less than Five dollars a ton.
Indeed, some shipping companies ask
rates which would mean Seven or
Eight dollar freights. The English
papers are full of letters on tonnage
and freight and the British Govern-
ment is handling a serious situation.
It is desirable that the Alconda coal
te made to last'as long as possible for
factories and ‘households. especially
the poorer households and that none
of this coal be used for bunkering, ex-
cept on an agreement to replace it in
kind and ton for ton.” The committee
should be empowered to control this
coal, adopting their means, according
to present circumstances.

By
asking for .special precautions to
protect® one of their own subjects on
board a British. merchant vessel, the
Austro-Hungarian ‘Government recog-
nise what is the inevitable conse-
quence of their submarine policy and
admit that the outrages by which the
“Lusitania” the “Persia,” and num-
bers of other ships have been:' sunk
without warning, were not the result
of the casual brutalitiess of the offi~;
cers of enemy . submarines, but part
of the settled premeditated policy of
the Governments whom they serve.
It is needless to add that His Ma-
jesty’s Government do not propose to
take any precautions om behalf.of
Austro-Hungarian subjects which they
do not take on behalf of their own,
and that if they suffer any injury from
submarine attack on the part of His
Majesty’s enemies, the responsibility
must rest solely with those who have
made such attacks part of their ordin-
ary methods of warfare. The proper
and sufficient protection from this
danger is that Austro-Hungary and
Germany should observe ordinary
rules of humanity in their methods of
warfare. :

LONDON, To-day.

It is officially announced that in or-

TRENCH FIGHTING.
LONDON, To-day.

We
have eleven men missing from this
fighting of whom eight are believed
to have beén killed. Thése men were
lost pursuing the Germans back into
their trenches. Yesterday there were
17 fights in-the air and as a result of
one of them, a large hostile double
engine machine was driven down in
the enemy’s lines. The enemy has
been very active mining south of La
Bassee Canal. Seven mines were ex-
ploded by him in the past 24 hours in
South Fosse. The mine explosions
were preceded by a heavy bombard-
ment and followed by a small infant-
ry attack. A few men got into 'our
front trench, but were immediately
driven out by hand grenades.

Turks Stay 1700
Prisoners of War.

Lord Bryece Bringsito Light Another
{llorrlble Story of Moslem:  Atroci-
es. !

London, January 29.—Murad of Si-
vas, Armenian leader of the Province
of Sivds, Asia Minor, in an interview
just received here from *Tiflis, gives
an account of the treatment by the
Turks of the Armenian population in
Asia Minor, in which are mahy new
details.

Murad, who is a. well kiown war-
rior, fought his way out of Sivas,
reaching’ Tiflis in December. His
story, which is made public by Vis-
count Bryce, who vouches for the re-
liability of the source, is in substance
as folows:

“Out of 160,000 Armenians inhabit-
ing. the province of Sivas there re-
mained when Murad left only = some
10,000 who had been spared either as
useful artisans or because they were
old. The remaining people, Murad de-
clared, were either massacred directly
or deported to the area between Eu-
phrates River and Northern Mesopo-
potamia.

“For disarming the Armenians, the
Turks, according to. Murad, employed
various methods of torture. In Khour-
akhon, he declares, one man was ac-

killed by putting a red hot iron crown
on his head. At Habesh, 3,800 Ar-
menians were put to a pole-axe or
stone, he asserts. At Herag the men
were killed and the young women
carried away, while 600 children were
detained by the Walli. Murad adds,
possibly to be converted to Islam.
Many young women went mad and ot-
hers committed suicide.

One incident, according to the nar-
rator, greatly embittered the.relations
between the Armenians and the Turks.
Seventeen . hundred Russian prisoners
of war, captured by the Turks, were
brought to Sivas in a deplorable con-
dition. The Russian soldiers of Mos-
lem origin had been released, most of
those of Armenian nationality killed
and the other Russians stripped of
their clothing. The Armenians pro-
vided comforts for the prisoners which
caused resentment among the Mos-
lems, Murad states. Despite the Ar-
menian efforts, he adds, only 70 sur-
vived out of the contingent of 1,700.

This. room looks like ride-
out.”

And family .vocaulary is an-
other groove which also may become
too deep.

Of course it is fine to have
family possession words with a flavor
like those I 'have quoted, but one can
get into too much of a rut in the
use of common words.

We ought not to be able to tell what
another is going to say, because we
ought to employ different words for
the same sense from time to time,
and keep ourselves from saying things
in a routine way.

The Are-
thusa was a light cruiser displacing
3,600 tons. She was 410 feet long, 39
feet beam, and had a mean draft of 14
feet, and was built at Chatham in
1913-14. The cruiser was armed with
two 6-inch guns fore and aft, and six
4-inch guns on broad side. She was
also equipped with four torpedo tubes.
The Arethusa had not been twenty-
fout hours out of the hands of the
builders before she was called upon
to take part in one of the most im-
portant naval battles in the North
Sea since the war began. That en-
gagement was off Heligoland in Aug.
1914. In this battle three German
cruisers, the Mainze, Koeln, and Ari-
dane, and two German torpedo boat
destroyers were sunk. The Arethusa,
which was one of the vessels compos-
ing the British fleet when it went into
action, was rather severely handled,
and after the battle was over had to
be taken in tow. How they fired the
deadly missiles which sank the Bleu-
cher was explained to the party of
foreign journalists who were visiting
the fleet last January, by an officer:
First we let go that one, he said, then
this one. It was this one tliat hit the
Blucher amidships, lying off there
aoubt 1,500 yards. 'The thing that im-
pressed me after we hit her was the
deathly stillness. It was terribly still
until the great big ship threw up her
bow, turned clean over and sank.
Scars of battle were pointed out by
the officers all over the Arethusa. The
upper works were literally peppered
with shrapnel, but the scars have
been neatly bandaged with two-inch
riveted steel plates, so that the Are-
thusa was again in shape for another
fray.
