their obligations by memories of past 
greatness. Thus thousands left the 
town and many lost hope; but aimd 
all the decline and all the curtailment, 
there were some who hoped on, and 
hoped ever, and hoped almost against 
hope, and who never lost faith in its 
possibilities. They felt convinced that 
such a splendid port so near the At­
lantic sea-board, could not always lay 
forgotten.

They deserve every success; and that 
they will reap it is the wish of the 
writer, and will doubtless be the wish 
of the reader.

Jewish Passover,
The Jewish Feast of Weeks will 

take place to-morrow. May 27th, com­
mencing at sundown this evening. 
The date of the feast is reckoned from 
the feast of Passover. On and after 
the second day of Passover, which 
was on Sunday, April 8th, this year, 
a special benediction and a varying 
formula were inserted into each even­
ing prayer, so as to count the passing 
days. This ceremony is called The 
Counting of the Omer, because dur­
ing the existence of the Temple at 
Jerusalem the counting of these days 
began with the bringing of the first 
sheaf (in Hebrew ‘Omer’) of the bar­
ley harvest, to the Temple, as à 
‘wave-offering.’ When the count 
reaches forty-nine days, i.e.. a ‘week’ 
of weeks, the Feast of Shabuoth 
(Weeks) or Pentecost (the Greek for 
‘fiftieth day’) is celebrated.

The1 Feast of Weeks is one of the 
three Pilgrimage Festivals. In an­
cient times, . men would come from 
all over the land of Canaan on a pil­
grimage to the Temple at Jerusalem. 
Since this feast marked the end of 
the grain harvests, and the beginning 
of the fruit harvest, the pilgrims be­
gan to bring the first ripe fruits of 
their fields as a gift to the priests at 
the Temple. In modern times there 
are special holiday services; the syn- 
agogs are usually decorated with 
plants and flowers as a reminiscence 
of the ancient agricultural nature of 
the feast. In the morning service the 
Book of Ruth is read to the congre­
gation. This book is particularly well 
chosen for this occasion because of 
its harvest scenes, and perhaps also 
because Ruth, was a convert to Juda­
ism rejecting her Moabite gods and 
accepting the worship of the God of 
Israel; and this day is considered to 
be the anniversary of the day when 
the Law was given on Ft. Sinai and 
Israel accepted God and his Law. 
"Shabuoth” therefore besides being 
the feast of harvest Weeks is also 
designated as the ‘Time of the Giving 
of our Law’!

Since this feast is the anniversary 
of th$ giving of the Law on Mt. Sinai, 
Reform congregations in America 
have appropriately chosen it as the 
day for Confirmation. On the anni- 
vèrsary of the day on which Israel 
accepted the law of God, the young 
men and women of Israel accept the 
faith and affirm their loyalty to the 
religion of their fathers.

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Submarines and Trade
Ruthless submarine warfare began 

iu February. The cabled reports of 
British trade show that the imports 
were £90,000,000 in April, £81,000,- 
000 in March, and £71,000,000 in Feb­
ruary. British exports were £43,- 
000,000 in April, £44,000,000 in March, 
and £37,000,000 in February. March 
is the only month this year which 
shows a decrease of imports compar­
ed with last year. Every month this 
year show's a marked increase of ex­
ports. The increase of imports for 
April by nearly £ 9,000,000 over 
March and by nearly £15,000,000 over 
April, 1916, shows that the authori­
ties can import whatever they like, so 
great is their control over shipping. 
If they are short of food, it is not 
from shortage of shipping or the ac­
tivity of the submarines. The in­
crease of exports shows greater con­
trol over the exchanges and an im­
proved condition of industry.

These facts are reinforced by our 
own trade statistics. For April our 
figures are not yet available, but for 
March our exports of foodstuffs were 
greater than in either 1916 or 1915, 
That is true of our total exports, and 
England had its option to take what 
it wanted of any sort of goods. It is 
not possible -to doubt the activity of 1 
the submarines, but they seem to have j 
better sport with hospital ships than j 
with food ships. That progress is be- i 
ing made against the submarines ii

shown by two. facts. In a Washing­
ton despatch one is set forth:

The State Department has received 
a report of g speech in the Reichstag 
May 10 by the German Secretary of 
the Navy in which that official admit­
ted that a “certain number of sub­
marines were lost as the result of im­
proved means of destruction devised 
by the Allies.”

Second, some twenty Dutch ships 
which had been held in harbors on 
this side for many weeks have receiv­
ed orders to continue their journey 
home. England dislikes the inactivity 
of neutral ships, upon which its com­
merce partly depends, and it has been 
finding reasons for detaining Dutch 
ships which avoid ad the submarine 
menace by remaining in our ports. 
The departure of these Dutch ships 
therefore suggests either less fear of 
the submarines by Holland or an un­
derstanding with England regarding 
still other ships.—N. Y. Times.

They call for 
thinning of the Teuton lines of the 
Eastern front and massing of the 
troops drawn away on the Franco- 
British-Belgian front.

The United States military men who 
hold this view include officers who 
have been official observers with Eu­
ropean armies. Germany, these men 
told the United Press to-day, serves 
more than one purpose in thus decid­
ing not to carry out the offensive that 
was first planned against the Russian 
lines, and that included a drive for 
Petrograd.

With Russian and Teuton soldiers 
fraternizing on the Eastern frbnt, and 
the Russian internal situation appar­
ently becoming more and more cha­
otic, Germany in not driving against 
the Russian lines, can better carry on 
her propaganda among the soldiers 
and in “inside” Russia as well. .

TURKEY.

NEW YORK, May 25.
A News Agency despatch from Par­

is, published here to-day, says Tur­
key is swept with famine and pesti­
lence, the people are panic-stricken, j ’ 
and her army’s morale is utterly gone. 
According to information received to­
day via Berne, 100,000 desertions from 
the army are reported. Realizing the 
loss of all Turkey's lighting power, 
8,000 Austrian troops recently have J 
been sent to Palestine to attempt the ;

the British expeditionary forces. Four , 
thousand German troops are said to 
he guarding the Government build­
ings, factories and bridges in Con­
stantinople. While hundreds in the 
city are dying each day typhus is 
sweeping over the whole country, re­
ports declare, and deserters from the 
Turkish army, 100,000 strong, are 
said to have fled into the Anatolian 
mountains and he living through bri­
gandary.

Tlie success against submarines 
lias resulted in a distinct improve­
ment in our food situation, said Pre­
mier Lloyd George to-day in the Com­
mons. The Premier said more effect­
ive blows had been dealt the submar­
ines during the last three weeks than 
in any corresponding period of the 
war. The shipping losses for May, 
the Premier said, would probably 
show a reduction from April figures. 
In speaking of the anti-submarine 
methods he said, “We owe a very con­
siderable debt of gratitude to the 
great American people for the effect­
ive assistance they have rendered and 
the craft they have placed at our dis­
posal. Now that the American nation 
is in the war it is easier to make ar­
rangements for the protection of our 
mercantile marine than it had been 
before." Lloyd George stated there 
was no danger to the country from 
starvation, but that the utmost econ­
omy of food stuffs was still essential. 
The submarine menace need cause no 
fear that the war is going to be lost 
for that reason. If it is true that the 
Germans are depending mainly upon 
submarine warfare for success, all I 
can say is that they are doomed to 
disappointment.” The Premier con­
tinued, "The German submarine war­
fare is destined to be the greatest 
miscalculation in the whole series of 
miscalculations of that hated empire.”

RUSSIAN DISORDERS.
PETROGRAD, May 25.

Russian disorders, wholesale con­
fiscation of property, incendiarism 
and other dangers from a system of 
anarchy which followed the over­
throw of the old authority in many 
important industrial and agricultural 
districts in Central and Southern

Russia are becoming more serious, 
according to a despatch from various 
points in Bessarabia and Siberia. In 
many cities the Soldiers’ Committee 
by taking prompt action have suc­
ceeded in anticipating the revolt and 
restraining the impulse of the popu­
lation toward indiscriminate confis­
cation and all kinds of lawlessness. 
In other places the peasants, defying 
restraint have burned or sacked and 
appropriated Government and private 
properties, and a general state of 
anarchy prevails.-

The official statement issued by the 
Austrian war office on Thursday ad­
mits Italian ,successes on the Carso 
Plateau, but claims that the Austrians 
inflicted a severe repulse upon their 
assailants elsewhere.-

OPPOSITIOX TO CONSCRIPTION.
OTTAWA, May 25.

There were no definite develop­
ments to-day in the Conscription sit­
uation save that there are increasing 
evidences of opposition to the meas­
ure not confined to Quebec, petitions 
and memorials being received by 
members on both sides of the House 
from all over the Dominion, including 
the Constitutional Club at Toronto 
which opposes conscription without 
referendum. Labor organizations and 
agriculture are also being heard from. 
The Liberal attitude on the bill is not 
yet known.

FRENCH SHIPPING LOSSES.
PARIS, May 25.

One French merchantman of more 
than 1,600 tons And Iwo under that 
tonnage were sunk by mines or sub­
marines during the week ending May 
20th. Three ships were unsuccess­
fully attacked while 991 entered 
French ports and 1,016 sailed in the 
same period.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD, May 25.

On the Russo-Galician-Roumanian 
fronts the usual rifle firing occurred, 
says the Russian official to-day.

ANOTHER LOAN TO BRITAIN.

Another loan of $75,000,000 was
