Mr. J. Moore did not think there was
any need whatever of a ecientific
board. Red, he said, was caused by
insufficient salt and dirt. He attribut-
ed the calamitous losses for the past
year to the buyers and exporters of
fish, as fish had been bought for rush
orders,

The true value of the
considerable strikes in
different parts of Ger-
many, which have just
been suppressed rather
than settled, should be measured by
their extent, not their result. That
can be only one until the labour pro=
test which such disturbances repre-
gent becomes more organized and
Jikewise spreads to the military which
at present still has them so fully' un-
der control. But there has been much
progress as it is. it is something to
buil@d our hopes upon when the So-
cialists have been SO openly daring
as the censored reports show them to
have been, and when a ringleader is
punished with a mere term of impris-
onment for inciting a whole factory
to guit work. Though the mflitary
arm is still supreme and a good sanc-
ticn to have behind threats of coer-
cion when persuasion fails, there is
good evidence in all this that !;he pow-
ers that be are growing t,lmidtl in
rrying the ihreats into execution.
'i‘a;xe chi&;f value of the strikes_is thus
in the infallible indication they af-
ford of the growing spirit of tmx_'est
and dissatisfaction, a spirit by no
means confined to the proletariat;
their chief effect in the serd stop-
page they will have impo or the
time on the production of war sup-
piies. o
This great political and social up-
heaval in the Central Empires is not
all the direct result of internal con-
ditions. We believe that much of it
can be traced to the duplicity of Ger-
many’s treatment of the whole east-
ern question: we have been convinced
from the beginning that when she set
out to trick the mad Bolsheviks, she
did not reckon with the effect. up-
on her own people, which is at last
manifesting itself. It is natural
enough. To a people of millions,
heartsick of the war with its endless
sorrow and sacrifice, the promise of
peace, at least with half their enemies
and leading thus to a complete peace
with victory over the rest, is suddenly
held out. It is as suddenly with-
drawn and by those who held it out
in the first place. Germany of the
junkers is at last revealed to Ger-
many of the masses. If the Bol-
sheviki have done much harm, they
have also done the great service ®f
implanting thoroughly and dissemi-
nating throughout Germany, even the
least enlightened parts of it, the prin-
ciple of no annexations and indemni-
ties. The doctrine is -easily reconcil-
able with the other doctrine that
they have been taught to believe im-
plicitly, that Germany was forced in-
to the war in self defence. Both are
hard, however, to reconcile with Ger-
many’s own treatment of the oon-
quered Russian provinces, and it is
possible that the German people are
to-day doing more hard thinking than
since the beginning of the war, and
with wits sharpened by the keen in-
strument of - suffering. They may
gsoon learn to apply the lesson of the
present to the facts of the past, and
grasp for themselves the real reasons
why their country went to war. ‘When
they grasp it thoroughly and deduce
the futility of fighting the world for
an end not merely unjust but unat-
tainable, something will surely hap-
pen. Triple strong as are the chains
that bind them, they are not so strong
that they cannot be broken. They
will be broken, must be, before the
end. The strikes at Berlin and Ham-
burg are but the beginning, the first
testing out of the links that hardly
strains them. Some day will come the
mighty effort that will burst them
asunder. It will be a bad day for
Germany and her rulers, but a good
one for the rest of the world.

If the Russians
Break Loose.

(From' the Detroit Free Press.)

The obvious thing is the big thing
among the possibilities of the Russo-
German situation. If the peace nego-
tiations between the two countries
fall through, Berlin’s plans for hard
smashes on the French and Italian
fronts must go by the board. A large
number of troops will be needed to
watch the Slavs, possibly a larger
number than have been needed for a
long time, and this will be specially
true in case the Germans attempt to
maintain possession 4f all the Rus-
sian territory they have thus far
penetrated. It is not to be expected
that the Slavs will be able to gain
any great victories. The Teutons
have scarcely been foolish enough to
allow the disintegration of their
strategic ‘organizations, nor have
they been blind to the latent possi-
bilities which have always persisted
in the situation along their east
front. But resistance against the on-
slaught of seven million more or less
disciplined and infuriated and desper-
ate men will be quite a change from
the pleasant diversion of befooling
that same Russian army. The great
bulk of these millions are veterans,
who have measured strength with the
Teutons and are not afraid of them.
There are large detachments of hun-
dreds of thousands of men who are
well armed and well fed, and the
Cossack contingent may be depended
upon to put up some fair fighting.
There is no reason for wonder if
there is something approaching con-
sternation in Berlin government cir-
¢les over the revulsion of feeling in
Russia and if clamor for the conven-
ing of the Reichstag is rising.

Driited Helplessly
In Nurih Atlantic.

Halifax, January 38.—After drifting
about the stormy north Atlantic for
twelve days, in a little schooner total-

ly disabled by the loss of her rudder
when three hundred miles off Cape
Race, the crew of five hardy New-
foundland seamen» of the. schooner
“Thomas A.-Cromwell,” of Fortune
Bay, were picked up at sea by an Am-
erican war vessel engaged in convoy
work, and after a considerable extra
cruise in that ship have been landed
at Hatifax and will be forwarded to
their homes sometime to-day. The
men were taken off the schooner on
the 10th of January, but the . ship
which rescued them was outward
bound across the Atlantic and they
were landed here on the homewsard

trip. When rescued, their vessel was’

sinking fast in the open Atlaatic, four
or five hundred miles off the coast of
Newfoundland.

The abandoned schooner was set on
fire so as not to become a menace to
traffic in the ocean lanes. The little
vessel was bound on & trip from St
Pierre, Miquelon, to far-off Oporto,
Portugal. She carried a crew of five
men, all of whom were rescued in
good' condition.

Only once during their period of
distress did they sight another vessel,
and then a steamer passed them two
miles away but without waking any
reply to their signals of distress. As

and , daylight broke on the morning of the

tenth ft was with glad hearts that

leaking 300 strokes per hour. At 4
a.m., the wind still- veering northeast,
we were lying to. 2

The 28th and 29th were still sto!
with a heavy gale blowing from the
| northeast. The ship was -still un-
‘manageable and secured with tackles
to keep her stcady. It was impossi-
ble “to repair the rudder. December
80th and 31st continued stormy, the
ship now leaking 600 strokes to the
hour. There was nothing in sight, but
look-outs were posted.

On January 1st the weather cleared
somewhat with showers and light rain.
Ship still leaking as before, and the
crew manning the pumps continu-
ously.

On January 4th a steamship was
gighted about two miles away. We
tried to'signal her but she did not an-
swer, January 5th was calm and a
smooth sea, crew manning pumps as
before. On January 6th, a heavy gale
came up from the southeast, with a
heavy sea running. The same condi-
tions obtained on the T7th, and &th,
with hard work at the pumps and an
anxious look-out kept for assistance.
On January 9th a strong gale still
blew from the southeast. This contin-
ued until midnight, and the look-outs
conld see nothing, the ship still con-
tinued to leak badly. At midnight, the
wind vered to the northeast, and at
daybreak the look-out. observed a
man-o’-war off the port quarter. We
signalled her at 8 am: and launched
a dory and pulled over and stated the
condition of the crew of five men. The
ship was set adrift on fire. She is the
property of Simon Tibbo, of Fortune
Bay, Grand Bank, Nfid.

The captain of the  vessel which
rescued the ¢rew of. the schooner,
gave the skipper of the abandoned
vessel a certificate which reads as fol-
lows:— 1 :

This is the second narrow escape
the crew have had since the war be-
gan. The mate, Anestey, told The
Herald that last winter, while in the
Mediterranean, they ~were mnearly
sunk by a submarine. It seems that
the boat was ordinarily engaged in the
banks fishing industry, and when so
employéd carries a crew of twenty-
one hands. In the winter, after the
season is over, it is customary to take
a load of fish to European ports. As
the distance is long and the vessel
slow, it often takes four or five
months for such a voyage. The Crom-
well was provisioned for six months
this trip. :

Last winter, on 'Sunday morning,
‘at 9 o’clock, while in the Mediterran-
ean, at a point about two hundred
miles east of Gibraltar, they sighted a
steamer which was coming toward
them. When she was about a mile
away, they heard a gun fired, and the
steamer came to a stop. Later they
sightéd a submarine on the far Qdo
of the steamer.
