ARRANGING ALTERNATIVES.
WASHINGTON, May 21.

Repeated statements by German 
officials of various ranks that Ger­
many cannot consent to accept the 
peace treaty in the form presented 
have led officials In Washington to 
give serious consideration to the 
course to be pursued in the event of 
the failure of the Paris conference 
to bring about the restoration of 
peace in the near future. While the 
announcement has come from Paris 
that the supreme council has framed 
plans for dealing In a military way 
with the situation in the event of a 
refusal of the Germans to sign the 
treaty, It is assumed here that before 
resort was had to the use of troops 
an effort would be made to bring the 
Germans to terms through economic 
pressure.

Aeronautical Notes.
Aerial Fighting Squadrons to be 

Maintained.
Brig.-General J. E. B. Seeley, in ask­

ing the British House of Commons for 
a considerable appropriation, stated 
on March 13th, that it was intended 
to keep 102 aerial squadrons for de­
fence, but that the country would not 
rely on the number of machines as in 
remaining in the forefront of aerial 
developments. Air Forces, he added, 
would be maintained in Egypt, Meso­
potamia, Archangel and the near and 
middle East

Vancouver Woman Flies.

Accompanied 
by Aviator Edward Hubbard In a 
Boeing seaplane, Mrs. Patterson spent

The Books of Sports.
Although there are many church 

football and cricket teams, and many 
clergymen interest themselves in 
sports for their choir-boys and the 
youngsters in the parish, it would 
create a certain amount of consterna­
tion if a list of sporting fixtures were 
announced every Sunday from the 
pulpit
Yet this has been done, and Indeed 

ordered by the laws of the realm.
After the Reformation there arose 

such controversy between the Puritans 
and the Roman Catholics on the sub­
ject of what recreation the people 
might take on the Sabbath, that James 
I„ 1618, issued a declaration, com 
monly known as the Book of Sports.

This was to be read in the churches 
by the clergymen, and it declared that 
archery, dancing, leaping, May 
games, morrice-dances, vaulting, and 
other lawful games, might be in 
duiged in on Sundays, after divine 
service.

By this law, bear-baiting, hull­

baiting, bowling, and interludes were 
not permitted on Sunday». No person 
who had not attended church was 
allowed to take part in any game.

The order to read this declaration 
xvas not enforced in the reign of 
James I., but Charles I., at the insti­
gation of Archbishop Laud, republish- ] 
ed it, and the reading of it was en*-1 
forced with strict severity.

This caused great aggravation and 
annoyance amongst the Puritans, and 
probably contributed in no mean de- j 
gree to the ultimate overthrow of the 
monarchy and the church..

In 1644 the Long Parliament order­
ed all copies of the Book of Sports to 
be collected and publicly burnt

Where is Teschen ?
*

This is the latest breakfast-table 
problem. Although the town has fig­
ured prominently in European his­
tory at various times for over a cen­
tury, Mr. Lloyd George had to confess, 
when It was mentioned at the Peace 
Conference, that he did not know ex­
actly where it was situated.

Nor is he alone in his lack of know­
ledge. It is doubtful if one person in 
fifty would be able to give you any in­
formation about the town.

And yet it was once the scene of a 
great peace conference—that of 1779, 
when Vergennes, the Foreign Minister 
of France, arranged the peace of 
Teschen, thereby avoiding a great Eu­
ropean war, and also, in all probabil­
ity, securing the independence of the 
United States.

They Know All About Us.
It is only a small town of some 30,- 

000 inhabitants, just over sixty miles 
from Cracow; but it is the chief town 
of a large district in Austrian Silesia. 
Still, if we know little of Teschen, the 
Teschenians know all about us. That 
they are quite up to date is apparent 
from the fact that a recent number of 
‘The Teschen Daily’ contained a long 
article, on the front page, written in 
excellent English, describing our rule 
in Teschen.

The Teschens could probably give 
us a few wrinkles in regard to print­
ing, for the State printing and litho­
graphic works are in the town.

Bringing the
Kaiser to Trial.

Much indignation has been ex­
pended, not to say wasted, over the 
question of bringing to trial the Kaiser 
and those associated with him In 
responsibility for the war.

Those whov have felt all along 
that this sort of talk was mostly 
drivel, will find their view confirmed 
by the report that a special tribunal 
is to be set up at Geneva. It is to 
consist of five judges, of different 
nationalities, and it is to make its 
own rules.

Apparently it is taken for granted 
that this alleged court will find the 
Kaiser guilty of something or other. 
Then he is to be sentenced to exile! 
In practice this would mean that he 
would be invited to leave the- dis­
agreeable climate of Holland and take 
up his abode on some pleasant Medi­
terranean island,—probably in a villa 
maintained at the expense of Great 
Britain.

Better leave the Kaiser where he is. 
The fact that the Dutch don't want 
him, is good reason why they should 
be compelled to keep him. Why 
should they be allowed to unload him 
on anybody else? They might provide 
tor his support by a special tax on 
Hollanders who grew rich through 
contraband trade during the war.— 
Vancouver Sun.

NC-4 DELAYED.
WASHINGTON, May 21.

The resumption of the trans-Atlan- 
tic flight by the naval seaplane NC-4 
has been again delayed. A message 
to the Navy Department early to-day 
said that one of the plane’s engines 
had developed trouble, and that the 
start for Lisbon would not be made 
to-day.

Mediaeval and
Modern Armies.

The armies of the present day far 
outnumber anything *- re­
corded in the world’s Take
the wars of the Middle Ages, for ex­
ample. At Towttto there were nearly 
120,000 men on both sides in the 
White and Red Rose struggle, and tno 
figure was hardly ever reached again. 
We used to invade France with 
force infinitely smaller than the Mons 
Invincibles. At Agincourt there were 
only 60,000 French. In the Stuart 
Civil War, the average army at high- 
water mark numbered about 20,000, 
In the American War of Independence 
it was always less—about 10,000 was 
a really strong force. Napoleon origi­
nated the huge modern army, and 
since then everyone has followed his 
example. Yet in the Peninsular War 
Wellington seldom had more than 
40,000 to 50,000 British troops, though 
local auxiliaries helped him. At 
Waterloo each army numbered about 
70,J)00 to 89,000 men only. The Ameri­
cans in the Civil War undoubtedly 
put big forces in the field, though at 
Gettysburg there were only about 75, 
000 with Lee, and some 65,000 with 
Meade. In the Franco-German war 
of 1870 the troops engaged were not, 
as we reckon them, very numerous, 
while the losses were, as we hold 
them, trivial. Her casualties in the 
present battle to date are probably 
twice the entire losses suffered by 
Germany in killed and wounded in 
the whole war of 1870-1. This will 
give some idea of what modern war­
fare means. ,,,rr

The Amalgamated Fishermen of St. 

John’s desire it to be understood by 
the general public that they are in 
no way responsible for the present 
fishery rules which calls for the set­
ting of traps at a certain hour. The 
foolishness of such a law will be 
readily understood. According to law 
at present no traps can be set until 
Monday morning at 6 o’clock. Now 
what will happen? Boats may go out 
to the grounds as early as they like 
and as the prime berths are known to 
all, the fishermen will congregate on 
them. At the appointed hour, they 
will drop their grapnels and as all 
will go overboard at the same time 
there is sure to be confusion and 
trouble and the possibility of ill-feel­
ing which may lead to something 
worse. The wisdom of Solomon or 
the head of a Philadelphia lawyer will 
be necessary to adjust matters, and 
even then there is no guarantee that 
everyone will be satisfied. The ar­
rangement is wrong, absolutely 
wrong, and had the members of the 
fishery board the slightest knowledge 
of the situation they would see at a 
glance that the idea is impracticable 
and will only lead to trouble. There 
is only one way to obviate unpleasant­
ness and perhaps loss of life, and that 
is to draw for the berths. Then 
everyone will be equal and the poor

man’s chances as good as those of his 
wealthier neighbour. If the Minister 
of Fisheries or some person appoint­
ed by the, board would draw, there 
would be no danger of favoritism hew­
ing shown, and all would have an 
equal chance. In connection with the 
present arrangement, it may be ask­
ed who will give the signal for the 
grapnels to go over, and who will the 
men appeal to with their grievances ? 
What guarantee is there that some 
men will not take the berths before 
the stipulated hour, not designedly 
perhaps, but because their watches 
may not coincide with official time. 
The whole thing is too nonsensical, 
and it is hoped the fishery board fur 
the sake of its own reputation will 
see that an alteration is made.

A Lazy’s Man’s Paradise
Worth while seems life on the Isle 

of Utilla. Its place on the map would 
be hard to find, but it’s worth dis­
covering. Away off in a southern sea, 
never heard from before and but lit­
tle known, it comes to the knowledge 
of the Pan-American Union that here 
have Americans found a home that 
others enjoy when they are dead.

“We call it a lazy man’s paradise,” 
says the message from this land of 
delight, “not that the inhabitants are 
necessarily indolent, but simply be­
cause a large ajnount of labor is 
superfluous. Nature provides for 
nearly all our wants here as in most 
tropical countries. Farming is our 
principal occupation, yet there is not 
a plough on the island. Frost is un­
known and extreme heat is never ex­
perienced. Ninety degrees in the 
shade would be unusually high tem­
perature. Our grade schools are of 
high standard, attendance being com­
pulsory ten months in the year.

Utilla is one of the Bay Islands, a 
string of six verdant keps in the Bay 
of Honduras, an arm of the Carib­
bean Sea, which were discovered by 
Columbus in 1502. They were then 
thickly populated by native Indians 
who became slaves. The islands now

are inhabited wholly by English- 
speaking people.

“The first family to settle here,” 
the letter goes on, “was that of Jos­
eph Cooper, who found upon landing 
two lone American young men, Sam­
uel and Joshua Warren, by name. A 
few years later came Mark G. Morgan, 
an American from Philadelphia. The 
descendents of these men now inhabit 
the islands. These pioneers were of 
Puritan stock, all seafarers imbued 
with the spirit of adventure who, 
though filled with wanderlust, found 
conditions on the island so ideal that 
they planted their stakes deep and 
said, ‘Alabama—here we rest’ ”

Of the principal exports 110,000,000 
cocoanuts are sent yearly to the Unit­
ed States. There are 14 Methodist 
Churches and six of the Seventh Day 
Adventists on the islands with more 
than 700 members and 300 children in 
their Sunday schools.

Before wearing your rubbers rub

When garmets of any kind are 
washed in gasoline, add a few drops 
of oil of cedar. The disagreeable 
odor will not be noticed.

To stretch kid gloves when new, 
place them between the folds of a 
damp towel for almost one hour be­
fore they are to be worn.

When a slice or two of bread is 
left from a meal, do not put into the 
bread box to be forgotten, but cover 
over in a dish and use for toast at the 
next meal.

Add a pinch of cream of tartar to 
the whites of eggs when they are 
half beaten. This keeps them from 
falling before being used.

The Oldest Song,NEYLE’S Arctic by The Ageing History of “He’s a 
JoUy Good Fellow!”

Asked to name the oldest tune in 
the world, few could give the correct 
answer. It Is that to which we now 
sing the words, “For He’s a Jolly 
Good Fellow,” and the air, which can 
be traced in distant Asia and Africa, 
as well as in most European coun­
tries, has an interesting history.

Its origin is lost in antiquity, but it 
is supposed to have been learnt from 
the ancient Babylonians by the Egypt­
ians, who popularized it in Africa and 
Asia Minor. It is still sung by the 
Arabs.

The Crusaders caught the tune from 
their Saracen enemies, and sung it 
under the walls of Jerusalem, which 
to-dày, perhaps, vibrate to the same 
notes, chanted by our victorious 
troops. The air was ultimately car­
ried into Europe, Where it survived, 
in various forms, among the folk­
songs of the different nations.

In 1709, after their defeat at Mal- 
plaquet, the French, following a false 
rumour of the Duke of Marlborough’s 
death in battle, composed a satiric 
lament, "Mabrook is Off to the War,” 
detailing the supposed death and bur­
ial of the English general, and the 
escension of his soul to heaven.

Napoleon Sang It!
The words were sung to the old, 

popular air, whose lilting rhythm lent 
itself to the swing of the twenty-two 
verses.

Like most topical songs, this one 
was of short-lived popularity; but in 
1781, it suddenly echoed from one end 
of France to the other. The young 
Marie Antoinette gave birth to an heir, 
and the baby prince, in accordance 
with French custom, was placed un­
der the care of a robust peasant fost­
er-mother. The nurse used to put her 
royal charge to sleep with the old 
song of her village home, and the 
girl-mother began, almost uncon­
sciously, to repeat the simple re­
frain.

As if by magic the song became the 
craze of the day. It resounded 
through the stately galleries of Ver­
sailles, passing to the kitchens and 
stables, whence it was taken up by 
the crowds of Paris, and speedily 
passed on from town to town and from 
country to country.

Napoleon himself, though a hater 
of music, never mounted his charger 
to go into action without singing 
softly a few bars of the ancient mel­
ody.

The air is still popular in France, 
as it is in England and America, but 
few of our Tommies and their Poilu 
chums, humming in chorus, can have 
suspected the varied history of the 
simple tune.

Immediately upon arrival at Etah, 
a base will be established and while 
waiting for the ice to break up fur­
ther north to permit the ship to go as 
far as Cape Columbia, the small sea­
planes will fly to Cape Columbia, and 
establish a base there for the large 
plane which is to be used for the 
flight across the top of the world, 
from Cope Columbia on the American 
side, over the Pole, to Cape Chelyu­
skin on the Siberian side and for ex­
ploration over longer distances.

For the six weeks after the 
middle of July, when the weather 
conditions are best for flying in the 
Polar regions, the large plane as well 
as the small planes will be put into 
service and the important work of the 
expedition will be done, including 
sending up sounding balloons in the 
upper air, to gather meterologic data.

Results of inestimable value to the 
United States and to science will fol­
low from this expedition. There is be­
lieved to be no doubt that this expedi­
tion can explore, survey and photo­
graph the unexplored parts of the arc­
tic regions and establish the exist­
ence or non-existence of land or lands 
in that region.

The Committee of the Aero Club of 
America assisting Captain Bartlett 
consists of Rear-Admiral Robert E. 
Peary, discoverer of the North Pole; 
Alan R. Hawley, Henry A. Wise Wood, 
Henry Woodhouse, Rear-Admiral 
Bradley, A. Fiske, John Hays Ham­
mond, Jr., Rear-Admiral William N.

We Canadians, with our magnifi­
cent heritage of almost illimitable 
distances, having perhaps been dis­
posed to over-rate ourselves and 
under-rate the “little Island-Domin­
ion” of Newfoundland—but it is 
perhaps much larger than we, with 
our scant knowledge of it have 
visualized. It is said to be a fifth 
larger than Ireland and tho' its 
length is over a hundred miles less 
than that of England, it enjoys the 
distinction of greater breath by 
fifty miles. We will always be 
thankful we were privileged to visit 
Newfoundland and enjoy its rugged, 
scenic beauty and learn, at first hand, 
of the splendid qualities of the people.

A number of meetings have been 
held during the past fortnight to con­
sider the advisability of merging the 
Methodist College Extension Cam­
paign, the East End School, and the 
George St. School, all active in cam­
paigns, in one drive instead of three.

Bom at Oldbury, near Birmingham, 
in 1.844, Sir Ferderick was singing in 
Rochester Cathedral at the age of six; 
and at twenty-one was its assistant 
organist. A degree at Oxford was fol­
lowed by more organ-playing at Wind­
sor and Manchester Cathedral; and 
he had barely entered the thirties 
when he found himself at Westmin­
ster, where he has been ever since, 
to the delight of London’s musiolov- 
ers.

Since that day honors have show­
ered on Sir Frederick—the pick of the 
Professional Chairs, University de­
grees, Knighthood and other Orders. 
For more than forty years he has 
poured out one brilliant composition 
after another ; he has varied his music 
by antiquarian studies and the writ­
ing of clever books; and as conduct­
or and organist he has given delight 
to millions.

And amid all these strenuous acti­
vities he has found time for much 
social enjoyment. Few men, indeed, 
are more in request by Society host­
esses; for his geniality, wit and 
charm make him one of the most de­
sirable guests in London. With his 
inexhaustible fund of anecdotes, his 
brilliant conversation and his infec­
tious gaiety, he is indeed a "host” in 
himself.

No man knows more than Sir Fred­
erick of London’s history and of her 
great men during the last forty years. 
In fact, ever since he came to London 
there has scarcely been a man of note 
in England whom he has not known 
personally; and he has played a prom­
inent part at the obsequies of many 
6f them, fficluding Darwin, Brown­
ing, Gladstone and Tennyson. And 
now this wonderful man is to have a 
well-earned rest. May he enjoy 'it 
well and long! But London will not 
be the same without her “Westminst­
er” Bridge.—Pearson’s Weekly.
