Measuring Rain

A rain gauge consists of a small
metal cylinder, the lid of ‘which is in
the form of a funnel with a specified
diameter. Inside the cylinder is a
' glass vessel for collecting the rain.
The rim of the funnel is usually made
of brass, while the rest of the contriv-
ance is of copper or japanned metal,
which serves as a protection against
rust.

Various types of rain gauges are in
use at the present time. Some have
a diameter of eight inches and con-
tain a metal bucket, from which the
rain is actually measured; others are
five nches in diameter and contain a
graduated glass vessel, from which
the water is poured into another miore
finely graduated bottle. *

FRENCH CONSIDER THE BANKERS
INTERLOPERS.

LONDON, July 23.

With the Frencn maintaining the
sanctity of the Versailles Treaty and
the International bankers firm in tiic
demands for definite guarantees to
sntisfy investors who will be asked
to support a German loan, which may
b2 necessary to launch the Experts’
plan, the Inter-Allied Conference has
resolved itself into a delicate waiting
game. The question of Germany's
presence at the conference table was
diecussed and was practically the
only advance made during the second
rlenary session held in th_e Foreign
Office during thia afternoon. Tie
committee appointed a week ago have
withheld their reports, because it is
impossible to make any real progress
until the existing differences between
the bankers and the French are found
out. Both are unyielding, but the Bri-
tish, Belgian and United Stateas dele-
gates are striving to reach a com-
promise. The good offices of -the
United States Secretary of the Treas-
ury, Andrew Mellon, even having
been invoked at the Downing Strzet
breakfast this morning when Le was
the guest of Premier MacDonald.
Later Mr. Mellon conferred at Num-
ber 10 with Mr. MacDonald, Thomas,
Taumont, Sir Montague Norman, ard
Sir Robert Kindersley. It is stated to-
night that Mr. Mellon in an official
way had contributed a suggestion
which was likely to be of great as-
sistance in finding a way out of the
present deadlock. The French dele-
gates take the view that the bankers
are interlopers in the London Confer-

Purchasing Power
of the Pound

According to various indices of the
value of the pound sterling, its pur-
chasing power in the first quarter of
1924 ‘ell off somewhat from the aver-
age for 1923. As reported to the Bank-
ers Trust Company of New York by
‘itz English Information Service, the
pound sterling in the hands of the
average working man’s family had a
buying power in the first quarter of
1924 of 56.59 p.c., compared with 57.60
in 1923 and with 100 p.c. in 1913. The
buying power of the pound at whole-
sale during this quarter was 6L73 p.
c. of 1913 values compared with 65.36
p.c. for 1923. '

The average buying power of the
pound was at.its Jowest during the
vear 1920. During that year it was
worth 40.21 p.c. of the 1913 value in
the hands of .the average working
man. It would buy at wholesale at
home 33.90 p.c. of what it would have
bought in 1913.
