Committee on the state of the Connec­
tion reported progress, and asked leave 
to sit again. This morning, the Revs. 
Messrs. Bell and Swan, Wesleyan Me­
thodist ministers, were introduced by 
the President and cordially received by 
the Conference. A memorial from the 
Temperance League was respectfully con­
sidered, and a resolution in sympathy 
with their work and objects was unani­
mously carried. The annual meeting of 
the Superannuated Ministers’ Annuitant 
Society was held. The finances are in 
a most satisfactory condition. The 8th 
clause of the constitution was repealed, 
so that non-participating ministers may 
become members [on payment of stipu­
lated sums for the year they have been 
employed in the Ministry. The Special 
Committee on the state of the Connec­
tion reported a resolution which read as 
follows :

‘ Whereas a majority of tho quarterly 
meetings having adopted thc basis of the 
proposed union submitted by our last 
Conference ;

Resolved, That this Conference here­
by ratifies and adopts the basis of union, 
provided that an interpretation of the 
twenty-third clause in the basis of union 
be approved by tl^c Wesleyan Confer­
ence, viz. : Any Act of the general Con­
ference affecting the rights and privi­
leges of the Annual Conferences shall 
become law only when it secures a ma­
jority of two-thirds of the members of 
the General Conference who may be pre­
sent to vote thereon ; provided, also, 
that such act ho not .disapproved by à 
majority of. the next ensuing Animal 
Conference ; also, that a respectful state­
ment by deputation or otherwise of the 
case be submitted to the English Confer­
ence, so directing their approval of our 
action ; also, that a deputation be ap­
pointed to the next Wesleyan Conference 
soliciting their approval of our interpre 
tation of the 23rd clause.”

This motion was cordially adopted, 
only one voting against it. The Rev. 
Mr. Williams and Mr. R. Wilkes, M.P., 
were appointed a deputation to visit tho 
ensuing English Conference in accordance 
with the above resolution.. A very large 
congregation assembled in the Agricul­
tural Hall, aiyl eloquent missionary ad­
dresses were delivered by the Rev. Mr. 
Kershaw, J. Elliott, and W. Preston. 
The chair was occupied by Mr. Robert

Town Council.
A special meeting of the Council was 

held on Saturday evening. Members all 
present except Mr. McCrae.

The Major read the requisition that 
had -been sent in by eight of the Council­
lors, and menPoned that this meeting - 
was called in answer to that request.

Mr. Hood moved, seconded byeMr. 
Petrie, that leave be granted to bring in. 
a by-law for the propose of raising funds 
for the erection or extension of a build­
ing for in créât "d market and hall accom­
modation, and that the same be now read 
• first and ttcond t:me.

Mr. Howard objected to the proceed­
ings of the Counr! in this matter. One 
of the members of the Council was ab­
sent, and it was pretty generally known 
that he would opposa, the by-law if he 
were present. The people had given 
expression to their views on the former 
by-law, and by their vote it could be 
seen that they d d not v'/h to spend the 
money fer such a purpose. He charac­
terized the present by-law as a piece of 
clap-trap, a gouge, and he charged the 
Counc’"1 with the desire to obtain the 
people’s sanction to a by-law which they 

ere not inclined to support.
Mr. Heffeman called Mr. Howard to 

order.
Mr. Howard said he had a perfect

tively, and he knew that that was the 
intention. There was a division even in 
the Council on the question.

The Mayor called on Mr. Howard to 
give names.

Mr. Howard said Mr. Hood wanted the 
extension and Mr. Elliott was in favor of 
the new building.

Mr. Elliott took objection* to Mr. 
Howard’s statement. The gentleman 
didn’t know hie views and had no right 
to state what he thought he (Mr. Elliott) 
would do.

Mr. Howard said that on the Commit­
tee itself there was a division of senti­
ment. He asked if the whole thing was 
not a fraud on the face of it and a decep­
tion. As the matter is now, the people 
do not know what is to be done with the 
money.

The Mayor—It would be quite in order 
for you or any other gentlemafi to move 
the site.

Mr. Howard objected to the principle 
of the by-law. He was opposed to hav­
ing this by-law forced upon the people 
whether they like it or not. (Cries of 
No, No.) , This by-law would be carried 
by misrepresentation.

The Mayor ruled that Mr. Howard’s 
remarks were foreign to the question.

Mr. Coffee said it was not fair for Mr. 
Howard to impugn the motives of any 
member of the Council.

Mr. Howard was allowed to go on. He 
remarked that this by-law was identical 
with tho other one, except in the figures. 
It was possible to make the present 
buildingfit for all the uses of the Council. 
He opposed the by-law because the 
Council would persist in pressing it.

Mr. Robertson thought the promoters 
of this scheme were determined to carry 
their point, and had reduced the amount 
of cost to 818,000. If this did not suit, 
tho next move would be to make it 
815,000. Tho people were not prepared 
to vote this amount. Besides.it would cost 
20 per eent.more now for building than if 
tho builders were not. so busy. Then, 
walls would have to be torn down, and 
about a year’s revenue .from the 
stalls would be lost. He advised 
leaving this matter over till next year.

Mr. Davidson said the Council were not 
asking a single cent this year for this 
work, as they would not bè liable to pay. 
As to expending the amount on roads, 
the Council had no power to vote more 
than $6,000 to that purpose.

Mr. Elliott laid there had been misre­
presentations made in his ward. It was

said that there would be no improvements 
if the other by-law were car­
ried, but the fact was not re­
vealed that there would be no extra 
assessment for 1875. The assessment 
would be 8-tenths of a mill on the dollar,
8 cents on 8100, and 80 cents on 81,000, 
and the object would benefit the town. 
Half the amount would he raised by the 
increased accommodation. That would re­
duce the assessment to 4 cents on 8100. 
There would be nothing wrong in sub-. 
mitting the new by-law to the people.

Mr. Raymond thought the preamble to 
tho by-law was not definite. It provided 
that the additional/accommodation bo 

either attached to the present building 
or separate thsrètrôm.” This accomoda­
tion, he thought, could be obtained at 
less expense than 818,000. The Council 
should look well to spending such an 
amount. It would entail an additional 
burden of $2006 a year to the permanent 
expense of the town, and the money 
could bq put to a better use. The assess­
ment has been raised 20 per cent, within 
the last ten years, and he thought this 
was sufficient. He had no particular plan 
to carry out, arid he would not move a 
finger to jeopardize the present market 
or move it from its place.

Mr. Hall had opposed the upper site for 
the hall, and he was just as much against 
it as ever. It would make a narrow lano 
of the public street.

Mr. Crowe thought the present scheme 
would cost $20,000 before it was complet­
ed. No mention was made of a site in 
the previous by-law, neither was there in 
this ; and. this is in effect just the by-law 
that was defeated.

Mr. Petrie said there was precedent for 
submitting by-laws a second time. In 
reference to this by-law, there was only,» 
choice of site between this place and the 
south-west corner. It was suggested that 
there was no opportunity to extend this 
present building. The sum of $18,000 
was placed as the amount that would be 
required to add an extension or erect a 
new building. The question now was, he 
thought, extension (cries of No, No). 
However, if the people say they want to 
spend this money, there’s no use in 
hanging back.

Mr. Hood had always voted to extend 
this building, but did not want it extend­
ed rear-ward. But why didn’t Mr. 
Howard vote before for extension ? The 
last by-law would have been carried bu^

Mr. Crowe had noticed that Mr. Pater­

son omitted to ask the electors the usual 
questions.

Mr. Coffee—And what did Mr. Crowe 
do ? (Laughter)

Mr. Hood said that a prominent elector 
and a member of this Council was at the 
table and seconded everything that the 
gentlemen referred to had said, and Mr. 
Crowe knew it.

Mr. Paterson was elected iy a vote 
8 to 5.

For the West Ward, Edward Newton 
and George Murton, senior, were nomin­
ated. Mr. Newton was appointed.

The preamble to the by-law was then 
discussed.

Mr.Howard moved, seconded by Mr. 
Bobertsan, that in the first clause, "On 
land belonging to the said Corporation 
and to be either attached to the present 
Market House and Town Hall or separate 
therefrom,” the word “ either" after be 
and the words " or separate therefrom ” 
after Toivn Hall be struck out.
Tho mover explained that while he wished 

the matter to go to the people in a defi­
nite shape, he was still opposed to 
spending such a largo sum for the p. - 
pose as was asked in the by-law.

Mr. Robertson, while opposed to the 
expenditure at all, wanted the electors to 
know what they were doing. He did not 
think the sum should be 818,000, as he 
had heard of a gentleman who offered to 
do the work for 811,000.

The motion was carried. Yeas : Messrs. 
Howard,•Robertson, Crowe, Raymond, 
Mills, Tlood, Bruce, Harvey. Nays :— 
Messrs. Coffee, Petrie, Heffernan, Ha1', 
Davidson.

The Committee then rose and the 
Council adjourned.

The law of libel.
Considerable attention has lately 

been given to the law of libel in

which cases of this nature have been 
before the Courts. The celebrated 
Montreal case—in which the propri­
etors of the Witness were defendants 
— a.id on which sat a jury so stupid as 
not to know for whom to return a 
verdict—has given rise to a demand 
for an amendment of the law now in 
force in Quebec. In the case above 
mentioned the old and tyrannical 
law in force in Britain at the begin­
ning of this century,was the one un­
der which it was tried, and even it 
was strained to its utmost limits in 
order to secure a verdict against tho 
Messrs. Dougall, who showed 
that in publishing the state­
ments charged as libellous, there 
was no malice. We are glad to see 
that the matter has engaged the at­
tention of Parliament, and that a bill 
framed and introduced by Mr. 
Brooks, for assimilating tho law of 
libel to that which now prevails in 
England and also in Ontario, will re­
ceive the sanction of the House. 
Tho first clause provides that the 
jury, on the general plea of not 
guilty, shall not be required by the 
judge “ to find the defendant guilty 
merely on the proof of publication 
by such defendant of the paper 
charged to be a libel, and of the 
sense ascribed to the same in such 
indictment or information,” with 
the two provisos of leaving the judge 
the usual discretion m the nature of 
his charge, and the jury the right t" 
find a special verdict, and the de­
fendant the right to move in arrest 
of judgment. The next three claus- 
es relate to fines and periods of im­
prisonment. The fifth clause allows 
the plea of the truth of the libel, and 
that it was for the public benefit that 
the libel was published, "and to en­
title the defendant to give evidence 
of such matters charged as a defence 
to such indictment or information, it 
shall be necessary for the defendant 
to allege the truth of such matters 
charged in the manner of pleading 
in justification to an action for defa­
mation, and further to allege that it 
was for the public benefit that the 
said matters charged should be pub­
lished,” and that it shall be compe­
tent for the Court to consider 
whether such plea is an aggravation 
or mitigation of the libel. There is 
also a proviso that it shall be com­
petent for the defendant to plead 
not guilty, and that no defence 
shall be taken away or preju­
diced under the plea of not 
guilty, which the defendant can 
now make under any such plea to any 
indictment or information for a defa­
matory libel. Clause six allows thé 
defendant the plea that the libel was 
published in his absence, without his 
authority,and i nut he used all due cau­
tion. Clause eventli relates to costs. 
The, eighth clause provides that in 
cases of private prosecution it shall 
not be competent for the private 
prosecutor to cause any juror to 
stand aside until the panel has been 
gone through, without the express 
authority of the Attorney or Solicitor 
General, or the Crown Counsel ; but 
the prosecution shall be limited to 
thé right to challenge four jurors 
without cause and any number with 

I cause.

A BY-LAW to provide for the erection of 
a building reguired to give increased 
Market House and Town Hall ac­
commodation in the Town of Guelph L 
and for the issue of eighteen thousand 
dollars debentures for that purpose.

WHEREAS, increased Market House 
and Town Hall accommodation is requir­
ed by the Corporation of the Town of 
Guelph, and in order to provide for the 
erection of the necessary building for the 
said purpose on the Market Square, in 
the Town of Guelph, and on land belong­
ing to the said Corporation, and to be 
attached to the present Market House 
and Town Hall, the said Corporation 
will require to expend the sum of eighteen 
thousand dollars.

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary and 
expedient for the said Corporation to 
raise by way of loan, the said sum of 
eighteen thousand dollars, required to 
be expended as aforesaid, and to create a 
debt of eighteen thousand dollars for the 
■aid purpose. -<

AND WHEREAS, it will require an 
-amount of .one thousand five hundred 
and seventy-eight dollars to be raised an. 
nually by special rate on all taxable 
property within the municipality of the 
Town of Guelph, for paying the said debt 
and interest under this By-law.

AND WHEREAS, the amount of the 
whole rateable property of the munici­
pality of the Town of Guelph,irrespective 
of any future increase thereof, and irres­
pective of any increase in the nature of 
tolls, interest, or dividends, or returns 
from the said work, and also irrespective 
of any interest from the temporary in­
vestment of the sinking fund or principal 
money to be raised hereunder, or any 
part thereof,was according to the last re­
vised Assessment Roll, $2,099,100.

AND WHEREAS, the existing debt 
including debentures issued for munici­
pal loan fund debt of the said municipali­
ty is for principal, the sum of one hun­
dred and seventeen thousand one hun­
dred and nine dollars, and for interest 
the fcum of nil dollars.

AND WHEREAS, it will require an 
equal annual special rate of three-fourths 
of one mill in the dollar, in addition to 
all other rates, to be levied in each year 
for paying the said debt, hereby to be 
created, and interest.

AND WHEREAS, His Excellency the 
Lieutenant-Governor of the Province of 
Ontario, by and with the sanction of his 
ConnciJ, hath consented to and approved 
of this By-law.

AND WHEREAS, this By-làw hath 
been duly assented to by the electors of 
the municipality before the final passing 
thereof according to law 

AND WHEREAS, a copy of this By 
law with due notice hath been duly pub­
lished according to law.

BE IT THEREFORE ENACTED, by 
the Corporation of the Town of Guelph, 
aforesaid, by the Council thereof, by and 
with the assent of the Electors aforesaid, 
ami the consent and approval of His Ex 
cellency the Lieutenant-Governor of the 
Province of Ontario, in Council, and by 
virtue of the acts of Parliament in that 
behalf as follows :

1st. 'THATit shall be lawful for the 
Mayor of the said Town of Guelph for the 
time being, aud he is hereby authorized, 
empowered and required to raise by way 
of loan from any person or persons, body 
or bodies corporate, who may bo wIMing 
to advance the same upon the credit of 
the debentures hereinafter mentioned, 
the sum of eighteen thousand dollars, 
and to cause the same to be paid 
into the hands of the Treasurer of 
the Town of Guelph, for the purpose and 
with the object above recited.

2nd. THAT it shall be lawful for the 
said Mayor, and he is hereby authorized 
and required to cause debentures to be 
made for such sums of money as 
may be required, not exceeding in the 
whole the sum of eighteen thousand dol­
lars, and not less than one hundred dollars 
each, and to negociate and dispose of 
such debentures, and that the said de­
bentures shall be sealed with the seal of 
the said Corporation of the Town of 
Guelph, and signed by the said Mayor, 
and countersigned by the said Treasurer.

3rd. THAT the said debentures shall 
be made payable within twenty years by 
instalments as aforesaid, at the [office of 
the Treasurer of the said municipality, 
and shall have attached to them coupons 
for the payment of interest, which inter­
est shall also be payable at the office of 
the said Treasurer.

4th. THAT the said debentures shall 
bear interest at and after the rate of six 
per cent, per annum from the date there­
of, and the same shall be payable half 
yearly. . ...

5th. Til A T for the purpose of paying 
the said debt jmd interest an equal special 
rate of three-fourths of one mill in the 
dollar, shall in addition to all other rates 
be raised, levied and collected in each 
year upon nil the rateable property in 
the sai i municipality during the contin­
uance of the said debentures, or any of 
them. , ,

6th. THAT the proceeds of the said 
debentures shall be applied in paying for 
the erection of the said building required 
to give the accommodation aforesaid, but 
no person taking the said debentures, or 
any of them, shall be bound to see to 
the application of the proceeds thereof.

7th. THAT this By-law shall take i_-_ 
effect-upon, from arid aftefthe fourteenth 
day of July, in the year of our Lord one 
thousand * eight hundred and seventy

8th. THAT the votes of the Electors 
of the said municipality noon this By-law 
shall be taken on the eighteenth day of 
Jiine, in the year of our Lord one thous­
