FLYING MACHINE TEST.

WASHINGTON, May 12.—Prof. 8.
. Langley, Secretary of the Smithson-
ian imstitute and invemtor of the aerio-
dome, wiho was given $25,000 by the
Board of Ordnance to experiment with
his flying machine for war purpeses,
made the first test at Quantico, Va., yes-
terday with a rew machine, larger thaa
that with which he experimented twe
vears ago. The machine was launched
from the top of a Boat-house on the Po-
tomae. The result was not as success-
ful ‘as Langley’s former experiments-
The maechine soared aloft 500 feet and
descended after a -horizontal flight of
800 feet. The former machine, which
svas propelled by a small steam engine,
Lew three quarters of a mile, and only
descended when the steam was exhaust-
ed. It is understood Prof. Langley was
to overcome the limited power capacity
of the former machine by the use of a
<ondensing ‘machine which eould repeat-

A MAJOR CASHIERED.

He Divplged French Official Secrets to
a Newspaper.

Paris, May 12.—At a cabinet council
in the Palace Elysee to-day, President
Loubet, on the suggestion of the minis-
ter of war, M, Krantz, signed a decree
cashiering Major Guignet on account of
his having divulged to Le Petit Journal
the contents of certain letters.

In the chamber of deputies M. Rene
Viviani, Radical-Socialist, questioned the
government regarding the letters, In
reply the minister of war said Major
Guignet came spontaneously to him and
confessed he gave the letters to a friend,
who communicated them to Le Petit
Journal.

M. Delcasse, minister of foreign af-
fairs, said the letters as published were
garbled and mutilated. Amid mingled
cheers and hisses M. Delcasse explained
his position in the matter. He said that
Major Guignet, as a member of the war
ofiice, had impugned the good faith of
the foreign office in certain matters. He
(!)elcasse) therefore wrote M. de Frey-
cinet, then minister of war, asking an
explanation from the war office, and
showing that Major Guignet’s accusa-
tions were unfounded. The impression
gained from M. Delcasse’s speech was
that M. de Freycinet resigned the war
portfolio instead of making reparation.
The discussion in the chamber of depu-
ties ended with a vote of confidence in
the govermment, 389 to G4

Thousands.

Bowmanville, May 13.—A daring bank
robbery was perpetrated early this morn-
ing, when the Standard bank “was re-
lieved of over $11,000. There were sev-
en of eight men in the gang, who thor-
oughly understood the business of safe-

cracking. - The burglam first went to the
police station and seized Nightwatchman
Henry Metecalf, whom they blindfolded,
gagged and handcuffed. Metecalf was
guarded by one man with a revolver,
while the others entered the bank by re-
moving a pane of glass. Three explos-
ions took place in quick succession,
which apparently worked well, for in
about half an hour the three doors lead-
ing to the place where the valuables
were deposited were shattered as though
they were wood. About $11,000, be-
longing to the bank, $110 belonging to
the Canada Life Insurance Company,
and a lot of valuables belonging to pri-
vate citizens were carried off.

Toronto, May 13.—Chief Inspector
John W, Murray has been down in West-
ern Ontario investigating the Dresden
bank robbery, which nie ascertained was
accomplished by the most advanced type
of professional burglars. The method
used wuas quite scientific, and the crooks
were evidently possessed of an air pump
of very fine dimensions. This was applied
to the crevice bétween the door and the
frame, and all the air was pumped out
of the safe. Then the thieves pumyed
detenating nowder and fulminate of mer-
cury into the safe, and set a fuse. All
the crevices in the safe, except at the
point at which they worked were plug-
ged with soft soap, so as to let no air in.

The method of
purchasing ~supplies for government
steamers also was criticized. - In every
case, it was shown, the government pays
top-notch prices for everything and buys
only from good Grits.

Expensive Favoritism.

In the house to-night strong opposition
was manifested to the proposed increase
of $33,000 for the maintenance and re-
pair of government steamers. Mr. Tay-
lor said the increase was the result of
purchasing supplies without competition.
Sir_Lonis «»made a ‘weak defence,
whereupon’ or moved an amendment
to reduee the vote. The government
side got alarmed, as they were in a
minority of eight in the chamber, but
an urgent whip was sent to the theatre
and hotels, and presently sufficient Lib-
eral members collected to vote the
amount.

Insurance Reserve.

A deputation of insurance managers
iz*erviewed the minister of finance in
reference to the government bill intro-
duced by Mr. Fielding. They asked that
the resevre be computed on the basis of
interest at 4 per cent., instead of 3%, as
the bill proposes. The deputation also
asked that the special privileges as to
investment given by parliament to two
companies—the Canada Life and Sud
Life—should be extended to all other
companies doing business in Canada.
Mr. FKielding promised consideration.

EXPLOSION OF CHEMICALS.

Four Lives Lost and Great Damage to
Property in Lancashire.
London, May 12.—A fearful explosion
occurred- to-day at Kurtz’'s chemical
works, St. Helen’s, Lancashire, killing
four persons and seriously injuring 20.
A fire broke out in the chlorate house,
and a large quantity of chlorate ex-
ploded. Subsequently the boiler ex-
ploded, and the whole works were razed.
The town was strewn with debris, and
most of the buildings in the place dam-

aged. The loss is about $500,000.

_Eighty tons of chlorate exploded.
Vitriol which streamed into the sewers
spread devastation. The gas works
were badly damaged, and the gasometer,
which contained 250,000 cubic feet of
gas, had a hole burned in the top. The

escaping gas took fire, and the flames
were seen for miles.

Belief That He Would Willingly

Follow Mr. Chamber-
lain’s. Lead.

Liberal Ranks Disturbed by
the Differences Between the

Rancorous Speech
the Chief Topic inPo .
itical Circles.

London, May 13.—Lord Rosebery’s
speech before the London’ Liberal club on
May 5, in the course of which he ex-
pressed a wish for the revival of the old
Liberal spirit, has proved an oratorical
apnle of discord of the first order.

It has elicited 'a virulent reply from
Sir W. Vernon Harcourt, in a speech be-
fore the Devonshire Club, which has
been the political sensation of the week.
Sir William’s speech bore witness to the
bitterness of the duel for the leadership
of the Liberal party between himself
and Lord Rosebery, and to the peat-up
tpersonal feeling of the speaker against
Lord Rosebery, who was responsible for
his temporary effacement. In the course
of Sir William Vernon Harcourt’s
speech he declared that Lord Rosebery’s
words were tantamount to advice to
“take a sponge and wipe out the glorions
inheritance which Mr. Gladstone left the
party, before his ashes are cold.”

The Liberal organizations hdve taken
up the cudgels in behalf of Lord. Rose-
bery and talk to’ Hareourt very straight.
The Speaker calls his interpretation of
Lord Rosebery’s words ‘“‘a most absurd
and malicious falsification of his mean-
ing, and the first example in recent years
of downright misrepresentation.”

The British Weekly says: “Harcourt's-
words are grossly unjust and slander--
ous, and only to be accounted for' by
a rancor of hatred amoupting almost to.
madness.” ’

Other mouthpieces of the Liberal party
insist that Lord Rosebery, in urging a re-
turn to the Liberalism of 1886 did no:
mean a change of programme, but a re-
turn to the party discipline in the hal-
cyon days of Liberalism.

Sir William, - Harcourt to-day amn--
nounces that he will speak to his coustit-
uents on May 24. His utterances, are
awaited with the keenest interest, and
another sneech in the best fighting style
is expected. .

Meanwhile the Conservative press in-
terprets Rosebery as Hareourt does, and
in some quartere the opinion is expressed
that Rosebery’s utterances are nothing
less than a direct bid for Mr. Chamber-
lain, and a prelude to Rosebery identify-
ing himself with the Liberal-Unionists.

The Sun says that Lord Rosebery’s
abandonment and his explicit acceptance
of the Liberal-Unionist programme might
in the event of a Conservative victory at
the next election possibly be marked by
the offer and his acceptance of cabinet
rank.

"Industrial Commission at Wash.
ington Brings Out Some
Interesting Facts.

Standard 0Qil People Stlﬂan
Competition b y Putting
Down Prices.

Witness Asks That Such Action
Be Made a Criminal
Offence.

By Associated Press.

Washington, May 11.—The industrial
commission to-day heard the first witness
to be called in connection with its inquiry
into the operations of trusts. The wit-
ness was Hon. James W. Lee, of Pitts-
burg, attorney for several pipe line and

oil companies, and formerly a state sena- :

tor of Pennsylvania. j
Mr. Lee’s testimony was directed
especially against the Standard Oil Co.
Speaking of the effects of the trust upon
the consumer, Mr. Lee said the tendency
was to increase prices until they became
extortionate. The trusts were organized
to secure a monopoly, and when this
was secured by closing rival establish-
ments they were in a position to fix
prices, which were, according to his ob-
servation, generally increased in order to
permit dividends. on watered stock.
This had been eminently true of the
Standard Oil Co. As as illustration, he
said that when the Pure Qil Co., in
which the witness is interested, went
into the field in New York in 1896, they
found the Standard selling oil at 91%
cents a gallon. The price was almost
immediately reduced to 5% cents, and
had remained there since, the object
“being to drive out the rival. The former
price: was high, but the latter was ruin-
ously low, and while the independent
company had met the reduction, it had
done so at a loss. He thought the com-
petition had resulted in a saving of fully
$3,000,000 to people of Greater New
York. The same condition of affairs
existed at other competitive points. Mr.
Lee expressed the opinion that the
Standadd company was still getting re-
bates from the railroad companies, de-
spite the law, and he thought this was
accomplished by paying exorbitant prices
for lubricating oil. He estimated that
the Standard company had within the
past 20 years absorbed about 100 inde-
pendent companies, but that the com-
pany with which he was connected had
refused to sell at an advance of 12 per
cent. in cost when they were about to
be closed out by the sheriff. This re-
fusal had been dictated largely by senti-
ment. Now, however, the independent
companies- were doing a profitable busi-
mess. He knew of several refineries
which had been purchased at high prices
by the Standard company and then had
been shut down. He had also heard
that men had received a bonus to remain
idle, but he had no personal information
en this subject. Mr. Lee gaid the Stan-
dard Oil Co. had made an effort to pre-
vent the extension of the business of the
independent companies to foreign mar-
kets by buying up the tankage at given
points and by selling at lower prices
than prevail even in the United States.
Still the independent companies were
able to compete abroad, largely because
in Great Britain and Germany and in
some other countries competition was
preserved to a greater extent than in the
United States. In Germany no _one
was allowed to do business at a loss.
The profits made abroad were what
enabled the independent companies to
continue their resistence, as the business
i this country alone was unprofitable.

Mr. Lee's testimony at the afternoon
session was devoted to the effect of the
trust on the oil business. He said the
aim of the trust was to get a complete
meonopoly of the business, fixing the price
as it may please and leaving little or nv
profit to the ~roducer. In illustrating he
said the Standard v.t Co. had maintain-
ed the price for crude oil at 65 cents per
barrel for a year, and that for ten years
prior to 1895 the price paid had averaged
enly 80 cents per barrel, whereas the av-
erageslcost of production was not less

n $1.

Mr. Lee was quite confident that the
general effect of trusts was injurious to
labor. The effect was to deprive labor-
ers of competition, of the chance for em-
ployment when thrown out of work, and
té make them subservient and ‘poorer
citizens,

As a means of preventing trusts, Mr.
Lee suggested a law making destructive
@ompetition a criminal offence. He
thourht the fear of imprisonment would
imtimidate some of them. Nothing had
done so much as destructive competition
to prevent progress and fairness. Te
would also suggest that the capital of all
corporations except those of a public or
quasi-public nature should be limited to
$1,000.000. He thought that something
of this kind was necessary, and that if
a remedy was not found the country
;imld be ruined by combinations of capi-
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LEAVES MANY MILLIONS.

®udden Death of Henry Louis Raphael,
Millionaire Philanthropist and
Tuarfman.

London, May 11.—Mr. Henry Louis
Raphael, banker and race-horse owner,
died suddenly at 3 o’clock this morning
at Newmarket.

Mr. Raphael’'s firm was the leading
one in the arbitrage business, dealing
between London and New York. He
was a generous philanthropist, and re-
cently gave $100,000 to Guy’s hospital.

Mr. Raphael owned a large stud of
horses. He was worth between fifteen
and twenty million dollars. All the
American dealers on the stock exchange
to-day wore mourning on account of his
death.

Thousands of cords of wood
ready for removal are threatened with

destruction, and a wide territory already
has been burned over., A large crew of
men have been fighting fires day and
night, with little apparent success.

RUSSTANS EATING GRASS.

Appalling Condition of the Famine
Sufferers Scourged by Typhus
and Scarvy.

St. Petersburg, May 11.—The condi-
tion of the famine sufferers in the
Eastern provinces is appalling. Typhus
and scurvy are now rampant among the

starved inhabitants, who are dying by
scores. The inhabitants of the Samara
district are reported to be eating grass.

The Novosti says that the Czar will
make a tour of Siberia in July, visiting
the convict prisons.

TELLING SECRETS
OF HIGH JOINTERS.

Washington Offered Free Trade
in Minerals to the
Canadians.

By Assoclated Press,

Washington, May 11.—The statements
of the press of London and Canada re-
specting the reasons for the recent fail-
ure of the negotiations with Canada
have occasioned much surprise in the
official world of Washington. These
statements are that the Canadians made
all the offers of concessions, the United
States commissioners standing by exist-
ing conditions. The facts, as understood
here, are dirvectly contrary to that view.
There are certain facts tending to con-
tradict the statements of the British
press which the Associated Press is now
able to make known for the first time.

Take the question of trade with Can-
ada, for example. It is positively known
that the Americans offered absolutely
free trade in mineral produets, and an
enlargement of the duty on lumber and
farm products. It is also known that
they offered liberal terms for the adjust-
ment of the Behring Sea sealing question
and offered an amicable method for *he

yielded to Canada’s views in respeet to
alien labor, and to the lake fisheries, and
offered reciprocal mining privileges,

Indeed, if the opinion in well informed
cireles here is well founded, nearly every
offer of concession proceeded from zhe
side of the United States, the Canadians,
as a rule, declining to commit themselves
to any distinet proposition on the for-
eign topics, the Alaska boundary ex-
cepted. In fact, it is believed here that
the distinet offer of concessions for a
settlement came almost wholly from the
United States commission.

Washington, May 11.—Senator Fair-
banks of Indiana was at the state de-
partment to-day and saw Secretary Hay
for a short time regarding matters per-
taining to the Anglo-American commis-
sion, of which he is chairman. He also
called upon Mr. Kasson, a member of the
commission. Senator Fairbanks will
leave Seattle for Alaska about June 10,
for the purpose of making personal in-
vestigation of the Alaskan boundary,
which is one of the main questions of
difference between the United States
and Great Britain.

NEWFOUNDLAND ALLEGIANCE.
Alarmist Bishop Suggests Annexatibn to
States As Remedy for Corruption
in Politics.

Marshall, Mich,, May 11.—Right Rev.
Bishop Hawley of St. John’s, New-
foundland, administered confirmation in

St. Mary’s church to-day to a large class.
In an interview the bishop said:

“The public sentiment of Newfound-
land is more in favor of annexation to
America than of confederation with
Canada. This feeling has been acaent-
uated by the fact that the country has
been recently betrayed and drawn into
a most shameful railway contract by a
Canadian syndicate and Canadian poli-
ticians, It amounts to a virtual swin-
dling of the countrv out of a $13,000,000
railway and all our coal, minerals, for-
ests and agricultural lands,

“A desperate fight for our freedom is
now imminent. The local parliament
opens to-day, and it is believed the gov-
ernment will be defeated and the con-
tract broken up.

“I do not believe there is any immedi--
ate prospect of the settlement of the
French shore question, The complica-
tion arises mot from any intrinsic di%-
culty in the case, but because politicians
have always thought of it rather as a
means of exploiting their own popular-
ity than to relieving the country of a
grave burden of the French aggressions.”

WEALTHY DOCTOR’S
COOL SUICIDE.

Inhales Gas and Talks to His
Wife Until Uncon-
scious.

By Assoclated Press.

Paris, May 10.—The suicide at Choisy
Le Roj, six miles south of Paris, of Dr.
La Forest, a prominent and wealthy
doctor, has caused a sensation. Dr. La
Forest was accused of disgraceful con-
duct, and his arrest was impending. He
discussed the position with his wife, and
they concluded that whether he was
acquitted or convicted, he was ruined.
The doctor then resolved to kill himself.
He made his will and bade farewell to
his wife, shut himself in his bedroom,
papered the cracks in the door and win-
dow, and then turned on the gas,

For two hours he conversed with his
wite through the closed door, and then
his voice became feebler until it could
not be heard. Mme, La Korest then
informed the -police, who upon entering
the room found him dead.

WORRYING JUDGE CHAMBERS.

His House Looted by Adherents of the
Chiet Whom He Decided Against.

New York, May 10.—Dr. P. F, Cham-
bers, of this city, to-day received a letter
from his brother, Chief Justice Cham-
bers of Sumoa, dated at Apia, April 20,
which states that the rebels under Chief
Mataafa, looted Justice Chambers’
house on April 6, during the height of
the present troubles. The Chief Justice
lost about $10,000 worth of property.

THE RUSSIAN GOES FREE.

Extradition Pro_ce_edings Were Too
Slow and Canadian Court Would
Hold Him No Longer.

Winnipeg, May 10.—Dudinski, the
Russian who has been in custody here

for the past two months, charged with
embezzlement, was discharged to-day.
Mr. Howell asked that the case be fur-
ther enlarged until the prosecution could
secure properly sworn evidence from
Russia on which an extradition order
could be made. The Chief Justice de-
clined to do this, and ordered the imme-
diate discharge of the accused, stating
that the long delay that had taken place
had already exceeded the time fixed by
the treaty, and he should not order the
accused to be confined any longer.

TOO MUCH FOR VOLUNTEERS.

Macarthur’s Troops Exhausted by Their

Manila, May 10.—General Macarthur
will probably remain at San Fernando
until fresh troops can be forwarded to
him from this city to replace some of
the volunteers, who have become ex-
hausted from the long campaign.

Filipino rilemen to the number of
8,000 are entrenched on three sides of
Bacolor. The Americans, however, are
fully able to hold the city.

The United States Philippine commis-
sion has been considering a provisional
constitution for the island of Negros,
which was framed by Col. Smith and
leading natives. It is largely modelled
after the constitution of California.
While it has many good points, the com-
mission will probably recommend a uni-
form govermment for all the provinces.
This constitution ‘it is intended will give
the natives self-government, co-operat-
ing with the military regime. Work
upon the constitution has been appor-
tioned to the several members of the
Philippine commission.

Reports receivéd from the insurgent
line, which, however, have not been
confirmed, say that a meeting of the
Filipino eongress has been held at San
Isidro.. There was no quorum present,
but in spite of this fact some business
was transacted. The reports add that
although those who attended were
mostly partizans of Aguinaldo, a strong
desire for peace was expressed.

COLUMBIA.

LCotumbia, May L—To-night Colum>ia
is wild with excitement. Bonfires are
ablaze from end to end, and from side
to side of the town. One huge tree al-
most on the very site of the proposed
Canadian Pacifie Railway, was saturat-
ed with coal oil and piled about with
lumber, and is now burning fiercely, in
celebration of the incorporation of the
place. Under patent from the Lienat.-
Governor-in-Gouneil. this is now the City
of Columbia.

The fight for incorporation began as
far back as the middle of January last.
At every point the application has been
strenuously opposed by the neighboring
City of Grand Forks, whose city coun-
cil and.board of trade passed vigorons
resolutions against the proposal angd for-
warded them to Wietoria. Counsel in Vie-
toria were retained to fight against Col-
umbia’s petition, and every effort wus
made against it, on the ground that the
incorporation of a new city, so near at
hand would injure Grand Forks.

The feeling on both sides has grown
bitter, as the matter neared a erisis.
The names submitted by the petitioners
as those of British subjects, 21 years of
age, and residing in Columbia within the
meaning of the incorporation act, were
carefully scrutinized in Grand Forks,
the Government allowing a two week’s
delay for that purpose, and an effort
was made to show that many of these
names were those of aliens amd non-
residents. THhese tactics have tailed,
however, as to-night’s news shows,

The telegramy announcing the news
was received in Columbia abomt 8 p.m.,
and the result was sturtling, The church
bell was. rung, the waterwerks whistle
blew violently, bonfires were set alight
all over the town and a torchlight pro-
cession tramped noisily up and down,
with musical instruments, tin pans and
a perfect, turmmult of shouting. In front
of the townsite office, speeches of re-
Joicing and eengratulations were made
by Messrs. J. B. MecArthur, A. W. Ross,
Neil MeCallum, J. D. Spence, Rev. R.
W. Trotter and Mr. Robert M. Nisbet,
publisher of the Columbia Review. The
enthusiasm of the townspeople knows no
bewnds.

The new city includes within its limits
lots 380, 520 and 533, group 1, Osoyoos
gllstrlgt, 960 acres in all, close to the
lanetion of the North Fork with the
Main Kettle river. The Columbia and
Western Railway enters the corporation
a short distance from the trossing of
the Kettle river, and skirts the bench
land to the station site, which is on lot
520, just across the boundary of lot 380.
Important municipal work will be un-
dertaken as soon as the new munieipal-
ity ean be organized. This will include
sidewalks, street grading, electric iight-
In, and a waterworks system to replace
the plant now in use. No word has as
yet been received as to the directions to
be given by the government for the elec-
tion of a mayor and eouncil, but in all
probabilitv the municipal officers will be
at work before the first of June,
Among the recent arrivals are Mr.

| petent for a Provincial Government to

Cable If It Thinks Fit,

_ Ottawa, May 10.—Sir John Bourinot
gives the following opinion on the consti-
tutional competency of the British Col-
umbia legislature to vote money for the
Pacific cable scheme:

“Sections 91 and 92 of the Union Act
emumerate the legislative powers of ‘the
Deominion and Provinces, and the words
provincial purposes, wherever they up-
pear, must be real in the light of such
division of powers. When the act re-
fers to the raising of revenue for Pro-
vincial purposes or to the appropriation
of the consolidated fund for the publie
service of the Province, it does not mean
that such funds must be necessarily and
always limited to expenditure within the
territorial limits of the Province, but
that they are to be appropriated for pur-
poses authorized by the Province, which
alone can make laws for such purposes..

“In any case, it would be quite com-

borrow momney under legislative author-
ity, as given in sub-section 3 of section
92, and appropriate it for any purpose.
. “The apprepriation of money towards
tion of Provincial purposes that moment
that it is awthorized by a vote of the
constitutional - legislature—a power that
alone canvextend the powers under their
exclusive legislative jurisdiction,”
Another high constitutional authority,
while hoiding thst under the technical
wording of the B. N. A. Act, the cable
appropriation ean hardly come within
the proper prescribed limits, points ‘out
that the sovereign power vested in the
legislature to the full extent of consti-
tutional contrel, affords a discretion
which is very frequently taken advan-
tage of by legislative bodies, to make
various appropriations wholly aside from
the legal limits.

FIEND TAKES FIVE LIVES.

But Turning Revolver on. Himself In-
flicts Wounds. Not Likely to
Be Fatal,

Howard. City, Mich.,, May 11.—Last
night Joseph. Harvey killed his wife,
his uncle, Robert Piersen, and his grand-
mother, also fatally wounding his three-
months’-old babyx and his father-in-law,
John Logenslayer, and finally shot him-
self, inflicting 2 wound not expect-
ed to be fatal. Harvey’s unecle and
grandmother live a mile north of town.
The murderer went there last night. He
asserts that Pierson, his unele, was quar-
relling with his grandmether and he in-
terfered. Pierson. stabbed and killed the
old lady, aged 70. He (Harvey) retal-
liated by shooting his uncle dead. After
shooting Pierson, Harvey stabbed him
three times.

Harvey then returned home, two miles
southwest of town. Arriving there, he
shot his wife twice, killing her and then
fired at the three-months’-old baby, the
ball going into its arm. Next Harvey
entered his father-in-law’s room and
shot him twice, inflicting, however, no
fatal injury. He then turned the re-
volver on himself, shooting himself in the
nectk. - Harvey’s wife, when attacked,
was sitting up with the body of her
mother ‘who died yesterday.

Pierson’s home presents a horrible ap-
pearance. .Pierson’s body was feund in
a chair and the old lady’s on tke floor
clad in a night dress. There were signs
of a desperate struggle between Harvey
and his grandmother, but no sign of a
fight between the two men. Harvey
himself to-day informed the sheriff of
the murder at Pierson’s home. He was
then arrested for murdering his wife.
He has nothing to say about the tragedy
at his own home.. There are strong
threats of lynching.

It transpires that Harvey, on reaching
the home of his late mother-in-law, said
nothing about his terrible acts at Pier-
son’s home. He offered to'sit up by the
corpse of his wife’s mother. According-
ly the others, retired. It was four o’clock
this morning when Harvey went to his
wife’s room and killed her and attempt-
ed to slay his baby and his father-in-
law. He also fired at Miss Labar, a
teacher who hoarded in the house, but
without effect. Harvey’s wound is ser-
ious but he is certain to recover. The
cause of his terrible work has not been
determined.

In connection with the proposal out-
lined in this resolution, beth Agent
Blackwood of the N. P. R, and Agent
Norman Hardie of Dodwell & Co., Ltd.,
dispute the accuracy of the assump-
tion -that no suitable sucecessor to the
Kingston is likely to be put on the route
in the near future. Both assert that the
service will be materially improved with
he Utopia in eommission instead of the
tieorge K. Starr—the change taking
place to-day.

The Utopia is of much the size and
ceneral -appearance as the Rosalie, not
<o fast, perhaps, but well appointed .and
apable of maintaining her schedule and
irriving daily by six o’clock. She will,
jowever, be an emergency boat, and
nothing more.

NANAIMO-ALBI;’:RNI RAILWAY.

Will Serve a Highly Mineralized Section
—Purpose of the Cowichan Road.

From the Nanaimo Free Press.

In discussing the Vietoria-Dunsmuir
propoesals to conneet Vaacouver and Vie-
toria by a ferry and train service mnot to
exceed three hours from terminus to ter-
minus, the Nestor ¢f: British Columbia
Journalism—the Colonist—has falien into
an .error by confounding the Cowichan
Lumber railway with the Nanaimo-Al-
berniirailway, the construation of the lat-
ter having been formally commenced on
Saturday morning, when Secretary
Leighton—our local Van Horne—drove
the fizst spike. The Nanaimo-Alberni
railway project is in no way, at least at
present, .connected either with the fast
ferry proposal or the suggestion that the
:Canadian Pacific railway is seeking by
means of the Cowichan railway com-
Jany’s charter to reach a port on the
west coast of this island. The Nanaimo-
Alberni railway company is composed
exclusively of citizens of Nanaimo, who
iin 1897 obtained a railway charter from
the provineial legislative assembly, for
the purpose of constructing a narrow
gakge railway from Nanaimo, via the
Nanaimo lakes, to the West Canst. the
route to be travelled being the most high-
ly miineralized section of Vancouver Isl-
and, and said sto even rival the eutiginal
jprospects of tke now far-famed Koote-
nays. Per cormtra, the Cowichan wrail-
way eompany, swe beliewe, obtained a
Dorrppmu charter from the federsl au-
thorltms: and principally for the purpose
of opening up tke timber resources iin
and contiguous to Cowichan. The ob-
jeet of the Nanaime-Alberni railway pro-
meters was mainly the exploiting of the
various valuable mineral ledges posi-
tively known to be awaiting develop-
ment along the route slready mentioned.
By this railway rapid -and eeonomical
transportation would be provided be-
tween the extemsive coal mines and the
seaboard at Namaimo, and the, ‘at pres-
ent, undeveloped mineral section ia the
interior of tnis island. These lateng but
valuable resources are awaiting the eon-
struction of either a railway or other
mode of suitable tramsportation for their
successful and profitable exploitation.

Sonyer Again
On His Trial.

Indian Who It Is Alleged At-
tempted to Murder
Mr. Jones.

Long Fight as to Whether His
Statement Should Be
Admitted.

For the second time, Sonyer, a Cowich-
an Indian, was yesterday placed on trial
on the charge of attempting to murder
Francis Jones, a storekeeper of Hall’s
Crossing, on,the E. & N. railway, on De-
cember 16, 1897. Tne first trial took
place at Nanaimo before Judge Harri-
son, and the prisoner was sentenced to
life imprisonment. An appeal being tak-
en to Ottawa, a new trial was granted,
and later the venue was changed to Vie-
toria.

The attempt to murder Mr. Jones was
surrounded with considerable mystery,
he being unable to give any description
of the man who struck him, or in fact
to throw any light on the ecase. Two
tramps were arrested on suspicion, but
were soon released, there being nothing
to show that they were connected with
it. A few days later Sonyer came to
Victoria, and the fact that he spent con-
siderable money threw suspicion on him,
Upon his return to Cowichan he was
placed under arrest and made a state-
ment which the crown says practically
amounted to a eonfession,

Very little pregress was made yester-
day with the case, counsel for the de-
fense fighting against the admission of
the statement alleged to have been malde
by the prisoner. Mr. Jones told his story.
He was in the shed picking:a grouse and
hearing a noise in the store went there.
he recovered consciousness lying on the
sitenen floor. He could not tell how he
was injured. Over $200 was taken from
the till,

Drs. Elliott and Kirker gave evidence
as to the wound inflicted on Mr. Jones,
the former stating that they might have
been inflicted with an axe.

Then Constable Maitland-Dougall told
of the arrest of Sonyer on December 27,
and Constable Murray was called to tell
about the statement made by the prison-
er. The whole afternoon was spent in
cross-examining him as to how he se-
cured the statement, the defence endeav-
oring to show that it was not a volun-
tary ome. The witness told in Chinook
the conversation he had with the prison-
er before the statement was made.

The statement has mot yet been ad-
mitted, the case being adjourned until
this morning, to hear other witnesses as
to_ how the statement was ebtained.

INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY.

At the last meeting of the Bociety of
Arts of the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology on April 27th, Mr. T. B.

Kinraide of the 8pring Park Laboratory,
Jamaica Plain, Mass., presented an un-
ique form of inductiom coil of great pow-
er, invented by him. This has been es-
pecially applied to the study of discharg-
es by the aid of photographic processes,
the plate being balanced on the point of
dischgrge in a dark reem, and being de-
Velyd after exposure. It reveals in a
striking manner the difference that ex-
ists between the positive and the nega-
tive discharges. The apparatus was ex-
hibited in operation, and photogmp}‘uc
plates shown with the lantern. The fig-
ures thus produced by the eleetri¢c dis-
charge were of extraordinary beauty and
size, the delicacy of detail being brought
out by means of the laptern. Tt is
thought ¢hey may be suggestive of forms
nseful to designers and decorators. A

A News-Advertiser répresentative saw
the Attorney-General last evening with

In reply to the reporter’s inquiry,
Mr. Martin stated that he had not read
the interview in question, but believed
it was substantially correct,

'The reporter then remarked: “In it
you are reported to have stated that Mr.
Cotton’s telegram to Méayor Garden did
not voice the opinion. of the government,
but only his own views.”

“Yes,” replied Mr. Martin; ‘“‘when I
left Vietoria, no deeision in the matter
had been arrived at by the government,
and it could not have met since, as Mr.
Hume and other members of the execu-
tive left Victoria on Friday. I took it
as Mr. Ootton’s individual opinion, but
since the interview I haye received a
telegram from the Premier, supporting
Mr. Cotton’s action.” :

*So the government had discussed the
matter?”’ :

“Yes, fully, and decided to lay the
matter over. The executive met on
Thursday and arrived at no decision,
but postponed the matter. Mr. Cotton

and I hold opposite wiews with refer-
tence to the island, and I claim that he
had no right to send a telegram as the
| opinion of the government under these
| circumstances.”
| “ At the meeting of the executive, if
the matter was discussed, did not the
members present express their views?”
¢ Only Mr. Cotton and myself, and our
views were directly opposite. Mr.
Hume expressed none, neither did the
Premier.”

“ Were any others present,
they not express any view?”’

“ The full council were present, but I
do not care to discuss the views of the
members. * No government
opinion was given, but the matter was
postponed.”

“Did not the telegrams received by
Capt. Tatlow and the timber inspector
puiport to come from the Premier and
Mr. Cotton jointly? Such being the
case, would it not be reasonable to sup-
pose that, in the telegram to the mayor,
received several hours later, the Chief
Commissioner of Lands and Works
voiced the opinion of the Premier and
other members of the government in
Victoria obtained earlier in the day?”’ .

Mr. Martin replied: “I did not look
at it in that way, but the Premier says
he understood that the government ar-
rived at an opinion as intimated in the
telegram. ' T distinctly understood sev-
eral members to state that the matter
would be laid over. Mr. Cotton says
he has the Premier with him, and inti-
mates that that-is ‘all that is necessary
to settle it, the voice of the whole coun-
cil not being needed. That is where I
differ with -him. I cannot understand
Mr. Cotton’s action in this, which sug-
gests that no- others of the executive
council have a voice in the matter. I
have a voice as well as the Premier or
others; all have equal right, and the
Premier is as apt to be in the minority
as anyone else. I think it was entirely
improper to send the telegram as from
the government. Mr. Cotton practically
admits this by his allegation that only
the opinion of the Premier and himself
is needed in the matter.”

Mr. Martin was then asked whom he
received his telegrams from on Monday
morning, and replied: “I received notice
from Victoria of the action Mr. Ludgate
had taken. I had two telegrams—from
the Premier and Mr. Cotton—instruct-
ing me to act for the province,”

Asked if this did not show that the
government, as represented in Victoria,
had voiced the telegrams to the mayor,
Mr. Martin replied, “I did not think so,”
and further stated that he did not think
the * Chief Commissioner of Lands
and Works had power to act, as
Mr. Cotton had, in 2 case of emer-
gency, after the government had met
and delberately stood the matter over.

Upon the question again being put,
however, Mr. Martin replied: “I did
not look at it in that way at all, but
know it now, of course.”

In farther conversation Mr. Martin
stated that he had 'seen Dr. McKech-
nie since the executive met, but that
he had expressed no opinion on the
matter. The Premier and Mr. Cotton
“might have seen some of the govern-
ment since and obtained their views.
I do pot know, but If so, I am over-
ruled.” Mr. Hume was away in the
Upner Country, and his return was in-
defirite, but otherwise the exeecutive
might meet at an early date to con-
sider the matter. He was himself going
down to Victoria to-day.

Mr, Martin did not know what steps
either the Dominion or Provincial gov-
ernment proposed taking, and could net
tell what Mr. Ludgate intended to do,
except that he had agreed not to fell any
more trees on the island in the mean-
time. He did not quite see that the fact
that the provincial government had as-
serted a claim to the island gave the
commissioner of lands and works the au-
thority to send the telegram to the may-
or. He did not care to give his views
as to the strength or otherwise of rhe
provincial government’s claim to the
island. The fact that it was asserting
a claim showed that it had good groands
to work on, and naturally its eclaim to
the title was made through his own de-
partment. At the present time he was
unable to say what action the govern-
ment would take, and did not care to
commit himself to an expression until af-
ter the executive had met again. He
would like to know what the Dominion
government had intended to do, and re-
gretted that its reply, s published else-
where, had not answered his telegram.
It would be most unfortunate to have
a collision between the two governments.

Special Commission With Judi-
cial Powzrs st Last Head-
ing for Atlin.

Skagway Visited by a Disas-
trous Fire—Quartz Finds
Numerous.

The mail steamer Cottage City, Capt.
Wallace, favored Victoria with a mid-
night call and passed on to Puget Sound
a little before 1 o’clock this morning.
Her news hudget may be summarized
under four headings, the last being of
pureiy local interest: a rough trip and
no further communication with Dawson,
the waterways being now impassable

with float ice, which seriously threatens
the waiting steamers; rich discoveries
of gold and copper ledges at Ketchican,
to which point hundreds of quartz pros-
pectors are preparing to rush as soon
as the snow is out of the hills; Skagwuy
the scene of a destructive fire, which
destroyed one entire block and threat-
ened the demolition of the entire town—
and Hon. J. Fred. Hume informs the
people of Atlin, through Mr. W. Nor-
man Rant, that he will be with thcrp
to assist in the termination of their
difiiculties about the end of this month,
accompanying a select commission of
inquiry, by which (invested with the
powers of a court) all differences as to
the ownership of claims or realty will
be adjusted.

This latter information, reported by
Mr. Rant to the Alaskan, with the news
that the Minister of Mines had further
been pleased’ to extend the opening of
the Atlin mining season from the 1st
June to the 1st .July, has furnished the
text of much seif-congratulation among
the Atlin mine owners.

The latest news from Atlin City, where
the residents are still waiting in patience
for the town lots sale, the opening of
the creeks and the adjudication of their
disputes, appears to be that of the sui-
cide of James Freeman—formerly of
San Francisco and then of Skagway-
Mrs. Freeman had been in business at
Atlin City, and was followed there by
her husband, whose ambition seems to
have been to live a life of luxury upon
the earnings of his wife. She refused
to meet his demands for money, and he
shot himself,

The big Skagway fire occurred on the
night of May 3, a total loss «f apwarsds
of $30,000 being involved through the
destruction of one entire o=k, J3. \W.
Mayer, the Brown Shoe Co., and W. L.
Green are among the heaviest individual
losers. The fire stopped almost *of its
own accord,” just before the destruction
of) lt.he entire town appeared to be inevit-
able.

Of the late mining news, one feature is
the discovery of rich gold and copper
ledges, and a third carrying these two
metals in conjunction at Ketchican, 200
miles down the coast from Skagway,
and not so very far from Wrangal. A
rush of quartz miners in this direction
is looked for just as soon as the snow is
off the hills. Other good quartz f'nds are
spoken of, at Chilkat, and at a point
twenty miles up the Stikine, where the
claim owners intend developing their
property during the approaching summer.
Indeed the the people >t the Middle
North are beginning to rea:ize the wis
dom of the old miners’ saying that the
district has more to hope for as a quartz
than as a placer region—although mnew
diggings are daily eclaiming attention,
The very latest is on Fallon Creek, along
the Fantail trail, Dr. Scharschmidt of
Log Cabin being one of those most inter-
ested in Quinn City, as the discovery
point of the new camp has been called,

The travel on the upper Yukon now
awaits the opening of navigation.

The Chicago Tribune says that trusts will
be the issue of 1900 and that the Republi-
can party must be prepared to take a stand
one side or the other. The Tribune is mak-
ing a strong fight against these combines,

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THE VANCOUVER FERRY.

The eost of putting on a ferry between
‘Vancouver and the Island, of the na-
ture contemplated in the offer of the E.
-& N. Company, would be greater than
the cost of constructing and equipping
a railway for the same distance over an
average route, Two years ago, in gub-
-sidizing the Rainy River railway, the
Dominion parliament provided that if
the cost of the line should not exceed
-$15,000 a mile, the company would be
entitled to $3,200 a mile subsidy, but if
the cost exceeded the sum named, the
subsidy should be increased pro rata un-
til the maximum of $6,400 was reached.
‘There being no essential difference in
principle between a railway line and a
railway ferry, we submit that the latter
is as much a legitimate subject of sub-
-sidy as the former, and if the rule adopt-
ed in: the case of the Rainy River rail-
way were applied to the proposed ferry,
the latter project ought to receive aid
from the federal government to the
amount of $6,400 a mile, which would
be somewhere in the neighborhood of

The Committee of Fifty and the Board
of Trade ‘might properly join in a mem-
orial to the government, setting forth the
facts, and asking that in the proposed
series of railway subsidies to be submit-
ted to parliament there should be includ-
ed one of $250,000, in aid of the propos-
ed ferry. If this could be obtained, the
subsidy asked from the city would be re-
duced by that amount, which would be
a great point gained.

If the federal government cannot see
its way clear to granting such a subsidy,
it might be willing to ask parliament to
guarantee the interest of any loan which
the city of Victoria might make in aid of
the ferry. The reduction in interest
through such a guarantee would proba-
bly ‘be equal to a cash subsidy of $175,-
000.

We submit to the gentlemen who are
promoting this matter, if the action pro-
posed ought not to be the first step taken
for the reduction of the obligation which
the city is asked to assume would have
a material effect upon public opinion.

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MR. COSTIGAN.

Mr. John Costigan, M. P., ex-minister
of inland revenue, has seen fit formally
te take leave of the Conservative party.
His sympathies have not been with that
marty for a year or more. As the house
is now divided, his defection will make
little difference politically. His reasons
for changing his party allegiance are
probably not far below the surface. Sir
Charles Tupper intimates that the public
may learn what they are,

Mr. Costigan has been in public life
for a long time. He sat in the New
Brunswick legislature before confedera-
tion, and has continuously represented
Victoria, N. B., in the House of Com-
mons since 1867. He came into promi-
nence in connection with the New Bruns-
wick school question. It was claimed
that the New Brunswick School act, de-
claring that.all schools established under
it  should be non-sectarian, was an in-
fringement upon the rights of the Roman
Qatholics, and Mr. Costigan moved a res-
elution in parliament asking for its disal-
lewance. Nothing came of the resolu-
tion, but it led to the recognition of Mr.
Costigan as a representative of the Eng-
lish-speaking Catholics in Canada, and
paved the way for his entrance into the
cabinet. At one time he had a very re-
spectable political following in New
Brunswick, but of late years this has
waned, although he is yet tolerably cer-
tain of holding his constituency, which
is rather a peculiar one. It consists of
the counties of Victoria and Madawas-
ka, the population of the former being al-
most wholly English, and that of the
latter being almost wholly French. Mr.
Costigan has hitherto owed his election
chiefly to the Frrench vote, his support be-
ing personal, rather than political.

IMPERIAL TELEGRAPHY,

A conference was held in one of the
<ommittee rooms of the Imperial House
of Commons recently to discuss the
cheapening of telegraph rates between
Great Britain and her colonies. The dis-
cussion was purely informal and Mr.,
Henniker Heaton seems to have had
most to say. He drew attention to the
fact that the rate per word between
Great Britain and Vancouver is 1s 6d a
word, whereas the rate to India, the dis-
tance being much shorter, is 4s. He urg-
ed the establishment of a land line to
India for the purpose of cheapening rates.
He pointed out that there is a land line
to Merv, and that if a line were extended
by land to India through Afghanistan, it
would be possible to send messages to In-
dia for 5%d a word. It would also be
possible, he said, to link up land lines,
50 that only 850 miles of cable would be
necessary for the Australian connection.
Last year about $2,409,000 was paid out
for telegrams between England and Aus-
tralia, and he thought this could be re-
duced 75 per cent. by the utilization of
1and lines in the manner proposed.

Mr. Arnold-Forster and Sir Fortescue
Flannery pointed out that the establish-
ment of land lines would kill the cable
service, which would be very undesira-
ble for strategic reasons,” and Sir Lepel
Griffin urged that as a great naval power

Great Britain must lay the greatest
stress on sea lines. The result of the
meeting was the appointment of 3 com-
mittee to facilitate the formation of a
cheap imperial telegraphic service.

In this ‘connection, the following ex-
tract from an editorial in the London
Times of April 27th is of great interest.

Though the new route to Aus-
tralia will be slightly longer than the
existing one, it will have the great com-
mercial advantage of invol about
half the number of manual transmis-
sions, which form a large item in the
eost of working, and obviously increase
the risks of error. 213

For this country alone it is an enor-
mous advantage to have an alternative
means of communication with the out-
lying portions of the Empire that shall
not be liable to the multifarious risks
which in circumstances easily conceived
may beset lines rumning for great dis;
tances over territory which we cannot
countrol, and which may be controlled by
our enemies. But that is only a part of
the imperial advantages accr_uing from
a line which brings the extremities of the
Empire into direct communication. At
present Vancouver can communicate
with Sydney only by the costly.anq cum-
brous medium of a telegraphic line of
a length not far short of the circumfer-
ence of the globe. In these days, when
the great mass of the commercial trans-
actions are carried on by tglegraph and
merely confirmed by mail, it is easy to
see how great a hindrance is caused by
this state of affairs to the expansion of
commercial relations between important
and growing portions of the Fmpire.
Western Canada, to whose development
it is impossible to place limits, will now,
for the first time, be placed in practical |
communication with an Australasia on
the eve of confederation, and the;-efore,
by all ‘analogy of great commercial ex-
pansion. ‘Island colonies such as Fiji,
which may in the future attain as yet un-
dreamt of importance as links in the
chain of imperial power, will for the first
time be brought under the swift and ef-
ficient control which is indispensable in
modern condition. Canada will, on one
hand, reap solid practical advantages,
and, on the other, will acgnire'new_po-
litical importance as an imperial high-
way. In the same way, the Austral-
asian colonies, while sharing in the com-
mercial stimulus, will derive increased
security from communicatiqns no longer
liable to interruption at critical moments.
This country will, in like manner, profit
not merely by increased facility of com-
mercial intercourse with distant parts of
the Empire, but also, and perhaps even
more conspicuously, by a notable
strengthening of the political bonds
which give the Empire homogeneity andI
security. It need hardly be pointed out
that this great trunk cable once la.ld,
branches still more -closely c_or}ne‘ctxqg
outlying portions of our dominion will
easily and naturally follow.
Advantages so great as almost to be
described as imperial necessities might
well be seeured even at considerable out-
lay. But the best expert opinion war-
rants a confident belief that the under-
taking will pay its expenses almost from
the first, and will very shortly become
highly profitable.. Taking the highest es-
timate of cost and adding something for
contingencies we may put the cost in
round numbers at two millions, interest
on which at 215 per cent. is £50,000 a
yvear. To this, of course, must be added
the cost of repairs and of a sinking fund
for replacement of the cable. But wh:n
all these things have been allowed for,
the probable earnings of the cable at a
very low tariff as compared with that
now existing show a handsome surpl.us.
It is assumed that one-half of the exist-
ing Australian business will be secured
by the new cable, and the estimate can-
not be thought extravagant, even if the
old one should reduce its charges, when
we remember that all the governments in-
terested will naturally throw their in-
fluence on its side. No account has been
taken of any thing but through traffic,
yvet it is obvious that port-to-port traffic
must be anticipated which will fully bal-
ance the - short-distance business of the
existing companies. In any case the
public must benefit by the reduction of
the charge per word to Australia from
4s 9d to the proposed rate of 3s, and all
experience goes to prove that an im-
mense increase of business will follow, to
the benefit both of the old line and the
new,

IMPERIAL RESERVES.

It is claimed that Stanley Park and
Deadman’s Island do not belong either
to the local or federal government, but
that they are the property of the Im-
perial government. We are by no
means prepared to admit this. Our
view is rather that the reserve placed
upon certain pieces of land in this prov-
ince prior to confederation did not divest
the province of -the title, but only
created a trust. The 109th section of
the B. N. A. act governs the matter.
This section is as follows:

All lands, mines, minerals and royalties
belonging to the several provinces of
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick at the time of the Union, and all
sums then due or payable for such lands,
mines, minerals or royalties shall be-
long to the several provinces of Ontario,
Quebec, Nova Scotia and New Bruus-
wick in which the same are situate or
arise, subject to any trusts existing in
respect thereof, and to any ir}terost
other than that of the province in the
same.

This section is applied to British Col-
umbia by the Terms of Union.

The Imperial reserves were not, as we
understand the matter, ever specificully
dedicated to such purposes, but were
rather simply indicated upon the map
as appropriate for reservations. In the
case of Esquimalt there was a direct
agreement with the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany for the transfer of the reserve to
the Imperial authorities, but we do not
think that since the surrender of the
crown lands to the province, there has
been any transfer of title to the Im-
perial authorities. ~Whether the trans-
fer to the province would be construed
as subject to such reservations as had
been made is something that calls for
an ‘examination into the exact facts and
circumstances surrounding the reserva-
tion. The closing clause of the section
above quoted implies that there were
outstanding at the time of confederation

certain interests in crown lands other
than those of the provinces, and Im-
perial reserves might be so regarded.

g their best to provide a satisfactory
service between Victoria and the Sound,
and the observations made in this article
must not be understoed as reflecting in
any way upon their good faith or busi-
ness enterprise, which indeed would be
quite out of the guestion in counection
with a shipping firm of such known
energy and standing. We wish simply to
consider the Sound service from a Vie-
toria point of view. ;

It is Victoria’s business which makes
this service worth maintaining. ~The
passenger service may Be as large one
way as another, but: the freight business
is almost altogether im ene direction.
We are not now referring to what busi-
ness may be done between Tacoma and
Seattle and Port Townsend. = The busi-
ness being Victoria’s, it seems reasonable
to claim that the steamer carrying it
ought if possible to be onme making Vic-
toria her home port. As it is, the dis-
bursements on account of the service,
which in the days of the Kingston could
not have been less than $10,000 a month,
are made in a foreign port, and the profit
on the service, if any, is enjoyed by a
foreign corporation.

Objection is made that a Canadian ves-
sel could not do business between ports
fon the Sound. - This is true, but we do
not know that it is a fatal objection.
As we understand the law, a Canadian
vessel could leave Tacoma and call at
Seattle and Townsend for passengers
and freight, although she could not land
either at those ports. She could also,
we think, take on and deliver mail from
or for Victoria at either or all of those
ports.

The C. P. N. QOo.’s steamer Islander
would be admirably adapted for the traf-
fic, and we are sure the citizens and busi-
ness men of Victoria would be very
glad to see her engaged in that service.
She is fast and thoroughly safe, besides
being an exceedingly commodious ship.

We mentidn this matter at this time in
order that the people of Victoria may
move in it, if they think it worth while,
before Messrs. Dodwell & Co. have com-
pleted any arrangement for a steamer
for the route. If anything is to be
done in the matter, there should be no
delay about it. . If the service is ever
to be secured by aVictoria vessel, the
present is the most favorable time likely
to arise in a long while, for after Messrs.
Dodwell & Co. put on a new vessel, it
will be too late, as well as unfair, to
think of taking the question up. There-
fore, if anything is to be done, it should
be done quickly.

DISCOURAGING CONDITIONS.

The Colonist seriously contemplates
abstaining, for a time at least, from the
discussion of all questions affecting the
business interests of Victoria, the reason
being that it is persistently misrepresent-
ed, and that its efforts are received in an
apathetic manner by the great body of
those who ought to be most concerned
in promoting the city’s welfare. For
month after month this paper has
labored to interest.public opinion here
in matters touching the development of
business, the. improvement of channels
of communication and the many other
subjects, which every one agrees are of
the greatést importance. Scarcely a
word is ever spoken in encouragement,
and there is a persistent effort at mis-
representation of its motives and inten-
tions. - What the paper says is read.
This is proved by the fact that
if a sentence among five hundred
can be construed to refleet in
some slight degree upon somebody or
something, even though its meaning on
the face may be quite otherwise, we
hear of it bright and early. It is the
easiest thing in the world to avoid being
misunderstood and being discouraged by
public apathy, and that is to let local
subjects severely alone. South America,
Turkestan and the South Sea Islands
are full of subjects which may be treated
editorially, without exciting the suspi-
cion of some one that the writer holds
a brief for or against a particular
scheme, or has set himself out to injure
some particular business. It is certainly
very difficult to keep from being com-
pletely discouraged.

FRIDAY NIGHT'S MEETING.

A correspondent yesterday directed at-
tention to the faet that no invitation was
extended to the Board of Trade to be
present at the meeting when the proposi-
tion of the Port Angeles railway com-
pany was considered. This occasioned
some remark during Friday, when it
was known that the meeting was to be
held. An explanation is certainly due
the members of the Board of Trade. At
the joint meeting, when Mr. Atkinson
made his verbal proposal, Mr. Lagrin,
speaking as a member of the Board of
Trade, asked if he had a right to vote
on the resolution requesting Mr. Atkin-
son to submit a proposition in writing,
and explained that his reason for so do-
ing was to ascertain the position of
members of the Board of Trade in con-
nection with the negotiations. The re-
sult of the short discussion oecasioned by
this question was a statement by the
Mayor that the Committee of Fifty and
the Board of Trade were to be regarded
as a joint committee in the premises and
the report would be considered by them
jointly. ' Through some oversight, whi-h
Wwe cannot think was intentional, the
Board of Trade was not notified of Fri-
day night's meeting. We certainly think
that some explanation is due to - the
Bozard of Trade of the reason why they
were not notified of what it was under-
stood would be a joint meeting. The sug-

Turkish legation in New York  has
created something like a sensation by
his remarkable occult powers. Some
people do mot like the word occult, but
as it really means nothing more than
mysterious and is a great deal shorter,
we do not see why it should be thought
objectionable. The young Hgyptian
does " many very extraordinary things.
For example, he bids his subjects think
of something and he will' at once tell
them what it is, or if they prefer it,
will draw a picture representing it. He
does not claim his power to be other
than the result of long study. It is
certainly very mysterious -and fascinat-
ing, if one allows his mind to dwell upon
it.

Occultism is better developed in what
is usually called the Hast than else-
where—that is, in India, Thibet, Arabia
and Egypt. There is very little of it
among those who are commonly called
practical people. = Persons whose minds
are immersed in business or the study
of material science do develop it not at
ail, ortososmalladeglfeethatitisun-
noticeable. = Contemplation, leisure, in-
trospection and generally the cultivation:
of what may be'called the spiritual side
of our nature seems requisite to evolve
it to any degree. Perhaps it may be well
to add that those who seem to possess
these powers in the highest stage of de-
velopment do not furnish much proof
that they are worth developing, so far
as what we regard as practical results
go. However, there-is always room for
doubt if practical results, which with
most people are a4 synonym for money-
making, are the highest result of human
effort.

The above reference to the conditions
under which occultism is the most fully
developed recalls :the extraordinary
exhibition of superstition, culminating in
the witcheraft trials, in New England
at a time when the minds of the people
were wrought up by the perils and isola-
tion of the early settlements, which pro-
duced conditions something akin to those
which characterized and still character-
ize the East. So, too, at the close of
the Middle Ages in Europe we find the
belief ' in witcheraft almost universal.
Thus in Piedmont 100 persons were
condemned to death at the same time
for this alleged offence, and shortly
afterwards 500 were executed in Genava
in the space of three months, all on the
charge of witchcraft. Executions for
witcheraft occurred in England by
hundreds, and such distinguished men
as Sir Matthew Hale; Sir Thomas
Browne, Dr. More, Lord Bacon, Lord
Selden and Archbishop Cranmer were
believers in its reality. Even as late as
1661 no less than 120 persons were
hanged in England in one year as
witches. It is very easy to attribute
these terrible events to superstition, but
even superstition must have some sort
of a basis upon which to rest. This
basis can hardly be anything less than
what we now call occultism. William
Cullen Bryant, in writing of the witch
trials of Salem, says that a belief in
witcheraft is as old as the world, which
is after all no more than if he had said
that there is an occult side to human
nature, which ignorance, deception,
fanaticism and -superstition have dis-
torted into almost infinite forms.

It was upon occult demonstrations of
power that the early teachers of
Christianity relied as proof of its divine
origin. It will be remembered that it
was by the superiority of his occult
demonstrations that Moses proved to
Pharaoh the divine character of his com-
mission to free the Children of Israel.
It may seem sacreligious to some to in-
clude the miracles of Jesus in the same
category with the parlor feats of the
Egyptian attache, but we do net think
s0. The domain of the occult is as wide
as that of the physical universe. Indeed
an ocean of mystery surrounds the
Known, and of its magnitude we can
form no conception. Itis like the ocean
of the physical world, which is the same
whether it is a sun-kissed pool in whose
bright waters little children play, or the
profound depths into which no ray of
light has ever penetrated, and in whose
cavernous abysses blind monsters of un-
known form grope their way. Occult
science is the greatest possible domain
of human research, and at the same time
the most difficult of philosophical investi-
gation.

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SONYER NOT GUILTY.

The Granting of a New Trial Saved

Supreme court of Canada, ‘yho gra.nted
the new trial, has made quite a differ-
enee in the life of Sonyer.

There is no doubt but that the success
of Mr. H. D. Helmcken, Q. C., and Mr.
IFrank Higgins, who appeared for the
prisoner, in keeping from the jury the
statements made by Sonyer shortly after
his arrest, were responsible for the ver-
dict of not guilty. The counsel devoted
their whole attention to a fight to pre-
vent these statements from going to the
jury, holding that they were not volgn-
tary but had been extorted from him.
This was not done by the police who
handled the case, but by an interpreter
who exceeded his instructions, he hav-
ing told the prisoner when warning him
that it would be better for him to tell
the truth. Mr. Justice Martin having
ruled the statements out, the only evi-
dence left was that the prisoner had
been seen coming from the direction of
the store on the night of the assault and
robbery, and that after the night in
question he spent considerable money.

§it: In your -editorial to-day_you
direct attention to the two railway pro-
jects now before the public, viz., to con-
nect Victoria with the C. P. R. system
by ferry between Vancouver and a
point on the E. & N. railway, and to
connect Victoria with the American
railway systems by a ferry between this
city and Port Angeles; and to these we
may add a third—the ferry frem Sidney
to Bluff, on the Mainland.
There can be no doubt as to the desir-
ability of encouraging every facility for

of British Columbia and the Mainland,
and also with the neighboring states.
The question for us, as citizens, to con-
sider is the extent and method of encour-
agement to be given. Senator-Macdon-
ald, ‘in his letter in your issue of this
morning, throws out a very wise and
sound business-like proposition with
reference to Port Angeles connection.
He points ont that a certain railway
company for business purposes coniem-
plates building to Port Angeles, and that
this is a purely business speculation
which may or may not pay, which may
or may not do as other railways have
done—call in the services of a receiver.
We have no voice or ‘interest in - the
management of the railway to that point.
Is our prospective basiness worth _thegr
cultivation? .If so, how mauch i« it
worth to them? Is the probable busi
ness and facilities they would bring to
us ‘worth our consideration? If so, how
much is it worth“to us? Say we con-
sider it equal and divide up the costs.
Suppose the railway company provided
terminal facilities at Port Angeles; the
proposed harbor improvements include
already all that would be required herg.
Now, this leaves the ferry boat; this
might be owned and operated by a separ-
ate company, made up wholly or in part
by the promoters of the railway and the
citizens of Victoria, supplemented by
the municipality, as joint owners, with
limited liability. This would be a busi-
ness proposition, and as such I beg to
commend it to your consideration.

The same broad principle applies to
the Mainland connection. No railway
company enters upon any such proposi-
tion except with the idea of making
money by the transaction. Now, how
do we stand at present? We all agree
that intercommunication is desirable;
we have thought so for years. We have
done more than that—we have already
practically invested $225,000 in the Vie-

the outer wharf, giving all lines of rail- |
way exactly equal facilities for business '
on the harbor. All the water-side facili- |
ties which the H. & N. railway seeks '
are already provided for in the harbor
improvements as at.present before the
public, but they are equally open to all
railways. There is no discrimination |
in favor of one railway or the other, in |
favor of one wharf property or another; |
the whole mercantile community are pre- |
cisely on the same basis. It is a public
self-supporting undertaking, seeking no
bonus or subsidy from anyone,

The B. & N. proposition includes the |
destruction of Victoria harbor, as such,
and the concentration of the mercantile
business of the town at the outer wharf, |
and asks that the public shall pay for it.
The harbor scheme includes in the esti-
mate and proposes to give to the E. &
N. railway a sufficient sum for its pres-
ent terminal property to pay for the
new central terminal and to remove the
present obstructions to navigation and
replace the old swing bridge, which is of

bascule bridge on the line of Johnson
street.

The real question, therefore, that con-
cerns the public is the ferry to the Main-
land, in which connection I would sug-
gest a joint company composed of the
municipalities of the cities interested in
the intercommunication—that is, Vie-
toria, Vancouver and New Westmin-
ster—and the railways interested in the
transportation business, on relative
terms. But it should be based on joint
ownership, limited liabilities, and parti-
cipation in the profits pro rata.

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CYCLING IN THE DARK.

Sir: May I be permitted to call at-
tention to the necessity for legislation
to compel cyclists on the public streets
of and in the vicinity of Vietoria after
sunset to carry lighted lamps of ade-
quate illuminating power. Such a law
was, I  believe, introduced in Great
Britain some time ago, and as a means
of preventing serious accidents after
dark has already proved highly effective.
In Victoria recently a number of acci-
dents have occurred by cyeclists colliding
late at night, due entirely to the fact
that the riders had not provided them-
selves with lamps. As a case in point
I may mention that a friend of mine a
week or so ago, while riding slowly
homeward at about 11 o’clock at night,
was suddenly thrown from his wheel in
a collision with another bicyclist, who
was not only riding on the wrong side
of the road, but to make matters worse
was also tearing along at a terrific pace.
My friend’s wheel was very badly dam-
aged and he himself much bruised and
shaken. His assailant, however, gener-
ously consented to pay one-half of the
cost of repairing the injured bicycle, his
own, owing to the rate at which he had
been coming, having escaped unhurt. I
myself have had somewhat similar ex-
periences, of which T may be pardoned
for instancing:

They Will Help in Making Celebration |/

Section of Rwdlnﬂ Passenger
Train Crashes Into Cars
on Siding. =

Upwards of Twenty-Five Killed
Outright and Scores

By Assoclated Press.

Reading, Pa., May 13.—A terrible rear-
end collision- of passenger trains occurred
about 10 last night on .the Philadelphia &
Reading railroad at Hsgeter, a amall sta-
tion six miles below KRead.ag, resulting in
the loss of about 28 lives. Probably about
40 others were badly injured, and cf these
many will die.

The express train for Philadelphia,
scheduled to leave Reading at 8:30 p.m.,
was half an hour late in leaving. Mean-
time tnany passengers ¢n the train from
Harrisburg went aboard the Philadelphia
express while it si00d at Reading, but the
number of Harrisburg passengers being too
great to be accommodatea un the express
train, it was decided to sevwd an extra train
to Philadelphia to run as a second section.

Yes-1'A large number of people who went to

the state capitol to witness the exercises
connected with unveiling the Hartranft
monument there yesterday were on the
Harrisburg train. Norristown was the
home of the late Governon Hartranft, and
many from there had come to Harrisburg
to honor his memory by participating in the
unveiling of the monument. The second
section left here about 20 minutes after
the express departed.

At Exeter station the first train stopped
for orders, and while standing was run
into by the second section, with terrific
force, the latter train at the time running
at a great speed. The locomotive ploughed
through the two rear cars, reducing them
to splinters, then mounted the end of the
third car from the rear. The first car of
the second train was also smashed.

The havoc wrought to the occupants of
the cars was appalling. Many were crush-
ed to death instantly, while others were
mangled and maimed in a horrible manner.

The first train consisted of two express
cars, mail and baggage cars, a combination
car, two day coaches, a parlor car and a
day coach in the other mentioned. The sec-
ond train consisted of six day coaches, one
of which had aboard a company if the
60th regiment of National Guards, whose
headquarters are at Norristown. Another
car contained the members of the Mont-
gomery Hose Company, of Norristown.
The other four cars had regular passengers,
including about 20 survivors of the 5lst
Pennsylvania volunteers, Hartranft’'s old
command.

Upon recovering from the effects of the
shoek, those who escaped set to work to
rescue their more unfortunate fellow pas-
sengers. Telegrams were hastily sent to
Reading for agsistance, and two relief trains
with surgeons and nurses were despatched
to the scene. Medical aid was promptly
rendered to the injured upon the arrival
of these trains at the scene, and those
who could be removed were placed on
the trains and brought to the hospitals
here.

The bodies of twenty dead were. also
brought here. Many dead have not been
identified and now lie in the morgue await-
ing the arrival ¢f relativés’ or friends to
make identification. The list of injured
so far obtainable number 26.

The signalman should have displaved +
red and green signal for the special, but
it is said he failed to do so, whether on
account of the signal failing to work or
not is not known. On account of the curve
the engineer of the special could not see
the train standing on the track ahead until
too late.

The special tore into the express with a
crash, and the shrieks of agony soon filled
the air. The railroad at the scene of the
accident on which the track lies is fifty
bankment on which the track lies is fiftv
feet high. Several passengers were hurled
to the bottom of the embankment, but the
cars remained on the roadbed. The dead
and wounded were strewn in heaps in the
debris of the cars. Little damage, how-
ever, was done to the rest of the train.
Most of the injured were brought to Read-
ing, but many were sent to Norrisburg and
Portstown, and some to Pniladelphia.

General Burd Grubb, of New Jersey, ex-
United States minister to Greece, and
United States Senator Boyse Penrose, . of
Philadelphia, were among the passengers
on the Pullman car of the first train. Both
were. shaken up, but not injured.

Senator Penrose, questioned by a reporter
regarding the accident, said: “I was on
the ordinary train, but escaped with no
injury except a severe shaking up. The
train is what is known as the ‘‘Cannon
Ball” express, and the special.extra sec-
tion of it crashed into the ordinary train.
The regular train passed the signal tower
all right, but orders were given for it to
back towards Exeter, and this was done.
We had only got back a very short dis-
tance when the second section crashed into
the rear portion of our train. It is said
that the second section started within two
minutes after our train started.”

An official of the company gives the
number of dead as 23, and says 40 are
badly injured. Several of the latter, it is
thought, will die before the night.

Philadelphia, Pa., May 13.—Three cars of
the ill-fated section which crashed into the
first section of the “Cannon Ball”’ express
train at Exeter last night arrived here at
4:15 this morning. The gecond train was
composed of six day coaches, but three of
them were badly wrecked in the collision.
When the three cars which arrived here
left the scene of the wreck they carried
a large number of injured and others who
escaped injury. Some of the injured were
taken off and removed to the hospitals at
Norristown. While the train was standing
at the latter place two of the injured died
before they could be removed.

When the rain arrived here there were
on board Harry Orrell, engineer of the sec-
ond train; and his fireman, W. L. Everett,
both hurt. Orrell had been reported dead.
but was only injured. He received a bad
scalp wound. His head was bandaged and
blood covered his face, hands and clothing.
The fireman was slightly injured about the
back. In an interview with a reporter
of the Associated Press, Orrell said he could
not accoumt for the accident.

A CRITICAL TIME.

It is not too much to say that Victoria
has reached a critical hour in her his-
tory. Rarely does it happen that any
city is called upon to decide upon mat-
ters of such relatively great importance
as those presented to the people of Vie-
toria. Upon the decision which they
shall make in the course of the next
few months the future of the city for
next half century will depend.

Three very important projects call for
the best and most cautious considera-
tion—namely, the harbor improvement
scheme, the ferry to Vancouver and the
ferry to Port Angeles. Either of them
is of sufficient gravity to give rise to
deep concern. Together they form a
combination whose full significance it is
not easy Lo grasp. If all three are car-
ried into effect the whole city and its
commercial relations to the rest of the
province and to the growing commerce
of the Pacific will be revolutionized.
They mean the incurring of large re-
sponsibilities. There is not a resident
of the city, whether he owns a dollar’s
worth of property here or not, who is not
most deeply concerned in the manner
which they shall be dealt with.

The three projects contemplate the
establishment at Victoria of what would
unquestionably be a harbor without a
superior, so far as conveniences for
trafic go, on the Pacific Coast, a con-
nection with the Mainland of our own
province, which would reduce to a
minimum the inconvenience of our in-
sular position, and substantially remove
all objections to Victoria as a terminal
and distributing point, and a connection
to the south, which would give us the
best possible means of communication
While these three
propositions are wholly independent of
each other, and either one of them may
be rejected without affecting the merits
of the others, they have by a rather
extraordinary coincidence come up for
consideration at the same time, and
most peopie will think of them together.
The arguments for the three are very
different. Care must be taken not to
treat them as antagonistic proposals.

The harbor improvement scheme is
based upon the theory that the existence
of first-class facilities here will enable
Victoria to secure a large share of the
trade to be developed on the Pacific
ocean,

The immediate reason for advocating
the ferry to Vancouver is to develop
traflic between this city and the Main-
land, but it is obvious that the existence
of such a connection would have an im-
portant bearing upon the development of
vommerce at this port.

The Port Angeles project is presented
as an alternative to the route to the
south by way of the Sound.

It is claimed of the first that it will
not entail any charge upon the property
of the city. The other two, if accepted
as they have been made, would imply a
charge equal to about one-fourth of one
per cent. annually upon the real estate
within the city at its present valuation.
Doubtless the value of this property
would rapidly advance, so that the
above charge may be regarded as the
maximum, and as subject to a steady
decrease.

It will be observed that the request
of the Port Angeies railway .people is
substantially equal to one-half of the
amount involved in the proposal sub-
mitted by request by Mr. Dunsmuir on
behalf of the E. & N. railway, for al-
though the latter proposition involves
the aequisition by the city and its trans-
ference to the company of nineteen
acres of the Indian Reserve, the com-
pany offers to give certain property to
the city which might be regarded as
vearly if net fully offsetting it. The
cash bonus asked in one case is $700,000;
in the other it is $350,000.

The Vancouver ferry is designed to
improve an existing line of communica-
tion, and is unconnected with any other
project. The Port Angeles ferry is
an important adjunct to a new railway
enterprise. The ferry to Vancouver will
not of itself increase the volume of
business done over the Canadian Pacific;
but the ferry to Port Angeles will
materially increase the volume of busi-
ness done over a railway to that city.

We mention these things now to show
how different are the classes of consid-
eration involved in the two ferry pro-
jects, and not for the purpose of cham-
pioning one at the expense of the
other. As the matter presents itself to
us, there is no actual rivalry - between
the two.

If we can only have one of the three
projects, we think the opinion of the
sreat majority of the citizens would be
in favor of the ferry to Vancouver. The
Question for the people of Vietoria to
consider is whether they feel in a posi-
tion to take hold of any or all of them.
The next point to be eonsidered is one
of termf. This remark applies to the
harbor improvement scheme as well as
to the others, the party with whom
terms are to be made in that matter
being the Dominion government,

It f)ccurs to the Colonist that a public
meeting ought soon to be held, not for
the purpose of passing any resolutions,
but in order that the several propositions
may be more thoroughly debated than
they can be through the press. It would

POWERS OF TH'E i.EGISLATURE.

The offer of the provincial government
to subseribe a portion of the cost of the
Pacific eable has directed attention to
the powers of the local legislatures, This
very important subject is not very well

e incline to the
view that the general idea entertained
in this provinee of the powers of the leg-
islature is too marrow. This may. be
due in part to the fact that responsi-
ble government was only established in
this province concurrently with confed-
eration, which would naturally create
the impression that the province has no
legislative authority, except such as is
specifically given by the British North
America act. It will, of course, not
be contended that British Columbia has
any less legislative authority than the
other provinces, no matter how limited
its authority may have been in the old
erown colony days.

The British North America act did
not in any degree enlarge the legislative
powers of the British North American
provinces, as defined in the royal instrue-
tions to the governor generals and the
lieutenant governors. These instructions,
which form a voluminous document, pro-
vided what might be called the consti-
tution of the provinces before confader-
ation, and under them each province had
full authority to deal with all matters
not international in their character, sub-
ject to the royal veto and the paramount
authority of the British parliament,
Thaus, at the time of the Trent affair,
such provincial legislatures as were in
session placed all the revenues of their
respective provinces at the dispesal of
the Imperial government for military
purposes. Thig was a clear diversion of
provincial funds from the purposes for
which they were raised to an object not
of a local nature, but the authority of
the legislatures to so divert them was
never questioned. Our impression is
that somerof the provinces incurred cer-
tain expenses in connection with the
Crimean war, but whether they did or
not, no one would have suggested at
that time that they had no authority
to do so. No constitutional questions
arose in the courts of the British North
American provinces before confeder-
ation, the reason being that any act pass-
ed by a provincial legislature and assent-
ed to by the representatives of the crown
or reserved for the assent of the erown
and afterwards receiving it, became and
remained law until repealed or amended.

By confederation, that is, in 1867, the
four provinces in the Union, namely Up-
per Canada, Lower Canada, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia, agreed to sur-
render to a federal parliament such of
the powers as they then enjoyed as might
be necessary ‘for the peace, -order and
good government” of the Dominion, cre-
ated by the British North America act,
and in order to prevent any conflict of
authority certain subjects were speci-
fied over which the federal parliament
was to have no control, and certain oth-
ers with which the local legislatares
might not deal. There remained
a residue of legislative authority not
dealt with, and this, we contend, is still
vesied in the local legislatures. How
much of the unclassified powers of leg-
islation may be exercised by the federal
parliament under its general legislative
authority - is quite beside the question,
for there is nothing incongruous in the
existence of the same authority in both
the federal parliament and the local lez-
islatures. We know, in fact, that the
same power is exercised by both.. For
example, the provinces pass laws relat-
ing to health and declare certain things
to be offenses punishable by a penalty.
The federal parliament, in its enact-
ments for the punishment of nuisances,
deals with the same class of subjects.

It is claimed that the provinces are
directed by the British North America
act to apply provincial funds only for
local purposes; but just as the parlia-
meunt of Canada acquires jurisdietion
over the most purely local work by de-
claring it to be to the advantage of Can-
ada, so the provincial legislatures might
acquire the right to deal with provincial
funds in any way by deeclaring the pur-
pose to which they were applied to be
local. If the courts would have a right
to pronounce upon the validity of a dec-

laration of the latter nature, they would
have the right to do so upon one of the

former nature, and this would be to give
them the right to pronounce upon the
policy of legislation, which is wholly for-
eign to British principle of government.
We have not at hand the decisions of the
judicial committee of the privy council,
in which the meaning of the 91st and
92d sections of the British North Ameri-
ca act have been discussed, but our rec-

ollection of them is that they bear out,
as far as they go, the view taken above
of the wide powers of the provincial leg-
islatures.

TO THE BOYS.

Doubt has been expressed as to the
willingness of the school boys of Victoria
to devote an hour or so on the Twenty-
Fourth of May to a parade in honor of the
gracious lady, who on that day reaches
her eightieth birthday. It is said that
they will regard it as an imposition, and
will either refuse to parade or will turn
a parade into ridicule. We decline to
believe this until it has been proved. We
believe on the other hand that the school
boys will turn out “to & man” and
exhibit their loyalty, public spirit and
admiration for the sovereign, whose
birth will then be commemorated.

In the very nature of things none of
us can hope to have many more oppor-
tunities of doing honor to our beloved
Queen. She has reached an age which
very few persons attain. Her life is
full not only of years but of henor. It
will be something for the boys of 1899
to remember in after life that they de-
voted a part of a holiday to the honor
of this great Queen and noble woman.
It may be the last time they will ever
have such an opportunity, and we be-
lieve they will be proud to have the privi-
lege of testifying-in the way proposed to
their loving loyalty. :

Referring first to the Port Angeles
project, it may be said that, whatever
may have been advanced in favor of
such a plan when it was under discus-
sion on a former oceasion, its merits have
not recently been explained to the pub-
lic. When Mr. Atkinson of the railway
company addressed a meeting of citizens
in the ecity hall a week or so ago, he
said he would be glad to lay the merits
of his scheme before the people for their
consideration. *He has not been invited
to do this, but we think such an invita-
tion should be extended to him. If he
would like to use the Colonist as a
means of placing his views before the
people of Victoria, we will gladly accord
him reasonable space to do so. We may
say frankly that the Colonist is not im-
pressed with his ability to make out
such a case as will warrant this city in
giving anything like the assistance asked
by his company; but we, in common
with every one else in Victoria, would
like to hear his side of the case. The
impression most generally held here
seems to be that it is at least quite as
much in the interest of the railway com-
pany as of Victoria that the suggested
communication shall be established, and
hence that the idea that Victoria should
contribute practically the whole cost of
establishing it is preposterous. Mr.
Atkinson may be able to disabuse the
minds of Victoria people on this score,
and if he can he ought to lose no time
in doing so.

The ferry to Vancouver stands in a
different position. We are all agreed
that we want the best service that can
be had. The service proposed by the
E. & N. company will do very much
better than that now given by the C. P.
N. Company. Do the citizens think the
difference worth paying taxes to the
amount of $30,000 a year for? It is
to be remembered that this case is not
one where a transportation company has
asked the city to aid it in establishing a
new service; but that the citizens have
asked a transportation company for an
offer to establish a service. If the
offer is not accepted there is an end to
the matter, unless some modification of
it can be proposed that would: be accept-
able to the railway company. No modi-
fication suggests itself to wus,~but the
discussion is at g very early stage ‘at
present. 'We submit, however, that the
Dominion government ‘might be memor-
ialized in connection with it. . We shall
make a further reference to this phase
of the subject.

MINISTERS AT WAR.

We do not know thar anything can ad3l
to the most unusual controversy now in
progress between Messrs. Cotton and
Martin over Deadman’s Island. Ir it
Wwere not for the unseemliness of the
whele business, and its reflection upon
the province, those persons who are not
in political sympathy with the two gen-
tlemen could afford to laugh at <heir
controversy. But it is quite too serioas
for that, not because of the value of
the property involved, but because it in-
troduces new and very objectionable fea-
tures into provincial polities.

We have, for example, Mr. Martin’s
statement of what took place at a meet-
ing of the government. Hitherto it has
been supposed that the seal of secrecy
covered cabinet deliberations. We all
knew that in every cabinet differences of
opinion arise. The best guarded se-
crets of this kind ooze out, but the pub-
lic is usually left to guess work for de-
tails. Persons who are familiar with par-
liamentary practice know that the rule
has been for a member of a government
to preface any account of what trans-
pired at a meeting of the cabinet by say-
ing that he has obtained the permission
of the lieutenant governor to disclose the
facts, and this has been the rule, wheth-
er the lieutenant governor was actually
present at the meeting vr not. As a mat-
ter of practice the lieutenant governor
does not attend cabinet meetings, and is
advised only as to the result of the Jde-
liberations at such meetings; neverthe-
less, the idea has been that these delib-
er_arions were to be regarded as secret.
The conclusion reached and communi-
cated to the governor becomes a publie
record, and the obligation to secrecy
does not apply to it. The deliberations
of the cabinet are like those of a grand
jury; the order-in-council is like thre in-
dictment. The former are secret; = the
latter a public matter.  Mr. Martin, and
to a less extent, Mr. Cotton, have disre-
garded this obligation to secrecy. The
latter’s offense is ‘more by implication
than otherwise, and was through his dis-
patch to Mayor Garde,s. The former, in
the most deliberate and public maxaner
possible, gives away cabinet secrets.
Hereafter there cin pe no reason why
cabinet meetings may not be thrown
open to the publie.

A more serious matter is the position
in which Mr. Martin has placed him-
self as attorney general. We shall not
do ‘more than remind readers of the in-
consistent statements made by both Mr.
Martin and Mr. Lucgate as to the re-
lation in which they stood towards ea-h
other. It is now admitted by both of
them that Mr. Martin was Mr. Lud-
gate's solicitor. Mr. Martin says he
ceased to act for him in the Deadman’s
Island affair, when the province became

: y to th M
does not appear to have so

en possession Mr, Martin advised Mr.
Ludgate to take away his workmen. Mr.
Ludgate understood that this advice was
given to him by his own solicitor; Mr.
Martin is desirous ‘of having the public
understand that he then acted for the
province, Mr. Martin was either act-
ing for Mr. Ludgate, when by his own
admission he ought to have been act-
ing for the province, or he was acting for
the province and against Mr. Ludgate,
when the latter, who was his client,
thought he was acting for him. He ean
accept cither horn of the dilemma he
chooses. Any one else than Mr, Mar-
tin would find either decidedly uncom-
fortable. We are not so oblivious. to his
callousness as to suppose that he will,

‘How the warring ministers will settle
their differences we do not know. Re-
port has it that if it came to a trial of
strength between them, before the voters
of Vancouver, with Deadman’s Island as
an issue, the Attorney-General = would
throw down kis colleague. It is freely
stated that Mr. Martin realizes that a
rupture must come between him and Mr.
Cotton sooner or later, and he thinks
the present trouble as good 'a bone of
contention over which to precipitate a
fight as any that is likely to oecur. If
he can force Mr, Cotton out of the cabi-
net, and that is not impossible, he will
have removed the chief obstacle between
himself and the premiership.

o

THE OFFICE OF PREMIER.

The observations of the Attorney Gen-
eral in regard to the relative positioas
of the Premier and the other members
of the government have excited some in-
terest in this’ subject, and the Colonist
has been asked to make some statement
of constitutional usage on the point. In
the first place we may mention that
no such office as Premier is known to
the law. It is not created by our pro-
vincial constitution, nor has it any of-
ficial recognition in Great Britain. Thus
we find Sir Robert Walpole in 1741 re-
pudiating the title of first minister “as
an imputation.” In 1806 we have one
speaker declaring in parliament that
“the constitution abhors the idea of a
prime minister,” and in 1829 Lord Lands-
downe observed that “nothing could be
more mischievous than to recognize the
existence of such an office in an act of
parliament.” , Earl Grey defined the po-
sition of Premier to be that of “the
member of the cabinet who possesses pre-
eminently the eonfidence of the crowa,
and to whom the sovereign has seen fit
to entrust the chief direction of the gov-
ernment.” Dr. Alpheus Todd says:

The position of the Prime Minister to-
wards the cabinet is peculiar. Although
he is at the head of the administration,
and necessarily its most important and
influential member, yet he meets all his
colleagues upon a footing of per_fect
equality. At meetings of the ‘Cabinet
the only one who has precedence’ over his
fellows is in fae¢t the presjdent of the
council. Ordinary - questions may be
put to vote, and decided by a ‘majority
adverse to the opinion of the Prime Min-
ister. If he chooses ‘he may insist upon
the Cabinet deciding in any matter in ac-
cordance with his own particular views;
otherwise, he has the power by his own
resignation to dissolve the ministry. In
case of irreconcilable differences with his
colleagues, he may require their resig-
nation or a dissolution of the Cabinet.

Mr. Todd says that the Prime Minister
is the recognized medium of communi-
cation between the sovereign and the
heads of the various departments, and
he is thus enabled to exercise the control-
ling influence which properly belongs to
his office. He says further:

Not only insubordination i office, but
opposition to the measures of a govern-
ment, or to the policy insisted upon by
the Prime Minister, are sufficient
grounds to warrant the dismissal of a
member of an administration,

These authorities show that it is for
Mr. Semlin to say if Martin shall have
an equal voice with himself in deciding
the policy of the government in regard
to Deadman’s Island.

PASSING COMMENT.

The Spokesman-Review affects to re-
gard the opposition to the Kettle River
Valley railways as inspired by the idea
of non-intercourse. The Review is quite
incorrect. Canada has every desire to
have the most friendly intercourse with
the United States; but does not think the
friendship ought to be all on one side.

It is refreshing to learn from the
Times that the people responsible for the
Deadman’s Island muddle are the Rob-
son-Davie-Turner government. It was
the duty of the late government to as-
certain, says the Times, to whom the
island belonged. The late governmaat
never had a ghost of a doubt as to the
validity of the claim of the province to
the island.

The Westminster Sun protests stren-
ously against the proposal to remove the
land registry office from that city to
Vancouver. TLast week we had the In-
land Sentinel protesting against the re-
moval of the Kamloops office to Vancou-
ver. It is not yet stated whether the
Victoria office is to be removed to Van-
couver; but we suppose there is yet
time for this.

The Grand Forks Miner thinks that

good has come out of the agitation for
the Kettle River Valley railway.

Judgment of Mr. Jﬁsﬁce Drake
in Short vs. Confedera-
‘tion Company.

Case Fully Gone Into and Many
Interesting Points Dis- -
cussed.

Mr. Justice Drake has handed in his
judgment in Short vs. the Confederation
Brand Canning Co., an action brought
for an alleged infraction of a patent on
a can-filling machine. The judgment
holds that there was no infraction of the
patent. The judgment follows:

‘“The plaintiff in thig action sues for an
infringement of his patent for soldering oval
cans. The defendants do not admit that
the plaintiff was the first inventor, they
deny the movelty and usefulness of the
invention, and they deny the infringement
and claim that the machine they use is one

patented by ‘Walter Morris. * The case was
tried on these pleadings, and after the
evidence was all in and the case closed the
defendants applied to amend by adding a
defense that the plaintift’s patent was void
owing to the specifications and ciaim being
too general and covering more than the
actual invention. 1 refused to allow the
amendment as involving practically differ-
¢nt issues, and possibly requiring additional
evidence,

““A denial of ‘nfringement does not put
in issue the validity of the patent, Crop-
pen vs. Smith, 26 C. D. i00, and 10 A.
C. 240. All grounds of objection to the
validity of the patent must be pleaded.

‘“The plaintiff’s patent is not attacked on
these pleadings, only the want of novelty
and the ’nfringement; and in my opinion
an amendment such as asked for here
should not be made after the close of the
case on both sides. If asked for at the
commencement of the case it might be
allowed on terms which would involve a
postponement of the trial, and a reforma-
tion of all the pleadings, but to do so at
this stage would encourage a greater laxity
of pleading than exists at present.

‘“From the facts proved the plaintiff in-
vented a machine for solderiug oval cans
automatically, He claims that his machine
successfully performed the work for which
it was designed, but it has not been put
on the ‘market, and has not been used ex-
cept in trial tests made by himself.

*“The defendant company have, during the
last season, -used a machine invented by
Walter Morris, which has been patented
for the same purpose, but subsequently to
the plaintiff’s patent.

‘“The two machines are simdlar in ap-
bearance, and a combination of known
mechanical devices is used in both ma-
chines in a similar way, but the mode
in which the object is svaght to be at-
tained is different.

‘‘The plaintiff uses an eudless chain and
sprocket wheel with a pmion aud rack
to give the required .notion, he uses a
Bovel link in- the engless chain which
gives to the machine the required angle for
cans to dip into the bath.

‘The can case which countains the cans
for soldering is made with a slot, and
the required movement of the cans in or-
der to make them revolve is attained by
a pinion working in the slot in the can
case and the cans after being soldered
drop out of the can case automatically.

“Walter Morris has for a long  time
been experimenting in the same direction.
He constructed a somewhat similar machine
with an endless chain and sprocket wheel
and pinion and rack, but the ecircular
movement required was given by a. series
of rollers of iron. This machine was comn-
structed in 1895, but was not satisfactory,
it did not give level work and was aban.
doned. Morris still continued his experi-
ments and eventually hit upon a machine
like the" plaintiff’s, but when he discovered
that the plaintiff had patented a similar
machine he abandoned it and continued his
experiments until he made the machine
he patented and under which he worked.

‘‘His machine is made with the endless
chain and sprocket wheel the same as
plaintiffs, and the whole machine is set
place of the novel link designed by the
plaintifi’s, &nd the whole machine is set
an angle proper for the cuns to meet the
solder trough. He aslo uses a pinion and
rack to give the motion the same as plain-
tiff’s; but the can case is entirely different
and the required circular motion of the
cans Is attained by a cog wheel working
in the can case, and a pinion working on
the outside on a rack glving the direction
to the cans.

“It is also not dissimilar to the mode of
which the same results were sought to
be obtained by his original solder ma-
chine, for in that machine he used the
endless chain and sprocket wheel and a
pinfon and rack.

‘““The defendants’ ‘machiue requires the
can wheh soldered to be pushed out by
hand instead of falling out automatical-

‘“This alone would not constitute a new
machine, but only a slight change, there-
fore the actual difference between the
two machines consists in the can case :nd
the mode in which the can is made to re-
volve through the soldering trough and set-
ting the machine at an angle.

“In my opinion the can case and the
mode in which the eircular motion is im-
parted are quite different in the two pa-
tents.

“The question then comes down to this,
has the defendants infringed the plain-
tift’s patent by using well known me-
chanical appliances c¢fmmon to both ma-
chines, and which have been applied by
both patentees for the purpose of obtaining
a similar result? On this head the evi.
dence is very conflicting. The plaintiff
says (p. 3) that the object of his patent
is to rotate the can in the solder, and so
solder the top and bottom of the can, and
to give an even rotary motion to the can
itself.

“For that purpose he claims a shackle
link and spindle passing through, and in
order to produce the motion required he
has a gear wheel fixed near the opposite
end of the spindle which has the same
circumference as the can socket to make
it turn in ‘its own ecircumference and a
fixed rack at the bottom In which the
pinion works and turns the ecan socket;
and the belt round the pullies gives the
travelling motion to the can cases. -~ The
plaintiff claims the whole design is novel
except the standards, and thaf the de-
fendants have appropriated the can holder
and spindle passing through the link, the
gear wheel an dthe rack.

‘“The difference of the two machines as
stated by the plaintiff is a rim to the
can bolder, a hollow spiudle with a pin
through it to eject the ecans, a common
link instead of a particular one invented
by the plaintiff and a different mode of
revolving the cans in the holder.

*‘On_cross-examination the plaintiff ad-
mits that the chain and sprocket wheal
are not novel, or the rack or pinion or
spindle, but the ecan holder is: and t'e
novelty consists in the way the varions
things are put together.

“Mr. Brunton says the principle of 1%e
two machines is the same, but the ¢ -
struction is different as regards the - -
fendant’s wheel in the can holder—the 1'-:k
—the angle at which the machine is fixed.

“Mr. Murphy says the defendant’'s ma-
chine works differently by pointing ont
the angles at which the machine is set.
the method of keeping the ecan at an
even radius through the solder. and the
eliptieal internal gear attached to the
can holder, and arrangement of the snindle.
He says he does not think the difference
essential, only chanees the particular por-
tion of the plaintiff’'s machine: that the
principle of the machines are very much
the same.

“‘On the part of the defendants it is al-
leged that there are features common to
both machines which are not patentable.
such as rack and pinion, the endless chains
and sorocket wheel, but the ratation of
the cans is different and arrived at by a
different process and by different mechan-
ism: and the view that the defendant's
machine was novel in the mode in which
the rotation of the can case was obtained
and the necessary angle given to the eans

in the solder-bed, and this view was sup-

*In Dudgeon vs. Whompson, 3 A. C., 84
‘it is laia down that when a combination
of instruments is the invention patented an
infringement muse pe an infringement of
the combination.

‘“Here is a ‘combination of well known
mechanical contrivances; but in addition to
imis tnere is an invention of a particular
can case worked in a particular manner.
‘the gist of the plaintift’'s invention is the
mode of operating the can case so as to
enable the can to rotate evenly through
the solder. The.defendants have arriwed
at the same result by a different method.
Again in Clark vs. Adie, 10 L. R., ch. 667,
& patent for a combination of several im-
provements is not infringed by using a com-
bination of some of those improvements.
This case went to the House of Lords, 2
app. ¢, 423, and the judgment was affirmed.

**The case of Curus vs. Platt, H. of L,
cases, Is found {n Law Journal, 35, p. 852,
where it is lald down that a patent for an
entire combination is not intringed by a
different combination for the same object
of the same elements though important,
or of equivalents for them, if not a mere
colorable evasion or imitation. And in
considering the question of colorable eva-
sion the court will look at the noyelty
of the object of the combination and of
the parts combined. Lord Westbury, whose
judgment was confirmed, says there were
certain common elements out of which
any inventor was at liberty' to construct
a machine when the plaintiif’s patent was
granted and equally so when the defend-
antg’ patent was granted; that the defend-
ant when availing himself of these elements
put them .into a combination different
from the plaintiff’s, and as he combined
them the effect was different. That s
much the case here. There are certain
elements common to both, but the mode
in which the can is operated so as to
obtain. a steady circular motion is dif-
ferent.

‘The defendants here question the nov-
elty of the plaintiff’s combination of the

element that his pinion is of the same
circumference as the ecan case, so as to
give the can a turn for every revolution
of the pinion, the defendants’ device is
entirely different.

‘““The defendant has utilized the ma-
chinery, which consists of ordinary me-
chanical devices, and from thence he di-
verges and obtains the same result that
the plaintiff contends for, by a different
method. The result is that in my opinion
there has been no infringement of the plain-
tiff’s patent, and judgment will be for the
defendants, with costs.

A Scenc of Beauty Invltln'g
Public Inspection Again 4
To-Day.

Some of the Attractions and
the Friends by Whom
Administered.

A bazaar, upon the authority of Web-
ster's unabridged, is “a place fitted up
for various retail shops, all under one
regulation.” There does not seem to .be
much romance or glamour of the pic-
turesque in this definition, some in th.e
music of the word itseif, the fact that‘ it
is derived from the Persian, and the in-
cidental picture that imagination dr{zWS
of the drowsy square in some an?lent
Oriental town—gaily striped awnings,
screening the fruit-laden stalls, and be-
hind them dark-eyed women in fant:{s-
tic garb that is a riot of l?right, barbaric
colors—beyond,. the wavidg palm trees
and resting camels merge into the gen-
eral horizon line of a far-stretching des-

ert,
The fancy fair is either the cousin or

the younger brother of the bazaar, and
although the relationship is not very
distinetly defined, they make an admira-
ble combination. The prosaic would
perhaps class the two as one, and iden-
tify that one as a ‘‘sale of worl:l.” 'But
let those who say there’s nothing in a
name just apply to the subject this test
—is there anything in the announcement
of a “sale of work” attractive to the
imagination or the love for the beau-
tiful and the picturesque in the same
degree as-“bazaar?” b

With which general observations, be it
known that the ladies of St. John's
church yesterday opened a bazaar and
fancy fair at the A. O. U. W. hall, where
they will again make their friends heart-
ily welcome to-day. 1t is not an ordi-
nary ‘“‘sale of work,” by any means. For
once it redeems the promises of the pleas-
ing and the picturesque that imagination
conjures up at sound of the Arabian
word. It is a contradittion, too, of the
trite cynicism that all fancy fairs are
the same; only some are more so than
others.

This one is different at least from any
others that Victorians have had present-
ed to them, and in the difference largely
lies its attractiveness. The hall natur-
ally lends itself admirably to the pur-
poses of a bazaar. the side and end gal-
leries roofing the stalls, and the central
court or square affording ample room
for promenading, save where the flower
stall rises in verdant green near the cen-
tre—just as the great well or fountain
might break the bareness of a bazaar
court in the slumbrous East. The pic-
ture is so evenly balanced, so harmon-
iously colored, and so complete, that
it forthwith suggests an animated paint-
ing of Oriental life, or else a tableau
transplanted from some famous opera,
lacking only the music and the action of
the play.

Ihe stalls are eight in number, exclus-
ive of the floral pavilion that makes.the
effective centrepiece, nor including the
well supplied refreshment room, the fish
pond, weighing machine, butterfly paint-
ing, candy vendors or other “side shows”
as one veteran patron of the circus ir-
reverently classifies them. Each of these
stalls is decorated according to an indi-
vidual design, while all blend into an
harmonious whole.

The bower of blossoms, for example,
which occupies the centre of the floor,
is designed affer the architecture of an
octagonal summer house—its walls of
delicate green hangings falling to a
base of moss and relieved with graceful
festoons of ivy. The stock includes both
cut and potted flowers, very choice and
reasonably priced, of which the sales la-
dies are Miss Dunsmuir and her assist-
ants, Miss Noel Harvey, Miss Powell
and Miss Cora Powell—a charming quar-
tette in their pretty summer gowns, ac-
centuated and made artistically com-
plete with becoming picture hats. Minia-
ture electric lights peeping through the
ivy make a most effective frieze, while
a large central light above increases the
generally attractive effect.

No. 1 stall and No. 2 are draped in
very much the Oriental fashion, the
draperies being drawn (if the truth be
told) frem the stock that is for sale. Over
the first Mrs. J. Gerhardt Tiarks pre-
sides, assisted by Mrs. Griffiths and Mrs.
W. Rebertson; the second is in charge
ofMisgs M. Grahame and Miss Hall.
The range of the fancy work which they
are offering appears unlimited and cer-
tainly includes many novelties in art em-
broidery, table centres and teakettle
cloths that are new and interesting to
the ladies who make fancy work a hob-
by. Whis applies particularly to the ta-
ble ceatres of drawn work, embroidered
in silk.

Contrasting very sharply with the
dainty fancy goods stall is their near
neighbor, the advertisement and dairy
table, which Mrs. Crane and her assist-
ants—Mrs. Gordon Hunter, Miss Jenns
and Mres. Anderson—have made as busi-
ness-like and uncompromising as possi-
ble. It is for all the world a general store
in miniature, framed advertisements of
}'olled oats, jams and jellies, ete., form-
ing the chief features in the way of deco-
rations. The show ecards announce as-
tonishing bargains—and the stock and
price redeem these promises. It may be
mentioned that all the business firms
whose advertisements are included in the
official guide book of the bazaar are at
this stall represented also by samples
from their stocks,

The home-made sweets ae in charge cf
Miss Taylor, associated with whom are
Miss Janion, Miss Gowen and Mrs.
Stome, Their confectionery store is fram-
ed im an open front of heliotrope-and-
white wound pillar, supporting a lattice-
work in the same colors. with apple blos-
soms settine out the whole. The col-
amns are designed to give the effect of
pillare and slabs of candy, this idea be-
g admirably carried out.

Of course the paper stall—where lamp-
shades and similar home-brighteners of
evey hue are to be obtnined from Mrs.
Belvea, Miss Lowe. Miss Nellie Todd,
Misa Alice Bell or Miss Wilson—is an
artistic llustration of the possibilities cf
tissne papers in decorative work, while
the arrangement of the various lights
i3 almost ns effective as the decorations.

became generally known that the fish
were biting readily, despite the rain.
A weighing machine, of which Miss
Saunders and Miss E. Belyea had the
management, proved another fruitful
source of revenue; while of course
everyone was anxious to try his or her
hand at painting butterflies, with the
Misses Loewen as instructors. '
It is surprising how quickly a good,
brilliant butterfly can be produced when
you only know the way to go about it.
Here is the recipe, as furnished the
Colonist yesterday by a gentleman who
bad studied the process from afar:
‘“There is nothing in it,” he said;
“you just go over to Miss Loewen and
give her ten cents. She squeezes two
or three drops of oil colors on a bit of
paper and then folds it up. It may
look like a butterfly when you unfold it—
or a dog. You can call it a butterfly
anyway, and it may take a prize.”
With a half-formed vision of future
academy triumphs before him, the Colo-
nist’s representative plunged madly into
the lists of the Rembrandts and Rafaels,
Taking one dime’s worth of art instruc-
tion,” tube color and kind assistance, he
was shortly able to see his first painting
hung for public admiration—well placed,
too, not skied.
Everyone who attends the bazaar to-
day will be sure to notice it—it may not
be the most perfect, but it is certainly
the largest butterfly in the collection,
and this surely should count for some-
thing with judges of high art!
That the presiding genius of the
scene acknowledges it a good butterfly
is evident—for did she not transfix it
with a pin, just as Danby might have
done, and is this not a greater compli-
ment to the artist’s realism than the
swallows paid to Zeuxis?
It is fun if it is not high art, this paint-
ing of butterflies; and it is worth much
more than ten cents to receive the in-
formation Miss Loewen so graciously
imparts on the primary characteristics
of diurnal lepidopterous insects, and
more especially those of the rhopalocer-
ous lepidoptera, corresponding to the old
Linnean genus Papilio.

MAXWELL AND THE. SWAG.
Dispenser of Liberal Patronage in Van-
couver is Custodian of Many Secrets.

A New Brunswick journalist has been
studying Mr, Maxwell with an amusing
result. The Ottawa correspondent of
the St. John Sun says:

It has been decided that when a
preacher of the Gospel becomes a mem-
ber of Parliament he must no longer
be designated in the house as a preacher.
It came about this way. Colonel
Prior, of British Columbia, in giving no-
tice of a question referred to a speech
“of the honorable and reverend member
for Burrard,” referring to Mr. Maxwell.
Speaker Edgar, before calling the ques-
tion requested Mr. Prior to strike out the
word “reverend,” as by a decision of
Speaker Denison in the Imperial Parlia-
ment it is decided to be “not a becoming
expression.” Colonel Prior accordingly
put the question without rgtemng .to
Mr. Maxwell by his former title, but in-
cidentally remarking that Mr. Maxwell
was a preacher all the same. The fact
is that the member for Burrard is move
properly designated by the clerical title
in the house than he is out of it. Out
of the house he cultivates a rather
“tough” appearance. He is addicted to
smoking a pipe with a very dark com-
plexion and of equippiry¢ Limself in the
most unconventional attire. In his social
dissipations he wears the swallowtail
coat and expansive shirt front. It is in
the house when he is on his feet that
the old man takes possession of him.
He becomes a preacher again without
knowing it, and is constantly lecturing
the other members as if they were a
congregation under his spiritual minis-
trations. As a Parliamentary speaker,
his habits remind one of the reply made
by Charles Lamb to Coleridge: “Did
you hear me preach?” said Coleridge.
“I n-n-never heard you d-d-do any-
thing elst,” stuttered Lamb, in reply.
On the particular occasion when the
speaker intervened, Colonel Prior was
asking about a remark that Mr, Max-
well made in his speech to the Van-
couver Liberals, who were complajning
because they did not get offices enough.
Mr. Maxwell had said: “At home I have
a book three inches thick full of appli-
cations.” He pointed out, however,
that since he had been member for Bur-
rard $26,000 or $28,000 had gone into
the pockets of Vancouver Liberals out
f the Dominion revenue. Colonel Prior
wanted to know the details of these
payments, He\did not receive the in-
formation he “sought, Sir Wilfrid ex-
plaining “that the government does
not undertake to interpret ex cathedra
speeches delivered by members of this
house.” This reference to the status of
Mr. Maxwell as an ex cathedra orator
seemed to be a covert aliusion to the
member’s previous vocation, but it left
the house in the dark as to the disposi-
tion .of the public money.

THE STEWART IN SERVICE.

Victoria’s New Chemical Engine Chris-
. tened In Honor of the Chairman
of the Fire Wardens.

Victoria’s latest acquired piece of fire
fighting apparatus, the Champion Chem-

ical Engine No. 1, was formally tested
in the square in the rear of the Centra
station yesterday afternoom, and intro-
duced to the public by its name of “Alex
Stewart.” The test was attended by
Mayor Redfern, Alderman Stewart, the
chairman of the fire wardens, for whom
the new engine is named; Chief Thomp-
son of the Nelson fire department, and
perhaps a scere of others who at some
time have been prominently identified
with the management of civic affairs.
The test was a thorough one. A buili-
ing of very inflammable material had
been knocked together, and at the proper
time was flred. The flames were given
a fair start, and then one of the Stow-
art’s cylinders was turned over, the 1-
inch stream of chemical brought to bear
on the fire—and in 30 seconds it was no
more, This experiment was several
times repeated, and on each oceasion
with eminently satisfactory results.
Then the visitors had the opportunity
of inspecting. the apparatus mustered at
the Central station, and partieularly of
comparing the two distinet types of
steam fire engines as illustrated in the
Waterons Company’s “Charles BE.

POINTERS FOR PHILATELISTS.

How a Clever Collector Secured a Much
Coveted Stamp.

Mr. W. E. Curtis, writing from Washing-
ton to the Chicago Record, says:

A recent paragraph in these letters about
rare dollars has called out a number of
Inquiries about valuable postage stamps,
The highest price ever paid for a postage
stamp was £1,000, or $4,840, by W. M.
Peckitt, of London, whe bought a penny

Mauritius stamp of 1847 for that price at
auction last year. It is the rarest stamp
in the world.

Mauriting is a small, roeky island in the
Indian Ocean, near Madagascar, formerly
known as the Isle of Frauce, belonging to
Great Britain, and having a population of
about 350,000. It is the scene of that
pathetic little story, ‘“‘Paul and Virginia.”
In 1847 the colonial government got out
some new stamps with a bust of Queen
Victoria upon them. The day they arrived,
and before they were offered to the publie,
several hundred were used upon invitations
to an official ball at the palace of the gov-
ernor-general, which were sent out in
small white envelopes. The next day the
entire issue remaining was burned by ac-
cident; and now only two are known to
exist—one in the British museum and the
other in the collection of Mr. Peckitt.
Both of them are still attached to the
governor-general's envelopes, and addressed
by the same hand—evidently that of a lady
—-80 there is no doubt about their genuine-
ness,

The most valuable American stamp was
issued by the postmaster of Baltimore be-
»re the national government assumed
that responsibility. Three examples only
are known to exist, one is on blue paper
and two on white. The blue one sold for
$4,400 some years ago. The white ones are
quoted at $2,000 each. i

Similar stamps issued by thé postmaster
at St. Louis bring fromx $150 to $3,000, ac-
cording to their scarcity—one by the post-
master at New Haven, still attached to
the envelope, which is said to be unique,
sold for $2,000. During the civil war about
thirty postmastess in the Southern States
issued stamps on their own account, and
then sold them to pay their salaries and
expenses. These are rare, and bring from
$1,000 to $1,500 each. Battleboro, Vt.,
stamps are also scarce, and very valuable.

The first issue of Hawaiian stamps in
1851 are very rare and valuable, having
been sold as high as $2,500 each. I g1y
stamps, with Indian lettering Upon tnem,
are also very rare; but for some reason
there is no demand for them, They are
not popular among collectors, chiefly be-
cause they do not belong to any particular
series or set, and are only curiosities. The
value of a stamp, depending upon the de-
mand for it, is largely regulated by the
ease with which the set to which it be-
longs can be compieted. If the collector, for
example, has all stamps of a certain is-
sue with the exception ot one, he will give
a larger price for that one than it would
otherwise bring. Stamp. collectors will tell
you that there is more damand where all
stamps of a particular issue are easily ob-
tainable with the exception of one or two.
Issues that are practically obsolete have no
active demand.

United States stamps of all kinds are in
greater demand than those issued by South
American countries. Of late there has been
a decided increase in the collecting of un-
used stamps, especially those of European
countries and the United States. Some of
the cancelled old German stamps that
can be bought for 5 cents will readily bring
$100 if in first-class unused -~ondition. In
other instances, the reverse is the rule.
Often a cancellation mark adds value to
a stamp. That is the case where few
stamps were issued before the iss~a was dis-
continned and those remaining were sold
to dealers. It is impossible to counterfeit
cancellation marks in such a manner as
to defy detection by experts. It has fre-
quently been tried, but has always falled.
South and Central American governments
frequently withdraw certain Issues and
dispose of the stock on hand to specula-
tors. Whenever this is done before many
stamps of that particular issue have been in
dirculation the postmark adds value to the
stamp. BEngraving companies have some-
times made contracts with small countries
to furnish them with a certain amount of
stamps free of cost, provided new designs
are ordered in a few months or a year. The
engravers repay themselves by selling a
small quantity to dealers at high prices.
That “expl«ins why some nations have
changed their stamps so often.

BORINGS IN THE HARBOR.

Citizens’ Committee on the Harbor Im-
provement Scheme Advance

A CONSTITUTIONAL QUESTION.

Can the Province Contribute Towards
the Cost of the Pacific Cable ?

To the Editor: Having in the columns of

the Globe opened up the hithertc moot
subject of the powers of the Pro-
viuce to make grants of money
to undertakings sueh -as the Pacific
cable, you will pardon me for referring to
your editorial of this morning. Having
once taken a position which 1 believe to
be right, I do not believe in surrendering
my opinions because somebody higher in
authority says I am wrong.

My contention has been that the province
cannot directly, indirectly or by virtue of
any sovereign, inherent or residuary powers,
make a grant in any form in any amount
for such a purpose as the Pacific cable.

In the first place, I have pointed out that
sections 91 and 92 of the B.N.A. act enumer-
ate the legislative powers of the Dominion
and the provinces, respectively, and that
within the latter are contained the powers
of raising a revenue by direct taxation and
licenses ‘‘for provincial purposes.” ‘Speak-
ing broadly, the powers of the Dominion
are general, and those of the provinces
limited to certain matters specifically de-
fined in such-sections 1 to 15 inelusive, of
section 92, and in sub-section 16 as ‘‘gener-
ally all matters of a merely local or pri-
vate nature in the province.”

I have shown, too, that the province by
sub-sections 2 and 9 of 92 is only empower-
ed to raise revenue ‘“for provineial pur-
poses,” and that by section 126 all revenues
are to-form part of the Consolidated Rev-
enue Fund, ‘‘to be appropriated for the
public service of the province.”

It only remains to be determined what
is meant by ‘‘for provincial purposes,” and
‘‘the public service of the provinee,” and
how far they were deemed to extend with-
in the meaning of the act. Sir John Bouri-
not says in his opinion, quoted in the Globe,
that whenever these words appear in the
act they “must be read in the light of such
divisions of power’ as are contained in
sections 91 and 92. In other words, the
Sscope of provineial expenditure is co-
extensive with provincial jurisdiction. The
Pacific cable and similar nndertakings are
specifically excluded by Sub-section 10 or
section 92 from coming among the subjects
concerning which the province may legis-
late. Quod erat demonstrandum.

I have refrained from discussing the
rights which the province inherited from
pre-confederation days or the residue- of
legislative authority not dealt with in sec-
tion 92, which enumerates the legislative
powers of the provinees. to which you re-
fer, because they in no way affect the
vital point. As you are perfectly well
aware, when a subject is explicitly excluded

question considerations of sovereign, in-

s

herent or residuary powers can in no way
alter the fact. It stands absolutely by
itself.

The province has sovereign powers as abso-
lute as to authority as the Dominion or
Great Britain, but soverelgn within the
four walls of the constitution; it has in-
herent rights, but they have been defined
to be those necessary for the existence of
the province as a political entity and the
proper exercise of its functions as such;
it has certain undefined residuary powers,
but they are held to be such as are ‘““merely
of a local and private nature in the prov-
ince.”

Sir John Bourinot states that any appro-
priation comes within the meaning and de-
finition of ‘‘provincial purposes’ or “‘public
service of the province” as soon as it is
authorized by vote of the constitutional
legislature, and you practically agree with
him when you say that ‘‘the provincial
legislature might acquire the right to deal
with provincial funds in any way by de-
claring the purpose to which they were
applied to be local.” Bearing in mind
that Sir John Bourinot has told us that
the words ‘‘provincial purposes” must be
read in the light of the division of powers
as between the provinces and the Dominion,
such an interpretation seems to involve the
right of the legislature to declare black |
white, and in reality indirectly to enlarge |
the scope of its own jurisdiction, which, of !
course, is impossible. It is an axiom of
Canadian constitutional law that if a prov- |
ince cannot legislate directly on a subject
it cannot do so indirectly, ‘

Sir John also holds that in any event by |
sub-section 3 of 92, which gives the power '
to borrow on its sole- eredit. the province
would have the power; but while the power
of borrowing without qualification existe,
the right to devote the revenue necessar -
to pay interest and sinking fund does no*
exist for other than “provineial purposes.”’

There is a broad, philosophical and states
manlike reason for the division of powers
between the Dominion and the provinces
in the way that has been made, into sub.
jects general and subjects “merely local and
private in the province.” Confederation is
an organic whole, the political functions
of which are divided and subdivided, a dis-
tinet line of demareation being drawn be-
tween each division with corresponding
limitations. Logiecally and reasonably their
spheres of action are distinet in every re-
spect. It was not o« utemnlated anv mors
than it is, in my opinion. permitted. that
provinces should assume obligations in re-
spect to matters over which the Domin.
ion has exclusive control. Otherwise we
might subject the people of the provinee, as
would occur in this case, to double or treble
or manifold taxation for an object for which
we should pay but one rate. The finance |
minister has not yet fuuy realized the |
differences which exist between a province
of a Dominion and a crowx eolony.

There are fornis of exnenditare resnacting |
which the sovereign righis, and inherent

and residuary powers of the province might
in exceptional cases be called into requisi-
tion. For instance, if great danger from
a foreign foe existed, the province out of
necessity and self-preservation of its peo-
ple might exercise its sovereign and in-
herent rights to any extent in providing
funds for defence. There are also other
ways in which on account of urgency or
necessity the provinces could and do ex-
ercise a discretion apart from legal limits,
which is never called into question.

A Pacific cable, however, stands away
far and wholly removed in every way from
such exceptional considerations, and as such
the expenditure required is <f a character
to render the province constitutionally, as
it is in fact, incompetent to undertake it.
