Statisteal Information of the Ares and
Condition of the Probable Vield.

Mr. Blue of the Ontario buresu of in-
dustries has issued s summary of the Aug-
ust report of the wheat orop of this pro-
vinoe:

fair, We have not yet sufficient dats to
sscertain confidently what an average wheat
crop in Ontario is, For this purpose it is
necessary to obtain retarns for s series of
successive years, Biviog i acourately ae
possible the screage and the produce for
each year, The presettt harvest is
probably below #n  aVerage over the
whole province, but no one can state posi-
tively whether it is or not, year,
socording to the statistios collected by the
bureau, the area under wheat was 1,77 ,387
acres, the produce 40,921,201 bushe
the average yield per acre 28 bushels, This
year the ares is 1,691,608 acres, the produce
{as estimated by corraspondénts) 27,808,303
bushels, and the average yield per acre 16
bushels. For the two years the average
would therefore be 19 7 bushels per’ acre,
It is prssible, however, that the results of
the threshing season may modify to some
extent the tigures for this year, The un-
even character of the orop makes it diffoult
to estimate the yield of fall wheat, and
spring wheat is liable to be affected by rust
and the atizox of inseots,

"Tne May report of the ?xmu showed
that in the western half of the province
fall wheat was dafiiaged to a seriods extent
diring the winter months, being either
frozen to death under & coat of ice and
sleet in the southern counties, or smother-
ed to death under a heavy covering of ice-
crusted snow in the narthern. It was also
injured in some localities by exposture to
spells of intense cold after the snow and ice
bad dissppeared, Toe low temperature of
April and May made the eondition of the
crop a disheartening odé to the farmer,
and much of it was in consequénce plough.
ed up or resown with other grain, g‘he re-
turns showing the area of fall wheat dealt
with in this way are somewhat imiperfect,
but in the Liake Brie, Lake Huron, West
Midland add Georgian Bay counties
it was mot less than 80,000
acred. In the eastern half of
the proyinge the wheat wintered remark-
ably well; dud the sfop 18 not mHch below
that of last year, The heavy rains of June
and July were favorable in promoting vig-
orous growth of straw, but in all sections of
the province correspondents report that the
excess of moisture has been aceom
with 1ust, In the western oounties, where
there is a great depth of alluvisl woil, the
rust has prodticed its worst affects, and the
grain is considerably shrunkem, In the
eastern counties, on the other hand, the in-
jury is comparatively slight., Insect pests
are not numerous, but the presence of the
midge and the Hessian fly is noted in dome
localities, With the fa¥orable bharvest
weather of the past three weeks the crop
willno doubt be hoased in good condition.

The breadth of spring wheat is nearly the
same as last year, although opera-
tions were hindered by rainy weather, On
all high or well.drained lands it made fine
progress  throughout July, and unless in.
Jjured by rust or insects it promises a larger
yield than last year's crop, The recent
cool ‘and bright weather has been very fa-
vorable to its maturity, bus the midge, the
weevil and the Hessian fly are reported in
all the best spring wheat districts, The ex-
tent of the damage dous by these pests,
however, cannot be fully known until the
grain is ripe, In the Lake Oatario district
the harvesting season will open about the
156th instant, and in the noitherly and
northeasterly districts about the 20th or
25th, This is about two weeks later than
the usual period of spring wheat harvest,

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A GOVERNMENT TELEGRAPH.

On the telegraph question the Montreal
Shareholder is sound. It says that Canada
owes it to herself, as a matter of national
self-respect, to wipe out the disgrace of
having the working of her telegraph sys-
tem dependent upon a foreign corporation
and a foreign brotherhood of operators.
Direct government intervention is the only
remedy for the present evil. To look to the
competition of new companies for relief
would be leaning on a broken reed. Our
contemporary says :—

““Experience has shown it to be hopeless
to look for auy redress at the hands of new
companies and the competition they might
for a time setup. We all know now but
too well what would be the infallible end of
that. A spasmodic energy—all simulated
—for a few weeks, ending by the new actor
on the sceme selling out its charter
a5 a big profit to the old monopoly,
thus grown more exacting and more unen-
durable than ever. Let the dominion gov—
ernment, then, backed as it now is by the
fall force of public opinion, 3eize 80 splendid
an opportunity to give body to the hint
thrown- out last season by Sir Cheres
Tupper as one of the possibilities, and let us
nave at once a national telegraphic system.
There is ;no opposition to dread, for the
ress of adl shades of opinion is singularly
united on this question. The majority in
parliament would be simply overwhelming.
T'he treasury will never be in a fitter con-
dition to meet a strain which need not
necessarily be very severe and will under
no circumstances be lasting, What does
the premier say aboutit?

The risks taken would probably be
much safer were they mcre widely distribut-
ed, though there might be more work of
detail in looking after them.

A DEAR CITY TO LIVE IN.

Toronto is getting to be a very dear city
to live in; unreasonably so when we consid-
er the tramsportation facilities it has, both
by rail and water. Everybody wants new
potatoes now, and plenty of them, but while
Motrealers are getting them at 45 cents per
bushel by the single bag, on the market,
Toronto people have to pay from 70 to 80
cents per bushel, Judging from the follow-
ing, which we clip from the Montreal Gazzatte,
potatoes appear tv be cheap, buth east and
west of us, eyerywhere but in Toronto:

Dealers here have received letters from
Detroit, Michigan, and other points in the
Western States, asking if there was any
outlet for their surplus stocks of early rose
in this market, but the replies thereto dis-
suad-d western shippers from sending their
potatoes to this market. We learn that a
shipment has been received in Toronto from
Cincionati, and parties here have been writ-
ten to from the former place to know if part
of it can be worked off in this market.
It is plain enough by this that
the Western States have more pofatoes
than they reguire. Quite a glut in the
supply has occurred in the Chicago market,
where carloads have been sold at 30c to
40c per bushel, and some lots have been
placed as low as 25¢ per bushel. With an
abundant crop in Canada and the United
States, the outlook favors low prices. Sales
of 0:d potatoes have been made in this
market duiing the past week of several
handred bags at 25¢c to 30: per bag, one
lot, which was soft and badly sprouted,
b inging only 20c. For these lots 702 to
752 per bag was refused some time ago.

OVERGROWN BANK CREDI'S.

Does experience show
the aggregate of losses to have been made
mostly on a great many small accounte, or
on afew very large ones? We feel guite
sure that any banker or business man who
can recall the events of the last twenty
years or %0 will -agree with us in saying
that bank disasters come mostly from
a fow large and dangerous accounts. This
was notorisusly the case with the old Bank
of Upper Canada, the Consolidated Bgnk,
the Gore Bank, and the Cousolidated Bank
at a more recens date, The Upper Canada
literally gave the biggest par: of ite capital
away to less than a dozen men, through po-
litical irfluence rather than on busincss con-
siderations, Oace upon a time the Detroit
and Milwaukee railway got a cool half-
millio from the Commercial Bauk at one
fu'l swoop. It is thought that the bank
had the Great Western railway as
security _for the loan, but, when
the papers came to be critically examined,
it was found that the Great Western was
nos held at all,

McGeoch fiasco, to the present time, there
has been a series of uufortunate ventures in
the shape of purchases which were repeat-
«ily made i the hope of recovering former
losses, but which were only aggravated - by
the disastrous *‘*bresks” which invariably
followed After each decline, it was con-
sidered a good upportunity to buy, aud few
were bold enough to make money by selling
short.

Chicago lard is retailed here at 18 cents
per pound, the wholessle price in Chicago
being 8} cents. Add 2 cents for duty, end
still the margin appears to be too mch
altogether. On lard sold in tine, be it re-
membered, the retailer loses mnothing in
weight. Provisions, we -see, are falling in
the great wholesale markets, but not a cent
does meat or butter fail in Toronto.

In a letter from England published the
other day it isstated that t“e mayor of
Stafford, determined to try wha$ could be
done to bring fish down from the
cnormous prices charged by the deal-
ers, brought a ton from one of
the ports at his own risk. The lot was sold
il immediately-to the people at twopence
per pound, the average price charged by
t e dealers before having been eightpence !
The experiment isto be repeated. And
the London Times is anthority for the state-
ment that the fish dealers of the great city
chai s by retail five times the cost of the fish
at the seaports, It.is evident that *‘pro-
tection” has nothing whatever to do with
the price of flsh in Eogland, or with 1he fact
that potatoes are nearly twice as dear in
Torouto as in Montreal, There is something
radially wrong with eur system of distribu.
tion somewhere, and a remedy for the evil
will have to be found ere long,
