O'CONNOR IN GOOD FORM,

The Champion to Row at Tacoma on May

24—-Confident of Beating Searle.

The World isindebted to Mr. Edwin Marlaw
of the United States Protective Bureau for a
copy of The Tacoma Ledger containing the fol-
lowing interview with the champion, William
O’Connor:

4 MARVELOUS FIND,
The Peeunliar Animal that Disturbed a
Young Lady's Slumbers.
[From The Woodstock Sentinel Review.]

The following remarkable story is taken
from The Wallaceburg Herald-Record and
the general accuracy 1s vouched for from
another source.

in there. . Finally, to comvince her restless
daughter of her mistake, Mrs. Thompson
emptied the feathers out of the pillow, and
to her great surprise found ome of the
greatest animal curiosities that has ever been
seen in this section. A reporter of The
Herald-Record  visited the Thompson’s
house yesterday morning, asked to see
the strange creatures, for the second one had
been found in another lot of feathers that had
been emptied from ticks and pillows.

At the request of the scribe Mrs. Thomp-
son brought forth the mysterious strangers,
which were encased in a Lkox of feathers,
An exact description
would be difficult for us to give our readers.
In the first place there is no sign of life in
either beyond the fact that both are sub-
stances that give forth a considerable heat.
The larger of the two is about the size of
an ordinary chicken at two months %ld.
The body 1s a hittle larger than an oyster aird
of a vyellowish white color. 0 head
or limbs can be found on " it, snd
the body itself is a shapeless mass. From
all parts of this peculiar creature’s body
bhair about & 100t long is growing.
The  hair is of a strange reddish
color and as stiff as & -hog's bristles.
Springiug from the body the hair grows
straight out about half an iuch and then
coils around the body m large circles. The
strange part of the matter is that from the
body and entwined in these coils of long hair
is growinr as pretty a coat of feathers
as ever a chicken boasted of. There is not
the least doubt in the world that the
feathers that the industrious creature uses
as a coat to its ungainly form are those of a
duck and had been put in the pillow last
spring by Mrs. Thompson. The feathery
covering ‘is handsomely made, The grey,
brown and white feathers are carefully
assorted and resemble an ordinary fowl’s
back., The whole mass is probably three
inches thick, eight inches in diameter and
about twenty in circumference. Being for
the most part feathers and hair the mass
would not weigh perhaps more than three-
fourhs of a ﬁmnd It is really a very peculiar
ammal and is a source of much wonder to the

heavy freight as coal carried 1n large, fast and-

expensive vessels. Such vessels can be used 1f
they are to be had, and if they “‘come bandy":
but that the coal trade must have them is 10t
of the essence of the cgngract. Coal is not
“*perishable freight,” as the term is generally
understood ; and to haveit delivered within
reasonable time will answer the trade very well.
Provided that they are safe, also.convenient
for both loading and unloading, vessels to
ship coal in need not _be either fast oF expen-
sive. It would not perceptibly advantage the
trade were coal carried in first-class ocean
liners going at a speed ‘of twenty knots,
