THE ARGENTINE CRISIS.

Pr. Celman Resigns the Presidency and Is
Succeeded by Dr. Pellegrini.

Paris, Aug. 5.—A despatch from Buenos
Ayres says the Foreign and Finance Minis-
¢ors have resigned.

VALPARAISO, Aug. 5—The President of
the Argentine Republic, Dr. Juarez Celman,
has presented his irrevocable resignation to
Congress, giving as his reason the political
and financial difficulties through which the
republic is passing. He has been succeeded
by the vice-president, Dr, Pellegrini.

LONDON, Aug. 6,—A Times despatch from
Buenos Ayres says: President Celman,
abandoned’ by FPellegrini
and Garcia and completely
has been forced to present his resignation
at a joint meeting -of the Chambers.
As Ceélman’s - partisans  still form a
majority his resignation is  possibly
a trick. The Chambers bave a constitu-
tional right to decide whether the
reasons given for the resignation
are sufficient ° for  its  acceptance.

Mount Athos, the Holy Mountain
of the Greek Church,, The fire has destroyed
the Iargest part of its wonderful forests. Of
the 20 Greék monasteries which have been
located upon the mountain for centuries,
most have been completely destroyed. The

The mountains of the district of Mount
Athos, near Salonica, are covered with vast
forests of pine, oak and chestnut, They are
6000 feet above the level of the sea, and dur-
ing the Middle Ages were dotted over with
hermitages and monasteries, 20 of which still
remain. The monks dwelling in the moun-
tains are said to number about 6000, from
Greece, Bulgaria, Roumania and Russia. No
females dre permitted to enter the peninsula.
The monks are ruled by an administrative
assembly composed of delegates chosen for a
term of four years, Some of the monasteries
had rich libraries and old and beautiful
manuscripts. - Several of the latter have
been photographed and deposited in the Mu-
seum of Moscow,

St. Jorns, Nfid., Aug. 5.—It is, of course,
too early to form an estimate of this sedson’s
cod fishery, but up to this date the news,
taken as a whole, is unfavorable.

CANADA’S WHEAT CROP,

According to present indications Canada
will have more wheat to export this
year than during any year in the history of
the country. ,The two provinces specially
interested in wheat growing, Ontario and
Manitoba, have excellent crops. In Ontario
alarge part of the crop is harvested and
some threshing has been done. In Manitoba
it is still in the fields, and all that is necessary
to mature the largest crop the province has
yet grown is two weeks of fine weather,

Ontario will have an enormous crop of fall
wheat. The low price of barley last year and
the uncertainty of United States legislation
regarding barley duties had the effect of
turning more attention to wheat. .The
acreage has been largely increased, and as it
was 820,637 last year it is probably not far
from. 1,000,000 this year. In 1887 it was
nearly 900,000, Added to the increased
acreage is the certainty of one of the
best crops in many years. The average yield
during the years from 1882 to 1888 was
18,778,000, but this year it is yery probable
that it will not be short of 25,000,000, Placing
the spring wheat crop at 9,248,000, the aver-
age for the years between 1882.8, the total
Ontario wheat crop will be over 34,000,000
bushels,

Manitoba gives every promise of being a
big wheat producer this year. According to
Government returns it has 746,058 acres
under wheat culture and the whole crop is
looking excellent. The assistant president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway estimates the
crop at 18,000,000 bushels and the Manitoba
Government computes it at 20,000,000 bushels.

THEY FAVOR A BUSINESS TAX,

Toronto Merchants Will Ask the Council
to Make o Change in the Assessment,
A meeting of the drygoods section of the

Board of Trade wus held yesterday after-

noon, Mr. Anderson in the chair, to discuss

the advisability of petitioning the City

Council to bring into effect sub-section 4 of

chap. 55 offthe Ontario Statutes, passed at

the last session of the Legislature. The clause
provides that in the case of persons carrying
on a mercantile business in a municipality
the council may pass bylaws substituting, in
respect of any class or classes of mercantile
business, a business tax for the taxes on so
much of the personal property of the rate-
payer as belonfs to -the business, provided

that such business tax does not exceed 714
er cent, of the annual value of the premises

in which the business is carried on.

Those present were unanimously in favor
of the adoption of the business tax,and a
committee was appointed to confer with
other sections of the board.
