Don improvement fight has commenced. 
That it will be a bitter one and result in the 
washing of not a little dirty municipal linen 
anyone at all posted on the mat­
ters in dispute has not the slightest 
doubt The history of the Don Improve­
ment Works from the year of starting, 1887, 
until the present time is replete with the 
most outrageous civic bungling, and now an 
appeal to the courts is the result. The sum 
involved amounts to a quarter of a million 
dollars, and the city’s case rests practically 
upon the evidence of ex-City Engineer 
Sproatt, Assistant City Engineer Cunning­
ham, and Engineer Spry, who had charge of 
the work.

Yesterday afternoon Bain, Laidlaw & Co,, 
acting for Randolph Macdonald and Man­
ning & Macdonald, contractors on the Don 
works, served two heavy writs on the city, 
returnable within ten days to the High Court 
of Chancery. The first writ amounts to 
197,800, and is on what is known as the Mac­
donald contract. This work extended from 
the Grand Trunk bridge below Eastern- 
avenue northerly to Gerrard-street, and is 
for balance due on work done and for breach 
of contract. It is charged by the 
plaintiff that progress certificates were 
issued and then 'revoked, that other 
accounts were cut down without 
cause, and lastly that certain works con­
tained in the contract were struck out and 
the contractor forbidden to proceed with 
them. All of which comes under the head 
of a breach of contract 

Writ No. 2 is in the' name of Alexander 
Manning and Randolph Macdonald, as con­
tractors for that section of the Don works 
northerly from the Gerrard-street bridge to 
Winchoster-street where the C.P.R. has 
thrown its viaduct across the river. This 
writ calls for $152,753, and among other 
itenô specifies that the city by curtailing the 
excavation of hard pan and shale in the 

channel from a depth of 12 
feet below zero to 8 feet has broken 
the terms of the agreement. Damages 
amounting to the prospective profits on this 
portion of the work form a serious portion 
of the big bill. Then there is the order of the 

City Engineer Sproatt cancelling certain 
ons of the cribbing and piling, and 
f damages are claimed by the contract- 
aecause, in anticipation of the heavy 

work, they had purchased expensive machin­
ery, which by the action of the Engineer 
was left unproductive on their hands. As 
already stated the sum total amounts to 
$250,622 and will be the biggest suit on 
record in the annals of the city.

Mrs. Durston's Farewell.
The parting of Mrs. Durston and Kemmler 

last evening brought out more strongly than 
anything else the stolidity and barrenness 
of the man’s mind. Though Kemmler’s 
crime pat him without the pale of ordinary 
sympathy the warden’s wife has throughout 
shown a deep interest in him and has sought 
to lead him into the light of religion. In the 
soft twilight last evening she went down the 
iron stairway fpr the last time to see the man 
whose beet frtrod she had been. Outside the 
cell door she stopped a moment and viewed 
the implement of death, the switch-board, the 
chair with its numerous straps and tbecruel- 
looking wires that seem so small and yet 

■ are capable of being charged with such a 
death-dealing power. Before her eyes shall 
behold them again they will be famous as 
having caused the first legal death by elec­
tricity. After viewing these things a mo- 

t, die stepped into the room where the 
•Mo men, Kemmler and Fish, are confined.

**I was afraid you would not come to bid 
• good-by," said Kemmler, “and I was 

watching to see you go to the depot. How 
■toe it looks outride.” Gazing through the 
little iron-barred window the view was 
lovely—a fountain tossing its cool spray up­
ward, a sweep of dark green lawn, vines and 
Sowers, and over all the heavens glowing 
.with the last light of day.

Mrs. Durston spoke to him of the beauties 
of faith, of the better life which he had 
entered on since coming to the prison and 
besought him to be brave. Kemmler shed 
no tears and was calm while the Warden’s 
wife talked of other matters He’ promised 
that in all things he would be true to her 
teachings. Then she took the doomed man’s 
hand and simply said: “Good-by, be brave, 
be strong and everything will come right” 

What a contrast the two presented. The 
woman arrayed in soft white garments, and 
the man in black. She to go out to a world 
of pleasure, and he to count the few hours 
until he is called out to die. What man with 
broader views of life than he that would not 
shrink under the thoughts that such a part­
ing would awaken. But Kemmler showed 
no" emotion. A little later Mrs. Durston 
went through the gateway and walked to 
the depot Kemmler watched by the win­
dow until the train steamed away and then 
turned to Daniel and remarked: “I am 
hungry now and want a good supper."

Electrician Barnes of Rochester, who has 
been working so hard here at the prison on 
the electrical machine, will not be admitted 
to witness the execution. This was decided 
on to-night chiefly because of an interview 
published in The Rochester Post Express in 
which Barnes said the man who would pull 
the lever lived in Auburn.

DENISON AND MOW AT.
The World at the present moment does not 

wish to discuss the issue between Police 
Magistrate Denison and the City, but we do 
wish to direct the attention of the people of 
Ontario to a serious matter in which they 
are interested and which has cropped out in 
this discussion.

For fifty years Reformers have been 
preaching in this country the doctrine of 
“ Responsible Government,” “ No Taxation 
without Representation’’ and “ Our Munici­
pal Institutions the Bulwark of our Free­
dom.”

The greatest sinner against these grand old 
principles, which were vindicated by Bald­
win and Brown, has been Oliver Mowat, who 
claims to be their political heir.

He has steadily robbed the municipalities 
Of their powers. Look at the list of these 
usurpations that mark the statute book in 
his reign of eighteen years. He has taken 
away from the councils the targe number of 
appointments that they formerly controlled. 
He meditates the taking over of those that 
have been left

But not only has he taken away the ap­
pointment to these offices but he has made 
the laio so that the municipalities must 
continue to pay the salaries. All these tat 
offices that be. has been distributing among 
his followers for service to himself as politi­
cal chief are paid for by the people.

Mowat appoints the public officials and the 
municipalities pay the fees. .

Mowat appoints his son Sheriff of Toronto ; 
the people of Toronto pay him $10,000 fees.

Mowat appoints Wfakiifleld Sheriff of York, 
Badgerow County Crown Attorney, Gordon 
Brown Surrogate Clerk, Peter Ryan Regis­
trar, A. M. Row County Court Clerk, Peter 
Small Bailiff, Col. Denison Magistrate and 
a host of others, but the people of this city 

. and county pay the tees and salaries.
And we who pay the feee and salaries have 

not a word to say bnt pay up. We are 
taxed but have no voice. It is taxation 
without representation with a vengeance.

Mr. Mowat as a Reformer was in duty- 
bound to wipe out such abuses. He has in­
creased them a hundredfold. What he has 
done in York and Toronto he has dime all 
over the provtooa.

And now to come he* to CoL Denison. 
In his letter to the Mayor he practically tells 
the city to go to Halifax, that he is no 
official of theirs and they have no jurisdic­
tion over him, that all they have to do is to 
pay his salary and not to attempt to discipline 
him,as he is a Provincial Government official. 
We very much mistake the temper of the 
people of this province if they will continue 
to see this sort of business carried on before 
their eyes much longer. We believe that the 
electors will insist on wiping out these offi­
cials who live on fees, and that they will in­
sist that whoever has to pay the salary will 
have the right to name the salary-holder.

And yet men calling themselves Reformers 
are doing these wrongful acts to-day, and 
other Reformers stand by and utter no pro­
test, and Reform journals in large numbers 
find no time to expose these breaches, though 
they devote a great dealot attention to much 
less serious sins laid to the charge of their op­
ponents.

In 1889 the total in­
vestment was $9,680,943,249. Of the 161,397 
miles of railroad in operation qt the cloee 
of tile year 1889, 5761 miles were con­
structed daring the year. The rate of in­
crease is 4.06 per cent In 1889 there were 
8000 miles of railroad not in operation at 
the close of the company’s fiscal year. The 
tabulations presented iu the manual for 1889 
do not cover the same period as in 1888, ow­
ing to the adoption of the Interstate Com­
merce Commission’s fiscal year by a targe 
number of railroads throughout the country. 
If the railroad companies continued to report 
for the same fiscal years as formerly these 
great totals would be increased, and the con­
servative estimate places the probable earn­
ings tor the year under such conditions at 
$1,970,000,000.

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CANADA’S WHEAT CHOP.
According to present indications Canada 

will have more wheat to export this 
year than during any year in the history of 
the country. .The two provinces specially 
interested to wheat growing, Ontario and 
Manitoba, have excellent crop*. In Ontario 
a large part of the crop to harvested and 
some threshing has been done. In Manitoba 
it to still in the fields, and all that to necessary 
to mature the largest crop the province has 
yet grown to two weeks of fine weather.

Ontario will have an enormous crop of fall 
wheat. The low price of barley last year and 
the uncertainty of United States legislation 
regarding barley duties had the effect of 
turning more attention to wheat. The 
acreage has been largely increased, and as it 
was 826,537 last year it to probably not far 
from 1,600,000 this year. In 1887 it was 
nearly 900,000. Added to the increased 
acreage to the certainty of one of the 
beet crops in many years. The average yield 
during the years from 1882 to 1888 was 
18,778,000, but this year it to very probable 
that it will not be short of 25,000,000. Placing 
the spring wheat crop at 9,248,000, the aver­
age for the years between 1882-8, the total 
Ontario wheat crop will be over 34,000,000 
bushels.

Manitoba gives every promise of being a 
big wheat producer this year. According to 
Government returns it has 746,058 acres 
under wheat culture and the whole crop to 
looking excellant The assistant president of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway estimates the 
crop at 18,000,000 bushels and the Manitoba 
Government computes it at 20,000,000 bushels.

If straws show which way the wind blows, 
Canada will send her ships abroad well laden 
with this year’s grain. The total Canadian 
erop will probably be considerably to excess 
at so onn nm v~—v—l.

Ontario College of Pharmacy commenced 
yesterday in the qbllege rooms, these gentle­
men being in attendance : John A. Clark, 
president, Hamilton ; John J. Hall, vice-pre­
sident, Woodstock ; G. 8, Hobart, Kingston;

After waiting until the weather 
had somewhat moderated we continued our 
course, but again encountered a frightful 
gale, which put us in considerable peril, and 
arrived at a place of shelter about four miles 
from the Humber, where an old man took 
charge of our wet clothes and acted with 
a kindness and humanity in singular con­
trast with the treatment we received from the 
manager at Long Branch, in which he ap­
parently was acting contrary to the feelings 
of all who witnessed what took place.

Toronto Merchants Will Ask the Connell
to Make a Change In the Assessment.
A meeting of the drygoods section of the 

Board of Trade was held yesterday after­
noon, Mr. Anderson in the chair, to discuss 
the advisability of petitioning the City 
Council to bring into effect sub-section 4 of 
chap. 55 of* the Ontario Statutes, passed at 
the last session of the Legislature. The clause 
provides that in the case of persons carrying 
on a mercantile business in a municipality 
the council may pass bylaws substituting, in 
respect of any class or classes of mercantile 
business, a business tax for the taxes on so 
much of the personal property of the rate­
payer as belongs to the business, provided 
that such business tax does not exceed 7% 
per cent, of the annual value of the premises 
in which the business is carried on.

Those present were unanimously in favor 
of the adoption of the business tax, and a 
committee was appointed to confer with 
other sections of the board.
