SIGNIFICANT MOVES DURING THE

The Doubling of the Strength of the
Russian Forces on the Polish Fromtier
and Activity Among Troops Garrison-
ing the Principal Fortified Places in
Friince Regarded as Ominous.

Loxpox, April 7.—Advices from the principal
capitals of Europe show that the political -situ-
ation is regarded as serious by leading statesmen
and dipiomats. Several significant moves have
been made -during the past few days.
The action of the Russian authorities
in doubling the strength- of the Russian
forces in' Volhynia is gravely discussed. The
greatest activity prevails among the troops gar-
risoning the principal fortified places in France.
The troops are being continualiy drilled in
military tactics and h:ve been subjected to a
series of night alarms. The Pesther Lloyd states
that according to semi-officiel news from Berlin
the general European situation is regarded in the
German capital as threateoing.

The North German Gazette to-day, referring to
the rumors current, deni s that internal relations
are not Fnclﬂc. adding: “Everything justifies the
hope of the permanence of peace. The whole
strength of the nations of Europe ought to be
devoted to economic developments.™

P. T. BARNUM IS DEAD.

The Prince of Showmen Passed Away at

Bridgéport, Conn., Last Night

Full of Years.

BRIDGEPORT, Ct., April 7.—~Phineas P. Barnum,
the prince of showmen, died last night. The im-
mediate cause of his death was
la grippe, from which he had
been suffering for some days
past. Mr. Barnum was born
at Bethel, Conn., July 5, 1810,
his father being an innkeeper.
‘When 19 years of age Barnum
became editor of The Herald
of Freedom, published in Dan-
7 bury, Conn. In 1885 he made his
first venture in the show line by exhibiting a col-
ored woman named Joyce Heath as the nurse of
George Wash The receipts soon t
ed to $1500 & wee:. He continued in tne show
business with varying success uctil 1842, when
his discovery and exhibition of Charles S. Strat-
ton, known as * Tom Thumb," brought the great
showman into world-wide repute. Barnum was
the origi of the far-famed ‘‘woolly horse.”
He brought Jenny Lind to America in 1850 and
the receipts for this venture amounted to $700,000.
Since then he has been the best known showman
in the world. He was a writer of no mean’ ability
and contributed letters to the press as recently as
las” week. Among his published works ure ‘“The
Humbugs of the World,” among whom, he
proudly boasted, he was the greatest. The
American nation pointed to Phineas T. as one of
the grandest products of the country. He leaves
many imitators, but there never was but one

um.

Mr. Barnum died at 6.22 o’clock in the presence
of his grief-stricken family. During Mr. Bar-
num’s illness, which begun 21 weeks ago last
Friday. there were frequent fluctuations in his
condition,from each of which he rallied, although
in each instance with slightly lower vitality. )
seemed to realize he could not live much longer
and spoke of the a%proscbinf end with -
ness. Barnum  wished his funeral to be pri-
vate and unostentatiou® He directed that the
interment should be in the Mountain Grove
Cemetery, where several years ago he erected a

defensive basis without territorial ch and
the compact will be signed very shortly.

bye and left the bench for the last time. Justice
Stephen’s wifeand other members of his family
who were present were also overcome with emo-
tion as the veteran judge expressed his thank:

THE 15 CENT AN HOUR BYLAW,

Ald, Hall Brings Up a Motion Asking That
It be Rescinded.

The Board of Works met yesterday. There
was one feature in the proceedings which acted
somewhat as a damper on the aldermen. There
was no engineér’s report, a thing without a pre
cedent in its history. It is true there was one
clauge which was dignified by the name of a re-
port. It dealt with the claim -of Mrs. Nightingale
for alleged damage to her property in Avenue-
road by the raising of the grade on that thorough-
fare. The Engineer held that instead of being

the property was enhanced in value

and suggested that Judge Macdougall be ap-

pointed sole arbitrator in the matter. This was
consented to.

:Tenders are to be asked for cement, and the

Engineer was instructed to report upon the pro-

bable life of granolithic and stone pavements, it

[ being the impression of the board that eight

years would be the proper term over which the
assessment for the former class of pavement
should be spread.

Ald. Hall movede that the 15 cents an hour by-
law be rescinded, on the grounds, among others,
that the fixing the price of labor is detrimental
to the interest of all parties, including the work-
ingman, preventing competition, attracting
labor from other cities where wages are lower
and pauperizing the older and more incompetent
wmen,

Ald. Orr stated that the bylaw had been
adopted at the instance of the Trades and Labor
Council and Knights of Lavor, and until these
bodies asked for the rescinding of the bylaw it
should not be disturbed. !

Ald. Allen said that he for one would never
interfere with the bylaw. Ifa man was not
worth 15 cents an hour he was not worth any-
thing, and as for the old men argument they
should be sent to homes where they could be
attended to.

Ald. George Verral thought this subject should
be discussed in council rather than in the Board
of Works.

Ald. Macdonald took a different view. The by-
law had been born in the board and should be
settled by it.

Ald. Hall explained that the city is being
crowded with men from other cities, who are
crowding oul citizens. Toronto was getting the
reputation of paying high wages, and the labor
market is becoming congested.

The Chairman fina.ly persuaded Ald Hall to
allow the motionstand as a notice of motion,
Ald. Bailey protesting that he wanted it settled
right away, stating that he would never consent
to have the bylaw touched.

The engineer’s applicati.n for an interim ap-
propriation of $25,000 having been thrown out by
the council, the City Treasurer will be askedto
ind a way outof the difficulty, if possiole. A
special meeting is to be b id at the call of the
chair to consider the telephone war.

INSPECTOR HUGHES DISHED.

Brought Under Governmeént Control —
Architect” Waite Before the Public
Accounts Committee,

The Assembly was occupied most of yesterday
with Mr. Ross’ bills with regard to education.
The feature of the discussion was the attack
made on the minister's bill respecting the high
schools by Mr. Gibson (Huron), one of the oldest
and most prominent of the Government
supporters. The bill, he said, provided
for the  establishment of too many
high schools, espécially in the rural dis-
tricts. The counties paid too much to high schools
for the benefit they received. There was no use
denying the fact that the receipts and exgendi-
ture of the Province were equal. [Loud Oppo-
sition applause.] There was no place where they
cquld more justly begin economy thinon the
high school expenditure. He hoped the Minister
would tone down the clauses going in the wrong
direction.

In running over the provisions of the Public

Schools Bill, Mr. Ross touched on one which
seems to have a local bearing. Inspector James
L. Hughes will not again be able to take the
stump ag: the Government. Heretofore only
county inspectors have been subject to dismissal
by the Government. The new bill provides that
inspectors in cities and in towns separated from
the county shall also be subject to dismissal by
the Lieutenant-Governor in council or by a ma-
?orky of the members of the board, in case of
nefficiency or misconduct, r by a vote of two-
thirds of the board without cause. Mr. Ross,
bearing Inspector Hughes’ case in mind,said that
it had me necessary that all inspectors should
be under the control of the Government. The
efficiency of town and city inspectors would not
be impaired by bringing them under the same
rules as county inspectors.

During the eveninf Mg. Ross sald the Govern-
ment had not complain the action taken by
the inspector for Toronto. They did not suffer
politically through it. But his course was unwise
and not in the interests of the public  schodls of
the city. It was not a good example. Mr. Ross
said he would make the same remark of any in-
spector who would take the same course. If they
were to pay for certain s=-vices they must have
certain control ove 'ring the services.

Mr. Whitney endeavored to ascertain the
particulars of the award of the competition of
plans in which Mr. Waite was successful. but Mr.
Fraser objected that the committee had no juris-
diction as to the policy of the Government in the
matter of the emf)loyment. of the arch.tect. It
was concerned only in the actual expenditure.

In reply to questions Mr., Waite said the con-
tracts would be completed for the balance due
the contractors. There would be no extras.

Mr. Whitney wanted to know how much the
buildings woul1 yet cost before ready for occupa
tion, but Mr. Fraser objected that it would not be
in the public interest to answer such a question
at present. The department was now calling for
tenders for heating, plumbing,jcopper work, ete.,
and it might not be in the public interest to let
the tenderers know what the department thought
would be the probabla cost of these items. With
this scanty information the committee had to be
satisfie1, and adjourned.

If all the world is seeking for a new thing,
some information that a World reporter
has obtained, must prove absorbingly in-
teresting. The evolution of man from an
inferior race is scarcely more wonderful than
the evolution of ideas and appliances which,
in. the various stages of man’s development,
indicate his progress. The believers in the
transmigration of souls held that that which
was good progressed through various animals
until it finally abode in the highest type of
man. Spidéas have come up through the
various stages of human development, and
the same idea followed through the centuries

- is often found to be as much' the cause of the
progress succeeding its enlargement as to be
the result of superior knowledge. One can,
therefore, believe in the transmigration of
the soul of an idea, even if asa doctrine it
cannot be accepted in religion.

A charter has been granted for a power
company, beginning at Buffalo and following
tdown the river to a deep cut and tunnel,
which is to convey the water back to the
river below the Falls. Thehead racesrunning
into this main artery are to furnish the ex-

ted power to an immense number of mills
and factories which are making, and are ex-
pected to make, the shore of the river from
the city to Niagara Falls one almost con-
tinuous town. This enterprise is to cost, if
built, $4,000,000, and it is generally con-
sidered that these figures greatly underesti-
- inate the work. : )

Another charter is being applied forat
Albany to construct, & canal on the Ameri-
can side, from Gill Creek, near La
Salls, to a point where it will pour
over the escarpment at Lewiston and
furnish water for a city which itis hoped
to establish in the valley below, at the same
time to irrigate the thousands of acres of
fruitland which le between the village
named and Youngston, opposite Niagara-on-
the-Lake.

_Still another scheme is being mooted for
digging a canal from near Tonawanda to
Lake Ontario via Lockport, which is expect-
ed to cost, if built, for sufficient water for
fifty thousand horse power, $3,500,000.

There 1s a tunnel scheme on' the Canadian
side which, as yet, has assumed no
deflnite shape, but simply adds evi-
dence that the foasibility of finding
customers for power has attracted the
attention of local capitalists. The msin
scheme, and the ome which promises to be
most successful of all those which have yet
been offered to the public, is that -of
the Niagara and Queenston Land and
Electric Company (limited). Its 'promoters
have obtained a charter, the particulars of
‘which appear elsewhere, for

their supplies of coal, and even the pr
of coal wasfailing'to be as attractive asit
once was, when natural gas for a while be-
came so plentiful, though neither was ever
able to supplant water power as the cheapest
motor for machinery. In New England and
all through the manufacturing states water
power was one of the most valuable assets
and power companies utilized every pound of
energy they could chain, renting it to mills
at so much a horse-power per annum, the
price averaging in the neighborhood of $40.
Thus the water power of the New England
states made vast fortunes for the companies
which controlled the privilege, and a know-
lege of the revenues derived in those locali-
ties turned the eyes of many manufacturers to-
wards the falls of the Genesee and Niagara,the

1t must not be forgotten that evem now the
road from Niagara Falls to Queenston passes
a half a dozen litgle mills which are run by
water from rude and leaky fumes, that
the locality provides more than any ofher
locality within the knowledge of the writer,
the material for building at the least possible
expense, a great and handsome city. The
escarpment at Q ston fs now per ted
by the quarries of those who are making a
cement, second only to the celebrated Port-
haen brand; the Grand Trusk Railway
has built a spur, which is mainly used for
the rtation of the splendid stone out
of which the locks of the Welland Canal
were constructed. Lime and first-class brick
clay are also to be found in inexhaustible
quantities. Such factors in  the. crea-
tion of & city, as far as building material is
conocerned, could not be exceeded.

If he pays two hundred dollars—on
the instalment plan—he is notlured into buy-
ing a lot by the promise of millions of water
power and improvements galore which may
fade away after he has had his capital frozen
into cold and waproductive earth. He sim-
ply deposits his money in a triist company
which is recognized by the Court of Chan-
cery as a proper trustee for investing the
funds of minors., In fact this trust com-
pany is such and its officers and capital such
that everyone has confidence in it, and if the
promoters of the enterprise do not do as they
agree

The Investor Oan Withdraw His Oash
and receive interest at as a rate as he
would receive in a savings bank. Indeed,
it would pay those who are hoarding upa
little sum of money to deposit it with this
trust company, which is as well-estab-
lished and reliable as any of our banking in-
stitutions, and await developments; fora
town lot which costs but $300—this is the
price of the Ilots—may very easily
develop into one'worth $2000, and real es-
tate be yet cheaper in Queenston than in any
other town which has anything like such op-
portunities,

But where do the promoters magke their
money, is a natural guestion. If they can
cause a city tobe built, and insure its per-
manence and attractiveness from the sales of
land, they will secure oustomgers for their
power, which will obtain for them a revenue
that will be

| will be net profit. Of course it is inconceiv-
|| able that this amount will be sold for the

first few years, yet it is also inconceivable
that with such advantages any power will
go to waste when once the manufacturing
public understands the availableness of the
energy and the magnificent locality of the
city. It is reasonable that the promoters of
an enterprise which contains an unending
franchise much more valuable than Toronto’s
street railway has been in the past, will be
willing to invest a large amount in obtaining
customers, nor should it be difficult to obtain
those customers when the water power is be-
ing offered at a reduction of 75 per cent. on
what is being charged elsewhere, from what
indeed it costs elsewhere, to furnish power
by coal or electricity.

No greater guarantee of the belief of the
company in the stccess of their enterprise
can be afforded than the fact that they are
giving everything but their water power
franchise to the public. They care for nothing
else but to have a city es and in-
dustrial enterprises inaugurated which will
buy their power at $10 per horse power per
annum, though the same power is being sold
as will be shown in a list all over

The success of that feature of their scheme
will altogether depend upon the size of the
city and manufacturing centre they can
establish, for what use will be their
power if there be no one there to use
it? Looking to this result, thi§ wealthy
corporation have already their in-
tention of adding to the attractiveness of
the venture, as they profitably can, by bonus-
ing enterprises to such an _extent that with-
out' any immediate loss and in view of large
prospective gains they can remove them-
selves from their present situation to the
M t City of Canada. If by this and
all the other methods which capital and the
approbation and co-operation of the public
can bring to bear a large city is establishied,
The Profits of the Promoters

will be immense and yet it will not be an op-
pressive monopoly, for no landholder or

Look for a moment at the position of each
proprietor of real estate. The taxes will be
nominal, the most expensive features of con-
ducting a community will be obviated inso-
much as there will be no changes. Electric
light will probably.be 50 per cent. cheaper
than in Toronto; the waterworks and all the
connections being in at the beginning, will
not mean more than two or three dollars a
year to the average consumer. Drainage on
the banks of the Niagara will mean scarcely
anything.
