The grave
that he 'violated was that of the Baroness
Roche-Tailie in the St. Jean Bonnefonds
Cemetery. 4

Among the persons he is accused of hav-
ing killed were a man named Brunel, known
as the hermit of Chambles, and two ladies
named Marcon at St. Etienne.

Jumes - Beala, the man wwho assisted
Ravachol in the dynamite out-
rages- committed a short time ago
in Paris, and Rosalie Soubere Bealas’ mis-
tress were also. arraigned with Ravachol,
charged with aiding and abetting him in
the murder of one of the Mesdames
Marcon. '

Ravachol - was examined at great length
by the judge concerning the crimes of
which he 1s accused. He"confessed that he
had murdered.the hermit of Chambles, and
said he had obtained from the premises
occupied by his victim the sum of 31,250
francs. He declared that he stole to save
hiniself from death by starvation and to aid
thé Anarchists. !

i CH1CAGO, June 21.—The Democratic Na-
tional Convention on its opening day has
not the interest of the convention held two
weeks ago at Minneapolis.

They
claimed, even an hour before the
pomination was made, that they had
hopes of success. ~ The men who
have been fighting Cleveland most bittetly
have given up all hope to-day. They have
even stopped the shouting of their follow-
ers in the corridors of the hotels, and the
convention opens as ' tamely almost as the
Cleveland ratification meeting at St. Louis
four years ago. Tammany men did not
give up the battle until an early hour this
morning. They have not made a formal
surrender yet, but as the various state
delegations determined one by onme to
support Cleveland® as a unit, the anti-
Cleveland case grew more and mwore
hopeless, and when the news | that
Illinois had Tefused to break from
its instructions came in the battle wasover.
Only two favorite sons remain in the fight
uncompromisingly, Hill and Boies.

The general air of quietude about the
Tammany and Hill headquarters this morn-
ing was indicative of defeat, and it was
noticeable that the leaders made no more
claims of any chance of winning for Mr.
HilL
New York city stood in the waiting room
of the State Committee and* said, ‘“We’
might as well take our medicine gracefully.
We are beaten out of sight and the only
thing to do is to turn in and elect Cleve-

A gentleman of so retiring a disposition
that he has omitted to give his name con-
tributes an article to the June number of
The Westminster Review. Every other
article in the book is duly fathered, but this

particular one, whose value would be largely

affected by the knowledge of its author, re-

mains unvouched for, If the paper was the
relation of a series of scientitic facts, for
example, the absence of a name at its close
would be of no importance, but ina contri-
bution largely composed of opinions #ud
assertions the identity of the writer is a mat-
ter of considerable importance. Althouzt.x.
of .course, we have no assurance on this
point there is no
the section of the body politic from
which the article, *Cross Currents
of Canadian Politics,” emanates. It contains
all the gloomy colors with which the writings
and speeches of Liberal editors and politi-
cians have made us familiar. Every possible
item that can be made to tell against our
,present or our future is arrayed in a por-
tentous mass and thrown in our faces, Ac-
cording to these writers Canada is the }x)ost
unsavory land on earth. Iti8 plunged in an
Scean of corruption; its fiscal holicy js rapid-
ly ruining and depopulating thé country;
the masses are plundered and impoverished
by the manufacturers; our colonial status

has killed patriotism and base self-interest is

the watchword of our politicians.
And what is the panacea for all
these 1lls — unrestricted reciprocity.
The writer in The Westminster rings the
changes on these familiar topics, whicb.,
while very jejune to our ears, may possess a
measure of novelty to a large portion of the
readers of The Review. How different this
picture to that presented in the annual re-
ports of the bank managers, whose utter-
ances have been appearing in the columns of
The World for the past fortnight! Theseare
the father confessors of trade. Their posi-
tion gives them an insight to the most se'cret.
places of business, and while their views
are characterized by mercantile conserva-
tism and caution, they are, neverthe-
less, quite optimistic in regard o “the
prospects of the country and its businéss.
‘We sincerely prefer to pin our faith to ithe
sstimates of these gentlemen rather than to
the doleful wailings of the clique of disap-
pointed politicians of whom this writer is
the mouthpiece. i

It is merely necessary to refer to one other
point ixn this article. There are the usual
preachments on the essential unity of the
continemt. Then it is deplored that the two
halves are divided by mutually hostile
tariffs, and the reader of the article might
rise from its perusal with the idea that for
this state of affairs Canada was responsible.
Now, what are the facts? Is it not a fact
that we have done everything that a self-
respeeting community could do to secure
harmonious relations, tiscal  and otherwise ?
Impossible conditions bave heen attached by
our American friends to the establishment
of closer trade relations, and perfarce
we have gone on in the even
tenor of cur way. For years while
their tariff against us was prohibitory ours
was the most modest kind of a revenue
tariff, There was not during that time any
signs that our longsuffering would eventual-
ly mitigate their protective defences against
us. “At that time we had absolutely norhing
to offer them in exchange for favors, Now
we have,and we have decidedly more chance
of securing fiscal concessions than we had in
the days when our merkets were an ., open
ground to them while theirs were hermeti-
cally sealed against us.

on Record,

The rainfall Sunday night was the heaviest
in 50 years with one excepiion. 'Vhe flgures
compiled at the- Observatory proves this.
Duting the first 25 minutes of the storm
1.44 inches of water fell. During the next
15 minutes 0.07 inches fell, and in 23
minutes after 0.81 was added. The re-
mainder of the evening added 0.10, bringing
the fotal for the evening up to 2.42. . The éz-
ceptional case noted was June 11, 1890, when
1.80 inches fell in 28 minutes, For June the
fall has been 3.73 inches, or 0.82 above the
average. Among the big day’s rainfalls are
Sept. 14, 1843, 3.45 incpes; Oct. 16, 1848, 3. 16
inches; Nov. 2, 1861, 3.13 inchés, and Aug.
4, 1878, 8.45 inches.  This storm was accom-
panied by hail that did much damage to
glass throughout the city. The greatest
day’s rain since that time was on Sept. 14,
1888, when 2.88 inches fell, and Aug. 9, 1801,
when 2,44 inches came down.

EDWARD BLAKES FAMILY

INTERESIING DETAILS OF
ORIGIN OF THE RACEL,

1HE

They Were With the Irish Patriot Party
at the Time of the Union—Edward’s
Ancestor Could See Nothing But Dis-
uster in the Dissolution of Ireland’s
Parliament,

Editor World: May I ask you to make a
few corrections in the column of yesterday’s
Wotld beaded *‘Edward Blake’s Genealogy,”
and, if your space permits, to add also a few:
remarks? Although the subject is not one that
possesses at present very great interest it
will, I am satisflod, in the near future. You
are wrong fin attributing the origin of the
family to Richard Caddill, alias Blake. I
think it is the Burkes that are eatitled to
that honor, If such had been the case the
names Richard and Caddill. would certainly
have been perpetuated and have reé-appeared
in the family records. Diligent search so
late as 1877 failed to reveal at any time.a
single - Richard Blake or a Caddill Blake
amongst the race, and even amongst the
Eoglish Wiltshire family, a branch of the
(Galway stock, no such names appear. There
jssome doubt as to whether the family are
of Pheenician origin, inasmuch as the crest
is that of a Phcenician sacred animal, the
cat. The records indicate that the founder
of the
named Ap-Lake, who migrated to the
West of lreland “and established a
listle -palatinate of his n, probably
in the Phoenician era. T%.e péver was
“Castlegrove,
although that is a name well and favorably
known in Canada. The estate of Castle-
grove in Galway was never without a
Dominick Edward Blake as owner for many
hundreds of years, until 1840 or there-
abouts,.about which time the estate was sold
under the Encumbered Estates Act to repay
mortgage’ money chiefly raised and spent
for the purpose of alleviating the famine
amoungst the peasantry in the west of Ire-
land. The bones of the remote ancestors of
the Castlegrove family lie in a tomb deep
beneath the square tower of Castlegrove,
which, like other structures of the kind,
is  undoubtedly of Pheenician origin.
On the storm lintels of the door sppear the
letters, rudely scratobed as by a schoolboy
with a penknife, D.E.B., 1767. An ancient
tradition that treasure was buried 'beneath
the tower led to.an excavation being made
somo time in the seventies, which revealed
the ancient family tomb and the dis-
covery of inscriptions in Latin aund
dates, proving it to have been fhe
burial place of the Castlegrove Blakes
from remote ages. 'The quotation you muke
from Moore, in which be refers to the
Blakes and O’Donnels, and to the shamrock
of Erin and the Olive of Spain—doubtless
indicated a knowledge on his part that
members of both families ~migrated
to Spain, as the fact was, History attests
their deeds there. FAn O'Donnel was a grand
marshal of Spain, and Generals Blake and
Castanos led the Spanish contingents of the
armies, under the direction of the Duke of
Waellington, during the Peninsular campaign.
There are many branches of the family, but
the Blakes of Castlegrove, Oranmore and
Menlo seem to be the best known.

& The Hume Family.

Your: feference to the Humes is correct,
except'that some of the family were Earls of
Charlemont. You should have said March-
mont.. The lrish Humes were _directly de-
scended from the Humes of Wedderburn
and Polwarth, Berwickshire, Scotland, whose
descent is traced from Eric, the Norse
Viking, through his son Malcolm, King of
Scotland, and these families number
amongst their distinguished members the
Black Douglas arid the Earls of Home, Dun-
bar and Marchmont, whilst they were nearly
allied to King Robert Bruce,and some 16
peers and peeresses of England trace descent
to the same source at the present day.
The Earl of Arran commanded the
famous Scottish guard in the service of
Lonis XIIL. of France and his lieutenant,
General Alexander Hume, second son of Sir
David Hume of Wedderburn, is mentioned
in Coligny’s commentaries as having saved
France at a critical moment during a great
battle.

So when Edward Bleke takes the oath asa
member of the Imperial House of Com-
mons in obedience to a summons em-
anating from- the descendants of those
who thought as his forefathers thought, vis.:
that the union with England would be dis-
astrous, and prepared, as they were by par-
liamentary methods, 10 oppose and undo the
wrongs enacted, the infloences of blood and
heredity you mention become more obvious.
Further, he will not be out of his element,
but, connected with many of the greatest
old families of the country, will be able to
exercise an influence that no other person
without such qualifications could.

Many of those opposed to Home Rule as
they understand it now may acquiesce in a
measure giving to Ireland that control of
local affairs to which she is clearly entitled.
And casual visitor to Ireland “cannot fail to
be impressed with the idea that there exists
more serious and deeper dause for discontent
than appears at thie. surface/in connection
with tenants’ rights.

Self-rule in local matters for Ireland, Eng-
land and Scotiand, representation according
to population for tne various colonies in a
national Wittenagemote are measures even
now recognizeG to be nacessary for the pre-
servation of Imperial unity.

It is & difficuit task, worthy of a descen-
dant of one of King Arthur’s knights. For
who else would have the courage to enter
into controversy with people more distin-
g{xished for knock-down arguments than
cold logic? Fight as they may among them-
golves it may be that the man from Ameriky
imay command some show of reason and re-
spect. Apart from the vast advantage bis
descent and family connections give bim
there is no one t,o-dny living better qualified
than Edward Blake to advocate the changes
necessary to the preservation of the empire
and the settlement of the Irish guestion.

Should he succeed the old Irish story,
“I'hat there will be no luck in the country
till the old families return,” will be a pro-
phecy verified. * Whetber he succeeds or 1ails
the hearts of Irishmen are with him, and he
will hereafter be known by -the greatest of
titles as The Blake.

A WAKE SMOKELESS QHICAGO FUEL
COMPANY FORCED TO LIQUIDATE.

Tile Coucern Which Had Its Birth in the
Teeming Brain of Loftus E, Dancey
Comes To Grief—Mr. Daucey Mysteri-
ously Disappears — The Fakirs Pre-
tanded That M, ©. Cameron and Sir
Richard Cartwright Were Stockholders.

Au interesting article appeared in The
World of Sept. 12, 1891, ra a shady syndicate
known as the Chicago Smokeless Fuel and
Gas Company.  The concern was a colossal
one, the object of its projectors beiug the
manufacture and sale of gas for fuel, fllumi-
the sale of steam and heat
for power, the manufacture and sale
of jce. In fact it proposed to do
a number of things which’ were to benefit
alike the capitalist and the struggling work-
ngman,

The capital stock (o paper) of the com-
pany was $10,000,000, divided into shares of
£10U each., The head office was located on
the tenth floor of the Auditorigm, Chicago.
Dr. Ewin Louis McAuliffe was president and
treasurer, Loftus Edwin Dancey secretary
and Thurston Hall manager. Tho last-
named was the inventor of the wonderful
machine which was to work such a revolu-
tion in socinl econcics,

M. C. Cameron, who was defeated in West
Huron a few months ago hy
Secretary of State Patterson, appear-
«l among_ the - Iist of incorporators.
Ay, Camerotiy however, emphatically denied
baving any counection whatever with the
coneern, but up to date Sir Richard has not
denied the soft impeachment, although it is

Nor were the speakers merely general in their
strictuies: Toronto Anglican Sisterhood that
burp candles in their chapels were referred
to im plain terms, and in close conneation
with observations not by any means compli-
mentary to the purity of' nunneries and nuns
of all “sorfs, creeds and ages. It was em-
phatically #he meeting of a party in achurch,
and a party which views with unfavorable
oyes the doings of the opposite party.

A Systemntization of Woman's Work.

Rev. Bishop Sweatman presided, and with
bim on the platform were Rev. Rural Dean
Jones, M.A., Rev. the Hon. W. Moretcn of
Hamilton, Rev, T. C, DesBarres, Hev. A. H,
Baldwin, Rev. G. A, Kubring and Mr. A. H.

I need not say that it gives the Directors
great pleasurs to meet those present’ &t this,
the tweunty-fifth annual meeting - of the
Shareholders. The statement.of Assets-and
Liabilities now before you exhibits an active
and increasing business, and the profit and
loss account shows that we have had a satis-
factory year as to profits. After paying the
" usual dividend of 7 per cent. we "bave been
able againto add $100,000 to our rest  ac-
count, and to write $12,500 off our Bauk
Premises account. This brings the rest fund
up to one million dollars, and while the' per-
centage of this fund to the capital: is still
‘much smallér than we hope to see it in the
future, the actual amount of ' the fund’ is
large enough to_be a source of great satis-
faction to your Directors, especially in view
of the care exercised each year in providing.|
for every weak spot in the bank’s assets be-*
fore undertaking to pass any sum to the rest
account. .

This is the 25th anniversary of the foumd-
ing of this Bank, and it may be interesting
to you if I direct your attention for a short
time to the growth it has made siuce the
date of organization.

Perhaps the simplest tést of the position it
has gained among its fellow institutions is
shown by the growth of its deposits. At the
close of 1867 they amounted to $766,000;
at the close of 1877, $7,304,000; 1887, $10,082,-
000; while at the 31st May, 1892, they have
reached the splendid figures shown in our
statement, namely, $17,000,184, There are
banks in this Province with capital stocks

* much smaller than ours which have been

able to accumulate larger rest accounts,
and to pay larger dividends, and we
view their success with pride as we do that
of any commercial institution founded in
this province. But the problem before a
bank wgth a large capital, and that before a
bank with a small capital,differs materiaily,
and I am sure our Shareholders will hear
with great satisfaction the facts and figures
I am about to read setting forth some of the
results of our  first quartetycentury of
basiness. The fact that thedividend just
paid is .the fiftieth dividend shows that in
our history we have never failed to pay half-
Jyearly dividends. For the entire period the
drvidends average about seven and three-
quarters per cent. per annum on the capital
paid-up, and the aggregate of dividends paid
amounts to the very large sum of $10,137,955.
It the dividends in-the Bank’s early y’ears
had been smaller, as they doubtless should
have been, the Rest account would at this
mothent be large enough to satisfy-any of us.
Again, if the capital bad been ‘smaller the
percentage of results would have been
larger. But we are here to state the situa-
tion as it is, and the fact that we have made

rofits during the last twenty-five yearsin
dividends paid.  and Rest accumulated,’ of
over eleven million - dollars, 1s a sufficient
achievement, 'we think, to meet your
approval. We believe we are safe ig saying
that no Canadian bank of the lar?s‘r class
can show such a satisfactory record in its
first quarter-century. -

‘We enter upon our secoud quarter-century
with assets of over $27,000,000, with a lerge
and sweadily increasing busiuess, with many
highly valued customers and jmperiant con-
pections, with ‘an able and well-organized
staff, and I see no reason why we should uot
enter upon it full of gratitude for the past
and full of bope for the future.

Geueral Manager's Address.
From the report of the Directors, now be-
fore the Sharebolders, it will be seen that we
bave again to congratulate ourséives upon a
satisfactory year’s business. ‘I'be additions
to the rest account during thie past five years
have not been made, as we have frequently
sured the Sharehplders, until by the most
f'd. king valuation-of -our assets we have
'ound ourselves wiarranted in doing so. The
busiuess of banking has no% " been marked
during the year by exceptiopal risk in the
conditions r which ou ‘mouey has been
lent, but on the'gther hand the profits bave
been only moderately satisfactory. During
the entire year we have been cumpelled at-
several points, owing to the competition of
other bauks, to pay too high a rate for de-
posits, .bug t.hhﬁn now beeu jmrtially re-
medied, although present -rates are still
higher than the money markel ‘at present
justifies. For the first eight or mine months
of our banking year, however, lganing rates
were oh ‘a satisfactory basis, “but at the
moment there is certainly an uncomfortable
amount of money which finds employment
only in loans on securigies. Should this cou-
tinue into the autumu and * winter months
it will copsiderably cartail banking profits
during the ensuing year, uuless the interest
rate on deposits is still further reduced.:
' .Depusits.

A year ago we drew your attention to the
large increase in our deposits, expressing the
feeling that the growth was in part probably
temporary, hat this year we have /again to
report a large gain, our deposits’ having
reached a total of seventeen miliions, nearly
two millions in excess of last year. . This,
with our capital, circulation and other re-
sources, brings the entire fund we have to
administer up to twenty-seven million dol-
lars, u very large sum, the safe and profit-
able employment of which is indeed a “mat-
ter of incessaut cars and anxisty.

Crops.

In the midst of our discontent a
fyear ngo we all - hoped for a
bountiful erop, looking to that as a panacea
for all commercial ills. We are, indeed apt
to think that if nature would but do some-
thing uniusual for our benefit all troubles
would disappear. We have had a magpifi-
cenb harvest, and nature, in connection with
all ugricultaral pursaits, did her best for us,
but it is doubtful if we grumble any ithe less.
It is true that a very large amouut of grain
was held over by the farmers in'Oatario and
in the Northwest, and the effoct on trade of
the marketing of this has yet t6 bLé experi-
ence.d,

. However, trade an1 clearing-house returns
in both the United States and Canada show
that the volume of business has increased.
and is larger under many heads than io any
previous year. Dabts also have been better
paid, but it must bo admittel that, whether
tho volume has bee:1 kept up or not, many
branches of trade have been unremunerative,

In‘wheat and other cereals and in cattle
the farmer has profited, but the dealer bas
bought all along on 1 falling market. In
thp egg trade the prices npaid by shippers
were high, being not jwety much lower
than before the McKinley tariff. Still there
is no longer any doubt as fo our ability to
send Canadian eggs in prime condition to
Great Bricain and to sell ghem at a fair price.
The distapces has been proved to be no practi-
cal ditiiculty. | But the business apparently
requires greater skill and iuore capital than
many of our shippers possess; aud it is to be
lioped, in the interest of | stich important
trade, that it will Le eonduct hereafter
mainly by men of tried eapacity. ‘The check
caused by the United States tariff is very
considerable, exports havidg fallen from an

- | average, for several years, of thirte n to

fourteen miliion dozens to  eight million
dozens, If the farmer eau, however, make
a profit at the pricés being paid this season
the velume should soon rise to the old fizures.
Qur manufacture of cheege agnin exceeds any
previous season. For the year ending 3lst
March our export reached 111,000,000 Jbs.,
valued at oearly $11,000,000, an advance on
the last season of a million and a iquarter
dollars, This was again accompaniea by a
falling off in the exports from the United
States, amouuting this year to nearly a mil-
lion doilars in value. The season’s operations
were profitable to both factories and ship-
pers. The experiments intended to demoun-
strate thatsbutter-making may be carried on
profitably duriug the mouths unsuitable for
cheese-making have been, I understand, a
sueeess, and ir the counties in which eattle-
grazing, cbeese-making and the fattening of
Liogs, interests closely allied,are now sticcess-
fully carried on, we can add a large msou-
facture of high-class butter without dimin-
ishing the output of cheese.a distinc: forward
movement in Ontario farming will have been
made.
Lumber and Timber.

We have little that is not favorable to re-
port of the lumber and timber trade. Intho
Ottawa district the pine timber manufactur-
ed was less than 3,000,000 cubi¢ féeet,and add-:
ing thereto the stocks held over from pre-
vious years on account of the bad state of
the trade, referred to in my remarks a year
ago, the entire stock held -for sale amounted
to about 5,000,000 cubic feet, a quantity con-
siderably less than the yearly pro-
duct . of ‘the seasons 183888 and
1889-90.  For this - there  appears to
be a satisfactory demand at good prices,
so that it may be said that the timber trade
has quite recovered its toue, a remarkabie
and gratifying change - in a _comparatively
short time, In the Parry Sound and North
shore districts very little timber has been
made, but there is an increase’ in the manu-
facture of deals, the trade in which has also
improved considerably, Notwithstanding
a slight increase in wages, and more than
usual expense in ‘driving oWing to the late
breaking up of the ice and low water,” the
bulk of the cut of logs will reach the mills in
the Ottawa district, and at a rea-
sonable cost: . The cut, with the
smaller amount than usual beld
over, makes a stock exceeding last year
about ten per cent., but keeps well below the
excessive production of 1887-88. The cut of
logs elsewhere nlso, somewbat excesds that
of 1890-91. There has beerran excellent mar-
ket with some ad vance ig prices inithe United
States, and a partial revival of the trade
with South America, apparently ndicating
(a return very soon to the demand which ex-
isted before the financiai‘troublésiof the last
few years. The home copsumption is still
unsatisfactory because- of' thé” decline in
building  operatious. The consumption of
pulp wood 1s increasing very rapidly, and in
view of our well-nigh inexhaustible supplies
of spruce this is a trade which will soon, if it
does not already, occupy a place of great
importance among the industries of this Pro-
vince.

State of Trade.

There seems to be little in these conditions
to warrant a feeling of disappointment; but
there are other conditions. We are suffering
all over North America from the waning of

a wide-reaching real estate boom, The sud-
den decrease in building operations bhas
thrown large numbers out of employment,
and the supposed proflis from real estate
operations have in many cases disappeared.
Many people are clearly not so well off as
they imagined, and a general indisposition,
and in some tases inability, to spend money
as freely as heretofore is the natural resalt.
Not only Have the imaginary profits of pasc
speculations disappeared, but there are at
the momwent no captivating suburban ven-
tures, nor can the dealers in city lots trade
with that certaiuty of a steadily rising mar-
ket which has been so muchi the cause of the
activity in businessduring late years.. We
baVve danced, and we must pay the piper
with what grace we may.

one of the most prominéent developments Sof
the last decade or two. Wa have applied
the wonderful machinery of the age to the
bettér organization of tcade, sud as this
goeson with rémorseless strides the small
centres of the world lose: their  importaunce,
and, distavce being practically lessened; the
area controlled by larger cities or larger-
business orgauizations - i8  enormously
increased, The farmer's wife does
not o often ride in a wugon five or 10 miles
to the nearest village to mwake her purchases,
but with a Saturday half ticket goes by rail
20 or 30 miles to the nearest town or city,
and with less loss of time and greater ease,
The merchant or manufacturer orders his
merchandise from the uttermast parts of the
earth, by cable if he chooses, with certainty
as to the time of its arrival. The farmer
raises food on the western prairies with no
thought as to who will eat it, and thus fur-
nishes food for outlandish folks thousdnds of
miles awany, of whom he has never heard.

This isia state of things which has brought
too muchi ruin to individuals ‘to warraot one
in saying that it is an unmixad good,but it is
a change permanent enough to demand that
we should meet it with a more ready change.
of front than we at present offer. ~Wo talk
vaguely about over-production as the source
of many evils in trade, but there are many
varigties of over-production. We have pro-
duced thousands of new houses in Toronto,
clearly not required by the population, but
it may not be these , which are left vacaut
eventually, but the older and less attractive
bouses, in the same way we have a dis-
tinet over-production of shopkeepers and
other men in business, and the men with
the newest methods are apt to drive the
others out. If business men find their trade
or profits going from them, hard as it may
be, they should meet such a state of affairs
prompily by turning to some industry in
which there is not over-production at the
moment, All grumbling to the contrary
notwithstanding, there is no over-produc-
tion in Canadian farming at the moment,
and the return from the honest industry of
a farmer in- Ontario or the Northwest is
greater proportionately than in any of the
ordinary callings of men with which Iam
acquainted.

We ware a thoughtful, sslf-reliant
people, as it becomes all Northern races
to be. Iustead, therefore, of viewing with
envy the instances of rupicl money-making in
the {Jnited States, many in number, it is true,
but few-in percentage to the toiling millions
in that country who may never hope for the
comfort which is general in Oatario, let us
look steadily at our own country and do
what we can, as we have in the past, to in-
crease our moderate but quite sufficient pro-
sperity. Few people.have shown in the past
fuore enterprise in proportign to the popula-
tion than Canada. Looking then at our own
country, as a whole, there are at the moment
two serious problems before us. . We bave
the greatest systenf of lakes and canals in
the world, and they form the natural bhigh-
way between the largest food producers of
the world and the consumers of Europe. But
this great waterway will never be complete
uutil vessels of large capacity can steam
from the head of Lake Superior to Great
Britain. -At the moment bulk is broken
.at Baffalo and again at New York, (or most
of the grain carried by, water, while the fre-
quent transhipment enables the railroads to
compete successfully, We. should carry al-
most all of the” wheat destined for Europe
from the United States and Canadian:North-
west down  the St. Lgwrence, whileasa
matter of fact we éarry verv little, -

We have also in the Canadizn Pacific Rail-
way Company ong'of  the greatest lacd and
water  carriers of the world, its pathway
stretching from Asia to the eastern shore of
America, but, gréat ‘as thisdistance is, it is
the width of the Atlantic too short to fully
meet the requirement of this country. By a
special effors, via New York, mails were car-
ried by this line from Japan to England in
21 days. We should be able to beat that re-
cord “without deflecting from the straight

,-and without the special effort. By the
establishment of a first-class line of fast-
goirfy steamers between Canada and Eng-
land we can carry the  bulk of the merchan-
dise and the Majority of the travelers be-
tween Eastern Asia and Western Europe
through our Northwest country. When this
is accomplished we shall not want for emi-
gration, although that is but a side-issue to
the main advantages to be derived from
better connection with Europe.

Mr. H. A, Massey: I rise to move the fol-
Jowing resolution: *‘T'hat the'thanks of the
meéting are due and are héreby tendered to
the President; Vice-President and other
directors for their careful attention to the
interests of the Bank during the past year.”

1t has been my | privilege to move resolu-
tions similar to this on other occasions, but
in this instance it is with special pleasure
that I move it, for I have personal know-
ledge of some of the workings of this institu-
tion, and I know something of the attention
of the officers to tire  interests of the shars-
bolders.

Caien
The Court of Appeal yesterday * delivered
judgment in the following, among other
cases: Village of Fort Frie v. Fort
Erie Ferry RW. Cowpany. This ‘was
an appeal by the defendants from the judg-
ment of Mr. Justice Street at the trial,
whereby the defendants were ordered to re-
move their tracks from the streets of Fort
Erie and to desist from running trains there-
on. The action was brought for a manda-
mus and to compel performance of

a contract contained in a bylaw of the
plaintiffs’ This appeal was dismissed with

costs, ‘

Queen v. Elborne:—An Ag)eal on behalt of

tho complainant and the -Police :.:S:otuw

of Toronto from the three rules ahso-
lute by the Common Pleas Division,quashing
three summary convictions of the defendant
under the Ontario Liquor License Act, for
ullinﬁlliquor without recording the salo, the
defendant being a druggist doing business in
the city of Toronto. Appeal allowed with-
out costs. s
Marshall v. London Street - Railway Com-
ny.—An appeal by the plaintiff from the
ﬁdgmont for the defendants pronounced by
avis, junior judge of the County Court of
iddiesex, who tried the action with a jury.
The action was brought to recover §200 Tor
damages to the plaintiff's Victoria by reason
of a collision with a street car on the defend-
ants’ line. The Victoria was at the time in
charge of a servant of the plaintiff, and was
stationary
struck by the car, The jury found that there
was negligence on the part of the car driver,
but that there was also negligence of the
plaiutifl’s servaut, and that either party
conld have avoided the accident. The judge
of the court below held that these findi
amounted to a verdict of contributory negli-
gence, and held that the defendants were
entitled to judgment. The appeal was taken
on the ground that the verdict was not
sufficient t0 sustain: the judgment for the de-
fendants, as, though the words ‘‘contribu-
tory negligence” were actually used, there
was nothing to show that they were used in
their strict senge, or that the jury meant by

_the expression that the servant’s negligence
was such as to amount to contributory negli-
gence in' the technical sense. Appeal dis-
missed with costs,

_ Watson v. Carroll.—An appeal by the de-
fendaut from the judgment of the Chan-
celior, dismissi e defendant’s appeal from
the report of the master-in-ordinary, allow-
ing the plaintiff’s appeal from the said re-
port and disposingof the action on further
directions, and as to costs. The action was

on an agreement entered mto by the defend- |

ant to secure the plaintiff to the extent of
$2000 agaiost any loss be should incur by
guaranteeing the discount account of the
firm of Charlesworth & Co. with the Mer-
chants’ Bank. The défendant set up, among
other defences, that time had been given to
the principals; that the agreement provided
that he should become liable only for the

Theaction was brought
for sn injunction to restrain the defendant
and his agents from infringing certain tijade
marks, commonly knowg as the *Mexican
Fruit” aud the *‘Tutti Frutti,” belongiog
to the plaintiffs, registered in the offiee ot
the Minister of Agriculture at Ottawa,
or any fraudulent or colorable imitation
thereof, or from using any labels, stamps
or advertisements so contrived as to
represent or lead 4o the belief that the goods
yld by the defendant were| the guulls manu-
factured by the appellants. The defendant’s
wrade mark objected to by the plaintiffs was
registered on July 15, 1891; the plaintiff 's
trade mwarks were registered respectively on
May 28, 1888, and Aug. 25, 1891. The defend-
ant’s trade mark consists of a label having
the words, ‘“Mexican Fruit Chewing Gum,”
printed in a gold-colored surface,surrounded
by a Llue or other contrasting colored’ bor-
der.
